Court House, Tuesday 11th.

This Court opened at 12 o’clock, noon 
to-day, hie Honour, Judge Macdonald, 
presiding.

The following gentlemen were sworn 
in as a grand jury, David Stewart, fore­
man ; Robert Bousfield, John Bohn, Jas. 
Cowie, David Hunter, David Johnston, 
Jacob Kennie, Isaac Laight, Chas. Lang 
dale, John Maitland, John McAree, 
Stephen Piper, John Smith, Robert 
Thomson.

His Honour then proceeded to address 
them. He said that there was but one 
person, whose name appeared on the 
calendar, In custody. But the crime with 
which he was charged—arson, he having 
it was alleged set fire to a barn—was a 
very serious one. Offences of this kind 
are always committed with the greatest 
secrecy, and it becomes necessary that 
they should be judged by circumstances. 
In this case there would probably be no 
direct evidence—it is seldom that there 
is—but if the circumstances which would 
be brought under their notice pointed to 
the person in custody as being likely to 
have committed the deed it was their 
duty to return a true bill. A reasonable 
probability is all that is necessary. A 
second case was sheep stealing, the party 
charged being out on bail. The offence 
of stealing) his Honour proceeded to ex­
plain, is colnplete even if the articles have 
not been taken away. If they were, as 
in this instance, removed from one part 
of the premises to another with the evi­
dent intention of ultimately .-amoving 
them altogether the theft is as complete 
as if they had been at once carried away. 
The third and last case on the calendar 
was one of obtaining goods under false 
pretences. Some person had obtained a 
watch by giving an order on some one 
else, which the latter refused to acknow­
ledge. It would be the duty of the Grand 
Jury to ascertain if the individual who 
gave the order had reason to believe that 
the amount was really due .to him, and 
that his order would be honored ; if he 
entertained this belief he was not guilty 
of the crime laid to his charge, but if he 
believed and knew different he was. 
After receiving some further instructions 
in regard to the details of their duties the 
Grand Jury retired.

The first case was Pirestine vs. Hewer 
et al; an undefended action on a promis­
sory note made the defendant, William 
Hewer, and endorsed by two others. 
Verdict for the plaintiff, $304.13. Mç. 
McLennan for plaintiff.

Cummins vs. Minihax.—The defendant,

Casey. On behalf of defendant it was ob­
jected that no case had been made out, the 
action " ring brought under the Consolidated 
Statutes as to elections to the Legislature of 
Canada. The declaration in this case charges 
the offence when an election was being hi "d 
for the Legislature of Ontario,a House not in 
existence at the time of the passing of the 
Act, and not apolied to it by the Union Act. 
Furthermore, that the defendant having 
locked his bar-room door, and the liquor 
having been given by his wife, without his 
connivance, and at solicit/Ion of the ~ tfc. 
the defendant is not responsible —the statute 
contemplating his own neglect, of which he 
is not guilty in this case having taken everv 
reasonable "precaution. The Judge overrul­
ed the objections with leave to defendant to 
move on it in Term.

BY TELEGRAPH
Despatches to the Evening Mercury,

BY ATLANTIC CABLE.
London, Dec. 10, noon.—The rejection 

of impeachment by the United States 
House of Representatives excites much 
comment here. The Times praises the 
action of the House, and considers the 
result as opening a way for practical 
legislation—at the same time it fears the 
President will regard it as endorsing hie 
policy, and concludes that all hopes of » 
sound reconstruction must be deferred.

London, Dec. 10.—It is inferred from 
the tenor of the speech made by M. Rouher 
in the Corps Legislatif, that the French 
Emperor has adopted a policy on the 
Roman question which coincides with 
the views and desires of the clerical party. 
This impression is strengthened by the 
tone of the French press since the speech 
was delivered. The liberal journals are 
greatly dissatisfied, while the clerical or­
gans seemed pleased and jubilant.

Liverpool, Dec. 10.—Fenian sympa­
thizers are making extensive preparations 
for a public funeral in Liverpool on Sun­
day next, in honqur of Allen, Gould and 
Larkin, but Orangemen of this city 
threaten to break up the procession, and 
it is feared a serious riot may take place 
should the proposed demonstration be at­
tempted.

