Guelph Christmas Fat Cattle Fair.
The great annual Christmas Fat Cattle

1 Fair was held to-day—a most suspicious 
one as far as weather was concerned—and 
a Iarge_number of most excellent cattle 
were brought in for disposal by the 
neighbouring farmers. The number of 
fat eattle at the fair were considerably 
inferior in point of numbers, but the 
quality was in no degree below what we 
have been accustomed to have at this 
season. A large number of buyers were 
present, including Mr. Satchel! of Ot­
tawa, W. 8. Williamson of Brampton, 
Messrs. Reeves, Booth, TA CFlannagtm, 
Rosebaneh, Dunn Brothers,Scott, Hollihv 
Kinnear, Conlin, Welsh, Kelly .Windmill, 
White, Beddingfleld, Braunridge, Craw­
ford, Wiekson, Ac., Toronto ; Messrs 
Laurie, Blake, Muirhead, Dingle, Creed, 
Pearson, Hines and Spencer, Hamilton ; 
and A. Spiers, Chingnacouey. A very 
large number of small dealers were pres­
ent from the large cities and we should im­
agine that from the comparative scarcity of 
Christmas cattle, many of them would 
experience difficulty in supplying their 
wants. This dearth in point of num­
ber is entirely attributable to the reaction 
of the extraordinary dry reason we have 
just passed through, many graziers hav­
ing had to dispose of their cattle in a 
half fed condition, and many more not 
having what cattle they have put for 
feeding purposes in a sufficient advanced 
stage of maturity to warrant their, ap­
pearance as competitors for the supply of 
Christmas beef. The inferior description 
of cattle fetched irom $4 to $4 50 per 
100 lbs., whilst the better classes rose on 
a graduated scale, according to quality, 
from $4 60 to $12,.per 100 lbs., the lat­
ter figure being only, reached by the 
splendid heifer of Mr. Wm Whitelaw.
The great bulk of the well fed cattle 
readily foufM purchasers at from 85 to 
$5 50, per 100 lbs. It would be well to 
note when we state at, it means, so much 
per 100 lbs ; and when for is used it is 
intended to convey thé lump sum.

Fire in New York.

Over Twenty Lives Lost.

London, Dec. 10.—The gale continued 
yesterday, but not with the severity of 
Sunday. Despatches continue to come 
to han$ bringing intelligence of disasters 
both onrsea and land. The damage in 
the city is considerable. Six houses were 
blown dbwn, and forty persons are 
known te hare been injured by the fait- 

w buildings. A brig, the name ofjwhich 
has not been ascertained, grounded off 
the west coast of the Isle of Wight, and 

ery person- on board perished.
The barque “Stralsnnd,” from Ham­

burg for New York, was wrecked on the 
Ridge ledge, but the oarew were all 

saved;
The gasometer attached to the Royal 
rsenal at Woolwich, has been damaged 

by a gale, and the hospital has been with­
out gas for the past two nights. Com­
munication is yet very much impeded.

New York, 11th Dec.—Shortly after 11 
o'clock last night a fire broke out in the 
the upper part of*the Fifth Avenue Hotel, 
on 23rd street side. Engines were quickly 
on tho spot, and soon at work pouring 
streams upon the flames, which at mid­
night enveloped the whole of 23rd street 
side. Many guests had retired, or were 
about1 retiring, when the alarm-sounded, 
and when the firemen brought hose into 
the interior of the building, a panic en­
sued among the more timid of them, who, 
after making a rush for their tranks, Ac., 
demanded a settlement of their bills and 
left the house. After the fire had been 
pretty well extinguished, the firemen, on 
going through the rooms in what is known 
as Cock Loft,.occupied by laundry women 
and domestics, were horrified by stumb­
ling over the remains of human beings 
which where piled on the floor. Lanterns 
were immediately procured, when a hor­
rible sight was revealed. On the floor of 
a room about 12 feet square were found 
no less than fifteen bodies, all burned be- 

