At the opening of the Bouse the 
Speaker announced he had received a 
letter from Mr. Hamelin, tbe defeated 
candidate for Prdvenober, claiming the 
seat on the ground that his opponent, 
Louis Riel, was disqualified. As the 
questions have been relegated to a Court 
of Law, Mr. Speaker considered no 
notice could bo taken of tie communioa- 
fion.

After some preliminary business had 
beqn disposed of, Mr. Moss rose amid 
loud cheers to move the Address in re­
ply to the Speech from the Throne. He 
alluded to the circumstances under 
which the new Parliament had assem­
bled, to the short life of its predecessor, 
and the heavy legacy of obligations left 
for the present House to fulfil. The

He then briefly 
noticed some other points touched upon 
by the mover and seconder in ttieir 
speeches, remarking that the Pacific 
Railway was a matter of too much im­
portance and gravity to be dealt with in 
a perfunctory* manner, nor would ho 
degire to hold Mr. Mackenzie too closely 
to any language he may have uttered on 
the subject if on further consideration 
his plans required to be modified.

All 
he feared was lest an anxiety for suc­

Mr. Mackenzie repHed to Sir John 
Macdonald, speaking of the negotiations 
at Washington for the renewal of the 
ReoiprocityTreaty. Hé said not Ling would 
be sanctioned by the present Government 
inimical to the honour or dignity of 
Canada. He highly complimented the 
mover and seconder of the Address, and 
after some farther remarks, defended the 
course he had takbn in placing the policy of 
the Government before the country pre­
vious to the elections, calling attention 
to the fact that ilie Opposition had been 
clamorous for such an explanation before 
It was given.

Mr. Masson went into a lengthy appeal 
to the Government to give tho benefit of 
an amnesty to all persons lontierned in 
the disturbances in the Nortt-west. He 
also read correspondence to show that 
Governor Archibald at the time of the 
Fenian raid in Manitoba had"directly ap­
pealed to Riel for support.

Mr. Dorion referred Mr. Masson to the 
late Minister of Justice to say whether or 
not an amnesty had been promised to 
Riel.He remarked upon the gravity'ofthe 
alleged appeal made by Gev. Archibald 
to Riel, for it was certainly a; matter ,of 
serious consideration that, thè represen­
tative of tbe Sovereign should one day 
call on a man to assist in Saving the 
country, and the next day hand him over 
to the handsof the law.

Lord Kimberley stated that the Acts 
ol the New Brunswick Legislature were 
within their own power ; that no reso­
lution like that passed in the Canadian 
House of Commons on the 14th of May 
last can constitutionally interfere with 
their operation, because the North 
American Act of 1867 gives the Pro­
vincial Legislature exoluaive right in 
such matters ; that Lord Dufferin must 
act on his own individual discretion ; 
and that these Acts, being merely im­
provements on the Act of 1871, are in 
accordance with the' general spirit of the 
constitution cf the Dominion.

This reply is not acceptable to the 
party represented by the Nouveau Monde, 
which thinks Lord Kimberley’s despatch 
is “ at least extraordinary,” and con­
siders the doctrine that the Gcvernor- 
Generul is not bound to follow the 
counsels of his legal advisers in such a 
case, involves a fatal attack on the prin­
ciple of Ministerial responsibility.

The policy of the opponents of the 
School Acts is repeal. They wish the 
whole thing swept nwav, having failed 
to-establish-separate schools, and ex­
pect support from many Protestants who 
would help to abolish the whole system 
onacceuntpf the taxation it involves, 
although opposed to the idea of eeparati 
schools. *

