And these prepara-
tions are such as can only be afforded by
governments.  No private astronomer,
or observer, or school, is rich enough to
afford the expenses involved in these ob-
corvations, Which require the most costly
instruments and the stationing of ob-
gervers at the most remote points upon
the face of the earth. Tor the purposes
of observing this event, Russia has sent
twonty-seven different expeditions, fully
equipped with astronomers and instru-
ments, to the four quarters of the globe.
France, Germaoy, and England have
sent out ten or twelve each. Anc the
Government of the United States has also
done its full share with the other Govern-
ments of civilized nations. Congress ap-
propriated $150,000 for the necessary
apparatus, and placed all the vessels of
the Navy necessary for eight separate
expeditions, at the command of the men
of sei These expediti will make
the Pacific Ccean, west of California,
Northern Evrope and South Africa the
points of observation. Among the ques-
tions to be settled by these observations
are certain theories in relation to the
conatituent elements of the sun. The
distance of the sun from the earth and
other planets, it is believed, will be more
definitely settled by this opportunity than
Lieretofore, and it will afford an oppor-
tunity for the solution of various other
mooted questions of great interest to
scientists.
