means for its restoration, In this opinion
we venture to think that we sre in harmony
with the commercial mind of the Colony.
Indeed there is evidence of this to be found
in the faet that in their report the Tariff
Commissioners recommend a retarn to the
freo port aystem, as a more effective remedy
for the commercial depression that exists
than can be found in any modification of the
Customs Tariff. Representiog as they do
the commercial opinions and interests of the
place, the recommendation of the Commisy
gioners upon this subject will be entitled to
the greatest cousideration at the hands of
the Executive. Nor is that claim for con-
sideration lessened by the circumstance of
{wo members of the Commission balonging to
the Mainland portion of the Colony. With
the broader question of Free Port, 8s viewed
in the light of Confederation, we do not pro-
pose to deal in the present article ; but it
will be as well for the public mind to be
prepated for decided astion in reference to
a subject upon which appears to bioge the
future destiny of the Colony, It is a grave
question whether it would not be wise to ap-
proach the subject of a Free Port without dir~
eot reference to Confederation ; that is to say,
that the people,acting s a separate Colony,
should adopt that system now, and leave it to
subsequent negotiation to confirm it to us
under Confederation. It may be said that
as a separate aod insignificant Crown QOolony
we would seek in vain for a restoration of a
Free Port; but it shuuld be boroe in mind
$hat if we are a Crown Colony,and compara-
tively insignificant in so far as revenue and
population are conoerned, we are neverthe=
Jess self-sapportiog, and ougbt to bave the
privilege of managiog our own affairs, The
Imperial Government cannot with any show
of reason or justice tell us that we need

éxpect no paternal aesistance and at the same

time deny us the right to adopt such a fiscal |

policy a8 will best enable us to pay our
way, provided that policy has nothing “in it
repugnant to constitutional principles. It
ocan hardly be urged, therefore, that if the
Colonists be _minded to adopt & Free Port,
the Imperisl authorities will say nay ; for
there is nothing in the system that is new
or in any-way inconsistent with or repug-
nent to_lmperial poley, or Colonial prac-
tioe. ' Flor our own part, we regard Confed-
eration as the certain destiny of this Oolony;

Mrs,
Stowe, after Liady Byron’s death, ex-
pected that the truth would be told in
England, but as it has not, and as

book of Byron’s former mistress, and
its extensive circulation in the United
States, she deems it her daty to make
public the disclosures made to her by
Liady Byron, whom Mrs, Stowe not
only believes to have been a lady of
extraordinary talent and genius, but
one of the most sincerely devoted
Christian and oharitable woman in
Eogland—one in whom long suffering
had developed traits of angelic holi»
ness.
Lady Byron, according to Mrs. Stowe
—and this part of the story we shall
pass over briefly—impersonated consei-
ence to Liord Byron. Soon after mars
riage she became acquainted with the
terrible secret thau afterwards shaped
both their lives. Byron had become
the father of 8 child by an incestuous
liason with his sister. It was his con»
sciousness that his wife had discovered
the crime that drove him so near to
madness, and inspired in his mind a
hatred ot her. The sister was an in»
mate of the house. Lady Byron, ac-
cording to Mrs. Stowe, did not leave
her husband, but was driven from home
that he might give himself up to the
guilty infatnation that was consuming
bim,. When she weut to his room to bid
him a last farewell, she found Byron
and the partner of his sins sitting to®
getber. She raid : * *Byron, I come to
say good bye,? offering at the same time
her hand. He pat bhis hands behiod
him and retreated to the mantle piece,
and looking around at the two women
that stood there, Wwith a Barcastic
smile, said : ‘When shall we three
meet again I’ Lady Byron answered,
‘In Heaven, I trust’ and these Were
ber last words to him on earth. To get
at the depth of Liord Byron’s depravity
and deceit, after reading this it is only
necessary to read the:‘Fare Thee Well’
he subsequently addressed to Liady B ys»
ron through the printer—
: “Pare thee well, and if forever,

8till forever fare thee well,

Even though unforgiving, never

’Gainst thee shall my heart rebei.”

Before their separs~ion, Lord Byron

attempted to make his wife the. accoms
plice in his. erime and by destroying her
faith in christianity and confasing her

bear to produce the result. He advo-
cated the good humored marriage of the
continent, with its mutual infidelities,
and gave her to understand that only in
this way could they have a peacefal and
friendly life. She answered him, simply
‘I am too traly yoar friend to do this.” °

Mrs. Stowe also narrates the bratality of
Byron towards his wife duaring the sensitive
period that preceded the birth of their first
and only child. Her invariable - excuse for
these paroxisms of unmanly brutality was
that he was insane, When her child was
only five weeks old he expelled her from his
house ; she was informed by him in a' note
that he could not and would not longer have
her about the honse.

Lord Byron went to the continent, and - in
the tragedy of ‘Manfred,’ which he conceived
aond partly wrote out in Switzerland, he re-
hearsed the story of his own life. Man~
fred is a gloomy miganthrope, dwelling with
impatient temorse on the memory of an ins
cestaons - passion, which has been the des-
truction of hig sister for this life and the life
to come, In the drama of ‘Cain,” the same
