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RAILWAY COMPETITION AND THE BALANCE
OF POWER.
1t is deemed to be far the public good
that we should have railway competition in
Canada, and plenty of it. “Competition
is the life of trade,” say some ; ‘‘the more
the merrier,” say others. ~We cannot
possibly have too many railways, no fear
of that ; the more railways, the cheaper
fares and freights will be to the people.
If through superfluity of speculation too
many railways of the ¢Glenmutchkin” claas
should be built, or merely projected and
chartered but never built at all, what
matter 2 Thatis the business of the pro-
moters, let them beware, the public have
nothing to do with it. Let railway pro-
moters, and lawyers and contractors fight
it out among themseives; the general public
can afford to look on, and may even enjoy
the fun of the scrimmage- Such was the
prevailing view in England thirty-five years
ago, it was -put in practice too, on a large
scale, and we know what followed. The
promoters went their warfare and did the
fighting with a vengeance, but not alto-
gether at their owir: cost, by any
means. The ~gullible Jritish  public,
fancying themselves mere unconcerned
“Jookers on in Vienna,” by-and-by realiz-
ed that they had become deeply interested
partners in the game, though other hands
held the cards and did all the playing.
When the railway craze was over, and after
hundreds of millions had been lost almost
as completely as if thrown into the sea,
some districts found themselves permanent-
ly taxed to support two or three roads where
there was traffic for only one, while a con-
siderable share of the vast amount sunk
had been’ speut on mere paper projects
of railways which never even progressed so
far as the interesting ceremony of turning
the first sod. In the dear school of exper-
jence the British public learned a bitter
lesson ; and the views now beld of the
public interest in private schemes are
widely different from those which prevailed
in the days of “King” Hudson, and of that
intensely realistic though fictitious charac-
ter—Mr. Reginald Augnstus Dunshun-
ner. That lesson sufficed for Eng-
land, but somehow or other it did not
come close enough to Canadian circumstan-
ces to do for us af the same time, and we
had to have our dwn special bit of school-
ing, of ~course at our own special ‘expense.
Nay, it appears to be thought that fwe
have not even yet had schooling enough in
this particular line, and a host of pron.ot-
ers are ready, if we will but open our
mouths and shu‘ our eyes, to give us what
more we need of it, and to send us out

Ib has been a frequent
subject of discussion at board meetings in
England, and every now and then it turns
up and. atbracts attention in Canada. All
along it has been apparent, in fact the
‘thing has been too publiely known to be
denied, that the pressure for amalgamation
always came from the Grand Trunk
side. Equally well known is the fact
that public opinion in Canada has
constantly been opposed ‘to the scheme,
for the ' reason that it threatened

' to take away competition and impose upon

us & monopoly instead. Amalgamation,
while deprecated by the (anadian people
almost as one man, has never been wanted
by the Great Western ; s0 that here we
have two principal parties concerned dead
against it. But the other one of
the three principal parties concerned has
alwaya been more or less in its favor ; and,as
already said, the pressure for amalgamation

