awarded the same was paid to the defen-
dant who received the same as trustee for
said Thomas H, Brunton and not otherwise,
and the defendant says that he has duly

id over and sccounted to the said Brunton
or the said mouneys 8o received as he was
bound to do, and the defendant submits
that having so held the said ticket and re-
ceived the said sum of money as trustee as
aforesaid and having duly paid over and
sccounted to bis cestui que trust therefor he
is not liable to be sued in this action,”

Whether the circumstance that the de-
fendant was a mere trustee in this illegal
affair saves him from the penalty is s ques-
tion for the court to decide, but the faot
that he stood in clandestinely with Maoager
Brunton to capture oue of the largest prizes
in the lottery does not redound to his credit,
Why Strong should have held s ticket as
trustee for Manager Brunton at all, and

THE BEGINNING OF TRUUBLE IN TONQUIN

It looks as if the evil genius of France,

Gambetta in his scheme for the acquisition
of great possessions by Frange in the east,
with Tonquia for ‘& base of operations,
The story is that in gaining the great states-
for his vrojéct, he was
materially assisted by ' one Mlle,

Valtesse, who is deseribed as a
“‘Jemi-monde actress,” and wealthy enough
to have a villa of her own and distinguished
men among her visitors, She pressed the
scheme upon Gambetta, who took it up and
pushed it forward, ‘It is not said that
Riviere himself had any particalar weakness
for his female ally, but merely that he ac-
cepted hgr, aid, believing that petticoat
government, so long in vogue under mon-
archy, Whs gtill powerful under the repub.
lic, and that he would be fighting at a dis-
advantage if he did not have it on his side.
We -may sispect that Mlle. Valtesse
was not ¢ a ' very faithful political
ally, to Gambetta, at all events, when we
read that on the day of his funeral she sent
to a monarchist journal photographs of the
Jotters that had passed between them.

A SUMMER TRIP.

! To the Editor o/—’l'lu World,

Sir: In arecent issue of your journal was
an article on the approaching cance regatta
at Stoney lake in Peterboro connty. In that
article the route recommended to intending
visitors is via Port Hope to Lakefield, and
thence up the Otonabee river to Stouey
lake, For those purposing either to do
without boats or to lease them at Peterboro
or Lakefield this route is perhaps the best ;
bat as many from this city and western
towns intend cither taking their own boats
or leasing craft at Lindsay, Port Perry,
Fenelon Falls, Coboconk, or Omemee, the
following routes are recommender, especially
to those having a week or more at their dis-
posal:

The first and best route: The Mid-
land Railway to Lindsay; thence via Scu-
gog river, Sturgeon, Pigeon, Buckhorn,
Deer, and Lovesick Jakes and Burleigh river
to Stoney lake—a distance from Lindsay of
46 miles. There are no rapids in Scugog
river. At Bobeaygeon, between Sturgeon
and Pigeon lakes, there is a canal lock,
which the traveller will be careful to enter,
as there are two short rivers connecting
these rivers, There are two rapids—*‘Big”
and *‘Little” Buckhorn— between Buckhorn
and Deer, and two more—*‘Lovesick” and
¢Burleigh”—between Deer and Stoney
lakes, Lovesick lake is a small river ex-
pansion between these. ‘‘ Big Buck” can-
not be “1un” by anything living, but “Lit-
tle Buck” and ‘‘ Lovesick” can be, + The
last two are gemi-circular, and require care-
ful watching to be passed in safety, ‘Bur-
leigh” is three-quarters of a mile long and
very dangerous, It had better be portaged,
Providing one does not wish to expose him-
self to dangar by ‘‘running” these, he may
with a rope held on shore let his boat down
any of them except the ‘Big Buck.” It
must be portaged, and at the right or
east side is the better place to do it. Lit-
tle Buck and Lovesick are portaged on ei-
ther side, but the right is the better in both
cases, If these be run the left central cur-
rent is the safest ; but ia each the danger
is encountered just at the foot.

