We are having, said a prominent business
man yésterday, a tight little squeeze all
round, and there is no denying this fact. The
reason of this is in t measure due to the
mild weather that has prevailed, and to the
still more important fact that the farmers are
‘holding back their grain. They cannot bring
themselves to Jook at the price of wheat at
<only 85 cents'a 'bushel. They have not been
ised to it, and they do not wish to
doocustom themselves to it Nevertheless
such is the condition of the grain markets of |
the world that they will have to accept the
low prices that now prevail. It is the best
t.hln(torthom to do to market their wheat
now. It is not only good for them, but it is
good for business and it is good for the eoun-
try generally. Once the movement in grain
begins, we have no doubt but. what there will
be a fairly successful winter in business.

Pedagogy in Umiversities.

The management of Aeadia college in Nova
Seotia have done wisely in establishing a
chair of the * Principles ‘and praotiee of edu-
cation.” In taking this step they are only fol-
lowing in the wake of some European and
Ameriean universities and pointing out the
direction in which others should go. Acadia
is the first to set the example inC&nqh. and
it is satisfactory to learn on good. authority
that the experiment there is regarded as &
success. Dr. Rand, the new jprofessor, was
formerly chief superintendent of educa-

on in Nova Scotia and more recently he held
the same office In New Brunswick. He has
had long and varied experience as a student,
organizer, and administrator of educational
systems, and Fe ought to know a great deal
abaut them,

"We conimend the example set by Acadia
collega tothe favorable attention of the On-
tario minister of education. Of course he can
exercise no control over the universities in
the premises, but he should see to it that the
provincial university college is supplied with
a lecturer on pedagogy. It isnotfor usto point
out how this is to be accomplished, but it is
easy to show why it should be done.

A degree in arts is a pre-requisite tomas-

tership of a high school or collegiate institute,
‘And it is desirable thatall who have to teach
in these schools should have a university
training. But if university nudenw are pre-
paring for tHe teaching profession why should
they have to go to a normal school for profes-
sional training after taking their degree!
Why not alléw them to obtain their pedagogi-
cal along with their literary and scientific
training, thus saving time and producing bet.
ter résults? Wé venture the prediction that
the university which first provides in this
province for the wantsof this class of students
will reap a rich reward.

Matters Sanitary.

The discovery that of five hundred and
sixty-two tenement houses inspected by 2
health officer in New York ninety per cent
were in a foul condition, is a startling one.
We have heard a great deal lately about mi-
crobes, disease spores, morbific germs, impure
water, etc., and if there be any truth in these
things—as undoumdly there is—it is no jok-
ing matter to think that the very surroundings
and necessities of our exi are the means
of support of disease-impregnating organisms
As regards our houses, a great deal oan  un-
doubtedly be done towards purification by:the
simple expedient of therough ventilation. At
this season of the year especially this cannot
be too mucH inculcated. The temperature is
low ; the stoves not yet up. Consequently the
windows are kept closed. The result: impure
air, and if there are any noxjous germs a ten-
dency to increase their number. This isa
most prevalent source of disease. Medical
rien, we believe, hold that the more concen-
trated the infectious principle, the more viru-
lent its character. Ventilation has a direct
influence in eliminating this concentration.
S0 that we have at hand a simple remedy
against many sources of diseases, sources en-
tirely preventable, such, for example, as un-
cleanliness, vitiated air, noxious excreta, exu-
dations from decaying matter, etc. Weare
too liable now-a-days, hearing as we do so
often of the intricate and elaborate investiga-
tions of-sanitary science, to imagine that the
application of scientific methods to the cleans-
ing of our houses is altogether beyond our
reach., We have some idea of the efficacy of
carbolic acid, chloride of zinc, thymol, cop-
peras, permanganate of potash, and a lot of
other antiseptics of which few of usremem-
ber the names, forgetting meanwhile that
there are at hand truly useful and highly effi-
caeious remedies of a very simple naturel
With an open window and a syphon valve
not ‘many ordinary heuses could be declared
in a foul condition.

The Globe's expectations of Sir John Mac:

so has escaped that journal’s notice; for, apart
from the chronic nature of Sir John's malady,
the fact that he is unaccompanied by Lady®
Macdonald—well known to be a most valu-
uahle and assiduous observer of his health
and welfare—shows unmistakably that no-
thiAgof a eritical nature has supervened,

The prohibitionists of the United States, it
appears, have set apart October 29 as a day of
feasting and prayer; a day upon which there
may be a general conféssion of the shame that
theabuse of intoxicating liquors has brought
upon the country. As the New York Sun re-
marks, this proposal no doubt shows their
earnestness and sincerity. This is, however,
introduicing & moral element . with a ven-
geance. What effect it may have upon the
question beyond that of strengthening the'
prohibitionists in their own opinion it is hard
to see., It reminds one of the Greek peean
(essentially a religious hymn) before attempt-
ing the slaughter of their enemies : or of the
Moslems’ habit of prayer before attacking the
infidels.
