Information I have since received< from 
legal lights is that it ie utterly im­
possible to abolish Separate schools. 
Now, if they cannot be abolished,, it is 
worth while to keep up In the pre­
sent and future the agitation of ’the 
past.”

The 
train was called the “Lightning Ex­
press,” and made the trip, from New 

* York to Chicago in about 26 hours. The 
“White Mail,”-as it was called, was the 
admiration of the whole country. Four 
snow-white mail cars made up the train 
and the farmers used to stop work when 
it passed. Indeed, there was a rumor to 
the effect that this train only hit in 
high places. Soon -after this the New 
York and Chicago Limited was put 
This was the first all-sleeper train ever 
run, and some doubt as to patronage 
was indulged in by the officials. But this 
question settled itself. The train paid 
from the beginning, and it was soon fol­
lowed by other fast all-eleeper {trains. 
But the other roads have always waited 
on the Central, and we owe the com­
fortable train service throughout the 
country to the enterprise and pluck of 
the New York Central System.—Dixie.

We do not 
see why the Board pf lAciniinibtraljton 
Should not be composed of the present 
beads of departments. If any of these 
heads are not qualified to (act on the 
board their place should be filled by 
some one who is so qualified. ^Looked 
at in this light the reform proposes noth­
ing violent. It simply means that the 
alderinen shall be shorn pf (whatever 
powers they still possess of interfering 
in the purchase of supplies; opening of 
tenders, and disposal of contracts and so 
on. The city ought to have, and pro­
bably it has, In its employ officials com­
petent to form the Board of Administra­
tion that is proposed.

Concerning Locomotives.
The cash value of a locomotive aver 

ages 810,000, and there are now in use 
the railroads of the United States 

about 35,000 locomotives, representing 
a total investment ot $350,000,000. The 
Pennsylvania railroad stands at the 
head of the list with 1,625 locomotives.
The New York Central is not far be­
hind with 1.200 locomotives. The Erie 
railroad has 664 ; tho Louisville and 
Nashville, 532; the Union Pacific, 1,066; 
the Delaware, Lackawanna and West­
ern, 664 ; the Chicago, Milwaukee and 
St. Paul, 798 ; the Chicago aud North­
western, 858 ; the Northern Pacific,
649 ; the Baltimore and Ohio, 860, and 
the Atchison, Topeka and Santa 
Fe, 1,002.

The life of an ordinary locomotive, 
shining brass, glittering steel, iron and 
hard wood, is shorter than the life ot an 
individual, and is in three divisions.
First, when, bright and new from the 
machine shop, it is run along the tracks 
to the roundhouse, flags flying from 
the cab, and a broom or a horseshoe on 
the cowcatcher for good luck.

The second stage is when, after hav­
ing been in active use, the outer gloss is 
dimmed by dripping oil and its beauty 
grimed by smoke. However carefully 
tended, however often repaired and how­
ever thoroughly overhauled, a locomo­
tive engine after some period of service 
becomes,‘as it were, a second rate ar­
ticle. It cannot make the long runs 
which were possible formerly ; it cannot 
make the high standard rate of speed ; 
it cannot be used continually. A fine lo­
comotive, such as “999” on the New 
York Central, becomes so shaken at last 
that the intricate machinery seems to 
get out of gear. A freight locomotive, 
constructed for heavier burdens, but less 
spaed, is more durable, but ceases finally, 
to be powerful enough for the trains, 
which get longer and heavier as the 
equipment of American railroads is im­
proved with heavier rails, iron bridges, 
and trestles and improved brakes and 
car couplera When a locomotive, pas­
senger or freight ceases, through use, 
to belong in the first grade, it comes to 
be used as an auxiliary. The passenger 
locomotive formerly on express trains 
goes to the way-train service ; the 
freight locomotive comes to be used to 
reinforce another locomotive in the 
freight service on grades where two 
required. ...

In some railroads freight locomotives 
come at last to be used for station or 
roundhouse service—the lowest grade of 
all. Such locomotives “make up” 
trains, shifts cars, to sidings, draw away 
empty cars, and are employed on repair 
or construction trains. When that 
point is reached the useful days of a 
railroad locomotive are nearly over.
What follows is tho breaking up of the 
engine (dismantling it, it is called) for 
the old steel and iron it contaius. Most 
railroads, however, have for terminal or 
station purposes smaller and cheaper lo­
comotives. specially constructed for that 
use, and these may easily be distin­
guished by a traveler on account of the 
little care given them by the engineer.
They are useful atid not ornamental.—

PRIVATE WIRESMrs. Astor and John 
now building a house at Fifth avenue 
and Sixty-fifth street, which, it is ex­
pected, will be ready for occupancy in 
about six months. As soon as Mrs. As­
tor moves the old homestead will be 
torn down and the work on the founda­
tion of the new hotel will be started. 
The hotel will face 100 feet on Fifth 
avenue, and run 860 feet on Thirty- 
fourth street, and will be from sixteen 
to twenty stories high. While it will 
adjoin the Waldorf, and be under the 
management of Mr. Boldt, it will be 
run entirely distinct from that hotel. 
Under his contracts with both the As- 
tors, Mr. Boldt has leases for both 
hotels, which cover a long period 
of years. To a New York reporter 
Mr. Boldt said : “My whole aim will 
be to make the hotel the crowning 
glory of the greater New York. The 
rooms, of course, will be larger than the 
rooms In the Waldorf. The dining-room 
will face Fifth avenue, and will hi 
seating capacity for 1,000 people. The 
cafe and lounging rooms will be much 
larger than those of the Waldorf. On 
the second floor, on the Thirty-fourth 
street side, I intend to have a ball-room 
100 feet square, without a pillar in it. 
Of course this is going to oe a great 
piece of work for the architects. No 
high building has yet been erect­
ed where this amount of floor 
space has been clear. Henry J. 
Hardenburg, the architect of the 
Waldorf, will draw the plans for the 
new hotel. He says the nail-room can 
be built as I have planned. There will 
be assembly rooms §nd apartments for 
germans and small receptions. In short, 
I intended to have a hotel the capacity 
of which trill meet the demands of our 
social and political life. In the new 
structure there may go on at one time 
on the same night a ball, a banquet, a 
lecture, and two or three assemblies 
Without a clash. There may also be' 
1.000 guests in the hotel at the same 
time and no one be disturbed by crowd­
ing or sounds."
