IABKETING—The Farmer’s Problem.

To the mind of the writer the ad-
vancement of agriculture in this
county, at least, depends mainly on
the solving of threo great problems,
namely : Labor and capital; a change
in the methods and forms of produc-
tion, and lastly the application of
methodical and business methods to
the preparation for and in the mar-
keting of the goods produced on the
farm.

One only has to look around a lit-
tle, to realize that much land in
Tiambton is begging for capital and
labor and the farmer insists that he
is doing his best with the labor avail-
able. The attention that the new
move toward intensive farming and
better methods backed by our splen-
«did soil and climate is receiving at
the hands of the press and public
generally shows evidence that there

How about the third. Is not this

what avail will be the filling of the
county with labor and capital, what
uge will there be in specializing and
increasing production, if the ques-
tion of preparing and marketing our
product is neglected ?

Of all‘the questions , of the farm,
marketing is the most ‘intricate and
difficult with which to deal. It in-
volves efficient production, manu-
facture and preparation, and business
wethods in distribution. Here are
three distinet divisions of the in-
dustry, yet they all have their bear-
ings on prices to the producer on the
one hand and to the consumer on the
other. Moreover, each of these divi-
sions 80 react on one another that it
is becoming impossible for the farmer
to longer take the advic of a certain
class of people who tell him to stick
to production and someone else will
see to the other acts. The inexarable
laws of economics are steadily forc-
ing more and more farmers to the
conviction that they must control the
means of manufacture and distribut-
ion of their products. These same
facts are being brought home to the
worker in gcientific lines of
production and also to the intelli-
gent consumer. Last year Canada
threw two-million dozens of eggs
into the dump heap while she im-
ported one and one quarter million
to supply her needs. The blame
for this condition rests in part’ on all
of the parties concerned in their pro-
duction beginning with the farmer,
through the country store-keeper to

dealers. The cure for. this condition
lies in a discriminating market. We
have ample evidence that consumers
are ready to pay a good,price for
fresh eggs, the trouble evidently lies
with _the dealer. But the dealer
finds he cannot diseriminate in price.
This is evidently a problem for the
producer. Likewise the bacon in-
dustry has suffered terribly by the
fact that the manufacturer has
found himself unable to discrimin-
ate in price to the farmer between
a good and poor type of hog. Ex-
perience in this and other countries
has shown plainly that the farmer
must become the owner of the fac-
tory and the means of distribution if
quality is to be secured in his goods
and he is to get a fair price for his
labor and capital invested.

In these days of high prices the
consumer asks himself is not the
farmer getting too much already for
his products. This is a serious and
proper question and the farmer must
justify himself to the consumer be-
fore he can expect the over-charged
dwellers of the town to look with
favor on him receiving better prices
for his goods. The report of the Sec-
retary of Agriculture for the United
States throws some much needed
light on this question. The follow-
ing quoted from “The Market Grow-
ers’ Journal” is instructive both to
producer and consumer :(—

“The annual report of the Secre-
tary of Agricullure for 1910 is im-
portant not so much for the state-
ment that nothing short of omni-
science can grasp the value of the
farm products of this year, as for the
array of figures showing what part of
the consumer's dollar the farmer
gots. The tiller of the soil is set
right before the great consuming
public. Heretofore Secretary Wil-
son has simply set forth the tremen-
dous value of farm products year by
year, and the impression has been
created that the farmer is becoming
fabulously rich. The figures secured
by careful investigation, and which
are given inthe report for 1910, will’
serve to convince the consuming pub-
lic that the farmer is not responsible
for the high cost of living.

In the case of milk in seventy-
eight cases distributed throughout
the United States, where the subject
was investigated by the Department
the farmer receives a scant 50 per
cent., or one half the price paid by
the consumer. The railroads goet

‘about 7 per cent., so that the remain-
‘ing 43 per cent. of the consumer'’s

The farmer receives hardly more
than half of the consumer’s price in
the case of poultry, 69 per cent, in
the rcase of  eggs; cabbage 48 per
cent. when bought by the head and
65 per cent. when bought by the
pound ; celery 60 per cent. when
bought by the bunch.

