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WINDSCR AND ANNAPOLIS
RAILWAY.

A few weeks ago we offered a fet¥ re.
marks upon the working of the Wind.
sor and Annapolis Railway, and a few
supplemental observations to-day may
not be wholly out of place. When this
grent thoroughfare was opened through

~-the most thriving and fertile district of
Nova Scotin, “great expectations,” with
rezard to its utility and suceess, were

cheriched both by its proprietors’ and |

tk~ publig, especially as regards freight-
carrying. - The construction of''this im-
portant public work was heavilys-we
may say munificently—subsidized by
muney drawn from the treasury, 'and by
meney poaid for damages to land-own
ers through the country where the line
was laid out.. The money paid ‘to the
company that built it eould not be
much less than the whole cost of laying
the read. “Such ‘a* thoroughfire = was
cousidered a convenience—an accomo-
dation—and. a necessity; for which the
1 ublie was willing to pay, and_has al-
realy liberally paid ; and it may there
fure expect and ‘elaim ' corresponding
resuits. It is the-Bounden duty, as well
as the interest, of '{the proprietors of
the railway,to afford all possible accom -
modation in the running of trains to
meet the requiirements of the people,
and so to graduate the charges for pas

sengers and freights on such a scale as
will not dirte those, who are really de

sirous of patronizing the road, to trav-
el and eouvey freight by less expensive
modes and channels.

There bave been complaints—long,
loud and deep—because the tariff on
freighet that was adopted on the road
when first opened, was ever increased.
During the late Autumn, apples and
other agricultural products, in largse
quantities, have found their way to
anark:t through other channels; and
thns those who paid heavily for' the
construction of the road, have been de-
prived of its benefits by the high rate
of its {reight tariff.

Weelk before last we expressed the
opinion that an accommodation morn-
ing train should start from Kentville to
Annapolis and return in the evening—
leaving the latter locality at four o’clock
in the afternoon. We believe that such
ap arrangement would be a great publie
convenience, and would be remunera-
tively patronized. Increased means of
travelling, in most cases, increase the
amount of travelling: and the same
principle is applicable to the convey-
ance of freights.

As regards the railway line in ques:
tion, we believe that the inferests of its
proprietors and of the public are iden-
tical. The mutual relationship between

them should be preserved. On the one1

band, the means of conveyance both by
land and water are such in this part of
the country that the managers of the
railway would be insane, not to so gra-
duate charges for passengers and freight
as to induce patronage, and ‘on the
other hand, it is the interest of the
public to travel and convey freight in

the readiest, safest and cheapest way|

possible. The balaneing of interests
between all parties may seem a delicate
and ditficult matter ; but an ultimate
edjustment of the matters referred to
will be satisfactorily effected by mutual
advanlages. As the managers of the
road cannot impose a high rate of char-
ges without suffering injury, because

 there are abundant other facilities for
locomotion in the ecountry—so the-pub-
lie cannot forego the habitual use of the
railway, if charges thereon are within
the bounds of reason. Mutual interests
thus form a perpetual governing pow-
er to adjust matters between the rail-
way proprietors and the public.

When those, who constructed the
Windsor and Annapolis Railway receiv-
ed an enormous subsidy for doing so
from the public treasury, they under-
took, either by expressed stipulations
in the bargain or by implication, three
things,viz: to build a good road ; to run
trains constantly in accordance with
the wants of the country ; and to gradu
ale charges for freight and passengers in
accordance with reason. If there be a
failure, in either of these points, in its
management, & withdrawal of patron
age will be the inevitable consequence :
aud both’ the railway and the publie
will necessarily suffer.

HALIFAX CORRESPONDENCE.

Havwrax,February 15th, 1877.—It has
been often said since Confederation
that the Local Legisiature, having been
idenuded of much of its former power,
A;aud carrying on the Governments in
{subordination to the more elevated
i authorities at Ottawa with a diminish-
ed revenue, had ceased to be an object
of commanding interest in the general
appreciation of the people; but dur-
ing the last two or three days public
feeling has been somewhat excited by
the incidents appertaining to the open-
ing of the present Session. Early in
the week the members of both branch-
es, who reside in the rural districts be-
gan to arrive in the eity. All sorts of
rumors had been in circulation respect-
ing alleged governmental embarrass-
ments and impending changes. It was
confidently averred that a eoalition was
inevitably, and that leading politicians
on both sides of the lower House,deem-
ed that such a crisis had arrived as ne-
cessitated a fusion of parties. Adepts
in political gossip, who claim to see
further into millstones than their neigh-
bors, averred that such overtures and
secret negotiations between antagon
istic party leaders were transpiring as
would culminate in an amalgamation
of by-gone political views and interests.
These knowing ones who pretend to see
and understand every thing that is tak-
ing place behind the unlifted eurtain
of public life, who by some mysterious
power of divination or necromancy, are
cognizant of whatever is s2id and done
in the privacy of rooms, and who, like
weather prophets, can forcast the un-
developed course of political events
with unerring precision, boldly assert-
ed that the opening of the legislative
session, would disclose astounding par-
ty combinations and changes.

