’onn after {l\h another hoat was success-
fully loy m«h ‘1 was appointed to take
charge of Bier by the captain. There was;
safe number of people placed on Board,

we started for the shore. Immediately

By this means most of the
peoplk were brought safely across the wide
openig or breach in the deck.

me; bat it was in vain. We left him
standing upon the forecastle ladder alone.

W: had not been long over when we
heard the creaking of iron plates and the
splitting of the decks, and all at once with
& great crash the fore part of the ship was |
broken and severed from the body, and
tunibled over to port, or the left side, where
it remained; while a cloud of dust and
broken pieces of wood were thrown violent-
ly iato the air, falling like a shower into
the water. At the same time the shock
earried away the ladder, and 0'Connor,
who was clinging to it disappeared from
our sight.

Night soon came on, and we went ashore.
The passengers had taken possession of
most of the dwelling houses, but we suc-
ceeded in obtaining shelter in lofts, stores
and such like places until daylight. The
following morning we went early to the
wreck, but the wreckers who came from
every direction were before us and perhape
had been at their nefarious work during
the whole night.

PART IIL

After getting on board I obtained per-
mission from the captain to go to my quar-
ters in the other part of the ship to see if I
could save any of my effects. None of us
had any more clothing than what we stood
in, and the weather being very cold it was
necessary that we should provide ourselves
with something additional if possible. I
borrowed a small punt belonging to a fish-
ing schooner, anchored ~clooe to the reef,
and with the assistance of one of the hands
rowed around the breakers.

We went alongside of the bow portion of
the ship which was lying over to port in the
same position in which we had left it the
previous day when it broke off from tho
main body, near one of the strong iron
compartment partitions. I climbed up by
the debris which was hanging over the side,
the foremast having fallen, and the rigging
all hanging down into the sea. There was
very little swell on the water, and the feat
was not difficult to accomplish. I weat
first to my cabin to look for clothes ; I had
left » valuable watch and gun there also.
To my dismay I found that the room had
been shattered by the shock. The parti-
tion was broken down, and all the drawers
had fallen out, and every loose article in

{the room had been precipitated into the

water, This was a serious misfortune to
me for I was already suffering from cold
contracted while in boat in the early morn-
ing. One suit of clothés was all I possess-
ed, and where to look for any additional
weating apparel I could not tell.

I was just going away with the young
sailor who was my companion, and my feel-
ings were anything but pleasant, when
looking down the hatchway he said to me,
¢ See there, sir, what a quantity of things
are floating about in the steerage! 1 will
go down and gather them up, we may find
something warm and useful.” I instamtly
wen: to phejedge of the’ hatchway, and
bending over the combings 1 perceived a
mass of varions articles floating about, so I
ventured to slide down the iron’ staunchion
which -~ was one - of the 'supporters
of the upper deck, where T ‘began
to look about ‘while the young sailor re-
mained upon the deck above me. Both
these decks were slanting at an angle of from
about?25- degrees. The only light came
the glass bulls' eyes or dead lights upon
the npper side. The other side was partly
immersed, the place was filled with water,
and although it was tolerably smooth out-
gside the ship ; there was a slight swell,
enough to make considerable washing in
this compartment. When the waves en-
tered the hole in the side of the ship they
made a peculiar mournful sound, like the
sound heard in a cave I had frequently
visited upon the coast of Ireland. There
was also the noise of blocks of wood, boxes,
bunkboards, tins, etc., striking each other
and against the sides of the ship with a
sharp crackling sound, as if someone out-
side was hammering or as if the rivet boys
were at. work there.

1 succeeded in securing a few articles
floating about, and threw them up to my
companion, and then was proceeding to-
wards the further end of the place, making
my way through a mass of rubbish, with
my legs nearly knee deep in the water.

We pulled around to the after portion of
the stranded ship, which still remained up-
right, and looked as if lying quietly in
dock, so perfect was she on the outside.
The place where she broke in two, was near
one of the bulkheads, or water tight com-
partment divisions, and it was perfectly
straight and not at all jagged, so that any
one looking at it from a boat might have
believed that it had been the work of
skilled mechanics, with chisel and hammer.
Shortly before she had been a thing of life,
a beautifully modeled vessel. She had done
her work nobly for years, and visited many
climes, some where the din of battle and
the roar of guns were hgard. She had
struggled successfully, times out of num-
ber, with the billows of the stormy sea,
had cunningly run the gauntlet of innumer-
able ice bergs; had carried thousands of
human beings from their native land to
seck a livelihood in foreign climes; had
borne upon her stately deck the philoso-
pher, the statesman, the poet, the lover,
and the lunatic ; had traversed backwards
and forwards, through storm, breeze and
calm, many times, and now at last had
found a resting place for her bones, some
thoasands of miles from the scéhe of her
launching.

