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‘ARTICLES OF A TREATY made and concluded near Carlton, on the twenty-third
day of' August, and on thé twenty-eighth day of said month, respectively, and near
Fort Pitton the ninth day of September, in the year of Our Lord, one thousand -
eight hundred and seventy-six, between Her Most Gracious Majesty the Queen
of Great Britain and Ireland, by Her Commissioners, the Honorable-Alexander
Morris, Lieutenant-Governor of the- Province of Manitoba and the North-West -
Tefritories, and the Honorable James McKay and the Honorable William Joseph
Christie, of the one part, and the Plain and Wood Cree Tribes of Indians, and the
other Tribes of Indians, inhabitants of the conntry, within the limits hereinafter
defined and described ; by their,Chiefs, chosen and named as hereinafter men-
tioned, of the other part. s : ’ -

HEREAS the Indians inhabiting the said country, have, pursuant to an appoi
YY * ment made by the said Cowmissioners, ‘been convened at meetings at Fort
Carlton, Fort Pitt and Battle River, to deliberate upon certain matters of interest to
Her Most Gracious Majesty, of the onepart, and the said Indians of the other. ;

And Whereas the said Indians have been notified and informed by Her Majesty’s
said Commissioners that it is the desire-of Her Majesty to open up for settlement,
immigration and such other purposes as to Her Majesty may seem meet, a tract of
country, bounded and described as hereinafter mentioned, and to obtain the consent
thereto-ef Her Indian subjects inhabiting the said tract, and to make a Treaiy and
arrango with them, so that there may be peace and good will between them and Her
Majesty, and that they may know and be assured of what allowance they are to count
upon and receive from Her Majesty’s bounty and benevolence ; v

- And Whereas, the Indians of the said tract, duly convened in Council as aforesaid, -
and being requested by Her Majesty’s Commissioners to name;certain Chiefs and
Headmen, who should be authorized, on their behalf, to conduct such negotiations and
sign any treaty to be founded thereon,.and to become responsible.to Her Majesty for
their faithfal performance, by their respective Bands of such obligations as shall be
assamed by them, the said Indians have thereupon named for that purpose, that is to
say :—representing the Indians who make the treaty at Carlton, the several Chiefis
and Councillors who have subscribed hereto, and representing the Indians who m3ke
the treaty at Fort Pitt, the several Chiefsand €ouncillors who have subscribed hereto ;

And thereupon, in open Council, the different Bands having presented their Chiefs
to the said Commissioners as the Chiefs and Headmen, for the purposes aforesaid, of
the respective Bands of Inians inhabiting the district hereinafter described.

And Whereas the said Commissioners then and there received and acknowledged
the persons so represented, as Chiefs and Headmen, for the purposes aforesaid, of
the respective Bands of Indians inhabiting thesaid district hereinafter described ;

- And Whereas the said Commissioners have proceeded to negotiate a treaty with
the said Indians, and the same has been finally agreed upon and concluded as follows,
that is to-sdy :— ‘

— The Plain and Wood Cree Tribes of Indians, and all other the Indians inhabiting
the district hereinafter described and defined, do hereby cede, release, surrender and
yield up to the Government of the Dominion of Canada for Her Majesty the Queen
and Her successors forever, and all their rights, tittes and privileges whatsoever, to
the lands included within the following limits, that is to say: — ‘

Commencing at the mouth of -the river emptying into the North-West angle of
Cumberland Lake; thence westerly up the said river to the source, thence on a
straight line in a westerly direction to the head of Green Lake; thence northerly to
‘the elbow-in the Beaver River, thence down the said river northerly to a point twenty
miles from the said elbow ; thence in & westerly direction, keeping on a line generally
parallel with thesaid Beavér River (above the elbow), and about twenty miles distance
therefrom, to the source of the said river; thence northerly to the north-easterly .




point of the South shore of Red Deer Lake, continuing \\él\er]y along the said shore
to the western limit thereof, and thence due west to the Arthabaska River, thence up
the said river, against the stream, to the Jaspar House, in the Rocky Mountains;
thence on\a course \south-mrdly, following the easterly range of the Mountains,
to the soutce of the main #ranth of the Red Deer River; thence down the said river,
with the stream, to the<junction therewith of the outlet of the river,\being the outlet
of the Buffalo Lake ; thence duc east twenty miles; thence on a straight line south-
eastwardly to the mouth. of the said Red Deer River on the South Branch of the
Saskatchewan River ;. thence eastwardly and nortfwardly, following on‘the hound-
aries of the tracts conceded by the several Treaties numbered Four and Five, to the
place of beginning; T - N

