AN ADDRASC DELIVERED RY P)lINCIPM-
y ORaNT.

The following addrm was delivered
by Principal Grant, of Queen's College,
at the Ontaiio C. E. gathering in King+
ston, and_should be widely circulated
farthe benefit of Bible readers :

“The title implies that there fs@ great
deal of Bible study in our day, and yet
thete is also & general, complaint that
the Bible is not read as it used o bein
former days. Both ideas are correct.
One has only to glance st the book re;
views in any number of & quane’rlylme
‘the “ Critical \Rmew of Theologicsl
and Philosophical Literature,” or of a
monthly like #* The Biblical World,” cr
of any of the numerous weeklies of
particular churches, or that deal with
religious questions generally, espec:al!y
with Sunday-schools, to see what 2
ronstant stream of volumes aboul the
Bible is issuing from the press, There
must be a brisk demand, where there
is such a supply. On the other hand,
one has only to examine a class in &
Sunday-school, or even In a college, or
1o note how seldom the Bible is read
by people, as if they were eager to read
It or enjoyed Its study, to be convinced

that the popular ignorance is great,
WIDESPREAD AND APPALLING.

Illustrations were given of this
general ignorance of and indifference
to .the Bible. What, then, is .the ex.

tion? It is to be found in the fact
that the modern movement of thought
and new methods of study which are
throwing light on alt ancient literature,
are giving new points of view from which
to study the Jiterature of “ the people of
revelation * both in itself and in its-re-
lations to all that man has produced,

“The modetn method of study is his.
torical, rather than dogmatic; literary
rather than statistical ; compatative
rather than -isolated ; critical sather
'than credulous ; systematic rather than
desultory and sporadic; and, abavc
all, it is genetic. That is, it traces
everything to- sources, and looks for
the exp'anation of anything living to
previous life and environmenmt. To
study in this way requires time, patience
and thoroughness; and all over the
Chsistian wotld scholars ate giving un-
grudgingly what 13- required, and ever-
widening circles of siudents are grow-

worlds.  But ncither the modemn
methods nor the results have been
popularized as yel, Besides, the old
assiducus swedy of one book by average
readers cannot be looked for, when
books are multiplied and newspapers
tell us what the whole world is doing
from hour t» hour. Real students,
too, must always be few 1n number,
Consequently, there is, in the mean:
while, a

with a good deal of confunon of mind
with regard to the value of the new
light that is belr g cast upon the Bible.
Seeing, then, that there is much ac-
tivity in Bible study, with a great dea)
of poputar {gnorance, and that the ex-
planation is to be found in new points
of view, and the difficulty of getting
what  practical  sugges-
tinns can be given to those who are
desirous of knowing the Bible betters
and of sgplying ils teachings to daily
life?” We all feel that this is a scien-
tific sge, and that we know 'a thing
only when we know it scientifically,
but the Bible is a book for life, and
life is the -alkimportant thing. "Before
giving afew suggesilons, it will clear
our minds if I enumerate the various
ways in which, as a matter of fact, the
Bible.{s used;and point out the beat.

First, there is what may be called
the irrational -or superstitious way,
Thisi regardsit ‘as, a (codecthsn Bf
oraclen with. little, or no relation to
cach ‘other. ‘The bok is opened at
haphazard, perhaps with a pin, and
whete the pin points that is the text
for ur, Or a chapter or & verse is read
as a sort of charm without any
reference 1o connection with the ¢an.
text. Or the book it regarded as a
treasure house of proof texts, from
which we are to prove the system that
we have been brought up to believe,
and which it is our duty to defend
against all comers.  Now, 10 oxcellent
is the Bible, that people get good even
from this way of using it. Some word
comes home (o the heart and abides
there. A single thought or text may
luriinate the whole pathway of life,
But, evidently this methed cannot be
considered satisfactory.

Then there is what we may call the
devotional use of the Bible, This re.
gards it as entirely for our spiriteal up-
building, and it is stud ed wholly from
that point of view  Parts of it that do
not really lend themscives to edifica
tion are spiritualized. or later mranings
are réadi into o'der books and principles
of interpretation arc adopted that
would make the Koran or the Talniud
teach Chrinianity, Much ridicule has
been cast on this mcthod, but let it
nut be forgotten that the deepest truths
of the Bible, and those that bear most
on our lives, can be understvod only
by hearts that are right with God,  We
must bring this key 10 those tiuhs
with us, and the man who has that key
is nore likely to get at the secret of
the book than the best sch dar who
has it not.

