FrIED FrEsH FisH.—If the fish are
small, after carefully cleaning, wipe them
dry and dip in beaten eggs, and then in flour
or Indian meal} drop them into very hot fat
and fry. like;sdoughnuts. They are better
cooked thus than when fried in a pan, and in
this way there is no liability to their sticking
fast or scorching. Large fish can be fried in
the same way, but they should be cut before
cooking 1nto pieces convenient for serving.

CorN CAKE.—While the corn meal is
new, make some cakes thus: Mix a pint of
meal (whitc meal is best) with a pint of milk®
If the milk is sour, use about a quarter of a
teaspoonful of soda to sweeten it. Add a
tablespoonful of melted lard, one of brown
sugar, one of baking powder, a teaspoonful
of salt -and two eggs. Bake in hot, well-
greased patty or gem pans in a hot oven,
und eat while hot with plenty of butter.

well meeting of the Alliance the announcement was
made that Toronto 'niversity would send a mission
ary to Japan, the Congregational Collega, six students
to’ foreign work, McMaster Hall, three students;
Wesley College, Montreal, one for India, Africa
and a third to British Columbia , Queen's and Knox
Colleges, one to China; Wyclifia College, one, Mc
Gill College, three from the arts depastment and
three fromn the medical department, and Victona
College, onc or two to Japan,

THE action of the Kingston Board of Trustees in
closing the schools to Roman Catholic children has
raised the ire of Bishop Cleary. He has not confined
himself to calm and reasonable discussion. He has
given veat to very vituperative language, and has
made a most ungenerous and unfounded attack spon
the public schools of Ontano. Those atr all
acquainted with the character of the public schools
throughout the Province know that in point of beha.
viour school teachers and pupils will stand favour-
able comparison not only with those of the separate
schools in Canada, but with the teachers and scho-
fars of this or any other continent.

MISSIONS to the poor have been frequent enough,
thaugh by no . .cans overdone, but Gospel missions to
the rich are no less needful, and a new departurc inthis
direction has just been inaugurated in London.
There is 2 movement to carry on missions in the east
and in the west end of the great city simultaneously.
Earncst and zealous Methodists are taking a leading
part in the work, notably the Rev. Hugh Price Hughes
and Mark Guy Pearse, who recently preached and
fectured in Canada. The cpening sermon was
preached by Mr. Spurgeon, and Newman Hall took
part in the services. Though the movement is ander
Mathodist auspices, it 1s not designed that it should
be sectarian.  The effort is to bring all classes under
the power of a practical, living Chnstianity.

THE town of Orangeville necds looking alter. So
reckless have been some of the enemtes of the Scott
Act that the hitherto reputable town has been utterly
disgraced. It is ume that the dynamsters were made
an example of. Another outrage was reported laat
week.  Mr. Thomas Anderson, who was appointed
inspector under the Canada Temperance Act, 1s the
atest viciim of the lawless gang who have been en-
deavouring to terrorize Orangeville. Dynamute was
applied ta his house and the building was shattered.
He had fortunately gone out of doors beafore the ex-
plosion took place. No ane was seriously hurt, but
it is time that such defiant and brutal deods were
effectually checked.  Such dastardly praceedings are
most effective temperance lewures, but they wannot be
commended on that account.

THx membership of the Glasgow Y.M.C.A,, which
held its annual meeting lately, now numbers 9,107,
There are 235 fellowship meetings, with an attendance
of 433 214 young men are studymg for the minis.
try , over 1,200 attend the reading room and sections
daily ; 2,386 readers are cannected with the libraries s
in cducational classes 2,338 quarterly enrolments
hiave been made.  Letters of introduction have been
given to 236 young men leaving for foreign countries,
while recepton tea mectings have been neld for
strangers coing to reside in Glasgow. Light evan.
gelistic meetings are conducted in different parts of
the city, and over 400,000 tracts have been distrsbuted
during the year. ‘These tigures represent only a por-
tion of the work of this association, which is not only
the oldest, but also the greatest in the world. The
income last year amounted to $15,765.

THE Acton Free P'ress remarks that the Georpe-
town ZHerald, in discussing the objection raised
against the Scott Act, the cost of enforcement, argues
that although there may have been shight advances in
the demands upon the tax-payers, yet, taking the ex-
perience of the township of Lsquenng, there has
been a marked gain in other ways. It states that
the amount pard fer the rehiefl of the poor i that
township, the year before the Scott Ace came n
force, was $435.45 ; while last year only two people
received financial assistance, and that only to the
amount of $72. The same thing 1s found 1n Acton.
The last year of license law 1n Acton $97.25 was ex-
pended for poor rehef by the mumicipal counail ;
wiile last year only $25.80 was expended, $15 of
this being for a raulway ticket to assist an ola man
nearly a hundred years of age to get to friends in
M.chigan, and the whole of the balance was expended
n feeding tramps.  Not one cent was spent in Acton
last year for local chanty,

Tue Rev. T. D. Malan, of Geneva, writes to the
Christian Leader . The Genevan ltahan Mission,
founded in 1882, has already y:elded good results from
among the many thousands of Roman Catholics who
flock into that town from all parts of Italy and Italian
switzerland, The nussion was constituted nto a
Church in 1884, and was granted the use of a chapel
by the Genevan Presbytery in recogmition of useful-
ness, ana as a token of brothecliness, and much good
has thys far been attained, notwithstanding manifold
difficulties. ‘Owing to the fluctuating state of part of
the Italian-speaking population in Calvin's city, from
500 to boo new hearers are every year brought into
contact with the Gospel from the Roman Catholic
Church. Thus far :14 of them have becn received
as members of the Church, after due instruction and
examination, of whom about seventy are still in
Geneva. An important branch of the work is the
Italian Young Men's Christian Asseciation, or Circolo
Disodati, so called in honour of the translator of the
Italian Bible, Giovanni Diodati, who belonged to the
Geneva Italian Church of the Reformation.

In a recent speech Lord Randolph Churchil said :
I frankly say that I am in favour of legislation in the
direction of temperance. There can be no doubt
whatevar that an enormous amount of the crime in
the United Kingdom springs from the sale of liquor.
1 was talking the other day to a magistrate of a police
court in a very crowded and poor part of London,
and he told me that at least three-fourths of all the
cnme that came hefore him arose from the sale of
drink, and what I may call a vital recourse to the
public house  So we have 10 maintain a large crim-
nal population 1n our prisons, and we have to main-
tain thein while the comimunity has not the benefit of
their labour. Let the capital now spent in drink flow
to other industries. All trades would be bznefited,
more focd would be purchased, wore clothing, more
furniture, the children would be educated ; and son
cvery way in which the money could be diverted from
the hiquor trade, so would the other trades be bene-
fited. 1 hope § #hall not get mto hot wates with my
‘Tory fricnds for these views. 1 belicve they arc not
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unwise opistions 1 believe they are practical and
safe apinions.

THE Closstian Leadir says  The strong stalement
made by Rev. Lewen I3 \Weldon, M.A., with refer-
ence to the alleged whiskey Jdrinking at the Highland
festival recently ield at Balmoral, has elicited a con-
tradiction from Sir Henry Ponsonby, who says that
he was present while the Queen was on the ground,
and did not see a single drunken person. Bishop
Douglas, of Aberdeen, affirms that Canon Weldan's
statcment is *a very gross misrepresentation” : the -
hote! keeper who supplied the refreshments declares
that it is “ one of the most monstrous falschoods he
hod ever read in his hife” ; and the Braemar High-
land Society, under whuse auspices the gathering
was held, has issued an absolute denial of the “in-
sulting and demonstrably false and calumniating
tissue of misstatements.” Rev. Alesander William-
son, of Edinburgh, who was present at the games,
states that he never saw fewer drunken people in
any promiscuous gathering of the size ; and Rev.
John Wemyss, of Edinburgh, also testifies that he
witnessed no unseemly behaviour whatever on the
grounds. Canon Weldon still adheres, however, to
his statement, and declaces that round the refresh.
ment tent he san “men evidently wild with dnink,
shouting, strugghug, battening cach other, and rolling
on the ground.”

