No. IX.—HAVERUILL.

‘The isolated New England frontier post
of Haverhill was o quiet and, considering
rthp way thoworld wags, a lppy spot. It
:consisted of a stuall log furt and a village of
ssomie Juzen or sv pathsaded huts; it was
garrisoned by about thicty men capablo of
‘bearing-arnmis, New Englanders of that day,
who woro then in the transition state butiween
the round-headed Puritan, of whom wo readt
occasionally, and the full fludged wrepress:
‘ble Yankee, whom wo see~—so much the

Tierono during lhis visits to averhill
had looked upon Letty Vernon and saw sho
was passing fair, and then the idea entered
his wise noddle that she would greatly im-
bellish his wigwam on the banks of the Ma.

About this timo, be it understood, the
English had begun to iniriguoe extensively
with the northern tribes to curtail the grow-
ing power of the French, whowere gradually
extending their posts along the great lakes
and down to tho waters of the Wabash and
Mississippi. The French Governor becoming

They had not long re
sumed their march before they were met by
a largo force under Captain Vernon, which
he had collected, and,when Genaral Nichol-
son commenced his retreat, he, with this
faitbful band of backwoodsmen, who were
now thoroughly acquainted *vith the porfidy
of Cterone and his tribe, followed the re
ti .ng Mohawks to reek upon thom o terri
blo revenge, 80 soon as thoy were sure of
tho fate of their leader’s child. As the good
old phrase has is, the old man’s joy can be
better imagined than described, when the
faithful Jacob restored his charge to the
arms of her father. Sending her on to the
sottlements, Captain Vernon that night fell
upon the unexpectant savages, and, 8o well
had helaid his plans, thatthey werealmost
annihilated.

We are glad to
chroniclo a noble picce of self saciifice on
tho part of the Fenian- Président. He wis
re-clocted President, but doclined to'aceopt
the position unless tho Congress would raiso
half a million dollars for the cause. tGon-
gress could not doit. Tt pledge itself for
aquarter of a million, however, upon learn-
ingwhich the patriot nobly consentied to
come dowh in his prico and servo his coun-
try till tho last cent was gone.

PURPUSES.

When most persons save policemen and
accoucheurs were in bed asleep, o number
of Royal Ep ‘neers at Chatham were, on
the 28th ult, suddenly marched off to at-
tack some field works which had been ro-
cently constructed by Sappers and Miners.
The navelly of the operation consisted in the
fart that the Engineors had to construct &
battery in the night Ly the aid of the elec-
tric light. This light was managed most
«ureessfully, and the works were carried on
as ecasily as though it wero daylight. In
about three Lours from the time of com-
mencing t, the Royal Engineers had sue
cecded in completing o battery in readiness
for placing three iege gunsin position, the
faco of the battery beingsloped off and re-

vetted with the ordinary sand hags, as weli
aswith galvanized iron gabions, the valuable
mvention of Quarterroaster Jones, Royal
Engineers. The superiority of the gabions
constructed on Quartermaster Jones' plan
was fully esfablished during the seige op
Wednesday night, a party of only eight men
constructing ficty gabions in about an hour
and.a hnlf, while to make an cqual n_mber
number of the old wicker gabions in_the
same timo would Fave required a working
party of 300 men, the whole of whom must
of necessity have been taken away {rom the
siege works, where their services would be
required.

KING WILLIAM AND BISMARCK,

A corvesponulent of the Now York IHerald
writing from the Garman  watering placoes
gives tho following description of the King of
I'russia and Bismarck, Loth of whom have,
been visiting there : *The Kings, for s
age, an excellent, young-looking man, with
a face upon which rests n curious mixturo
ofan expression of gooinoss amd haughty
firmness. He very much resembles his pic.
tures, Ho dresses in tho morning vcrﬂ
plainly, wearinga brown sack coat aud dar
trousers and vest, witha hoavy gold watch
chain. He carries o cane, which, however,
scems nct to be for assistance, for ho walks
as briskly as a boy of fifteen. As he paces
up and down tho corridor, or in the av,nue
along by the river bank, people, as thoy
pass or meet him, stop, and standing on tho
side, romovo their hats, The king salutes
in roturn, usually touching his hat to yen.
lemen, always, howover, removingitto lu-
dies. Occasionally recoguizing some ane,he
stops and holds a fow minutes conversation,
and then he walks on as briskly as before.
Bismarck's face is of the thorough Teutonic
type : his moustache, which appoars black
in his pictures, as well as his huir, is almost
white, and the lines of his faco not nearly
so marked as his pictures represent them.
His face has moro of frankness and less of
sinister oxpression in it than I had antici-
pated. Hais a finely formed, solidly built
man, and must bo three inches over six feot
in height.

