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THE ORLEANS MANIFESTO.

‘The ignominious collapse of the Second Empire and the deaih of the
Prince Imperial bave, in all probability, consigned to the limbo of uncasy
dreams the last chances of Napolconism ; and the death and testamentary
dispositions of the Comte de Chambord have united the claims of the Legi-
timists with those of the House of Orleans in the person of the direct heir
of Touis Philippe. The Republic may, therefore, be considered to have
been brought face to face with her single remaining foe by the Manifesto of
the Compte de Paris. But if her enemics have been practically reduced to
a unity, the unit has greatly gained in power by the fusion. Nor does the
representative of Monarchy hazard any of his prestige by iudiscretion. A
certain tone of moderation, and of acquiescence in advanced ideas has always
more or less distinguished the Orleans Princes, and their [lead is careful to
avoid anything like the obstinate tenacity with which the late Compte de
Chambord clung to obsolete pretensions,and which would probably,cven under
the most favorable circumstances, have rendered him an impossibilit*.  The
proclamation, therefore, breathes the spirit of an essentislly modern
Monarchy, though it comes to France with the credentials of a thousand
years. It js in full nccord with the democratic tone of modern society.
The Compte de Paris’ dignified moderation, combined with the strength of

“his position, imposes on the Republicans the necessity of taking the matter

seriously, for an accomplished Prince, the victim of a harsh Jaw of exile,
who counts 200 followers in the Chamber of Deputies, and commands
the sympathy of the large section of France which still respects religion,
cannot be ignored or put down by ridicule, to which he does not lay himself
open,

One important result of the Prince’s bold stroke for power would seem
to be an almost inevitable modification of the r:lations between M. Rouvier
and the Right, the Manifesto being inconsistent with the compact under
which the Government now counts on its support. It is not quite clear why
the Compte has chosen the present moment for the demonstration of his
position and views, as it is difficult to see that his cause is likely to gain
much by the fierce outburst of political animosity which is almost sure to be
provoked. The Republicans will feel themselves at bay, and the resuit
may well be to bring to the front again extreme men and extreme measures,
and to range professed Republicans under the bauner of M. Clemenceau
and General Boulanger, in which case it may be well for Europe if the
feverish agitation of ¥rance is confined to her domestic affairs.

We are inclined, however, to think that Republicanism has taken tao
strong a hold on France to be easily upset. Thore has been almost time
since the events of 1870 10 mature a generation birought up under Republi-
can influences, aud the composure and self-abnegation with which the
Government permits the free publication of the Manifesto, may be a sign of
the consciousness of a deep-scated strength, and of the confidence born of it.

AMERICAN HOSTILITY.

If there were any who, when the purchase of Alaska was in course of
negotiation, failed to recognize in the American proffer a consistent exten-
sion of the Monroe doctrine in a direction presenting the ultimate advantage

of outflanking British possessions, they must have been very blind. Ttis!
characteristic of American diplomacy to bear precedents well in mind, and’

national honor in that direction, and we have to corsider, do fuetn, n posj.
tion imminently threatening to our own dignity and that of Great Britain,

At the present moment the most pressing consideration is the protection
of British vessels from what is virtually lictle batter than piracy, though
practically sanctioned by a strong and unscrupulous nation.

Canada is dependent for Maritime protection on the naval forces of the
Mother Country. It would seem to be the immediate duty of the Imperia)
Government to afford that protection by promptly strengthening the Paci.¢
Squadron, and it should, we think, be accorded with all the better grace in
view of the Imperisl facilities furnisted by the C. P. R., which greatly
cnhance the Imperial value and importance of our Pacific ports.

The situation ie, however, further suggestive.  We have more than once
oxpressed our opinion that the only practical step at present discernible 1
the direction of Imperial Federation would be the creation of a Canadian
Naval Force of real cfficiency, so far as it might at the outset. It neced not
be of an imposing strength to begin with, but every vessel should be a
powerful type of her class. We would put it at five gunboats, three for the
Atlantic and two for the Pacific Coast. But they should be no ordinary
gunboats — cockle shells of two or three hundred tons, with little speed and
less fighting power. ‘They should be of 8co or 1000 tons, old mzasurément ;
be able to stecam at least twelve or thirteen knots; and carry two, or at
least one heavy gun of long range, and two or four of less calibre, yet i)
of conriderable power, besides Nordenfeldts or some other machine guns,
Partial armor might be a question, but there should be none about water
tight compartments. Boats of such a class would not require a large suff
of officers, and the large retired lists of the navy would furnish all tha
might be required to start with, when man-of-war experience would be
necessary.

PURITY IN STATESMARSHIP.

How many honest statesmen {or politicians) are there in the world—al
least such as the world knows of, and has a ready opinion abouti So far
as England, Canada, and America are concerned, they might probably be
counted on the fingers of one hand centainly on the fingers of two. The
old couatry has perhaps the major ¢y of such as we know of. One she has
recently lost, Lord Iddesleigh, but she can still pride herself on possessing
two, John Bright and Lord Hartington. Canada boasts of one, Alexander
MacKenzie, and the example of his rectitude is not, unfortunately, likely to
exorcise much more of its salutary influence in the legisiative halls of Ottawa,
There may be a pure man or two in public life in the United States, but
the peculiarities of the Republican Constitution obscure their recognition
abroad, unless in oue or twn prominent positions, or in circumstances of
exceptional publicity. Considering his consistent fight to the best of his
power in the interests of political decency, we may accept Mr. Cleveland as
an honest statesman, and, like England, America has lost one conspicuous
on the roll of integrity in Mr. Garfield. So, after all, we come pretty well
within the limits of five fingers.

