EDITORIAL NOTES.

The colored paper for our cover has not yet arrived, so we are obliged to
appear as ustal this week in black and white.

With the advent of steel cars instead of woodea cnes for passenger,
postal and freight traffic, will probably come a lessoning of the horrors of
railway accidents by the removal of the fire terror. Among the advantsges
claimed for the steel car are lightness, superior strength, economy and
indestructibility by fire. ‘T'hese qualities have been faitly proved by a mail
car in uso between Chicago and Louisville which has had ar unasual number
of accidents fall to its lot—not of course because it was made of stecl—and
has stood its ground without beiug smashed or even damaged by more thana
fewaurfacescratches. Ofallitsimprovements the fact thatit could not burnthe
passengers Lo death appears to us the most valuable. Should the car-stove
upset it might burn the people in its vicinity to death and perhaps suffocate
the other passengers with emoke, but the chances would be in favor of
escaping the fire fiend. The new steel car is expected to stand wear-and tear
for twenty years, while the life of 2 wooden car is only eight years, the
repairs do not amouot to anything on the steel cars, while on wooden cars
they cost 10 per cent. of the annual operating expenses of all railways, and
the steel car, on account of it3 greater strength, will hold twice the weight
that a wocden one will convey. Extensiva works for the construction of
such cars are now being erected near Chicago, which when completed will
turn out fifteen cars a day and give cmployment to 700 men. There.is no
reason, so far as we know, why Canada should not manufacture steel cars.

The New England manufacturers who are now demanding free coal and
free raw materisls may as well face the inevitable at once acd make up their
minds that the time has passed for thero to successfully compete with
localities where conl, iron and other raw mslerials are found in close juxta-
position and where manufactories have been erected on the spot. Should
they consult their own best iaterests they would now turn to Nova Scotia,
not with the idea that they will get free coal, but with the determination of
removing their works here and of investing their capital in developing our
unsurpassed coal, irop, copper and lead deposits. If they do so they will
never have cause to regret it, as once give us a local coal market cqual to
what we would lose io Quebec by placing coal on the free list, and we-may
be tempted in return to give them the markets of the States for their-manu.
factured products, by & wide measure of reciprocity, even including. maou-
factured goods,

The drillshed where our noble six hundred—or moro—undergo thelr
military instruction, is a ramshackle oid affair that ought to be marked unfit
for duty. Other cities have handsome and commodious drillsheds, and we
think the authorities ought to be thinking of providing Halifax with some-
thing superior to the present accommodations. The drill ground is also of
insufficient extent and should be enlarged. Our citizen soldiers require
room to manceuvee and should have it,

Canadian architects in the Upper Provinces have been aggrioved on
several occasions by having the plans of American architocls accepted for
buildings in Canadian cities. Some of these same plans, however, have
proved so defectivo that the buildings have collapsed—a fact which hac of
course been satisfactory to the aggrieved Canadian architects. The Board
of Trade building at Toronto was built from plans supplied by a New York
firm of architects, of, we believe, English training. It collapsed and had to
be rebuilt from Canadian plans, The same fate has been suffered by the
buildirg of the Young Men's Christian Association in Montreal, causing a
great loss, Tiie fact is that the Americans sacrifice solidity to effect, and
as they cannot be held rcsponsible for their work as are Canadian architects,
they take but little care. A Canadian architect is, if we are rightly informed,
keld responsible for the safety of his design for a term of years by law, and
consequently he takes the greater care that it should be eafe. The moral is
to employ home talent, but whether these lessons »ill be taken to heart or
not is hard to say.

There is considerable speculation in the city as to the result of the taking
of the census which begins on .Monday. The official returns at the last
census gave Halifax a population of about 36,000, but many usually well
informed persovs claimed that this figure was lower by about 4,000 thau tho
facts warranted. The estimates now rua all the way from 42,000 to 55,000,
Those naming the higher figure give as their reasons the assured errors in
the ceusus of 1881 and the undentably large increase in the numbsr of
houses, shops, elc., in the northern and western portionz of the city. On
the other hand it is argued that, though many new buildings have been
erected, and are now occupied, in the outlying districts, still many places
in the central or what were formerly exclusively the business portions are
now unoccupied ; also that emigration has about equalized immigration, and
that the ¢ natural increase ”’ could not have bzen more than g2 per cent. in
ten years. We regard both estimates to be extreme, and think that the
enumeration will show that we have a population of between 45,000 and
47,000, The exact data will be placed before the public in about a month.

The census enumerators will soon be calling upon each and all of us to
answer 2 good many questions. Among those to be answered are : Sex, age,
married or not, relation to head of family, place of birth, birth place of
father and mother, religion, cccupation, an employer Or wagn earner, unem-
ployed during week preceding ceasus, average number of employed baunds
in the case of a factory or mill, railway works, etc., able to read, write, deaf
dumb, blind, unsound mind, deaths last year, real estate owned and oceupied,
silos, orchard products, vineyards, market gardsns, grains, root crops, other
products, live stock, animal products, home-made fabrics, industrial estab-
lishments, their capital, employecs, material used and prodacts of the forest,
lumber, shipping, ete It behooves everyone to have their information
ready so that the work of taking the census will not suffer neodless delay,
The army required to take our census will be composed ofebout three thou-
sand enumerators, officered by some two hundred and twenty captains,
called county commissioners, and commanded by- fifteen colonols, called
census chief officers. These have been instrucled and drilled in the manual
so that on the day appoidted within the wide domain of the Dominion, from
east to west, from Cape Breton to Victoria, B, C, with all the intervening
territory, the questioning shall begin. We shall endeavor to maintsin
the editorial dignity when we are asked if we can read and write and like
questions. We trust that others will also bear the trials of the census
scason and that the ladies will not give cause for confirming that old slauder
about their unwillingness to state truthfully the years of their age. It i of
importance that every sid should bs given the enumerators 1o their not
altogether-gracious task. They are sworn to secrecy and will not divulge
any written or verbal statement. There are some items in the schedules
for this ccnsus that might have, with benefit, been altered, but it is too late
now. The enumerating of people who have gone away within a specified
time—six months we believe—who may possible return, is a mistake. Itis
too speculative for the returas to be of value. Vhat we want to know is
how many people live in Canada and sail on Canadian vessels. Those who
bave left Canada to seck employment elsewhere do not make part of this
population,
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Emperior William ‘s nothing if not energetic. In addition to a book of
Norwegian travels, he is at present engaged on a life of his grandfather in
two volumes. The edition will be limited to 200 copice for disttibution
smong his relations, the sovereigns of Europe. ‘T'he public will not be given
the opportunity of declining to buy the book.

We observe that many of our contemporaries refer very kindly to the
increase in the number of our pages, but some of then speak of Tne
Critic, a mining journal. This, while true, is mislcading, becauso it im-
plies that mining is our only field of usefulness, whereas our readers know
that commercial, manufacturing and general news is given a great deal of
attention in our columns.

The Toronto Saturday Night of March 14th contains a trenchant
article on the Hon, Xdward Rlake’s letters to his West Durham conslituency
by one “Don,” who makes Mr. Blake's wordy document rather clearer
than before to us.  On the whole we agree with * Don " that nothing ever
became Mr. Blake so well as his silence. It is difficult to see what gcod
the publication of his manifesto has done or will ever do Canada.

