Possibly the canals should not be
considered as & source of revenue but tho
shipping should not be relieved from all
burdens for maintenance and repaivs.

~The Toronto Court of Appeals has been
called upon by the Attorney-General ‘to
settle & complex point in regard to ex-
ccutions and assignments for the benefit
of creditors. The point is whether ex-
ecutions in the hands of a sheriff against

o ‘priority it may open 2 mew field .of
competition among business men, When
it is thought a man is going to fill there
will be & rush to get judgment belfore he
signs the assignment paper, so as to get
ahend of the others on the estatoe.

The British markets
were firm and higher at times, but the

In Canada, the complaint is ehat
prices have been low and business un-
renpnnux-utivc. This state of affairs has
existel for several years. There has
beew. an increase jn the production of
Canadian wools, hut the United States
market has been the only one for our
surplus, and the MeIinley tariff has
materially interfered with sending our
long combing wool to that market. It
is mot improbable that free wool will
be soon recognized as a necessity in the
Republie and, in anticipation of the
change, American “nycls are believed to
have operated largdis on this side. Of
lu_te, local manufacturers have doubt-
less reaped most of the profits, but it
must be said that lower grades of
clothing have been cheapened for the
cousumer in this country. Xor the

Jdagl three years there has heen, o grad-

ual jnerease in the jmportation of for-
cigr. wool into Cannda. The average
prices of combing wool jn *90, '91 and
92 have been the lowest on reeord, se-
leet Canadla combing. selling dircel to

TAXATION WITHOUT REPRESENTA-
TION.

At the first glanee some of our read-
ers. may -imagine this hca.dinQ 1o be
erroneous, but we think a littlebfurther
cousideration +will serve to convinece
them as to its being o true description
of an existing state of afiairs,

It is generally conceded that the pro-
fits vealized byAIjrc Insurance compan-
ies are uveertain and very precarious.

The decision arvived at by the Brit-
ish and foreign companjes to Increase

the rates of fire insuranece premiums in

the Maritime Provinces by fifty per
cent i8 an indication of what may oe-
cur on any day in any village, town,
eity, or provinee, in casc the éompanies
agree amongst themselves to require
such aetion. Yet, whatever may liap—
pen or whatever may e the result, no-
body can afiord to be without ndequate
insuraace” against loss by fire.

These premises 4o not suggest any
idea of wrong-doing on the part of the
companies; they are finaneinl institu-
tions which must be managed jn the

" interests of their sharcholders, whose

im'cstmcn'ts are for ihe purpovses of
sufety and profit to themseives, and not
for elecmosymu-y purposes

Wlule these companics are subject to
suddon '.mxtws guch as have occurred
m Cmcng‘o', Boston, Quebee, St Johns
(V!ld) nnd other plnces, it'is’ xmposslble

for them to have any very long cons

tinued experiences of extraordinary pro-
fit because of the severe competition for
husiness amongst themselves which re-
sults in lowering or cutting of rates;
additional cost of business by way of
commissions; jnereased loss ratio by
means of “permits” and * privileges”’
and thesin'cvuiling deference to publie
opinion which prevents adequate de-
fence to claims based upon misrepresen-
tation, fraull or over-valuation.

All the losses by accident, by eareless-
ness, by arson, fraud, over-valuation
and every other cause must be paid.
No company can afford to'dispute them
because public opinion is easily worked
up to the injury of any company which
seeka to defend itself against any elaim,
however bad the claim may be; conse-
quently the heading to this article is
incorrect in so Yar as it refers to that
portion of the taxation of the country
for fire losses which arc based upom
evil practices and the encouragement
by juries.

It ig however erroneous to supposc
that the fire insurance companies pay
the claims for losses by fire; it is true
that they furnish and manage ‘the ma-
chinery by which these losses are paid,
but if they, in the strictest sense of the
word, werp to “pay” them, they would
soon cease to exist, as companies gen-
crally do to more or less extent .after
and by reason of cvery conflagration;
or if they do not cease to exist they
withdraw from countriecs or dlstricts
whicl present reasondble probabilities
of the oceurrence of such contingencies.

It is the assured who pay the prem-
jume. It is from the premjums all
taxes, éxpenses and losses are paid;
consequently it is the assured who pay
all the losses, and yet the assured have
no voice in the payment of them. Of
course there are exceptions to this rule,
because, if a claim is disputed it may
be left to the tender mereies of o jury
composed in part of insured persons, in
which case the companies are generally
directed to pay the full amount of the
policies and all the expenses of litiga-
tion, by which means the companjes are
cifectually prevented from questioning
the validity or the amowits of the
claime upon them, and are driven to the
formulation of such tarifis as will cover
all losses however bad their origin may
be.

