God eternally” Having finished thie prayer, all
entered the church] in pairs and proceeded to the
grand altar, chanting the litany of the saints—the
church militant is dedicating & new temple- to the
Most High with all religious joy and gladness, and
it calls upon its brethren in heaven, the church-
triumphant to assist in making their prayers and
praises more efficacious. When before ;the high
altar, the celebrant prayed that God would vouch-
safe to give eteroal rest to thefaithful departed—in
.the midst of these joyful ceremonies .the Church
suffering mustJaot be forgotten; ifs claims upon
.the prayers of its militant and triumphant brethren
are always in -otder and no more fitting occasion
than the present all important. one -couldipresent
itself, This prayer concluded, the celebrantin a
loud voice besought that God would bless and
purge this church and altar dedicated to His honor
to the Holy spirit and the name of the blessed St.
Patrick. At the word * bless” he, with his right
hand, blessed the church and altar with the sign of
the cross; after which, as before, he genuflected
while the Litanies were recited. The chanters pra-
ceeded with the Agnus Dei and the Ayrie, the Bishop
rising prayed—aiter the usual introductory Oremus
and Fleciamus ‘Genua—that tho Lord would grant
mercy to His faithful children and be propitious to
their present undertaking.. A repetition of the pre-
vious ceremony then took place, after which the
Archbishop prayed that the Almighty and merciful
God, who bestowed so much. power on His priests,
would, trough the immensity of His clemency and

thus rebuked the cruelties : practised by Ceroticus

youth he enjoyed the society of the greatest men
of France. - He was a kinsman of St. Martin, that
incomparable man—whether we view him in the
canp or in the court, or seated ou his episcopal
throne. He was also the companion of St. Ger-
maln, oneof those bishops of whom the historian
has said that they made the civilization of France
as bees make the hives. And when St. Germain
and St. Lupus were sent to Britain, as delegates of
the Holy See, to put down the heresy of Pelagis, it
was his good fortune to accompany them on their
important mission. As an humble pilgrim he
visited the Holy See, that he might obtain from
St. Peter's successor authority to preach; aund in
Rome he became acquainted with the sacred trea.
gures of the Eternal City. Near the slope of the
mouatains of Piedmont there yet stands the town
of Ivrea, whose special glory it is that. some four-
tecn huadred years ago it harbored St, Patrick on
his wayfrom Rome, where Pope Celestine had
given hik his mission to Ireland. For years he
lived at\Lerins, that island- sanctuary which
Eucherls describes as set in an azure gea, luxari.
ant w.lth&s wealth of vines, bright with & hundred
streams, and fragrant with the perfume of flowers. |
Lerins woj the great university of the day and the
centre of karning, round which the Jeading minds
of Europe, were gathered, and from which issued
bishops to ‘rule the most illustrious sees in thethen
growing npition of France. There he became ac-
‘quainted with-all the learning 'of the age, and,
above all, with the science of the saints. With
such. gifts df nature and grace, after years of con-
vergation with the loftiest spirits of the West,
virtue less pswerful than his might have turned in
disgust from\the‘ barbarous island which had al-
ready expelled Palladius; nor were wanting the
tears and entreaties of bis parents, who vainly
sought to disfuade him from his heroic undertak-
ing, but a3 hejwrites in his confessions': « By the
power of Godl am by no means consented or ac-
quiesced to them, not Dby any strength of my own,
but by the grace of God, who gave me power to]
resist them thaj I might go to preach the gospél to.
the Irish natiod; that I might'bear many persecu.
tions, even to chalng, and give myself and my no-
bility for the salvation of others.” Was ever mis-
sion more lowly than this! and yet with whnt-
splendid results bas it been bleseed ! The greatness
of St. I’ntrick’s\miasion can be best mensured by
consldering whdt wonders he achieved first in hils
own goul and néxt arousing the people to whom:
God sent him, Three things constitute the holi-:
ness of the saints: the fear of .the Lord, which is
the beglaning oflwisdom : faith, which is the con-
stitution of growth in holiness, for the just man
lives by faith and love of God, which is its crown.

