The lure of the city, which
brought about depopulation of rural
Ontario, was another cause of  the
hardship with which farmers contend-
ed.

in old Ontario.

Submit It to Peeple.

The naval question' caused consider.
able discussion. The attitude of the
grange was decidedly against a dona-
tion of any sort to Great Britain, it
being the belief that a large contribu-
tion or the establishment of a navy

was unnecessary, and threw additional

burdens upon thé-shoulders of the far-
mer, who had sufficient trouble In
meeting taxes It was decided to draw
up a petition to the government, ask-~
ing that the question be put to the
people and let their decision be final.

Most of the discussion was with re-

spect to organization. Many speakers
bemoaned the fact -that the grange
was not making the progress it should.
Greater organization was necessary to
deal satisfactorily with the great js-
sues confronting the farmer. It wag
considered that the appointment of a
permanent organizer, who would' do
nothing else but attend to the needs of
the organization, was absolutely neces-
sary if the grange was'to handle the
problems. of the farmer in a satisfac-
tory, business-like manner.

The election of officers takes place
‘today and it is likely that Henry Glen-
denning- will be re-elected master and
the other officers sustained.

Want Reciprooity,

Mr, Glendenning' delivered his an-
nual address to the grange during the
morning session. Every phase of farm-
ing was dealt with in a forceful man-
ner by the master. He again declared
the necessity of recfprocity with the

United States of natural products and
an increase of British preference. Some
of the things he favored were: Parcels
post system, local option in assessment
reform and a referendum- on the naval
question. He denounced militarism in
schools. ' He declared that farmers in
general were suffering heavy taxation
to assist favpred interests, “which tried
to pay dividends on stock much of
which is watered.”

He said, in part: “Much has been
sald and written about the low pro-
duction of Ontario farms. Farmers are
scored for the falling off in the num-
ber ‘of live -stock marketed.” To the
man who farms frorg behind a desk in
the city it is quite plain that the farm-
er is entirely at fault, but the .falling

off in marketable stocks can-be traced |

to a cause over which the farmers had
little control. The years 1909-1910 and
1911 hgd very light rainfalls in June
in each year.

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THE BANK ACT DISCUSSION. *

The two maln points urged by Mr.
Maclean (South York) in the opening
debate on the plll to renew the bank
charters,. were that any renewal should
bé for two years only, and that a com-
mission be forthwith appointed to
study the conditions here and the
laws elgewhere, and to then draft new
banking gind currency laws on the
“TnpBt progressive lines.

‘Our law is forty years old, has never
bhad any substantial amendments, and
is quite out é6f date.

Mr. Maclean also suggested several
possible improvements in our system,
.but what he stuck out for was a short-
i date law, pending the report of a coms
‘mission of experts. . /As far as the
other members who followed, they all
favored -Mr. Maclean’s proposal

Now is the time for individualsand
organizations of all kinds to speak out
if they favor ‘a real Investigation of
banking conditions,” so as to get ‘the
best possible system for Canada.. The
boards of trade can express an opinion
on this suggestion,

As a matter of fact, parllament is
not able to give the time that an ex-
haustive study of this and similar
subjects demands, and that is why
special commissions are becoming a
necessity in lawmaking. -

In the meantime the following sen-

. tence from Mr, Maclean’'s speech Is

COMMISSION GOVERNMENT IN’
INDIANA.,

Indiana is the latest of the United
Slates to get busy over the reform of
_ Its municlpal system of government.
At Fort Wayne has been devised a
“Business System of Government Com-
mittee,” which has elicited much pub-
lic favor. It separates city govern-
ment into two main parts—one the su-
pervisory and the .other the legisla-
‘Hve-administrative, The electors
vote upon a board.of couneillors, in
nymber varying according to the
population of the municipality, and to
the board is given the responsibility of
selecting a mayor and feur commis-
sioners, who may not be of their own
number, and a board of administration.
In this latter board is vested the power
of legislation and administration.
Under theé Indiana plan the entlre
eontrol and management of a' city
rests with the mayor and commission-
ears, who appoint all officlals and em-
ployes under the civil service rules.
The board of councillors has power to
review and to ‘approve or veto all leg-
islative acts of the board of adminis-

CRITICISM OF PUBLIC ENTER-
PRISES.

