 BISHOP FALLON AND THE BIBLI'.

Rev. J. W, P«l-y commm on Re
marks ae to Higher Criticism,

“Bishop Fa.llon' (deu about the
Bible and theology,” was- ‘the “subject
chosen by the Rev. James W. Pedley,
in his evening sermon at the W
Congregational  Church. Reference
hzs made to the address made 0

Roman Catholic bishop at the
opening of the new seminary recently:
Mr, Pedley referred favorably to the
address, in the main; but considered
that some of the statements were
r?ther suu'estive to a Protestant peo-
ple.

Mr. Pedley referred to Bishop Fal-
lon’s attack upon the higher criticis:n
of the Bible, and stated that in the
light of the history of tike Cathelic
Church, such statement was “ludic-
rous.”

“We inferred fro
dress that the ch of Rome had a
great love for tHe Bible; but we ask
the question, do they practice this de-
votion to the” gocd book? eaid Mr,
Pedley. 'If thie bishop loves the Bible,
as he says, why doesn’'t he circulate
it among his people? Every Protestant
country s practically flooded with
Bibles; hut the districts under the
sway of the Church of Rome are nearly
always bibleless,

Mention was made of the remark of
Bishop Fallon that the Chuch of Rome
taught their people reverence for the
Bible and would not allow them (o
tear even a leaf out of it.

“That would be very easy for the
Catholic Church,” replied Mr. Pedley.
“The Catholic people are not permitted
freedom of enquiry and investigation;
but are made to take the interpretation
given them by their higher authorities.
This, 1 consider, is putting a premium
on a low grade of intelligence.”

Reference was also made to the re-
cent manifesto issued . by the Pope
faniAding all Catholic students the
privilege of reading the papers or ma-
pdcigiew, and it was {ronically suggest-
ed by the preacher that this was a
great training for leadership.

Turning then to Catholic views on
theology, Mr. Pedley concidered Bish-
op Fallon’s definition for “theology’’
as rather unfortunate, when he said
that theology was the crown and per-
fection of human science; in the light
of the fact that his church has almost
always been opposed to anything con-
nected with sclence.

Republican Losses.

Some heavy Republican lesses in the
middie Atlantic states are expected.
These states now have in the house 77

tive pre-election figuring gives the Re-
publicans 18 in the next house. Other
districts—some normally Republican—
and some normally Democratic
are doubtful. A net gain of at Jeast
seven seats by the Democrats in New
York is to be expected.

In Pennsylvania there are three
four doubtful districts—now Republi-
can—where the chances favor the De-
mocrats. The Pennsylvania Republi-
can in greatest danger is John Daizell,
high priest of high protection, and one
of the standpat leaders at Washina-
ton, who narrowly squeezed in when
the nominating primaries were held.

- Where Insurgency Rules.

Passing to the middle west—starting
with Ohio and taking in the country to
mountains—we find seventeen
states that now have in congress 103
Republicans and 54 Democrats. This is
the domain of militant insurgency.
Overwhelming victorles weére won
thruout most of these states by pro-
gressive Republicans at the primaries,
and where insurgent Republicans are
standing for election in nominally Re-
publican districts thelr prospects of
election have been regarded as far bet-
ter than those of stand-pat nominees,
taking it big and large.

Pioneer of Electric Traction in London
Expires Suddenly in New York.

NEW YORK, Nov. 6.—Sir Ciifton
Robinson, managing director and en-
gineer of the London United Electric
Tramways, and director-of the under-

Bir_Clifton. Robinson, Kt 3.P., was
born at Birkenhead, January 1, 18as.
He joined the staff of the late George
Franels Train, who laid the first tram-
way In E in Birkenhead, in 1860.
Since that time he had been closély
connected with similar en s in
Englend, America and the continent.
At Los Angeles, Cal., he gonstructed
the first system of cable and electric

cars.

He was the pioneer of electric trac-
tion in London. He designed and con-
structed the first electric line in Bris-,
tol. As managing director and engin-
eer of the Imperial Tramways Co., he
constructed and reorganized the Dub-
lin Southern District Eléctric Tram-
ways and. the Middlebrough, Stockion
and Thornaby tramways. In 1903 he
was concerned in the promotion of the
great ‘‘tube” rallway system of Lon-
don, and in 1906 he carried into success-
ful operation thru bookings  between
tramways and railways in London.

WwEST LAND REGULATIONS.

NY person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years
old, may homestead a quarter section of
avallable Dominlon land in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan.or Alberta; -The appli-
cant must appedr in .person at the
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
| for the district. Entry by proxy may
i be made at any agency, on certain con-
ditions, by father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother or sister of intending home-
steader.

Duties.—8ix months’ residence upon
and cultivation of tne land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
a'farm of at least 80 acres solely owned-|
and occupied by him or by his father,

{ mother. son, daughter, brother or sis-
ter. :

In certain districts a homesteader In

section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties—Must reside up-
on the homestead or pre-emption six
months in each of six years from date
of homestead entry (including the time
required to earn homestead patent) and
cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a
pre-eniption may enter for a purchased
homestead in cestain districts. Price
$4.00 per acre, Duties—Must reside six
months in cach of three years, cultivate
fifty acres and erect a house worth
