Carelessness With a Revolver

on Sunday Afternoon Led to

Awful Consequences—Thomas Ryan, Aged 16, Under
Arrest Charged With Murder.

One of the saddest tragedies recorded
i Toronto for & long time was enacted
yesterday afternoon, at the home of Thom-
as Ryan, shoemaker, 26 Leonard-avenue,
when Olive Ryan, aged 11, was shot and
almost lnstantly killed by her 16-year-old
prother, Thomas, who 1s now under ar-
cest at the St. Andrew’s Markel Station,
charged with the terrible crime of marder,
and will be held untll a thoro investigation
takes place, to learn If the shooting was
gccidental, as claimed by the priscner.,

Vietim of the Tragedy.
Olive Ryan, the victim of the shooting,

was an unusually bright girl, and the
youngest child of the family. Yesterday
afternoon, after the members of the house-
hold had partaken of dinner, she cleared
away & space on the dining-room table
and amused herself by playlng with a
et of jacks. The girl, however, was soon
joined- by her brother now under arrest,
and together they took part in many games.
About 8.80 o'clock, the brother bhecame
tired of the childish amusement, and ex-
pressed his intention of going to his room
to lie down. Olive, however, continued
to play alone for about half an hour, when
she, too, went upstairs. The girl went
direct to her brother’'s room at the top of
the stairway, and found him lying on the
bed, apparently asleep. Olive spoke to
him, but got no reply, and then sat down
on the end of the\bed.

Found Revolver,
In a few minutes the child became rest-

less and went to the bureau drawer, and,

in examining the things there, found a re-
volver, which she began te play with. The
brother, who was awake by (Lhis time, no-
ticed his sister with the wesapon, and told
her to give It to him. Olive quickly hand-

ed over the firearm,and then ieft the room.
When she returned shortly alterwards,
her brother was engaged taking ihe wea-
pon to pleces and making a careful ex-
amination of it regarding its working pow-
ers. Once the lad pointed the revolver
at his sister, who became frightened and
ran out of the entrance. Then playfully
she put her head in the door three times,
and each time the weapon was aimed at
her and the trigger pulled on cham-
bers that were not loaded.
The Weapon Dealt Death.

By the time the revolver had been point-
ed at her on four oecasions, Olive hecame
very bold, thinking nothing would happen,
and she opened the door wide, intending
to walk towards the bed. No sooner had
she done so than the report of the pistol
and a scream were heard, and the little
The sight
of his sister's body at the entrance and
the knowledge of what he had done so un-
nerved the young man that for a few min-
utes he was unable to leave his room, and
then only when his elder sister, Aunle,
appeared at Olive's side. Annie tried to
console him by saying: ‘“You couldn’'t help
it,”” but the grief-stricken lad sat down
beside his sister, who was mortaily wound-
ed, and continued to weep until he was
induced to hurry away for a physician.
On leaving the house, the lad was met
by Stenographer Alex. Downey, who lives
next door, and who had heard the shot
and the child’s scream. After telling the
lad to return to the house, Mr. Downey
telephoned to several physicians, and, In

response, Dr. Moore arrived in a few min-
utes.

From the first the physician held out no
hopes for the girl's recovery and she died
about 15 minutes after the shooting took
place, without having made any state-
ment. Dr. More made an examination of
the body and found that the bullet had
entered at a point just betwéen the eyes
and had passed thru the head, lodging In
the spinal cord, severing it completely.
Drs. Temple and McConncll appeared at
the house shortly after the child died,
but of course their services were not re-
quired.

Thomas Ryan, the lad who did the shoot-
ing, altho im a terrible frenzy, made no
attempt to escape.” He awaited the ar-
rival of Policeman McKinney, who had
been semt for, and when he came submit-
ted to arrest quietly.

Before the lad was taken from his home
Detective Verney arrived and advised that
Crown Attorney Curry be notified of all
the cireumstances surrounding the death.
Coroner Grelg was also communicated
with and a warrant for an inquest, to be
held to-night at No. 3 Police Statlon,
was lssued.

Boys Pitiable Plight.

Crown Attorney Curry subsequently
visited the scene of the fatality and to
him the lad who used the revolver made
a voluntary statement, which was taken
down In shorthand by Stenographer
Downey. The lad, altho very much ex-
cited, told his story of the sad affair In
such a way as to convince any one that
the shooting had been accidental.

After relating how he came to -get the
revolver from his dead sister's hand he
sald he got the cartridge from a box un-
derneath the bed. When he first pointed
it at his sister the cartridge was In the
last chamber and hé never Intended to
aim It at her a second time, altho he did
on five different occasions.

There Was No Quarrel.

Under the circumstances Crown Attor-
pey Currey had nothing alse to do but to
instruct the police to take the young man
to the station, where he was locked up
and charged with murder. All the mem-
bers of the Ryan family are satisfied that
the shooting was accidental.
who was in the house when her sister was
shot, says she heard no angry words prior
to the report of the pistol, but, instead,
saw Olive jumping playfully backwards
and forwards at the bedroom door. Mrs.
Ryan, the mother of Olive and the lad
under arrest, was asleep at the time of
the fatality and, strange to say, was no!

of the pistol. The father, another son
Harry and a third sister, Mary, werc
absent from home when the fatality occur
red.

The weapon used by the prisoner when
he Shot his sister was a 5-chamberd 3Z-
calibre Smith and Wesson self-cocking
revolver, the property of Harry Ryan, an
elder brother of the prisoner. The Te-
volver was found after the shooting In
the bedroom by Mr. Downey, who searched
for It, because he belleved the prisoner, In
his frenzy, mihgt attempt to use it orf
himself.

Very Fond of His Sister.

A particularly sad feature of the affalr
was that the lad now under arrest had
cared for his dead sister when a baby
and had taken extrsordinary interest In
her as she grew up. Thomas Ryan, the
prisoner, 1s a clerk In a west Queen-street
shoe store and is highly spoken of by his
employer. The dead girl was a pupil of
Ryerson School. :

The Ryan family are highly respected In
the neighborhood and there is universal
sympathy for them in their terrible af-

fliction.

FIVE PERSONS KILLED AND FORTY WOUNDED
IN A STREET RAILWAY COLLISION AT ALBANY

Motormen Were Racing for a Switch on a Suburban Trolley Line, and the Cars Were Filled With Prominent
People Bound for a Sunday Outing—Horrible Scenes—Mangled Bodies, Skrieking Women and
Children—Postoffice Turned into a Morgue—Most Dismal Spectacle.

