Ottawa, Jan. 28—Hon. James Bryce, the 
British ambaeeador at Washington, will be 
in Ottawa during the first week of Febru­
ary and will be the guest of the governor- 
general. When in Ottawa a year ago Mf*. 
Bryce said that it was hi» intention to 
come here frequently, so that he might be 
the better able to have the Canadian view­
point when subjects relating to this coun­
try came up for consideration between 
Britain and the United States, or between 
Canada and the United States.

Besides this there are the fisheries in 
the St. Lawrence where the rivet is the 
boundary. It is desirable to have the 
same regulations instead of as a.t present 
different regulations on each side. Mr. 
Bryce will talk over all these matters with 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and hie' colleagues.

Guida has lived for a long time past near 
Florence. Her death occurred not far 
from the beach where the poet, Percy 
Bysshe Shelley was drowned.

Marie Corelli started a fund for 
her benefit and subscriptions were made 
by several others on her behalf, but Guida 
announced her intention of refusing the 
charity.

New York, Jan. 26—The Italian steamer 8an 
Giovanni, which arrived today from Naples, 
brought to port the crew of five of the oil­
laden barge Matanzas, which 
from the tow-boat Concord, during the recent 
northeast gale which swept along the coast.

Fair progress, howe^pç, was made until 
the week of Jan. 12, when the headway 
was very difficult. For seven days the 
distance covered each flay was little more 
than sixty miles, and one day but fifty 
were covered. On the 14th an exceptional­
ly heavy sea broke over the deck and car­
ried away one of the lifeboats. The pas­
sengers were kept below and after their 
experience on the Mount Royal the 300 
immigrants were disposed to feel like com­
plaining.

On Sunday, the 19th, the .worst weather 
was experienced and tfye officers say that 
altogether it was the roughest trip which 
they ever made across the Atlantic.

The passengers were glad enough to be 
released yesterday from their narrow 
quarters aboard ship, though all looked to 
be in excellent health and little the worse 
fot their experience. During the passage, 
on the 18th, a young child died and wqg 
buried on the 19th, in the midst of a ter­
rible storm.

Of the number aboard the Montrose, 
318 were adults, seventy children and fif­
teen infants. There were ten Russians 
and about the same number of Germans. 
Other nationalities represented were Gali­
cians, Bulgarians, Austrians, Italians and 
Russian Poles. A party of ten represent­
ed one Germany family, and these were 
good types of the honest German burgher 
and his stalwart sons and comely daugh­
ters.- Of the passengers 226 were bound 
for western Canada, fifty for Cape Breton, 
and 126 -for points in the United States.

About 85 of the passengers were detain­
ed on the west side for various reasons.

After fifty days spent on the water the 
400 passengers who- left Antwerp on the 
C. P. R. steamer Mount Royal on Dec. 7 
last, reached St. John yesterday and land­
ed on terra firms at 9.30 o’clock yesterday 
morning. They came on the steamer Mont­
rose, which was also several days over­
due, and it was with a feeling of relief 
that C. P. R. officials heard on Saturday 
evening that the Montrose had passed 
Brier Island about 7 o’clock in the even-

The Rev. Mr. Row, of Hampton, was 
the speaker in the Every Day Club hall 
yesterday afternoon at 4 o’clock. For 
half an hour he held the close attention 
of a large audience, the majority of whom 
were men. Taking note of the fact that 
evil edits, and that, while man is con­
scious that he can so relate himself to 
it as to be injuriously affected, yet he is 
also conscious of something that calls him 
to rise higher.

The speaker pointed out that there are 
in the world around us institutions which 
stimulate and help men to rise, and others 
whose tendency is to drag men down. The 
liquor traffic was one of the latter. If 
it could be entirely wiped out of exist­
ence, the speaker was confident every one 
of his hearers would hold up their hands 
in favor of that solution of the problem.
But the problem was not solved, and so 
they had many remedies suggested, from 
the enforcement of pure liquors to total 
prohibition.

Mr. Ross made three distinctions in con­
sidering the question. There was the li­
quor traffic, which was a thing—an insti­
tution. There was the liquor seller, who 
was a man; and there was the liquor 
drinker who was also a man. This dis­
tinction was sometimes overlooked.

There were two forces which were used 
in dealing with the problem. One-was law, 
the other love. Law might and must be 
applied to the traffic, but the law would 
not save a man. Love alone could do that.
This was the essence of Christianity.
Hence, in dealing with the seller and the 
drinker the speaker would invoke the 
power of love. If the members of the 
churches would manifest a spirit of love 
toward the family of the liquor seller, 
and toward the man himself, apart from 
his business, important results might be 
achieved. And this was especially true 
in regard to the man who drank.

Mr. Ross concluded by pointing out the 
great work to be done by institutions 
which pre-empted the ground and made 
the saloon less of a social attraction or 
apparent necessity to the young men of ons. 
the city. Such an institution was the 
Every Day Club, and he urged the men as a 
present to join it and make it more ef­
fective in its helpful work.
