MORGAN AND
' HARRIMAN

Both Encouraging the Rise in
the Market--Mr. Harriman’s
Plans.

(New York Sunday World.)

The fact that the Harriman and Mor-
gan interests are both supposed to be en-
couraging the 'rise’ in the market has
caused a good deal of interesting com-
ment because of their well-known antag-
onism in railrcad and financial matters.
Wall street is speculating as to wihich
faction will get out of their stocks first
at .the expense of the other. The impres-
sion gained ground several yeamns ago that
& truce had been declared between the
two factions and that they would there-
after work in harmony. Unity of interest,
however, is of short duration in Wall
stréet. The two interests are shid to be
@& antagonistic as they were on the day
of the Northern Pacific corner. At the
present time their interests place them
on the same side of the market, although
their campaigns are devoted to the ex:
Mr.
Morgan' and “his ‘friends are 'said to ke
supporting United States Steel common,
in which a strong pool was formed about
a year ago. The pool acquired a large
amount of the stock, but has mever been
able to find a market for it. 'When the
supply of money becomes short the clash
between the two interests will come in
the scramble for funds, and Wall street
is expecting a very interesting encounter.
The great life-insurance companies under
the old order of things were frequently
called upon to supply ammunition for
these battles royal. Under the new con-
dition of affains their stmong/ boxes are
oot so easy of acpess.

‘MR. HARRIMAN’S PLANS.

On all sides can be heard the dividend
plans of Mr. Harriman in connection
with the Southern Pacific and. Union Paci-
fic..

Hamriman’s mame for the statement
that Southern Pacific will be placed ‘on a
4 per cent basis, and that the Union Pa-
cifie dividend will be increased by ome
per cent.

ENORMOUS DROP
IN RUSSIAN BONDS

If There is to be Civil Warm
Russia the World’s Markets
Will Undoubtedly Have
Trouble. '

in pecuring at fair

(Montreal Star, Saturday).

The drop in Russian 4 per cent. bongds
from 86 1-4 last Februafy, and 8 when
the new loan was alloted in April, to 69
this week, brings to the front the ques-
tion how far the décline is an actual re
flection of the Buropean market’s opinion
cn the Russian government’s outlook. If
it is such a reflection, then the markets
must be indeed pessimistic. ~The _series
of defeats in the Japaness war only broke
down the price of four per cents. 12 1:2
points. The popular uprising in the clos-
ing months of 1905 caused a fall of eight
points.

But this week’s price was 17 points um-
der the already low price of five monihs
ago, and showed more . than one-fourth
of the quoted value of January, 1904,
marked off.

" CONSOLS ‘AWAY DOWN.

To intenpret this as a collapse in Rus-
san credit, however, would be a little
venturesome. The dedline in British con-
sols since the outbreak of the Transvaal
war in 1899 has been larger than the ‘de-
cline in Russian bonds *since February,
1904.  Coneols this week, falling below
87, stood 26 points below thewr price of
1898; yet -no question has been at any
time raised of the ‘credit of the British
givernment. The simple explanation,
aside from the slight/and pre-arranged re-
duction in the interest rate on consols,
was that Great Britain had sold $625,000,-
000 mew consols in 1900, 1901 and. 1902.
The market broke under the weight of
these new issues,

' "RUSSTA’S POSITTON.

Wihen Russia piaced its $440,000,000 loan
last April, it -was freely predicted that
the manrket would Pe swamped with t¥e
new securities. None of the subscribing
markets was eager to buy Ruesian bonds.
Krance, which took $240,000,000, was :al-
ready overloaded with prior issues. Rus-
sia and Awustria,which subscribed for $133,-
000,000, were in no conditiom to assume
such a burden. In England, where $66;-
000,000 was placed, pubic opinion had been,
up to that moment, distinctly hostile to-
wards Russian borrowings. = The only
reason to expect any genuine support
from the public lay in the fact that a:50-
year 5 per, cent. loan was offered at the
small price of 89. That offer caused a pre:
mium of 3 1-2 to be paid for the new

BFFECT OF CEVIL WAR.

