One certain result of the present
shortage in the supply of paper for
makers of American newspapers, period-
icals, stationery, and other products, will
be greater deference to manufacturing
vation. It is not for lack ,of warning that
chemists and advocates of Yorest conser-
much of the hampering effect of the
present stringency is falling on both the
producers and the consumers. Promis-
ing experiments in the finding of substi-
tutes for ‘the traditional and customary
basic sources of supply have been car-
ried on in the United States at great ex-
pense.

The commitments for the
past year were for the following of-
fences:Larceny, twenty-eight; truancy,
Beven; common runaway, four; assault,
onc; vagabondage, one; breaking and
entering, five; injury to property, one.
‘T'he largest number of commitments dur-
ing the past year were from Portland,
with Bangor second, and Biddeford
third.”

The superintendent in his report urges
that a proper industrial training build-
ing be provided. Of the health of the
boys he says:

Although Mr.. Asquith said in the
House of Commons that he did not like
that “word “dictator,” his 'government
had already decided that there should be
a food dictator in..England. The trou-
ble was to find the man. It was said
generally that he would be the most un-
popular official in the United Kingdom,
and that no man with any political am-
bitions would accept the task. Finally
Lord Devonport was induced to take the
office, and then' it was suddenly remem-
bered that he had vast experience in the
dictating business; ' i

For several years he has been in con-
trol of the Port of London, and in dis-
charging the duties of this position had
won for himself the name dictator. He
won national and even international fame
at the time of the dockers’ strike in
1912, when the shipping business of the
port was paralyzed and London threat-
ened with famine, The utmost pressure
was brought to bear upon Lord Devon-
port to yield to the demands of the
strikers, pressure comparable to that

. brought upon Sir Edward Carson three
! years ago, but Devonport would not
| yield, although some labor leaders open-

ly advocated his assassination, and even-
tually he won the strike, and establish-
ed the principle for a generation at least
that the Port of London is of too vital
importance to the British empire to be
at the mercy of professional labor agi-
tators.

As Secretary to Lloyd George

Lord Devonport’s close association
with Lloyd George pointed to the cer-
tainty that he could if he chose occupy
a high position in any government that
contained the brilliant Welshman. For
years the two worked side by side. When
Lloyd George was president of the
Board of Trade, Lord Devonport, then
Hudson Kearley, was his parliamentary
secretary. It is an open secret that it
fell to the lot of the secretary to put
into practical business shape the bril-
liant imaginings of his chief. So well
did he perform this difficult task that
he was created a baronet, and was put
in charge of the work of organizing
what is now known as the Port of
London Authority. Up to 1909 the con-
trol of the Port of London, with its
forty miles of quays and its docks oc-
cupying many. thousands of acres, was
divided among many different corpora-
tions, public and private, including the
Admiralty, the City of London, the
London County Council, the Board of
Trade, Trinity House, the Thames Con-
servancy and numerous guilds, wharfin-
gers and bonded warehouses. These
bodies worked independently, and some-
times at cross purposes, with the result
that_the river was not properly dredged
and the re-export trade was seriously in-
terfered with.

The Port of London Authority

A royal commission having decided
that all authority should be concentrat-
ed in one body, an act of parliament
was passed and the Port of London Au-
thority came into existence. The Port
of London Authority fixes the port rates
and dock charges, policies the river, bor-
rows money for improvements and
controls the Thames from its mouth to
Teddington Lock, There are various

icy for the last seven years.

The point is made by Cunliffe Owen,
an  American writer, that)Lord Devon-
port’s acquaintance with ‘shipping will
be of advantage to him in his new posi-
tion. But more greatly to his advantage
will be his intimate “knowledge of the
grocery business, for it was as a grocer
and tea merchant that he built up his
huge fortunes. He has branch stores all
over England and what he does not
know abgut the food supply, about nor-
mal profits, rake-offs and so forth is not
worth knowing. The fact that he has
become a millionaire through this know-
ledge, plus tremendous energy, is suffi-
cient qualification on this score. His
conduct of the London dockers’ strike
is evidence that he is a man who is not
to be turned from his purpose once he
makes up his mind. He will be quite as
much a dictator as the English people
will tolerate.

How Peers Are Made—Sometimes

As noted, Hudson Kearley was made a
baronet because of the fine work he had
done as parliamentary secretary to Lloyd
George. In 1910 it was suggested to
him that he would make a suitable peer.
He was willing; but instead of the mate
ter being then and there settled there
was an awkward pause. Then it was
gently hinted that a large contribution

to campaign funds would be in order. |

Sir Hudson dissented, and finally, we
are told by Mr. Owen, he was inform-
ed that if Re did not “come across” he
would remain a baronet like his com-
petitor in business, Sir Thomas Lipton.
Sir Hudson pointed out that his work
with Lloyd George, his services to the
Port of London, including his refusal to
take a penny of the $20,000 annual sal-
ary attached to the position, and his
handsome contributions to the party in
the past ought to be sufficient reason for
his promotion. It appears that some
of the negotiations had been carried on
by correspondence, and at the proper
moment Sir Hudson made the handsome
offer of submitting the whole matter to
the general public through the news-
papers. The suggestion was repudiated

with horror, and presently he was raised
to the peerage. He received .the sanc-
tion of the seaport of Devonport, which
he had represented in the House for
eighteen years, and selected as the title
of his barony that of Lord Devonport.

