(Canadian Press) "When was the first tariff act pass­
ed?” asked the clerk.

“The first act passed was a tariff act,” 
replied Mr. Moore, “it was approved 
by President Washington, on July 4, 
1789, and was regarded as an American 
declaration of commercial independence.”

Buffalo, N. Y„ April 25—Fred W.
Lang, Jr., of North Tonawanda, who was 
taken in February to Pasadena, California,
«ruffering from pulmdnary tuberculosis in 
an advanced stage, has returned apparent­
ly cured by the Friedman treatment.
When he left he was so weak he could 
hardly walk, and Dr. C. T. Cranee, who 
attended him, eaid there was little hope 
for him.

Doctor Cranee obtained from Dr. Fried­
man sufficient vAccifle to treat three pa­
tients and selected Lang as one of them.
Lang had jtist suffered two hemorrhages 
and was very weak. In a few days he 
had gained two pounds. Another injec­
tion was given, and later a third. After 
remaining under observation of the Cali­
fornia doctor, Lang was allowed to return 
to his home, near 
well man.

Today Dr. Cranee said that Lang had 
not a symptom of tuberculosis and appar­
ently was absolutely cured. When Lang 
went to California the state health de­
partment made a vérified statement that 
he waa in an advanced state of tubercul­
osis. The last injection wa given more 
than two weeks ago. Lang has gained 
twelve pounds in weight since that time 
and saya he feels as well as ever.

Pittsburg, Pa., April 25—Rescue parties 
working in the ruined Cincinnati mine of 
the Pittsburg Coal Company, where an 
explosion occurred on Wednesday after­
noon, this morning brought thirty-three 
additional bodies to the mouth of the 
slope. Eighteen were recovered yester­
day. Ten additional names were added to 
the missing during the night. The loss 
of life is placed, at 115.

As the force from the bureau of mines 
supplanted by' trained miners from the 
district penetrated farther into the work­
ings during the night they were unable 
to ascertain the extent of the damage.

While entries were choked with fallen 
rock, ( the draining system was complete­
ly out of commission and havoc was ap­
parent in every part of the workings they 
were able to reach.

The bodies recovered were found buried 
under the fallen roof.

But he 
received a letter from Berlin warning him 
against marrying the girl as she was un­
der suspicion of having murdered the boy.

The detéctive assured the girl that he 
was ready to marry her, even if she were 
guilty, but she must make a clean breast 
of the affair. Thereupon she confessed that 
her former sweetheart, a locksmith, strang­
led the boy, who had found them in the 
act of rifling the house. In order to give 
an appearance of suicide, they fastened a 
cuftain cord round the boy's heck and 
hung the tody- from a window-frame. The 
girl was arrested and the police are search­
ing for the locksmith.

Well, “Number 63,, is just a seboolhouee 

—a not-very-big public echoolhouse sand­
wiched in between the pressing, careening 
tenements of the lower east-side of New 
York,, where human beings squirm as 
thickly as ants in garden sands at spring­
time.

But—
“Number 63” is more than that:
"Number 63” is the very first echoolhouse 

in all America to keep its doors open to 
the public for practically 24 hours a day.

And that means, I firmly believe, that 
within two or three years every other 
echoolhouse in this whole country will 
have its doors open from one year’s end 
to the other!

Such a plan means more to civilization 
than any one of us can possibly conceive 
at this time.

It means the remaking of the social life 
of the city, and that means, practically, 
the remaking of the entire human race.

All the 
material for hie thoughts comes from meet­
ing with other men, hearing their opin­
ions and pondering them in his heart.

So the main thing in helping men to 
progress is to give them the right oppor­
tunities for mingling. The echoolhouse is 
the ideal social centr 

i house for the human race to mingle in 
that it may sharpen its brains.

It is not a clubhouse where just 
may come to loiter, but a clubhouse where

And if the game rooms perform this 

service for the comparatively small groups 
of boys who patronize them, then the 
dance floor at the mid -of the long hall

eteep stairs of immorality at unsupervised 
public dance hsllst

And nine times out of ten, not because 
it is in them so to do, but because it ie 
all around them to do so!

Here things are different. Everything 
ie bright as youth likes it. Laughter and 
camaraderie are unrestrained. There is 
no wet blanket thrown across the assem­
blage.

The only difference between this place 
and a public dance hall is that here there 
are no drinks and there are no commercial 
dealers in immorality present.