Berlin, Dec. 10.—The private treaties 
indemnifying the displaced Princes of 
Hanover and the other Provinces annex-* 
ed by Prussia, were to-day approved By 
the Diet. Dreyse, the inventor of the 
needle gun, is dead.

Cholera.—The ship Lord Brougham 
left Hamburgh with a crew and passen­
ger list showing three hundred and 
eighty-three passengers, all in the steer­
age. When but two days at sea symptoms 
of the cholera became manifest among 
the passengers, and from that time until 
within eight days of the arrival of the 
vessel at this port, the disease raged with 
terrible effect, carrying off no less than 
seventy-five persons, in some cases entire 
families and prostrating a score or more 
who still lie in a pracarious condition. 
The captain of the vessel, Mr. Jorjensen 
reports that the weather during the voy­
age, and especially during the early part, 
was remarkably fine and warm, and this, 
no doubt accelerated the spread of the 
disease. The ship sailed without a phy­
sician, so that when the infection became 
known the efforts made to check its pro­
gress were crude and ineffective , and the 
mortality increased fromjday to day until 
the weather became colder. The ship ar­
rived out from New York on Saturday 
last, with twenty passengers still sick. 
Shu was ordered to the lower Quarantec.

American Despatches.
W heeling, Dec. 10—A locomotive on 

the Baltimore and Ohio railroad exploded 
near this city to-day, killing the conduc­
tor, engineer, and fatally injuring two 
others.

Havana, Dec. 10—The steamers Barce­
lona and Cacique arrived at Santiago de 
Cuba yesterday. Advices from Porto Ri­
co state that the earthquakes had not yet 
ceased. There were 114 shocks in eight 
days. Several buildings were destroyed 
since last accounts. At St. Thomas the 
people had given up all efforts to rebuild 
their habitations or resume business.

Intelligence from St. Domingo to 80th 
ult. had been received. Thé brother of 
Montez was at the head of 8000 Haytiana 
on the frontier, and intended to invade 
the Republic. A sanguinary conflict b - 
tween his troops and those of Salnave was 
expected. President Salnave is deter­
mined to set fire to the powder magazines 
and blow up the capital rather than yield 
up the government to the rebels.

Memphis, Dec. 1C—The steamer J. S. 
M -O ne was burned on Friday night last 
with 1000 bales of cotton. The boat is a 
total loss and valued at $15,000. One life 
lost.

New York, Dec. 11—The Herald's Ha­
vana telegram says, we have a report 
from Hay ti that the people there have de­
manded of the government the suspension 
of the decree that keeps Geffrard and 
others in exile. Geffrard had again be­
come popular, but the Legislative Cham­
bers seemed undecided.

New York, Dec. 11—The post mortem 
examination of the bodies of Mrs Fall and 
her daughter, found dead in their bed in 
Brooklyn, discloses the fact that they died 
from the effects of strychnine.

New York, Doc. 11—The Tribune's

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THE FINANCIAL STATEMENT.
Mr. Rose acquitted himself well on 

Saturday, when he gave to the House a 
full, fair and candid exposition of our 
financial .position. This is all the more 
creditable to him as it was the first time 
he had to deal with our finances as 
Finance Minister, and the first time also 
that the accounts of all the Provinces 
constituting the Dominion were included 
An our yearly exhibit. The work there­
fore was one of special difficulty, but the 
way in which Mr. Rose treated it, by 
giving the financial condition of each 
Province separately, helps us to a clear 
understanding of the position of each, 
also of the whole combined. Rose 
divided his statement into three parts 
First, the accounts of Canada proper, 
Ontario and Quebec, for the year ending 
30th J une, 1866, and accounts ending 80th 
June, 1867. Secondly, the obligations 
-the Dominion assumed on the 1st July 
last. Thirdly, the financial condition of 
the Dominion on 30th November last ; ana 
lastly, the statement of income and ex­
penditure from 1st July till 30th June 
next. The figures under each of the 
above headings will be found in our report 
of Mr. Rose’s speech, so that we need not 
.give them again. What we wish specially 
to call attention to is the large increase 
during the year of our floating debt. 
This floating debt comprises—Due fiscal 
agents in London, $3,980,835 ; due Bank 
of Monti eal, $2,724,086, and a further 
Bum of $206,980 on account of Sinking 
Fond, making in all—$6,911,901—nearly 
aéven millions! and that, too, exclusive 
of provincial notes and debentures. By 
the issue of provincial notes $3,113,700 
was raised during the year, and $873,000 
from debentures sold in Canada. Last 
eeesion Mr. Galt gave the floating debt 