recognition. The bodies found were 
g near the only window of the room, 
i burned so that escape by that 
s was impossible, and the staircase 

leading to the room being on fire, they 
were compelled to wait for death. It is 
supposed that many were burned to death 
while asleep. The position of some of 
the charred remains showed that the un­
fortunate creatures died in great agony. 
Up to 20-minntes past 2 o’clock twenty- 
two dead bodies had been recovered, six­
teen in one room and six it another, 
which is probably all. The fire originated 
in the elevator or staircase leading to the 
laundry. There were 600‘ guests in the 
house, but none are reported injured. 
The damage by fire and water will not 
fall short of $100,000.

Milwaukee, Dec. 10.—Captain Thomp­
son,, late of the “ Lac la Belle,” who was 
on the propeller “Cuyahoga” during the 
recent stern on Lake Superior, has ar­
rived here. He says the gale was the 
worst he ever experienced, and reports 
the schooner “Middlesex” ashore opposite 
Round Island, with all hands saved. 
The schooners “W. P. Brown” and 

‘D. R. Owen," from Duluth, are reported, 
lost with all hands on board. The- 
schooner “A. C. Griswold,” from Mar­
quette,is reported lost with all on board. 
The badges “Jupiter” and “Saturn,” ore 

len, broke loose from the steamer 
fohn A. Dix,” and drifted ashore at 

Whitefish Point. All hands were lost.
The Canadian steamer “Cumberland’ 

is frozen in at Bear Lake, with fifty 
passengers on board.

Planting of. Trees.
To the Editor of The Mercury.

Sir,—I see in your last issue a piece 
copied from the Canada Farmer, advising 
the planting of trees along the highways ; 
but as long as cattle are allowed to run 
at large, to browse the trees, pigs to root 
around them, and sheep to rub them, 
cam farmers or others be expected to 
plant trees. The Ontario Legislature 
have taken tho initiatory steps lor the 
protection of tredfe by passing an- act for 
their protection. But as soon as the 
township counoilsjsee fit to pass.a by-law 
to prevent cattle from running at large 
on the roads, or for properly protecting 
tho trees when planted, then will formers 
plant, and not till then. Tho sooner 
they think fit to act on the matter the 
sooner tho trees will be planted. It is 
very vexatious to a person,, besides the 
trouble an<bexpense of planting, to have 
trees destroyed when they are growing,, 
and likely to do well.

College.

Visit of the Commissioners to Gnelph,
We stated on Tuesday that the Com­

missioners appointed by the Hon. Mr, 
McKellar to examine and report upon th» 
suitability of the different sites for an 
Agricultural College and Model Farmr 
visited Guelph on that day for the pur­
pose of examining the farms of Mr.F.W- 
Stone and Mr. Wm. Hood. They are 
Mr. John Dunlop, Woodstock; Mr. Ro­
bert N. Ball, Niagara ; Mr. John Miller, 
Pickering ; Mr. John Dryden, President 
of the South Agricultural Society. They 
were accompanied by the Hon. Mr. Mc­
Kellar, Commissioner of Agriculture, and 
the Hon. David Christie. After partaking 
of lnnch with the members of the Town 
Council at the Queen’s, the Commission­
ers, accompanied by Messrs. D. btirtou, 
M. P., P. Gow, M. P. P.r James Laidlaw, 
President 8. R. Agricultural Society, 
George Murton, Secretary do,. George 
Elliott, James Maaeie, proceeded to Mr. 
'Hood’s farm on the River Speed first; and 
^made a minute andf careful examination- 
of.the locality, the quality of-the soil, Ae. 
They then went to Mr. If; W. Stone’s- 
farm and made an equally careful exami­
nation of it. Tfiey were,however, unable 
to get through in one day, and were 
obliged to remain in- town ovèr night, 
and finish their examination next day. 
Mr. MeKellar left for Toronto by the af­
ternoon train, being obliged to return on 
account of urgent business.