Tke New Speaker ot the Commons. 
__5Ï6 leain from Mr. Morgan’s “Parlia­
mentary Companion” that the Hon. 
Timothy Warren Anglin, who has just 
been elected to preside over the Com­
mons House of Parliament for the next 
five years, is a native of the Green Isle, 
which has been so prolific of great men. 
He came to St. John, N. B., in 1848, and 
there founded the Morning Freeman 
newspaper, of which he is still editor and 
proprietor. Mr. Anglin was first elected 
to Parliament in the year 1861, to re­
present the city of St. John in the New 
Brunswick Assembly, and was for a few 
months in 1866 a member and co-leader 
of Mr. A. J. Smith’s anti-Confederat< 
Cabinet. At the general election ol 
1866 he was defeated, hut in 1867 he was 
returned to the House of Commons for 
the County of Gloucester, which he has 
since continued to represent, being re­
turned àt the last general election by 
acclamation. The new Speaker is a 
Reformer in politics. He married some 
years since a daughter of Mr. McTavieh, 
of St. John, a lady who, by her many 
amiable qualities, has endeared herself 
‘toall,who have had the pleasure of 
meeting her iti the Capital.—Ottawa

Heavy Artillery.
While England is carefully and steadily 

increasing the weight of its heavy arti­
llery, from the Woolwich infant, of thirty- 
five tons for naval service, to the sister of 
thirty-eight tons for land service, it is 
reported that the German Government 
has given an order to its great gnnmaker 
Herr Krupp, to manufacture six breach­
loading guns of about 120 tons each, to 
throiv shot of 2,000 lb. weight, the guns 
to be constructed on the same principle as 
usually adopted by Krupp. He has also 
received an order from his Government 
for a large number of steel btefrgh-loading 
field-guns, some 12-pouulers similar in 
weight to the English 9-pounders having 
been tried with succQfs. Steel, as a 
material for guns, has long been discard­
ed in England, on account of its brittle 
and treacherous character, in favor of 
wrought iron built upon the coi\ system, 
and the adherence of Germany to that 
metal is remarkable. Herr Krnpp ii 
the only manufacturer of guns in Ger 
many, as Sir William Armstrong is the 
only manufacturer in England, outside 
thd royal gun-factories.

Why Potatoes Bum Out.—A New York 
farmer says “ Some une asks why it is 
that potatoes so soon ran out. There 
are two Brand reasons... There are few 
potatoes in a hill that are fit for seed. 
Some are overgrown, coarse, .rank, and 
will not transmit the original quality. 
Others tyre undergrown and pot full de­
veloped seed. A potatoe of medium 
size, perfect in all its parts with change 
of ground will produce its like, ad in­
finitum. One other reason, cutting pota­
toes between stem and seed end is con­
tinually wrong. It requires the stem 
and seed end to make perfect seed. If 
cut, cut length wise. Single eyes will 
run out any pjtatoe. There is no other 
seed will bear mutilation like the potatos ; 
the only wonder is that it does not run 
out completely.

Garibaldi.—The Leghorn correspon­
dent of a German paper says:—Last 
week 95 English men landed at Caprera 
to visit Garibaldi. He was not well, and 
could only rc-oeive a deputation, to whom 
lie expressed his appreciation of the love 
and sympathy which the English Jbta1 
always shown him. Before ho lived c 
the island no one ever came to it, but 
within the last three years, no less than 
180 steamers ho vo put in there. In tho 
samo time lie has received presents of 
the value of from 21 ;■ 00 to 16,000 francs 
in farming utensils, and has refuged 
others worth millions. He is honorary 
citizen of 90 towns', and honorary presi­
dent of 120 institutions. Ho has recei­
ved 21 swords of honor, 11 from abroad, 
and since 1871,5,000 addresses.:

A New Enterprise.--A respectable 
firm is now making preparations to go 
into the fro% trade, in Coboconk, for 
which then urn or QUS lakes, rivers, ponds, 
and creeks furl ishes an admirable eite.

The demand 
in the United States far exceeds the sup­
ply, and an important addition to the 
revenues of this district may be derived 
from frog culture. tEhô preparations 
now making are chiefly in the ooustftie- 
tion of a large ioe house which will be