a oonundrum, the answer to -which keeps
the word of promise to the ear only, while
breaking it to the hope, We present it
as a serious, practical question—a question
which, as we hope to show, admits of a
rational, practical answer. Holding it to
be a point settled, then, that the existence
of the various local lines as independent
competitors eannot possibly be perpetuated,
we ask next, what other form of competi-
tion is there left to us, which is really
practicable, and capable of being continued
for the general good. = A certain optical
illusion—the mere unsubstantial shadow of
competition—being now in rapid course of
vanishing away, what reality of competi-
tion is there that we can grasp and keep
hold of ? Looking all around, and especi-
ally taking a good look ahead, can we
discern anything that willdo “‘to tie to,” as
the Americans say ? This is the real practica
point in the railway question, and we pro-
pose to give a practical answer. Our
answer is that competition of the local
railways with the great through railways
having definitively failed, our policy under
the circumstances should be to- develop
and perpetuste the competition of the great
railways with each other. The Oredit
Valley and the Midland, for example, being
unable to continue as independent competi-
tors, let us try whether competition can be
developed and sustained, on the large scale,
between the Grand Trunk, the Great West.
ern, and the Canadian Pacific. These are
the three great east and west lines in
Canada, and, as far as present facts and
future prospects enable us to judge, there
is between throngh and local traffic enough
for all three, But, in order that we may
have competition by the three all the way
through, the Gfe)t Western must have a
new eastward extension to the seaboard
through Canadian teeritory, or the use of
one secured and certain. With the Great
Western terminating at Toronto, we have
two roads going through to the seaboard on
our own soil ; but, give this - road
a Canadian eastern outlet, and then
we have three. - The, difference between
having three great competing roads right
through to our own seaboard, and Hhaving
two only, appears to he something worth
considering by the Camadian peaple. We
hesitate not to say that it has been a gigan-
tic blunder in Canadian gailway policy that
we - did not long ago in Some way or other
provide for the connection of the Great
Western with Ottawa, Montreal, Que-
bec, the Intercolonial system and the
maritime provinces. That is what we
should have done when we were establish-
ing-Confederation; the double gonnection
between Lake Huron and the Detroit river
in the west, and the Intercolonial railway
in the east, should have been considered
and provided for from the beginning. It
was a serious mistake that, with a double
line west of Toronto, we did not then see the
necessity of continuing it double instead of
single only, all the way to Montreal, aye,
and to natural deep water at Quebec be-
sides. We repeat the assertion; we hold
that we are not mistaken in characterizing
this omission as a material blunder in our
railway policy. The blunder is an ac-
knowledged one, too ; the fact is that some
of the most public spirited men in Canada
have been frying to repair it ‘ever since, as
witness the efforts made
times by Sir- Hugh Allan
others. Had the thing speak:
of been done at: the time referred
to,  the benefit already .aecruing would
have been incalculable. It can be done evan
yet, however, and if ‘done there are lite-
rally ““millions in it” for the Dominion
generally, and for the Province of Ontario
in particular. Those. who constitute the
assembled wisdom of the province are in-
vited to consider it. ‘“But,” some of
them may say, ‘‘ towards the making of the
missing link what more can we -do than
what has been already done? It is not
proposed to build the new link with money
out of the provincial treasury ; some rail-
way company or other must do it for
themselves.” All very true, gedtlemen of
the provincial assembly, we reply, there
seems to be nothing particular that you can
actually do in the way of helping the
ceuntry towards the desired result. But
might we suggest that you should at least

refrain from doing things that tend directly

All the pressure brought to bear, and
all the many and various plans tried, have
failed so far. But the attempt is not yet
shandoned, the war to force amalgamation
upon the Great Western is still going on.
At present, as on some former occasions, the
local House is the arenajwhere the attack is
pushed. < All these London Junction, Lon-
don and Port Burwell, and Torento and
Hamilton or Niagara Falls railway bills are
part of the amalgamation campaign. It is
only a few little bills that the House is re-
quired to “do” at this time, but in the
passing  of ‘these little Dills the
true railway interests of Ontario may
be sacrificed and done for. Theseé
bills, some of which still continue
to *come up smiling,” thongh knocked ont
of time on former occasions, are all attacks
upon the outworks, by means of which it is
hoped to render the citadel untenable.
Once the Great Western is iworried and
harrassed into amalgamation, then—hey,
presto ! down goes competition and up goes
monopoly all over the Ontario peniusula.
Do our local representatives like the pros-
pect, do they realize what the kind of work
is which their hands are asked to do? If
they were going back to their constituents
pext month, would they take their public
stand upon the policy of taking the who'e of
this province west of Toronto, and handing
it over bodily to the -Grand Trunk? Yet
this is the result towards which their action
will inevitably tend, should they sanction
the various petty schemes which, under pre-
tence of conferring upon us what would be
ionly a miserable penny’s worth of cothpieti-
tion, if ever obtained, would surely rob us of
a pound’s worth as soon as the game had
been sufficiently played. The old proverb
of “‘penny wise and pound foolish ¥ has
hardly ever had a more pointed illustration.
The sanétiohing of “these harrassing little
bills ‘would ¢ rtainly go far to make
Great ‘Western proprietors reconsider
whether it be really worth their while to
continue the fight, seeing that the legisla-
ture and people of Ontario seem to think
that the Grand Trunk may as well take the
peninsula at otice and make the most of it.
Such’action on'the part of the Ontario
House would be snicidal. It would tend
towards the double result of destroying
what competition now exists in the west of
the province, and of blotting out for ever
all hope of that enlarged competition be-
tween three first-class roads to the eastward,
instead of two roads only, in which not
Ontario alone but the whole Dominion as
well is' deeply interested. Are our local
representatives prepared at once to do the
province a gigantic and irreparable injury,
and to deprive it and the Dominion gener-
ally of a certain incalculable benefit, which
will surely accrue if only mischief-work-
ing hands be held off? Do they realize
the positive evil which they are asked to
do, and the vast prospective good
which will be forever defeated Af
they do it. We shall shortly see.