Each party should have a chart of the
district, as there are several places where it
might be of service. . For instance, at Bob-
cavgeon the two outlets should be avoided
and the canal basin entered. By this, a
portage of less than twenty feet is neces-
sary, or, by a little courtesy, the keeper
may pass the boat through the lock. On
reaching - Pigeon lake the tourist should
keep towards the southeast, and at its ex~
tremity, to the north of a large island sep-
arating Pigeon, Chemong and Buckhorn
lakes. There is a large Indian reservation
on the mainland just east of this island,
therefore some of the tribe are qenerally on
the waters in the locality. They make
good guides, In Deer lake is a large bay
sloping away southward ; so unless the voy-
ageur wishes to make a detour for good fish-
ing, he should keep straight onward to the
east, On the southern shore of this lake
are some remarkable springs, One of these
—*Victoria”—tumbles down a limestons
precipice with a noise that may be heard by
passers some distance from shore, On the
northern bank, stretching far away, is a
barren tract of bare granite—from the cracks
and hollows in the rock a small growth of
poplar, birch, huekleberry, etc., has sprung
up. -1t may be noted that these lakes, as a
rule, divide the laurentian, or granite for-
mation, from the limestone. In all of them
the maskinonge and bass fishing is good.
Several ﬂeau ago I remember seeing an In-
dian in Deer bay catch nearly one hundred
pounds of maskanongejin less than half an
hour’s trolling. As for bass, they be had
for the trouble of pulling them in,
Only . this spring have the Ocht-
wan club of this city—Messrs, Matth-
ews, Dwight, Robinson, Nelson, etc., been
fortunate enotigh to catch over 500 in one
day on Pigeon lake, Camping parties in
these localities need not provide themselves
beforehand with provisions for their entire
trip, as supplies of meat and breaa can
readily be obtained at Lakefield or Bobeay-
geon, whilst good butter, eggs, eic., may
be had from farmers within afew miles of
any camping place. Indeed so good do
parties visiting the localities, find the but-
ter and eggs that they almost invariably
bring home crocks and baskets of them.
Deer, duck and partridge also abound north
of these lakes,

civilization ‘cdn find' them in commodions
hotels at Sturgeon Point, Fénelon Falls,
Bobeayzeon, Buckhorn, Burleigh, and for-
merly ‘at Mt, 8t Julien, on’'the north
shores_of Stoney lske, The expenses are
very lifht.

Ontario Medical
Council, published by The World June
13th, that some of the membérs thereof
are very much concerned about the health
and welfare of the citi of our. beautifu
province of Ontario, They are not think-
ing of their own pockets in the matter at
all ;oh! no. A deranged digestion or tor-
pid and congested condition of 'the liver
generally produces serious effects on the
functions of the brain, and, judging from,
the slanderous epithets indulged in; by
some of the members of that honorable
body, we would strongly recommend for
them the following preseription, viz. :—10
gre. of calomel, followed by lacto pepsin in
allopathic doses at regular intervals until
relief is obtained. It is very evident that
these men are suffering from severe mental
anxiely caused by many of their patients
having grown tired of their very imperfect
and unsuccessful modes of treating them,
and have, ocontrary to their most earnest
wishes, received benefit and cares from the
spirometer and specialist,

The advocates of the Spirometer and
members of the International Throat and
Luug institute are all qualified medical
men and licentiates of the Ontario medical
council or members of the Royal college of
physicians and surgeons of London, Eng.,
or Edinburgh, Scot. And we are very
much gurprised at the audacity and simple-
nees of a few of the members of the medi
cal council who have never excelled either
as general practitioners or specialiste, in
presuming to bring us-to task and endeavor-
ing to influence the public minds to classus
with quacks. A quack being a “¢ boastful
pretender to medical skill not possessed,” if
you want to find quacks among educated
and registered practitioners, scek in the
ranks of general practitioners who profess
to thoroughly understand, treat and cure
all diseases, whether medical, surgical or
obstetrical, and not among specialists who
only claim to treat, as successfully as
can be treated, onme class of diseases,
These loyal servants of the publie, for fear.
some of their charge should be #ronged have
proposed that we, with others shall be
brought to task, and for what ! Because we
are making a specialty of diseases of the re-
spiratory organs, and patients in all parts of
Canada have fcund it out and are coming to
us for treatment, too many of them, how-
ever, too Jate to be cured because they did
not know where to go for special treatment,
or were taught to belieye that if the general
practitioner could no$ cure them their last
hope was gone. ' This fact which detracts
from their reputation and particularly from
their income, is a serious public calamity.
They must see into it and stop it, as it was
for this object the legislature gave them
power, viz: to protect the public, If we
were located on some quiet street, with a
small, modest, hardly discernable sign on
our door, no marble block with name
carved thereon, mno large fan-light
with attractive letters, in fact so
unknown that we had no patients to
testify to the superiority of our tréatment,
they would say nothing about us, ' They
seem to have a special spite at the spirom-
eter, ‘wlnch we use, invented by Dr. M,
Souvielle of Paris. It is not beeause they
are afraid it will injure some of our patients,
they koow we want to cure them and
would not use the Spirometer if we had not
proved it to be the best inhaler known, In
fact the selfishuness of the whole affair is so
thin and evident to the public that we will
discuss the matter nu more af present, but
simply conclude by saying that we would
be dolighted to meet these learned gentle-
men on any public platform or before the
legislature and discuss the treatment of the
various diseases of the respiratory organs,
and if we cannot conviace the audience that
we know more about treating these diseases,
that our treatment is more thorough and
sc_ienbx.ﬁc, that we are more honest and can-
did with our patients, that we cure fifty
per cent. more cases of throat and lung dis-
eases and catarrh, that the expense of our
treatment is less, and that we treat more
poor people for nothing than they, we will
donate $5000 for the establishment of a
consumption hospital in the city of To-
ronto, INTERNATIONAL THROAT AND LUNG
INsTITUTE, 173 Church street, Toronto.