“The apple grower receives 56 per
sent. of the copsumer’s price when
-the purchase is by the bushel and 66
per cent when by the barrel ; the
strawberry growers get 49 per cent.
of the consumer’s price in purchases

by the crate. When the consumer
buys a peck of onions at a time the
farmer receives 28 per cent. of the
retail price ; when he buys a barrell
the farmer receives 58 per cent. So,
in the case of oranges, when the pur-
chase is by the dozen the grower re-
ceives 20 per cent. of the consumer’s
price, whereas, when the purchase is
by the box the grower receives 59
per cent. The rule seems to be the
smaller the retail quantity, the small-
er the farmer’s share of the consum-
er’s price.

“Among the many other products
represented in the list are oats, with
74 per cent. of the consumer's price
going to the farmer when bought by
the bushel; melons, 50 per cent.
when bought by the pound ; parsnips,
60 per cent. when bought by the
bunch ; potatoes, 69 per cent. when
bought by the barrel; string beans,
80 per cent, when bought by the bar-
rel; sweet potatoes, 21 per cent.
when bought by the barrel; turnips,
60 per cent. in purchases by the
bunch ; water melons, 34 per cent.
when bought singly.

“After presenting many details
with regard to the increase of prices
on farm products between farmer and
consumer, the Secretary of Agricul-
ture declares that “The conclusion is
inevitable that the consumer has no
well-grounded complaint against the
farmer for the prices he pays. The
farmer supplies the capital for pro-
duction and takes the risk of losses;
his crops are at the mercy of drought

the cold-storage companies and retail § and flood, heat and frost, to say no-

thing of noxious insects and blight-
ing diseases. He supplies hard, ex-
acting, unremitting labor. A degree
and range of information and intelli-
gence are demanded by agricultur
which are hardly equalled in any
other occupation. Then there is the
risk of over production and disas-
trously low prices. From beginning
to end the farmer must steer dexter-
ously to escape perils to his profits
and indeed to his capital, on every
hand. At least the products are
started on their way to the con-
sumer. The railroad, generally
speaking, adds a percentage of in-
crease to the farmer’s price that is
not large. After delivery by the rail-
road the products are stored a short
time, are measured into the various
retail quantities, more or less small,
and the dealers are rid of them as
soon a8 possible. The dealers have
risks that are practically small, ex-
cept credit sales, and such risks as
grow out of their trying to do an
amount of business which is small as
compared with their number.

“In continuation of this subject
the Secretary of Agriculture suggests
that the problem of high prices is
one for treatment by the consumer.
‘Why do not consumers buy directly
from the farmers ?’ he asks.

“But the problem is not complete-
ly one for the consumer; the pro-
ducer, the farmer, must do his share
towards its solution. He must study
his markets and determine the best
method of reaching the consumer.
The shortest road will be the best
nine times out of ten. It is the
grower's business to see to it not
only that he gets more of the con-
sumer’s dollars. but also that the con-
sumer gets more for his dollars.”

SAVAGES AND WHALERS

THEY WERE THE SUBJECTS OF
W. L. ALLARDYCE IN FiJI.

Pro-Consul Who 1s Now British Gov-
ernor of the Falkland Islands,
Stop:-:1 Man-Eating to Avoid Ap-
pearing on the Menu as a Piece de
Resistance—Left Tropics to Serve
Flag on Edge of Antarctic.

Twenty-five years in the south sea
islands and six years on the border
of the Antarctic-are enough to fill a
person with a desire to see something
of the rest of the world, and that is
sossibly one reason why W. L. Allar-

yce,. his Majesty’s governor of the
Falkland Islands, is making a tour
of the world.

From' 1789, when he first went out
to the south seas as a junior clerk,
until” 1904 Governor Allardyce spent
most of his time in the various is-
lands in the Pacific, notably in BSa-
mca, Tonga and the,Fijis. !