In the forepart of the
day, there were gatherings in groups to
discuss the probabilities of coming
events, and there were whisperings in
corners, the import of which ordinary
people, like your eorrespondent, could
not guess, To me these utterances
were like the contents of a sealed
book. They might either be fraught
with wisdom, -or be the ebulitions of
groundless surmises, or of eggregious
folly. The Saxby storm was not re-
garded with more nervous apprehen-
sions by some than was the opening of
the Session.

A more
placid election never took place in a
legislative hall. Unanimity belied the
predictions of the political wiseacres.
It was said that there were at least half
a dozen candidates for the vacant se-
cond clerkship, but the election of Mr.
Walslh, like that of the Speaker, was
unopposed. ;

The reply to His Honor's opening
address, moved, after an appropriate
explanatory speech by Dr. Farrell, did
not eause a preceptible ripple on the
surface of politieal feeling; and when
the House adjourned there had been
no indications of fierce party antagon-
ism. All the members of the Assem-
bly were present, exeept Mr. Vickery
of Cumberland, and the Hon. Colin
Campbell. In the Upper House there
were six or seven absentees. Some
think that the Session will not be &
protracted one; but something may
arise that will necessitate the oceu-
pancy of time.

FeBruary,l6th.—To-day both branch
es.of the Legislature responded to the
Lieutenant Governor's opening speech.
As was expected, the opposition, while
the different clauses of these addresses
were being passed, assailed the Govern-
ment with no small amount of vitu-
peration ; but no amendment was mov-

ed in either branch. The right to eri-

sion within the bounds of legitimate
parliamentary usuage, on the part of
{ the opposition,is universally admitted.
| The address by each branch will proba-
bly be carcied up to the Lieutenant
Governor on Monday afternoon ; and
the Legislature may fairly then be said
to be open for the actual work of the
session.

WINDSOR AND ANNAPOLIS RAIL-
WAY.

We have becn favared by the Secretary
of the above Company with a copy of the
report and accounts for the fiscal year,end-
ing June 30th, 1876. The reeeipts for the
year were£40,438 4s. 8d. and the expendi-
ture £33,373, os. 3d, showing a net reven-
ne of £7,085 4s. 5d.,against £6,664 14s. 6d
in the previous year, making increased net
earning of £400,which was gained in spite
of a decrease of receipts consequent we are
told, on the general depression of trade in
the Province. Favorable mention is made
of the completion of the I, C. R. and the
activity with which, up to the time of the
issuing of the report, the Western Counties
Railway works were being pushed on. A
very neat little map is attached to the re-
port, showing the connection of the West-
| ern Counties and the proposed Nictaux and
Atlantic Railways with the Windsor and
Annapolis. No less than £10,330 6s. 5d.
was spent on capital account during the
year,the principal new works being thede-
viation of the line at Hancock’s Ravine,
which cost the company over £4000 stg.,
the filling up of Blucbeach, Marshall and
Finney bridges,the building of snow fences
and a snow-plough, and various other im-
portant improvements.

We congratulate the company upon the
energy and enterprise shown by them in
thus improving their property, and we
must say that every praise is due to them
for their long continued and meritorious
efforts to make it a first-rate road. Necarly
twenty of theirold wooden bridges have
now been replaced by permanent stone and
earth structures, and their rolling stock
has been gradually undergoing improve-
ment. We are informed, moreover, that
the compauny hope to be able, during the
next few years, to entirely relay their road
with steel ; and we rejoice to hear that as
a commencement to this valuable improve-
ment, 150 tons of steel rails have been pur-
chased and will shortly be laid on the road.
We are also informed that—should the
Company be successful in floating their
new capital referred to in the report—it is
their intentron to expend larger sums in
further improvements ; amongst the esti-
mates for which provision is made for an
iron bridge across the Gasperaux River,
the building of parlor cars,&c. In the face
of bitterly dissapointing results, this Com-
pany have exhibited an amount of faith in
their entexprise, and a self-denying deter-
mination to let nothing that they can help
stand in the way of its success that is high-
ly praiseworthy. They have lately reduc-
ed their fares and issued return tickets and
we hear that they have a new and elegant
first class car in their workshops at Kent-
ville, which ix to be placed on the road in
the spring.—Herald.