When we rejoined the rest of the crew
upon the deck of the upright part of the
ship I related to the captain and other
officers the circumstances of my visit to the
steerage. Every ome, remembering the
mysterious passenger and his fatal pro-
phecies, shuddered at my story, and a feel-
ing of awe, as if some supernatural power
had made itself apparent, affected all. But
the urgent and important duties we had to
perform prevented anyone from returning
to that part of the vessel again. All hands
were now engaged in stripping the ship
and securing whatever could be removed
that had been left the previous day and had
escaped the wreckers. A portion of the
cargo was pulled up from the hold and
transferred to the schooner a short distance
off. Towards noon the breeze set in from
the 8. E. but notwithstanding this a good
portion of work wasdone. Before quitting
the wreck we felt & movement in her, but
we had sounded all around and found that
she was firmly grounded on a rock, so that
it would be impossihle for her to shift un-
less a heavy sea set in.

The wreckers also were looting the ship
and carrying away all they could move.
They went into the steerage to pick up
what they could find floating there and to
search for O’Connor’s body, as it was re-
ported that he had money and jewelry upon
his person. They succeeded in finding
him, and from the description they gave,
we gathered that they had discovered him
near the place where I had seen him last.
He was still floating, but caught and fixed
in the lower jaw in a splintered part of one
of the berths, and a portion of his garments
were torn in shred by nails which had been
exposed when the force of the water de.
stroyed the woodwork. Someone stripped
the clothing from his body, as it had been
rumored that he had some hundreds of
sovereigns sewed up in the lining of his
waistcoat. The wreckers upon the coast
frequently pocket a good sum and thereby
advance their worldly prosperity from the
sufferings and calamities of others.

We worked very late that night and
landed at dusk, as an ominous looking|
swell was making up from the southward.
Before midnight we heard the wind whist-
ling and howling around the houses and
barns, and it was so intensely cold that,
although we were huddled together, several
in a bed, in the upper story of a general
store, we could not keep ourselves warm.
When daylight came on some of us pro.
ceeded to a point of land ‘upon the coast
and cast our eyes towards the scene of the
disaster. The sea was beating upon the
shore and breaking in heavy waves, but
not a vestige of the ship could be discov-
ered.  Doubtless she had slipped off the
rock during the storm and sunk in deep
water.

Lately, I looked over the chart of that
coast and was quite interested to find that
the rock we struck upon had been nfmed
after our captain—an evidence that it had
never been located before. The little cove
where we landed with the women and
children also bears the name of the cap-
tain, but whether it has any connection
with the disaster I am unable to say.

better place can be found for a poultry
yard than in an orchard. The fowls will
search very closely for insects which, were
they not destroyed, wodld prove an injury
to the fruit trees; the droppings which
they will deposit around the roots
of the trees’ will invigorate them
so they will bear more and better fruit ;
and it is impossible for the fowls to injure
the trees in the slightest degree.
The fowls require some kind of shade
and no better can be found for them than
that of the orchard. Then they too will
derive a benefit from the faulty fruit which
reaches a premature ripeness, or falls from
whatever cause, and the little fruit de-
stroyers which abound so abundantly, will
quite effectnally aid in filling the egg
basket, and help to impart strength and
vigor to the chicks hatched from such eggs.
We are of the opinion that if farmers
and fanciers who have orchards would in-
vestigate the matter more thoroughly, they
would find that, to use an old expression,
they would ‘kill two birds with one stone.’
—Canadian Agriculturist.

history of the city was there more excite-
ment than prevailed Saturday afternoon,
when it became known that Wm. McDon-
ald, clerk in the wholesale drug establish-
ment of T. B. Barker and Sons, had been
arrested, charged with being the person
who sent the poisoned candy through the
mail, which caused the death of Mrs. Me-
Rae. People flocked to the police station
and stood in crowds about the streets dis-
cussing the question. While it was the
unanimous opinion that some strong evi-
dence of uefﬂ.m'. guilt had been secured
no one could say what the nature of that
evidence was. McDonald is a brother of
Mrs. Barker, widow of the late mayor of
St. John, and therefore his connection with
some of the leading families of the city
made the arrest a genuine surprise. The
police officials were sought but they were
as dumb as oysters, and looked perfectly
ignorant. of the whole affair, and strange to
say their look was a justifiable one, for
they were ignorant of whatever evidence
had been secured against McDonald, as
Solicitor-General Pugsley simply told the
chief marshal to have McDonald arrested,
and after a slight hesitation, Inspector
Weatherhead and Detective Ring were or-
dered to proceed to Barker's shop and
bring the accused to the station. hrclkur
ald did not want to at first, but when
told by Ringﬂutﬁoonldvs_lk.few
steps ahead of the officer he oconsented to
go.