And also all their rights, titles” and privileges whatsoever, to all other lands, -
wherever situated,in the North-West Territories, or in any other Province or portion
of Hév Majesty’s Dominions, situated and being within the Dominion of Canada; * -

The tract comprised within the lines above described, embracing an area of one
hundred and twenty-one thousand square miles, bo the same more or less;

_ To have and to hold the same to Her Majesty the Qucen and Her successors

forever:: - S , . .

And Her Majesty the Queen hereby agrees and undertakes to lay aside Reserves
for farming lands,due respect being had to -lands at present cultivated by the said
Indians, and other Reserves for the benefit of the said Indians, to be administered and
dealt with for them by Her Majesty’s Government of- the: Dominion of Canada,
provided all such Reserves shall not exceed in all one square mile for each family of -
fiye, or in that proportion for larger or smaller families, in manner following, that is
to say :— - . . . -

That the Chief Huperiitendént of Indian Affairs shall depute and send a suitable
person to determine and s¢t apart the Reserves for each Band, after consulting with
the Indians tHercof as to the locality which may be found to be most suitable for
them : T . :

?)v"xdcd , howerver, that Her Majesty reserves the right to deal with any settlers
within the bounds of any lands reserved for any Band as she shall deem fit, and also

that the aforcsaid Reserves of land.or any irterest therein may be sold or otherwise
disposed of by Her Majesty’s Government for the use and benefit of the said Indians
entitled thereto, with their consent first had and obtained ; and with a view to show .
" the satisfaction of Her Majesty with the bchaviourand good conduct of her Indians,
she hereby, through her Commissioners; makes them a present of twelve dollars for
each man, woman and child belonging to the Bands here represented, in extinguish-
. ment of all claims heretofore preferred; . )

“..  And further, Her Majesty agrees to maintain schools for instruction in such
Reserves hereby made, as to her Government of the Dominion of Canada may seem
advisable, whenever the Indians of the Reserve shall desire jt.

Her Majesty further agrees with Her said Indians that within the.boundary of
IndianReserves, until otherwise determined by her Governmerit of the Dominion of
Canada, no intoxicating liquor shall be allowed to be introduced or sold, and all laws
now in force or hercafter to be enacted to preserve her Indian subjects inhabiting the
Reserves or living elsewhere within Her North-West Territories. from the evil
influence of the use of intoxicating liquors, shall be strictly enforced :

Her Majesty further agrees with Her said InYians that they, the said Indians,
shall have right to pursuc their avocations of hunting and fishing throughout the -
tract surrendered as hereinbefore described, subject to such regulations as may from
time to time be made by Her Government of Ier Dominion of Canada, and °
saving and excepting such tracts as may from time to time be required or taken up
for settlement, mining, lumbering or other purposes by Her said Government of the -
Dominion of Canada, or by any of the subjects thereof, duly authorized therefor, by
the said Government : b »

- It is further agreed between IIer Majesty and Her said Indians, that such
. sections of the Reserves above indicated as may at any time be vequired for Public




Works or buildings of what-saturc socver, may be appropriated for that purpose by
Her Majesty’s Government of Dominion -of Canada, due compebsation being
made.for the value of any improvemvents thereon : .

And, further, that Her Majesty’s Comtmiasioners shall, as soon as possible, after
the execution of this treaty, cause to be taken~an accurate census of all the Indians
Jinhabiting the tract above described, distributing them in tamilies, and shall in every.
year cnsuing the date hereof, at some period in cach yearyto be duly notitied to tho
Indians, and at a place or places to be appointed for that~purpose, within  the
territories ceded, pay to cach Indian person the sum of Five Dollars per head yearly;

It is further agreed betweon Her Majesty and the said Indians thatthe sum of'
fifteen hundred dollars per annum, shall be yearly and every yeur expended b ~Her
Majesty in the purchase of ammunition and twine for nets for the use of the sai
Indians, in manner following, that is to say :—In the reasonable dixcretion as regard:
the distribution thercof, among the Indians inhabiting the several Reserves, or
oli;herwise included herein, of Her Majesty’s Indian ‘Agent having the supervision of
this treaty ; : o