Criticism is just another word for
judgment or common sense. Remem.
ber that the Reformers of the sixteenth
certury, Erasmus, Reuchlin, Luther
Melancthon, Calvin, Colet and others,
were the higher critics of their day.
They gave us the Greek New Testa.
nient and studied ‘the Old Testameunt
in Hebrew under the light of the best
scbolanhip of their times, much to
the disgust of peop!e who thought they
were disparaging thcreby the good old
Latin vulgate.

Remember
that there are believing critics, and
that the Church must take its stand
with these or perish morally in the
presence of a scientifically educated
warld. Do not be afraid of truth, It
will vindicate itsell and come out in
fuller L2auty the more searching our
investigation.

In particular, he referred
to an anicle on the Hexateuch by so
conservative and trustworthy a critic
as the Right Rev. Stewart Perowne,
Bishop of Worcester, to be found inthe

the Old and New Testaments.

‘Thirdly, leaen to distinguish between
the divine and the human clements in
the Bible. There are both in it, just
as they are in man, and they are o0
closely united that it is difficu't to
draw the line.

C. E. Gatst writes: “We returned
from home September 6, and located
in Kongo Ku, Tokyo, Durting the
year I have made three tours among
the churches in the imerior. T set
things in order, preached and lectured.
In Tokyo my time has been used in
wriling tracts, preaching and in cor-
tesponding with the evangelists. C.
Nakada at Hongo was guilty of mis
conduct {n giving his daughter in an
unscriptural marriage, much (o the dis-
hor.or of the csuse. When his sup.
pott as an evangelist was withheld he
made trouble about the chapel. The
matter could be settled only in the
courte, where Nakada was declared to
be in the wrong, Mrs. Garst bas as.
sisted in two weekly Bible classes for
women, one averaging an attendance
ol t3, the other of 4. Some progress
is noticeable, especially in the ability
of .the women to impart what Lhey
learn, She has done what she could
in the way of house-to house work.”

E. S, Stevens reports: * This day
closes our missionary year, There are
facts about the work more interesting
than any we have tabulated. I tegret
that we car« not mention them for want
of space. My own work has been to
study the langusge and assist wherever
1 was able to do alittle.  Mrs, Stevens
has not yet opened a Dispensary, but
she has made jco professional calls,
moutly on missionaties, She conducts
a Sundsy-school with the assistance of
a Bible womian“Miss Oldham -and
Miss Rioch are making good progress
in the langusge. They bave five girls
inthe House for Bible Training, They
ovetsee three Charity Schoolsand three
Sunday schools, and teach a class of
young men in the English Bible. They
have one Bible woman helper, Miss
Wirick has charge of the Girls’ Home,
conducts s Woman's Meeting, two
Sunday-schocls and a Children’s week-
day meeeting, when Old Testament
lives are taught them, She has one
Bible woman helper. Miss Johnson
superintends two day Charily Schools,
two Sunday-schools, teaches twice a
week in the Qirly Howne, holds two
Women's Meetingy, a Children's Meel-
ing, and teaches a class of young men
in the English Bible. Much time has
been spent In visiting and teaching the
Bible in the homes. She has two
Bible woman helpers.

low, and besides we were eager to get
to a more open place, However, con.
sidering the lowness of funds, and not
being able to have Mrs. Saw there all
the time, owing to there being no other
family there with whom she could stay
during my long itinerations, we fixed
up snugly, the South Gate house with
matetials from the city house, whith
proved an oasls in the desert, being
scparated by the chapel and court from
the busy street.  Our small chapel has
been the scene of eager: disputants,
motley ctowds of good, bad, and in.
different, but we have had rich blcasing
in making known the Wotd of Life 1
had the joy of baptizing our gateman’s
wile. At present we have only two
Christians in Luh Hoh. Oh | for more
laborers. What are we among so many
heathen. I am humbled when I think
of my imperfect work, but God hes
blessed it. The. prospect.is as brigh
as {ae promises of the Al nighty.