THE twenty-third annwversary of the Toronto V.M.
C.A. was celebrated in the new hall last week, There
was a large gathering, presided over by Sir Alesander
Campbell, whe ;ave an adnurable sntroductory ad-
dress.  Mr, McCulloch, the general secretary, spoke
of the growth and extent of the Young Men's Chris-
tian Association throughout the world. [t was one
of the great movements of the nineteenth century
and was the embodiment of practical Chnistianity.
He then sketched the work of the assocation, stat-
ing that they had five series of Bible classes, a meer-
ing of young men on Saturday eveming with an aver-
age attendance of _eventy seven, and another on Sun-
day mights with an average of mmety-four. They
have obtained situations for sty seven young men
during the year, and provided Christian surroundings
for many strangers who came friendless and help.
less to this city. During the past month 150 new
members Fad joined the association. He gave
particulars of the gencral social, educational, physical
recrcative and other privileges of members. Draw-
ing, shorthand and other classes were being organized
as well as medical lectures, receptions, parlour lec-
tures, cte.  Esxcellent addiesses were also delivered
by Mr. S. Caldecott, president of the asseciation,
President Wilson, of Toronto University, and Rev. D,
J. Macdonnell.

1T is a common impression, remarks the Pittsburgh

United Prestylerian, that wickedness 1s making great
gain i this countey, as compared with the Church;
in other words, that the growth of the former :s much
greater than that of the latter. It is, perhaps, natural
that it should be so, for the evil, 1n its many forms, is
noisy as well as energetic, and adopts many ways of
making tself known and adverusing itself that the
Church and religion cannot cmploy. But the truth s
that the Church has, in many ways, been making re-
markable ncrease, and 1t is now doing its work with
more encouragement than ever before.  The Church,
in its membership, has grown three times as rapidly
as the population, and this, espec-ally during the last
twenty years, has been so great as to excite general
astonishment.  In liberality, in largeness of view, in
broad thoughtfulness of its responsibility and the
world's nced and in other important ways, it has also
been muking very encouraging progress. There are
things about it that are not so happy. In places it
has lost its hold. Church attendance is not strictly
ubserved as it once was. There s less general re-
gard for the Sabbath. DBut the loss in these matters
is not hopeless, not permanent , when a ume of dan.
ger comes, or a time of real awakemng, these evils
will be corrected, and the life of the people will be
filled with its x:cctssary power.
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HE IS A HADGITATOR, MAAM.

" BY KNOXONIAN.

Some years ago an English family moved into a
quiet corner in Ontario, and settled down. A neigh-
bour woman asked the wife of the newcomer what
occupation her husband followed. The reply was,

“ HE 1S A HADGITATOR, MA’AM.”

The man had been a Chartist lecturer or something
of that kind in England, and his wife thought he

~could carry on the agitating business in Canada. It
is to be hoped that he found the business dull. = What
Canada needs is workers, not agitators. There may
be room and business for professional agitators in
some European countries where the rights of men
are imperfectly understood, and hoary abuses keep
poor men down, but in Canada and the United States
where there is room and work and bread and fair-
play for every honest man the professional agitator
is not much needed. Generally he is a nuisance, an
unmitigated, unalloyed, unrelieved nuisance. A citi-
zen who clears a farm, or puts up a block of buildings,
or erects himself a good house, is worth more to this
country than a score of professional agitators. The
boy who drives a canal horse does more for Canada
than a dozen professional agitators. The farmer who
raises a good calf does more for his township than all
the noisy agitators in the municipality.

Of the seven men that the law punished the other
day in Chicago only two earned their living by hon-
est work. The sentences of these two were commuted,
and it is quite possible that the Governor in consider-
ing their cases gave a great deal of weight to the fact
that though they were agitators they were not pro-
fessionals. The other five were professionals. They
lived by agitating. Their business was to stir up
strife in the community. The American people wise-
ly concluded that they have no opening for that kind
of business in their country. The ballots can give
them all the excitement they want without the bomb.
Why should there be professional agitators in that
country? There is room for all, work for all, bread
for all, liberty for all--liberty that comes danger-
ously near license at times; the people make their
own laws and even elect the judges that administer
them. Every man says pretty much what he likes,
and writes pretty much what he pleases. What under

_ the sun are professional agitators needed for? Every
citizen can agitate on his own account if he feels like
it. What is true of the United States is true of Can-
ada. We need no professional agitators in this happy
country, and when one appears he ought to be
promptly sat upon. Canada needs men that can
build up, not men who can do nothing but tear down.
The fact is, we haven’t very much to tear down yet.
There are a good many things in Germany and Rus-
sia that should be pulled down. Turkey and one or
two other countries should be turned outside in and

* thoroughly disinfected. There is ample room for the

Hadgitator over there to put in his work. But in this
bright, clean little Canada of ours there is nothing
that even a decent Radical can think of pulling down
except perhaps the Senate and Upper Canada Col-
lege. What this country needs is men of construc-
tive ability—men who can build up, men who can
plan and carry out their plans, men who can devise
aud carry out measures for the development of our
resources.

Other things being nearly equal, a community pros-
pers in exact proportion to the number of men of this
character that dwell in it.

You go into one town, and find energy, push, thrift,

prosperity and rapid progress in everything.
" You visit another and find everything dead as Julius
Czsar. Look around and you see nothing but di-
lapidated buildings ; look down and you find that
the real estate is gathering on your boots and

trousers. .

The difference between these two towns is mainly
owing to the fact that in one there is a bédy of ener-
getic man—men of constructive ability, who plan and
push, while the other is blessed with a lot of brain-
less idlers who sit in the bars and corner groceries
and gabble about taxes and manufactures and poli-
tics and kindred subjects. They are Hadgitatorsina
small way.

What is true of the State in this regard is equally

true of the Church. What the Presbyterian Church
needs is men of constructive ability, men who can
build up, men who can form good plans and work
them. Mere Hadgitators are no use.

Who is this clerical stranger who has just arrived,
who talks so loudly about revolutionizing the colleges,
changing the missiop committees, remodelling the
General Assembly and overturning things generally ?
He is a clerical Hadgitator, sir. He is a small man
from some big place where he was not much known
and he is bound to make himself known now. So he
goes into the  Hadgitating ” business the moment he
arrives. Professional Hadgitators hate a quiet time.
Their business thrives on the worst passions of hu-
man nature. The Chicago anarchists took advan-
tage of the strife between capital and Jabour, and
thought to take possession of Chicago when men’s
bad blood was stirred. They didn’t succeed to any
great extent.

For centuries the feeling between Protestant and
Catholic has been none of the best in many coun-
tries. The worst of Hadgitators, the vilest of dema-
gogues, have all along been trying to make capital of
some kind out of that bad feeling. They have traded
in it as deliberately and systematically as a merchant
trades in his store. When an empty-headed, con-
ceited, notoriety-craving creature cannot keep his
name before the public in any decent way he usually
falls back on the differences between Popery and
Protestantism, and booms himself in that way.
Hadgitators who wish to be known as local heroes
adopt the same plan. Hearing that Luther and
Kiriox made their names immortal by contending
against Popery, they seek immortality by burning the
Ross Selections, or cutting the tail off their Catholic
neighbour’s horse.

THE INHERITANCE OF THE SAINTS.

MR. EDITOR,—WHhile there is nothing new under
the sun, yet it is somewhat noteworthy that all but
under the shadow of Knox College, though not of
its alumni, one of our ministers should have doubted,
if not denied, that there was a hell for the sinner, and
that another both holds fast and forth that there is no
heaven for the saint. Some of the latter’s public ut-
terances published alike from platform and press, and
quoted in my former letter, are, “ Our inheritance is
never said to be heaven but earth. It is now fallen
into Satan’s hand, and Christ comes to repurchase it
for Himself and His brethren; having by His death
redeemed it,He now proposes to give it to His younger
brethren, joint heirs with Him. The common no-
tion that death introduces the believer to his inheri-
tance is totally false. On the contrary, it is only
after the resurrection that the Church of the redeemed,
the new Jerusalem, comes down out of heaven to
take possession of earth for ever. The second com-
ing of Christ implies the glorification of the earth.
After death is paradise, then the resurrection, then
the second coming of our Lord, who reigns over His
redeemed on this earth, which forever will be enjoyed
by man as his inheritance.” These and other kindred
notions are quoted more fully in my former letter.