THE CHARACTER OF GENERAL GARI-

BALDI.

The presence of Garibaldi at Genevaleads
the Times to give us & leader on the many
traits of Lis character. It is single-minded
to a dogreo of which the world has seldom

seen another instance. Left to his own in-
stincts, tho General will seldom go wrong.
Against the suggestions of false friends he
is as defensoless as a new born infant.  The

reatest thoughts, it has bLeen said, spring

tom the heart; but the maxim is far more
true with respect to tho noblest actions. It
isnot by breadth or depth of genius that
Garibaldi has achieved some of the most
mzrvellous exploits of our time.  Whatever,
lie accomplished was the result of faith and,
lovo. A surety of physical atrength made,
the ass's jawbone in tho hands of Israel's,

champion an_irresistiblo weapon.  'The im-
pulse of tho Liberator of Haly in the samo
mnnner_hore down everything beforoe it
(avibaldi's palitical creed nover heavily
taxed his understanding.  As a lover of his
country ho had all tho Italian's detestation
of the Austrian and tho priest. At those
enenies ho went with an tmpetuosity which
dill the work of steategy. in a sublinte disor-
der which was thought to harbor deep de:
sign., Al his battles were fought either
single handed or with that mere hinndful of |
beliovers into whom he had for the moment
breathed his own soul, His greatest ends
were invarinbly attained with tho smallest
means. 11is failures weromost conspicuous
whoro the greatest pains had been taken to
ensure success. To a man of this temper
tho ordinanry laws of human reasoning can
hardly apply.  Garibaldi was always the
lenst conceited, the least obstinate of men.
With the strongest faith in tho justico of his
impulses ho combines the utmest diffidence
of his own judgment. Cavour, Victor
Emanuel Augusto Vecchi, and oven of the
humbler friends of his domestic retinue—
any man on whoso sagacity and honesty he
relied, have had power, in- many instances,
to stay him on tlxe brink of the precipico
into_which ho was madly plunging, nmf to
recall him, unconvinceed, perhaps, but dimly
persuaded from the error of his ways, Un-
fortunately, his knowledgo of men 1s fre-
quently at fault. Inaccessible to all other
weakneases, he is a victim to his affectionate
disposition. To love is for him to Lelieve;
and there is hardly & Delilah nmong the so-
called “men of actiopd' who take Garibaldi's
name in vain, to whose shears tho Samson
of Caprera is not too ready to entrust the
locks of his strength. Against the scduc-
tions of the world and of his too confiding
nature, Garibaldi might well flatter himself
that hio had found a safo asylum in his soli-
tary island home; and every fresh disap-
pointment sends him back a wiser, yet
never & wise man, to Caprera. Few men
have the good fortune to dic 2t the oppor
tune hour; but Garibaldi was sensible
enough to scekself-extinction by disappear-
ance from the scone of his exploits as soon
as he felt that his presenco etther could do
no gowl or might even be the cause of posi-
tive harm. Unfortunately, the lingering
agony of the Temporal Power of Ronie late-
ly visited him with qualms as to the incom-
pletoness of his mission. The ery, “Rome
or Death!” thrilled him with reminiscences
of Velletri and Aspromonte. Unce more
Garibaldi took the fild against the Pope,
and becauso either the watchfulness of the
Italinn Government or thesupinencss of the
Roman people, or the cholera, bLaflled his
impatience on the biorders of Tuscany and
Umbria, ho was weak enough to listen toa
serfidicus voico suggesting a visit to the
i’oace Congress at Geneva.

Froma paragraph which
originally appeared in & Liverpool paperand
which was worded in such a way asto de-
ceivoone into the belief that it was official,
wo were told that the imalayahad been de
tained at Malta “owing to the prevelence of
cholera there.” No notification to this ef-
ect having been received by the military
cuthorities here, preparations for the re
ception of the troops were continued.
On the 5th instant, the imalaya, as origi-
nally announced, sailed for this port with
troopson hoard, “On the 7th, twodeathsfrom
cholera occured, and another, death from the
samo discase took placeon the 20th, thusthe
interval between the two first deaths and the
last was thirteen days, and the interval be-
tween the last and I8r arrival at Quarantine
was somo hoursless than six days. Two
deaths fromn ordinary diarrhoea occured
during the passage.  After but twenty four
hours detention, the Superintendent at Gross
Isle,|Dr. Von Ififand permitted her to pass up
to this port, after sighing a clean billof health,
On her arrival here on Friday afternoon, she
was boarded by the visiting physicians for
this port. Drs. Rowand and Roy, who made
the usual mspection of the hosiptals forsel -
diers and seamen, finding no cases of con-
tagious disease on board and the ship in a
perfectly clean and heaithy condition. (n
ascertaining the aboyv ¢ particulars, however,
and considering that a fatal case of well de-
fined cholera had occured on the passage
within a few days of the harbor, (and as
soon as instructions were received from tho
Government,) the vessel was immediately
ordered back to Grosse Isle as a precaution-
ary measure for the purpose of further cleans
ing and purifying her.  No other communi-
cation than the boarding officials was effect
ed with the shore, all intercourse having
been prohibited.  Still flying the yellow flag
at the main, she left for Quarantine, on Sat.
urday afternoon between fivg and six. No
danger whatever is apprehended here by
the faculty, of any disastrous results follow
ing from this unwarrantable errorof judg-
ment on the part of theMedical Superinten.