Mr. Bright, disapproving of war in gencral, and of the Egyptian warnm
particular, resigned his post as a Cabinet Minister when that war wa
determined upon.

It cannot but strike the observer tha,
since Mr. Blake began to discern the difficulty of formulating a poliy
acceptable to the country, his oratory has acquired similir characteristics
Nor does the similarity cease here. It cannot be said that cither statesman
has passed the ordeal of the temptations of party politics with altogether
untarnished intogrity.

But from this point of similarity we think we are justified in assuming s
divergence in favor of the Canadian politician. That Mr. Gladstonc’s lust
for power, and craving for popularity leads him to all lengths, is patent
Ncither statesman is altogether frec from a tone of cosmopolitanism, whick
extends almost to a lack of patriotism, but we think Mr. Blake would
shrink, and we believe has shrunk, from carrying out policies tending to
the dismemberment of the integrity of his country. We believe hiz i
this respect, to stand superior to the great ;man with whom we havt
compared him, while thor& is no doubt that a direct assertion from Mr
Blake would command more confidence than has lately been accorded o
Mr. Gladstone.

But neither stands on the pinnacle of political integrity occupied by Mr.
Bright, on some of whoso recent utterances we may shortly have somethin
to say.

In order to lessen tho time required for the work, and
slso to avoid the weakening of the wiro trom scraping the surface, the author
has introduced a method which consists of the uso of a heating tool, capablo
of holding a considorable quantity of melted solder, and upon tho top of
this is thrown eufficient powdered eal-ammoniac to leave a layer of liquid
aalt of somo littlo depth. This liquid is nearly black in colour. Tho iron
wiro already covered with binding wire, is thon pressed undornenth the
surface of tho melted solder passing through tho liquid salt. This effects a

pursuo to death God’s iunocent, helpless and beautiful creatures—tho timid
hare, the gracoful deor, tho joyous birds—and he or she who ** bags'’—that
is tho euphonions and classical term employed—thoe greatost number is the
hery or heroino of the day.

Is man an irreclaimable savago, that ho will thus, in the latter part of the
ninetecnth contury, torture and murder God’s innocent creatures? Those
creatures have the samo right to lifo and happiness that man has, and thoy
derive it from procisoly the samo source. Man, it is trr, is their head and
lord ; but ho was constituted and appointed such, not o ill-uso, not oven to
neslect, but to guard and provide for and to treat with the consideration
and kindoess which he claims for himself; ud that by the authority
dologsted to him by their Creator and his alike. But so regardless is he
of his duty and the claims of pity, that not even self interest is sufficiont to
induce consideration : and so we aro contivually reading and hearing of the
hoedloess and sinful sacritice of lifo and proporty as well ! for it is so ordered
that no law of God can be infringed and outraged without luss or punish-
ment. One could only wish thal tho loss wore such as to arrest attention
zlalnd awaken thought —thought that would touch the feolings and change the

eart.

It is true, that all men are not thus savages, but that some, many, shall
wo not say, feol tho claims of compazeion. and have ssserted themselves tho
friends of the dopendent, the helplass and tho unprotected To this end
sociotios have been imstituted in all the most civilized countries of the
world, having for their avowed object the diminution of cruelty, the preser-
vation of life and the increase of happiness. These socicties—to tho eredit
of the highor classes, be it said—owo their origin and maintenance largely
{o royal families and nobles, and those occupying important positions from
wealth or oilice. Our own beloved Soverrign has long been associsted with
the British Organization, having given in hor adhesion to its abjects in carly
life, and contributoed to its funds from the first. To a late English papor wo
read that Hor Majesty's last contribution was a hundred guineas, accom-
panied with words full of sympathy with the work, and of cncouragemont
to continued exertion in it. Long may she reign: and by her example
continue to tesch, as she has ever taught, the iessons of good-will and
kindness and compassion.

Our fair Dominion has not been wholly insensible to the claims of the
lower animals to our regard and care, and most of its chief cenires and
many less important locahitics can boast of brauches of tho organization.
Halifax onco possessed a socioly, while for some yvears was laudably earnest
in the good work, and was tho®nstrument of muchk good work throughout
the province. Tho society know the valuo of the press, and, for a period,
mamntained a respectable periedical 1n the interests of its objects. That
most useful hittle journal has beon discontinued—the discontinuanco being
occasioned, a8 wo were informed, - by want of funds.” Want of funds in
wealthy Hahfaxy and in Nova Scotia, all of whose counntivs contain men of
Tnoans, any one of whom could sustain without pecuniary disadvantagoe or
inconvonienco a paper like that which once so successfully promoted tho

objects of the **Society for the Provention of Cruelty to Animals.” Thol

Halifax Urganization may still be in existenco, but I fear it is not recoiving
much encouragement and aid. Certainly, we do not often of late hear of
it~ oporations. It ought to be revived, and could bo at once, if only a fow
guod men and women would assume the work. Woman must lond her aid ;
thore was scarcoly enough of this eloment in tho socioly’s carly oporations.
Is that tho reason why those operations have been to so large an exteat
susponded §  Hahfax, with 1ts numerous schools of so wany grades and
kiads, would be a most favorable field for work in this department of
benovolence, und it canuot be supposod that the corps of Lleachers who are
showing such commondablo zeal in their sphero of labor would bo indifforent
to this agoncy for good. ‘The reflox influence of all such exertions would
ropay them for their efforts, if such considorations were admissablo.