An interesting controversy has been going on between the Toronto Em-
pire and Mail as to circulation, The Empire deposited a cheque for €8,-
ooo with the President of the Toronte Board of Trade in support of its side
of the question, and called upon the Muil to do likewise and have the ques-
tion settled. The Mail, in short, made the following assertions :—1. That
the circulation of the Empire is not one-third that of the Mail. 2. That
the Mail has more than doublo the circulation of the Empire. 3. That
the Empire has not the largest circulation of any morning paper is the
Dominion. 4. That the circulation of the Empire does not amount to cight
thousand. The Empire characterized them each and everyone as faise, and
called upon the Mail to appoint an expert to examine the books of both
journals in company with one appointed by itself and one chosen by both
of these, The Mail has not done so, in which case we suppose the Emypire
may be considered to have gained the day.

A sensible suggestion for the attention of the unemployed is made by
M. Salter in the New England Mugazine for March. ¢ Why," he says,
‘ should not unemployed bakers and tailors, and shoe-makers and masons,
and carpenters and tillers of the soil be taken out of the profit making
systew into which they do not fit, and making themselves into a colony, the
bakers bake bread for all, the tailors make clothes for all, the carpenters
make houses for all, the tillers of the soil raise corn acd wheat for all—each
class producing, not to sell 1o tke outside world, but for each cther's use,
and each class receiving in turn of the benefits of the others’ labori" If
this plan could be carried out with as much ease as it is proposed one
would think that the days of poverty would soon be over, Co operative
colonies of this kind, provided that Lonesty would be the watchword, ought
to do something towards solving the problem of the unemployed. The
trouble is, in everything alike, that there are sure to be some blacklegs who,
3y ?Ilshonesty or crime, bring trouble into the community in which they

well,

The world is not yet quite so small as some people would fain have us
believe. The civil war in Chili has now been going on for three months or
more, and still the world is very far from knowing what it is all about.
True, we are told that the navy rebels against autocratic government as
carried on by President Balmaceda, but we do not yet understand why the
navy—apparently the whole body—should take up arms in this cause and
be pitted against the army, or why, if the government is so objectionable the
army does not also revoit. The cause of the trouble has evidently not yet
come out. Notwithstanding the fact that steam and electricity has done
much to bring all the world together, Chili is still very distant, 2nd we find
reliable news is often very old by the time we receive it. A letter takes
five or six weeks coming from Chili toCanada, so that letters now artiving
give accounts only of the beginning of the war. Telegrams of recent date
report the shooting of a number of rebels near Valparaiso by government
forces. Soms of the reports lead us to believe that the government is gan-
ing ground, bnt these are cnntradicted by others, so that the actual state of
affairs is almost impossible to ascertain.

Our Dumb Animnls, the organ of some American humaoe societies,
published in Boston, announces its intention of circulating to the utmost
extent of its power a book called “ Black Beauty,” notwithstandiog the
fact that the Inglish publishers prctest against this piracy of their property.
Our Dumd Animals has a good purpose, and is working on the principle of
g0 ye into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature,” but the
doing of evil that good may come is not commended in the source from
which its motto is takén. The promoters of this scheme of distributing
chesp copies of ¢ Black Beauty ” do not make any money out of it, and
they consider themselves justificd in their action, because the Eoglish
publishers refuse to sell them the right to give aiway in Spain and Italy
ten thousand copies translated into Spanish and Italian, and to have
cheap editions put on sale in Spanish-spesking countries. They are
also informed that the Eoglish publishers will not put a cheap edition
on sale in their own country, so the proprietors of Our Duml Aninals
solve the question by simply printing the books at the rate of 100,000
copies, with a prospect of printing 400,000 more, and say that they have the
satisfaction-of knowing they will be widely distributed to move the hearts
of human beings to greater kindness to dumb animals. Surely since the
passage of the Copyright Bill sume equitable arrangement might be arrived

# with the English publishers,

The titles Professor Drummond selects for his books do not appear to
have the faculty of being easily remembered. In addition to the story of
the lady who inquired of the book seller for* The Biggest Thing on Earth,"
meaning “ The Greatest Thing in the World,” it is now related how
another lady asked for a copy of the now book * Nux Vomica " instead of
“ Pax Vobiscom,” which was also asked for by a New York lady as ¢ Packs
for Biscombe.” Professor Drummond’s Latin titlo evidently admitted of
quite as much variation as tho English one,

It is a sad fact that the scssions of our Local Legislature are made
petiods of intellectual dearth for the readers of our daily papers by the
crowding out of important information by the verbatim reporis of even the
most stupid speeches, The poriod of dearth promises to be shorter this
spring than it has been in late years, as the session begins late and most
of the wind bags of the last House have been clected to stay at homo, Yet
until verbatim reports of the speeches in the newspapers are discontinued
our Legislature will probably consume as much timz in its average annual
sessions as most States in -the American Union occupy in their bieninal
sessions. :

We have received a pamphlet written by F, J. Nolker, Detroit, Mich.,
on the nickel saviogs stamp system, a new feature in the banking system of
the United States. The system was introduced in Dstroit last June by Mr.
Edwin F. Mack of the Citizens' Saving Bank. As far as we can make out
the business is managed as follows : A stamp of handsome desiga is issued
and stamp books supplied to children and others who may wish to deposit
nickels. A nickel buys a stamp, and a page in the stamp book represents
a dollar. This page can be torn out when full or sent to the bank, where a
regular deposit book is issued to the owner of the stamps and the dollar
begins to draw interest at the rate of four per cent. The method is an
attractive one, and the stamps are bought by the thousaund by thrifty chil-
dren and by older peoplealso. Grocers and druggists take agencies beciuse
they attract custom, and people often invest their change in stamps. The
benefits to the banks adopting the system aro numerous. The children are
edacated to become depositors, and the bank which attracts their young
fancy will have the best chance of eecuring their patronage when they come
to handle larger sums. A certain norcentage of the stamps are never pre-
sented for redemption and that is pure gain for the bink. Basides this, the
stamups when purchased do not draw interest until 20 are presented duly
attached to the leaf, and hence tbe banker will always have a certaia amount
on which no interest accrues. It appears to us that the bankers are the
greatest gainers by the system, and that on the whole itis better for children
to spend a good many of their nickels and keep them in circulation.