The companies can stand this state
of affairs quite as long as the publie
can. Tlie jwople will always exist and
will always rcquu'e insurance agalnst
loss by fu'e, and must always pay such
mteﬂ of premiums as will enable the

o e T e i -
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‘compauies to realize yeasonable profit
after paying for every form of iniquity
‘the pablic can devise or eneourage be-
cause the public cannot do without
{he companies.
: The compaﬁies have done their duty
honestly in grading cvery place in ac-
cordance with its ljability to _firc from
ﬁmidamc eauses and have made
every allowavce for the probable reduc-
tion of the five loss by the appliances
furnished for that purpose.

~Lvery one of the companies has en-
deavoursll to avoid as much a8 possible
the extra dapger arising from what is
generally termed moral-hazard so lar as
it is ascertajnable by the ordinary
means, but every company is liable to
he jmposed upon by evil persons, hiter-
ested agontis, and by eréditors who in-
sist upoun the condonation of offences,
the punishment of whieh would injuri-
ously alfect their own halance sheets ;
g0 that the apathy, the want of proper
thought, or the adverse interests of the
public all combine to jncrcase ihe tax
for protection for fire losses.

Everybody grumbles at the cost of
adequate protection from loss by fire
and yet nearly everybody does ull he
only
theirt
grumbling, all their animosity and all

can Lo inerease it, and the few
have the sense to see that all

their injustice is at the expense, not of
{ihie fire insurance companies, but of the
\ although
a fire, yet must

carei |1 honest persons who,
they may never have
have ivsurance against such losses as
may occur, or are unavoidable, what-
ever the cost may be.

When the thoughtful, careiul, honest
people beecome the majority, in Canada,
then will the fire losses deerease and the
taxes levied for their payment be pro-
portionately lowered by the increasci
competition for & business of compara-
tive salety.

The fartheranee of a healthy public
opinion on this subjeect is the duty of
every influential journal. When that ob-
jeet is attajned, then the fire Insurance
company which pays an exeessive or n
fraudulent” elaim for loss will be cave-
fully avoided, and the companies will
as earciully refrain from demoralizing
the people by such payments, but un-
til the people comprehend the facts
that th»,y. and not the companies, pay
for all losses of whatever nature—lion-
est or dishouest—the companics cannot
.afford to cominil sujeide by defending
their policyholders from the inercase of
the tax for protection froin losses by
iire caused by arsb'n, incehdlarlsm over-
vulunt;ou or fraud and crime of any
kiung, because the verdicts of jurios and

“produets  in

the clamony of interested parties minke
it neeeseary that provision be made to
cover their effects. - '

" CANNED GOODS.

The keen"'ébmpétiti_oﬁ of toreign food
the" Brifish murkets is
doubtless responsible for the prejudice
shown against canned goods by the
agricultural press of Great Britain.
Quite recently sensational and exagger-
ated accounts of cases of illness, re-
ported to have arisen from eating tinned
food, have been published. Slight men
tion is made of the fuct that hundreds
of millioug of tins of food are consumed
every year, and that the few cases of
sickLess reported are, in every [nstance,
due to the parties eating spoiled canned
goods.

* One of the latest cases, wlhere three
parties were obliged to go under treat.
ment, after partaking of Canadian lobs-
ter, was due to the fact that the can
had been accidentally pierced some time
before. A somewhat similor case
that of a young man reported to have
died from eating bad sardines. If
people will eat food, tinned or other
wise, which is bad, they must expect
to suffer.

__"All Acty of Parliament are presumed
1o be paksed with a knowledge by the
-legislature of their existing laws, whe-
-ther Federal or Provincial, and of the
“decisions of the courts upon the mat-
"ters which arc the subject of legisla-
pioxn. And when an Act hasg received o
construction cither from long practice
or from judicial interprétation, and is
‘afterwards re-enacled jn the same
Aerms, the leglislature is decmed to have
had that construction in view in the
re-enactmeirt, '

It would thervefore appear that any
clauses in a proposeil bankruptey Act
which found & place in the last Act of
1875, or its amentiments, must be con-
slrued in accordance with their former
interpretation. Hence it follows that n
new Act will need a lawyer always at
hand Lo aequaint us of the decisions
which stand as precedents and govern
the interpretation of the tevived clauses,
In regard to any new clauses we will
still ave to remember that the Act
cannol cover all cases of insolveney to
the exclusion of other judicial proceed-
ings—that it ennnot interfere with the
common law uag it may exist in any of
the Provinees in regard to composition
and diseharge—that it does not re-
peal, by implieation, any statute here-
:to[orc in foree in any of the Provinces.
Partics may still if they choose wind
up the cstate of an insolvent debtor
jv’lt;hout having recourse to the ma-
chinery provided by the insclvent Act,
for the act only applies (and to the
extent that it is not in coniliet with
common law) where an assignment js
made, a writ of attachment issued, and
proceedings Laken thereunder.