.these words of Christ apply: *Amen, amen, I
gay unto you, that ye shall weep and lament, but
the world shallrejoice; and ye shall be sorrowful,
‘but your sorrow .shall Le turned into glory.” Aas
tlie Church on this day commemorated in a special
manner the memory of her two greatest sous, I
think it will be entirely in accordance with her
spirit to give you a brief resume of how she has pur-
sued her way from the day that Peter preached the
resurrection of his Divine Master to that on which
his successor denounced, in his * Syllabus,” the
materialistic pantheism of Compte and the rational-
ism of the German philogophers. Theexamination
after her eighteen centuries of existence, will find
her with all the vigor of her infant life, despite her
many trials. . The Church began her career upon
Pentacost, when Peter preached and converted three
thousand to Qhrist. He preached a second discourse
with. still greater success: five thousand are admit-
ted into the fold.. Jerusalem is  aroused, Peter
and John are arrested, accused, chst into prigon, and
finally cited before the Jewish court, which.forbade
them . fo preach in tho name of Jesua. Fearless
of the threat of the Council and true to their Di-
vine Master, they went forth and “ they spoke the
Word of God with confidence.” Thres times im-
prisoned and threatened; three timesforbidden to
preach in the name of Christ, still thev preach Him:
reckless of consequences. Commanding, we com-
mand that yowshould not teach in His name. Such
was the world’s decrec, Peter and the other apos-
tles reply, * We ought to obey God rather than man.”
i We cannat but ‘speak the things we liave seen
and heard.” The council then resolved to iill them
and would bave done so but for the advice of one
of its membirs— Gamaliel, who made use of these
words: = - .

“And now, I eay, refrain from these men, and let
them alone; for if thin design or work be of men,
it will full to nothing., But if it be of God, ye can-
not overthrow-it, lest perhaps ye be found even to
oppose God."—Acts v. 38,39, ° ‘
-' The apostles were then &eaten; warnedand aliow-
cd to depart. But as they still persévered in their
tesolution to “ obey God rather than -man,” n storm
of persecution follows, which disperses them, and
they carry with them'the light of the Gospel, and
cause it to shine among the surrounding nations;
thus the very means the Jewish rulers employed to
root oui the faith of Jesus, uxtended it. Ten years
afterwards, Petéer .addiesses his first epistle to-the
faithful in Pontus, , Galatia, Cappadocis, Asia and
Bithynia. SaintJohn 'rules Asia Minor, 'St, Paul
-writes LB epistles to Christian congregationsinthe
{famous ci'ties of Rome and Athens. Petertakes up
his residence at Rome; and hence as from the
centre of - tha :Christlun universe, the evangelic
light - will, be diffused throughout the world, and
Rome becomes the eternal city, for she will soon
“be the capital of a spiritual city, whoss limita nre
.the world's boundaries, whose duration the world’s
existence, The joys of Thabor will by quickly fol-
“Towed by the sorrows of Gethsemane. - The-pagan
world become alarmed and rises against them, and,
true to our Lord's warning, they are calumniated
ond misrepresented—the most horrible crimes are
‘imputed to thém. They refuse to adore falsc gods,
they are accused of being atheists ; in thelr religi-
ous assemblies they give the kiss of peace, they are
accused of - Incestuous love; they partake of the
holy Eucharist, they are accused of infanticide, acd
of eating’flesh-and ‘drinking blood. These tertible
accusations,—these foul calumnies are spread
broad:caat, and beljeved in all the provinces of the
empire/ They were'not prevalent among the com-
mon people only ; hut were shared by the best and
‘moét edncated citizens. Christians are regarded as
‘the irrecorcilable. ‘Justin, Athenagoras, Tertullian,
Origen and ‘ Minutins Felix repel the charges, but
their replies‘lie rotting for want of readors, whilst

To-morrow will be the 12th of ‘July—the
day.of days for the Orangemen the world over.