Why is it that those who criticize
publicly owned and operated services
and utilities in the interesta of fran-
chise-holding companies employ other
standards than those they apply to
these companies? There are very few,
if indeed any, instances whére private
operation of. public services did, not
show losses -in the first place ahd that
fact has been frequently put forward
as an excuse for exacting high divi-
dends in later years. Yet only the
other day an.attack was made on the
hydro-elettric system of the province
and on the city’s municipal distribu-
tion scheme because, as was alleged,
they did not from the .start show a
profit. The stafement was inaceurate
as regards the result even now, but
even had it been true, the great cut in
rates already made provided ample op-
portunity for restoring the balance
while still greatly advantaging the
public,

This kind of detraction is on a par
with the constantly recurring charge
that municipalities in Britain allow too
little for depreciation.in the conduct
of their publicly owned services. This

{charge Has been rebutted over and over

again by the simple process of point-
ing out that as a rule they allow more
than ‘private companies engaged in
similar business. This 1s borne out by
some recent comment made by The
Accountant of London, England, quoted
in - The Municipal Journal of that
city, to the effolk that “ome would be
very sorry, for instance, to be called
upbn to justify the practice of most
railway companies or tramway (street
railway) companies with regard to
the matter, and igdeed it seeins the ex-
ception rather than the rule to find
any limited company dealing with the
problem of depreciation on really
statesmanlike lines. Accordingly it is
quite an open question whether if a

{just comparison were to be drawn be-

tween commercial and municipal me-

thods, the latter would not come out

with fiying- colors.”

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PROF. ). C. ARUDGEISDEAD
WAS A PROMINENT MUSICLAN

For the Past Thirty Years He
Was Organist and Choir-
master of Many Toronto
Churches—Played For Roy-
alty ‘'on Many Occasions.

Churchill Arlidge died at his resi-
dence, 107 Summerhill avenus, yester-
day morning. -The end came suddenly
after seven weeks' illness. Few ‘men
were more widely known or more
highly respected than the late Prof.
Arlidge, who for the past thirty years
has been organist of one or the other
of Toronto's leading churches, has

ganizations and was a wonderful
teacher. Not only was he master of
church organs, but the flute controlled
his spare time, and while only nine
years old by royal command he played
before the late Queen Vietoria. Ho
was one of the favorite musicians of

the late King Bdward when he was
Prince of Wales. In his younger days,
before coming to Canada, he had the
proud distinction of having been com-
manded to exhibit his musical talent
before all, or nearly all, of the crowned
personages of -the Eurcopean Contin-
ent, s ;

He was born at Stratford-on-Avon,
England, and his first ocean voyage
to Canada was in 1873, but after .a
year's stay he returned to England. In

which he became apermanent citizen
of Toronto. .He was married in- To-
ronto to his cousin, Miss Oliva M.
Arlidge in 1874 and the issue of the
marriage were fourteen - children,
seven of whom _preédeceased .their
father. Those surviving, in addition
to the widow, are four sons: J.
Augustine, Theo. V., Walter L. and
Victor, also - three - daughters-—the
Misses Oliva May, a trained nurse,
who ' 80 tenderly cared for her sick
father during his last iliness; Hattle
and- Theresa. 7

In 1874, while organist of the Carl-
ton Street Methodist Church, he was
privileged of opening the new church
organ, which was installed in that
year, and from the year 1884, when he
became permanetnly settled in To-
ronto, he never- was without an en-
gagement as church organist and
choirmaster, which position he held
for many years 'in Christ Church.