Albany, N.X., May 26.—Electric cars rac-
Ing for a switch while running in opposite
directions at the rate of 40 miles an hour
ccst five lives this afternoon by a terrific
collision, while over 40 prominent people,
same fatally and others seriously injured,
filled the accldent wards of the various

hespitals with the possibility of other
deaths before morning. The lobby of the

local postoffice is filled with dead and
wounded. Hysterical women and children
looking for relatives and friends, surgeons
administering temporary relief, and am-
bulances racing thru the city taking
the wounded to hospitals, were the early
latimations of the most terrible electric
line accident ever heard of in this locality,

Scene of the Accident.
The scene of the accident mwas a point

about two miles out of Bast ureenbush,
on the'line of the Albany and Hudson Rail-
way, a just completed road of the third
rail pattern. The point where the cars
met on the single track was at a sharp
curve, and so fast were both runuiug and
so sudden the collision,that the motorman
never had time to put on the brakes be-
fore southbound car No, 22 had gone al-
most clean thru northbound car No. 17,
with human flesh for a buffer, and hung
on the edge of a high Dluff, with its load
of shrieking, maimed humanity. One mo-
torman was pinioned wup against the
smashed front of the southbound car with
both legs severed, and killed Instantly,
while the other one lived but a few

minutes.
Heartrendering Scenes,

Fully 120 men, women and children form-
ed a huge, struggling, shrieking pyramid,
mixed with blood, detached portions of
buman bodies and the wreckage of the
cars. Some of the more slightly injured
of the men, extricating themselves from
the quivering mass, began to take people
out of the rear ends of the two cars, and
almost everyone :exiricated in this way
was badly injured. The scenes were
heartrending. The few women and child-
ren who had escaped injury and death
were hysterical, and added their cries to

With both motormen killed it was hard
to get at the real cause of the accident,
but it is pretty well determined that it
was caused by an attempt of the south-
bound car to reach a second switch In-
stead of waliting for the northbound car
at the first siding.

He was
accompanied by Mrs. Rogers and thelr
young son and daughter, all of whom are
slightly injured, with the exception of the
daughter. Speaking of the accident, Mr.

had happened before the cars came to-
gether is very vague. We were proceed-
ing south at a very rapid rate of speed,
our car being well-filled with passengers,
including many women and children. For-
tunately my wife, my children and myself
were seated in the rear end of the car.
The car, I ‘should say, accommodated be-
tween 75 and 100 people. The accldent
occurred after we had passed a switch,

beyond which was a curve, where the
tracks skirt what appeared to be an em-

bankment. We did not seem to lessen
speed as we neared this curve.
Orash Was Something Awful.

‘““There was absolutely no warning as far
as my memory can recall, before the crash
came. As we dashed around the curve,
the cars met with terrific force. The ex-
perience was something awful. With the
velocity of a cannen ball the ear in which
we were sitting fairly plowed the en-
tire length of the other vehicle before it
lost its tmpetus. The crash of the cars
was succeeded by one, of the most awful
scenes I ever witnessed by the shrieks and
groans of the wounded women, men and
children that lay - scattered about the
tracks or buried amid the debris.

This unfriendliness is attributed to the
American attitude In retaining control,
with the legation guard, of one entrance
to the Forbidden City, which the Germansg
consider a reflection upon their national
honesty.

Boston, Mass., May 25.—The Norwegian
barque Elsie, Captain C. Morch, from Moss,
in Christiania Fjord,April 1, for New York,
in ballast, probably was sunk last Thurs-
day night, south of Cape Sable, by col-
lision with the Wilson Line steamer Ohlo,
which arrived here to-day from Hull, Eng-
land.

The steamer was proceeding at fog speed,
with Captain Hadaway on the bridge.

The
people must have the home training; it is
first, best and holiest. If the children get
the proper home training, then theére need
be no fear for their after life. If there is
corruption in the State, or In politics, it
could be traced to the “rottonness’” in the
home. 1If the home Is pure, pubile life
will be pure. It might be an ambition to
serve the people In high places, but the
greatest duty was rendered to a country
by the parents who unceasingly and unre-
mittingly prepare the child for after life.
Homes should be attractive. He believed
in games for the children, good literature,
and kindly treatment.

. MAY ARRIVE IN ABOUT A WEEK

Such is the Belief of President D. C. 0°Connell of the Interna-
tional ‘Association 6f Machinists, Who Reached Toronto
- Last Night—Executive ;Officers All Here.

This “week Toronto becomes the head-
quarters of the International -Assoclation
of Machinists, and, owing to the sirike of
thousands. of machinists in the United
States for a shorter day, muzh Interest
will -naturally ecentre -in° the movements
of the executive officers of the association
during the next few weeks.

Mr. James O’Connell of Washington, D.
C., president of the Intermational Asso-
ciation of Machinists, arrived in Toronto
at 10 o’clock last night, and registered
at the Palmer House. He is here to as-
sist the Executive Committee of the as-
sociation in preparing for the annual con-
vention of the association, wnich opens in
Toronto on June 3.

The Executive Board.

There are several other prominent meaem-
bers of the assoclation in the city. The
General Executive Board, all the members
of which have arrived, and the Committee
on Law will meet all this week at the
Palmer House. The Executive Board con-
sists of John J. Connolly of Beston, P. J,
Conlon of Sioux City, Ia., Hugh Doran of
Chicago and A. W. Holmes of Toronto;
while James J. Creamer of Richmond, Va.,
John W. Kelley of Ansonia, Conn., J. W.
Lewis of Omaha, Neb., James A. Rey-
nolds of Cleveland and Willlam Rae of
Vancouver compose the Committee of Law.
Vice-President D. D. Wilson of Washing-
ton, D.C., is expected to arrive here this
morning. Mr. George Preston, secretary-
treasurer, has been in the city for a weex.

Entertainment for Delegates.

Lodge No. 235, I.A.0.M., have the ar-
rangements for the reception of the mem-
bers of the assoclation In charge.

He has been on the
road for a couple of days, and what has
transpired in that time he has only the
newspaper reports to tell him and what
se can gather in a casual survey of the
field. However, he expects to come more
in touch with the situation by wire to-
day, and will then be in a position to give

out a statement that will convey a more
intelligent idea of how the machinists of
America are progressing in their great
fight for shorter hours and an increase ot
ay.

4 May End Next We:k. 4

In speaking of the prospects for a favor-
able opuetcoxng of the strike, Mr. O’Cohnell
is sanguine of success. The men In varijous
centres are already getting together a'nd
conferring with their employers, which
is an indication that the cause Is progress-
ing. He believes that next week will see
the strike in the United States practically
wound up. Already employers of 40,000
machinists have conceded the demands of
the strikers, and in many centres the men
have gone back to work.

One of the important questions which
will be decided at the forthcoming con-
vention will be with reference to the
shortening of the day of labor for raiiroad
men. A date will be set when the rall-
ways will be asked to grant a nine-hour
day.

President O’Connell has the appearance
of a man whose every nerve is strained
for the success of the canse which he has
been so well advocating during the period
of the strike, and since his elevation to
his present responsible position. The past
few weeks have naturally been weeks of
work and worry, but he is a man with In-
domitable energy, and carries his bur-
dens and responsibilitiesc withoaut a show
of fatigue, altho he complained 1ast night
of being exhausted.