They
realize, however, that their time is lim-
ited. A continued advance at. the pace of
the last few days would increase bank
logns very rapidly and put the money
market in a very bad condition for the
demands that will be made on it when
the crops have to be moved. For that
reason it is believed that, while they will
be successful in their efforts g to carry
prices considerably higher, they cannot
sustain the upward movement very long.
That the advance of the last few days
is artificial is demonstrated by the condi-
tion of the bond market. No ‘well
grounded rise .in stocks has ever taken
place without having been preceded by ac-
tivity in the bord market. At the pres-
ent time no distinct sign of improvement
in' that quarter has been ncticed.

” THE DRAGO DOCTRINE

' fThe Pan-American Congress in session at

Rio Janeiro will have, it is said, as one
of the leading topics of discussion what is
known as the Drago Doctrine. The Uni-
ted States has sent a strong delegation to
this conigress, and Secretary Root is in
attemdance.

The Drago Doctrine was set focrth in 1902,
by Dr. Drago, the Argentine minister of
foreign relations, after a demonstration by
the allied fleets of European nations wihich
sought to compel Argentina to pay her
debts. Dr. Drago argued for a practical
enlargement of the Monroe \doctrine, to
decree that no European power should be
permitted to make an armed demonstra-
tion or occupy territory when any Ameri-
can republic might find it inconvenient or
inexpedient to meet financial obligations.
When this proposition was submitted to
the government of the United States, Se-
cretary Hay avoided any expressiom of
opinion, other than to declare sympathy
with the idea of the impartial arbitration
of matters in dispute between states. Of
course, the South American wepublics are
a unit in favor of the doctrine, which, if
endorsed by the United States, would
ehield them behind the power of that
country. It will be interesting to learn
what the Congress will do with this pro-
position. The United States delegates
will hardly fail to remember that not so
very long ago President Roosevelt plainly
intimated to the people of the southerm
republics that they must not regard the
Mongoe doctrine as a means of escape from
the payment of their honest debts. This
being so, the Drago doctrine will probably
fail to secure the endorsement of the Uni-
ted States representatives.

(Toronto News).
Among today’s features of The News

will be found an illustration from a special |-

edition of The Calgary Herald, which em-
phasizes the beneficial effect of one gener-
al public school system. It shows a group
of pupils at the public school at Camrose,

which indludes German, American, Nor-
wegian, French, Bohemian, Scotch, Bel-
gian, Swedish, English and Canadian. The
title of the picture is, “All Canadians
Now.” The significance is, perhaps, too
obvious to require comment. The fusing
and anifying influence of the national pub-
lic school system  is illustrated very hap-
pily. Here dre children of practically all
kindreds and nations and’' tongues, grow-
ing up together and learning to know one
another intimately.” No matter what dif-.
ferences of race or creed, the suspicions
and prejudices born of ignorance must dis-
solve before the influence of the public
school during the plastic period of child-
hood. Surely such a fusing agent is meed-
ed, and especially in a new country where
mmmigration thas brought into the body
politic people from all races of the earth.
With its generally narrowing and disrup-
tive influence, the separate school in the
west will be in direct conflict with the
unifying agency of the public school.

It is laid down
that the working of the scheme shall be
begun in the three London districts by
obtaining from the Wesleyan Conference,
and providing for the maintenance of,
three or more young ministers as shall be
required, and also by maintaining three or
more women workers under the 'emper-
ance Committee of each of the said dis-

triets. So soon as each of the three Lon-|;

don districts shall have one minister and
two women workens (or more as rfaqmred)
the other districts ehall be provided for

One young - minister, who has complet-
ed his training, is to be sent into each of
the selected districts, and he will have
to devote his, whole time to Gospel tem-
perance work, with the prospect of a sa-
lary of £120 at the end of three years,
and a lower one during the first two. -

Women workens in the districts will ge-
ceive a salary of £60, in addition to uni-
form and travelling expenses. Evangelists,
to the number of ten, may also,be employ-
ed, and their salaries are double those
of .the young ladies.