Not a Strong Partisan

Like many other men prominent in
public life before -the beginning of the
war and reckoned a strong partisan,
Lord Devonport has been no partisan in
the last two years. He has been a
rather severe critic of the Asquith gov-
ernment, and has asserted that through
unbusinesslike methods the government
has lost the country millions of pounds.
Especially was he severe upon war office
methods, and it is understood that he
has been able to impress his views upon
Lloyd George, to the end that great
economies have been made in the last
few months. It is intimated that Lord
Devonport’s control of the food of the
country will extend to include the drink.
He is by no means a fanatic upon the
subject of temperance, but he realizes
that the alcohol which is now being
converted into whiskey might be mote
wisely converted into materials of wagr.
To become the arbiter of what the Brit-
ish Isles shall eat and drink is a con-
siderable promotion for the son of an
English small farmer, and later an er-
rand boy in a grocery store. Lord Dev-
onport’s career is one more example of
the truth that one does not need to be
to the manor born to attain the greatest
heights in the old country. :

In' these half human creatures,
what really happens is, that both the
brain and the skull cease to grow, and
remain in a primitive state almost com-
parable to those of apes.

Peace' Movement Began With
Germany's Ally

FEAR KAISER'S DOMINANCE

New Emperor of Austria Willing
for Peace If He Would BEe

Allewed te Hold What He Has;

Neanderthal man never penetrated in-
to Britain. Traces of his remains have
been found in France; but there is
strong evidence to show that he was ex-
terminated here by the more recent cro-
magnon race, which represented a high-| .
ly evolved type with artistic tastes, and].
was well worthy to found the ancestry:
of the French people. On the other
hand there are no very definite signs of
a race corresponding to. the cro-mag-
non having existed in Germany. That is
to say, there are no remains represent-
ing the transition stage between the
Neanderthal man and the modern Ger-
man.. Moreover geologists have not ab-
solutely proved that Neanderthal man
was blotted out during the ice age. The
modern teuton may therefore be regard-
ed as the product of innumerable con-
quests of his coucrzﬁ'y by the Goths an
Huns, with a touch of the ancien
Neanderthal strain. Indeed, the “sav-
agery of the German soldiery both in/
the Franco-German campaign in 1870,
and in the present war serves to con-
vince one strongly that the evil Nean-
derthal taint is not yet destroyed, and
can still make its way to the surface in
certain instances. g

This tendency to reversion. to- ancient
ancestral types is freely recognized and
acknowledged by all biologists, and
that is the only explanation one can of-
fer from the biological standpoint for
such an outburst of animalism at thiaa
advanced stage of the world’s history.

Fortunately the Germans are not all
vitiated by the evil Neanderthal strain,
so that one of the manifest duties of
the allies is tq stamp out this vicious
element.

There is a very striking difference in
the configuration of the British .and
German types of skull at the present]
day, for the German approximates to
the broad headed order, and the Brit-
ish to the long-headed order. This sug-
gets a difference in the relative degree
of development of the various brain
eentres, and one can therefore assume
that mentality must vary considerably
in the two races. One reaches the inter-
esting conclusion that the present ter-
rible war really resolves itself into a life
and death struggle for world domina-
tion between the long-headed and the
broad headed races. We must see to
it that the long ‘headed race wins. -7

settlement accepted by all. The govern-|
ments of the Allies have not spoken; the
people of the Allied nations have already
flatly and finally rejected the German
offer.

Austria’s Move

More interesting than the discussion of
the answer-the Allies will make is specu-
lation as’ to ‘the reason Germany' 'has
made her offer at this \time. In the opin-
ion of the New York Times there is evi-|
dence to show that the. pressure brought |
upon the Kaiser was from Austria rath-
er than from Germany. It will be re-|
called that at the time of the death of’
the late emperor an article suggested
that the new emperor would be more in-|
clined to peace than the old; that he,
feared German dominance in the affairs!
of his empire should the Central Powers !
win and that he feared that a war that|
would go to the limit and result in a
Teutonic defeat would utterly disrupt
and destroy the dual monarchy. It was
all very well for Franz Josef after a
reignof sixty odd years to look philoso-
phically upon the situatioh, once he had
fallen under the spell of the Kaiser. But
the present emperor is new to the job,
He is like a poor man who has suddenly
come into a huge fortune. He wants to
enjoy it, and has no desire to toss a coin |
whether it shall be taken away from him
or be doubled in size. Nothing would
suit the/ present Austrian emperor so
well as an assurapce that he would be
permitted to hold what he has. There is
glory enough left4in Austria for an em-
7 peror who has been on the throne only a
few weeks.