Library For Fathers
That youth does like its pleasure clean— 

and has suffered it to be polluted in the 
past only because there has been no other 
way—is shown people by the great num­
bers of young people who flock here night­
ly instead of attending the public hall 
dances across the way. In this one school- 
house there are often one thousand dan­
cers on the two floors of an evening!

The library off in a quiet corner of the 
building is the mecca of the “old fathers ’ 
of the neighborhood. Here they come to 
read in a quiet, clean spot and often bring 
their wives, conning the beet books in the 
world while “the young folks” dance or 
play. And when they go home they 
“draw” a volume to take with them. Thus 
is knowledge being spread.

On the second floor of the building, 
every
door and a flood of light will rush out. 
And in the glow of these lights many 
of the higher human activities are going 
on in these school rooms that, last year, 
stood dark and still all through all the 
nights of all the winter.

As soon as public questions can be dis­
cussed in the public school buildings, a 
change will come into politics. For peo­
ple will speak their minds out in such a 
forum, for the forum belongs to them 
and the place will lend dignity and legiti­
macy to the business of discussion.

Open the doors of your sclioolhouses 
wide and let the people in. They own 
them!! Let them in! “Sixty-three” has 
shown you the way.

light The sculpture will not be shaded, 
but will have form, life, perspective.

The three central courts that will divide 
the exposition group from north to south 
will be illuminated by huge glass fountains 
of thick white glass that by day will not 
suggest that they are sources of light, but 
by night will flood the courts with softly 
diffused light, giving an effect perhaps 
best described as a brilliant moonlight. 
The lighting of the fountains will be con­
trolled so that the light may be turned 
either up or down. Within'each of the 
two fountains will be seventy-two arc- 
lights, a total of 144 arc-lights in the court. 
At night the splendors of the colonnades, 
domes and towers will be brought out as 
clearly and distinctly as if in daylight. 
Groups of sculpture will not appear with 
dark shadows where the light fails to 
reach.

Mow It Is Done
Even the method of turning on the 

lights at night will be original. At first 
the visitor will notice myriads of little 
jets of light throughout the exposition, 
where masked batteries pf searchlights on 
the roofs of the buildings throw their 
rays against the jewels in the towers and 
upon the stars surmounting the allegorical 
figures in the grand court of honor; then 
from behind the columns of the colon­
nades encircling the courts the light will 
break out, flooding the mural decorations 
and paintings with radiance; then will 
come the great white light throughout the 
exposition and finally the batteries of 
searchlights anchored 600 yards from the 
shore will flash their shafts throughout 
the exposition grounds, picking out the 
red-tiled roofs, the golden domes and cop­
per-green minarets.

Dri led Like Artillerymen
The batteries of searchlights will be 

manned by sixty men drilled to handle 
the batteries with the precision with 
which artillerymen arc drilled.

“The results,” observes Mr. Ryan, “will 
be marvelous. The batteri* jjiH go 
through evolutions of color forming aur­
oras in the sky and over the exposition. 
The shafts of light will radiate like the 
petals of a great lily. On clear'nights they 
will be visible in the heavens forty or fifty 
miles. The hills of Oakland and Berkeley 
will stand out as if in daylight.”

In most former expositions the outlines 
of the buildings have been limned with 
chains of incandescents; strings of light, 
like chains of gold, have brought forth the 
contours of the buildings, but much of 
the architecture and most of the finer, 
details have been - lost through dark 
shadows.

In San Francisco outline lighting will 
not be employed at all. In place of in­
candescent 1 lamps, cut-glass disks, techni 
cally known as jewele, will be employed 
these will be used to produce the specie 
effects that have usually been made us- 
of in outlining tl)e buildings in silhouettes

San Francisco, April 24—Marvels in the 
development of electrical lighting appar­
atus and in illuminating methods will en­
able San Francisco to illuminate the build- 
lugs of the Panama-Pacific Exposition in­
side and out in a way that would have 
been impossible five or six years ago.

The illumination at San Francisco will, 
it is promised, mark an epoch in the new 
and fascinating science of illumination. 
Perfect reflections of whole buildings with 
all the details of their facades will be 
obtained at night in the lagoons as clear­
ly as if in daylight. The striking feature 
of the illumination will be that at night 
then; will no glare and no dark places.