* at $5,000,000, and now Mr. Rose puts it 
down at nearly]$2,000,000 more. Until 
we are in possession of a detailed state­
ment of the expenditure for this year, we 
have no means of accounting for this 
large increase to our debt, but the an­
nouncement is sufficiently alarming, and 
ehows that there has been reckless ex­
penditure somewhere. Mr. Rose informs 
ns that he has staved off the payment of 
the claim of the Bank of Montreal, and of 
the fiscal agents in England till next 
year, but that is only putting the evil 
day farther off. These sums are due, 
and must some day be paid, and the great 
danger is that being in the shape 
of a floating debt, the creditors in the 
event of any unforeseen emergency may 
demand payment of the Government at a 
day’s notice, and before any provision be 
made to clear it oft'. In plain terms it 
puts the Dominion at the mercy of the

equally hard on the other banks which 
are doing their beat to supply the wants 
ot the country, and at the same time to 
combat the selfish and unjust policy of 
the Bank of Montreal. Nor is this the 
only danger. The necessities of the gov­
ernment may compel it year after year to 
further increase the issue of these notes 
until in time it will have become so large 
that it will be found impossible to redeem 
them in gold, which in the end may 
bring about a crisis in commercial affairs, 
and perhaps suspension of specie pay­
ments.

We cannot now enter into the details 
of Mr. Rose’s estimated expenditure and 
receipts for the current year, but we pro­
test against a vote of credit being passed 
for expenditures till March next without 
the supplies being brought down in the 
ordinary way. In doing so Parliament is 
voting away the people’s money blindly, 
while the reasons for not giving a detailed 
statement are frivolous and unsatisfac­
tory. It will be seen that Mr. Dorion’s 
resolutions protesting against such a vote 
was lost by a large majority, nevertheless 
we are firmly of the belief that the coun­
try will approve the position taken by 
him and those who voted with him in this 
matter.

KINGSTON MURDER-
EXECUTION OF ALLEN.

Kingston, 11th Dec.
Saxle Allen, one of the partie» connected 

in the redent murder at Morton’s dis­
tillery, was executed at a few minutes 
after 11 o’clock this morning. It was in­
tended that the execution should take 
place earlier in the morning, but at the 
earnest request of Allen's spiritual advis­
ers it was delayed.

He walked to the gallows with a firm 
step, and refused to have the black cap 
drawn over his head. The drop, which 
was about five feet, broke his neck, and 
he died as he often previously asserted he 
would, with a smile On his face. Before 
leaving the jail he handed his counsel a 
paper, the contents of which have not yet 
transpired. About 1,500 persons wit­
nessed the execution. Weather cold and

To the Pacific in a Fortnight !— 
The Union Pacific Railroad has already 
reduced, in point of time, the overland 
journey to California one week. «The to­
tal time from Japan to New York is now 
reduced to forty days, while the Liverpool 
merchants may receive their advices by 
this route in nine or ten days. Despatch­
es received at New York on Wednesday 
state that the mails from China and Japan 
which have heretofore been tent from San 
Francisco by sea, and which have occu 
pied from twenty-two to twenty-four days, 
in transit from that city to New York, 
left the former city by the overland route 
on the 20th ult., and will be due here to­
morrow morning, only fifteen days' from 
the Pacific coast. In five years hence the 
wonder will lie, not that any parties were 
audacious enough to project and build a 
Pacific Railroad, but that business men 
were so long content to do without, it.