The Town Council,, taking advantage 
of ' the presence of these gentlemen in 
town over night ^invited them-to dinner 
at the Queen’s Hôtel. The dinner came 
off at-six o’clock, and besides the guests, 
there were present nearly all the members 
of the Town Council,.the members of 
Parliament for the- South Riding,' several 
of our leading agriculturists, and a num­
ber of our prominent citizens.

Mr. Jas. Maside, Reeve of the Town, 
occupied the chair, and! Mr. John Bond 
the vice-chair. JEfter a very excellent 
dinner, served in first class style, had 
been partaken of, tho chairman gave the 
loyal and patriotic toasts, Dr. Hérod and 
Rev, W. 8. Ball replying in brief and ap­
propriate speeches to. that of the Army 
and Navy.

The chairman next gave “The Senate,” * 
coupling the toast with the name of Hen, 
David < hristie, who briefly responded. 
“The Commons” followed, which was 
done justice to by Mr. Stirton.. “ The 
Local Legislature” earns next, which was 
responded to by Mr. P. Gow, who said 
that a good deal of their legislation was 
outside of politics in building and sus­
taining asylums and institutions for the 
unfortunate and destitude. He was glad 
that, the Government in their wisdom 
had seen fit to decide on having an Agri­
cultural College and. Farm, and as fas as 
thiavloeality was concerned, he had.no 
fear* what would be-the judgment of the 
gentlemen charged: with deciding the 
matter of location.

The chairman, in- complimentary teams, 
then proposed “the Strangers” who 
have eome from ft . distance and who are 
to-night our guests. He remarked that 
as far ns Guelph was concerned its chan­
ces to have the Agricultural Farm, and 
College were second to no place in the 
Province, from its central position, its . 
enterprise, our rich soil and the unri­
valled energy and intelligence oft our 
farmers.

Hon. Mr. Christie responded first, and 
pptid a well-deserved tribute to the energy 
and skill of our? agriculturists, anchto the 
great progress winch had taken place in 
agriculture in this section.. In proof of this 
he spoke of the great advancemen<,_whioh 
had taken place since h» first knew this 
section, some. 36 years ago. He thought 
the present Minister of Agriculture took 
a wise step, in changing" the location of 
the Agricultural Farm* He contended, 
without casting any reflections on the 
late Minister of Agriculture, that a great 
mistake had been committed in fixing on 
the farm at Mimico. The Board of Agri­
culture had. unanimously condemned it,.

Hanger to an Arc Ik Expedition,
From the London Times.

Great fears are entertained for the 
safety of a Sweedish expedition sent un­
der the direction of Professor Nordeu- 
ekoild, the well known Arctic explorer, 
with a view of spending the winter at 
Spitsbergen and discovering from that 
starting point the open Polar sea. In 
the last days of August the expedition, 
consisting of three vessels—the Polhen, 
Gladan and Onkel Adam—was at the 
Norwegian islands on the Norwejian Is­
lands, on the northern side of Spitzbcr- 
lien, and as the northeastern island of 
the archipelago was unapproachable on 
account of ice, the, tedders resolved to 
enter the Hinlopen Sound, between that 
island and Spitzbergen, with' a view of 
reaching Lommebay. The Polhen with 
the Gladan in tow was seen to pass, on 
the first of September, Verlegenhuek, the 
uorthermost point of Spitzbergen (eighty 
degrees latitude) and two days later the 
Onkel Adam passed the same point. It 
must have been- the intention of the 
leaders tojnake Lommebay their winter 
quarters,and to fullil this the Gladan and 
the Onkel Adam would have to unload 
their cargo and return as soon as possible 
only tho Polhen being prepared for win­
tering. But a telegram sent on the 30th 
of October from tho Governor of Tromso 
to tho Norwegian Department of tho In­
terior, states that nothing has been 
heard since the beginning of September 
of the two vessels, and it is feared that 
they are, together with six Norwegian 
sealers, caught iu the ice. If that should 
he the case it is supposed that tho men 
have left the vessels and taken to the 
boats and that they have sought refuge 
on the western coast of Spitzbergen, 
where they have some chance of finding 
as yet open waters. As rather more than 
one hundred lives are at stake, the Nor­
wegian Government has resolved to send 
out from Tunsburg one of the steamers 
built for whaling and sealing-;-and as 

e the shipwrecked are sure to have shaped 
their course towards certain well-known 
places on the coast, some hope maybe 
entertained of their being saved.