Hon, Mr. Mowat said the opposition
leader was incorrect in stating what he said,
He had® said that the only reference that
could be made now was to the privy
council, that there could be no second
arbitration. If both parties wished to re-
fer it to the privy couneil, it could be done,
but Ontario would in that case have to give
up the award. The Ontario goveroment
had acted in the mrost friendly manner for
three years, and had not even rsceived a
reply. The despatch asked for was only
written after a months’ consideration of
that from Ontario, to which it was a reply,
and it and the answer to it would be brought
down at the same time. The opposition
could get the despatch from their fiiends
at Ottawa, as parliament would be in
session these two or three days. As Mr.
Morris insisted on his motion:

Hon. Mr. Fraser moved the adjournment
of the debate.

Mr. Young said .it was unusual and un-
parliamentary to insist on " the production
of papers which ministers thought" shonld
not be produced. He contrasted the haste
of the opposition in regard to this despatch
with their patience in regard to the delay
of their friendsat Ottawa in the main mat-
ter. .

Mr. Launder said the people would not
agree with the ministry in their refusal to
produce the despatch. They had given
their despatch to the public, but refused
to publish, ‘‘our reply.” L

Mr. Deroche drew attention to the use
of the words ‘‘our reply,” by Mr. Lauder
showing that the opposition represented
not the people of Ontario, but their friends
at Ottawa.

The amendment was carried by 49 to
25, Dr. Kincaid voting for the governm
ment on this, his first vote.

MEAT FOR PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS,

; 0O0-EDUCATION,

Mr. Gibson (Hamilton) moved for a re-
turn of number of females who had applied
for admiftance to any of the lectures of
University college and the results of such
applications, with the correspondence. He
said that in eonsequence of the improve-
ment of the secondary or high school
education many young ladies had
passed the first examipation for the
college,  Fifty-four young ladies in
all had passed these examinations, and
at least as creditably as male competitors.
The subject was an important one. The
senate of the umiversity had made pro-
vision for local examinations of women, and
these had been taken advantage of from
year to year in larger numbers. S-ome
ladies had gone on to the thl.rd' year.
Nothing buta free and full admission to
all ghe advantages of university college
would sa isfy the ladies. Some ladies lad
applied for admission, and there was a
mutual desire on the part of the ladies and
the college authorities to do what was best.
But the latter had come to the cotclusion
that it was not well in the interests of
discipline that there should be co-educa-
tion at presént. He thought there was
nothing in the act authorizing the 9xc]n~
sion of ladies from college. He did no;
think that if permitted they would atten
in as large numbers as males. The mt.”
fluence of ladies takinga higher course o
education would be very bengﬁcml.

Mr. Deroche said there sLould be provi-
sion for the higher education of ladies as
there was for men. He did not speak of
the clumtel_- of the education.

LEGISLATIVE COMMITTEES.

At the Committee on private bills yester-
day with Hon. C. F, Fraser in the chair
the following bills were reported, with
some amendments :—An act confirming a
by-law to close up Earl street in Kingston,
for the use of locomotive works, and one
amending the, charter of the Canada Landed
Credit Company. The chairman said that
no private bills respecting trust companies
would be allowed, but that such further
powers as they ought to have afforded them
would be furnished by amendments to the
general act.

At the committee on railways, with Hon.
Mr. Pardee in the chair, an act to amend
the charter of the Prince Edward county
railway company was considered. The
ehairman took exception to the section
providing that municipal bonuses to the
cempany might be carried by a majority of
the electors, as being against the general
law providing for a majority of all the
electors. He also took exception to the
sections defining the territory to be coverel
by the line as not sufficiently specific, and
to the one empowering the company to
manufasture railway plant for sale to other
companies. The word ‘‘timber” was ex-
punged frem the expropriation sections.
The objectionable sections were held over
for further consideration. An act to auth-
orize the Leamington and St. Clair railway
company to receive bonuses voted for the
purpose of making a connection with the
‘Great Western, though the connection was
only to be made with the line of the Can-
ada Southern was then considered: The
Eromoters and opponents of the bill weie

eard, when it was deferred for further
consideration., The township of Mersea
voted $30,000, and the village of Leam.
ington voted $12,000 in aid of the com-
pany, and while the latter js willing that
the chanfe of connection should be made,
one-third of the electors of the township
are opposed to it. The bonus of the town-
ship was therefore disallowed.