DULLARS PER WEEK.

: To the Editor of The World.

. Bir: In days gone by shorthand writers
had a fair remuneration for the amount of
labor and time that they spent in acquiring
the art. This bappy state of affairs is now
completely changed and there are nome so
poorly paid as phonographers, There are
two ‘oauses that have meinly led to this
lamentable state of sffairs namely, short-
hand bureaus where writers are manufac-
to order like so many yards of cotton, and
the introduction of women into the short-
hand profession—these are the two Chinese
elements that have done the mischief,

The Toronto shorthand bureaus have
turned out a lot of writers who may well
be labelled “‘incompetents,” and the moment
a situation is vacant they send in their ap-
plications, and the really competent phono.
grapher has got to suffer by having his
salary raduced. It is time that these
writers ' receive from the ¢‘bureaus” a
diploma which  means that they are
either “‘shorthanders,” “phonographers’’ or
“‘stenographers,” but thess diplomas like
the ones given in some of the medical col-
leges on the other side are not worth much,
only mean, when properly understood, that
the person receiving one has bought it and
not earned it, These “‘so-called” shorthand
“*buresuis” have done more to bring short-
hand into disrepute than any other agenoy.
. With respect to the introduction of women
into the shorthand profession, it is uncalled
for and unnecessary, 1f the ranks of do-
mesticity ' were overcrowded, there might
be some excuse for their introduction, but
in that line alone is the supply not equal to
the demand, Domesticity 1s woman’s na-
tural sphere, as truly stated by your cor-
respondent T.P.T., votwithstanding the as-
sertion of Don Quixote to the contrary.

Domesticity is woman’s natural sphere
from the fact that by the natural circum-
staoces that surround her being she has oc-
cupied that position from time immemorial,
and it remaios for long-haired men and
short-haired women of the ““Don Quixote”
stamp to drag her from the sanctity of home
and deprive her of that supreme grace—
modesty, If a woman is not a success at
home she will-be a failure elsewhere, and
it is generally those women whose houses
are untidy that seek public notoriety.

TUTE—WHO I8 WE ?

To the Editor of The World.

Sik : We beg leave to take exception to
several statements you have made under the
above caption the other day, We shall not
dwell .on your assertion, which certainly
will not bear infestigation, that the record
of the pupils of the Toronto collegiate in-
stitute is not equalled by sny other insti-
tute in the province, But even if this state-
ment was in accordance with fact, it would
not furnish a basis for the inference you
draw from it, that there can be no question
as to the general efficiency of the school,
The Toronto collegiate institute is situated
in the capital and the largest city of the

province—a city almost equal in size to.any
thiez of our other cities, and eertainly seven
or eight times as large as St, Catharines or
Brantford. We should reasonably expect
then that if the Toronto collegiate institute
was conducted with *‘general efficiency”
that its record would far exceed that of the
others. Bat it does not, and it is fairly a
question if it equals that of at least two of
them.

You furiher say that *“the separation of

the sexes is maintained throughout the en-
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tire courte and thisplan meets with the gen-
eral approval of the parents.” Now, sir,we
beg leave to say that the wishes of the pa-
rents have not been ascertained on this ques-
tion at all, There is further mo evidence,
we believe, that the present collegiate ins i-
tute board has ever directly sanctioned such
s separation, Our tiustees, like those of
other schools, leave such questiens: in gener-
al to the discretion of the principal.  ““The

its principal, and thisis no evidence of their
tion, but it is an evidence that how-
ever imperfect these methods may be they
will be changed very readily.

A LIGHTNING BICYCLE RIDE.

Down n Wountnin Grade Which Fell I hree
MHundred Veet to the Mile.

From the National Republican.

Our mive, the Spondulix of Colorado, was
the highest on the range., It was 2670 feet
above Silver Brick station, and nine miles
dustaat from the village, From the works
up to the mines there was a broad, hard,
smooth road, used for carting ore down from
the mines and hauling supplies up. The
average grade down the mouantain was 300
feet to the miie; in some places it was
steeper, and at intervals almost level.

By constant practice I mansged at last to
ride my 52-inch University roadster up the
whole slope to the Spondulix, of course
resting at levels, but my chief delight was
the coasting down agsin ; it required skill, s
good deal of nerve, and s firm grasp of the

brake.

QOae evening an accident occurred to one
of the men engaged at the mine. I instant-
ly got out my bicycle, explaining that I
could go swifter than a horse down the
slope, In & few minutes I had on my suit
and was off, .