“I first went to the Fijis whep King
Thakombar was alive,” said Governor
Allardyce recently. ‘‘He was the orig-
inal ‘king of the cannibal isles’ who
has been sung about. Thakombar
was a tall man with a big white
beard, and his hands were so big
that if you put one of yours in his
it would disappear. He always wore
the native garb, somewhat meodified,
for he insisted upon the white shirt
of civilization and a necktie, which
first he wore tucked into a kilt of
native cloth. His legs were bare. He
also wore a headdress of some kind
of white or smoked native cloth.

“Thakombar always insisted upon
the observance of the outward forms
of respect. As a rule, the native Fi-
jian doffs his ‘headdress when he
comes imto-the presence of a higher
chief, but this was not enough for
Thakémbar. The man who met the
king on the road had to sit down in
the road and clap his hands or smite
his thighs and shout ‘Woh, woh!”

“lhe missionaries thought the Fiji-
ans were civilized in that early day,
and the natives had nominally accept-
ed Christianity, but as late as 1894
they were not up to all the forms of
Christianity and civilization, for they
were still eating one another. In that
year, however, it was stopped by
force.

“There had been an outbreak in
the interior. I was native minister
at the time and with the governor,
some 2,000 native allies and a few

hundred of our own men went up and !

called upon the cannibals to give up
those of their number who had not
long before eaten two native mission-
aries.

“To our amazement the leaders re-
plied that if we did not go away they
would put the governor and myself in
the oven also. We tried to call them
to reason, but they would not enter-
tain our truce envoys. Finally we
had to attack them. We captured
some 200 of them in the fight, and
the licking they got taught them we
meant what we said, and there has
been no more man-eating since then.

“In the early eighties there were
not more than 1,500 white men in all
the islands. They were mostly Anglo-
Baxons, some being Américans. e
white population of the country is
now over 4,000. In addition some
40,000 East Indians have been im-
varted into the country. from Bengal

““There is mever any summer in' th»
Falklands,” continued Governor A:-
lardyce; ‘but, on the other hand,
the thermomieter hardly ever goes
down to zero. But what gets to you
is the cold wind with a low tempera-
ture. Most of the people there are
engaged either in sheep-raising or
whaling. The whole country is a
sheep farm, and the holdings range
from 700,000 acres,. running 200,000
sheep, to small runs that carry only
3,000 to 4,000/ There are 800,000 sheep
in the Falklands. In the Falklands
group are some fifty or sixty islands,
the largest being KEast Falkland,
which is about 90 by 50 miles, and
West Falkland, which is 20 by 30
miles.

“The whaling industry is very re-
munerative. The whalers are mostly
Norwegians, and they fish around the
Falklands and South Georgia, also
going as far south as the South Shet.
lands and the Bouth Orkneys.

“There are five different kinds of
whales in those waters. Of them the
right whale, or.the nord kappa, as
the Norwegians call it, is worth from
$7,600 to $10,000, principally on ac-
count of the whalebone. Then there
is the blue whale, which is the big-
‘gest of all, often running to 90 or 100
eet in length. The sperm whale, of
courze, everybody knows. Then there
is the humpbacked whale, so called
from an enormous hump, and the sei
whale, which is not so important.’

OTHER “OSBORNES.”

Giant Legal Ca.es That Have Set the
Judges Thinking.

Evgry now and again the judges of
Britain are called upon+o decide mat-
ters fraught with tremendous import-
ance to the nation at large. But
when, in December of last year, the
House of Lords gave its decision in
the mow historic “Osborne case,”’
probably few people, beyond those in-
timately concerned, realized its far-
reaching effects.