Loxpox, Feb. 15.—Advices from St. Pe-
tersburg, Kichinef, and Berlin, indicate a
decided tendency in the direction of war.

AYRSHIRE COWS,

The report of the Ayrshire Agricul-
tural Associstion gives the following
points as the standing ef superiority in
Ayrshire dairy cows :

Head short, forehead wide, nose fine
between the the muzzle and eyes, muz-
zle moderately large, eves full and live-
iy, horns wide set on, inclining upward
and curving slightly inward,

Neck long and straght from the
head, to the top of the shoulder, free
from loosg skin on the under side, fine
at its junction with the head, and the
muscles symimetrically enlarging to
ward the shoulders.

Shoulders thin at the top, brisket
light, the whole forequarters thin in
front,and gradually increasing indepth
and width backward.

Back short and straight, spine well
defined, especially at the shoulder, the

the flanks and the milk veins well de-
veloped.

Pelvis long, broad and straight, hock
bones (illium) wide apart and not
much overlaid with fat,thighs deep and
broad, tail long anl slender, and set on
level with the back.

Milk vessels capacious and extending
well forward, hinder part broad and
firmly attached to the body, the sole or
under surface nearly level, t.e teats
from two to two and a balf inches in
length, equal in thickness, and hanging
perpendicularly ; their distance apart
at the sides should be equal to about
ons third of the length of the vessel,
and across to about one-half of the
breadth.

lany time, consequently would never
overdrink and be so chilled and carled
up. I have often watched the sheep,
| when taking their morning «r evening
| meal of hay, run every few minutes to
| the water, drink a little, then go back
to the hay rack, eat a little, and trot off
to the water again; and the crowd at
the water-tub was fully equal to the
crowd at the bar of one of our Pittslield
liquor saloons, but not quite so noisy.
For milch cows in severe weather, it is
better to give water with the chill oft
if possible, and I always notice a falling
off, in our milk when the cows have to
drink ice-cold water. — Mirror and
Farmer.

FARM WAGGONS.

The first requisite in care of farm
waggons to keep them under shelter
always when not in use. The most
convenient arrangement for this is a
shed in which to drive, and from which
there is a door into the horse stable. It
is better for all wheeled vehicles to
stand on the ground rather than on a
floor of wood.

DOMESTIC ITEMS.

To Creax Brack Crora.—Dissolve 1
ounce of bicarbonate of ammonia in 1
quart of warm water. With this liquid
rub the cloth, using a piece of flannel
or black cloth for the purpose. After
the application of this solution, clean
the cloth well with clear wuter, dry,and
iron it, brushing the cloth from time
to time in the direction of the fi-

bre.

Swiss or Porato Sovr.—Boil two or
three pounds of potatoes, well mash
them, add slowly good broth, sufficient
for your tureen; let this boil well, and
then add some spinach, correl, a little
parsley, lemon thyme, mint, and sage,
all chopped tine. Boil all five minutes;
pepper and salt to taste; just before
taking it off the fire add two well-beat-
en eggs.

Goop YEast. — Four handfuls " of
strong hops, a quart of water, boil gent-
ly one hour, pour off, add a pint more,
boil one half hour, strain both [waters
together with one handful of salt,
bring to a boil, and stir in all the flour
possible to wet, while scalding hot,
when lukwarm add one coffee-cup of
good yeast. Will kéep one month
in summer. Use one teasponnful to a
loaf,

CriokeN Liver JeLry.—Boil the liver,
hearts and gizzards of fowls till tender,
the unlaid eggs of the same till hard;
cut all in small shapes of a jelly mould,
alternating with small boiled mush-
rooms,if you have them ; fill the mould
with chicken broth, thickened . with
corn stareh, and set it to cool; when
about to serve, turn the jelly upon a
bed of hard-boiled yolks of eggs
ghopped finely and laid on a jelly-

ish.

Hagp' Boap.—Take the drippings
from beef and mutton. Boil in .water,
allow it to cool, then remove from the
water, and boil till all the water is ex-
polhé. Of course, the whiter the
grease the nicer the soap. Take six
pounds of sal soda, six pounds of
grease, three and a half pounds of new
stone lime, four gallons of soft water,
half & pound of borax. Put soda, lime
and water into an iron boiler,; boil till
all is dissolved.