McDonald was for some time in
the asylum, but was discharged as cured
in May last. Since then he went through
the heat and excitement of the mayor’s
election and also the carnival, serving as
one of the assistant secretaries to the latter,
He then entered his brother-in-law’s whole-
sale department, but was believed to have
been perfectly sane. Previous to his being
put in the u{lum he attempted suicide in
the market slip. He was about a year ago
employed as private secretary to O’Shaugh-
nessy, assistant general manager of the C.
P. R. in Montreal, and was in some part
of Quebec or Omtario during the Galt
roisoned candy cases. (. A. Stockton
has been engaged to defend McDonald, and
no reporter is allowed to even speak to
him.

Pullets Should be Laying.

Young pullets hatched in March and
April cught all to be laying this month.
Later hatched ones if not laying by Novem-
ber, will probably if left to themselves not
lay before spring when eggs are down to
fifteen cents per dozen. A well known
poultry farmer showed us recently his
account for last December with 125 pullets.
The net profit for that month from eggs
alone was $39.39 ; from the same pullets
in April following, the profft was $14.97,
and he got 50 dozen more eggs in April
than in ember.

A NOTED AMERICAN JOURNALIST SKETCHES
THIS FRIEND OF IRELAND,
[G. W, Smalley, in N. Y. Tribune.]
Mr. Balfour’s mind bhas undergone a
training far more auster¢ than have most
men’s in these modern flippant days. He
is an omniyerous reader of everything but
newspapes, into which he never looks, and
that act of self-indulgence by itself might
serve as a guide to his character. He has
read widely in many directions; specu-
lative very largely, and because of this
metaphysical tendency it used to be said
that he would never take to practical poli-
tics, Ask our friends what they think
about it now, and whether they consider
Mr. Balfour’s politics practical or other-
wise, Of him as of Lord Rosebury the
other day, it is to be said that his reading
betrays itself by results. It comes out in
his talk, of course ; a full mind shows itself
to be full. What Matthew Arnold de-
lighted to call play of mind is equally
striking in his discussion of any subject, in
his approach to it, in the attitude he takes
up, in his choice of position, as it. were,
and on the leisurely survey of his object
from a distance, and from several sides. If

Farm Fewer Acres.

With each year’s experience I am better
satisfied to farm a fewer number of acres,
thoroughly convinced that I can make
more money, make it easier, keep my farm
in a much better condition by farming a
less number of acres and doing the work
more thoroughly.

I find the larger crops per acre 1 can
raise the less they cost me per bushel, and
I find the proportion in this respect is so
much that it makes my farming far more
profitable.

And this is not the only advantage. I
am saved a considerable amount of worry
and anxiety not only in trying to sow or
plant a large crop, but also in trying to
plan how to properly cultivate and harvest
the crop. I can push my work instead of
being continually crowded with more than
I can possibly do and do well. I used to
think that I could easily cultivate and
harvest all I could put in, and so I could,
after a fashion, but the cultivation was
harder work and the harvesting no better,
while the profits were not always as satis-
factory as I should like.

Then in the case of cultivated crops such
as corn, beans, potatoes and garden truck,
I find that if I am able to thoroughly cul-
tivate so as to not only keep down the
weeds but also to keep the soil well stirred
as often as possible, that not only is the
yield larger and more profitable, but the
labor of harvesting is made much easier
and pleasanter.

or cut up corn among a crop of cockle burrs,
dig potatoes or mangolds out of a heavy
growth of weeds, or hunt up the vines in
the garden among the weeds and grass
knows the task is anything but a pleasant
one.  Kither of the tasks are work, and it
can be made far more easy and pleasant if
the cultivation has been such as to keep
them clean 5 while at the same time in
keeping down these pests or hindrances, to
the work of harvesting, we materiaily  in-
crease the yield of the crops.

Then another advantage I find is that I
can keep up the fertility of the farm much
better, and in doing this I have earned
anothier fact ; that if I can keep my soil
rich; can plant or sow my crop at the
proper time and cultivate thoroughly, I am
in a measure sure at least of a reasonable
yield, even if the scason is not the most
favorable.

I'am convinced that a great part of our
failures are the result of our own greedi-
ness in trying to do and get too much with
too littie effort of our own.. There is too
much Providence farming. We plant a
large nmount in a slip-shod manner, half

| cultivate, and then expect Providence to

give us a good crop, and if it fails, cry out,
¢ Well, that is.always my luck !’

There is no luck about it, simply our
own greediness and selfishness in expecting
too much from our careless work.

o 166 many of us do not stop.to count the

difference between a small yield and a
large one. . When we all get to doing this
we will have less acreage planted, more
thorough preparation of soil before plant-
ing; considerably more and better culti-
vation, accompanied by a perceptible in-
‘orease in the yield as well as the profit.—
\Canadian Agriculturist.