Itis ¥urther agreed between Her Majesty and the said Indians that the followinz
articles shall be supplied to any Band of the said Indians who are now cultivating the_~
soil, or who shall hereafter commence to cultivate the land, that is to say :—Four hocs
for every family actually cultivating, also two spades per family as aforesaid; one

~_plow for cvery three families as aforesaid, cne harrow for-every three families a«
‘aforesaid ; two scythes, and one whetstone. and two hayforks and two reaping hools
for, every family-as aforesaid ; and also two axes, and also one cross-cut saw, and al o
one hand-saw, one pit-saw, the necessary files, onc grindstone and one auger for each
Band;.and also for each Chief, for the use of his Band, one chest of ordinary carpenter’s
tools; also for each Band, enough of wheat, barley, potatoes and oats to plant the
land actually broken up for cultivation by such Band ; also for each Band, four oxer, -
one bull and six cows, also onc boar and two sows, and one handmill when any Band
shall raise sufficient grain therefor. All the aforesaid articles to be given once for
all for the encouragement of the practice of agriculture among the Indians;

It is farther ‘agrecd between Her Majesty and the said Indians, that each Chief,
duly recognized as-such, shall receive an annual salary of twenty-five dollars per
annum ; and cach subordinate officer, not exceeding fourfor each Band, shall receive
fifteen dollars per annum ; and each such Chief and subordinrate officer as aforesaid,
shall also 1eceive, once every three years, a suitable suit of clothing, and each Chief
shall reccive, in recognition of the closing of the treaty, a suitable flag and medal,
and also, as soon as convenient, onc horse, harness and wagon ;

That in thé event hereafter of the Indians comprised within this treaty being
overtaken by any pestilence, or by a general famine, the Queen, on being satisfied
and ccrtified thereof by Her Indian Agent or Agents, will grant to the Indian<
assistance of such character and to such c¢xtent as Her Chief Superintendent of
Indian Affairs shall deem necessary and sufficient to relieve the Indians from the
calamity that shall have befallen them ; .

That during the next three years, after two or more of the Reserves hereby
agreed to be set apart to the Indians, shall have been agreed upon and surveyed,
{here shall be granted to the Indians included under the Chiefs adhering tothe treaty
at Carlton, each spring, the sum of one thousand dollars to be expended for them by
Her Majesty’s Indian Agonts, in the purchase of provisions for the use of such of the
Band as are actually settled on the Reserves and are cngaged in culiivating the soil,
tv assist them in such cultivation ; - -

That 2 medicine chest shall be kept at the house of each Indian Agent for the
usc and bencfit of the Indians, at the discretion of such Agent,; ,

That with regard to the Indians included under the Chiefs adhering to the
treawy at Fort Pitt, and to thosc under Chiefs within the treaty limits who may -
hereafter give their adhesion hercto (exclusively, however, of the Indians of the
Carlton Region) there shall.- during three years, after two or more\Rescrves shall

elsewhere hereafter (exclusively of those in the Carlton District) in recognition of
this treaty, s0 soon as the same can be conveniently transported, two carts, with
iron bushings and tires:™~ - - < T
And the undersigned Chiefs, on their behalf, and on ‘behalf of all. other Indians
inhabiting the tract within ceded, do hercby solvmnly promise and engage to strictly .
observe this treaty, and also to ‘conduct and behave themselves as good and loyal
subjects of Her Majesty the Queen; 0 _ T .
_ . They promise and engage that they will in all. respects obey and abide by the
law, gnd they will miintain peace and*good order between each other, and also
betwéen themselves and other tribes of Indians, and between themselves and others
ajesty’s subjects, whether Indians ot Whites, now inhabiting or hereafter to

it any part of the said ceded tracts, and that they will not molest the person - - |

-or property of any inhabitant of such ceded tracts, or the property of Her Majesty
the Queen, or interfere with or trouble any person passing ot travellin gthrough the
said tracts or any part thereof; and that they will aid and assist the Officers.of Her
Majesty in bringing to justice and punishment any Indian offending against the
stipulations of this Treaty, or infringing the laws in force in the country so ceded.

In ‘WiTnEss WHEREOF, Her Majesty’s said Commissioners and the said- Tndian
Chiefs have hercunto subscribed. and set their hands, at or near Fort Carlton, on the
day-and year aforesaid, and near Fort Pitt on the day above aforesaid. = -