F. E. Mxtos :—On account of sirait-
ened financial circumstances we have
been compelled to move along without
extending.our work. We expected be.
fore this to have established an indus-
trial department in connection with the
college, but as yet the boys aré living
on the fat of the land, not exerting &
muscle to help themselves or anybody
else. The result is that the work is
not by any means satisfaciory 10 me
The advancemeat of the -pupils has
been fully -equal ® iny expectations.
The examinations, in my judgment,
have been equat to the usual examina.
tions fn. European schools of the same
grade. On account of the large pro-
portion of.the pupil's time that, accord.
ing to our present curriculum, must be
spent on the Chinese classics, the num.
ber of other studies pursued is nccessa.
tily limited, The rnst advanced class
bas finished written Arithmetic and
Descriptive Geography, and is now
studying Algebra and' Physical Geo-
graphy. ‘The Bible is a text book in
the school. I do allthe Bible teaching
myself, with the cxception of the lesson
taught at the morning exercises. I
teach a class of nine boys in Englith,
I am doing this as an experiment, and
don't know that I shall continue it. I
now have 38 boys, most of whom I
expect to retgin if 1 ean. There have
been no conversions this year. Most
of the boys are from heathen homes,
and though several wish to become
Christians, they are hindered by home
influences.  Quite a large proponion
of the boys .arc supported by ditect
subscriptions to the school wotk. Had
it not been for these, we should doubn-
less have been compeiled to close the
school long ago.

We may expect somne visible fiuit
from this school work in about three
more years, Qur school work at the
Scuth Gate was given up principally
because we had no funds with which
to continue* it. It is to be regictted
that we have no day-schools in Nankin.
Much good work can be done in them
if propetly conducted, I should have
mentioned that we conduct a Sunday.
school in the boarding school bui'ding,
in ‘which several of 1he missionarivs
wotk, and in addition to the school-
boys, our servants and others who de-
sire to attend from without are taught.
I make regular semi-monthly itiners.

tions to some of the villages adjacent

to Nankin; I usually spend two days
cach trip. 1 am inclined to think we
shall be able to open a good werk at
Sheh Tsun, a village of about 150
families, situated about 45 li easi of
Nankin.

in this malaiial climate we have a great
deal of sickness among the pupils.

E. T. WitrLiaus :—During the year
I have had charge of the pastoral work
in connection with the Nankin station,
There have heen some notewotthy ex.
amples of. courage and stead{astness
among the Christians here. M,
Tang, Bro. Feng-and Bro. Chu, have
all been subjected to severe persecu.
tion. It ls encouraging to report that
they have all endured hardness s good
soldiets of Jesus Christ. The greater
part of the time spent {n itinerations
was given to visiting cities and towns
near Nankin, but 36 days were occu.
pied by a teip with James ‘Yare through
the northeastern part of this province,
the expernes of which were bomne by
the Atnetican Bible Society, We
visited nearly forty cities and towns,
and on the whole were well received.
The district is one of the most populous
and flourishing In all China, There
ate foutteen walled cities and hundreds
of busy.towns, with a population of
sisteen millions. Nowhere in all this
district is there a single Protestant mis-
sion station. I trust that the teceipts
of our. Society may soon permit us to
do something for.the tehief of thie des.

Chnstian
Endeavorers, tet us so live that the
wotld will take knowledge of us, that
we have been with Jesus.  Cheist was
the first founder of a religion that was
able and that did live out in His life
the system He promulgated.

It is our duty to aid in feed-
ing the hungty, and clothing the naked,
for the Saviour says in Matt xxv. 45,
“ Ynasmuch as ye did it "not to one of
the least of these, ye did it not to mé.”
It is one of the fruits of Christianily
that the poor are cared for.

There is still another use to which
money can be applied, viz, the spread
of the gospel of Christ. The great
commission of our Lotd and Master
says, “ Go ye into all the world and
preach the gospel 1o every creature.”
Oue man may not be qualified to go
and preach the gospel himself; God
may not have blessed him with the
ability or education to preach, but He
may have blessed him with this world's
goods. Another may have both the
education and the ability to carry the
good news to those. who have never
heard it; but.has not the means at his
disposal to enable him to do it. But
if one is willir.2 to go, and the other is
willing to help 3ustain him while he
goes, the gospel will be preached and
men and women saved.

Ought we not therefore to he willing
to bold up the hands of those who
proclaim the gospel of Christ, and
while‘we receive from them the news
of salvation which sustaing the sout,
may we be willing 1o impart to them
the means of sustaining their bodies.

Drar Si1sTRRS,—It is 30 long since
I wrote that 1 feet quite ashamed, but
am sure you will pardon me this time
if I promise to do better In the future.