Now, in a recent issue, ‘*‘ Another Presbyterian,”
with a kindly but uncalled-for sympathy for me, has
endeavoured to show by sundry citations that such
dogmas are not inconsistent with “the formulated
system of Presbyterian doctrine,” but after all T fail
to find that he has succeeded in doing so. The first
citation is from Dr. Hodge, jun., who simply says:
‘It appears not improbable,” etc. Again: “ [t may
be,” etc. Of this same Dr. Hodge I read the other
day that in 1884, during his visit to the Presbyterian
Council in Belfast, he preached in Glasgow on the
text, ¢ In My Father's house are many mansions,” and
it is said that those who heard the sermon will never
forget it. I wonder if he there proclaimed that these
mansions were of “the earth, earthy.” Further, I
read that heaven was one of his favourite topics, and
as if foreshadowing his approaching death, his last
words, in a closing lecture delivered in Philadelphia,
were these: *\We part as pilgrims part upon the
road. Letus take our way heavenward, for if we do
we shall soon, some of us very soon, be at home with
the Lord.” These solemn and significant words im-
ply neither a *probable” nor a “ maybe” in regard
to the matter. The next citation is from Dr. Hodge,
sen,, and it is this: “ This earth, according to the
common opinion, is to be the final seat of Christ's

i

kingdom, the kingdom prepared before the foundation
of the world,” but I nowhere gather from the citation
that such was his opinion. The last and most lengthy
citation is from Dr. Chalmers, but in the whole of it
I fail to find that Ne held that earth is to be the final
and forever home of the blessed. -

I need not notice the mental and spiritual experi-
ences that this great man passed through between -
the beginning and ending of his ministry, and would
only add that the discourses from which the citation
is made, while * probably the most sublimely intel-
loctual and imaginative that had ever been preached
in a Scottish pulpit,” yet they were prepared at least
thirty years before his ‘ Institutes of Theology,” and
even then, without the slightest shadow of disrespect
for the Christian character of the great and good man,
I am not aware thst he was ever looked up to as a
model, a master theologian. I would only add further
that on the evening preceding his sudden and unseen
death it is said that *“as he slowly paced through
his garden at the back of his house, the ejaculations,
¢ O, my Father, my heavenly Father,’ were overheard
issuing from his lips, like the spontaneous utterances
of an overflowing heart,” all of which tends to show
that “ where the treasure is there will the heart be
also.” Such are the citations presented to solve and
settle the assumption that the preceding and kindred
dogmas are consistent with ‘‘ the formulated system
of Presbyterian doctrine.”

In the same issue however, “ Presbyter” very fitly
and effectively shows that the aforesaid *formulated -
system ” says on such subjects that “the souls of
believers at death do immediately pass into glory.”
Again, “ The communion in glory with Christ, which
the members of the invisible Church enjoy immedia-
tely after death is, in that their souls are then made
_perfect in holiness, and are received into the highest
heavens, where they behold the face of God in light
and glory, and to this may be added “ At the day of
judgment the righteous
into heaven, where they shall be fully and forever
freed from all sin and misery, made perfectly holy
and happy, especially in the immediate

vision and fruition of God the Father, of our Lord

Jesus Christ, and of the Holy Spirit to all eternity.”
In heaven they are thus “ made perfectly blessed in
the full enjoying of God to all eternity.” Further,

from the same source, we learn that “after death, the -

souls of the righteous being then made perfect in
holiness are received into the highest heavens where
they behold the face of God in light and glory. . . .
The souls of the wicked are cast into hell. . . .

Besides these two places for souls separated from
their bodies the Scriptures acknowledgéth none.” -
For “the wicked shall go away into everlasting ¢
punishment, but the righteous [shall go away] into |

life eternal.”

In view of such quotations from the * formulated
system of Presbyterian doctrine,” “ Presbyter” co- .
gently and conclusively adds: “ Clearly the dogma
referred to is not Presbyterian doctrine.” And to this :
I would only further add : “’Tis true, ’tis pity, and

shall be received .

pity ’tis true,” that any Presbyterian minister should .

hold and propagate such dogmas. . :{\
" Now, I need scarcely say that one of the ques- "

tions put to ministers at their ordination, in connec-

tion with the * formulated system of Presbyterian doc-

trine ” is : *“ Do you believe the Westminster Confes-

sion of Faith, as adopted by this Church in the Basis 2
of Union, to be founded on and agreeable to the Word -
of God, and in your teaching will you faithfully ad- "

here thereto?” And the answer to be assented to
and signed is: “I hereby declare that I believe the
Westminster Confession of Faith, as adopted by this

Church in the Basis of Union, to be founded on and-

agreeable to the Word of God, and that I engage to
adhere faithfully to the doctrine of said Confession -
and to follow no divisive course from the present -
order established therein.” -

If then such dogmas as are above presented ‘and
others of a kindred character as quoted from my for-
mer letter, etc., it being wholly quotations, can be re-
conciled with the * formulated system of Presbyterian
doctrine” “which our ministers solemnly pledge them-
selves, as above, to hold fast and hold forth, I fail
to see that “ Another Presbyterian ” has succeeded in
so doing. True, he may treat the matter lightly, but .

.I regard it- as no light matter if these formulated’

doctrines and, to me, somewhat fanciful dogmas
cannot be reconciled, for a minister solemnly to pledgs
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himsell to adhere to the former and yet publicly pro.
claim the latter,

Without trespassing furthier nnt your space 1 weald
only add oue yuotation out of many that might be
made, that is from the late Dr. Eadie, whn says
*“‘The cpinion has always prevailed that there is o
place in (e universe where God's presence 18 made
manifest by soine visible display of His transcendent
gloty in the presence of the haly cumpany that are
admitted to dwell there. To such a plare Jesus ase
cended, and there He now sits upen Ins throne as
King of Zion, and there He continually officiates as
our advocate and intercessor.  Therets s Father's

PRESBYTERIAN.

THE SECOND COMING.

Mn. EDITOR,—The doctrine of the Second Coming
of our blessed Lord is beginning to attract more than
usual attention within the Presbyterian Church in
Canada, and it 1s likely to attract much more atten-
tion in the near future than it does at present. In
many quarters inquiry 1s largely instituted i relation
to the time, the purpose and the accompanying ac-
currences of His commng. It could hardly be smd
that there existed among us fifteen or twenty years
ago the slightest divergence of opimon w regard to
these questions ; but this happy unanimity has to
some extent passed away. Conflicting views are
openly cxpressed and mamtammed.  In this confusion
of tongues, many of our people arc at a loss to know
what tc believe.  Not a few of the young men 1n our
colleges, who have the mumstry in view, are alse, 1t 18
said, perplexed to know what to believe. We heartily
sympathize with all such perplexed anes in their emn-
barrassment, and would gladly aid them in their
effort 10 escape outof it.  If we can do nothing more,
we can assure them that whatever may be the con-
flict of the pulpits, the teaching of the Presbyterian
Church touching the questions that are engaging
their srduous inquiries has been throughout all her
history uniform and decided. An appeal to those
venerable documents, in which she has given to the
warld a declaration of her faith, is sufficient to bear
ine out in this assertion,

In making this appeal, I am far from imagining
that the authority of the Church should be held to be
decisive. My aim is simply to invite attention to what
her teaching really is, and to show that if there exists
any perplexity at present in the minds of any of her
people in regard to the important questions to which
reference has just been made, the cause is certainly
not to beascribed to a culpable negligence on her part
to guide their inquiries. In common with the other
Churches of Christendom, she teaches that her risen
and ascended Lord will come again in the end of the
world, to judge apostate angels and all mankind ;
that when He comes there will be a simultancous
resurrection, and a simultancous judgment of all that
have lived upon the earth, and that then the righteous
will go into cverlasting life, being now perfectly
blessed in the {ull enjoyment of God to all eternity,
and the wicked into outer darkness. This is unques-
tionably her tcaching, as we shall presently proczed
to show, and if any of her people hold and any of ker
ministers preach doctrines diflferent from these, or,
for example, that the coming of the Saviour will pre.
cede the millennium, and thatit would bte not for judg.
went, but to reign with His risen and glorified saints
during that long and glorious 2ra in the Church’
history, on a visible throne at Jerusalem, be it known
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that they hold and preach Jdoctrines {oreign to the
faith of the Church of our fathers, and at variance
with the erecd 1o which all lier iinisters at least ave
publicly pledged. Thovgl the Cateclusms, Larger
iand Shorter, have not heen ncorporated intn the
creed of the 'revbytenan Church in Canada, we have
no hesstation 1 appealing to their testimony, as we
feel assured that their voice will not anly caminend
cespectful attention, hut be recenved as tiue exponents
of her sentiments.  The Shorter Catecliism, 1n answer
to the question, Wherein consisteth Christ’s exalta.
tion * states that iteonsicts (10 part: *in His coning to
judge the wild at the last day.”  In Quesuon 87
of the Larger Catechisty, we are taught to helieve
that “ at the last Jay there shall be a general resurrec-
tion of the dead, bath of the just and unjuse,” and in
the fullowing quustion, that * unmediately after the
resurrection shall follow the general and final judg-
ment of men and angels.” Questions 8pand wo enter
into & more particular account ot the Day of Judg.
ment, and state that * at that day the wicked shall be
set on Christ's left hand, ' and sentenced to condemn-
nation, whilst *the nighteous, being caught up to
Chnist in the clouds, shall be set an His right hand,
and thers, openly acknowledged and acquitted, shall
join with Hun i the judging of reprobate angels and
men, and shall be seceived into heaven.”