who have read the late issues of the \ orux-
reer Review must have noticed with what
commendable zeal and thorough going prac
ticability the members of the Force in all
parts of the Dominion, have entered upon
this really most important branch of the
profession.

our Force at the noxt annual meeting in
England. .\ great number of rifle matches
have been held of late throughout the coun-
try, which show n very good averago score.

pleasure {0 note these occasions, and it is
aratifying to us to know that our efforts in
this respect have met with such complete
success.

THE MILITIA LAW.

A wrong impression scems to prevail in
somo parts of the Western Proviuce con-
certung the provisions of the new Militin
law in course of preparation, it certainly
does not show a great deal of wisdom on
tho part of ce-tain country papors to cry
out against this act beforo its actual provi-
sions are known. 'The gentlewian who has
been intrusted with the framng of this
measure is one who, from his long experi-
cnce and professional standing, is fully
able to perform the duty in a just and equi-
table manncr towards all portions of the
Dominion. ‘Thero are very fow measures
that pass through Parlinment without under-
going somo madification, and if objectiona.
ble clauses do exist, it is not likely they
will bo allowed to pass into law without a
full discussion of their merits. It isonly
justand proper that every grown man who
enjoys the protection nnd sccurity of the
law should render, if not personal, pecuni-
ary aid to tho defences of the country. The
doctrine of maintaining an army purely by
volunteering, has been cexploded of late
years in tho most emphatic manner. il
tary service is a duly which cvery citizen
owes to his country, and those who are too
unpatriotic to voluntecer themselves or too
mean to assist thoso who do, should be com-
pelled to give some aid to a cause which no
one should be permitted to neglect. The
question of national defence is one which
must speedily occupy the attention of the
new Parliament, and we may boe pretty sure
of having a law sufliciently liberal and com-
prehensiveto suit the requirements of our
now nationality. We can, however, inform
our cotemporary, the St Catharines’ Feen
ing Jowrnal, that he s altogother wrong and
tho information he has received utterly in-
cerrect with regard to this subject, He
siys:
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SIC the informntion which wo have re-
ceived inreference to the new Militia Law,
upon whieh Colonel Macdougall b been
engaged for somo timo proves correet, there
is at lenst one portion of it which will eauee
digsatisfuction in many portions aof tho
couttry. It issaid that ono of the provi-
sions of tho new Act will bo that in counties
whero there are not eight companies of in-
fantry, tho prezent volunteor compnnies
will be dishanded and a dreaft will bo made
for the cight companics, who shall he com-
pelled to drill & certom number of Jdaya,
sixty or soventy, each year forthree years.
Horye or artillery aro not to ecount in this
enumeration, and thus Lincoln would loso
the credit of for companies, the Queen:
ston Mounted Infantry, St. Catharines nnd
Grimsby troop of cavaley, and the St. Cnthe
arines arbillery, whilo Welland wounld lose
two, tho Field Battery and Pelham cavalry.
This certainly would bo unjust, but we van
searcely beliove {bat such n section will vo-
ceive the oconsent of parlinment. Al come
panies raised should be eredited, whethor
the standurd is cight companies or less.
Undoubtedly a change in the Militin Law is
required, but it would be extremely injudi.
cious to ndopt tho compuluory mmio when
danger from invasion s nol imminent.
Our opinion is that tho Dominion would
rave money and trouble if it at once re-
solved on riising o smallstanding army,say
of 10,000 or 15,000 men, pay them the sumo
rato ag British soldiers avo paid, with a con.
dition that at tho end of five or seven years
servico they receivo 50 or 100 acros of land
cach. By this means we obtain a reliable
forco and secure the settlement of our
waste lands,  Any other plan will not give
us soldiery, and will prove expensive, while
our wild lands will have to he settled and
cleared in the best way possible.'