New Brunswick is doing belter than Nova Scotia. She hasa flourishing
socioty in St. John, which, by means of publications issued by the paront
socioty of I.ondon and other wstrumentalities, is laboring to create a healthy
foching 1 this matter, and to punish oflenders whon otbor moans prove

| inoftectunl. Thero is nssociated with the St. John socioty, as in tho citios of
| Groat Britain gonorally, an organization for the young, kuown ss * Bands of
I Morcy.” Itis tho aim Lo have ono of these childron's socictios in overy day
I'and Sabbath school of the province, as far as possiblo. Tho constitution of
f these * Bande of Morey” is vory simplo ; it consists chicfly of a pledge tu

THE ROTUSCHILDS.

Tho history of the Nothschilds will probably nover be published. Ihe
story of their vastand complicated financial transactions would bo only Ims
sensational than that of tho influonce theso autocrats of the money market
have exercised on Potontates and Powors, Tho cortainty of their absolute
discrotion mado that pressure possible, and the secrets of their financial aud
political negotiations have been strictly confined to the family. So the
Rothschilds havo invariably refused to supply information to curious
inquirers. Mayoer Amschel Rothschild, born iu the famous old house in the
Frankfort Judengasso, in 1743, was tho real founder of tho firm, though s
father had beon a trader before him, dealing in curiosities in a small way,
and travelling the country with a pack and donkey. Young Mayer, with
tho trading instinct which seemed his birthright, showed more than ordinary
commercial prococity. A schoolboy of twolve, ho was slraady dealing 1o
coins, and laying the foundations of a future business conamection. liis
fathor had meant bim for the synogogue, but thoe trading spirit was too
strong, and ho came home to sottle in the Judengasse. He did not stay
thero long, for his reputation as a man of business rocommended him to the
woalthy banking firm of the Oppenhioms. Thoy appreciated him, and he
had fair prospects of advancemont, but with all his caution and prudoncs,
he had a dash of the adventurer, and determined to set up upon his own
account. Vory soou he had a variety of irons in the firo ; from buying and
selling curiositica and objects of art, he quickly developed into a bankerand
financior., e impressed alt with whom he camo in contact with tho sonse
of his capacity. A fortunate acquaintance he had formed, introduced him
to the Landgrave of Hesse, who intrusted him with the udministration of
his vast priveto moans, and that proved the turning point of Rothschild's
own fortunes. The Landgrave, who had made himself specially obuoxious
to Napoleor by selling his subjects into the British and Prussian services,
flod bofore tho advance of the French. The story of how he gave s
treasures into Dothschild's charge hae been told in wany ways, and with
much fanciful einbroidery. So far as 1t is possible to got at the truth, the
facts are sumply that Rothschild managed to rowit the money to his son
Nathan, who was salready in business in Loundon. After the peace it was
all honorably accounted for and duly repaid —principal and interest. The
probity and ability of tbe Rothchilds wore at once extensively advertizad.

But in the meantime, a singularly bold apd lucrative speculation lad
redounded still moro to tho credit. The Duke of Wellington during the
Peniasular campaign had been suffering from the precariousness of specie
supplies. The Lnglish Government woro greatly ombarrassed, for no bankers
! would undertake tho respounsibility of {ransmitting them. Then Rothschild
came forward, and formally undertook the contract on a heavy commissivu.
I For eight yoars he is said to havo clearod £150,000 annually, and lus
success may havoe beon duo to tho intornational relations ho had alrealdy
ostablished. Do that as it may, ho gained the confidence of the Guvernment,
and the consnquenco was, that ho had the profitable charge of remitting the
| cnormous subsidies to tho continontal princes in British pay. When
} Mayer Amschel died, liko ono of tho old patrisrchs ho summoned his fise
| sons to his death-bed to givo thom his blossing and his bost, sdvieo The
| advico was to romain faithful to tho Jowish law, to remain united to thoe ond,
and to do nothing without consulting thoir mother. ¢ Obsorve theso threc
points,” said the dyiog capitalist, “ and you will soon bo rich smong the
richost, and the world will belong to you.”