Dr. Koch’s tuberculosis remedy has not apparently pinned out as well
as the preliminary outbursts of exultation led one to hope. But still, even
now, only a short time bas elapsed since it was discovered, and uatil the
thing has had a fair trial it is well to hold bick opinions as to its curative
or non curative properties. The microbes and bacilli of modern life are
depressing when one thinks seriously of them, An amusing story of future
times is told in La Lecture by Chatles Epheyne. He tells of a certain
Prof. Bakerman who by the skilful use of negstive electricity constructed a
microbe, which while itself possessed of almost unextinguishable vitality,
was so terribly, so rapidly, so irresistably destructive that in only two hours
it ‘rould kill three thousand rabbits. He called it the Al like lightning
Bacillus. Unfortunately this Professor had an iuquisitive wife who neither
comprehended nor liked microbes, and whb in the absence of Professor
Bakerman and in defiance of Lis warnings entered the infernal chamber and
accideatally broke the phial that was the p.ison of the dreadful bacillus.
In afew hours the rash lady breathed her last. Dr. Rothbein, a great
physician, who had not yet heard of the new microbe, but was celebrated
for his skill in diagnosis, expressed the opinion that the disease of which
she died was an African pestilence which, amung the natives of Dshomey,
was known as the Koussmi Koussmi. The physician himself and other in-
habitants of Brunnwald died soon after, but the physician's opinion was
adopted by the local press, and the Koussmi Koussmi became the subject
of leading articles. It was Professor Bakerman alone who knew that the
ravages of the supposed epidemic were in reality due to the Kills like-
lightning which had escaped from the phial broken by his poor Josepha.
He contemplated with scientific pride his conquering microbe which was
marching victoriously through p2acsful Brunnwald and would soon devas-
tate all the countries of the globo ; but he was conscience-striken, and yet
he felt that to divulge his guilty secret would be to become his own execu-
tioner. He foresaw, too, that if he confessed, his confession would either
not be believed, because it contradicted the diagnosis of the celebrated Dr.
Rothbein, or, if believed, would make him an object of execration to future
generations. And here he repeated to himself with an ironical smile:—
‘ Futuro generations! Thanks to my bacillus, there will be no future gen-
erations.” But he finally confessed to his rival in microbes, and was in
consequence deemed insane. All at once an idea struck him, and he set to
work by the use of positive electricity to make a cure for Koussmi-Koussmi.
As his bacillus had spread death and destruction all over the world, his new
and certain cure—which he advertised—soon made him famous. He was
recognized by sovereigns and by nations as a Geaius who had saved the
human race from exterminatioo, and had once more proved that rebellious
nature is under the control of human science and sagacity. This is a
French satire upon German discoveries, but it gives the credit ofdiscovering
microbes to Pasteur, who first invented a process by which it was possible
to recogaize, collect and cultivate them. 1In the courae of ycars, however,
Pasteur's discoveries were left far behind. It is amusiog reading but cal-

Reports from Winnipe-, state that wolves have been more than usually
wild and ravenous this winter, and narrow escapes of numerous persons
who have been attacked by them are recorded. Io ore instance two
hunters were kept up a tree by a pack of wolves for two days.

The Y. M. C. A. building at Montreal, which recently collapsed, was
commenced in the fall of 1889 and was to have been ready by September
of this year. Its cost, including $25,000 for the land, was 145,000, of
which $80,000 had already been subscribed. The building was very flimsy,
and it isa good thing it collapsed beforc being filled with people.

The local legislature was opened yesterday with usual ceremonies. It
is 2 new house with a new governor, and the band of thie now regiment was
in sttendance. A guard of bonor, commanded by Captain Peacock, was
furnished by the Leicestershire regiment, also one from the 63rd Rifles,
commanded by Captain Cunningham. Tho band of the Rifles was also
present.

Fish dealers in St. John are protesting strongly against brush wiers,
which they affirm are killing off all young hetring in the Bay of Fundy,
Hundreds of these weirs are sct along the New Drunswick coast and the
coast of Maine, with the result that the herring is getting smaller every year.
This scason was 2 dead failure, The petition will be sent to Parliament,
prnying for a law against brush weirs, for the loss of herring means the loss
of cod as well, and the scarcity of the former 18 now attributed directly to
the fact that the weirs have killed off millions of young horring during the
past few years.

In his speech to the Bahamas legislature Governor Shea said: “A
contract bae been entered into with Measrs. Pickford & Black, of Halifax,
for 2 mail and general fortnightly steam service betwecen Nassau and the
leading places in the out islands. This contract is for seven years at an
annual subsidy of £2,500, of which, with the assent of the sccretary of state
for the colonies, £1,500 per anoum will be contributed from crown funds.”

‘The Fisherics Department has been advised of a big deal in connection
with the salmon canneries of British Columbia. Nine packing establishments
on the Fraser river and two on the Skeena have been sold to an English
Syadicate for the sum of $6o,000. Sotae of the principal canners, however,
declined to take part in the deal.  With so many canneries changing hands
just now, this would appear to be a favorable opportunity for the department
to putin force its new regulations, based on Mr. Wilmot's report of last
sutn, before further complications arise.

NOTES AND COMMENTS FROM THE CAPITAL.

When the days of the present gubernslorial regime aro ended, Lady
Stanley will leave behind her a lasting memorial of her philanthropy and her
interest in the welfaro of our fair Capital in the shape of *‘ the Lady Stanley
Institute for Trained Nurses,” which will bo formally opened at an carly
date in April, This iostitution owes its promotion ontirely to Lady Stanley,
who not only originated tho movement to found it, but gave very liberslly to
the funds required for its orection. It is intended to be a achcol for the
education of women as nurses, and will afford a homo not only for those in
coureo of iraining, but for many who will devote themselves, when trained,
to tho nursing of the sick. The goox thst similar schools have dono in the
centres of population in the United States is incalculable, 8o far as tho sick
aro concerned, and in placing a means of indopendent livelihood within the
reach of young women who have especial gifts and inclination for the noble
work of nursing, they proved most useful. No doubt msny Canadian
girls who would have otherwiso gone to New York or Boston to trsin for
their life-work will now coms to Ottawa for that purpose. The building is
spacious, handsome in appearance, and fittod with all requirements for the
purpoee for which it has been erccted,

Lady Stanley will give an “ At Homo " in the parlors of the Institute
after the formal coremonies of dedication ars gone through with. Enthnsi-
astic preparations for the event aro now being made at Rideau Hall.

Santley, the famous English baritono, supported by a number of musical
stars including Wilszeck, tho Austrian violinist, will appear at our alleged
Grand Opera Housoou Friday ovening, April 3rd. This is one of the com-
pensations * Sccicty " is looking forward to for its Lonten sclf-denials.

Referring aguin to our alleged Grand Opera House, it was with pleasure
that I learned to-day that a company of well-to-do and persistent pls;--goors
bavo at length been induced by the misories they aro forced to undergo in
worshipping at tho small and wretchedly appointed shrino of the Muses in
Ottawa to promote the building of a theatro worthy of the Capital and the
excellent artists who delight audiences here from time to timo under such
great disadvantsges, The proposed edifico will bo built upon the most im-
proved plans in a contral part of tho city, and its probable cost is estimated
m the.vicinity of £100,000,

The United Empire Trade League, which wae formed in Epgland a short
timo ago, and to the materialization of which the recont crisis 10 Canadin_u
politics 1s eaid to have given a powotful stimulas, has found enthusisstic
advocates in this city. A branch of the Lesgue is to bo started bore at once,
and an altempt will be made to promoto a =olid organization of the move-
ment throughout Canada during tho coming session of Parliament, Your
readers aro doubtless awaro that the nbject of the Leaguo is to sccuroa
British commercial union by means of preferential trado rolations botween
Great Britsin and her Colonial possessions.