The lnst act had to deal with unjust
preferences as well as fraudulent oncs,
and it was found that the terms were
not synonymous—Lthat nothing but the
voluntary act of the debtor in conten_x-
plﬁbion of insclveney could void a pre-
ference, such being infraud of other cre-
ditors. But a preference under pressure
\:vhcre the volition of the debtor was
removed did not void it, It was held
that the aeb oaght not to be construed
to preveut the exercise of reasonable
bona fide cfforts on the part of an ener-
getle and hopeful debtor struggling,
\ﬂ_tu honest intentions, to pay all his
debts. It was also declded that o debt-
or who is solvent may pay any or all
s dc}_bts although proceedings in bank-
ruptey are pending against him,

. _'l‘hb. foregoing gathered in the course
of our stully of the former act, have
caused some pcop‘lq to hesitate in es-

pousing overwarmly the introduction of
o general insolvency law. ' '
Lel well alone, according to them,
may still prove to be the wisest maxim
to follow. If faflures diminish both here
and in the States without such legisla-
tion—if men will only invoke it when
it guits them—and fall back on the com-
mon law whea they discover in it a bet-
ter protection ol their interests, natur-
ally there is some perplexity in con-
sidering the whoie question of support-
ing a general bankruptey law, and we
should like to see it more largely dis-
cussed by our business men. Busi-
ness men of Dominion wide experience
should however e the best judges in the
mabter. Statisticiang do not always a-
gree; that they greatly differ may be
scen in the returns of the most active
among them, the ‘ Mcreantile Agen-
cies.”'—(Communicated.)

MONTREAL BOARD OF TRADE.

Commeree is the most fertile source of
wealth, and counsequently of power.
Were it nrot for commeree, this province
and its ehief city would to-day only evi-
denee that degree of progress to be ex-
peeted from a native population, the
majority of whom were in their habits
opposed to activity, whose characters
possessed all that inertness of the O
icutal, and being devoid of those mo-
tives. . which clsewhere lead to the ae-
cumulation of wealth, only serve as an
impediment to commerelal development.

A tuste for commeree has been the re-
sult of peact and freedom, yet it is not
enough for commeree or its highest de-
gree of prosperity that the people who
cherish it are free. To give to it jtst
greatest efifieieney and usefulness re-
quires that its affajrs should be regu-
Jvied by wise and judiclous inws, not
based on theories ol even the wisest ec-
onomists at a distanee, but the out-
growth of practical experiences at hand,

Railway, writing in 1886, says:—* Dur-
ing the construetion of the Credit Valley
nilway, of which I was then Chicf En-
gineer, the Thorold eement was used al-
together in the huilding of the culverts,
bridge abutments, and other masonry.
Again, on the Northern and Pacifie June-
tion Railway (vecently finished) some
thonsands of Linrrels of this cement were
used in the masonry and eonerete required,
and under peenlinr eiretunstances, which :
put the eemeont to a very severe test inded, i
as the work was unavoidably done in
winter, and in the coldest weather possi-
hle. The last writer concludrs by snying
that the cement “ can safely and with pro-
fit he used wherever Porgland cement is
speeified.”” The same ecement was used in
the construction of the Victorin Inidge
of Montreal, the towers of the old Suspen-
sion bridge, and in the Canandian abut-
ments and appronches of the Cantilever
Bridge at! Ningnva Falls and in the Inter-
national bridge at Port Wrie, in all of
which works it has thoronghly maintained
its weputation. The vaw material is
practieally inexhaustable in the neighbor-
hood, and the eapacity of the works—con-
dueted by the estate of the late John
Battle, manngad by his sons who have
shown themselves in this respeet men of
¢haracter and ability—-is only bhounded by
the demand for the article. There is mno
doubt that ere long ‘this Canadian coment
will entirely supersede the imported arti-
cle in all our publie works, and in a re-
tail way by builders and others. It s
claimed, and with some justice, that an
inerease of duty is due to thiose who have
invested so largely in the promotion of
this interest in Canada.