THE BATTLE OF THE BOYNE

The following account of the battle of the
Boyue is from an English historian—Smiles-:

# William reached the Boyne, at the head of his
advanced guard, early on the morning of the 30th
of June, After carefully surveying the lines of the
Irish on the opposite side of the river, he resolved
to force the passage on the following day. " As his
army was marching into camp, he himeself went out
to reconnoitre with some of his staff. The rich
plains of Meath were wjthin sight ; the clear and
joyous river ran sparkling through a fair und fer-
tile ‘pasture land ; and the very summits of the
hills were clad in verdure. ¢ Behold,’ said William,
turning to his officers—* behold a land worth fight-
ing for ' As he advanced along the left bank, how-
ever, & circumstance occurred which bad nearly
proved fatal to William, and checked the career of
his ambition. He had advanced to within musket
shot of Oldbridge, on the opposite side, when he
fixed on the place where his batteries wera to be
planted,and decided upon the spot at which bis
army should pass the river; after which,
and sat down to refresh him-
self on a rising ground., The motions of
Yilliam aad his staft were carefully watched
from the other side of the river. Berwick,
Tyrconnell, Sarsfield, and some other generals, cb-
gerved the position of William, and ordered up a
detachment of men with two field-pieces, which
immediately opened a firo on the opposite party.
1Yilliam, however, saw his danger, and took to horse;
Lut, ere he could do this, 8 man and two horses
alongside of him were killed by the first shot; the
second had like to have proved fatal to him; the
ball having struck the bank of the river, rising en
ricochet, slanted on the king’s right sboulder, took
out a piece of his coat and tore the skin and fiesh.
Some confusion immediately took place among the
attendants of William, and he reds off, stooping in
his saddle ; ongeeing which, the report immediste-
ly arose in the lrish army that the Prince of Orange
was killed. The intelligence was immediately con.
veyed to Dublin, acd from thence to the continent,
where it caused both sadness and rejoicing. At
Parig, the guns of the batteries were fired, the
church bells were set ringing, and bonfires were
lit.in the streets, in commemoration of the cvent.
William however, was but slightly hurt; and, bav-
ing got his wound dressed, he continued on lLorse-
Lack during the greater part of the day.

On the side of James there was little of the reso-
1ute determination that was so conspicuous on the
part of his opponent. After his sudden bravado,
the cowardly monarch gradually cooled down, until
Lo at lenzth became 5o anxious to aveid an engage~
ment a8 he had formerly Leen to court one. Atthe
appearance of William’s army marching into quar-
ters, on the opposite side of the Boyne, the last
vestiges of James's courage completely evaporated,
A council of war was held Inte in the evening,
when the French generals, who had perceived
William's superiority in numbers and artillery,
seconded James in bis efforts to avert an encounter
Or 1he other hand, the Irish geucrals were eager
to engage with the enemy, and urged that William's
jassage of the Boyne should be desperately resisted.
"he result was, that James resolved to risk a partial
Inttle, keeping himself out of harm's way the while
aad then to retreat, by the pass of of Duleek, with-
ott risking & goneral action, Hamilten, the Irish
geieral, advised the sending of eight regiments to
pretect the bridge of Slane, a post of great conse-
quince, inasmuch as it commanded the left of
Jume's position, and there was litile doubt that
Wiljam’s right wing would there attempt a pas-
snge' but James received the proposition with in-
diffeznce, and snid ho would order thither fifty
dragoons]  Hamilton, surprised and chngrined,
bowed and was silent. In the mean time, James,
in anficipation of a retreat, ordered the baggage

mediatly sent forward to Dublin, The fighting
part of the affair on the morrow was intrusted to
the Irisk; while the six thousand French, the best-
appointel part of the army, were to take are of the
wretchedmonarch, and conduct him in safety from
the field +f battle. Thus did James deliberatoly
make his preparations to throw awsy his last
chance forbis own throane, and to sacrifice, without
a struggle, his brave and loyal adherents ameng
the Irish pwple. ..

At William's council, a very different spirit pre-
vailed. Tht mind of the leader gives the tone to
every counc. William was resolute, and benton
an engagemeat, He at once declared his determina-
tion to cross the river,on the morrow, in front of
the encmy. The hazardous nature of such an at-
tempt, however, startled some of William's best
officers. Duke Schomberg, now above eighty years
of age, ondeavored to dissunde him from the enter-
prise. When be could not prevail, he urged that a
strong Lody of men should be immediately detach-
ed to secure the bridge of Slane, so as to flank the
encmy,and cut tiem off from tue pass of Duleek.
Schomberg's advice was received with indifference,
and the old general retired, it is said, in disgust:
he afterwards received the order of the
battle in his tent, remarking that it had
been ‘the first ever sent to him’ Tha order of
William was, that the river should be Ipassed in
throe places—Dby his right wing, commanded by
Count Schomberg (2on of the duke) and Lieutenant-