While of a later date than Shaks-
perean plays, the story of Lord Lyt-
ton's “Righelicu” {s of no less tem-
pestuoug times than those from which
the bard wove his grimmest dramas.
Robert Mantell last night at the Alex-
andra; departed from his Shaksperean
series to give this play of France, but
the diversion was a delightful one and
quite excusable.. Tho there is not the.
profound and fearful tragedy that
characerizes Shakspere, the story’is
thrilling and lucid, and Mantell acted
well the crafty yet kind-hearted car-
dinal, with his secret aims, undeterred
by regal opposition and furthered’ by
encircl'ng spies. Feeble in figure, yet
keen in mind, unswervable in purpose,
yet of gentle disposition, ‘the interpre-
tation of the cardinal's character wa
one that called forth all Mantell could
give. His well modulated voice in the
elocutionary passages, and his ability
to portray a restrained passion, were
shown to good advantage, and made a
déep Impression.

Miss Rockwell was charming as the
cardinal’s daughter, a beautiful wo-
manof great will-and greater loce. Her
pleadings were powerfully real and
her whole difficult part was Interpret-
ed with truest sympathy.

The entire company again displaved
its strensth. The presentation wag
elaborately staged, and the costuming
was exquisite. Tfne production must

Chambér music is to all other r-usic
as the opal is to gems, and the Toron-
to String Quartet last might gave such
a performance in Conservatory Hall
as fully warranted the comparison.
Such nashing iridescences, such tender
rose and azure; such soft greens and
creamy yellows, such dreamy purple
violets, and such pale infinite depths
of slumbering light are parallelled in
no other music. There is no more
charming quartet' in -existence tham
Beethoven's op. 18, No. 1, It*is just
six years today since it was last per-
formed by the same piayers here—
Messrs, Frank E. Blachrord, first vio-
lin; Roland Roberts,  second violin;
Frank Converse Smith, viola, 'and
Frederic Nicolai, . 'cello. The - first
movement, allegro con brio, has some
pp. passages of enthralling sweetness,
and these were rendered with Jjust
that perfection of unamimity, purity of
tone and tenderness of féeling that
suggests the rich soft radiance of the
opal. One comes not to. criticize but
to enjoy ‘such music. The adagio is
another lovely mo\'emen, and in the
final allegro the master /gets a subtle
acoliari harp effect, very charming 10
hear, which was given with the true
wayward light and shade Trequired.
The performers were heartily recalled
at the close, and were warmly ap-
plauded, in spite of tradition, after
each movement.

As intimat-
ed first in.The World somg weeks ago,
on the northeast corner the Royal
Bank building will ;loom twenty
storeys high. Plans were yesterday
passed by the board of controk with
a recommendation that council ap-
prove. :

J. and L. M. Wood afe financing the
construction of the building, the
gréund floor of which 1s to be occupied
by the Royal Bank as tenants. To-
day six months’ notice will be given
the tenants. The present structure
will be removed then, and the work
rushed ahead to a completion July 1,
1914, Ross and" Macdonald of To-
ronto are thé architects, and the Ful-
ler Company of New York will be the
contractors, altho this is not finally
settled.

Prepare for Tubes.

The builders will go down two
storeye or more to bedrock,. and will
make provision for a tube station that
the financierg realize will some day be
needed. The:building will go 250 feet
into the air, and will be three storeys
higher than the projected McConkey
Hotel, and four storeys higher than
the C.P.R. on the opposite corner, and

the Toronto skyserapers, t former
Traders” Bank building. The strug-
ture will cost $2,400,000; the land was
bought at $1,150,000. The Yonge street
frontage "is 112 feet, and the King
street front 81 feet.