He wears a
mustache, his hair Is streaked with grey
and his general appearance betokens an
active body and a great deal of intelil-
gence.

THDSECTION HEN NARRLED

John Watson and Robert Hadden
Struck by Express Between Galt
and Harrisburg on G-T-R.

INJURIES BELIEVED TO BE FATAL.

Both Are Unmarried and Belonged
to Galt Where They Are in
the Hospital.

Galt, May 25.—The Reformer gives the
following account of an unfortunate ac-
cident that occurred on thelGrand Tm’nk
Railway track, about two miles south of
Galt, on Victoria Day, in which two Gnl;
men, employes of the railway company,
pamed John Watson and Robert Haden,
sustained such severe injuries that it Is
not expected they will ever again recover
conselousness. These two men, together
with E. Knowles, the foreman, and Johu
Byrick, were engaged whitewashing parts
of the fence along the track. They had
with them a handcar, upon which was a
barrel of whitewash and a box of material
for making it. While engaged at work a
train passed them, which they took to be
the 3.35 express. When they finished their
task, they lifted their car on the ralls
agaln, and proceeded Yo go farther south
to their next stopping place. They were
bowling along at a lively rate, when one
of the men, happening to glance behind,
as they were going round a curve, saw the
smoke of the train coming close behind
them. The handcar was stopped as quick-
Iy as possible, and the barrel and box has-
tily lffed off. ‘‘ Leave the car, men; let
her go!” shouted Mr. Knowles, the en-

Byrick ran three of four steps, but Wat-
son and . Hadden, either thinking they
might save the car, or afraid it might
wreek the train, seized hold of it to pull
it from the ralls. They had just gripped
it when it was struck by the engine. Both
men were hurled high in the air across
the track in front of the engine into the
ditch at the other side. The train was
stopped a few hundred yards farther om,
backed up, and the mangled bodies of the

!unrortunnte men picked up and taken

on board. A gravel train was expected in
a few minutes, so that if was impossible
to back up to Galt, and the men had to be
taken to Harrisburg, where medical help
was obtained for them temporarily. They
were brought to Galt on the 5.05 train
and taken to the hospital, where Dr. Var-
don attended to their Injuries. Watson’s
skull was fractured badly, a plece of bone
being driven into the brain, and he had a
compound fracture of the left arm. Had-
den had sustained injuries to his spine
and brain. Both men were unconscious
when picked up, and have never since
opened their eyes. They are unmarried.
WATSON IS DEAD.

SEVEN MONTHS HUNTING SEALS.

Nova Scotia Schooner Had a Sue-
cessful Trip-~Crew Surprised
When Told of Queen’s Death,

Halifax, N.S., Miy 26.—The Nova Scotia
gchooner Edward Roy, which left Halifax

last October for the coast of Japan on a

seal hunt, returned to port to-day with a
full load of seals.

The schooner is only 73 tons, and she got
all the seals she could carry. The cargo
consists of about 16,000 seals, and is val-
ued at $16,000. All seals were taken 700
miless north of Cape: Horn.

Robert Hall of Sheet Harbor, one of the
crew, was drowned on Jan. 18 by the up-
setting of one of the boats. ¥rom the
time the schooner left here until she re-
turned, land was never signed, and only a
few vessels were seen In the distance. It
was a great surprise to the crew on
hearing of the death of the Queen.

A Load of Injured,

Telephone calls were sent from the scene
of the wreck to this city, and about 6
o'clock, when the first car arrived with a
load of injured, a crowd of several thou-
sand people were massed about the Al-
bany terminus of the road at the foot of
State-street, and so great was the anxiety
to learn if any relatives or friends were
among the killed or injured that it was
some timé before the car could be unloaded
and the sufferers cared for.

David Mahoney, mate of the Dean Rich-
mond of the People’s line, was removed to
8t. Peter’'s Hospital, and died soon after
arriving there.

A Bride Killed.

One of the pathetic Incidents was the
death of Maud Kellogg of Round Lake.
She was on the southbound car with her
affianced, George C. Barry of Troy, and
Mr. Baryy’s father. When the crash came
she was crushed to death almost instantly,
Near her, pinned in by the broken wreck-
age, lay her sweetheart. Frantically he
tried to reach her, his own agonies from
internal injuries forgotten. Finding he
could not move, he appealed to his father,
who was extricating himself, but the zirl
was dead. On the way to the city in the
car, he pleaded with those attending him
to let him die and join his sweetheart.
He will probably obtain his wish, for his
injuries are pronounced fatal.

Attach No Importance to It.

TWENTY-ONE PERISH IN PRUSSIA.

Most Severe Disaster Since Enact-
ment of Law for Rendering
Employers Linble.

London, May 26.—All hope of saving the
78 entombed miners at the Universal Col-
liery has been abandoned, altho the work
of rescue continues.

As cabled yesterday to the Assocliated
Press from London, an explosion occurred
the morning of May 24 at the Universal
Colliery at Banghenydd, in the Rhondda
Valley. About 100 men were in the pit
at the time of the disaster. Lack of air
rendered rescue work most difficult. The
explosion completely wrecked the pit,
and only five bodies were recovered.

Expense Will Be Heavy,

The melancholy work of searching for,
victims of the terrible colliery explosion
in Wales has been continued during the
last 24 hours under exceptional difficulties,
says I. N. Ford In The New York Tribune,
The quest was apparently hopeless, as no
sounds were heard from the passages
underground, but strenuous and heroic ex-
ertlons were made fo reach the chamber
of the entombed miners, and put ean end
to the awful suspense of those enduring
the agony of waliting for the recovery ot
the bodies. This is the most severe dis-
aster which has occurred since the law
rendering employers liable for accidents
was enacted, and the expense to the pit-
owners will be heavy,

After
Mr. Hayes’ bad ride on Sam Devere the
other day and Saturday’s performance, the
0.J.C. should not let him up, as the public
hissed and hooted him when he came in.
The taking out of Quicksilver left five
horses to race; Jim Lisle winning after a
first-class ride. They went away to a good
start, Mystic Shriner in front. Soon Lisle
took the lead, and was never headed. Mys-
tic Shriner fell at the stone wall, as did
Tate’s Creek, leaving Reiff second and Pro-
fessor third, 100 lengths behind.

The half dozen went off to a good start
In the last race, with the favorite being
third off, Spurs In front. They went on
this way for the first quarter, when Du-
gan cut loose the favorite, Teckla,
and assumed the lead, never belng In trou-
ble. The race was won easily, and the
place the same by Flag of Truece, while
Tenario poked his head in front for third
money over Spurs, the rest being in a
bunch.