Then, provision is made for two “thor-
oughly competent,  zealous, and . devoted
men, who shall be continually employed
in travelling about the country for the
purpcse of delivering lectures to -encour-

‘age and strengthen the band of workers,

especially in connection with the Bands'of
Hope, and to assist, encourage, and com-
fer with the himisters and women work-
ers,” They will receive £500 per annum

'w6 or three thoroughly-trained ~ and
efficient vocalists are also to be retained
to assist at public meetings, but no men-
tion is made of what they are to be
paidr

““T'here ‘shall also be retained and con-
tinnally employed by the fund,” the tes-
tator comtinues, two of the best lectur-
ers’ on: temperance who can be found, for
the pumpose, stimulating and maintaining
interest in the cause of Christian temper-
ance in the great centres of population in

| Great Britain, and who shall each receive

an annual salary of £750.”

Nhese are what may be called popular
lecturers; who appeal more to tne heart
than the head, so their efforts are to be
supplemented by “three or four thorough-
ly competent scientific lecturers om tem-
perance who shall give in each year a
course of ten lectures at each of the four
theological instituticns, and receive £5 for
each lecture.”

Prizes of £10 and £5 are to be given at
each of these institutions for the best
essay -on- temperance, as a resulf presum-
ably of the scientific lectures, and a grand
prize of £20 is to go to the best essay of
all, the copyright of which is to become
the property of the trustees of the fund.

The work to which the income of this
vast amount — suppcsing the «500,000
to be raised — is to be devoted, is eo
far purely educational. There are, how-
ever, instructions as to how the sur-
plus, if any, ig to be employed, and one
of these exhibits a more militant atti-
tude.

Thus the trustees’ are empowered . to
provide “not more than £500 per anmum
towards the cost of opposing in any part
of England the grant of licénses to public
houses, theatres, music halls, and other
places of entertainment.”

The heroic citizens' of San Francisco,
wiho have recently gone through such a ter-
rible ordeal, ave at the présent time in a
state of doubt and despair reganding the
rebuilding: of their beloved city. Thous-
ands of families left directly after the ca-
tastrophe, -and the remnant of the p@_pula:
tion is dwindling day by day. Enthusiasts,
when found, claim that there are more
than 100,000 persons in the -city today,
while their more di tled brethren be-
lieve that 70,000 d be nearer uhe‘magk.
It is very diffiefilt to get at the exact fig-
ures, as the people are &o scattered w(}
tthe city wofficials do not wish to give out
the facts if they bad them.

The insurance companies have been very
glow in paying the dlaims made upon them,
and it is an open question if some of them
are financially able to fulfill their abliga-
tions. This keaps things back. Direcy
after the fire the pecple of San Francisco
were full of courage and a strong determ-
ination to construct a beautiful city on the
ashes of the old town. Then camg a long
wait and the dispute With the insurance
oumpanies, which is etill dragging on its
weary way through the columns of the
tocal papers.

RPAL BSDATE-MEN GOT SETBACK.

Real estate men mushed into the town
while it wae still smoking like vampires
and endeavored to Taise the prices of lots
into fabulows fgures.

At the foot of Market
street there is a good deal of bustle and
activaty,caveed by the arrival and departure
of passengers by the Oi_tklzmd ferry. In
other sections of the business quarter there
are blocks of blackened “puins where the
streets are impassable and mot a human be-
ing can be seen. At the dime when all
help was meeded 'the coast sailors of San
¥rancisco struck for more Wages. They
are the best paid seamen in the world, and
meceive $45 per month, iAs the dtvy was
in ruins and the people hv‘oken-spmted by
their misfortures, the sailors demanded
$50 o month instead of $45..

STRIKES DISCOURAGED PEOPLE.-

Then the plumbers went on strike, and
they were followed by ‘the touck drivers,
who-felt that they ehould have some ghare
of the high rates of transportation charg-
ed in the city. All thi wulble has tel}d-
ed to increase the feeling of deepair which
has settled upon the most enthusiastic cir
tizens and made them realize that a criss
is at hand, which will be decided in a very
short while. a \

OUTLOOK SEEMS HOPELESS.

“The outlook seems very hopeless at the
present moment, ~ People who were opti-
mistic at first have had time to look
around and realize what they are up
\against. Personally, I think it will take
at least forty years to rebuild the city.
There is so much to be done. Thousands
of tons of rubbish have to be removed, all
these tottering walls must come down,
roads have to be re-constructed, and an
entirely new city. built. - The ‘cleaning of
the ground alone is' a gigantic task. We
need more work and less talk.