Berchtold’s Influence

I Readers who recall the former article
will remember that emphasis was laid
upon the fact that Count Berchtold is
{ the emperor’s former tutor and now his
intimate friend and adviser- Berchtold
was the Austrian minister of foreign af-
fairs at the time of the Sarajevo assas-
sination. There is no evidence that he
was less desirous than any other Aus-
tridn statesman to punish and humiliate
 and perhaps devour Serbia. There is evi-
dence, however, to show that at the last
moment when a European war seemed
certain he was ready to accept the prin-
ciple of European arbitration, and that
Austria’s belated acceptance of this prin-
ciple was not permitted to reach Lon-

don, Paris and Petrograd until it was

too late. * Austria might be likened' to
the burglar who entered a house, awak-
ened the owner and at the last moment
chose flight to muyder. But Austria was
in the /grip of Germany, and had to go
thrdu; with the game. ‘Berchtold may
have felt that he had been betrayed by
Germany. His relations with the Ger-
man authorities after the beginning of
the war were not cordial, 'and German
influence .at Vienna is held responsible
for the fact that he resigned.
Germany Takes. s
Berchtold resigned in January, 1913,
and rumor has it that at a cabinet coun-
cil he and the present emperor made a
strong protest against the growing dom-
ination of Austrian armies by German
officers. An outsider, might say that
until there was domination of this sort
the Austrian armies were consistent los-
ers and that a stiffening . of German
troops and German generals was neces-
sary if they were to meke a stand against
the Russians; but Austrians, we may he
sure, would have .other rami more self-
satisfying reasons for their military re-
verses. | When" Berchtold, made his pro-
test, however, Russia' was in’ possession
of ‘more than half of Galicia, and his
protest was disregarded, His resignation
followed and then to"general astonish-
ment he accepted a post in the household
of the Archduke Charlés, a position that
was tantamount to g mere court ap-
pointment, It was then understood that
he was really to “coach” the future em-
peror, and that 'his influence’ with him
would be in the direction of. a peace
that would rescue Austria from German
thraldom.

All the Eléments Were There, and it happen-
ed in the City of St. John on Saturday

If Charles Dickens had been at the
elbow of the secretary of the Childrens
| Aid Society, Rev. W. R. Robinson, on
| Saturday, he would have found mater-

'ial for a Christmas story of absorbing
interest. There was a motherless little
girl of ten years to be transferred from
the poor house to a happy home before
Santa Claus arrived. There were two
brothers, turning gray, one sympathetic
and prosperous, and the other poor, ad-
dicted to drink, and neglectful of his
children. There was a landlady who teck
the shivering children into her own home
to warm and feed them. There was the
secretary of the Municipal Home, who
had sent in food and fuel, and who later
granted the permit which ensured for
ithe children a share in the Christmas
festivities at the Municipal Home. There
was the devoted aunt who had remained
und cared for her dead sister’s children
for three years, until the father's growing
neglect of the home broke her spirit, and
led to the appeal to the secretary of the
Children’s Aid Society, and to her
abandonment of a hopeless task. There
was Chief Justice McKeown, graciously
consenting to close a busy day with a
hearing of the case at half past five in
the afternoon. There was a visit by the
prosperous uncle and Police Matron Ross
to the Municipal Home to bring the lit-
tle girl to the judge’s chambers. There
was the search of crowded saloons and
other resorts by Rev. Mr. Robinson, De-
tective Barrett and police officials to
locate the father and bring him to the
hiearing.

And then, in the judge’s chambers, in
presence of the chief justice, the presi-
dent and secretary of the Children’s ‘Aid
Society, Police Matron Ross and Sergt.

Hastings, Secretary Wetmore, the land
lady, the children’s aunt, and the little
girl, there was the dramatic meeting af-
ter years of separation, of the two broth-
ers, the one sad 'and purposeful, _the
other with something of defiance, and
the arguments of a sea-lawyer, as the
sordid tale was told by the witnesses
and he was asked to make a statement
in his own behalf,

And yet again, when the judge in even
tones dictated the order which commit-
ted the little girl to the Children’s Aid
Society, enabling them to give her to her
uncle as her foster-father, guaranteeing
her a happy home where plenty dwells,
and where she will be lovingly cared for
and educated, the foster-father crossed
the room, took the hand of his brother,
the real father, and with a catch in his
voice said something in a low tone. The
two retired to the corridor, and whoever
has read thus far will echo the earnest
wish that’ what passed between them
will stir the manhod of the father and
give him a new grip on life’s meaning
and the responsibilities of parenthood.
For there are yet two other children to
whom his life should be devoted.

Father and foster-father,- the little girl
and the aunt, went out of the judge’s
chamber together, It was long after six
o’clock and the train left at seven. The
chief justice and the others present, in-
cluding the Children’s Aid Secretary,
who had spent the whole day at this
task of love, went home to supper. The
little girl spent Christmas in her new
home in a distant city, and life opens up
before her full of hope and promise.

There are still two children, two bright
boys, whose fate is.yet to be decided. But
they, too; were well cared for at Christ-
mas. z ik