In the exposition there will not be 
a single article of lighting equipment that 
was ever used before. More than fifty 
thousand dollars has been expended in 
a single line of experimentation—in the 
development of cut glass reflectors to be 
known as “jewels,” for use at the exposi-

The advocates of equal suffrage have 
attempted to explain their defeat by 
claiming that ■ it was accomplished by the 
saloon element, but this does pot hold 
the so-called dry counties, more than 20 
in number, returned anti-suffrage majori­
ties. Those who have been devoting their 
attention to a study of- the causes for the 
suffrage defeat in Michigan attribute the 
change of sentiment tq three rnairi 
One is the sentiment against suffrage caus­
ed "by the criminal acts of militants in 
England ; another a belief that equal suf­
frage is not working well in t^he Pacific 
coast states, where it received its first 
start and where the voters seem to be

“I am very much pleased,” said Magis- 
trate Ritchie in tlie police eoftr^ this morn­
ing, “to note that no arrest. were made ' 
yesterday. It is better for all concerned 
and I hope that the same condition' will 
prevail m future. It looks like the begin- ! 
ning of a new era in police circles in the 
city. The sheet handed j»e this morning 
by the cliff of police bjirs the one word 
'nil.”’

Evidence in three cases was taken this 
morning. They were the eases of’William 
Morrison, charged with stealing a bicycle 
from one of the C. P: R-messengers; Jos­
eph, Connell and Arthur Doyle, arrested ■ 
on suspicion of breaking and entering the I 
warehouse of Morris Guss and stealing a I 
quantity of junk and John Travis, arrest­
ed on the l»th inst., on charge of being 
drunk and also charged with attempting to i 
commit suicide in the cell at the central 
station.

In the Morrison case Sergeant Capita ! 
told of diepersing'a crowd of men in Wa-j 
ter street, near Walkers wharf. “They | 
went up Princess street.” he said, and 
when they reached Prince William street 
they again started to shout. Policeman Sul- . 
livan and I went up Jardines alley and 
told the crowd that they would have to 
stop the noise or we would arrest them. 
There was a man m front of the crowd 
with a bicycle. Soon afterwards a man 
came to me and told me that he saw a 
man with a bicycle on the Market Square 
and thought he had stolen it. We ran 
across the square ; and came upon the de­
fendant with the bicycle. When I asked 
him where he Was going with the bicycle 

■he Mid he was taking it up the street for 
another man but would not tell me where.
I arrested him. The prisoner had been 
drinking.” Morrison was remanded until 
Monday morning at 11 o’clock.

The stuff don’t 
belong to him.’ Ccmnell told me he stole 
the jtink from a Jew’s place and I told « 
him T did not want to know anything J 
about it and 1* went away.

Morris Guss testified that when he 
went from his place of business on Mon­
day evening abjout six o’clock he locked 
the door with a padlock.

MOROCCO MARKET

Agitation is Begun to Have French 
Government Stop the Traffic

t’ànfcier, April. 25—Mme. Legey, a 
Frenchwoman, practising as a physician in 
Morocco, has forwarded a petition to the 
president of France, in which she urges 
him to use his influence to stop the traffic 
in women and girls in the slave market of 
Morocco.

This market, held at stated intervals 
during the- year, is conducted by - native 
officials, and following the general cus­
tom of public gatherings is opened by 
prayer. After the blessing of Allah has 
been invoked buying and selling.commence. 
The business is conducted as in an ordin- 

■ ary cattle market ; the human “bargains,” 
washed and perfumed', sqttre clad in new 
garments for the occaeioif, 'others in their 
picturesque rags, are paraded before pros­
pective buyers and are knocked down to 
the , highest bidders. Their prices vary, 
according to age and beauty. Young girls 
from 10 to 12 years of age are considered 
a sound investment and realize $250, while 
adult women, if they are good cooks will 
bring $200.

By law slaves possess the right of de­
manding to be sold anew in the open mar­
ket if subjected to cruel treatment from 
their masters, but according to Mme. Le­
gey this law is a mere farce. Harem slave 
women, for instance, who are often most 
brutally maltreated by their lords, -are 
absolutely powerless in their Viands, and 
axe only sent to the market, or resold by 
private treaty, when their owner is tired 
of them.

In her petition to the president, Mme. 
Legey asks him to substitute a government 
investigation into these proceedings, which, 
she says are a blot on French supervision, 
while she also urges him to inquire into 
the conduct of the French authorities, 
whom she charges with condoning many 
illegal practices they are supposed to sup­
press.