Dr. Livingstone’s Brother. — The 
editor of the Hamilton Spectator had an 
interview the other day with Mr. John 
Livingstone, of Listowell, brother to the 
celebrated African traveler. Mr Living- 

- atone was on his way home from New 
York, where ho had gone to meet Mr. 
Stanley, the discoverer of his distinguish­
ed brother. Mr. Livingstone exhibited 
to us several interesting African memen­
toes, which his brother charged Stanley 
to deliver to his relatives resident in Ca­
nada. Whilst Mr. Livingstone was in 
New York, ho was entertained at a ban­
quet in Delmonico’s, given by tile Herald 
club, a club composed exclusively of 
gentlemen conned oa with the Herald 

A newspaper. He xx -s also entertained at 
auother banquet in the same place, by 
the American Geographical Society, and 
addressed a large and enthusiastic meet­
ing at the Cooper Institute. Stanley 
speaks of his reception by all classes of 
British society in the most llattering 
terms, and though ho has no exalted 
opinion of the geographers who sit in 
London and trace out on the map of 
Central Africa an arbitrary system of 
geography to suit there own views, his 
intercourse wiih the great body of the 
British people was of the most agreeable 
and cordial nature. Dr. Livingstone 
hopes to return to England before the 
end of 1874, and soon after he will visit 
Mr. Bennet in New York and his friends 
in Canada.

Shrinkage of Cut Cord wood.
Since Mr. Creech was brought before 

the Police Court a few days ago, on a 
charge of soiling cut and split wood by 
ebon measure, 11 nd the statement of the 
Police Magistrate on that occasion that a 
cord of wood (128 cubic feet) when cut 
and split should measure 160 cubic feet, 
there has been much excitement and dis­
satisfaction among the wood consumers 
of the city who at once settled down to 
the opinion that they were being syste­
matically swindled by wood dealers, 
Those who said that a cord of wood when 
cut and split would measure less than the 
original 4 feet wood, were laughed at and 
ridiculed. However, yesterday, Captain 
Harbottle, of the City Wood Yard, No. 
110 York-street, determined ho would put 
the matter to a practical test and prove a 
thing or two to the surprise of the lieges. 
So in the presence of several members ot 
the press, and a number of others, the 
usual wood-rack (4x4x4) for the purpose 
of measuring exactly half a cord and an 
inch over was solidly and as densely 
packed as possible with sound split body 
wood especially selected from a large pile. 
So tightly were the sticks pressed togeth­
er that no interstices could be seen, and 
as there was not a limb in the pile, prob­
ably not a more just half-cord of wood 
was ever piled. 1'he half cord frame 
measured fully sixty-four cubic feet. The 
steam saw then started, and in ten min­
utes the pile was sawn in three lengths ; 
in two minutes more tho splitting mach­
ine had reduced it to stove wood. Cap­
tain Har bottle and two men now went to 
work and piled the sawed and split wood 
back into the half-cord frame, which had 
been more than level. The wood was 
fitted together as closely and tightly as 
possible, and instead of filling the frame 
two or three feet above the top, only 
filled it level in two tiers—the third tier 
having been piled one-third of the way 
np—making 40 and 3-27tha cubic feet, 
instead of 64 ns it was when four feet 
long. Our readers may be sure this an­
nouncement was received with astonish­
ment. There was half a cord of wood 
nearly fifteen cubic feet short, simply by 
being cut and split.