The night air was clear and crisp ; the
moon, except in a few curves, shone di-
rectly into the gulen, lighting up the road.
Leaning well back, with my legs over the
handles and a firm finger cu the brake, I
atlowed the wheel u:l ﬂlgfeh dtf'gu;he first
long slope at as whic never
dnrzd topevonturo Pl:;ore. Finding the mo-
tion safe, I allowed the machine to run
faster and still faster. Over the first level
I shot like an arrow. Down the next slope
I seemed to glide with the rushing wind,
Then I turned a curve and ran into the
shadow of the mountains upon the next
level. Knowing every inch of the road,
however, I did not slacken my speed, ex-
cept very slightly.

As I flew over the of the next slope,
a steep plunge of nearly half a mile, another
curve completely shat out the moon, mak-
ing theroad almost as .ﬁk as a ket,
Here Iput down the brake hard,and check-
ed my speed materially, Still I knew the
road 80 well that I had no fear. But just
as 1 was on the steepest plunge of the
slope—

Clink !

Something flex from the machine like a
bullet, Instantly the wheel darted forward
like the rush of a frightened bird, while the
brake'lever came home to the steering bar
under my finger,

The brake had broken short off at the
elbow !

There was nothing to check the machine,
which was running away with me, with
over-five miles of monntain grade before
me, and the chance of meeting a team at
aoy moment in the dark. I might have
leaped backward ofl' the machine at the in-
stant of the break, but five seconds after-
ward it was too la%e, To attempt a dis-
mount would be certain death. There was
nothing to do but stick to the saddle and
vake my chances,

When the accident happened to the brake
1 was just entering a dark curve in the
shadow of the mountain, The wall on my
right ed a dark, almost invisible
brown, while the chasm on my left was of
an inky blackness, As I rourded the hol-
low of the curve I could ses the moonlight
shining far ahead on the point of the elbow
which I must turn where the road was
cbannelled into the wall, As I an-
proached it I had the sense and nerve to
run on the outer side of therosd, cloge to
the edge of the canan, thus giving myself
as broad a turn as possible. I found by the
track of the wheel afterward that at the
sharpest turn I had actually ridden within
three inches of the extreme edge for several
rods, where if I had been going at a less
fea1ful speed,the wheel would certainly have
slipped over the edge and cirried me down
a fall of 1000 feet.

Safely past this, the worst point, the re-
maining curves were easy. Thus far there
had been no time to think. My actions
were more instinctive than reasoning. My
mind was a wild, confused whirl of sensa-
tions and fears,

But now as I shot down the last steep in.
cline, suddenly. I. experisnoed  terrible
mental shock, It was caused by hearing the
tinkle of a bell far below, sud seeing the
spark of a lantern such as the mine teamsters
carry in front of their wagons, There was
a team, perhaps a train of teams coming up
the road! 1Ina few /seconds I should be
near them, The shock made me think, and
that clearly, If the teamster was walking
heside his team he would bs on the inside,
next to the mountsin wall, and the team
would be in the middle of the road, If he
was riding the team would be kept near the
mountain wall and at a safe distance from
the outer edge of the track, Either way
my best chance was to pass on the outside,
As I approached, therefoie, I ¥an close to
the outside edge of the track, and flew by
in safety, hearing the teamster shout as 1
did so, Here it was lucky that I was goin,
at such speed, for the teamster saw the re
light of my lantern when I was nearly a mile
dgtant, aod, recognizing it, he started his
team toward the outer edge of the road, so
a8 to give me the safest paesage on the in-
side; but I passed him before the team
could be driven over, otherwise I should
have surely run into them.

And now the wheel ran along the leyel to
the bottom of the mountain; stiil my fright.
ful velocity did not perceptibly diminish, I
ran on past the works snd into and along
the village street. Luckily the street was
covered thinly with sand—not enough to
make it bad riding but sufficient to gradually
stop a coasting wheel, My speed slackened
perceptibly. Btill I ran nearly threugh the
village and then managed to turn & broad
corner and up the slope of a side street,
which finelly checked my speed so th-tf
ventured to drop my feet cautiously and
take the pedals, after touching them ag they
came up for a number of revolutions, to
help to check the machine,!

And so I finally stopped and leaped to the
ground exactly in front of Dr, Cameron’s
house,

On mounting at the mine house I had
looked at my watch, after a habit I had ;and
now, from the same habit, [ looked at it
again, I was not astonished to find that I
had made the nine miles from the mine to
the doctor’s in a few seconds lees than thir.
teen minutes, Allowingsix and a quarter
for the first two miles, before the bra e gave
away, and I must have made the last seven
miles in less than six and three-quarter
minutes, I firmly believe that [ covered
seven miles in less than six anda half
minutes, incredible as such speed seems,