The results is, of course, that mem-
bers of trade unions cannot be com-
pelled to pay for the support of La-
bor M.P.’s, which now brings about
the wholly surprising proposal that
Labor M.P.’s shall not be obliged to
sign tge Labor “ticket.” i

Recently, too, there was the “Crown
and Shuttle Case.” The result of
this is to reduce the rateable value
of licensed property throughout the
land, and, consequently, local auth-
orities have had to increase their de-
mands for rates to make up the defi-
ciency. The contention in this case
was that the imposition of the heavy
licensing duties under the last Fin
ance Act reduces the rental value of
licensed houses—a contention which
the courts upheld.

Throughout ecclesiastical circles, the
final decision, last December, in the
great ‘““Bannister case caused con-
sternation and surprise. It is the
most momentous decision affecting the
Church of England for many a long
day. The case arose out of the re-
|fusal by a clergman to permit a
gentleman and his wife to receive
Holy Communion, on the ground that
the husband had married his deceas-
ed wife’s sister.

Ingenious and interesting were the
arguments, the main point being that,
although marriage with a deceased’s
wife sister is undoubtedly legal now,
the act legalising them says expressly
that no clergyman shall be punished
for refusing to perform ‘‘the duties
of his office.”” The answer to this is
that ““duties of his office” apply only
te the actual marriage service; that,
although a clergyman may properly
refuse to marry a man to hig deceas-
ed’s wife’s sister, the clergyman’s im-
munity from punishment extends
solely 'to the marriage ceremony.
Which was emphatically an interpre-
tation which clergymen-had never an-
ticipated.

Another vastly important religious
e2-5 was that of the Scotch ‘“Free
Church,” decided in 1904. The case
lasted seventeen days in the House of
Lords alone. All the funds, proper-
ty, and buildings of the Free Church
of Bcotland—several million pounds’
worth—were affected.

Ogdens,
the tobacco merchants, offered to di-
vide each year, for four years, $1,000,-
000, and all the profits on their trade
in the United Kingdom, on certain
conditions, one being that the trades-
people were o agree to deal exclu-
sively with Ogdens.

For three months things went on
merrily. Then Ogdens went into vols
untary liquidation, and considered
that there was no obligation to pay
the bonus. But the House of Lords
decided that the agreement to distri-
bute the huge bonus existed.—London
Answers.

Waterproofing Woollen.

A simple way to make woollen gar-
ments waterproof is given in La Terre
Vaudoise. It was told to the.editor
by an old forester:

Have two small tubs. In each put
eight or nine quarts of rainwater. In
one dissolve 150 grains of alum and
in the other the same weight of ace-
tate of lead. When dissolved pour
one into the other, A white precipi-
tate will fall. Then pour off the clear
liquid into the other tub. In this
dip the garments to be treated. Do
not wring them out, but hang them
up to drip. When they are dry a
gray power will appear, which may
be brushed off. The colors will not
be affected, and the cloth will shed
water for a year, when it may be
treated again.

The Word “Gent.”

At one time the word “gent” was a
reputable term for general use. A re-
spectable writer in 1564 tells of “a
supper to divers gentleman of the
Gray’s Inne for the great amitie be-
tween them and the Middle Temple
gents.” The diarist Evelyn speaks of
the “noise and tumult occasioned by
three or four wild gents in drink.”
Boon after Queen Victoria’s accession
““gents” became wulgar. Thackeray
speaks of it in 1842 as an “affection-
ate diminutive at present much in
use among commercial persons.”

Badly Neglected In American Restau-
rants and Hotels,

“If people did but know it,” said a
man who has made a study of the
food question, “carrots are among the
most nutritious and delightful vege-
tables that grow, and yet it is almost
impossible to get them in restaurants.

“Mashed carrots, to my mind, make
a delightful dish, tasty and health-
ful, and yet I have failed to find this
dish on any bill of fare so far, and I
bave examined a good many in the
hope of finding the carrot recognized
as it should be recognized. You can
get mashed turnips almost anywhere
you go, but the only use they have
for carrots is to flavor soup or stews,
although now and then one does strike
them served in cream as a delicacy.

“But why not serve them like pota-
toes and turnips?

Their ‘digestibility if
served mashed surpasses nearly all
other vegetables.