Have such good news to tell you
that I feel like telling it the first thing
instead of waiting to put it in its place.

It was in May, if I mistake not, that
1 1ast wrote you of the work. Since
then the charity school on Matsugawa-
Cho has incteased in numbers, so

much s%al we have toom for no
more. 3

By the way, | have Leen consideting
the advisability of building a small
house here with the fifty dollars you
sent tie to aid In the support of this
‘wotk, together with what more may be
sent from friends who sec this letter
and think with me that it would be a
good work,  With about $50 more it
would be possible to put up a ueat
littte house. The house we have at
presente=the only one we could get in
the neighborhood—is so old that it
shakes when a wagon passes, as most
houzes do in an ecarthquake, How.
ever, during the past month have put
new paper on windows and walls, and
tacked -up some of the prelty picture.
cards sent me by friends at home,
which make the room look much bet-
ter. Since doing so the children take
a great deal of pride in it, and are
very careful not to tear or soil the
paper in any way.

“T'his school was allowed one month's
holiday (August), my helper who
teaches here requiting a much-needed
and welt-earned rest,

During August the woman's wmeeting
was also discontinued, but the Sunday-
school was kept on uninterruptedly
through the hot weather, and it was
gratifying to see how well it was at-
tended considering the sweltering heat,
As a pule during the months of jJuly
and August, unless it is an absolute
neccssity, the people never stir out of
their houses until the cool of the
evening.

Now, however, since the cool
woather, the meetings are picking up,
and we have almost as many as ever.

The Sunday.schoal in our house has
Seen a most pluasing part of the wotk,
The same httle faces, with an ccca.
sional new one, are seen there eve;y
Lord’s day. How well they have
learned to sing! 1 doubt i the linle
gitls and boys at home could equal
them in the heartiness with which they
sinT* Jesus loves me,” and ** There is
& tountain”  These are their favorites,
they never tire singing them. How
well, too, they remember the stories
told them, as you should find oul
could you step in and ask them a few
queslions,

‘The meeting held in our home on
Sundyy mornings for preaching, and
the observar ce of the Lord's supper, is
always well attended. ‘The members
scidom absent themselves, and we
have visitors cvery meeuing.  The last
two Sundays we were specially favored.
We had Rnglish sermons, interpreted
into Japanese, by Bro. E. I, Williams,
from China, and Dr. Macklin, who is
on his way thete.  The Dr. was telling
me he enjoyed his visit in Canada
better than in any place else.

But I must tell you the good news
now, I simply cannot wait any longer,
You remember the two women of whom
! told you who always attended our
woman's mectings since they were
started a yeat ago last September in
the Matsugawa.Cho  school-room ?
Well, they have become Chuistians,
and bave been buried with their
Saviour in baptism.- One of them the
next day 10ld my helperto telt methat
she was very happy ; ' yesierday,” she
said, ** was my little baby's birthday,
and it was mine too, for was -I not
born inte Chiist’s kingdom then?#

And not only thes two souls have
been gathered into our Lord's king:
dom, but two of my yirls O Tami
San, the first little one 1 took, and O
Sono San, who is pattly supported by
the International Bridge Y, I, S, C, E,,
with two other girls in the mission
home, have alsc sut on Chria and
risen to walk in newness of life with
Him, 1 wonderif the angels rejoiced
more than f did |

Oh, pray for them dear sisicrs that
they may be kept in the faith steadfast
untu the end. It is so much harder
for them than for us, they arc such
babes in Chiist, and have so many
more temp ations than we who were
brought up under Christian influences—
and no one knows how very much that
means till they have lived in a heathen
country,

‘Ploneer Missions in Japan.

The first misstonary to visit Japan
was a Spanish Roman Catholic, named
Frarcis Xavier. He had met a native
of Japan in his travels, who had told
him that his people weit-growing tired
of their old religtons, and that if some
one would go, and carry 1o them the
story of Christ, and then live alife that
should conrespond with His teaching,
they would accept i*.  This was a very
tempting story to a missionary, 0
Francis lost no time in acting upon it.
He reached Japan in Augus, 1549,
and he found his way after wmany
privations and difficulties 1o the capital,
He only stayed two or three years, and
he saw very little result ol his work
while he was there, but must have
sowed considerable seed, which began
to show fruit after helet, and in 3o years
after his atrival in Japan, there were no
less than 130,000 converts. It
secmed to be only a question of time,
before the whole land should be Chris-
tian, and had the Roman Chutch been
content with the ‘spiritual ‘power this
would have given'them, all might have
been well, But this did not satisfy
them; the Cathuolics have always
long:d »~4 worked for temporal power,
and here tay one cause of their down.
fall.  Another cause was the spitit of
persecution they always show. The