The testimnny of the Confession of Faith 1s no less
clear and exphet.  In chapier vin. section 4, we read
that “ on the third day He [our blessed Lord] arose
from the dead with the same body in which He
suftered, with which also He ascended into heaven,
and there sitteth at the right hand of His Father,
making intercession, and shall return to judge men
and angels at the end of the world.” In chapter xxxiii.,
which openly treats of the general judgment, it is
positively declared, in accordance with the uniform
teachirg of Scripture on the subject, that * Ged hath
appointed a day whercin He will judge the world m
rhteousness by Jesus Christ, to whom all power and
Jjudgment is given of the Father, in which day not
only the apostate angels will be judged, but likewise
all persons that have hved upon the earth shall appear
before the tnhunat of Chnst, to give account of their
thoughts, words and dceeds, and to receive according
to what they have done in the body, whether it be
good or evil.”

It is unnecessary to give further quotations. Those
adduced leave no room for doubt as to what the
Presbyterian Church in this and—and indeed in all
lands—teaches regarding our Leord’s coming, its time,
purpose and accomplishments. Those who walk not
according to this word can neither plead ignorance of
its existence, nor pretend that it istoo feebly and indss-
tinctly uticred to be rightly understood. C.

AGED MINISTERS AND CALLS.

M. EpiToR,—1It 1s a good thing that we have an
Aged and Infirm Mimste.s’ Fund m cur Church, for
in no other Church is it so much needed.

The system of settlement in our Church has the de.
lightful tendency to make men aged fast, and 1t s a
wise provision to have such a fund near by. Not only
has our system the happy facalty of making men aged
fast, but better still, it makes them equally of no
account,

In law, medicine and politics aged men are of
some account, and the result is there is no fund at.
tached to the end of these activities, That there is
such a fund in our Church establishes the fact that
there is something wrong, or minisiers as a class
must be weaker than ordinary men,

The fault is not with the Fund, which is as bene-
ficent as it is insufiicient ; but it lies with the system
which makes the young man gray and the hoary man
hopzless.

Here and there in our Church we find men and
congregations adapted to our system, and our system
adapted to the men and the corgregations ; but these
are few, and the namber thus adapted is gradually be-
coming less. 1 have known of men adapted to the
system, but unfortunately the system was not adapted
to them.

The sysiem might do very well if the men who
oiled the nachinery and stood at the crank were the
same men that our fathers were. But unfortunately
these men are differcnt men, and the machinery is
made to do work now that would have brought tears
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A faithful tninister serves s conpregation for
twenty-five or thirty years, and the men of to-day
stand at the crank deliberately discusving which way
the machinery would Lest turns him out.  Qur fathers
would have discussed the advisability of valling a sue-
cessor, or at worst that of a retiring allowanve. They
would have slept hutle the follawing mght, but aur
men never lose a night s sleep or a 3a0d square meal
over the event . that s, if the wachinery has done its
work well,

The fact 18 we are hving in the present, and a great
many good ministers suffer not because they don't be-
lieve 1, but because they don't see it.  Same never
wiske up ull the machinery has done 1ts work, and
only too successfully at that.

Now will some one who loves lis Church and sys-
tem tell me what are the chances for a call to a minis.
ter who tinds hunself at the wrong end of this machi.
nery, say after twenty-fis ¢ or thirty years' service inthe
Church? He s well read and vigorous, can and
ought to serve Ins Master in the Church for years, but
our system has no place for hum.  Perhaps his aged
partner in life, and some of s unmarned daughiers,
uecd a home about tius tune, but the Presbytery only
gives him a well-mented recomimendation, and tells
hin, * Go, eat, and be filled,” and he ts heard of ne
more. hino

NEGLECTED FORCFS.

Mir. EDITOR,—In your interesting paper of the
26th October, * Knoxonian” gives a review of an
anticle of Prirapat MacVicar's, published, in the
DPrestyterian Collcge Journal of Montreal, on * Ne.
glected Forces” Dr. MacVicar is an able writer,
but I confess I read his views on the * Ministry of
Young Converts” with great surprise, not unmixed
with indignation.

Our Presbytenan fathers showed their wisdom in
keeping young converts in their own place, and if
they were * repressed "~—to use the Doctor’s term—
they found reason in after life to be grateful for such
repression. A young convert, if he is worthy of the
name, fcels himself to be only a learner. He is mod-
est and unassuming. He * submits ” himself “ to the
elders.” He learns to “show prety at home,” anc
this 1s a pretty sure test that he has turned from sin
unto God.

If all the young members were so true the Churches
would have more peace thun they have. 1 only wish
that the “repressive system” would prevail on this
side of the Atlantic, for the young people in many of
the Churches are permitted to be the leaders, and do
what they please ; consequently they cause divisions
in the various congregations, and give no end of
trcuble.

A HIGHIAND COMMUNION

——

The charactensties ol the Highland communion
are widely now known to thuse residing in the Low-
and counties. The facihities for travel have done
much to secure growing avquaimtance with the cus.
toms and habits of thought existing 1n our country un-
der different conditions of hife. There are obvious 2d-
vantages to our religious tfe from sncreased famihar.
ity with procedure in sister Churches. The United
Presbytenan Chutch being, by its history, almost ex-
clusively Lowland may gain much by closer intimacy
with the habits of our Celtic fellow-countrymen. The
Gaelic language, which prevents the Lowlander from
fully understanding the Celt, yives the people of
the Highlands special facilities for retaining the asso-
ciations of the past, including all that 1s sacred in
Church bfe. If Lowlanders understand something of
what is thus preserved, there will be a deeper sympa.
thy and a closer religious friendship over the country
than can otherwise exist.  Speciully to those living in
the action, bustle and hursy of our great cities will
there be advantage from appreciation of the stll life
of remote Highland districts. Dwellers in vural
districts south of the Grampians, also, will find nte-
restin the companson of their own experience with
arrangements common it the north.  With a view to
gain some of these advantages, we give a sketch of a
Highland communion, in which we have had the pri-
vileue of joiming.

The scenc is in a pansh of Inverness-shire ; the
Sabbath, the last of July; the daya lovely summer
day, the clouds :preading well overhead, tempering
the heat of the sun.  The prospect of the communion
service 1s awaking interest not only over the whole
parish, but in the neighbouring parishes also; .om
ecarly morn the people are on the move ; they come
from distant glens and hillsides, remote from observa-
tion of oidinary tourists. The opening services had
been held at the usual Sabbath hours on the Fast
Day, the Thursday preceding. Friday was “ question
day,” when the people assembled in church, and the
quesiion given by one of the men was Nahum 1. 7—
“The Lord is gocd, a stronghold in the day of
trouble ; and He knoweth them that trust in Him.”
Un this passage the people spoke together n Gaelic,
six or seven taking part in these remarks.  Saturday
had been introduced with a prayer meeting in the
carly morning, and the usual service was observed in
the afternoon. And now the Sabbath morming has
opened very brightly, giving promise of more suitable
weather. In the church gt 15 the Free Church, the
Established Church s about two mutes off ; the table
1s covered for the English «oagregation; in a hollow
in the neighbounng wood, under the lofty pines,
affording pleasant shade, preparations are made for
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the Gaelic congregation. Here 13 set the wooden
pulpit, technically * the tent,” covered overhead, back
anid sides, entrance from behind, ac.ommodation for
three ministers, reading desk in {tant ; @tis plaved in
the centre of tite hollow, and on the lowest level ; be.
fore it there is a seat provided for three precentors
sitting together, as three ministers have voom for them
in “the tent”  Stretching 10 front of the precentors’
seat is the table, with white c¢ er; seats are placed
along botis sides of it, a few forms are standing to the
tght ; the sudes of the hollow slope upward, and are
enclosed by a denser wood beyond ; these will affond
siting room for hundreds of people soon to till up
the places. To the right, alongside the path by which
most are to enter, stakes have been driven nto the
xround at three points, a circular board has been
fastened to the top; this has been, 1n each case,
covered with a white cloth, and on each 13 set a plate
for the collection. They are placed on different
levels, to suit the points of entrance to these sloping
banks. Away to the left is anotlter of these tables
with its cover and plate, to suit those who are to
come down through the wood from farms en the hills
above. Those four plates represent the treasury of
the Lord, and are soon to bear the offerings of the
people.