The advisability of raising a  “small
standing army™ is very doubtful, and to
pay them at the rate British s “ors are
paid, would be found impossible, fur wo do
not think that tho smallest army which
would bo of any use conld bo got or kept
together on such terms as maintain in the
British army. Mau is a much dearver erticle
in this country than in England, and can-
not ho got for the same price here as theve,
As for disbanding any of the Volunteer
companies which exist at prescat, there is
wo such intention. so long as thoese compa-
nics maintain their strength and organiz-
tion,

GARIBALDI.

All the lovers of liber y and progress
must have been deeply pained atl the news
of the late Ttalian difficulties, which have
culminated in tho arrest of the greatest
hero of modern days, Garibaldi. Perlaps
i3 is as well, and his country has been
saved the disgrace of another Aspromonte.
However, we cannot see that Victor Eman.
uel's government could have acted other-
wize under the circumstances and adhere
to the provisions of the September conven:
tion, especinlly after theissue of Garibaldi’s
inflammatory address ; but it inust be mor
tifying to the Italian people to be compelledq
to submit to the threatening dictation of
such a slippery forcign despot as the third
Napoleon.  Garibaldi, like all enthusinsts
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who have achioved wonders
forea of faich and determination, helteved
that hie hind a mission to fulfill, and ko long
as Rome remained divided from his heloved
[aly, he Gelt that lug wark was unaceam-
plished.  Too simple and impatient to sub-
mit 10 the tedious rounds of diplomaey, he
detetmined (o strike yet another hlow for
his graml idea of unifieation, It the han-
gry cngles of the parvenst upholdor of fousil
despotism were hovering o1 the border,
roudy to pounce upon their proy the first
moment a convenient opportunity oftered,
The government of Haly hny many geave
difficultics to cucountey, not tha least of
which is to contrnl tho two ultra factions
which distract the country and render the
establishment of go. 4 government almost
impossible,  These, the parties of Action
and Reaction, are the greatest preventives
to Italinn progress, and have done more to
wands keeping tha country divided, in debt
and misery, than the tyrants whom Gari-
baldi expelled.  Howoever, it is to bo hoped
that this last wove will have tho effect of
bringing about asowtion of the muchvexed
Roman Question; and, while peace and
unity is granted to Italy, the mad heroics of
opposing fuctions will ceaso to spread
alarin and jnsecurity. 1L is much to be ro-
grotled that this action of Garibakli should
have agam given the French an execuso for
entering the Roman territory and again cre-
ating all thoso complications which the
September Convention was fraumed to unra.
vel. Now, however, there is no knowing
what the result may be, and tho end of the
difticulty scems faroffas ever.  Inreference
to this complication the N. Y. Zribune says:

¢ Louis Napoleon has onco more averted
tho ULlow wnich thveatened to crush the
Secular Power of the Papacy. But for his
intervention, the fall of the Temporal Pow-
er would havo been certain. A farge num-
her of the Papal troops had been gained
over for the cruse of Garbaldi, and the few
volunteers which are in the Papal service
would certninly not havewithstood long the
thousands of volunteers whom Garibaldi,
as he has shown on many oceagions, can eall
together at o few days’ notice, But for Na-
poleon’s intervention,Garibaldi would never
have been arrested, but the government
which accepled from his hand the two Sici-
lies and 2 part of the Yapal territoryas a
present, which last year gave him the com
mand of an cntire army corps, which has
frequently declared its intention to annex
the Papal States, we- I long ago have sent
Garibaldi at the head of an army against
Romae could it have emancipated itselt from
the influence of France.

France did not confine herself to ordeiing
the arrest of Garibaldi, but, as the Atlantic
telegraph announces, at onco despatched
troops to Romeo in order to again garrison
her and prevent an insurreetion of the pro
ple. This step is_in open vioiation of the
treaty concllu{cd in 1864 between France
and Italy, by which France consented to
withdraw her troops if Italy would nrevent
an invasion of tho I'apal territory. Italy
has been stuctly compelled to exceuto ber
part of the treaty, while France has never
paid to it theleast respect on her part.  Tho
Fronch governmient has of Iate repeatedly
intimated that any new danger to the city