Tho sons fulfilled to the letter the precept thal onjoined harmoniv.e
combination ; till lately, thoy kopt all their monoy in tho family by inter
marrying. But thoy achioved their financial supromacy by separuting, anl
starting uwow contres of activity in somo of the chief capitals of Earupe.
! While tho eldest son remained in Frankfort, his four youngor brothers were
directing houses in London, Paris, Naples and Vienna. They controlled
tho Bourses, as they had the car of the Cabinots; thoy were called into
consultation whon lo2ns had to be raised in contemplation of broaches of
Europoan peaco ; they ara supposed to have sometimes averted wars simply
by reiusing to draw their purse strings; and once, as a condition of
furnishing indisponsable cupplies, thoy forcod au unwelcome Iinauce
Minister on tho tyrant of Naples. As a rule, however, thoy scom to have
conducted their financial arrangomonts from a purely business point of view,
and thoy insured tbo success of their speculations, and tho accuracy of
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cosmopolitan information, by establishing agencies with leading murcantile
housus all over the world. Naturlly they provoked onvy and jealousies.
But in thoir united strovgth, aud with admimble organization, it became
difficult to competo with them, and impossible to crush thom. The few
speoulutors who had the courago to make the attempt, invariably had renson
{v repont it. It was only comparatively rocently, when tho conditions of
State financing had changed, and tho States wore appealing directly to their
subjects, that an international coalition could Lo formed suiliciently formid
ablo to hold tho great monopolists in check.

Tho romarkablo feature in tho rise of the Rothschilds was the thoroughly
cosmopolitan manuer of wenaging their business. Thoy had no prejudices,
no priociples and no patriousm. For examplo, “ while on the ono hund
thoy provided supplica for the armies of Napoleon, on tho other thoy raised
loans for hia foes,”

Nathan Mayor, the first hoad of the English firm, was the ablest of the
fivo sons. Millionaire as ho was, his lot was far from an onvinble one ; his
hot pursuil of money gavo him neither leisure nor rest, he directed ovory-
thing. Ilis couriors were comingand going at all hiours, and oven when he
retived for tho night ho was nevel sure that he might not Lo roused to read
and answer important despatches. 1lo had staked overything on the
permanenco of tho peaco of 1814, and during *tho huudred days” his
apxiely was intonse. Watorloo was not only Napoleon's, but the Roths-
childs' also, roversed iu their case, howevor. Eagor to know tho best or
woret as soon as possible, ho had driven out tn an eminence commanding
the battlefield. In tho joyful reaction after tha decisive ropulse of the
French his overstrained strength was ready to succumb. But he hurried
back to Brussels, and thence to Ingland, bribing the Boulogne fishermen to
put to sea in dangerously temnpestuous woather. 1e had had his time -of
anxioty, but worn out a8 he was, ho resolved to recoup himself for it  Next
morning he was atanding 1 the london Stock Exchange under the familiar
sillar, His faco was sad to a degroe, and to those who ventured to question

im he did uot hesitato to confido the defeat of the Irussian forces at Ligny.
His known brokers were solling freoly, ond alarm soon passed into panic
Mesntimo secret agonts wore busily buying, and the sums he cleared must
have been almost in proportion to the number of viciims his stratogy ruined.
Nathan Mayer was auything but en attractive charactor, &3 ho must have
been a tniserablo man. 1his dispusition was not only money-getting, but
grasping ; on tho stremgth of s ovormous viches ho permitted himself
almost brutal liconse of speech ; Ly his will he did not bequeath a shilling oven
to thoso who had labored indefatigably w his service, and as ho had allowed
himsolf no leisuro for recreation, he lived 10 perpetual terror of assassination,
His son, Baron Lionel, who inherited much of his father's business talent,
impresses us more favorably e, too, had rough and rather repulsivo
wanners, and latterly he was racked with pan and irntated by rheumatic
gout. But he was Lenevolont in tho best sonse ot the word, and always
ready to reach 2 hiberal hand to the deserving., Like his father, he hed such
faith in his own powors of administration that he 1nsisted on superintending
everything persorally, But if ho had the passion of acqusitiveness which
made the fortunes of his fannly, ho had the chanity which covers 3 mulu-
tudo of sins. He gave mumticontly with both hands, and 1t 1s bolieved
that much of his boneficonco was anonyn:ous, .

Baron James, who established the Parnis branch, was ovo of the shrowdest
and most eccontric members of the faimly. His dealings were ofton deemed
sharp. When floating the Northern Ratlway of France, he sailed very
near the wind o point ot hunesty. It was what may bo chantably
described as his extremo astutoness, which provoked the most formidablo
combination ever formed against tho Itothschilds. The Barings, tho Hopes
of Amsterdam, and other important European houses organized a syndicate
which successfully contested the concession of the Russian railways. Asan
admirer of tho arts, he wont to Horace Vornet to arrange for havivg lus
portrait painted. Vernet named 4,000 francs as the price. The Barun
tried vainly to beat tho painter down, till at last Vernet threatoned to troble
his chargo if there was another word on tho subject. “ Am I to pawnt 1t, or
am I not?” The Baron bolted the studio, thinking that the audacious astist
must bo mad. * Wait a moment,” crivd the artist aftor him, “ I will do
your portr.it for nothing.” Aund he painted him un the gigantic canvas of
*“La Smala®” as “a hidcous lovking Jew running away with a caskol of
Jjewels and money, his face expressive of tho most sordid avance.” DBut it
is only fair to give a compautvn art slury, which tells as much to the art
patron’s advantage, although it may be apucryphal.  He had consented tu puss
to Eugene Delacroix for the head of a beggai. One of Delacruix's pupnls,
mistaking th. ragged mudel for what ho seomed W be, shpped a tnfle 1nto
his nand. Lothschild thanked Lim, kept the muney and make inquines,
He learned that tho young man was a genius, but puur, and had to labur hard
for tho meaus of educaling himself. * Shortly afterward the young follow
received a letter stating that charity bears intorest, and that the accumulatod
interest on the amount he had so gonerously given wae rvopresented by the
sum of 10,000 francs, which were lying at lis disposal in the offico tn the
Rue Lafitte.