Somo littlo friction between the St. Joseph’s Society (R.C.) and tho local
council of tho Knights of Labor wes occarioned by some remsrks recently
mado by President Rattoy of the former organization condemnuatory of the
aims and methods of tho latter order. At the last meoting of tho K. of L.
council a regolution was passed strongly censuring the utterances of Mr.
Rattoy, and when tho samo camo up for discussion betoro the St. Josoph's
Sccioty, two membors thercof made a violent attack upon the Prasidon t and
ho wss forced to retract tho more objectionablo features of his strictures.
Labor orgamizalion is strong in this city, and is making itsolf a factor io
politics aud temporizing occlesiasticism, ’

It is foared that tho prosent ico jam on the Rideau river will make
thinps wot for the residents of Now Edinburgh bofore the river fully opens.
McKsy street is already i~ipaseable, and if the wator rises much more, ferry
boats will bo wanted ss a means of access between different parts of the
village. Tho breaking up of tho Rideau ice was always ono of the ¢ sights"
for our legislators in tho spring, but this year their acquaintance with the
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ico will have to bo mado through tho modium of that cheorful and diligont
attendsnt upon summer sessions,—** Jobn Collins.”

Of all tho Canadian wen of lottors it has boen my privilege to meet, thoro
is o one whom I revere ro much ss I do the memory of that gontle soul
John Lesperancoe, who has just pacsed ovor to the silent mojority. I mot him
for tho first time, in Ottawa during the Patliamentary session of 1888, and
he had then begun to show outwardly, by his stooping gait and tho wearicd
expression of his faco when in repose, the blighting cffect of wany years of
trouble aud grief upon a mind so finely wrought us his. This was just bofore
the crowning sorrow of his lifo befell him in tho death of his favourito
daughter ; which, following in thie train of meny minor sfilictions, proved
too much for his sonsitivo naturo and shattored hisreason.. I was introduced
to him by a friend in the Jibrary of the Suprome Coutt, whore we found hiw
turning over tho pages of a raroe old copy of Fitekerlert's Abridgement pub-
lished in London in 1565. The apparent revorence with which ho handled
tho book struck mo a8 quaint and charming to a dogreo, and I rccognized et
. oncs that bore was a true dieciplo of literary culture who looked upon booksas

¢ Ewbalwmed winds,
Or sced-plots sown with Iimnortality,”

I had read and admired his writings so much—particularly those dolici-
ous little proso lyrics published weekly in the Montreal Gazetle undor the
title of “ Ephemrides "—that I would have greatly enjoyed a convorsation
with him at some lergth, but circumstances provonted me from improving
the opportunity then, and occasion nover again presonted itsolf. During the
few mowents’ talk I had with him the tired look I have spoken of left his
faco, and his wonderfully beautiful eyes ‘ighted vp with pleasure as he told
mo how glad he was to stray upon tho old volume he bad in his hand, and
that he contemplated making it a themo for an itom in his next batch of
“ Ephemrides.”

I think no better specimon of tho truly poetic character of his literary

gifts or the innate swcotness of his dispositior can bo presonted than i3
afforded by the closing paragraph of his paper (read bofore tho Royal Society
of Canada in May, 1883) on the Literature of Frenck Canada. He is por-
traying a scene familiar to the Canadisn mind :
* "+ A hunter is out in pursuit of the wily mooso ; ho tramps ovor miles of
untrodden snow, from the first streak of dawn till the last gloam of sun-light
lingers in the westorn sky. Tho beast is weary: he is weary., Dut the
weakor yields to the stronger—Ia raison du plus fort est lowjours la meil-
leure~~and tbe broad antlers aro bowed in tho submission of death, Drag-
ging his trophy behind him, in a last effort of oxhausted nature, the hunter
turns his face homeward, The way is long and the snow is deep, but the
faint heart buoys itself in the hopoe of a reward from wifo and children, A
tnrn in the road, and from afar the equares of yellow light beam from the
well-known window panes. The slonder bridge is crossed, the path-way
to the familiar thresheld is traversed, the welcome door is oponed and—all
is over. Iore is my Canadian picturo,—a bard day’s work in the cold, cold
world and, at night, rest in the arms of love, bosido the warm fireside of
Homo."

I observo in the Editorial comments upon Lesperance’s death contained
in your last issue of the 20th March, you mention that aftor his mind gave
way (some two yoars ago) he suffercd “ mouths of montal torture.”  That
is a mistake. In a beautifully writtou monograph upon the dead author
and poet, published ia the Dominion Illustrated of March 21st, Mr. W. D.
Lightho)t (a personal friend and brother poot of the deceased) says:

¢ It is pleasant to think that duriag his illness all his illusions, which
wero constant, wore happy, and wero mainly concerned with unbounded
hospitalities and with gifts and choques for his frionds, for all of whom he
rotained an altectionate memary.

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COMMERCIAL.

Of tho general trado situation littlo can bo said, for conditions as a rule
have undergono no apprecisblo chapge, Still tho advance of spring has
brought about somewhat of sn incresso in tho volumo of business accom-
plished, and it eecms now certain that tho carlier expectations of a brisk
and profitablo season will bo fully realized.

Payments are, as a rule, fairly good, and less accommodation in the way
of extensions is asked for than was expected, and than is usual at this sea-
son of the year.

‘Weekly Financisl Review of Henry Clows & Co., Now York, March 28,
1891.—Tho situation in tho Stock Market has been materially improved this
week by the declaration of the usual ono per cent. quarterly dividend by the
Rock Island Compsuy. Tho enemies of the road and of the various
Directore, who dppear {o bo quite numerous in Wall Street, have been con-
fident for some timo past that tho dividend would cither bo cut in two or elsc
paesed altogetber. Upon this theory a larga short iaterest in that stock bad
gradually accumulated. Tho result of tho regular mecting of the Directors
held on Monday lest was, therefore, a great disappointment to the boare, but
n causo of rejoicing on the part of the bona.fide holders of Rock Island
shares, who have been powerless to stem its heretofore downwsrd current.
Rock Island stock, in consequence, instead of heing almost the weakest on
the list, as of late, has now become not only active but ono of the important
leadors of tho general market, and has caused by sympathy otber kindred
properties to advance also ; in fact, tho whole situation at the Exchange has
undergone a change for the botter, resulting from tie declsration of the
Rock 1sland dividend. Tho continued inc.iased carnings of the St. Paul
Road have also added their part to strengthen confidence. It is conjectured
that tho President of the St. Paul Company, who tock his doparture on
Wednesday last for Eurone, will, while in London, by both word and action,
help 10 improve tho sccurities of his road in that market. St. Paul was ono
of the most favored stocks dealt in at the London Exchange. Thero is no
denying the fact that the prospects of tho Grangers and Southwestern roads
are being materially benefitted by tho reforms and greater economies in their
managenent, as well as by tho good prospect of much better crops for the
coming year than the last. The Winter wheat prospects certainly make a
cheerful outlook for all the Western roade, and if that crop, together with
the corn ¢rop, should approximato to anything near what they were in 1889,
tho Stock Market will surely bave an old-fashioned boom before tho exd of
ihe present year, which Wall Street operators and commission firms would
welcome as a great blessing. Tho present surplus bank reserve is ample to
stand the drain that is likely to bo made vpon the banks for the April
sett'oments without the prospect of their going bolow the 25 per ceat. required
by the national banking law, as has been tho caeo for tho past soveral years,
The efforl to creale uncasiness in the matter of gold shipments was too
transparent to bo of loug duration. The official statement of January lst,
nsued by the Treasury, showed that the stock of coin and bullion held by
the Departtment was $293,000,000, and on March 1st was $£3,378,374
additional. Thero 18 i tho hauds of tho public ot loast §350,000,000 of
gold, so that tho ehipments of §2,750,000 last wn-k, which was not much
rore than one-balf the amount drawn from London during the November
:nd December money disturbance here, was not in iteelf of vital importance,
nor should it be significant of a pralonged drain of tho precious motsl from
this centze. It is not unusual to mako shipments of gold at this period of
the year, as thero is usually but littlo cles left in tho way of our products
that Europo has need of, their wants having been supplied. Our exports of
werchandiso during tue twelve months to date over imports—while 1 have
not the figures at wy hand at tho moment—I am quite sure will show a
very Jarge balance in our favor. It is not unlikely, bowever, that the
teturn of American securities to this side will necessitato moro gold going
forward during tho carly spring. This certainly will bo the cssd unless a
chango comes in favor of buving back somo of the stecks that have been
tuld tor London account. Thia is not at all anlikely, 2s the condiion of
all the money n:arkets of Lurope is reported as being stugnant and without
auy particular or unusual demand. It must bo icmembered also that the
exports of silver for tho past year have only been about 82,500,000, as
against nearly $22,000,000 the provious year.