‘| General Douglas, at the fords near the bridge of

Stane ~tha former commsanding the cavalry, the
latter the infuntry; by the centre, commanded by
Duke:Schomberg ; and by the left wing, command-
‘ed by William in person, Orders were {ssued that
every soldier should b provided with a plentiful
stocle of ammupition, and that all should be ready
to march by Ulreak of day,and that every inan
ghonld wear a green bough or sprig in bis bat, to
distinguish them from the Irlsh, who wore the
white cockade, He rode through his whole army,
about twelve o'clock at night, inspecting them by
torch-light ; and, after giving out the pns:ﬂ-word,
¢ Westminater,' he retired to his tent, impatient for
tho strnggle of the morrow, .

“The shades of night lay still and quiet over the
sleeping host. The stars looked down in peace
upon these sixty thousand brothers of one great
human family, ready to rise with the sun, and im-
bue their bands in each other's bloed. God and
nature had formed them inio one common image,
and breathied into them a deep sympathy for thuir
kind; but tyrant . factions nud warring creeds had
set them at bitter enmity to ench otber,and turned
all the swestness of their-existence into gall. Nu-
ture now lny pacaceful around them, as a sleeping
child ; a fow. twinkling lights gleamed through the
dark, from the distant watchtowers of Drogheda;
the murmur of the river which separated the two
armiss fell faintly on the ear; dnd the only sounds
of life which arose fromhs vast host that now lay
encamped .in . the valley "of ihé Boyie, were tue
hoarse challenges of the se
‘thefr midnight rounds! .. . oo

up, the hattle commenced. Count Schomberg and
General Douglas.at once moved forward with the
right wing towards Slane.” TheIrish also brought
up their left' wing towards the same place; but
they were too late, owning to Jame's indecision of
the previovs night. Before their resistance ‘could
be brought to bear with effectupon the onemy’s
ranks, they had dashed into the river and forded it
there. After a smart fight, the Irish retreated, and
thousand English horae, foot, and artillery, gained
a firm footing upon the right bnnk of the Boyue.
There still, howeyer, lay bLetween them and the
Irish position several fields' enclosed by deep
ditches difficult to be crossed; and beyond these
lay the morass, which was still & more embarrass.
ing obstacle in their- way. They forced their way
through, nevertheless ; when tho Irish fled towards
Duleek, and were ‘pursued with great slaughter.

The centre, under Duke Schomberg, so s00n as
it was supposed that the rieht wing had eflected
their passage, prepared to enter the river at Old-
bridge. The Dufch blue guards, beating & march
till they reached the water’s edge,then wentin
eight or ton abreast, the water reaching abuove their
girdles. When they had gained tho centre of the
siream, they were saluted with a tremendous fire
from the breastworks, houses, and hedges, on the
Irish side of the river. But they pushed on,and,
reaching the opposite bank, drove the Irish skirm-
ishers before them. Hamilton now brought the
Irish Dattalions of infantry to bear on them, but
without effect. The Irish cavalry also charged
them with vigor, but the Dutch squares remained
unbroken. William, observing that his favorite
troops were hardly pressed, ordered two regiments
of French Huguenots and one English regiment
to their assistance. Humilton's infantry met them
in the stream, yet they made gopd their passnge.
Buta Lody of Irish dragoons, at tho moment of their
landing, charged them on their flank, broke their
ranks, and cut the greater part of them to pieces.
Caillemote, their commauder, waz killed, dying
like a Frenchman, with the words in his mouth—
A la gloire, mes etifuns! A la gloire’ [To glory, my
sous! to glory!] A squadron of Danish horso now
pushed across ; Jut the Irish dragoons, in another
of their dashing charges, broke and defeated them
in a moment, driving them back across the river in
great cenfusion and dismay.