: The Front Row. :

This twenty-storey structure puts
Toronto right into the front row on
this continent., Few American cities
can boast of twenty-storey buildings,
nor of such a costly and attractive lot
as Toronto will own when those
buildings mow projected are finished.
This will be a reeord year in building
permits. =~ Already more than a half
of last year's total is in sight, and it
must be remembered that the permits
taken out in 1912 were none of them
extremely large, being just to meet the
ordinary demand for dwellings, ware-
house and factory space. To supply
dwelling -accominodation last *'year
$16,000,000 was spent, for warehouses
and factories $5.000,000, for stores,
hotels, schools and churches $4,000,000.

Many Big Expenditures.

These figures must be repeated this
wear ‘and most certainly increased. Tt

dwelling needs were not nearly met.

Fine Looking Building. ~

That the mew Royal Bank bullding
will be a magnificent structure,  is
shown by the details. The exterior is
somewhat similar in ‘design to ~ the
former Traders’ Bank building. I

The plahs provide the following ag-
commodatien: On the ground floor, at
street level, offices for brokers or simi-
lar interests will be entered direct
from Yonge and King streets, each
with their own separate entrance. On
the next, or principal floor, the whole
area will be occupied by the Royal
Bank of Candda. The design and plan
of the banking chamber provides for
the main  entrance from King street,
and another entrance from the office
entrance on the east side, thus giving
to the tenants on the floors above, con-
venient access to the banking pre-
mises. The office entrance leads from
King street, on the east side, to a
double bank of six elevators:in a spa-
vious elevator and stair hall. These
will be operated to run local to the
tenth floor, and express to tenth floor
and above to the 20th floor.-

Plenty of Space to Rent.

The present plans show an arrange-
ment providing four large offices, giv-
ing a total area on each floor of about
9000 square feet, or a total area on the
office~floors’ of 162,000 square feet. On
each floor ample lavatory accommoda-
tion will be provided, also a spacious
vault. Safe-deposit vaults will also
be placed in the basement for rental
to tenants and others requiring them.

The equipment will include the lat-
est and most improved mechanical and
sanitary appliances that can be fur-
nished. The elevator service will have
traction type machines and will Dbe
quick, comfortable and absolutely safe,
A vacuum cleaning plant and high-
grade plumbing ‘will ensure sanitary
conditions, and vacuum steam heating
will guarantee comfort to the tenants
under all weather conditions.

Faced With Limestone.

The building will be constructed
with skeléton steel grames, terra cotta
fireproofing of floors, partitions and
furring of exterior walls. The exterior
will be faced with Indiana limestone,
except the base,' which will be gray
granite =~ All exterior doors and the
windows thruout are to be of metal.
The finish of floors and walls in the en-
trance halls and corridors will be -of
marble. The wood finish thruout will
be mahogany, except the floors of offi-
ces on floors above the banking pre-
mises, wihch will be of maple. The

banking chamber wil be finished In|

marble for floors and trim thruout.

When this building is finished and
turned over to the tenants for occu-
pation, it will take its place with the
best among office buildings recently
erected in Canada and the United
States, and will be the highest office
building in the Dominion. In this, To-
ronto shodld have a reasonable pride
in 'these days of building effort and
achievement.

Following this come
the boring of five large ‘coyote’ holes
at the base of the ridge, as well as
numerous vertical holes, and; finally,
the loading with dynamite and black
powder.

“ There was an immense gathering
of citizens to witness the unusual
spectacle, but the shot, “which had
been scheduled for 2 o'clock, for some
reason was not fired until 2.30, and
to those who had never witnessed an
event of the kind the suspense was
rather nerve-racking. Thg scene it-
self was one never to be forgotten.
There was practically no loud report.
The whole mass was lifted and seemed
to erumble in the alr. At the same
instant there was. a hissing at the
hase like that of ‘a flery serpent.
Smoke, lightly tinged with flame,
poured forth, and with it went tons
vpon tons of broken rock 3hooting
horizontally across the tracks towards
the water front. The main ridge
settled where it had been befores, but
in a broken mass, while a large part
toprled into the cut that had becn
made for that purpose.