It is now up to the officials. A small
section of the public may stand by the
gentleman jock. from across the line, tho
repeated offences have, by this time, likely
robbed the wily Mr. W. C, Hayes of all his
friends in these quarters. “Never win on
a favorite,” is his universal slogan, which
policy has been worked out hitherto in
divers ways. On Saturday the Wadsworth
entry was fayorite. Hayes was up on
Quicksilver, while Tate’s Creek, according
to form, had little chance. To a false
start away went Gilpin, Hayes and Quick-
silver, and on they sped around the track,
again and again, apparently a very dopey
outfit. Quicksilver was not allowed to
start, and, tho the ruling may not have
been strictly according to racing law, it
met with %eneral public approwﬁ.

As a well-known horse-owner said : ‘It
Is many a day since s& outrageous a thing
met with such prompt condemnation at
the Woodbine.”

Indeed, there is more than a susoicion
that the incident of Saturday is not the
first questionable one laid up against Mr.
Hayes. Indeed, The World has had occe
slon to rebuke him beforé to-day. The
Messrs. Wadsworth, who own the horse,
have been received in Toronto for several
racing meetings as of unimpeachable char-
acter and of very high connection. Mr
Hayes has been made much of as a gentle-
man jock. Therefore, the public who hap-
pened to be near the jockey's voom just
after Hayes came in were more than sur
prised to hear Mr. J. 8. Wadsworth atmse
the suspected rider for letting the horse
run away, and Hayes retorted that Quick.
silver was doped! This incident alone ought
to settle the matter. Perhaps Mr. Hayes
was doped.” At all events, he Is getting
old, he is very deaf, he needs a stimulant
of generous allowance before getting up,
and all this, taken with the number of
times that he has fallen off or been beaten
when the public had poured in their money
on his mount, would indicate that his use-
fulness on the Toronto course has depart-
ed. We can spare him hereafter.

Messrs, Post and Trevelzan acted with
alacrity in declaring all bets off and or-
"dering the race to go on without Hayes
or Quicksilver. The World is confident
that these gentlemen will go still further,
and insist on the complete discipline that
the circumstances call for. In fact, it I8 un-
derstood that Messrs. Wadsworth and
Hayes will to-day be invited to remove
themselves and horses away entirely from
the precincts of Woodbine Park.

WANTED AN INTELLIGENT TIMB-
ER POLICY,

Canada stands very much in need of an

Intelligent and progressive timber poliey.
The scarcity of good lumber .and the ra-
pidly inc¢reasing price for all grades I8
a true forecast of the coming exhaustion
of the world’s timber reserves, Including
even our own. Canada is to-day importing
much of the hardwood required by Its
manufacturers and for building purposes.
The timber on this continent is fast dis-
appearing, and little provision 1s being
made to perpetuate the supply. Dr. Schlich,
in an address before the Society of Arts,
at London, Eng., estimated that not more
than 15 years would be required, at the
rate it is being cut, to clear up all the
timber lands on this contlnent. BSo that
Canada and the United States cannot be
depended upon for a4 supply much’ longer.
It is time the Federal and the varicus
provineial Governments inaugurated some
policy looking towards the conservation of
our present supplies and the growth of
new forests for future use. We should
export as little lumber and timber as pos-
gible. Our aim should be to use up our
own lumbér in the production of farni-
ture and articles im which wood Is more
or less extensively used. Canada ought to
extend its Industries so as to consume
all the lumber produced within the coun-
try. We require all our lumber for our
own needs. Our farmers must have houses
and barms, our workingmen mist have
houses to live in in the eity, and the cost
of lumber to-day makes them very expen-
give. Our manufacturers require, or soon
will require, all our raw material for their
various fndustries. The shipbuilder, the
furniture manufacturer, the car builder,
the implement maker, the sash and door
manufacturer, the contractor, the cooper—
all are complaining of the scurcity and
price of their raw material. It is a ques-
tion if the time has not arrived for con-
8idering the advisabllity of imposing an
export duty on lumber, or at least of pro-
hibiting the export of lumb‘ér cut on Crown
timber limits. This would only be taking
another step forward along the line we
have already adopted. We have already
prohibited the export of sawlogs from
Crown limits. Another step forward would
be the prohibition of the manufactured
lumber Zrom such logs. Our lumber shotild
leave the country only in the shape of for-
piture, woodenware, implements and other
finished products.

TORONTO’S BIG DEBT.

Toronto’s debt i8 considerably higher
than the average debt of the cities of the
United States with the same population.
It I8 considerably higher, per capiti, than
the average of all the United States cities,
We have got lnt?j};xf',way of borrowing
and it is difficult to throw off the habit.
But we must make an effort to do so, As
far jas possible we should pay for things
as we go along. It Jg proposed this year
to add to our debt nearly $300,000 for ad
ditional pumping machinery and conduits.
By no manner of means should we permit
this sum to be added to our already ex-
cessive linbilities. Let the water rates be
restored to where they were, or at least
Increased by 50 per cent. This will
able us to put our plant in first-class
shape, as it should be put, and leave us a
margin to hand over to the, city yearly
in reduction of the debt: The prospect of
any considerable increase in the revenue
from water consumers i8 mot very encour--
aging. Practically évery one who needs
water in the city has been supplied. For
any increase in the revenue we must de-
pend upon new houses, and it would re-
quire a large number of these to raise the
revepue even $500). A reduction in the
water rates has not the same eifect In
increasing the revenue as would a reduc-
tion in electricity, gas or any similar com-
modity. It be a profitable move
for the Consumers Gas Company to reduce
the price of gas to 75 cents. The con
sumption would be enormously Increased
and receipts and profits would be
proportionateiy large. In the
water there is no such thing as increised
because ¢onsumers were us

en-

Ing just as much under the previous rates
as they are using to-day, while the price
is cut In two. For any increase we have
to depend entirely on new consumers. The
shortage in running expenses now is about
$75,000 a year, and it will take many years
before we oht;ﬂn a sufficient nmumber of
new consumers to wipe off this large and
annually-recurring deficit. In addition to
this we will have to provide money from
time to time for new plant. The most sen
sible plan for providing funds for this
deficit and for the necessary plant is to
increase the water rates. They are far
too low. It is ridiculous to make such a
small charge for such an abundant supply
of water as Is furnished the citizens of
Toronto. No one objected to the old rates
Few would object to a restoration of
these rates or at least to an increase of
50 per cemt. in the existing rates. Some
such scheme as this must be resorted to
if we desire to keep down our debt. . Nor
do we think the city will be able to ralse
the money in any other way. The pro
perty-owners certainly will not sanction
the waterworks bylaw. They are fully
justified in voting against it and we believe
they will almost unanimously do so. The
City Council ought to rectify the mistake
that was made when the water rates were
cut in two. An increase of 50U per cent
is required to give us a self-supporting
gystem and one that is commensurate wiin
the needs of the city.