“For the mext twenty years,” said the
merchant, “San Francisco will be a broad-
walk town, and then it will commence to
grow into a solid, beautiful city. This
wil only happen, however, if some en-
couragement and help is given to the peo-
ple now, when they need it most. There
are numbers of men who are only waiting
for a chance to sell their real estate and
iget away. At the present time there is
no encouragement for any one to come
here and invest money. - The busines out-
look is very bad, and there is not much
prospect for amy return for years to come
for invested capital. We must have labor,
and have it at once. The Japanese ar-
rive here from Honolulu every week by
the steamers, but they do not stop. The
Japs prefer to work in a town where the
money comes easier. They are looking
for soft jobs and ;mot hard work. It is
better to import'Chinese coolies soomer
than abandon the city. ~We want thou-
gands of men to get to work to clean up
the etreets and remove the ruins, so that
reconstruction' can be commenced on a
large scale.”

A PATHETIC SPECTACLE.

To the passengers who arrive by the
great transpacific liners from the Orient,
San Francisco presents a pathetic specta-
cle. As the steamers near the wharf
startling exdlamations of surprise and re-
gret are heard from passengers om the
promenade decks when the ruins of famous
buildings are recognized in the distance.
Back up from the river front nothing but
block after block of ruins meet the eye
of the traveller. The small groups of
workmen scattered about and the trolley
cars bumping over the upheaved roadways
makes the desolation of San Francisco
more apparent to the stranger. Even the
custom house officials appear to be dis-
heartened by their dusty surroundings, and
treat the passengers very leniently and
courteously. o far there are no hotels
in the city worthy of the name, and pas-
cong®fs spend the might on board the
steamers until they can’ secure train ac-
commodatioms to their homes.

Ancient seagoing craft mounted on
wheelg and drawn by wierd-looking, atten-
uated . steeds, convey tourists round the
ruins at the rate of $2 an hour.

7The loquacious drivers
point out the remains of the josshouses
and lodging houses with several stories
below the surface of the moadway. Here
and there a brand mew board building |
has been erected to serve as a cheap res-
taurant or a barber’s shop. Their ap-
pearance in isolated spots meminds one of
a mining camp. {There is plenty of food
for all the people of San Francisco now,
and heaps of work. Occasionally -a
cheery optimist may be seen sitting on
a pile of cubbish declaiming in loud tones
his determination to wait in San Fran-
cisco to see the new city grow up. These
are generally very young meun who have
not met any serious troubles.

The gloom has~ been slightly lifted
since July .5, owing to the zeopening of
the liquor emporiums, Before that date
tihe hardy laborer had mothing to quench
his thirst when at work in the dust-chol-
ed streets. Water even was hard to get.
Only citizens with a big pull carried
flasks for refreshment purposes in their
pockets.

In the big moom which goes the whole
length of the first floor of the ferryhcuse
at the foot of Market street, about 300
energetic railroad clerks are busy night
and day. They alone do not seem to have
been affected by the disaster or the gen-
eral gloom.

CROWDS WELL HANDLED

.. The immense crowds of travelers con-
s}tan.zy arriving from the east and west
are fandled without a hitch. The Owl
and Limited of the Southern and Union
Pacific and Chicago and Northwestern
railroads goes out heavily laden daily.
Sight-seeing trolley cars are put on to
take thourists to see the ruins when speci-
al trains arrive,

The refugee camps in the various parks
are well organized, and the people have
taken to camp life very kindly. The cli-
mate’ of San Francisco, with its cool
breezes, lends itself to outdoar life, but
amid the destmoyed sections it is not so
refreshing. One cannot live entirely on
pulverized mortar. The most optimistic
believe that a steady boom will soon take
place in San Francisco, and that it will
continue to spread mumtil the city is re-
built. These enthusiasts claim that it
will take twenty years, but the more con-
servative citizens believe that fully twice
that period will elapse before San Fran-
cisco is herself again. :

Seattle is reaping the advantage of the
disaster, and is going ahead with huge
strides. Ouakland is also prospering, and
her big chiefs are trying to get a lot of
the business and shipping shifted over
from San Francisco. They  claim that