poor Buddhists were persecuted with

all the horeors which the Jesvits have al.
ways been 0 free o use, and instead of
being content to lead the people to
Chris', they grasped afier the power to
rule, and then lost everything, An
cdict wag passed in 1587 cxpelling the
Jesuit priests from the country, and
this led to civil war. Jupan, like all
eastern countries, bad not much to
learn from the Jesuits in the art of
[ ersecution, and so the conflict raged,
and what the Catholics had meted out
1o the natives, they returned in full
measure, when theic turn came. At
last the native converts, led by the
priests, made one bold stroke for their
freedom, and lost; and thus ncasrly
40,000 of them feli into the power of
their own entaged goverament, Every
means were ttied to kill out this new
religion which had caused so much
trouble. Every form of tosture that
could be devised was in vain, The
story of the cross has always held such
a power where it has been heatd, as
makes it proof against the worst trials,
and so it lingered on in corners in
spite of the utinost watchfulness. One
form of tsial to which suspected per-
sons were subjected, was to step upon
a plate, graven with a represcntation
of the Saviour, if they wished to escape
condemnation  ‘This went on till as
late as 1869, when three thousand
Catholic converts were torn from their
homes and banished.

As a safeguard against more mis.
sionaties, there were placed in all pub.
lic places, signboards, on which were
written this edict: So long as the

her

sun shall warm the easth, let no Cheis-
tian be so bold as to come to Japan.
And Lkt all know that the King of
Sprain himself, or the Christian's God,
of the great God of al), if he violdtes
this command shall pay for it with his
head” And so in 1637, the door of
Japan was shut fast against all mission.
ary wotk, and remained so for 230
years, during which period the land of
the rising sun held no communication
with any country except the Dutch
tradets, who were confined to one
small island, and one Chincse junk,
each year. Although the doors were
sull fast shut againat Christanity in
ary shape, there were changes going
on behind them, both politizal and
mercantile, which lcd to the opening
of treaty ports ; and then a change of
government led to alteration in the
habits of centuries, and a new era had
begun. It is truc that even then ad-
ditional notices were put up to this
eflect: ‘“The laws hithetto enforced
forbidding Christianity are to be strictly
ubsecved,” but in spite of this natural
fcar and hatred of the thing. that had
wrought 0 much mischief In the land,
it was finding its way quietly and in a
purer form unknown to the authorities.
The firet Prolestant missionaty, John
Wiggins, begun his work in 1359 in
the Island of Nagasakl.  After the
treaty ports were opened he was, fol-
lowed by George Euson, a Cambridge
graduate, who was sent as the first Eng-
lish minionary to the new empire.
Their work had to be done in constant
danger of discovery and death, but
God was with them, shd In spite of
former false teaching, persecution and
bloodshed, the pure Christ-like pre-
sentation of the Gospel was working
quietly but surely in the hearts of the
people, and at last the doors were
opened. ‘The story of that event {s so
beautifully told by Jessie H; Brown, in
t ‘‘ Open Doors,” that I must ,tg'j
and give it here: ‘

"I'was on a holy Lord's day—dear and
soul-reviving day—

‘That a fleet of seven war ships anchor

east in Yeddo's Bay.

"T'was & dsy that matked a crisis in
the history of man,

For America was knocking at the closed
door of Japan,

And the brave commander Perry sther
portals was to claim

Right of commerce.and protection in

is country's honor's name.

Upon the capstan of the vessel wag the
open Bible laid,

Book that tells of one great Father who
has all earth's races made,

On the standard of his vessel were the
stars and stripes outspread,

Flag of brothethood ar'i union; flag
for which our fathers bled.

While with words of prager and worship
borne upon the noonday calm,

Reverently the good commander read
the joyous hundreth Psalm,

And the brave notes of *Qld Hundred”
floated out upon the bay,

Drifting; dying in the distance on the
waters far away,

Not 2 hostile gun was fired, from the
fleet or from the shore,

But with joyous hymns of praises, open | 1k,

swing the long closed door.