As eleven o'clock approaches, conveyances are
beginning to arnive by tive difterent roads, which con-
verge on the place of meeting.  Carts, gigs, dog-carts
and waggonettes, until over fifty are standing, the
horses stabled at the hotel, in the smithies, or with
some of the crofters around. The bell begins to ring,
and the people are crowding up the road toward the
church, set well back from the highway, in a recess
of the forest. When the bell has stopped there are
hundreds crowding round the table m the woad ; the
church 1s filled with those who attend the Lnghsh
service. \We enter the church ; to the larger company
we cannot turn, for the long-drawn tones of the Gaclic
bring no tidings to our ears. \Vithin the church we
hear the minister of a near parish discoursing con.
cerning the Saviour's glory,—* He is fairer than the
children of men ;" and after we have gone forward
with the rest of the people to the table, the thanksgiv-
ing prayer is offered, the symbols are passed round,
the wine being distributed immediately after the
bread. There is not a second prayer ; the bread is
cut into small pieces. Only after the communicants
have partaken do ministers and elders partake,
standing in a little square seat beside the pulpit stair ;
and then the minister, standing in the passage at the
end of the table, utters same parting words, * Anse,
let us go hence!” All things on earth involve transi-
tion, change ; after privilege comes trial ; but Jesus
goes with His people as they go to meet appointed
testing.

As the congregation are dismissed it 1s about a quar-
ter to two o'clock ; many go from the church to swell
the larger company in the wood ; we join those who
take this course. Though we cannot understand
what is being said, the services within and without are
one ; atd all that we see can be translated into its
spiritual meaning. All the men are sitting with heads
uncovered, except where a handkerchief has been
thrown over the head to shelter from sun or wind.
Many old people are there, mostly gathered down in
the hollow near the pulpit and the table. Middle-
aged men and women cizcle round them, somewhat
higher up the slope, and groups of young wemen and
young men are seated all over the higher ground,
making a wide and extended circle. Some have
gathered round the tress aga.mnst whilh ihey may
lean, even though, in some cases, it involves the dis-
advantage of sittiag with their backs to the minister.
The communton service is not yet begun, ths fencing
of the table is closing ; we hear the final appeal. A
Psalm is given out; one of the precentors, the one
1o the left, rises to lead the praise. He sings the
first line, then the whole people join ; again, at the
second verse, the precentor 1s singing the first line
alone, and the people strike 10 as belos ; so 1t 15 with
cach versethat follows. In contrast with the solitary
voice beginning each verse, the singing of the people
breaks 1n hike a gust of wind sweeping over the trees
of the wood, beaning much of the tone of a wail. Now
the minister nises, and mvites the communicants to
come to the table. All is sullness. No one has
nsen. He repeats the invitation. One old man,
bent much with age, rises from the heather, and
comes forward. For a little time he s there alone.

BRut now, in succession, three mose of the very old
men are seen to rise, and they join the first who had
entered. Now an old woman has got up from the
ground, her shawl drawn far over her head, and, thus
covered, she comes to take a place.  Sheis followed
by other women far advanced in years, their heads
vovered with shawls of various hues, hanging over
the face as in the first case.  There 13 again a
pause, and a considerable time elapses before the
tirst table has sts complement of communicants.

i1 18 now past three o'clock, and we retire for the
repast anaiting us.  After tlus we return, and there
the crowd of worshippers remains, little reduced in
nuinber by the extension of time, There are other
Lowlanders neiir by us, fecling the solemnizing power
of the scene. There is one of the most noted of Scot-
land’s landscape painters standing on the ridge, and
near him the mimster of one of the Jarge Glasgow
congregations.  The closing address is being de.
livered now ; then we have the singing of a Psalm,
this being led by the youngest of the three precentors,
he singing the tirst hnes, and the people coming
thereafter with a rare cxultant strain than in the
tarly part of the day. There is now the closing
prayer, then a closing song of praise, and now the
benediction is pronnunced. The people are scatter.
ing n all directions.  ‘Taie service has continued from
half-past eleven till five o’clock, \

There is no demand here for short services. These
4quict uplands contain a people to whom life is so still,
that the attraction is great of a season of protracted
services. There is an carly prayer meeting next
morning, and the usual Sabbath services in course of
the Monday. To live in the great guict of these
mountain regions is to understand the -value of such
a Communion season. The hesitation to approach
the table, and the covering of the heads by the women,
1s indicative of profound reverence.  Something of joy
is probably sacriticed to the pervading fear; and the
young are deterred by the sense of what their seniors
fcel. There was but one comparatively young com-
municant at the first table.  We feel that there
15 urgeat need to seek some change here.  DBut
the whole scene is inexpressibly touching as a
commemoratin of our Lord’s death ; and no oue can
w.t on such a service withnut feeling that the Gaelic
language has great power in the expression of the
prevaihing feeling of the people.—Zrofessor Calder-
woed, 1.L.0D),

RELIGIVUS STATISTICS.

“ Religious statistics are frightfully abused.” Sci-
enttfic methods have leavened all departments of
thought. The age is one which delights in definitely
tabulated laws, which eschews all cenclusions as to
prnciples, save those which can be based on con-
crete instances in point. But the old adage that
“ figures cannot lie” 1s but the expression of a half
truth at best, if indecd there be any special truth in
the saying whatsoever; for statistics, even when
authentic, depend for their significance so largely
on grouping, oa the clear appreheansion of all m.di-
fying circumstances of time and place, that they are
olten used quite as forcitly in the cause of error as
of truth. Moreover, we cannot overcstimate the
harm which may accrue to the Church when the
thought of her members is habitually directed to the
accomplishing of a large and evident success in the
way of numbers. The moral aspect of the Gospel is
thus abscured,—truth would scem to be accrcdited by
numertcal majonties, which 1s counter not only to
biblical teaching but to reason.  In the more special-
ized work of the Church, it thus comes that the par-
ish is “run” simply on business principles, and its
work estimated by business standards. And many
a clergyman is condemned as a failure from lack of
populanty, when, according to the same argument,
the work of the majoritv of the saints, aye of the Mas.
ter Himself, must be adjudged as anything but a suc-
cess. It becomes every Christian who would keep
himself pure and true to the Gospel, to guard care-
fully against any such intrusion of alien and wosldly
clements, both in estimating his own work and his
brother’s. Holiness cannot be expressed in figures ;
the risen life with Christ is not always evidenced in
statistics. In general, quality cannot be converted
into terms of quantity, and the Church’s mission s
to work a quaiitative change in the world through
thic power of the Christ.—Churchman.

A NEW organization has sprung up in the State of
New York called the Personal Liberty League. As
the name indicates, the avowed object of this new
combine “is to promote the liberty of the individual
citizen.” Those who ought to know, and we believe

" do know, do not hesitate to declare that the real ob-
ject of the League is to abolish the Sabbath and have
free ram. Our neighbours may be trusted to take
care of these agitators. The week before last the
authorities showed very clearly in Chicago that in the
United States personal liberty does not permit every
man to do as he pleases. For years European So-
cialists and other agitators have been thinking that
there is no law in America but each man’s own sweet
will. Some of them have discovered their mistake in
the school of experience, and found the school fees

- high. If it is necessary to teach 100 or 200, or for

that matter 1,000 or 2,000 the same lesson, the school-
master is ready. For about 100 years the world has
been hearing about American liberty. Our neigh-
bours may spend this and the next few years profit-
ably in showing where American liberty doesn't ex-
tend. And when the boundary line is laid down by
the best people of the nation, if these Personal Liberty

Leaguers—Anarchists called by another name—cross

the line they may perhaps be led to think of Chicago.

THE Thanksgiving sermons are preached. The
Thanksgiving turkey has suffered. The young people
who came home have left for school, or college, or
business. Now let every one show by his life that
his Thanksgiving was sincere. Thanksgiving is good;
dhanksliving is better. There are many ways in
which our gratitude may be shown. God’s cause is
here, and the manner in which we treat His cause is
the exact manner in which we would treat the personal
Christ were He with us. A man who cares nothing
for the Church, cares nothing for the Head of the
Church. A man who despises the Church of Christ,
and opposes its progress, would oppose Christ Him-
self if He were working personally on earth. The
best possible way to show our gratitude to God for
His mercies is by doing all in our power to advance
God’s cause. As a rule our work should be within
Church lines. Naearly all the good that is being done -
in the world is being done by Churches. A great
deal of what we hear about organic union is, well to
draw it mild, we shall say very misleading. So
much has been said and written on one side, and so
little on the otker, that too many people seem to have
the idea that it would be well to give up working for
" .Christ, give all our time to talking about union. The

more we work for Christ the sooner will union come :
* that is, if Christ intended that organic union should

ever come.

perseveriﬁg work for the Master.