It seems from the tone of publie feeling
on tho other side of the Bovder, thut the
great subject  which is to oceupy the next
session of Copgress, ix the Impeachment of
President Johueon,  Although this subject
seemed to have been dropped for a time, at
is, nevertiieless, the grand feature of thoe
Republican programtue, and woe may expect
alively e among our neighbors,  Somo
ultra radical journals advocate the entire
abolition of the Presidentic! offies, which is
certainly an odd acknowledgment of the
ftsperfections of the much boasted perfee-
tion of American institutions.  Indeed the
United States at present only furnish ano.
ther instance of a fact long fimiliar in the
history of republics.  When an irvesponsi-
ble political body secures the reins of power
all opposing clements, whether constitution-
al or otherwise, are overridden with «n su.
preme indifterence, only compatible with
tho actions of such ag arrogate to them.
scelves tho right of not only making new
laws, but of breaking old ones.  Having
suceecded in destroying tho fundamenial
principles of the Cunstitution, tho dominant
party has completed its work by degrading
the oftice of their First Magistrate, and now
tolk of impeaching him. It is sad toscoa
nation with a history so brief, yet so glori-
ous, drilting so surcly into anarchy and con-
fusion. The Senate, which containg what
little there is of respectability in the delib.
erative assemblics at Washington, will most
likely be abolished after the President is
“wiped out,”” for there is no saying how far
the “revolutionary indifference to Jaw,” may
carry people who allow themselves o be
swayed more by passion the prinetple. On
many oveasions of late years they have
passed unanimously certain resolutions,

knowing them fo be absurd from their im
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practicability, and that merely to show a
vindictivo animosity towards a powerful
foreign nation, and which only displayed
their impotency. More ominous still for
the liberties of which they love to boast, is
thesteadily increasing popularity of military
ofticers; and it may yet be, as with all great
republics of former times, that the supreme
power will eventually bovested in the army
or its aciknowledged head.

FENIAN RAID ON CANADA.

The correspondence between Lord Stanley
and the United States Government develops
tho fact that the Imperialauthorities intend
ifever the question of the Alabama claims
comes beforo the * mixed commision,”’ that
the damago caused by the Fenian raid upon
Canada shall also be taken into account, as
well as the claims of British merchants for
damage done to them during the late civil
war. A despateh from Lord Stanley to Mr.
Seward, says:

#XMr. Seward draws a contrast between
the conduct of the British Government du-
ring the recent American civil war and that
of the United States Government in dealing
with tho Fenian projeets of aggression
agninst Canada. It cannot be admitted that
this contrast is justified by the facts of cither
case. The British Government were ready,
anxions and determined throughout the
whole course of the civil war to exert all the
power conferred onthe Queen by the law of
the land to prevent British subjects from
taking part in tho contest. But the law
could not be put in force against offenders
unless on the production of evidenee first,
that the Iaw was violated; and, secondly,
that its violation was the act of persons
charged with that offence. The seerecy
observed by these persons in their unlawful
proceedings baflled all the cfforts of Her
Majesty's Government, no less than those
of the diplomatic and consularagents of the
United States in this country to detect
them.

“The action of the Fenians, on the con-
trary was open and avowed. It showed it-
self in public meetings and in the public
press, and in the enroliment of troops, the
collection of arms, the solicitations of
money, and finally in the establishment in
tho territory of the United States of a so-
called provisional government, withits leg-
islative assembly and administrative officers.
Throughout these transactions there has
been no attempt at disguise, but rather an
arrogant display of {)ub icity. The govern-
ment of the United States, nceded, there-
fore, no research on the part of their offici-
als, nor cven a denunciation by thoe British
authorilies to cstablish against these Fenian
agitators a palpable case of infringement of
the laws of the United States, coupled with
a deliberate design to undertake from the
{crritory of the United States, whose gov-
cernment was in amity with that of her Ma.
Jjesty, a military operation sirected against
cither Canada or Ircland.”

MEXICAN ARMIES AND GENERALS.

The Galaxy, for September, contans an
article on this sulject, written Ly a gentle-
man who has lived in Mexico for several
years, from which we mako the following
extracts :

HOW 4 MEXICAN ARMY IS RAISED,

A Mexican army is about the gueerest
organization in the world. It grows of it
self, disbands of itself, and fights fr itself,
or with itself, when it fights'at all.  Ttwr-
bide is credited with saying that the indivi
dual Mexican was a ‘hief. that in gangs of
ten or more he becamn a guerilly, and in
bands of a hundred or upward he ecansti

Meajia, Miramon and Marquez, with the
handful of forcign troops brought from
Mexico by poor unfortunate Maximilian,
harely numbered six thousand men. The
besieging forces, including the “grand ar-
mies™ of Escobedo and Covong, and the
commands of Martinez. Caravajal, and a
dozen other generals, never mustered thirty
thousand af any one time, As for the
tighting, the wholo of it did not amount to
a good healthy skirmish during our own war.