tNo doubt the interests of trade aud finance arv sorved by such dovotion
tv one idea—iu this case, tho able aud cconominal administration of vast
moneyed wealth, thoisvlation of tace aiding ot furcing this intenso dovotednoss
to a family policy ; but thoao who follow their oxamplo must, like the
Rethschilds, leave but little for the biogrpher aud less for the memory of
wan in the way of gratitude.—Lv).— Bankers' Monthly.

At the samo time, though light, it 18 not of a tufling natute, and will woll
ropay retditivn by first-class artists. Mr. Bonjamin Cross has beon woll
known to the musical public of Philadelphia for over twonty-years, buth as
a writer and thorough musician. This will give lus work a prestigo not
accorded to amatour writors. An Awmerican oporotta should bo oucouraged
and moet with tho sapport that is too often given to an inforior foroign
work, rathor than a homo productlon. Thors 18 no roason why Amorican
composers should not equal in their works tho ability, popularity and
talont displayed by the great wmastors across tho Atlantic. Mr, Cross is
fortunate in having securod for his publishor ono whoso standard of
publications is of su high an ordor that his name cannot bo attached to any
compasition that does not possess intrinsic morit.— Elude.

Soveral privale musical socictics have been formod in Halifax during the
present month. At tho weckly or fortnightly meotings cach momber must
bo prepared to play or sing a composition of Boeothoven, Mondelsson, or
some other composor, as tho socicty may diroct.

There is an
utter want of that intenso enthusiasm which is nceded to amalgamate music
with worship, in order to make worship an onjoyable, heartfelt culture,
which becomes one with us and promotes all good in us. Far better would
it bn to leave music out of all worship, than to practico it in a lackadaisical
fashion, which is almost aun insult to the Deity. To placo sacred music in
its proper position, il must be taught, first and foremoet to the clergy and
the winister  1le must tahe az Interest in it and help his congregation to

appreciate it. The congregation will bo but too glad to Fllow him and give
itself heart and soul up to it.—American Musician.

COMMERCIAL.

The general progress of trade has been satisfuctory. Tho sparit per-
vading most departments has beon fairly active, and a respectable quantity
of merchandiso is passing into consumption,

The sugar combination in Montreal and Torouto, which wo took occasion
to reprove some weeks since, has dissolved. A fow rotail firms rofused to
join, that combine, and insisted on solling sugar at popular prices. Thoey
were boycotted by refinors and by wholesale dealers. The consequenco
was, that they imported refined sugars from Scotland, and were ablo to scll
at lower pricos than those fixed by the ring. The government was urged
to fix differential duties on the new material coming in to compete with the
home-rofined goods, but, to their honor bo it said, they rofueed to interfore,
and tho ** kickers” have won the fight, and sugar is now selling at vne cont
lowor than the “combing” widnted to place it. This is emphatically a
victory * of the people, for the people, and by the poople.”” The “com-
bino” looks silly upen its face, but its disastrous ending only illustrates
the popular dislike to created monopolics.

On the roadside was a felled tree, the colebrated lindmark n the
Lockhart-Taton coutest, and a short distance on wo crossed a rushing brook
where some very manly sport had *at one time heon engaged in. It wass
this brook that a process server had been met by a numbor of men, hu
revolver taken from him, and his portly carcaso ducked in the icy witersuf
the stream.  Ho was happy in escaping with the loss of a few teoth, but &
not succeed in serving the legal pwers. During the ** war,* as Cytain
Archibald calls it, the whole property was enclosed with a high boawl feace,
and it was then a difficult matlor to pay a visit to the mine. It was a costly
affair for the ownurs in more ways than one, as, while the suit was pendiog,
they conficed their mining oporations 1o areas that wore not in dispute.

The pounding of tho stamps grow louder and louder, and wo hinaiy
emerged trom the woods and camo upon a thriving scttiemont.

Quartz M.,

The mill building is sitaated on tho north bank of the Salmou Live,
which has a ateep slope, the quartz being fed to the mill at the top of ikt
bauk, where the building is ono story in height, but at the lower side, &
frout of the batterics, it is fully two sterics. It is run entirely by wala
power, & * Little Giant" Turbine Wheel, with capacity to run ono huulsel
and fifty stamps, furnishing the power, the water Leing conducted by a m2d
substantially constructed raco from a dam above the mill.

Thoro are in a1l 38 stamps.  Six batteries of 5 stamps cach, aml twod
four, and tho machinery was {urnished by the Windsor Foundry Co. ]

11 80 steep thut they attain considerable momontum. To a vovice it would
appear thot they might jump the truck, but iw reality such ia not tho case,
and no accident has ever happonel.