Iuwox, Hanvwane axnp Mrrars.—Dusiness in this line has not com-
wenced as yet and thero has, therelote, been little or no chaage sinco our
last report. I regard to pig iron tho spol market is unchanged, ouly small
t1auzactions ex storc passing, and nothing doing for futuro delivery. Values
1 1u0 laller connection being more or less unsettled. Soms cnquities havo
ieva made in thopast few daya for Loth pig and bar iren for spring delivery,
bwe nothing wosthy of note has transpired os yet.  Tin plates snd temno
plates continue to bo scarce avd very firm. A fair trado in general hardwaro

is in progrees, and orders for shelf goods havo incroased somewhat, Thero
has been no chango in metals gorerally except that, owing to the shutting
down of the Anaconda mine, copper is moro firmnly held and is expected to
advance in tho near future. In England during the week tin declined 10s,
Scotch warrants 6d. and No. 3 Middlesboro 9d. while copper advanced 2s,
and soft Spanish lead 2s, 64,

Breapsturys.—Tho flour market works sloug on a firm basis and,
though businees can hardly be termed active, there is a good, steady trade
doing and values aro fully maintained. The tondency appears to incline
upwards, though no actua) chango can be noted. Beerbohm’s cablo repc :ta
wheat and corn quiet, but firmly beld. Woather in England colder. The
Winnipeg Commercial says :—* In Manitoba prices scom to contioue up-
ward regardless of tho situation abroad. Tho steady export movement,
which has been going from Manitoba since tho beginning of tho wheat
movement, has made a favorablo basis for tho advanco of prices,and this,
taken with the good demsnd from-howo millers, both horo and in the east,
bas mado tho situation very firm. Prices may again this wezk be quoted
up 3c. to Sc, per bushel on an average in the figures to Manitoba farmers as
compared with a week or ten days ago.” The Chicago grain market con-
tinues weak. Wheat lost anothor §e. to 3c. Corn also declined 1ic. to 1§c.
and oats Jc. to lc. At Toledo tho wheat market 'was active but weak, and
prices declined 1Jc. to 2c. Corn and oats were nominal. The decline in
wheat at New York was Sc. to 1c.; in St. Louis Jec.

Provisions.—~Tho local demand for pork continues of small compaes,
but jobbors hold their prices very firmly and some of them claim to oxpect
an advance, which we do not think that present visible indications warrant.
Lard is very firm and, owing to the strong advance in other markets of lard
and cotton soed oil, the price of compound rofined hss been marked up.
The demand for hams and bacon continues good and prices are firm. The
only change in the Liverpool provision market was a decline of 3d. in lard.
Pork, bacon and tallow were firm at previous quotations. The Chicago
provision market was weak. Dork declines 15¢. to 173¢c.  Lard lost 5c. and
ribs 10c. The hog market there was also wesk and declined 10c. to 15c.
For choico cattle the market was steady, but it was weak for inferior grades.
Tho shoep market was dull snd slower.

Burrer.—Tho butter market remains steady and thore is a constant
demand for the best description of stock and, as we said before, this is im-
proving th.o position of uther grades, for they are sympathetic. Briefly, the
butter mirket is in a good healthy position at present and, although no
boom is expected, holders have overy reason to expect good prices from now
out. A london, England, letter says: *“The heavy falls of snow, with con-
sequent aisorganization of navigation and transit, have caused a scarcity of
butter, which is maintained to the close of the week, though meteorological
conditions are considerably improved, and prices have hardened appreciably,
Danish have advanced 2 kroner, and arrivals for next week have been sold
at higher prices, all grades participating in the advancs. At Liverpool,
Darish is quoted 132s. to 138s; Irish of differont qualities, 100s to 126s ;
States creameries, 90s to 955 ; now arrivals of Canadian dairics, 303 to 95s ;
ladles, 70s to 78s, with infarior descriptions down to 383.” Now that the
butter season of 1891 i3 about 1o open the following instructions should be
carefully observed by shippers :—A practice that should be abolished by
county shippers is that ot working low grades of packed into roll, and
packiog them in with fresh-mado roll, with the intention of pawning it all
off as fresh-msde. The decoption is always detected, and such lots are
invarial.s sold at same prices as low grades of packed command. IRegarding
packages, small flat baskets, Liolding trom 30 to 50 Jbs., aro the most desirable,
and boxes or half-barrols will do cqually as well, but packages 100 1ba. nott,
or under, meet with a quicker salo than larger packages. Care should also
bo taken before putting the butter in packages, that ail the sides and onds
of tho packago bo lined with new white muslin, thus keeping tho butter
from defeccment by touching the wood. A bad practice is in putting the
butter up in paper ; thisshould not be dono as tho paper sticks to tho butter
and damsges the appearance.  Esch roll should Lo scparately placed in a
picco of now muslin cloth, washed in warm water to take ont tho starch, ar?
thoroughly wet in good brine,  Tho rolls should be of moderate sizy and
not too large. Thon again, the rolls should be of uniform color, not packing
light ard fresh mado with other that has been colored.  The gross weight
and cerrect tares should be marked on oach package.

Cneese.—Tho market remains as last reported 2od thero has been noth-
ing particular to nole. Tho cable is unchanged as to prices. A Iandon
correspondent writes :—** Cheese exhibits increased aclivity, and there is
morc enquiry for Eoglish descriptions, which have gone up a triflo, tho
demand centering around thoso patcels which can bo obtained below tho
quotation for Canadian. Thereiaa fair demand for Colonial, and New
Zzaland ranges from 40s. to 56s. Choice Canadian chiceso is difficult to got
between 55s. to 563, and thero is every indication of belter prices, doalers
reporting a ccntinuanco of tho strong fecling, to a greater oxlent, and a
further rise of 2s. per cwi., quoting 60s. as Lo top prico for Scplembers,
with August, 56s. ; Amcrican August, 503.”

ArrLes 18 ExcLaxp.—*“ There has beon a pretty fair show of apples on
tho market this week, and a number of Nova Scotian have bzea disposed
of , but maoy of them were of poor quality, and fotched about 8s. to 12s.
per barrel, tho pick of consignments, howover, going at pricea rasging from
239, 10 31s.” .