The brilliant, rapid, and successful attacks of the
Irish cavalry spread a general alarm through the
ranks of the enemy. As they approached, the
genernl cry of ¢ Horse! borse! was raised, which
was mistaken, by William’s advancing soldiers, for
‘Halt!Lalt? The confusion was rapidly extend-
ing, when old Schomberg, perceiving the disorder,
and that the remaining French Huguenots had no
commaunder to lead them, crossed tha river with o
few followers, and put himself at their head.
Pointing to the Frenchmen in James's rauoks, he
cried, b Allons, messieurs, voila vey persecutenrs [On-
ward, men! behald your persecutora!] and was
preparing to rush forward; but scarcely were
these words out of his mouth, ere he was shot
through the neck by an Irish dragoon,or, s some
supposed, by a fatal mistake of one of his own
men,

The critical moment had now arrived. The
enemy's centre was in complete confusion, The
Irish cavalry rode through their ranks, Their
leaders, Schomberg and Caillomote, were both
killed; and the men were waiting for orders, ex-
posed to the galling fire of the I:ish infantry and
the furious charges of their cavalry. Had James
improved the moment, and ordersd the French
troops to the instaut aid of the Irish, there can Lo
little doubt that the day would bave been decided
in his favor. But Jumes {ooked idly down from the
heights of Donore, surrounded by his unoccupied Irench
body-guard of six thousand men,—a safe ond inglorious
spectator of a struggle, on the tssue of which his crown
depended, He watched the tide of Lattle veering,
now Lere, now th¢ir; hia enemles pusbing their
way in triumphb, and the brave Irish falling Leneath
the swords of the foreiguer ; then the dashing charge
of the Irish cavalry, the rout, the melee, the pur-
suit, Now was the time for the electric word,
‘Onward I' to be seat aloug the line, Bub no; the
misgrable monarch did not e¢ven sympathize with
the succers of bis own soldiers; forit is said that,
on observing the Irish dragocns of Iamilton
cleaving down the cavalry, and riding over the
broken infantry, of William, he exclnimed, with a
mawkish seosibility, ¢ Spare, O spare my English
subjects !’

T'ke firing bad now lasted, uninterruptedly, for
more than an hour, when William of Orange seized
thie opportunity, to turn the tide of battle against
his spiritless adversary. He catored the actloa at
the head of the left wing, which consisted chiefly
of Dutch, Danish, and English cavalry, and directed
it upon James's centre, where the Irish now had the
decided adventage Crossing the river through a
dangerous and difficult pass, in which he was ex-
posed to counsideralle danger, he made his appear-
ance nt tho head of bis squadrons, with hig drawn
sword, and soon forced back the Irish infantry, But
the Irish drgoons still maintaived their superiority
They ngnin vigorously charged the foreign troops,
and completely broke their ranks, William hasten.
ed up to the Enniskilleners, and asked, * What will
you do for me? They answered by a shout, and
immediately deciared their readiness to follow Lim.
They advauced; but al tho flrst volley from the
Irish ranks, they wheeled and fled. On William
Lringing up his Dutch cavalry, they relurned again
to tace charge. The struggle now became very close,
and the superior strength of Willjam began tn tell,
The Irish, unsupported as they were by their Freuch
allies, while William's entire army was in actinn,
slowly gave way ; but agrinand sgain they wmllied,
driviog back tho enciny; the Irish cavalry dashing
in aomong {he. advancing troops, scorning all toil
and danger. William fought with great cournge,
mingling in tho lottest part of the fight. Several
times he was driven back by the Irish horse;
but at last his superior physical power enabled
him to forcoe bock the Irish troops, and they
retired slowly towards Donore. Here they
again made & gallant stand, beatlog back the
troops of William several tlmes. The farm-
house of Sheepbouse for a long time with.
stood their attacks;and was taken and retaken
again and again. Again Hamilton endeavored to’
retrieve the fortune of the day, by a desperate
charge at the head of his horse, The British in-
fantry withstood the furious shock; the cavalry
wero repulsed ; and Hamiltan, tleir general, was
left a prisoner in the hands of the enemy. Having
thus resisted to the Iast, the Irish retreated slowly
to the pass of Duleek.

James had already meditnted a retreat with his
French troops. Sarsfield bad implored him to put
himaelf at their head, and make a last effort for his
crown, With six thousand fresh men coming into
the fleld when the enemy’s troops were exhausted
with fatigue, thero is little doubt put James would.
lLave succeeded. Dut the effort would cost Lim
trouble, exertion, danger,—neither of which the
royal poliroon would risk. Accordingly, James
put bimself at the head of his French troops,—the
first occasicn on which he had led in the course of
the day,~—and set out on his route towards Dubtin,
leaving the rear of his army to shift for themsel ves.
The Irish army now poured through the pass;:
and when they had ‘1eached the other side, they
foced sbout, and Vigorously defended it witli their
scanty artillery, From Duleek they pressed for-
ward towards the Neal, ‘another-defile’ on' their
route, the enemy following without pressing ‘upon-
them at all,.natil night cloged upon :the, rival
atmies, and Wllliam sat down. with his.army on'
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Though ‘the Bnyne' has