Enounced this spring. There is really no
| occasion for Introducing the open cars so
"'early in the season. The company has
| surely learned by experience that it
1 changes its cars too early in the spring and
{ tod late in the fall, As between the pos-
| sibility of having closed cars on a few
warm days in May, or the open cars for a
couple of weeks of cold and rainy weather,
we prefer ‘the former as the less of
two evils. The cars should not be chang-
ed until the first of Juhe. Open cars might
be added for the additional spring traftic
and for those who prefer to use them, but
none of the winter cars ghould be taken
off until there is no doubt as to the wea-
ther. It is better to err on the side of
suffering a little unpleasantness from heat
than to expose oneself to sickness Irom
the damp and drafty open car.

REWARDS OF MERIT.

New York Tribune London special: Sir
Alfred Milner's peerage offers a striking
contrast to the neglect from which 8ir
Bartle Frere suffered. The abandonment
of the High Commissioner by the Govern-

fuent and Crown was impossible when he
remained under fire from the enemies of
the Empire at home and abroad. He has
earned by his arduous labors and by the
venomous attacks to whickhk he has been
exposed every honor from the Government,
and consequently the King's guest of yes-
terday is Mr. Chambetlain's to-day at
luncheon with a most distinguished com-
pany. Extremists are not disarmed Dby
the honors showered apon him. The Daily
News quotes Mirabeau’s line: ‘“The silence
of the people is the lesson of kings,” and
moralizes over proconsuls, prancing or oth-
erwise, and the sllent Empire builders who
have come and gone withont fishing for
applaunse. Sir Alfred Milner Is not a vain-
gloerious man, but a true representative 6t
the Imperial clvil service, which has gov-
egned the Empire on enlightened prineiples.
Mr. John Morley introduced him to journal-
ism, Mr. Goschen to e¢ivil service and Mr.
Chamberlain to South Africa, and this
champion of the conservative colonial poli-
cles was at the outset an unknown barri-
ster with Ingrained Liberal and Radieal
cenvictions. He is invulnerable against
personal attack, for he I& a lovable man,
who has never lost a friend or made fan
enemy; such foes as are carping at him
are not his, but those of the Empire.”

GHASTLY FIND NEAR BERLIN

[PONISERRSSEEM

M. E. Shantz Found a Body in a Bad-
ly Decomposed Gonditior. on
His Farm.

SUPPOSED TO BE THAT OF A WOMAN

Inquest Held Saturday Afternoon
Resulted in the Return of a
Verdicet of Suicide.

Berlin Telegraph, May 25: Menno K.
Shantz on Friday forenoon found a body
partly covered with earth in the Wwoods
on his farm about four miles west of Ber-
lin. The woods cover nearly 20 acres, and
it was In about thel centre of this that
the body was found. Mr. Shantz notified
County Coroner Lackner this morning and
the latter issued a warrant to Constable
Huber to summon a jury for the inguest,
which he set for 3 p.m. Constables Huber
and Gastmeler went out this forenoon and

summoned the following, who constituted
the jury at the imquest this afternoon;
Mesers. Charles Wanklin, Nelson Shantz,
Philip Weppler, Alex. Stoltz, John Weir,
Isaac Lautenschlager, Harvey Gaukel,
Leander Montag, Willlam Lautenschlager,
Henry Weppler and George Lautenschla-
ger. These are citizens of Wilmot and
Waterloo Townships. .

There were dozeus of versions of this
story on the streets this morning and to
get a correct story an interview was had
with Mr. Menno E, Shantz, the man who
made the ghastly discovery. Mr. Shantz
said he, In company with his son, went
out to the bush on Friday morning to
hunt morels, which grow plentifully there.
The bush is to the rear of his farm, and
covers a twract of about 20 acres. It skirts
the western side of the township line be-
tween Waterloo and Wilmot Townships.
Mr. Shantz. saw the skull and at first
thought it to be 4 large mushroom. He
turned away several times, and coming
across it again took a clogser look and
discovered it to be a skull. He looked
about, discovered the bone of the leg.
from the kn<e down, which was Incased
in a shee and looked to be little worn.
The gpot was a hollow, formed by the up-
rooting of a tree. Mr. Shantz called his
son and they looked about and found that
the body was covered by only four or five
inches of earth. Mr. Shantz poked a stick
into the ground and saw a portion of cloth-
ing.

PRISON AID ASSOCIATION.

Prison Susnday Observed by a Plat-
form Meeting in the Metropoli-
tan Church Last Night.
Yesterday was the date’ known among
friends of the Prisoners’ Aid Assoclation
as Prison Sunday. It was observed by a
platform service last night, at fhe Metro-
politan Church, attended by a large con-
gregation. Rev. Dr. Withrow presided.
The musical selections were appropriate

to the work of moral reform.

Rev. Robert Hall, city missionary, spoke
%t the good work of the Prisoners’ Amd
Association during the past 30 years. Last
year the society had to deal with 3921
prisoners, who passed thru the three city
prisons, The association was, he said,
sometimes criticized ror the amount of
money required, but the greatest part of
the work is done by volunteers. . Consid-
erlag the extent of the association’s opera-
tion, it was far from costly, as a uttie
over $4000 covered the expenditure. He
was amazed that so much was dohe at
su suiall a cost. The association employs
au agent, who devotes his whole time to
the male prisoners; a certilicated teacher,
who teaches prisoners four nights a week,
aud two Bible women.

The association conducts four prison
Sunday schools, every Sunday morning,
with ¢1 teachers. It maintains a home on
East Queen-street,where last year 14% wo-
men were cared for, separated while there
entirely from cach other, but having tbe
comipanionship of Christian women. Of
that number, ¥3 are reported as doing well,
aud In sitvations where they are giving
good satigfaction. Many girls who !likd
been arrested had been taken to the home
amd saved from jail.

The Prisoners’ Ald Assoclation is ready
to help every prisonér who leaves jail.
Who requires it. It holds four weekly
Gospel service and three prayer
services In the prisons, and« ' the
influence of the association in hammering
and pressing on the authorities the im-
portance of the separation of first offend-
ers has been successful.

Rev. Mr, Hall gave several instances of
former prisoners who have been BSaved
and are leading noble lives. He mention-
el one who was known. to the police as
“Ned the Pickpocket,”” who became mno-
torious as a criminal, but who is now the
pastor of a Christian church in Ontario.

Rev. W. H. Withrow spoke in commen-
dation of the work of the Salvation Army,
and introduced Staff-Sergt, Archibald, who
described the prison gate work. In On-
tario there were, he sald, last year 8193
wen and women In the penal institutions.
One thing he wished to impress; that was
the great need of help for discharged pri-
souers. In this city the Army had a Shel-
ter, und nearby a farm, and eonducted a
labor bureau. Thru these agencles, 53%
men were last year placed in permanent
sitvations, of whom over 300 were" from
various prisons. Many times, in visiting
prisons, he had the fact impressed upon
him that the criminality was to a very
large extent the result of bad youthful
environment.

Mr. Hamilton Cassecls said that he would
leave the impressive addresses of the pre-
vious speakers to sink into the hearts of
those present.