IF any one doubts that a complete revolution has
taken place of late years in public opinion on the liqror
traffic, let him note this fact : Not very long ago the
first thing that-a candidate for municipal honours did
in any city, town or village municipality was to consult
the Tiquor traffic. If the whiskey vote was against him

Let us show our. gratitude by earnest,

he had little chance of election. This was specially
true of Toronto. Whiskey ruled the Ontario capital.
Now the first thing that a candidate does is to try to
make it apparent that he has no connection with the
whiskey vote. The faintest suspicion of connection
with that vote injures his chances of election. There
are three or four candidates spoken of already for
the mayoralty of Toronto, and each one seems quite
anxious to show that he is a temperance man. Two
of them have been pronounced temperance men for
years, but we should not be in the least surprised if
those men who have never been known as temperance
men should promise more for the temperance vote
than the temperance candidates are prepared to
promise. In the matter of giving promises and
pledges, it is always hard to beat a young convert. And
why should a candidate wish to make it clear that he
has no connection with the liquor vote? That vote
is numerically very strong in all cities and large
towns. Why try publicly, at least, to avoid all con-
nection withit? Simply because every shrewd man
knows that if the whiskey men vote for him in a body,
all other men are likely to vote against him in a body.
That is exactly how it is.

EVEN temperance men do scant justice to the
late Hon. Adam Crooks. To him more than to any
man living or dead do we owe the deliverance of
municipalities from the liquor influence. The with-
drawal of the licensing power from municipal coun-
cils was the first real staggering blow that struck the
liquor business. - Many municipal councillors owed
their election to the liquor influence. They were the
mere agents of the whiskey ring. They voted just as
the men who elected them ordered them to vote.
Respectable men who would not become the agents
of the traffic refused to enter municipal life. Mr.
Crooks at one stroke severed the connection between
the municipalities and whiskey, put the licensing
power into the hands of officials that were responsible
to the Government, and made arrangements for the
proper inspection of public houses. Up to that time
inspection. had been a farce. As soon as the Act
went into operation the personnel of municipal coun-
cils began to improve. The nominees of the whiskey:
rings found their occupation gone. The “bosses”
who controlled the whiskey vote, and through the
whiskey vote the council, found their backs broken.
Mr. Crooks not only took the traffic squarely by the
throat, he also improved immensely municipal gov-
ernment. He was the first man that ever grappled
successfully with the liquor power in this Province.
Had it not been for his legislation the Scott Act would
not have accomplished much. And yet one rarely
hears the name of the Hon. Adam Crooks mentioned
even by temperance reformers. Verily there is not
much gratitude in this world.

No7 long ago somebody called attention to the fact
that Dr. Talmage’s congregation do very little for the
denomination to which they belong, and do that hittle
in a rather erratic kind of way. It is only fair that
the public should hear Dr. Talmage’s explanation.
Here it is as given by himself a Sabbath or two ago :

Misapprehensions have been going the rounds of the re-
ligious papers concerning the genercsity of this Church.
Seven hundred and eighty-one thousand, three hundred and
sixteen dollars and twenty-four cents have been paid cash
down in this Church for religious uses and Christian work
during the nineteen years of my ministry here. This church
was built by all denominations of Christians, and by many
sections of this and other lands, and that obligation has led
us to raise money for many objects not connected with our
denomination, and this accounts for the fact that we have
not regularly contributed to the Boards of our denomina-
tion. Subscription papers for all good objects—Christian,
humanitarian, collegiate and missionary—are as common as
the daylight, and no Church in Christendom has been
more continuous in its charities than this. Besides that, I
am grateful that we have received during the year, by con-
fession of faith in Christ, 725 souls, which fact I mention,
not in boasting, but in defence of this Church, showing that
it has been neither idle nor inefficient.

An average of over $40,000 a year is very good giv-
ing. It should be remembered that though Talmage's
congregation is now the second largest, if not the
largest, in America, it was certainly very small when
he took charge- of it. The Tabernacle people
have been giving “at large”—giving to everything
and everybody instead of giving to their own Church.
Hence the poor show they make in the Church blue
book. This plan of “ giving at large ” is' not a wise
one even if Talmage’s congregation do adopt it.. It

has great attraction for people who wish te appear
generous and large-hearted, but the Brooklyn Taber-
nacle does not stand any higher in the Church or
world than Dr. John Hall’s congregation who give
tens of thousands every year for denominational
work. It does not stand as high, and may not stand
as long.

A VETERAN CHRISTIAN PHILOSOPHER.

As itis a pleasant thing to record munificent bene-
factions for religious and charitable purposes by
rich men during their lifetime, instead of waiting for
the wills of the dead, so it is no less pleasant to be
able to say a good word respecting a noble life-work
before the life ort earth has ended. The career of
President McCosh, of Princeton, has been one of dis-
tinction in the best sense of the word. From the
quiet life of a Free Church minister in the small
town of Brechin to the presidency of one of the fore-
most educational institutions in the United States,
his progress has been steady and enduring. All his
life he has been an earnest and laborious student.
From the time that be gave to the world “The
Method of the Divine Government,” he has occupied
a position in the forefront of profound Christian
scholarship.

From the comparative retirement of a Scottish
Free Church manse he was called to the occupancy
of a professorial chair in Queen’s College, Belfast,
where he did good and substantial work. For the
vacant chair of Logic and Metaphysics in Aberdeen
University he was a candidate in 1859. His com-
petitor was a man who had earned distinction in
philosophy, and had been connected with London
University. Besides, an influence that worked in
his favour was found in the fact that he was a native
of the Granite City. To Professor Alexander Bain,
an exponent of a materialistic philosophy, the prize
was awarded, much to the astonishment and regret
of not a few who hoped for the appointment of one
who was in thorough accord with the distinctive
philosophy known as the Scottish School. What,
however, was Scotland’s loss was Princeton’s gain.
Had Dr. McCosh been the successful candidate at
Aberdeen it is probable that he would have remained
in his native land, and the American institution been
deprived of the healthful and inspiring influence he
has been enabled to exert. :

Under the presidency of Dr. McCosh Princeton
has made solid and rapid advances. When in 1868
he assumed its management, as an educational insti-
tution it was in the shade. It was surpassed not only
by Yale and Harvard, but by several other colleges
of less note. Now it takes no second place. At the
annual meeting a few days ago the President, in
announcing his resignation, referred to the fact that
he had reached “several years above the threescore
years and ten.” His advanced years had raised no
clamour for a younger man to fill his place. To stu-
dents and trustees alike the announced intention to
retire was an unwelcome surprise. There was no
diminution in the attendance of the former ; on the
contrary, a larger number than ever before had pre-
sented themselves for enrolment. When Dr. Mc-
Cosh first undertook educational work at Princeton
the total attendance of students was 264, while those
entered this year number 603. Then qualifications
for entrance and the quality of scholarship were by
no means so high as they are now. There were in
1868 ten professors and seven tutors, while at pres-
ent there are thirty-seven professors and three
tutors engaged in the work of the college, and ar-
rangements are nearly completed for raising the time-
honoured institution to university rank. Dr. Mc-
Cosh will not withdraw immediately from all connec-
tion with the college his ninetéen years’ labour has
done so much to benefit. The announcement of his
resignation has caused general regret. He has, how-
ever, well earned the leisure to which he looks
forward.

Already the name of another illustrious Scottish
philosopher is mentioned as a fitting successor to the
veteran who has so long and so ably filled the presi-
dential chair at Princeton. Professor Henry Drum-
mond, it has been hinted, would worthily carry on the
work so ably performed by Dr. McCosh. It is pre-
mature to anticipate. Should the distinguished author
of “Natural Law in the Spiritual World ” be the
choice of Princeton, and should he elect to dwell
under the clear atmosphere of Princeton in prefer-
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ence to the murky skies of 5t. Mungo, his many
friends and admiress on this side of the Atlantic would
Le delighted.  Should it otherwise fall out, Princeton
does ot need to go beyond her own precincts for
ene whn could preside with distinction and success
over an institution which can pumber some of the
greatest and best among her former presidents. As
for President McCosh, may his anticipated retirement,
following a nohle and well-spent life of activity and
usefulniess be calnt and dehghtful.