OF all the military commanders who took
part in the recent Mexican revelution, thero
wero scarcely two who have not at some
time or other carried out the pronvamme
indicated. Miramon had moro than once
~allied out at the head of a fow ofticers and
returned with an army and munitions of
war.  Marquez was a guerilla chief for many
years.

Mejia, in conversation with Maximilian,
a fortnight before the end came, explained
how easy it was to inaugurate a revolution
Ly the mode above recorded, and had al-
most persuaded the casilyled Emperor to
make abreak for Yucatan, there to raise an
Indian army by this never failing method,
and reopen the campaign on a new basis.
Corona Liegan life as o guerilla, aud rose
step by step till he virtually beeame Dicta-
tor of Sonora and Sinaloa. Escobedo was
an accidental chieftain, whose forced loans
and levies did more for imperialism than his
fizhting undid. Canales, Cortina and Car-
avajal were highway robbers and  horse
thicves whiteweshed into generals.  Castil-
lo, Maximilian's chief of stafl’ in the latter
days, had rung all the changes on the mili-
tary gamut; and Profivio Diaz, the most
respectable of themall, had more than once
falsified the old adoge, “ex nihilo nihil fit,"
Ly raisting an army out of nothing.

PECCLATION IN TIE ARMY,

All the forces engaged, Imperials as well
as Liberals, seized corn, cattle and money
wherever they could Iay hands on them, and
the total cost to Queretaro and the valley in
which it lies, of the nine weeks' siege of that

Whatsver truth there may
be in this definition, it is certainly the fact!

Then he
makes a descent upon the nearest rich)
hacienda, lays 2 forced loan upon the owner, |
of from one to twenty thousand dollars,’
which he colleets at the sword's point, car
ries off the Lest peons of the estate forin
fantry, refires to the mountains, huys arms
and ammunition with the money he has'
prestamocd, drills his troops, andthusin a'
few weeks is in command of a respectable
force. With them he renews aperations,
and by successive repelitions  of the same
process,on an increasing scale of magnitude,
his command grows like a rolling <nawhall,
till it justifies bolder measures  Then eitieg
are occupicd instead of small parhlitas—al
ways with a recurrence of the same system
of pressing anddl squeczing, il at last the
redoubtable chieftain heeames known as a
general of cither the Litieral or Reactionary
parly, and a Mexican army is born. :

Captain Garein
who had charge of the baggage train, stake
aweek's pay and pasture for a hundred
mule drivers and five hundred mules upon
The conse-
quence was that in the next seven days siaty
mules perished of starvation, and forty two
were killed and cut up for “ beef ™ to sme
them from a similar fate.

Among the Libierals the peculation was
just as great, and was, if possible even more

_barefaead. Corona’s American Legion, com

yosed of fifiy or sixty American officers,
averaged barely one-third pay in nearly

into Querctaro after the surrender without
shirts to their backs or seats to their trous.
ers.  The native Mexican troops were treat
ed even worse, but the Mexican oflicers glit-
tered with embroidery and gold, had two-
dollar gold picces for buttons to their jackets
and silver reals strung all over their legg-
ings, gold.-mounted spurs at their heels,
silver-mounted revolvérs at their holsters,
aml the trappings of their horses so inluid
with silver that often tho saddle would be
wortly five times as much as tho horse.  All
this upon pay, nominally not greater than
that ot a private in our army.

MEXICAN CAVALRY.

From tho outline sketch that has been
given on the way Mexican armies ave raised
it will readily be scen that the cavalry form
the most reliable arm of the scrvico A
mounted Mexican is® prima fueie, proof that
he has been either smart enough to steal a
horse or lucky enough to win or earn the
money to buy onc. He is thereforo some-
body, and lhas a claim to be accounted a rea-
sonable, responsible being. But the infun-
try are for the most part a spiritless, undis-
ciplined rabble, picked up in the fields, in
the mmes, and in the strects of the nnul-
built, villages, mustered in by force, given to
desert at every conveniant opportunity, and
only kept in the ranks by tho sabres and
lances of the cavalty. One of the amuse-
ments of the besicged garrison of Queretaro
on days when the firing was slack was to
crowd the highest church towers, watching
the Liberal cavalry chasing the desertingin-
fantry in the mountains which surrond the
aity.  With a good glass the whole operation
could be scen, and no_bull-fight was half so
exciting. There wonld be the fugitives in
parties of five or ten, ** scooting”’ amongtho
rocks at the top of theiv speed, squatting
down behind cactus bushes when pursuit
was lost, doubling and twistinglike 2 hunt.
ed hare, and vainly throwing up their arms
when cornered, to balk the unerring lasso.
‘The pursuing cavalry, on their sure-footed,
unshod mountain ponics,dashed ahead hoad-
less of rock or cactus hugely enjoying the
sport, and swinging their lariats round and
round, preparatory for the throw, whichsel
dom failed to bring down,a victim. .\ sud
den check of the well tramed pony, a rapid
wheel round, and a gallop back, and the un.
happy eaptive is dragged over the rocky
ground till he cither becomes insensible or
cries quarter. e is then finnly bound and
sent down tlie mountain to rejoin his regh
ment.  After a sucessful sortic which Mira.
man made out of Querctaro on the 27th of
April. three thuusand of Corona’s and Re
gules’ infantry took to the Siarra and o thou
sand cavalry were sent out to rope themand
bring them back.  On another occasion the
Liberal general of Infuntry, Vega. deserted
with his whole command, taking with him
several picces of heavy siege artillery. Co
rona’s American Legion overtook him when
Iie had marched ten leagues away, and fore
ed him to return.  Escobedo, with o foree
of less than thirty thousand men, lost dur
ing the seige at least seven thousand bylde.
sertion, and this number was far surpassel
by those who deserted and were brought
back. Thosecwho escaped made their way
through the mountain passes and started
mto business on their own account as band
itti. At the present time they are render-