‘The ore is broken by hand, and fed to the batteries, which night and
day aroe always pounding away. From the batteries the crushed ore is
washed over plates on to shaking tables. By a very simple contrivance
theso shuking tables aro given a side motion, and act much ns the * cradles”
used by the alluvial washera. ‘I'hie ides scems a good one, and the Dufferin
will is tho ouly one yet visited by me that has adopted it. From the
shaking tables the oro is washed over a series of plates and mercury traps,
and the tuilings finally emptied into tho river by sluices. In this mill, ae
in others visited by me, I was informed that most of tho gold was found in
tho batteries. .

An elevated tramway is buill across the river to a large saw nnll owned
by tho company. This is kept busy sawing out the heavy tumbers, lumber,
shingles, and woud wotk of all descriptions reguired around a large mine,

In addition to these buildings the company have at the mill a Hlacksmith
shop, large boarding house, stable, coach house, carpenter snhup, rotorting
and smelting room, aud store room filled with duplicate parts of the
machinery. There are aleo a number of neat houses erected by the employees.

Leaving the mill we waiked to the mine, passing on the way a number
of hottses and a comfurtable church and schuol house, wlich has been bt
for the benefit of the miners

Tug Mk

The main loads now being worked, and which have yiclded such large
returns, over a ton of gold, it is said, having been extracted, are rome
distanco north of whero tho rich boulders were first discovered.

There aro thico leads, the south, middle, and north, lying nesr enough
together to be connected by cross-cuts, permitting the pumping snd hoisting
to be done from main shafts, mostly on the south lead

Tho mive forms what i3 called “ a saddle,” the south leid dipping to the
south, the middle lead being almost perpoendicular, and the north lesd
dipping north. Tho deepest shaft is known as No. § West und is down 200
fect, and the ore has beon mined for over 1500 feet along the leads,

Eighteen shafts hace been sunk alonz the lcads in this distance of 1500
fect, and as they have all heen provided with shafi houses theie is quite a
sinng of buildings along the workings  There are wwo largs bulhings
devoted to the pumping and hoisting gear, ono new and one old. A hotler
and ecgine that used to do the work befure the water power was tiansmitted,
isin the latter, ready for use at any moment. The water power works so
quietly, and the hoisting and pumping gear are o0 perfect in their
mechanism, that, if it were not for the continunal dumping of the quarts fium
the tubs, and the firing of shuts, one would hardly imagine that gieat miming
operations were heing conducted.

In a snug little house one man was employed in connecting the fuse
with dypamite cartiidges, and around him were hung bunches of the
powesful explosive, all ready for thy miners to diop in the drill holes and
fire the shots. That one man could be constantly employed at his work
will give some idea of the extent of the mining operations. In addition to
these buildings there are at the mive o large boanding house, irun magune,
blacksmith aud carponter shop, and numerous other buildings

When it is remembered that only a few years ago thw site of all this
activity was = virgin forest, that machinery, supplies, and building materinl
had o hq hauled in over rough traile, that now from 80 to 100 men, all
Nouva Scotians, find steady employment at the mine-, une can scarcely realize
that so much could have been accomplished in so short a time.

Maaviricext Water Power.

Nature has done a great deal for the Duflern mine outside of her lavish
goll supply, and not the loast of her gifts is the grand water power that
pow furnishes all the power used about the works. The ownors have
seizad upon every natural advantagn, and have expended large sums in order
to utilizs the water power. Salmon River Tike, a vory large sheet of water,
lies north of the mine. Two largo lakes of almost equal size emply into it.
They have placed dums at tho outlets of thess lakes, and havo also built a
large dam across the Silmon River somwe two or three wiles below the lake,
104,000 fect of rouud timber alone having being used in its construction. A
nice 600 feet in longth conveys tho water from the dam to a power house on
the bank of the river, ovor a mile from the mine. A Vulean Turbine wheol
of grent capacity (500 horse power I am told) transmits its power by m>ans
of wire ropes to the mine. T'he transmission gear cowsists of 11 pulleys 350
10 475 feet apart placed on heavy timber towors, 24 foot at base, 24 foct
high and 10 feot at top. Thesa pulleys aro ten feet in diamctor, and the
total distance the power is transmitted is 4,700 fvet. The iron work was
made by the Truro Foundry & Machine Co., and gives perfect satisfaction.
Theso pulloys have to be 1n a airect hine the onoe with tho other, and strange
1o relate, thoy were all sct by tho ove of tho foreman Mr. Boutellior, aud
wero 30 oxact taat no 1mprovemont could be made. Thoe whule work was
planned and executed by Nova Scotians, who had had no previous experience,
and greatly to their credit bo it said, it has proved an extire success. The
mill has been run by water power from tho atart, but tho mine has vuly been
s0 worked for slightly over » year.

So much for the surfaco plant of the Dufl. rin mine, which is now complete
in overy detail. The past season was a very dry ono, but tho water power
st Salmon river showed no perceptible decrease.

Tho dovelopment of the mine is yot in its infancy, and with suc;? choap |y

Mr. Thompson, n New Glasgow business man, sets a good example. He
resides ob a fino estate noar the town six acres of which are undor cultiva
tion  He has planted two thousand gooseberry bushes and three thuusaud
strawherry plants, and has rsised this year thirly touns of feed corn—the
averago height of oach stalk being ten fect. On two acres ho raised green
fodder  Mr. Thompson has a fine herd of thorouglrcd A. J. C. C. cows,
headed by the famous Jersey bull, Mulberry Pogis, of the A. J. C. C. Intoo
many instances those who have accumulated a little means loavo the farm
for the city, instead of remaining to encourage others by their indusiry and
example. Mr. Thompson does the reverse.