Fruir.—Tho fruit market has not presented auvy partticulatly notable
featurcs since our Jast report, but thero has been quito an activo businos in
staple lines of green fruit—especially orangos and lemons. Hasiness ia
dricd fruit has been of a small, quiet nature not caleulated to induco any
new features. Valoncia raisins rule about tho samo hore, hut aro casior in
Now York, and it is probablo that somo cotc:siion wouid bo made hero

also in the caso of a round lot. Curranis show no change hore, but are

sonsibly firmer in New York., The Now York Bulletin says:—* Currants
continue to attract attention and with strongor advices from primary sources
the market hero has further appreciated and considerable busiucss has been
done cn the riso.”

Tea.—Though stocks aro known to bo light with no chance of buying at
Jower prices for some time to come, there seems to be a genoral disinclina-
tion to anticipate roquirements ahead to any extent. In black tess there is
no particular chango, tho market remaining steady at former prices. Green
teas are also quiet at about former range of values. It is reported from
Montreal that a number of ropresentatives of Japanese houses havo been
thore recently working like boavers for diroct orders, and that thoy have
mot with eatisfactory success.

Correx.—The Jocal warket has continued vory quiet, only a very small
jobbing trade being in progress. The New York Commercial Bulletin says
“Thero is practically nothing now on thc rarkets for Rio and Ssnitos grades-
High cost or pcor assortment, probably a combination of the two influences,
furnishes ground upon which the handling of parcels for consumption is
curtailed, but at tho samo time is a prime factor of advantago to holders and
permits the maintenance of a comparativoly iull line of valuation.

Svear.—Thoro bas been a decidedly bettor onquiry on all sides for
refined sugars during the past weok, stocks throughout tho country beiog
evideutly so low thst buyers have been forced to stock up. ‘The opinion of
the trado scems to ba that some six or eig'it weeks must clapso bofore the
tariff question is taken in hand by the authcrilies at Otlaws, and as the
consumption will go on in the meantimo, they must have stocks to supply
the trade, but business will be of a hand to-mouth charactor uantil such timo
as it is koown more definitely what the Govornment proposes to do.
Yellows are a triflo easier, but granulated continues firm.

MoLasses.—The market hore is very quiet and wo hear of nothing domn§
excopt the occasional sale of siogle puncheons. Ian Montreal rumora ar®
afloat that the Boston firm that has been holding Barbadoes molssses in that
markot for some wonths has closed out to a local speculator whose intontion
appears to be to corner the market. The stock in Montresl is now eatimated
at about 1,000 puncheons, and as he holds nearl7 all of it and the new crop
will not come along much if any before the 1at of July it would appoar as if
he had a very good thing of it. But all depends on tho market in Bsrbsdoes,
if prices keep up thuro they will, no doubt, como out sll right, but should
the market weaken, tho trade will hold off for the new crop and things may
pot turn out su well as presont indications would leave us to expect. A
recent cable from Barbadoes quoted the market firmer at 21¢. per wine gallon
f.0. b,

Fisu Ons.—Montreal, April 1.—#“Good advices from the seal fisheries
hava had an effect on the oil markets all round, and the feeling this week i3
essior. Quotations for Nowfoundland cod oil are lower and a ronnd lot
could be obisined at 38c. Steam refined seal oil is casicr and we hear of
sale of a car lot at 473c, and quoto the rangoe from 47}c. 10 50c. Norway cod
liver oil steady and unchangoed at 85c to 90c.  Sales of Newfoundlaud cod
have transpired at 50c for tanning purposes.” Gloucester, Mass.,, April 1.—
“ Ve quote cod oil at J0cts. per gal ; medicine oil 65 cts.; blackfish oil 80 to
83 cts.; menhaden oil 25 cte,; livers 25 cts per bucket.”

Fisu.—The situation of the fish market continues the samo. No life
whatever is observable. There is no demand and receipts are nil, the
stocks on hand aro quite ample for all probablo requirements. The bankors

The Strand Magazine gives a capital translation of a stury of Balzac’s.

During the expedition in Upper Egypt, ander General Dessaix, a Pro-
vencal soldier was taken prisoner by the Maugrabin Arabs. e effects his
escape, however, during the night,’and, seizing a horse, gallops into the
desert til} the animal, falling dead of fatigue, leaves him helpless in the
wilderness.

Finding a convenient cave, he takes refuge there and falls asleep. In
the middle of the night he was disturbed by a strange noise. Ile sat up;
in the profound sikknce Le could hear a creature breathing—a savage
respirati n which resembled nothing buman., Terror, intensified by dark-
ness, silence, ané the faucies of one suddenly awakencd, froze his blood.
e felt the sharp contractinn of his scalp, when, as the pupils of his eyes
dilated, Le saw in the shadow tno fant and yellow lights. At first he
thought these lights were scme reflection of his eyeballs, but soon, the clear
brightness of the night helping him to distinguish obj-cts in the grotto, he
saw lying at two paces from him aa enormwous beast ! Was it a lon?—a
tiger ?——a crocodile 2 The Provencal was not sufliciently cducated 1o know
the specics of his enemy, but his terror was all the greater sioce his ignor-
ance assisted his imagination.

e bore the cruel torture of listening, of marking the caprices of this
awful breathing, without losing a sound of i., or venturing to make the
slightest movement. A smell as pungent as a fox’s, but more penstrating,
filled the grotto, and when it entered his ncstrils his terror passed sll
bounds ; he could no longer doubt the presence of the terrible companion
whose royal den was serving him for bivouac.

Presently the moon, now sinking, lighted up the den, and in the moon
rays graduslly shone out a panther’s spotted skin.

Tho mine is owned by Mr, D. W. Allison, M.P., and Mr,
Platt, of Adolphustown. This is tho fitst discovery of nickel ore in this
county. '

Mormga.—All the men wounded by the recont explosion at Molega are
rapidly improving. Alex McInnis, whoso foot was romoved, is doing remark-
ably well, the stump healing with unusual rapidity.

The different mills are all at work, and as an improvement is noticeable
in the richness of the quariz now being crushed, wo expect the forces on the
different mines will be increased, and Molega will oxperience a revival of
the good old times.

President Parker, of the Parker & Douglas mine, i3 mskiog quite a
longthy stay, His many friends are always glad to see his smiling face.

Mr, Jobn McGuire, formerly of the Malaga Mining Co., is expected to
srrivo this week, wbich indicates tho developoment of anothor mine this
seacon on some of his areas, for Mac is always to be found whore business is
brisk, We extend him a hearty welcomo, and success in his undortaking.

Mr, Shaughnessy, amalgamator at the Boston Co’s Mine, slipped and fell
in the mill on Thursday, aod fractured bhis leg at the ankle joint. Heis
getting along nicely.