he bad' Bucceeded in crossing the Boyne, in the'
face of a very inferior force~—inferior in numbers,
In appointments, in discipline, and in artillery.
"His best troops had been repeatedly repulsed ; his
best generals killed.  William himself was com-
pelled to fall back, and more than once wasin
danger of overthrow ; and would have been over.
thrown ‘but - for his great superiority in cavalry, in.
fantry, and artillery. The best part of James's
force, the French, wers never brought into &ction.
Yet, with all these disadvantages, the issue was
doubtful even to the close. of the day, William
gained nothing but the ground on which his army
encamped at night, and the dead bodies with which
the field was strewed; for, with the exception of
Hamilton, he made no prisoners; neither did he
take eny spoil from the Irish, who retreated in
excellent arder, with all their baggage and artillery.
There is little doubt that, had not the Irish the
misfortune to be corimanded by & coward, the rc-
sult would have been very different. The cry of
the Irish, after the battle, was, ¢ Change generals,
and we will fight the battle over again’ The bril-
liant and euccessful charges of the Irish cavalry,
under Hamilton, showed what might have been ac-
complished had James but passessed aithe of the
chivalrous spirit ot thig leader., The Boyne was
neither more mor less than a drawa battle, though
to William it had all the advantages of a complete
victory.”

To this we add = few words from O'Cal-
laghan: —

#'The attacking force at the Boyne wag thirty-
six thousand men, wanting for nothing, with Firry
pieces of cannon; that of the Irish was fourteen
thousandd Irigh, six thousand Trench,—total,
twenty {housand men, with only sir pieces of can-
non, Tne Irish werc newly-raised, undisciplined
troops ; whilethose of William were veterans, most
of whom had fought on the Continent, and led by
William, one of the most indefatigable captains of
his own or nny sge. On the other hand, if it be
true, according to Chabrias, the Athenian general,
that ‘an army of atags led Ly o lion would
be better than an army of fions led by n stag,
what a great disadvantage and discouragement the
Iriah suffercd in being led by such an iméecile, nay,
such an absolute runaway, as James; yet, after the
action, which lasted from six in the morning till
night, the Irish were found to have lost only one
thousand men and one cannon ; while the English
lost five hundred men, and their best general,
Schomberg ; nnd it is supposed their loss was far
more than five hundred, for,on therevisw of their
army at Finglas, after the Lattle, the muster-rell
did pot exceed thirty thousand. The passat Old-
bridge was guarded by the Irish with great valor.
The Eoglish charged ten times, and were bs often
repulsed in the course of the day, The Irish
yiclded that point to o force more than double thier
number.”

tributable tc the cellarsin which milkiskept. Aoy
foul odor wil affect it, and impart its taint to the
butter. Theo is nothing so susceptible to the ip-
fluence of tahted air as mill. Hence the absolute
necessity of ceanliness in the cellars where it is
kept. Most cllars are so small and so poorly ven-
tilated that it s impcssible to have zood butter
from the milkzept in them. Very few have other
than a bonrd flor, which is objectionable unless the
ground bepeathis a dry gravel bank, and even then
the gravel itself vould be preferable, or better still,
a floor of concrek or water lime. When at all in-
fested with rats, ;md there ave few cellars which are
not, the shelves’ must be eo fixed that thess
marauders cannot®limb to them, Hanging sherves
meet the case, but'only very limited sccommoda-
tion ot this kind cm be supplied in cellars of the
ordinary size. Dana in his * Milch Cows and Dairy
Farming?” succests un admirable plan which we
will do our best to cescribe, in defuult of the en-
graving which is giwn in the book just mnentioned.
An octagonal spindlé is pivoted on jron pins at
both top and bottom. Hovizontai arms are morticed
fnto the spindle to smport the shelves for the pans.
The Jower set of armsare strongly braced from be-
neath, as they supportthe series of shelves above,
The shelves need only be about six inches apart,
Six feet thus fitted up will afford room for nincty-
six milk pans.