Yacht Aroused the People Dur-
ing the Past Week-

ACCIDENTS PREDICTED THIS VEAR,

But No Harm Will Come to Hime
Criti¢ism Checked at Birm.
ingham.

New York, May 26.—The Sun’s London
correspondent says: The complete stagna-
tion which seems to affect everything Eng-
lish for at least a week before a . public
holiday i8 as noticeable as ever this Whit-
suntide.* The escape of the King while
aboard the unlucky Shamrock I1. has been

making the accident to the yacht itself
take a very secondary place in the minds
of the people .The sudden death of the
as yet uncrowned King, Wwith his helr
thousands of miles away, would have_ giv-

en rise to a state of confusion which would
be difficult to exaggerate. The affection
with which the King was regarded when
he was the Prince or Wales nas undoubt-
edly greatly increased, and has spread
among classes who formerly had hot
lvoked on him with special favor.
Strengthened the King.

This last escape from very real danger,
following closely upon the scurrilous and
ill-considered libel in the suppressed edi-
tion of Mr. William O’Brien’s Irish Peo-4
ple, has served to stremgthen further<the
King's hold upoh the feelings of his peo-
ple. The Kkingship has altéered not only
the legal Status of Edward VIIL.,, but what
may be called his moral status.

A further example of this alteration may
be seen in an occurrence at Birmingham.
The National Diplomatic League held its
customary meeting in the public square,
during which one of the speakers made
strong reference to the King. 'The chief
constable thereupon announced -that, in
consequence of the disgraceful language
used, he had decided to prohibit further
meetings in the public square, and if any
further such referenceé to the King were
made he would stop the holding of meet-
ings altogether at any place.

Such a proceeding in a land which boasts
of its freedom of speech surprised the
officials of thé league, who sent a deputa-
tion to the constable to protest against
his action. The constable received the
delegation and informed them #that they
could not repeat of the Sovereign what
they might legally say of the Frince of
Wales, and that while they might ecriti-
size the state actions o fthe King, they
could not publiely criticize his private
life.

Clairvoyant’s Prediction.

With reference to the escape of the King
while on board Sir Thomas Lipton's Cup
challenger last week, Parisians are much
interested in a story about a clairvoyant,
Mlle. Fonvielle, who alleges that she fore-
told the death of ‘Queen Victoria last Janu-
ary. Soon after the death of the Queen,
Mile. Fonvielle foretold that the King
would meet with several accidents in the
first year of his reign, and that one, in
which he would have a very narrow es-
cape, would oeccur very soon. Parisians
now identify this with the accident to the
Shamrock II. Mlle. Fonvielle declares that
she does not know what will be the nature
of the other accidents, but she Is sure
that the King will escape, as a familiar
spirit so informed her. She also says thdt
an attempt on the life of the King will
be made in 1904.

* If King Had Not Been There.

The fullest authentic detalls in regard
to the disaster to the Shamrock II. and
the attendant circumstances have been
cabled from day to day, but in several
quarters there is a theory that the King
was indirectly responsible. Without en-
tering into technical details, the explana-
tion briefly is this: The yacht could have
been saved from such a complete wreck
but the knowledge of the King's position
on the deck prevented the carrying out
of a necessary manoeuvre, which would
have entailed more certain risk of accident
to the King.

Whether there is any truth In the sugges-
tion or not. it i{s beyond question that
the -presence of a passenger of such im-
portance as the King aboard an untested
yacht during a trial must- embarrass the
skipper in cases of emergency. While ad-
miring ahd sympathizing with the King's
sportsmahnlike aQualities, most people here
think he ought not to place himseif
in a position of such risk.

THE RETURN OF THE QUEEN'S OWN.

The Men Arrived Yesterday Even-
ing on the Chicora—Drill Ceases
Till the Fall.

Precisely at 7 o'clock yesterday evening,
the faces of 100 watchers on Yonge-street
Wharf expanded into the broadest of smiles
as the strains of ‘“Home, Sweet Home,”
came fioating wearily over the waters of
the Bay, from off the returning Chicora.
In a few moments the boat glided ap
along the pler, and close upon 400 unl-
formed men stepped upon the shore. No
returning prodigal looked more husky, un-
shorn, tired and bedraggled than each of

those boys of the Queen's Own Rities.

Under the command of Colonel Pellatt,
they lined up on the wharf. Then the
drums rolied, the trumpets blared, the|
military spirit throbbed thru the ranks
and the boys stepped off bravely, glad to
be on’land once more,

Up Yonge-street they marched, and along
Queen to the Armouries. Inside they were
addressed by Colonel Pellatt, who compli-
mented them upon their good behavior
in camp, especially Instancing the unusu-
al sobriety of the men.

The formal trapsfer of it from the con-
tractors to the corporation will take place
in a day or so, and the occdsion will be
mwarked by some little ceremony, the na-
ture and details of which have not us
yet been decided upon or arranged.

Mr. Robert Batchelder, the representa-
tive of Messrs. Gillett & Johnson of Croy-
don, England, kindly gave The World some
very interesting intormation about Toron-
to’'s mammoth timepiece. The dials, four
in number, are 20 feet 1 inch in diameter,
and are made in 5 minute sections. They
are flat, perfectly watertight, and each
has a movable sash, so as to give access

to the hands. The hour marks on the
dianls are 4 feet long and 12 inches wide
and the minute marks 8 inches long and
6 inches wide. The dials are made of
half-inch ground plate glass, bedded in
elastic cement, and fastened with clips
screwed into iron frames. Not including
the glass, the four dials weigh 380,000
pounds, and the weight of the wind braces
is 12,000 pounds.
The hands are made of copper, hollow in-
side and thoroly braced. The minute hand
is 9 feet 6 inches long and 9 inches wide
and the hour hand © feet 6 inches long
and 16 inches wide. Both hands weigi
800 pounds. The frame of the clock is 10
feet long and weighs 200 pounds. The
main wheels are 2 feet 6 inches in diame-
ter, and are made of gun wmetal. The
pendulum is 14 feet 8 inches long and
weighs 500 pounds. It Is so constructed
that it can move without interfering with
the other machinery of the clock. It hangs
on a cast-iron bracket supported by steel
beams.
The striking welight for the hour is 2400
pounds, and for the half hour 1800 pounds.
To keep the hands moving a time weight
of 800 pounds is required.
The largest of the three bells, which, for
the want of a better name, has been called
“Big Ben,” weighs 12,000 pounds, and is
struck by a 250-pound hammer raised 15
inches. The next hell weighs 3000 pounds,
and the hammer 80 pounds raised 10 inches.
The smallest bell is 2000 pounds in weight,
and the hammer 50 pounds raised 10 inches.
The dimensions of the bells are: Largest,
8 feet 8 inches across mouth, 5 feet 10
inches high: second bell, 4 feet 4 inches
across mouth, 3 feet 7 inches high; sma'l-
est, 3 feet 7 inches across mouth and 3
feet high.
Messrs. Gillett & Johnson have construct-
ed clocks for many citles in all parts of
the world, and feel proud of this one, which
ltl;\ﬁ received their every care and atten-
on.