In the nrat place it shuuld be brought 1o mind that teach.
e13 are not selected with reference to their qualitications as
religivay insteucturs,  Many of our teachers, especially
many women teachers, are admirably quahfied for such
wark, which they so efficiently carry on in Sunday schools,
On the athet hand, many teachers, we tegeet to know, are
a&nus\ics pure and simple, They claim nut to know if
there be any immortalny ; least of all do they consent to
any need of salvation throvgh Jesus Chilst.  Then in many

laces—naut only in the city—the teachers in our schonls are

Roman Catholics. They do not teach teligion now, for
they mre nut allwwed to.  But were they to do this, what
ot of teligion would they teach ?

The latter part of this objection has little force
Canada, as Catholic teachers are engaged for the most
part if not exclusively, in separate schools. How
much force is there in the formet part as applied to
Canada? \What propostion of our teachers are Agnos.
tics pure and simple?

The next objection is thus stated :

Again, we need to recall the fact that religion is not a

calechism=~a thing of questivn and answer. 1t is a matter
of iife and of luve : it must be preached by example, and the
teligicus teacher must pet the heart of his pupils, as is olten,
not always, the casen_the Sunday school, where the izla-
tionship of teacher and pupil is one of affectiva, with no
particle of compulsiun,  Teach the Bible as you teach
atithmetic, and the seault would rather be hatted than love
of the Bible.
Qur contempurary sees clearly that the Roman
Catholics want religious instruction in the schools,
because they want the State to aid their Church in
caring for their waifs and poor children:

But there is another and even mote dangerous poiot to be
pressed home, and it is this: This matter of religious in
struction 1n public schools is 1he one which is most strongly
emphasized by the Komaa Catholies, \Why?¢ Simply be-
cause they are determined, if they can, to make the State
supply Roman Cathulic instruction (o the thousands of nun-
descript waifs and poor childten of Catholic Churches, and
30 save 10 the Church the expense of the religious instruciion
of their cluldren,  Thete s not a Roman Catholic preiate
in the country who will have anything else than aisunc
tively Roman Catholic doctrine declated to the children o
Roman Catholics, and this instruction must be incuicated
by a priest. This is the Roman Catholic positivn all
through.

Reading between the lines one can see that the
Chnrastran at bork 13 of the opinton that the cry for
religious instruction in the public schools anses n
part at least lrom the lack of faithfulness i home and
Church trammng. The nght plan, our contemporary
thinks, 1s to leave the schuols secular, and give more
attention to Bible teaching in the Church, and in the
home. Whettier we aguate for rehigious teaching in
the schools or not, this wuuld be a good thing to do.

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THE MISSIOIVARY WURLD.

MATIAUASCAR.

By the last mail the {ollowing intelhgence was re.
ceived Un Tuesday, Septembes 6, Ravoninahitrini-
arivo, fifteen honours, Chief Sc.retary of State for
Foreign Affairs, and Senior Ambassador 10 Europe
and Amenican 1831 1832, was arrested as he was en-
tening the Palace Yard 1o pay his usual visit. He
was forthwith examined, tried after a fashion, and
sentenced to twenty years' delention in chains at
Ambositra, a town about 120 nules to the south of the
capital.  Subsequently, in accordance with Malagasy
custom, after an appeal had heen made for a mitiga.
tion of the sentence, the chains were remitted. The
same evening, without having heen allowed to retumn
to his house, he was saken under guard to Isoani.
crana, a southern suburb of Antananarivo, and there
allowzd to make some preparations for his journey.
From thence, accompamed by s wife, Ratavy, who
chose and was permitted to share his banishment,
bie left for Ambaosttra on the Frday marnng follow.
ing. 1tas said that of s numerous slaves he is
perantted to have with him only two men and two
wotnen. He and lis wife are allowed to travel by
palanquin, but their bearers are to return within a
stated time. He s probibited from engaging in any
kind of business, and from rece.ving or making any
communications cxcept through the Government.

The ofience with which he was publicly charged,
and the alleged ground of lis condemnation, was
that he had procured and used a new stamp for
the Foteiygn Office without the permission of the
Queen. 1t 15 said that, so far from having shown any
disposition to conceal his having done this, he himself
was the first to inform the Prim~ Minister of it.

This event has praduced a profound impression on
the minds of foreigners and natives alike, all of whom
refusc to behieve that the alleged cause of this popu-
lar Minister’s disgrace 1s the real one. There is no
ground for supposing that it was to please the French
that he was bamished, the whole thing being a purely
native transaction from beginning to end.

A NOVEL UNDERTAKING,

The month of July was a time of stoppage of all
ordinary work, including schools and classes, the
whole population being ordered to repair the great
embankments of the River lkopa, The immense
rice-plain, the granary of Imerina, which spreads
away for many a nmule south, west and north-west of
the capital, is supplied with water by a thousand
channels, derived from the niver ; but in heavy rains
durning the hot season the banks are apt to burst;
and last December and January thousands of ac.ay
were tlooded, and great quantiies of growing rice
destroyed. A proclamation, therefore, was issued,
notifying that on a certain date all classes—high and
low, rich and poor, men, women and children—must
all go out and repair the banks. Accordingly, on the
appointed day, the Queen with her court went out,
and at a certamn point on the river bank her Majesty
left her palanquin, fetched a good-sized stone, carnied

itto it iace, and fixed 1t in the ecmbankment, thus
mavgurating the work, and setting an example to
every class 1o do their share of work for the common
good. Large camps were then formed in several
parts of the plain, and the work progressed rapidly.
On Tuesday, September 4, the schonls were recom-
menced after having been compulsonly closed for two
months.
THE CAROLINE ISLANDS.

The well known missionary, W. Wyatt Gill, wnites
to the editor of the Standard. Your seaders may not
be aware that Ponape, Ascension, etc., have been
quite vecently civilized and Christianized by Amen-
can Protestant missiona ies. YWhen Spain, under
agreement with Germany, took possession of Ponape,
etc., they found the moral influence of these Ameri-
zan clergymen to be very considerable.  The Romish
priests, backed up by the Spanish authorities, were
anxious to compel the natives to give up their Pro-
testant faith, whkich, hovever, they dedlined to do. To
facilitate this, the &American missionary has 1 .en
driven away. The upshot is that these natives,

drivent to desperation, have committed the terrible
atrocities referred to in your telegram.

It is very much to be regretted that in these en-
lightened times a great country like Spain should act
so intolerantly. When Great Britain took fossession
of Canada she very wisaly respecied the Romish faith
of the French-Canadians. Spain now seems to be
desirous to emulate the intslevance of France in the
Loyalty Islands. .

He trains his dogs to make
false attacks on the animal in front, without coming within
the range of the terrible claw, and while its attention is en-
gaged :n fromt he ships behind the tree, and strikes his long
hunuing kniie into the bodyof the kangzroo. Not many
years ago the kangaroo swarmed like the bison in America.
Bat great aities have sprung inlo existence where, scarcely
fifty years ago, not cven 2 hut was to be seen, and the black
men and the kangaroo were masters of the land.  The time
is ot far distant when sheep and cattle will have taken the
piace «f the kangaroo, and Australia will only know her
most chamcteristic animal by reputation. The kangaroo
and the %ison will alike {all victims 1o advancing civilization.

Committee of the Church of Scotland, were :ead. The fol-
lowing commissioners were heard : J.  Finlayson, J.
Hutcheson, D. McLean, H. F. Hessterman and A, B.
Sray, after which the following resolution was carned on
the motion of the Rev. D. McRae, secunded by the Rev.
T. Scouler . The Presbytery having reccived and considered
an applimtion from St. Andrew’s Church, Victona, to be
teceived as a congrepation of the Presbytenan Church
Canada, and having rcad the minutes of congregational
mectings leading to the application, and being saustied
with the regulanty of the proceedings, and having read the
tesolutions adopted by the congrepation and the letter of
the Convener of the Colonial Committee anent the same,
and haviog heard commissioners, resolve to grant the ap-
plication and reeeive it, as we hereby do, as a congregation
of this Church under the care of this Presbytery. The
Moderator then announced the decision to the commission-
crs that they were now 2 congregation of the Piesby-
terian Chusch in Canada. Rev. Mr. Scouler was then
asked to lead in prayer, and the 133rd Psalm was sung. The
Rev. Mr. Fraser was appointed Moderator of Session with
power to moderate in 2 call to 3 minister when the congre-
gation is ready. The following resolulion was then car-
ried on the motion of the Rev. T. G. Thompson, seconded
by Mr. J. C. Flett, That the Presbytery tejoice in the te
ception of St. Andrew’s Church and congregaticn, believ-
sng that 1ts union with this Presbytery at this time will tend
to its own advancement, a3 well as to the goad of Presby-
terians in this Province. At the same time we woold ex-
ptess our cordial appreciation of the kindaess of the vener-
able Church of Scotland in supplying this Church and
other places in this Province with the means of grice
{or sc many years at much #xpensc and with great anxiety ;
and that acopy of thz resolution passed he forwarded to the
Colonizl Committee. The Rev. Mr. dcRae, along with the
Rev. Mz, Fraser and the Session, were appointed a com-
mittee of supply for the pulpt while vacant. Mr. Fraser
was appointed to znnounce the decision of the Presbytery to
St Andrew’s coogregation.