ing travel m Mexicoa most exciting purstit,
as the writer can abundantly testily.

Most of tho men
have bayonets. (the Imperialists had sword
bayonets,) but these weapons never came
into use save for tho butchery of wouuded
men and unarmed prisoners,” Mexican in
fantry arve incapablo of either making or ro-
ceivisg a bayonet charge, but belhnd in-
trenchments, when they are well officered,
they will maintain a stubborn fight. At the
Casa Blanea, in Querctaro, twelve hundred
raw troops, under tho command of Prince
Salm Salm, repulsed a column of four thou
sand Liberal infantry, supported by Trevi-
no's cavalry, twelve hundred strong, and all
armed with Spencer rifles.  But the firing is
generally wretched. A Mexican  “sharp.
shooter” shuts his eyes and turns his head
the instant his finger touches tho trigger,
and never looks whero his shot lands. “™e
rifle-pits of the hostile armies at Queretaro
were in many places less than five hundred
yards apart, yet one might stand np on the
carthworks with perfect impunity and wave
a handkerchief at tho marksmen. ‘The Em
peror, during tho siege, often rode so near
the Liberal lines that his features could be
plainly distinguished, yet he was never
touched by hullet or cannon-shot, and only
once was any member of his staft hit.

Mexican troops usually attack at duy-
break, and the first half hour decides the
action. Une sido or the other is certain to
give way. But the advantage is never fol.
fowed up.

Five hours was the duration of the longest
fight that teok place during the late cam
paign. Just when one would hmagine the
real work was going to begin, both combat
ants withdrew their troops and set to work
to write Lombastic bulletins proving that
caclihad gained the victory.  IFit happened
inany movement that the troops came upon
a church or a kacienda, whero there was what
Mr. Wemmick would call portable property,
all fighting was at an end for that day. The
troops would immediately dishanded and
take to plundering.

In Escobedo’s army (the legion of the
North) an ingenious plan was adopted to
secure the safety of the regimeuntal rifles,
Every company was held collectively vospon
sible for each individual weapon. Ifarifle
was misseid the whola company was flogged,
man by man, unless tho culprit was given
up. In this way every man had a strong
person interest in looking after his neigh
bour's ltonesty, so far as rifles were concern-
o, at least.

The camp life of the soldiery is as singn
lar as everything clse.  TIn Mexican armies
itis emphatically the case that *every lad
dic has his lassie.” The women shave all
the dangers with as much sang (roid as the
oldest veteran, and perform, without pay
all the duties of ariny sutlers and rogimcn(ai
ooks aud purveyors. (nthe march they
ado ahead, mounted an their burros, or on
aw-boned horses, which they gencrally Les

In the
trenches, during the Queretaro siege, most
of the men dug caves by their sido for their
women, who thus kept them company on
duty as well a3 off’ duty, and not unfrequent.-
ly the hospital litters would bear away
wounded and dead women as well as men.