Most of the cattle in this section—Allegany County, N. Y.—live 1n
winter under tho barns, which areset upon walls six or otizht feet igh, with
oarth graded up to tho sill on the north or west, boarded at the ends and
open to the cast or south. There is no shivering in cold yards, the shelter is
always open, and if my cows, as often happens, choose to stand outsido till
the spow is four inches deep on their backs, it is their own affair. There
are no stable emanativns, the cuws ate clean and dry as in summer.  1f the
feeding places are all inside, not five per cent of the manurs will bo scat-
tered outside, and treading it flat before it freezes, there will be no hard
knobs to lic upon. In spring you havo a bed of wanure, solid and liquid
altogether, perfectly sccure from leaching or heating; if you wish to leave a
part of it until autumn it is safe from waste, and out of sight Leneath its
cover of dry straw. Suppose this automatic stable calls fur a little more hyy
than the sweat-box variety ; the saving of labor and menuro is ample com-
pensation , and no ties or stanchivns are su easy as perfect iberty, When
the codlers have built and operated all their gimeracks for a term of yoars,
and Nature has recorded her opinion of their practices upon the bodies of
the cattle, they will find that, counting fitst cost, 1unning expenses and dis-

easo all together, they are not so far ahead as thoy supposed. —E. S. Gilbert,
in . Y. Trilune. .

AN INTELLIGENT MaRE.—Farmer Wm. H. Ellis, of Bloomingburg, N.
Y., owns a littlo mare called Whitefoot, thut iz remarkably intelligent and
kind. Every school-day morning Whitefoot hauls Mr. Ellis’ two little girls
ina wagon to the school-house, 8 mile from home, and after leaving the
children therae the little nare turns around and trots back to her master's house
withount any driver. When the school-closing hour approaches, Mr. Elliz
hitches Whitefoot up and starts her ¢ff slone fur tho schuul-house, aud u
due time she comes back with the little girls. She is su careful and eapert
in passing vehicles on the road that she never has a ollision or damages any
of her horse gear.  On a recent Sunday night, Mr. Elhs’ lnred man drove
Whitefoot over to Middlatown on his way to New York. Before embarking
on tho cars here ho tacked a picce of paper to the wagon scat contaiming ths
notico :—* Non’t stop this mare. She belongs to Wm. H. Elhe, Bloonnng-
burg, and will go home all right.”  And then turning the maro's head home-
ward, he let her go. Surc epough, she covered the distance, a long nino
miles, in safety, and at a pace that brought her home in about an hour.—
New York Sun.

MiLKED BY Ao BLack Sxake.—A cow belonging to Robert Knox, a
farmer residing near Roston, Okio, stiayed from her owner'’s pruiaes about
two weeks ago and was found tor days after. The animal was discovered in
a donso wood two miles from the Knox farm by her uwnor, and was lying
down near a ledge of rocks, Upon approaching the animal a huge black
snake was discovered very complacently taking his lacteal meal from the
cow's udder. On the nearer approach of the owner the snake relinquished
it's moal and escaped under tho rocks. At the disappearance of the snake
tho cow manifested tho greatest uneasiness, and ran after it, bawling lustily.
Mr. Knox had groat difficulty in driviug his cow from tho place, and sinco
being home sho has been utterly incousolable, giving vent continuously to
such bawls as cows usually do when deprived of their young, sund making
repeatod efforts to escape from her confinrment.

It is probablo that tho cow had formed an attachment to tho snake, and
that tho latter had reciprocated its affection to the oxtent of regularly draw-
ing its ratjons from the cow's udder.

For a farmer’s uso, a borse is worth more at seven than at any other age.
He has nearly as many years of servico bofore him as at a loss age, and at
seven i3 past the danger of being strained or ipjured by over-wark. How
old ho must be before becoming superannuated deponds upon circumstances.
A horse overworkod bocomes played out at an ago when one well treated is
still able to do good servico.

Tar EarLy Rosr.—The carly rose and its fomily relatives have worked
a revolution in the potato crop of tho world. It has given us a variety that
will generally watore, if fairly treated, before tho season of greatost
danger from rot, and with so short a period of growth as to matorially
intorfore with the domestic arrangements of the beotlo pest. Sinco the
introduction of the early roso the New England Farmer has advocated tho

‘ndoption of tho omly varietios for the main crop. Two or threo hundred
bushels per acre wasa good crop yoars ago, and it is as casy—barring the
bootles—to got that yiold nuw frum such carly variotivs as tho early rusv, us
it war to got it from tho varietics usnally planted o half contury ago, snd
exceptional yields of from four to six hundred bushels can bo obtained
uxceptivnal cases now frum tho oarly varicties. Last ycar the drought wud
hoat of lato June and carly July was unusually severe, cutting ofl' the carly
potatoos or greatly reducing the yield, tho result naturally boing to influence
planters to try later variotios this seasun, Tho experiment has been anythiuy
but satisfactory, and it seems o fittivg timo to remind our readors again o
the general tulo that, all things being cunsidered, the carly potato of to-day
is tho more desirable for obtaining the main crop. The requisites are guud,
sound seed, kept dormant by cool sturage till tho season for planting, .l
woll fertilized, woll pulverizod soil that will feed the plants and push the
crop nlong without stint during its early stagos of growth.