The Parker & Douglas Company is looming up, and may be a ¢ dark
borse” yet. The heavy mineral seems to be coming in and the gold increas-
ing at 140 feet, Old miners say that this will be one of tho best mines in
our country. Mr. Parker may feel proud that he * stuck to the ship,” and
put in so good a plant. We hear from those who know that this is tho most
complete plant for producing ore in Canada, He has shown by so doing that
he can live and make ore pay in Mines that have beoen abandoned on
account of non-pay ore,

The Queen County Mining Company at Whiteburn is now doing fino
work. The mwill is running day and night, with plenty of ore, and good ore
at that. Mr. P. is looking for a large brick when they clean up. We don't
think he will be disapointed, as we bave seen somo fino ore going {0 the
mill this week. Their plant can produce oro as cheaply as any in the
world, taking the siz2 of tho leads into consideration, as five air drills will do
asmuch as fifty drills by band. Ono year ago Mr. Parker had all the Mioers
against him for using them; aod all kinds of excuses wore made to dis-
courago their use; but inetead of taking them out he doubled his plant, and
now is doing all his work by air drills both at Molega snd Whiteburn.— Gold
Hunter:

The Stellerton Journal desires tke CRITIC to stats the amount of duty it
would bo necessary to put on bituminous coal in orderto secure to Nova
Scotia the coal trade of QOntario.

With the present duty of 60 cents, Nova Scotia coals now compsto
successfully in Montreal with importations from the States, but wo do not
bear of sales further west, if we oxcopt orders from tho Government for use
at Ottawa.

In order to push our coal sales in Ontario or to securo tho markets of
Hamilton aud Toronto and ports on Lake Ontatio, the duty should ba
increased to meet tho cost of transportation from Montreal to Lake Ontario.

At prosent ss bulk has to bo broken at Montreal, and tho coal reshipped,
tho expensc evidently prevents us shipping to Ontario, with tho duty as it is.
When the canals are sufficiently enlarged to permit of through shipments
from *ho mines to tho wharves at Toronto and Hamilton without broaking
bulk, vz 2o of tho opinion that a duty of 75 cents per ton will bo sufficicut
to give us the markets of Eastern Ontario, and sbould tho duty bo
increased to $1.00 a ton, a concession to which wo arc justly entitled by
tho increased flour tax and tho removal of tho duty oun anthracito casl,
wo beliove we could at oncecompeto in Toronto and Hamilton with American
03], and that when tho canals aro cnlarged and the coast of transportation
greatly reduced that that dutly would give us tho wholo ora large share
of the bituminous coal 1rade of Ontario.

Wo aro led to this opinion from our knowledge of the Western United
States coal matkots. In Chicagu, Pennsylvania bituminous coal shipped by
1ail 10 Erio and from thore by water to Chicago, has a large 3alo in spite of
tho fact that Ohio and Illinois coals have tho advantage of the short haul.
This is simply due to the superiority of tho Poonsylvania coal. It is gener-
slly admitted that Pictou coal and somo from Cape Broton is equal in quality
10 tho best Penosylvania, so that tho protecticn needod to give us tho coal
trade of Ontario, is an jucroase of duty sufficient to ovorcomo tho advantige
that Pennsylvanis now cnjoys on account of ils proximity to the Ontario
markels,

Arnother point is that the tarifl should bo tigorously enforced, and coal
dust which is now admitted at 20 cents por ton, and which must compste
most soriously with our.present sales, should bo struck out, as wo under-
stand that screenings largely used by manufacturers in Qacbze aud Ontaris
aro admittcd uodoer this hoad. ] .

Then tqoy the special concessions given cethain lazge mining and smelting
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companies, operating at or near Sudbury, of importing coal for their works
free of duty, will have to be cancelled or the duty will prove of no value,

With the canals enlarged and tho duty properly onforced, tha present
sum of 60 cents per ton might be sufficient lo give us a share of the Ontario
markete, provided our coal shippers should grasp the situation and provide
the most improved methods of handling and transporting coal, but for the
present wo think that a duty of one dollar por ton should be imposed, to be
reduced to sevonty-five cents on the completion of thoe enlargement of the
canals,

Hesvy Brrusinous Coan SmipMmeNT3.—* Siveo tho first of the year,”
ssys the Philadelphia Press, ** shipments of hituninous coal from this city
have excesded that of any other periud in tho history of the country. 7The
coasl has not only beon shipped to oastern ports, but a number of cargoes
have been sent to South America, and tho trade with tho West Indies has
been enormous, and it is expected that this year's shipments will amount to
over 2,500,000 tons, It is somothing strarcge for tho bituminous coal trade
t0-bo large at this timo of the year, as the river is generally fiozon and for
some reason the coal is not required.” Could we not minage to secure a
share of this enormous West India trade.

The MecArthur-Forrest process as an oro treatment is not a success in the
west.  Much has been expected in Boulder from the McArthur-Forrest pro-
coss, but so far nothing satisfactory has resulted. Tho samois tiue of the
Cechrape process. This mill, erccted at considetable exponso in Boulder
caoon, st tho mouth of Black Tiger gulch, was dedicated with prayer some-
timo ago, but since that time nothing has been heard of it  The ore was to
bo treated by a sccret process in which crudo petroleumn played an import-
srt part.

The Mining Exchange Journal of Denver ¢ hits the nail on the head "
in the foilowing : *‘ Mining is & branch of business as well defined and
distioct as any in ho catslogue of occupastions. The wen who are successful
miners ara {hose who have made it a lifo long study. They Lknow all about
eurface indicatiors, and though ofttimes noi scientifically educated, they are
well posted in geclogy, in tho character of ores, and what msy bo expected
from thoe contact of different formations.

‘I'ne WEST Process,.—Treating Zink and other Complex Ores.—There
ate in mapy parts of this country, especially in the West and South, large
bodies of mineral compesed of Zinc and Lead sulpbides cairging Gold and
Silver, which are almost valueless owing to the presence of the Zinc, The
smelting for gold and silver is difficult in caso of this combination, and the
presenco of tho lead is an obstacle in the way of smelting for zinc slone.
Many echomes have been devised for saving all of the metals—gold, silver,
lead and zinc—but so far without success.

In wmost instaoces, the zinc has been the objectionable element, zn3 has
serioualy interfered with the profits of the individual mine owner. At times
it has rendered tho operations of large companies, with capital, futile, so far
4 the realization’of dividends has been concerned. When found in the ore
in quantities exceeding 10. per oent,, it has proved a serious obstaclo in
amelting onn!i&xp, and a epnsequent Lieavy charge on the ore producer.

The standard: charge for smeltipg this class of ore, prior to the recent
ddvanoe, was fifty.canlsfor cach per cent of zinc over 10 per cent. in the
ote, in addition to the'Tegular rates At tho piesent time (in Colorado) fifty
cents per unite is charged on all zinc contenis.

(This charge is salways made, though it is sometimes covered up by ioclud-
ing it under the head of “Smelting Charges.")

Many schemes have also been devised for removing this obstacle in the
way of smelting, but until reccotly without practical results.  Perhaps the
mest successful has been in cases of lead and zinc combination where the
two have been separated by water dressing, and the lead in this manner
rendered cowparatively cloan. Whero the principal valuo is in the precious
metals, and theso are carried by the zinc, of course a Leavy loss is cntailed.
In most of the Colorado camps this is the case.

Mr. William West, who has had a long and successful exporicnce as a
metallurgist, has worked on this problem for years, and hss finally perfected
a sch~me whareby the objectionable element (zinc) can be removed from the
«10, and ono of two results attsined:

{A) The ore freed from the zinc and placed iu the most desirable con-
dition for subsequent smolting operations, the zinc being thrown away, or—

(B) Tho oro freed from zinc, and the latter couverted into s merchant-
abie product. -

This is accomplished by s systomof roasting in a furnace of peculiar
construction, snd by s subsequent process of gussing and lesching roasted ore.