THE NORTHFIELD CONFERENCE.

It played the
most difficult classical compositions and
gave my friend, who a year before knew
no more about music than a cow, as
thorough an appreciation of music as
I myself possessed, although I had lived
ir a musieal atmosphere all my ‘ife.

Barbaric Nations, Says Bishop Hart-
zell, Are Ali Ready to Revolt
Against Givilization.

THIS TRUE ESPECIALLY OF AFRICA,

Where Only a Spark is Wanted to
Set Alight Aggressive Fanati-
cism on West Coast.

London, May 26.—Bishop Joseph C. Hart-
gell, ‘Missionary Bishop of the Methodist
Episcopal Church In Africa, who has been
{nvalided to London, after a trip to the
West Coast of Africa, returns to Africa
shortly, to take an extended survey of s

dlocese, beginning on the east coast, go-
ing thru Rhodesia, and perhaps crossing
the Transvaal down to Cape Town, and up
to Liberia and Sierra Leone.

Bighop Hartzell, judging from his ex-
periences during his recent sojourn on the
west coast and the reports from ‘China
and other parts, Is Inclined to take
pessimistic views. In an interview, he
said:

“There is & world crisis in progress in
Christianity and civilization. We are face
to face with conditions never before en-
countered. Missionaries and explorers
have gone to the farthest corners of the
earth, and have routed out what may al-
most be termed the oldest and most se-
cluded peoples. They stand in defiant
championship of their anclent creeds and
territory.

*“All thru Africa I have seen signs of
this revolt of the barbaric nations. Great
Britain is experiencing it in Ashantee.
All along that west coast, so rich in
gold, and so rapidly being invaded by
European capital, the natives need but a
spark to set alight aggressive fanaticism
that years could scarcely suppress.

‘““Take’ Liberia, for instance, where live
80 many of our own negroes. Inland there
are ' a million npatives, who, Iif they
wished, at any moment could drive our
settlers into the sea. My only wonder is
that they are as peaceful as they'have
been.

‘““Added to this danger are the grasping
proclivities of the powers. Liberia would
be snapped up in a' mbmeént by Germany,
if it were not for British and American
influence. Some of these days it may be
absolutely necessary for Liberia to asso-
ciate herself more closely with some great
power. It will probably be Great Brit-

London Stock Exchange.

London, May 26.—The shadow of, the
Northern Pacific excitement is still hanging
over the London Stock Exchange. This,
combined with the approaching holidays,
has brought American dealings during the
last weeﬁ practically to a standstill, and
home stocks were quiet in sympathy. The
action of the Stock Exchange Commlittee
for general purposes in suspending the
buying-in of Northern Pacific shares until
June 10 has been somewhat. criticized on
the ground that the bears had:already had
more grace than was expected. It is un-
derstood they have already covered, prices
running up to 210. A suggestion has also
been made that the committee refuse fuar-
ther protection except on transactions offi.
cially reported to them. It has further
bheen pointed out that in this manner the
true dimensions of the short interest could
be seen, and adequate steps taken to clear
up the situation. The resumption of nor-
mal conditions Is Impossible until this is
accomplished.

A curious development of the past week
has been that, while the Northern Pacific
crisis was convulsing the big arbitrage
houses, a smaller but very similar corn.r
in London, Brighton and South Coast ordi-
nary shares caught half a dozen lozal
brokers. The action of the S8tock Exchange
Committee for General Purchases in the
matter of the Northern Pacific settlement
furnished the victims of the Brighton cor-
ner with a precedent, so dear to the Eng-
lishman, and the half-dozen brokers in
question have applied to the Stock Ex-
change for a suspension of the settlement
of their accounts also.

Consols during the past week scarcely
moved, and dealings in them were almost
nil. Following the recent stringency, the
outlook for money is now easler.

WANT NO NEW CREED.

Minority Report to Presbyterian
General Assembly Was Rejected
by a Vote of 271 to 234.
Philadelphia, May 25.--The Presbyterian
General Assembly to-day took another step
toward revising the Confession of Faith
by rejecting the minority report which had

been offered as a substitute amendment for
the majority report. The vote was 271
to 234.
The recommendation is as follows:
‘“‘B.—We recommend that a committee
be instructed to prepare a brief sum-
mary of the reformed faith, bearing
the same relation to the confession
which the shorter catechism bears to
the larger catechism, and formed on
the general model of the consensus
creed prepared for the General As-
sembly of 1802, or the articles of faith
of the DPresbyterian Church of Eng-
land, both of whichk documents are
appended to the committee’'s report
and submitted to the assembly to be re-
ferred to the committee appointed.”

With the consent of the assembly, the.
motion was changed so that the vote was
taken on the question of striking out the
recommendation from the majority re-
port Instead of accepting the minority re-
port as a substitute. During the discussion
of the subject, Moderator Minton gave the
gavel to Vice-Moderator Pitcairn while
he addressed the commissioners In favor
of the amendment. Dr. Minton said the
recommendation meant simply the estab-
lishment of a new creed.

After the announcement of the vote,
Rev. Dr. J. D. Moffat Informed the as-
sembly that, on Monday, he would pre-
sent an amendment,
uniting the commissioners, in order that
a unanimons recommendation might be
sent to the presbyteries.

She walked straight to his
room, sald a few words and Kkissed the
dying man’s hand.

“TWO LITTLE GIRLS IN BLUE.”

BOER WAR DRAWING TO A CLOSE
BRITONS BREATHE MORE FREELY

Conferences With Lord Milner

New York May 25.—(Special.)—The Post’'s
London cable says that, because of the
persistence of the South Afritan cam-
paign, enmormous national expenditures on
warlike preparations, to be met by‘ln—
creased taxation, Stock Exchange fears
and dread forebodings of coming doom to
English shivping and commerce at the
hands of Awmerica and Germany the past
three months have proved a trying period
to English nerves, but to-day the prospect
is brightening. The pessimists are still

heard to declare that the war is no nearsr
its close than a year ago, but there are,
nevertheless, clear evidences of the ap-
proaching end.

The Government are holding back further
reinforcements and all proposals to hasten
the end by drastic means until they have
had an opportunity of conferences with
Rir Alfred Milner, but, for all that, latest
Government advices from South Africa
show that peace is gradually asserting
itself in the new colonies, not so mach
by military as by administrative conquest.
Belief prevails that no formal surrender
on a large scale may be expected. Peace
is gradually overlapping war. Arrange-
ments have been disclosed under which
Imperial and Transvaal authorities are al-
ready providing for the education of child-
ren of the Transvaal. The question of
official use of the Dutch language in the
schools and elsewhere will be decided in
consultation with Sir Alfred Milner.