Mr. Thomson's resicnation of his charge of the
congregations of Hensall and Chiselhurst was taken up.
Commissioners frum the congregations were heard, testily

and their repret at losing his services. Mr, Thomson ad-
hered to his resignation, when it was agreed, on mutivn of
Mt Fletcher, duly sccunded, that his resignation be ac

Fleicher was appuinied (v declaie thie julpit
vacant, and to act as Moderatur of Sessivn. A cuommittee,
consisting of Messes. McDonald, Fletchier and Musgrave,
were appuinted to prepare a deliverance regarding Mi.
Thumson's resignation, The afuresaid cummittee submitied
the following deliverance on thi matter. ** The Presbytery,
in accepting the resignativn of the Rev. R. Y. Thomsun,
M.A., B.D., Jf Hensall, avails itself of this oppurtunity of
putting on recurd its regret in lusing a brother whe, during
the time he has been a member of this cuurt, has won the
confidence and esicem of every member. e grew up to
manhood under the oversight of the Presbytery.  His high
standing in all the educational institutions he attended in-
sgucd the expectation of a brilliant career in the service of
the Gospel of Christ to which he dedicated all his gifts.
His settlement 2s a minister among us was welcomed as
bringing into the Chuich a2 member of great prominence.

been cheerfully noted. The Presbytery recognizes the
hand of the great King of Zion 1n necessitating the separa-
tion by impatciug the health of our brother to an extent that
renders it mnadvisable for him to continue in his present
field of labour. While parting with bim and his estimable
partner, we carnestly pray that the God of all grace ma{
provide hum with a saitable field in which he may with
growing strengih contioue i labouring to win souls for
Christ, and that he may be long spared to proclaim the Gos-
pel of the Lord Jesus Chnst."

The Chusch at Cote des Neiges was burped down last
week.  Itwas eiccted asa Union Chuich fut Episcupaiians
and Presbyienans, though the furmer hase not eccupied it
since 1875, except fur a briel penod some esght oz nine years
ago. It wasinsured fur $1,900. To tebwid it will cost
about $3,000. While this s being duae, the Rev. J.
Bennett and his congregauun are  worshipping 1a the
Athletic Club House.

The Presbytery of Monrreal 1s to meet on the 25th nst.,
to consider the cail frc  St. Andrew'’s Chuich, Peah, to
the Rev. W. R. Crutkshank, and a call from Vankleek Hill
to the Rev. D. McEachem, of Zion Church, Dundee. This
1s the second time ‘his year that the Dundee congregaton
has called Mr. McEachern, a2n evidence of their determina-
tion to secure his servicss if possible.  The unammity and
cordiatity of the call to Mr. Truikshark are andicated by
the fact of its being signed by 338 communicants, out of
346 on the roll and 2150 by 168 adhesents,

The latc Mr. John Drysdale, of Ottawa, left $10,600 cach
to Knox College and the Presbyterian College, Montreal,
and $500 cach to the Forcign Mission Fund of the Church
and to the Puinte-aux Trembles Schools.  The exccutos
arc at present paying these bequests.

On Sabbath last, the Rev. J. G. Pritchard preached his
fazewell scrmon to his congregation at Danville, and passed
through hesc on Wednesday for his new sphere of labour
Bisbee, Arizona. This town is within thirteen miles of New
Mexizo. Here are lane copper mines, employing 150 men,
owned bya joint stock company, whose principal share
holders are Presbyterians, rcsxdingiirx New Vork. Hitherto
the mines bave been vrought on Sabbaths, as well as week
days, and theze has been no missionary in the town. The
compaay have resolved that hercalter thete will be no Sab.

INTRO®TCTORY

A parable may be hkened tv a pictonal allustration. It
presents to the mind a pcture of what 1s famliar, and uses
1t as a means of imparting moral and spintualt truth, It was
frequently employed as a mathod of instiuction by Eastern
teachers. Our Saviour used the parable as a means of set-
nng forth the glorous truths of His kingdom. The first re-
corded of these, the Parable of the Sower, forms the theme
of this lesson.

1. The Sower.—Iun Palestine, as in most Eastern coun-
tries, the farmers who cultivate the soil do not live apart
from each other as ours do, but together in villages for
mutual protecticn.  Great crowds were attracted by the
Saviour’s teaching The house was too small. He goes
furth to the lake, enters a ship and speaks to the multitude
gathered onfthe shore His unparalleled parable concerning
1hs kingdom. The Word of Salvation is often in Seripture
spohen of as seed.  Chrst 1s the Great Hasbandman, ~ His
apostles also scattered the good seed of the Word, and so
in every age alt who tialy pruclaim and teach God's way of
salvation are employed in the blessed work of sowing “the
seed.

11. The Seed by the Wayside.—The fields in the
East ate aut teaced sn, suads vass thrwugh them,  They are
hardeacd by cunuinual use.  Sume of the sced thrown from
the suwer's hand wuulu fall on the and beaten path. It
fuund nu ludgment in the sol, but lay on the surface tempt-
ing the birds as they flew arvund.  Thus the mind that is
hardened by sin, unbelief and the deadening effec's of earthly
cares 15 in an unfit state to receive God's truth for salvation.
The Psalmust says, Thy Ward have I hid in my heart. In-
tu the calluus and hardened mind the truth does not pens-
wate.  The furolous thuught, the passing fancy, evil desires,
uhe the lards of the au, ate evcs scady to puunce down and
devour the good seed.

1il. On Stony Ground.—To outward seeming, the
soit here 1s more promusing than the trodden pathway, but
1t 15 not deep encugh, underneath the shallow surface 1s the
impenetrable rock.  Such soil as there s, 1s excellent, the
gran quickly germinates ; but there s ne place for the root
tendnts to extend, they cannot draw nounishment from the
barzen rock.  The s:alk shoots up with great rapidity, but
the hot bastern sun scorches it ; then it withers and dies.
It cannot grow to matenty. There are many impulsive
natures that nghtly feet the impressions of the truth.  They
arc affected by 1t, and receise 1t with joy. Beneath the
emotional sutface, however, is the hard and stony heant
which gives back av respunse.  Lufficuiues, taunts, opposi-
tion, persecutivn, cunsume the vitality of many 2 farr but
shalluw promuse that quickly withets away.

IV. Among Thoras.—In this case the soil was geod.
It had been carefully prepated and the good seed had been
cast into 1t, It bLegan to grow, but other seeds and roots
were hidden 1n the ground. To produce 2 good crop the
ground must be clean. There were iazy and careless far-
mers in Palestine, who, like some of the present day, per-
mit thorns and thistles to et possession of the soil.  They
may be cut down but their rootsare in the grourd, they grow
up agair and choke the good grain.  So it is with many in
God's spuntual kingdom.  The conditions bave been in
many respects favouravle, yet the cares of the world, the
concentratton of the mind and heart on carthly things, and
the decaitfulness ot tiches, their vain promise to %:cstow
happiness, the blunting of the moral sense in their acquusi-
tion and their nfluence in deadenming the soul to the
perception of the things of wfimte value, have prevented
the good sced of the Word from reaching maturity,

\. In Good Ground. —lere everything 1s as it ought
tobe. Thesoil is good, has been carefully prepared, the
good sced sown has had free scope, and the tesult is good
gran and an abundant return, though in varying degrees of
fruitfulness.  In spirtuai things, if we would profit as God
designs we shoutd, we must hear the word attentively, with
unptejudiced minds and open hearts 3 with the soul in
sympathy with the tuth that we may understand at.  Thea
by God's Spuit this must result an fnut beanng—doing
the truth, loving it, clinging to it in the face of discourage-
ment and cpposition, it need be.  The frart wail be unto
holiness aud the end cvetlasung hife.