T GENERALS,

Of all the Liboral generals, Marviano Es-
coliedo hias been brought most promnently
into notico by the force of cireumstancos.
s interview with Sherman and Campbell
at Matamorus, on the oceagion of the abor
tive Susquchannn mission, helped him much
with his government, though his demeanor
left no very favorable impression on the
mind of either the Lieutenant Gieneral or
the Mexican Minister. By accident he was
thrust into prominence, and his intrigues
aud infinite cunning enabled him to im
prove the advantages he gained at the be-
ginning.  Originally a mule driver, and
afterwards a pettfoguaing lawyer, he is {)cr-
haps, the meanest man that ever held so
respunsible a position.  Ilis appearance is
as mean as his acts.  sShort in stature, with
monstrous ears which stand out on each
side of his head like a mule's, goggle spec-
tacles, and a nmost disagrecable voice, he is
a man whom no one would care to encoun.
ter from choice o sccond time.  All the
vices of the Mexiean character—cowardice,
cruelty, mgratitude. and dishonesty—secem
concentratedin his person, and his malig.
nity towards forcigners is all that was as
cribed to him in the clmnsily forged lotter
recently promulgated in his name.

Corvona, though his name, by that inevi-
table misrepresentation which pervades all
Mexican attiairs, has often been associated
with acts of violence and cruclty, is in mast
respects the exact opposite of Escobedo,
Tall, well knit, with an cagle faceand a self
containgd manner, conveying u conscious
ness of power, he is respected by the bet.
ter class of the troops, and feared by his
enemias.  His army was the hest diseiplin-
ed force in the liberal ranks. To lum it
was due that the entrance mto Queretaro
was comparatively unattended by yapine or
robliery.  Five of his soldiers being de
teeted in the act of breaking into & house,
(‘orona had them shot on the spot, and
there was no furthee trouble. HMis stern.
ness amld promptitude, however, are always
suided by a strong sense of justice. and
from Americans who have fought under him
for : vear not one disparaging word can be
clicited. He is more favorable to forcign-

ors than any other general in the liberal

army. In personal dashumd daving Corona
has fow equals. e was for closing up tha
Queretaro campaign at once by storming
the city, andit could have heen done at the
time he suggested it.  But Corana’s impet-
uosity sometimes carrics him o far, and ho
lays himsclf open to be outflanked by an
antagonist more familiar with military tae

tics.  This was notably the case in his en

counter with Miramon at Zacatecas.  Jut
for that disaster Corona would probally
have been commander-in-chief.

Trevino, whose cavalry are the best <o
in the Mexican service, is in appearanes 1t
good deal liko a respectable prize fighter.
ITe is John C. eenan cut dowa to five feed
one. 1lis bearing is quictand gentlemandy,
and hus sentiments ave very liberal.

Leonardo Marquez, the only prominent
imperial general who has thus far escaped
death, deserved that fato the mosi.  There

is sontething to he said iy favoer of alt his

compeers.  Mendoz, though ho sometimes
displayed tho native cruelty of tho Indian,
as in the shooting of Arteaga, for which his
own life has sinco paid the forfoit,had a bluff
heartiness and honesty about him which
were pleasing ; Mejia, with his squab igure,
his wido Indian mouth, extending from ear
to car,and the six bristly hairs on cach side
which constituted his moustache, had many
good qnalities to redeem tho insigniticance
of his appearance, not the leastof which
were bravery, gencrosity and fidelity ; and,
poor wretch, Iie carried in himself, as tho
penalties of his debaucheries, a slow death,
compared with which the bLullets of the Cer-
ro de la Campagana were almost mevciful.
But Marquez had 1o redeeming traits.
Cruel by instinet, remorscless end vindio.
tive, he would have been the Duke Alva of
Mexico, iff Maximilian had possessed nerve
and bigotry enough to be Ihilip the Sccond,
While in Querctaro Marquez persistently
imitated the dress of the Emperor, but the
long blue frock coat, the broad white som-
brero, and tho high Hessian boots which be-
came Maximilinn, absorbed the whole of
Marguez's shrivelled, dwarfed proportions.
The Emporor disliked his chief of staff, and
never ceascd to regret the necessity whici
compelled him to employ his services.

Miramon, who alone remains to be spoken
of, was ahandsome man and very much of
adandy. His favorte dress was a snowy
white burncus and @ gold laced sombrero.
He had fouwr times as many horses as tho
Fmperor, and maintained twice as much
state.  His abilities as a general were very
considerable; he had studied military tac.
tics bothin Europe and in Mexico, and he
was conspicuously bold inaction. But Mir-
amon's vanity swallowed up every other
charactaristic. o allowed no one to bo
anything or do anything but himself, and
desconded to the w an itreigues to
thwart the success of  he leaders tighting
on the same side.

Next to the exceution f Manimilian the
saddest featrre in the Querctaro tragedy
was the igne Llaious death of Miguel Mira-
mon, whaose abilitics, accomnplishments and
acquirements, and the groat influence ho
exerted over a large and influential class of
his countrymen, might, if turned into more
anselfish channels, have rendered him tho
vegenevator of his country.