A yoko of light-weight steel chain armor is worn ovor a gray silk basque
with startling effect.

Lively little boxes with ornamental covers contain correspondence cards
and onvelopes, oach with a flower beauntifully colored, ora wiso owl, in
brown plumage, on a gray crescent moon, or a gray one on a silver muun.
The boxes have the same design on the lid.

New stativnery hins @ miniature champague cork, with Cliquot branded
ub it, on both paper and envelopes, a life-like prawn, cown, single flower, etc.

A handsowe pieco of embroidery is now fancied down the centru of a
piano iu place of the usual cover. It is made after tho design of o talie.
scarf of satin or plu-h, lined with a contrasting color, the edges finished
with ornaments, and the design run the full length.

Some of tho handsomest ornaments seet. are tho beaded and embroidered
cups which hoad heavy tassels. They are interded for the sash-ends
gathered to a point that aro now greatly worn of the dress fabric

Nut only are metallic heads fashionable, but metallic threads that dv nui
tarnish have been ivtroduced iuto passementeries. The colors are gray,
blue, green, garnet and pink, the glitter of the matorial lending the required
brillisucy to tho delicato shades.

Asoutr THE Houss.—To clean nickel on stoves, wet seda with ammonn,
apply with an old luoth brush and rub off wuh a woollen cloth.

Once a ynar, cven the most frugal housowifo should roplenish hor linen
closet, and add to hor storo at least the furnishing of ono bed and o doren
towels.

To removo kerosene from a carpot, lay blotters or soft brown papor ovet
tho spot and pross with a warm iron. Ropeat with frosh papoers till tho spot
is removed.

Try ono of tho smallest coal oil lamps. It looks like a toy, but fors
hand lamp it will make as much light as a good tallow candle, and wuii noi
drop sparks. -

Two ounces of soda dissolved in a quart of hot water will make a teady
and usoful solation for cleaning old panted work preparatory to ropaintiog.
This mixture, iu tho above proportion, should be applied when warm, and
the woodwork afterward washed with water to remove oll traces of soda.

One of the most servicablo kind of washstand splashers, and aleo one of
the cheapest, is mado from o yard of fancy matting bound with & wido bra
or a picco of silk or merino, matching tho prevailing color in the room nd
fastened up with four tacks, cach tack covered with a colored ribboo.
Where tho room is small and thero is no dressing case, pockots of the
matting may bo fastoned cach sido of the splasher to hold the comb anid brush.

At the closo of n powerful sormon by the retiring Modoeratur, tho
electian of his successor was proceeded with, and resulted in the election of
the Rev. E. A. McCurdy. The first business beforo the Synod on the
second day was tho presentation of an overture from the Presbytery of St.
John respecting tho admibistration of the Widows' and Orphans’ Fuud.
The desire of the Presbytery was to reduce the cost of tho administration of
the fund. 1t was decided to submit to the beneficiaries the overture, they
to report to the Synod Tho Hunter Building Fund Committeo reported
that they gave only one grant last year; and that was to the River Horbert
Mission Station. Freo loans wero granted to a number of congregations and
stations to tho amount of $1,450. The 1est of the day was occupied in the
discussion of the advisability of sending out another missionary to Santo,
the salary of whom the Women's Foreign Missionary Society agreed to
provide. After a very lengthy and hvely debate, it was decided by a voto
of 79 to 60 that the appointment of another missionary to the New Hebrides
field would not bo advisable. On Thursday the Synod authorized the
Presbytery of P. E Island to recoive the Rev. Mr. Hutchinson, of the
Church of Scotland, into tho Presbytorian church in Canada, Rev. Mr.
Laing roported on behalf of the Board of Directors of the Ladies College,
Halifax, in which it was stated that there is a atafl of 13 instructors and 140
pupils. The report of the committeco on the fund for amed and infirm
ministers, was prosented by the Rev. Mr Chase. Rev. Dr. Burns roported
on hohalf of the Collego Board, recomnmending that the amount required be
allocated among the difforent Presbyteries, which was agreed to by the
Syvod. The Moderator, as convener of the Augmentative Committeo,
reported that the wholo amount was collected last yoar, and stated ten por
cent. liss would be asked for this year. The report on sysicmatic benefi-
cence was prosented by the Rev. Mr. Honry, and adopted. From the
Ifome Mission report presented, it appears that 1n additivn o & number of
vacsut pastorates, thero aro 26 groups of mission stations under the contro
of the committee  Very interesting reports were also prescnted on state of
religion, Sabbath Schools, and temporavco. A communication was veceivod
from the Methodist Conference, stating that a committeo had been appointed
to confer with any committoo which may be appointed by the Synod, with a
view to somo practical result in the way of co-operation. The Synod
appointed a committeo to confer with the committee of the Conferomco.
Lato on Friday ovening the Synod adjourned to meot next yoar in Charlotte-
town.