The process in detail may bo brielly deacribed as followa:

Firat—Tho raw ote is pulverized to a degreo of fineness which will per-
mit of a very petfect roast, preferably to pass a forty-mesh acreen; its compo-
titicn is then determined with a view to securing a proper proportion of
tulphur and zinc, and lead—if the latter be present in the ore.

Sccond—The charge is then roasted until thoroughly oxidized, the sulphur
being carried off in the form of sulpuhrous acid yas, and, in connection with
Qeam, used in further treatent of tho ore.

Third—Tko oto is then placed in tanks and subjected to the action of
tho gas and eteaw, under pressuro and ata given temperature, resulting in
the conversion of the zine contonts 1o a sulphite, solubls in water.

. Fourth—Tho ore is then leached in warm water, the zinc contents preci-
Pitated, and the oro removed for treatment by tho smelters, whon the gold,
tilver and lead contentsaro recovered,

Two results have now beon accomplished ;

Firast—Tha objectionable clement has been removed from thoe ore aud tha
latter put in & most desirablo condition for future operations.

Second—The bulk of weight of the ore baa been reduced by the large

amount of zine and sulphur removed, and subsequent charges for saving the
gold. silver and load contents reduced iu like proportion.

Now, if it bo desired to derive a profit from this hitherlo objectionable
olement ( tho operator being near enough to markot to make this movement
practical),it is converted into zinc oxido or metallic zinc by the following addi.
tional manipulation.

Tirst--Aftor the ore is retnoved and dried for treatment or shipmont, the
liquor containing the zinc is subjectod to treatmont by a streara of Ammonia
Gas, which precipitates the zinc as Hydrated Oxido, the ammonia being re.
covered with small lo:s, at a nominal cost by the use of caustic lime,

Second—"Tho hydrated zinc oxide is then dried and smolted in tho otdin-
ary way to motallic form.

‘The cost of plant and treatmont is small, coneidering tho results to be
attained : A ton-ton plant, excluding cost of buildings, power and pulver-
izer can Le cerected fer about 87,600.

TIE DEVONIAN QF CAPE BRETON, BY E. GILPIN, JR., A, M,,
F. G. S,, INSPECTOR OI' MINES.

{ Concluded. )

‘I't.e minerals of the Devonian of Cape Broton are limited in number,
I am not aware of any quarrica having heen opened in them for building
purposes, slthough the surfico blocka are locilly used for fonndations,
Lridges, cle.  Limestono is mot at soveral placea, That of St. Potor’s inlat
has teor quarried and burnt to a small extont, and was utilizad during the
construction of tho cinal. The bed of limestone batween Pirate’s Cove and
Mulgrave was quarried on quite an extensive scale some years ago, and ex.
ported chicfly to Prince Edward Island. Dehind the chapel nt Arichat
there is a quarry iz a dark grey compact limestono, veined with calespar,
Tt o limestore at Pirate’s Cove is said to be somewhat hydraulic, and contains
flucrspar. ’

The oceurrence of fluorspar in theso measures leads to a hope that this
minersl, which is of considerable value, may be found in amounts of econe-
mic impottance, In 1887, 3,000 tons wers mihed in the United States and
valued at the mines at $20.000. About two-thirds was used in iron, brass
and steel works; the rowmsinder in glass works, and for tho produclion of
fluoric acid and other chemicsls.  In tho States fluoric acid to the oxtent of
6,000 tors, valued at £3 00 por ton, is produced as a by-product from the
manufacturo of eryolite into various sodium salts, alum, aluminium, otc.

Galena occurs in limestone near the hoad of Arichat harbor, and hus
been prospected ssveral timos.  The ore carries small amounts of gold aud,
I sm informed, up to ten ounces of silver.

Barytes occur in smoll quantities noar McMillan's Point on the Strait of
Canso.

So far, the Devonian rocks of Cape Broton have shown the greatest
mineral value in iron ore, and ioferentially it may bo expscted that futura
valuable discovetier will bo made. In strata of ‘this a3s in Anaapolis,
Cuutly s1e known tho valuable bedded hematites,somtimes glterdd into mag-
retives, of Clementsport nnd the Nictaux districs, |~ So far, gimilar depusits
hate rot been met in the counterpart-of thess ¥igks in Cujle Brefoa. Ia
Guy¢boro' County, however, important deposits h@ft‘sbaen-opénod, and tlieic
mode of cccutrence has a direct besring upoun thé;prohable oré-yielding
lccalities on the oppusite sido of the Strait of Canze, AtErinvilldisa largo
and impoitant deposit of speculsr ore. Some years ago u test was madoe of
the extont of this deposit. A shaft was sunk in the ore fifty feet, and a
tunr.e) driven, exposing a body of ore sixty five feet wido ; anothor bed in
the vicinity was twelve feet wido. The ore is faitly compact, ruoning from
55 t0 62 jer cent. of metallic iton, and very low in phospborus, and nut
holdirg shove the amount of sulphur usually found in ore of this character.
‘I'he walls cf tho veinsare composed of grocnish, dioritic, folspathic, trappean,
hreccisted rock.  About a milo further west, promising indications of ore
bavo been found in altered slates, and shales with quartz.  In tho vicinity
aro largo masscs of dark gray trap, io contact with conglomerate.  On the
seashore, nesr tho east sido of tho mouth of Milford Haven, are large bLeds
of altered clay slates, veioed with calespar and quarlz, and penetrated by
dioritic rocks. Veins of ore up to two feot in thickness, of the compact
specular varioty, have beon opened here and worked to & small extent, The
ore, which was of excellent quality, was not carefully mined, and the
admixture of stono which was sont away caused the Londonderry works to
stop buying it.

At tho Indian Reservo, near Robinson’s Cove in Richmond County,
similar depnsits of specular iron oro aro met, cuttiog tho shales and sind-
stones. Somo explorations have shown the presenco of. deposits of workable
sizo  Asin Guysboro' County they are in the immediate vicinity of ingenous
rocks. Tho orois of good quslity, and no? excossively sulphurvus.  The
fact of tho conuection between the ingueous rocks and tho iron ore veinsis
of valuo to the prospector, as by boaring it in mind, he is 2ble to contract
tho atea in which ho may be soarching. It is truo that deposits of this
character, owicg their oxistenco to irregular masses of intrusive rocka, bLave
not the uniformity of bedded deposits, but they are not necesaarily wore
irrcgular than tho normal vein deposits of specuiar ore.

Some attention has beon given during the past year to the iron ores of
St. Peter’s mountain, somoa miles south of MeNab's Cove, but I am not
scquainted with the ore or its surroundings. Tho ores of this district are
favorably situated for shipment, and of fair guality, and it appears, ¢o faras
our present steck of information goes, any futuro miving activity of the
lgcalitics wo have baen considering will bo found in their extraction aud
transportation,

Mr. Flotcher's reports, as issucd by tho Geological Survey of Canads,
givo fuller details about tho Dovonisn of Capo Breton, and I am indebted to

im for much of the information I included in this papor,