N. B. Schools the Pattern.

Lord Milner brings to Downing-street
strong protests of Cape Britishers against
any perpetuation ef Dutch talk. but the
new Director of Education in the Transvaal
has secured officlal assent to plans for
Inauguration in colenles of the common
school gsystem, closely approximating the
New Brunswick system; that is. free unde-
nominational education, controlled by local
elected trustees.

ties. interimperial tariffs and countervaii-
ing sugar duties, as the only means te
ward off national decay at the hands of
American and Germ#&u competition. When
pessimists assert that the great excess of
imports over exports proves that Grea#
Britain is living on her capital, Sir Robert
Giffen points to the Iincome tax returns,
and shows that In the last ten years as-
sessments to this tax have grown by 20

er cent.. while the Increase of (population

s only 10 per cent.

This excess of imports over exports, he
argues, shows clearly Great Britain's
prosperity, If it points to any decline it
is to British investments abroad.

Capital of the Nation.

The capital of British nation, Sir Robert
Giffen, computes at seventy-five billion dol-
lars, with an annual increase of hetween
one thousand and fifteen hundred million
dollars. The British annual war bill of
three hundred million dollars comes out
of an aggregate income of seven billions
and a half. Germany spends one hundred
and ninety-five millions, France one hun-
dred and sixty millions, and Russia one
hundred and eighty-five millions, out of
an aggregate income of abont five billions
each. Five per cent. roughly, therefore,
is what Great Britain pays as insurance
of safety of the Empire.

What Majority Was Due To.

The House of Commons rejected by a
majority of 177 Sir Henry Fowlier's amand-
ment to the Budget, deploring the wrecent
alarming increase in normal expenditure
of the country. This majority was due,
not so much to the rampant imperialism of
the hour, or to the ahsence of grave pub-
lic concern at the growth of expenditure,
as to ahstention from the division of Sir
William Harcourt, Mr. John Morley and
their followers. and the Irish Nationalists,
who thus marked their d proval of Sir
Henry Fowler's refnsal as a Liberal Im-
perialist to attack the whole Government
policy in South Africa.

GOULD STRIKES COPPER.

Vancouver, B.C.,, May 26.—S. Arden Sin-
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Island of Mindanao Found to Be Unfit
for the Responsibility Which it
Would Involve

DISTRICTS PEOPLED BY SAVAGES.

The More Enlightened of the Popu~
lation Are Prosperous and Loyal
to the United States.

Dapitan, Island of Mindanao, April 8.~
For the past week the United States Com-
mission has been steaming around the
coasts of Mindanao, touching at its prin-
cipal ports, to interview the leading In-
habitants gathered in from the adjacent
districts, and to declare to them the pur-
pose of the United States Government con-
cerning them. Two important points were
settled, namely, that Mindanao shall not
be governed by local governments, and that
slavery shall be abolished.

The commissioners came to Mindanao with
the intention of establishing several pro-
vinclal governments, but they were not
long in abandoning that intenfion. That
much was soon decided at Zamboanga, and '
the further the commissioners penetrated
into the country, and the more familiar
they became with the heterogeneous char-
acter of its people, they were convinced of
the unwisdom of attempting to apply any
considerable measure of clvil government
on American lines to people. the great ma-
jority of whom “are nothing more or less
than savages, peaceful and thoroly friendly
to the Americans, perfectly willing to be
advised and ruled by them, but having
no couception of nor desire for anything
approaching self-government ideals. There
is therefore no longer any question but
that Mindanao and adjacent islands are to
be ruled for years to come by a Govern-
ment general in character, and directly re-
presentative of the central government to
be established in Manila July 1.

A Chinese Settlement.

At Cattabatto, one day out from Zambo-
anga, the commission party got into con-
tact with one phase of the real life of
Mindanao. The town was found to be
practically all Chinese. Chinese traders at
Cattabatto have business connections with
Singapore and Hong Kong, which bring
advantage both to the Mores and them-
selves.

At military headquarters a long private
conference was held by the commission-
ers with representatives of all interests in-
volved. The Chinese testified with frank:
ness, intelligence and sincerity concerning
their doings and thelr relations with the
savages. Questioned whether they intend-
ed returning to China, they replied in the
negative. The greatest, wealthlest and
cleverest Datto in all that region s Plang,
who is half Chinaman and half Moro. He

is also the original friend to the Ameri-
cans, *

An Influx of Moros.

While the Chinese hearing was In pro-
gress, the town was rapidly filling with
clans of Moros from near and far, The
principal Dattos, with their advisers, were
brought in for conference, a group at a
time, and encouraged to talk about thelr
conditions and affairs. The gist of their
testimony was that they were more
prosperous and contented under Am-
i erican  rule than ever before, be-
cause they felt their rights to
be more settled and secure, and they
:ne:;x::gs to hatve no objection to continu .ng

The question of slavery was
touched upon in the conference, except
incidentally, but President 'Paft after-
wards assured the Associated Press cor-
respondent that, since the constitution pro-
hibits slavery in any territory governed
by the United States,ithe question would
be dealt with.

No prohibition of polygamy ls likely to
be enforced, at present at least, against
the savages of the Southern Philippine Is-
lands. The commission quitted Cattabatto
with Ideas considerably enlarged and clarl-
fied as to the situation in that part of
the country.

A Remote District.

The party arrived at Davao the morning
of April 4. Davao is so romotely situated
that the news of the surrender of Aguin-
aldo had not previously reached the gar-
rison. The chiefs of all the tribes in the
vicinity came In turn before the commis-
sioners and related the clircumstances,
conditions and customs of themselves and
their people, and told about their rela-
tions with other tribes. Besides the Moros
there werel representatives of several
tribes indigenous to Mindanao, and found
nowhere else. These Included the Baga-
bas, Atos, Monobos, Guingas, Drulanganos
#nd the Samales. The Bamales are most
distinet from the rest. Tho less bright
mentally, thcy are more industrious and
steady, and keep no slaves. They stated
unanimously that things had been very
well with them under American rule, and
apparently had no desire for a civil Gov-
ernment beyond that outlined to them by
President Taft, namely, a general depart-
mental Government for the southern is-
lands.

A Land of Filipinos.

Coming out of the extreme southeast to
the furthers northeast point of Mindanao
the commission once more arrived In a
land inhabited almost exclusively by Kilt-
pmos. No savages of any sort were found
at Surigao. Five presidents happened ut
the time to be in jail, having been ar-
rested for holding too intlmmate relations
with the insurrectos. Otherwise the place
is entirely peaceful, with but one company
of troops in the whole province. Captain
Hendricks, the Jocal commander, joined
with the, leading Visayans in recommend-
ing the establishment of u provisional gov-
ernment, This the commissioners promis-
ed to do shortly.

Altho yesterday was Sunday it was far
from being a day of rest for the commis-
sioners, or the people of Cagayan, the com-
mercial metropolis of Northern Mindanao.
The commission was in session there near
ly all day.
