or vestries, send to the Bishop the names of the parties appointed to
form the said Committee,

2. And the Bishop shall call together such committee at such time and place
as he shall see fit, and after conference proceed at once to appoint a clergyman
to such vacant Parish. Provided that should the Committee (of which the
majority shall for all Jpurposes form a quorum) neglect to obey the Bishop’s sum-
mons he shall then himself appoint an Incumbent.

3. This Synod feels that the weight of the Christian Church should be thrown
into the scale of faithfully helpinﬁ.our fellow-countrymen throughout the
Dominion, in carryinig out and mal ing efficient any Scriptural, well advised
law, which the Legislature may in its wisdom see fit to pass on the subject of
the liquor traffic.

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ON THE APPOINTMENT OF DIGNITARIES AND OTHER OFFICERS,
AND THEIR DUTIES.
There shall be in the Diocese the following dignitaries and other
officers, viz:— "
One Dean of the cathedral, together with Canons to constitute
the Chapter; one or more Archdeacons; and such number of Rural

Deans as may be reguired; one Chancellor; one Registrar, and,
when necessary, one /ommissary.

2. The appointment of these dignitaries and officers shall be yested
in the Bishop, and the offices of Rural Dean, Chancellor, Registrar

.and Commissary, shall be held during his pleasuge; but

3. In case of the resignation or removal, by reason of age or in-
firmity of any dignitary, he shall be entitled to retain his rank.
4. The duties of the several dignitaries and officers shall be

assigned by the Bishop, and printed for their instruction in the
appendix of the Minutes of Synod.

5. The Chancellor shall be a communicant of the Church ; of the
degree of Barrister-at-Law, of at least ten years’ standing ; he shall
advise, assist and act with the Bishop, or in his absence, with his
commissary,.in all matters of discipline or cases of difficulty or doubt
when requested by the Bishop or his commissary ; and before enter-
ing upon his duties he shall swear that he will to the utmost of his

understanding deal uprightly and Justly in his office, without respect
of favour or reward.

OF THE DISCIPLINE OF THE CLERGY.

Sections I. and II. of the OCanon “or TaE DiscirLine or TR CLERGY”
were severally discussed and passed with amendments, as follows :

Sxerion T.—Every Clergyman holding any charge under the juris-
diction of the Bishop of the Diocese, shall be amenable for offences
committed by him to the Bishop, in the manner and according to
the provisions set forth in this ganon of Discipline.

SeorioN II.—There shall be a standing committee of discipline
appointed every third year at the annual meeti;]hg of the Bynod, con-
sisting of the Dean and Archdeacons, ex-o cio, and of twelve
Clergymen of at least ten years’ standing in Priest's orders, six of
whom shall be appointed by the Bishop, and six elected yy ballot,
with four substitutes by the Clergy, and from this committee the
Board of Triers, as hereinafter provided, shall be taken ; such elec-
tion shall be next in order after the election of delegates to the Pro-
vincial Bynod; provided always that whenever a vacancy occurs
such vacancy shall be filled up by the Bishop, or in order, from the
list of substitutes elected by the Clergy, as the case may be.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS.

CANON ON DISCIPLINE.

Section 3 of revised Canon “of the Discipline of the Clergy,” was
read and discussed and passed in the following shape :

Seorion 11I.—Every Clergyman shall be liable to trial for any
crime or immorality, or for any scandalous or disorderly conduct,
for teaching or maintaining doctrines contrary to the teaching of
Holy Seripture, as set forth in the Liturgy, and articles of the
Church of England, such teaching or maintaining being by way of
writing, or printing, or greaching, or teaching, or circulating books
containing such unsound doctrine ; for holding service in any other
Clergyman’s Church or Parish without his consent ; for irregularity
or in%yecorum in the performance of divine offices ; for contumacy
or disrespectful eonduct towards the Bishop ; for the introduction of
innovations and novelties in the performance of divine worship ; for
schism or separating himself from the communion of the Church ;
for discontinuing the exercise of the ministry without lawful cause ;
for exercising any lay profession or occupation inconsistent with his
sacred calling; for living in the habitual disuse of public worship, or
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of the Holy Communion, or for the violation of the constitution or
Canons of this Diocese.

SUPERANNUATION AND REMOVAL OF CLERGYMEN.

It was agreed to pass on to the consideration of the proposed
amended Canon, ‘“‘on the Superannuation and Removal of Clergy-
men.”

Section 1. was read and discussed.

Moved in amendment by Judge Wilson, seconded by Rev. Dr.
Townley,

REsoLvED, —That whenever it shall appear to the Bishop that it is necessary
to the prosperity of the Church in any Parish or Mission, that its Rector, In-
cumbent or Missionary be removed, even though there be no ufwciﬁc charge
against him, the Bishop shall have full power to remove such clergyman and
give him some other cure. Provided, nevertheless, that in case a majority of
the male communicants of at least one year’s standing, being of the full age of
twenty-one years, shall at a vestry meeting, called for that purgmse, request
the Bishop not to remove him, upon such request being duly notified and certi-
fied by the Churchwardens to the Bishop, his power to remove such Clergy-
man under this Canon shall cease.

It was subsequently agreed to put this motion in the shape of an
alternative appended to the proposed Oanon and commencing, “or
whenever, &c.”

ADDRESS FROM THE BISHOP.

The Bishop addressed the Bynod. He expressed the confidenee
which he felt in the co-operation of his Reverend and Lay Brethren;
and his sense of gratification and heartfelt thankfulness for the spirit
of unity, the earnestness of work and the evidences of spiritual life
and activity which he had witnessed universally in his Episcopal
visits throughout the Diocese ; especially he commended tﬁe man-
ner in which the ?:uuger Clergy were discharging the responsible
duties which devolved upon them, evincing not only most laudable
zeal and devotion, but a great amount of wisdom and judgment,
considering they were deprived of the advantages of that oversight
and counsel from older experience enjoyed by Curates in the mother

country. '
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He regretted the short space of time which was available for the
work of the Synod, owing to Parochial necessitie$ which called the
Olergy awdy,and the business claims which demanded the withdrawal
of the Lay epresentatives, before the close of the Synod week ; and
he greatly desired a longer Session, that no member should uit his
seat, until the whole of the business of the Synod was accomplished.
It was a most serious hindrance to the action of the Bishop, that in
the most important and trying duties devolving upon him, his hands
were tied, by continued delays in Legistation.

The Diocese has to mourn the heavy loss of four
Clergymen by death during the past year, but the bles-
sed and assured hope that they have entered upon that
“rest which remaineth for the people of God,” must
ever be a great consolation to the bereaved families,
and to us all who deeply lament their departure from
amongst us.

The Rev. S, L. Lindsey had only been ordained
Deacon by me in June last, and had hardly more than
entered upon his Ministerial career, when it pleased
God to call him from the earthly scene of his labours
t0 join the church triumphant in heaven,

Next, our beloved brother, Canon Usher, was sum-
moned to his heavenly home, Long and faithfully has
he served his Heavenly Master in this Diocese, and it
Was no small satisfaction to me that I was enabled to
bear my testimony at his funeral—which wus attended
by representatives of the varioys denominations of
Brantford—of his faithfulpess a8 an Ambassador of
Christ. Having finished his minjstry here below, he
has entered, as we firmly believg, upon his “inherit-
ance, which is incorruptible, undéfiled and that fadeth
not away.”

Next, our beloved brother the Rev'd John Gunne,
Rural Dean of Kent, was called from the Ministry of
the church below, to Join the spirits of just men made
perfect. He was an able and faithful Minister of the
New Testament, much valued and beloved in his Parish
and highly esteemed by all who knew him,

And last on the Roll-call of Clerical deaths, during
this year in our Diocese, is our much beloved and es-
teemed brother, the Venerable Archdeacon Brough,
who after serving his master for nearly half a century,
as a faithful soldier and servant, and standard-bearer
of the Cross, was graciously called by our Lord to lay
aside his armour, and the earthly house of his taber.
nacle, that he may enter “the building of God, an
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house, not made with hands, eternal in the heavens.”
The uniform courteous, christian, gentlemanly bearing
towards all, and under all circumstances, of this aged
and faithful servant of Christ endeared him to all, and
secured for him universal esteem and reverence,

During his protracted illness, it was my privilege to
be frequently at his bed-side, it was refreshing to hear
his testimony for Christ and his salvation ; his personal
reliance upon the fulness of Christ’s perfect and pre-
cious atonement, which was (as he said to me) the source
and foundation of his peace and joy, and assured hope
of hissalvation. What he wasin life—a confiding and
consistent believer in the saving power of the Gospel
of Christ— he was found when nearing his eternal home,
How greatly he was beloved and esteemed by the com-
munity at large, was seen most impressively when his
earthly remains were carried to their last resting place.
“Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord, even so
saith the Spirit, for they rest from their labours.”

I cannot close this part of my address without ad-
verting briefly to the great loss sustained, not only by
the Church in the United States, but by the Church at
large, by the demise of that well known and deservedly
revered and beloved Prelate, Dr. McIlvaine, late
Bishop of Ohio.

How highly he was esteemed on the other side the
Atlantic, I need only refer to the fact, that his mortal
remains were conveyed—when brought from Italy on.
their way to his own country—to “Westminster Ab.
bey,” there to rest, if but for a short time, among Eng-
land’s most noble and illustrious dead, and further
proof was given of the respect and love for this godl
and eminent Prelate of the American Church, that ar-
rangements were made for a special Funeral Service
in the Abbey, which was very largely attended, and
among the pall-bearers were the Karl of Shaftsbury
and the Earl of Harrowby.
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His remains have since been deposited in their ast

resting place—Springfield Cemetery, Cincinatti.

As a mark ut'/my personal affection fof the late

Bishop, whose friendship 1 enjoyed for more than a
quarter ot a century, when invited by Bishop Bedell—
his successor—and ~ the Standing Committee of the
Diocese of Ohio, to be present at his funeral and take
part in the solemn service, on the 19th of May last—I
readily complied with the request.

He always took a deep interest in this Diocese; and
many will remember with pleasure his visit amon gst
us when he delivered his able and instrue

DIOCESAN CATHEDRAL,

Last year, on the first day of our Synod Session, it
was our privilege to witness the laying of the corner
stone of our eontemplated Cathedral.

It now affords me great gratification to report marked
and material progress.

The Chapter House, with ample and convenient offi-
ces for the Church Society and other Diocesan purposes,
together with the Synod Hall—which will be fitted up
a8 a temporary chapel, and accommodate about 50(
worshippers, is nearly completed,

Apart from Diocesan need, there is a pressing want
for additional church accommodation in this city, We
have here not less than 1400 church families, besides
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single men and women, engaged in various employ-,
ments. Taking an average of five to a family, we
have a church population in this city of 7000 souls!
While at present we have only sittings for 1,900,
VizZ :—

St. Paul’s accommodates 1200.

Christ Church accommodates 500).

Huron College Chapel accommodates 200.

I need hardly do more than point out that the Dio-
cesan City has a special claim on the whole Diocese for
aid in this great and good work.

1sr.—London contributes about one-fifth towards the
Income of the Church Society.

2Np.—Every application from the Diocese for the
erection of churches and parsonages is cheerfully and
liberally responded to by the London Church people.

3RD.—London contributed a very largéshare towards

the endowment of the See, and towards the “.Sustenta-
tion Fund” of the Diocese,

4rH.—The London people have already mostliberally
subscribed towards the Cathedral buildings.

As the church in the colonies is now constituted a
self-governing body, independent of the Mother Church
in England, as to Legislation, with its ecclesiastical
Parliament, meeting annually, in which every congre-
gation is represented by its clerical and lay members,
the necessity for proper buildings, in which to legis-
late and carry on the business of the Church with be-
coming dignity, is more and more apparent.

I trust that in our new Synod Hall every member
of the Synod will know where to find his proper Seat
with Desk, furnished with, every requisite to enablé
him to take his share in’ the legislation of the Church,
free fromu that confusion which in our present condi-
tion is umavoidable, where members of the Synod and

strangers alike enter together our hall, no one knowing
A
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his proper place, and which is no doubt a great hind-
rance to that order and calm le islation which ought
to be telling characteristics of g Christian assembly,

The Synod Hall in the Chapter House will have g
“stranger’s gallery,” and members of the Synod only
will be admitted into the body of the hall.

Considering our increasing church population, our
ample resources, and the position our Diocese is assum-
ing, what more befitting, and necessary, when the
Church of the Diocese meets from time to time in
solemn and sacred assemblage to take counsel together,
how best to promote and extend the usefulness and
well-being of that branch of the Church of Christ to
which it is our privilege to belong, than to enter g
House of God worthy of His Holy name, to worship
and adore that blessed Saviour, “who loved us and
washed us from our sins in His own blood.”

Nor is it to be accounted a small thing, that the mi-
nisters and members of Christ’s ﬂock-—representing the
Church of the Diocese—have thus the opportunity to
meet at least once a year within the walls of their own
Diocesan Cathedral,'and within their own legislative

halls, and to greet one another, under such happy aus-
Pices, as friends and brethren,

I have already many cheering evidences that my
appeals for aid and Co-operation in this good work
have not been in vain (see appended subscription list),
and with God’s blessing upon our united and persever-
ing efforts, I feel cenfident that all the necessary funds
will in due time be forthcoming.

To accomplish the object without any necessary de-
lay, many of the Brethren—Clerical and Lay—have
suggested to me the desirability of securing, if possible,
the aid of a gentleman who should devote his whole
time to it. In this I am thankful to say that I have
succeeded. The Rev. W. Brookman has kindly placed
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bimself at my disposal for this purpose. I feel sure that
you will give him not only a cordial welcome, but aid
him promptly and heartily with your means and in-
fluence, that this great and good undertaking may be
brought to a speedy and successful issue.
A
I should still recommend—as I did in my Circular—
the ONE DOLLAR subscription, on an average, from
each member of every family, as by so small a contribu-
tion, it will be within the reach and ability of every
Church family, however poor, to evince a practical in-
terest in our Huron Cathedral, whilst those who are
blessed with this “ world’s goods,” can devise more
liberal things, and not confine their subscriptions to
ONE DOLLAR. As a pleasing instance of the way
in which my suggestion has béen met, I will give an
extract from the letter of a mechanic, who has to work
for his daily bread. He says, “ When I saw your Lord-
ship’s Circular, in which you asked the head of every
church family in the Diocese to subscribe the modest
sum of One Dollar for each member of their household,
I pledged myself to respond, and now I have the plea-
sure and honour of contributing One Dollar for each
member of my little circle.”

The Cathedral—as stated at the outset—will be JSree
to all, and will, T trust, ever be a Diocesan witness of

the free and full Gospel of our Lord and Saviour Jesus
Christ.

It is a great comfort to me, and I feel thankful to
God for it, that the project met not only with your ap-
proval but with your warm-hearted sympathy, as
evinced in your address, presented to me at the last
meeting of the Synod, and since then reiterated by
many of you, by your liberal subscriptions. May God
cause us to abound in this and every good work for the
furtherance of his glory and the good of his Church for
Christ's sake. Amen.

CHURCH SOCIETY.

Last year I had the happiness to inform you that the
increase in our income over that of the previous year
amounted to $2,161.22, and it is no small gratification
to me to record here an additional increase during the
past financial year of $1,033.11, so that the total In-
come of the Society which in 1871 amounted to $10,-
022.87, has increased now to the sum of $13,217.20.

Heartily do I congratulate the Soeiety on this pro-
gressive onward movement, and return at the same time
my sincere thanks to you, my beloved brethren of the
Clergy and Laity, for your hearty co-operation with
me in bringing about this happy result.

But whilst thankful to God for thus blessing our
united efforts to lengthen the cords and strengthen the
stakes of our beloved Zion, I cannot shut my eyes to
the fact, that, compared with our rich resources and
ability, we have only ¢ommenced ; we have only made
a beginning in the work for God, for Christ and for
His Church. If only the spirit of Christ pervade ; con-
strain and influence the heart of every member of the
Church of God, the treasury of the Society would
speedily be filled to overflowing, and every want and
claim would thus be met cheerfully and ligerally.

We want the motive power which God alone can

give—‘“the love of God shed abroad in the heart by
the Holy Ghost.”

May the great Lord of the harvest renew, by the

Blessed the Diocese that will thus labour in life’s
grandest work, “ Glory to God in the highest, on earth
peace and good will towards men.” The period fore-
seen by the Prophet will then burst upon our raptured
eyes:—“ The wilderness and the solitary places shall

be glad for them, and the desert shall rejoice and blos-
som as the rose.”

The religion which we profess, must stamp its cha-
racteristic mark upon all our doings.

While others are indifferent to the commands of
Christ, or the example of His early followers, let us
show by our bearing and activity, that we are animated
by a principle which will carry us far above all the
apparent difficulties, and unite us all in feeling, and in"
practice with the primitive Church.

To work for Christ and His Church is not a momen-
tary passion; not a mere enthusiastic impulse ; it is a
steady and unchangeable rule of action, which expects
difficulty and surmounts it; which calculates upon op-
position and meets it ; which looks for disappointment
and perseveres, “ hoping against hope.™

Under every aspect of our work let us bear in recol-
lection, that the cause which we have to maintain and
to propagate is the cause of Christ.
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Mark the zeal and assiduity whioh prevail amo
the various denominations in order to maintain ax?g
extend their distinctive denominational systems, I
would say, then, not in a spirit of Jealous rivalry but
of sacred emulation, let no man outstrip you in the
race of glory; let no man take your crown.

If we be true to our principles and awake to the
emergency of our Diocese, on us more especially will
devolve the honour of extending the borders of our
Church in this section of the Province. I cannot be-
lieve that God, who is kindling in our hearts this
sacred flame of love for Christ and His Church, will
cause 1t to become extinet, N ay, I believe, that God
18 indeed in our very midst, and that He will cause this
tlame of love to expand and inoreage, till like the fire
Which came down from Heaven and consumed the sacri-
fice of the Prophet, and the wood, and the stones, and
the dust, and licked up the very water in the trench,
shall have caused every obstacle to disappear.

FORM OF INSTRUCTIONS TO ARCHDEACONS.

The following instructions for the Government of Archdeacons, in addition

to those ﬁiven in the Commmission, are published for the information of all
concerned.

I.—Archdeacons should visit every Parish or M:igzion in their respective
Archdeaconries, at least once within two years.

I1.—The Archdeacons shall as far as is practicable, see that any plan or
plans submitted to the Diocese by the Bishop, are faithfully carried out in
every Parish and Mission.

II1.—The Archdeacons will carefully ascertain the amount of Income and
Expenditure—the value of any real eastate and amount investpd—titles of real
estate and nature and safety of investments, and, generally, everything that
pertains to the temporalities of each and every Parish or Mission, and report
the same annually to the Bishop.

IV.—The Archdeacons will direct the management of all Church tempor-
alities within their respective Archdeaconries, subject to the Rules of the
Church Society.

V.—The Archdeacons are to ascertain where new Missions should be opened
and report the same to the Bishop.

VI.—But chiefly and earnestly the Archdeacons should make themselves
acquainted with the working of the Church Society, its Constitution, and all its
objects in order that they may be able to give full and satisfactory information
0;1 thehume, and thereby secure the hearty co-operation of all the members of
the Church,
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VIL —The Archdeacons should at all tim
0-operate with the Rural Deans and Cle
ary intelligence; and create a spirit for the extension of the Church.

IL—The Rural Dean shall visit every Parish or Mission in his Deanery, at
least once a {ear, to confer with the clergy, churchwardens and other officers
of the Church, and to inspect Churches, Church-yards, Books, Ornaments and

Utensils, Parsonages and other buildings belonging thereto, and note all addi-
tions, alterations, decays and dilapidations.

IIL.—The Rural Dean shall inspect Parish Registers-ymake inquiries as to
the times and modes of public service—the condition of Warish and Sunday
Schools and Libraries—and furnish information useful for promoting (,‘/hurcfl
education.

IV.—The Rural Dean shall convene the quarterly meeting in the Second
week of February, May, August and Novem‘)er, and shall notify the Arch-
deacon of the time and place of such Meeting.

V. —It shall be the duty/of the Ruri-Decanal Chapter to adopt, subject to
the Bishop's approval, such Rules and Regulations for their own government,
and for the increase and promotion of Church work and growth within their
Deanery as they deem best.

There shall be in the Diocese the following dignitaries and

and when necessary, one Commissary.

2. The zgzpointment of these dignitaries and officers shall be

3. In case of his resnﬁnation or removal, by reason of age or
infirmity, the dignitary shall be entitled to retain his rank.

5. The Chancellor shall be a communicant of the Church ; of
the degree of Barrister at Law, of at least ten years’ standing at
the Bar of Ontario; he shall advise, assist and act with the Bisﬁop,
or for him, in his absence, in all matters of discipline or cases of
difficulty, or doubt, when requested by the Bishop ; and before en-
tering upon his duties he shall swear that he will to the utmost of
his understanding deal uprightly aud justly in his office, without re-

Sxorion I.—Every Clergyman holding any charge under the
jurisdiction of the Bishop of the Diocese, shall be amenable for

of the Parish or Mission at which it was held from particularly pre-
venting causes, or that it was not sufficiently summoned, or fairly
conducted, the Bishop shall,with all reasonable speed, cause another
meeting to be called,of which at least two Sundays, previous notice
shall be given in all the Churches of the said Parish or Mission, at
which meeting a Chairman appointed by the Bishop shall preside,
who shall give a return to the Bishop and Clergyman.

7. It shall be lawful for the Bishop, should he see fit so to do,
to withdraw the license of such Clergyman, so far as the said Parish
is concerned, after a report of the Committee recommending his
superannuation or removal under this Canon.

8. In case any Clergyman who shall be removed or placed on
the superannuated list is dissatisfied with the action of the Com-
mittee in his case, he shall have the right of appeal against such
decision to the Bynod for its final action and decision, at its next
annual meeting.

1—CONSTITUTION OF SYNOD.

1. The Synod shall consist of the Bishop of the Diocese, of the
Clergy duly licensed therein, or holding” any Diocesan office, and

not under ecclesiastical censure, and*Lay Representatives elected
as hereinafter provided.

2. Clergymen who have been members of the Synod, but who
have become superannuated, or invalided, with the Bishop’s consent,
shall retain all their privileges as members of ‘the Synod.

8. The Lay Representatives shall be communicants of at least
one year’s standing, and shall be elected annually, during Easter
week, by-each duly organized congregntion, from among their own
mumber, at a meeting legally convened ; and it shall be the duty of
the wardens of each congregation to provide a book in which ea¢h
member of the congregation, of the full age of twenty-one years,
shall subscribe his name as being a member of the United Church
of England and Ireland, and as belonging to no other religious de-
nomination ; and such, and no others, shall be entitled to vote at
the election of Lay Representatives.

4. The Incumbent, or his assistant, shall preside at the election :

and in their abseace a chairman, elected by a majority of those
present.

5. The number of Representatives shall be as follows : For every
congregation, one ; when the registered voters exceed fifty, two ; and
when they exceed one hundred and fifty, three ; and at each mg\gt-
ing: it shall be the duty of the chairman to have the list read oy r
and the names of all those whoy have died, or who have be-
come disqualified, shall be erased previous to the election.

the Representatives on taking their seats in the Byn

9. That the Synod shall meet annually, or oftener, at the option
of the Bishop.

10. Bach Olergyman within the Dioceseshall 341 to th\ Bishop,
through the Secretary, a list of his present congregations, entitled
to send representatives to Synod, distinguishing each by a certain
name, and describing its locality, in order that they may be recorded
in a book to be kept for that purpose. Any oongregation hereafter
established must furnish similar information, and make application
to the Bishop to be admitted to the ptivilege of sending represen-

tatives to Bynod.

11. When the Bishop is not present, he shall appoint his deputy
to preside in his place. ‘A quorum of the Synad shall consist bf
the Bishop, or his deputy, and not less than one-fourth of the whole
number of both Olergy and Lay Representatives’ respectively, ex-
cept in case of the Synod assembling for the ejéction of its Bishop

rence of the Bishop, and p majority of the clergy and laity present,

taken collective][v, but that at the desire of the Bishop, or at the
request of five clergymen, or of five laymen, the votes of each of the

above-named orders shall be taken separately.

15. In case of a vacancy in the Seg, it shall be the duty of the
Secretaries of the Synod, within teneg'ays from their knowledge of
such vacancy, to give notice thereof to every Clergyman and La

Representative; and at the same time to summon a meeting of suc

Clergymen and Lay Representatives, to be held at fondon, within
six weeks, for the election of a Bishop, and to give at least one
month’s notice thereof, At such. meeting for the election of a
Bishop, the Senior Dignitary present shall take the chair, and shall
vote whether there be an equality of votes or not, The Clerzy and
Lay Representatives shall vote separately by ballot, and a ma ority
of the votes of each order present shall determine the cfxoice,
provided always, that it sballpbe tompetent for such meeting to
postpone the election to such further period as to them shall seem

expedient. d

*16. Every proposition for an alteration in the Constitution or
rules of the S};’nod must be sent to the Executive Committee, to be
forwarded to the members of the Synod, and no alteration shall
take place unless agreed to by majorities of two-thirds of the clergy
and laity respectively.

17. Each congregation, through their clergymen and wardens,
shall make an annual statistical report to the Bishop, according te

a form to be supplied by the Secretary, under the ishop’s direc- .

tion; which report shall be forwarded to the Bishop within one
month after Easter.
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IL.—ORDER OF PROCEEDINGS.

1. Each meeting of the Synod shall be preceded by public
morning prayer; and on the first day the Holy Communion shall
be administered. '

2. The business of every day shall be commenced by special
prayer for the Divine guidance and blessing, according to a form
authorized by the Bishop.

8. After prayer, the Clerical Secretary shall call over the roll of
the Clergy, as furnished by the Bishop, and mark the names of those
in attendance : and the Lay Secretary shall then eall over the names
of the Representatives, and those present shall answer to their
names, and hand to the Becretary the certificate of their appoint-
ment ; which certificates shall then be examined by a committee of
two, in conjunction with the Secretaries.

4. The Secretaries shall then be elected by the Synod, and they
shall continue in office until their suocessors are appointed.

5. The Order of Business on each day shall be as follows :—
(1) Qalling the Rolls.

(2) Beading, correcting and approving the minutes of the previous
meeting.

(8) Appointing Committees.

(4) Presenting, reading.and referring memorials and petitions.
(5) Presenting Reports of Committees.

(6) Giving notice of motions,

(7) Taking up unfinished business.

(8) Consideration of motions.

6. An address from the Bishop shall be in order at any time.

7. The Bynod shall meet each day immediately after divine ser-
vice, and adjourn at one o’clock, p. m.; meet again at three o’clock,
p- m., and adjourn at sixo’clock, p. m.; 'meet again at half-past seven
o'clock, p.m.,and adjourn at ten o'clock,p.m.,unless otherwise ordered
by the inht:r, and every member attending the Synod shall be in
his place, and remain during each session of the Synod, and ‘shall
not leave until the final adjournment, except by permission of the
Bishop or Chairman,

~AI1~~RULES FOR THE PRESERVATION OF ORDER.
1. When the Bishop or other person presiding has taken the
chair, no member shall continue standing. '

2. When any member is about t6 speak for the information of
the Synod, he shall rise and address the chair.
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3. No motion or amendment ,shall be considered as before the
Synod (excepting such as may be proposed by the Bishop or Com-
mittees), unless seconded and reduced to writing : and no motion
except.in course, shall be considered till the' succeeding day of
meeting.

4. (A) No member shall be allowed to speak more than once
on the same subject, except by permission of the chair, save the
mover of a resol,ut.ion or amendment. (B) If two or more gentle-
men rise to speak on a motion, the second ‘gentleman rising, or so
ruled by the Ohair, shall be the next speaker on the floor of the
Synod. (C) The mover of a resolution or amendment shall have
the privilege of speaking a second time, after every member of the
Bynod who desires to speak has spoken on such motion or amend-
ment. This shall close the debate.

5. When a question is under consideration, no other motion shall
be received, unless to adjourn, to lay it on the table, to postpone it
to a certain time, to postpone it indefinitely, to commit it,to amend
it, or to divide on it; and motions for any of these pu es shall
have precedence in the order here named?

6. Motions to adjourn, or to lay on the table, shall be decided
without debate.

7. When a motion has been read to the Synod by the Becretary,
it cannot be withdrawn by the mover without the consent of the chair.

8. Each member shall have the right to require, at any period of
the debate, that a question in discussion be read for his information.

9. A member called to order, while speaking, shall sit down,
unless permitted to explain.

10. All questions of order shall be decided by the Chair.

11. When a proposed amendment is under consideration, a motion
to amend the same may be made ; but no further amendment to
such second amendment shall be in order, until such second amend-
ment shall have been disposed of.

12. All amendmentstoany question or amendment shall be decided
on before the question or motion on which they rise is proposed for
decision,

18. Whilst any question is being put from the Ohair, the members
shall continue in their seats, and ehaKnot hold any private discourse ;
and when a motion is so put, no member shall retire until such
motion is disposed of. ¢

14. In voting, those who vote in the affirmative shall first rise,
and then those who vote in the negative; and if required, the Yeas
and Nays shall be recorded.

15. A question being once determined, shall not again be drawn
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into discussion in the same session, without the gpecial sanction of
the Chair. |

16. When the Synod is aboit to adjourn, every member shall
keep his seat until the Bishop, or other person presiding, has left
the Chair,

IV.—RULES REGARDING OOMMITTEES.

1. All Committees shall be agpointed by the Chair, unless named
by the Bynod, and the names shall be publicly announced while the
Synod is in Bession. At the time of appointment it shall be stated
whose duty it is to convene the Committee, and in the event of this
being overfooked, it shall be the duty of the first named member to
convene.

2. The Reports of Committees shall be in writing, signed by their
Chairman, and shall be receivgd in course, unless a motion be made
for their recommittal,

8, The Chairman of the Committee, or somd member deputed by
him, shall explain to the Synod the hearing Af any portion of the
report, if requested by any member of the S¥nod.

4. All Reports of Comihittees, recompiending any action or
expression of opinion, shall be accompaniéd by a resolution for the
action of the SBynod thereon,

5. To facilitate the dispatch of business, and to insure a more
effectual consideration of all matters to be discussed at the meetin
of the Synod, there shall be an Executive Committee, nominat
and presided over by the Bishop, consisting of twelve members,
six chosen from among the Clergy, and six from among the Lay
Representatives,

6. It shall be the duty of the Executive Committee to prepare in
due form all such matters as.the Bishop may desire to have brought
before the Synod, and also such other matters as may be forwarded
to them, through the Secretary, by any member of the 8 nod, pre-
vious to the gut day of May in each year, and to have such

portions printed as may appear to them expedient; and & circular

containing a statement of such business to be submitted to the

Synod shall be forwarded to each Clergyman and Representative,
A

two weeks before the meeting of the

nod, which buisiness shall
stand first in the order of the day,
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CANONS.

I-ELECTION OF BISHOP.

The Bishop of the Diocese shall be el®@ted in the manner laid
down in the Constitution of the Synod. ’

II.—CERTIFICATE OF ELECTION.

The Bishop shall receive from the Chairman and Secretaries of
Bynod a certificate of his election by the Clergy and Lay Repre-
sentatives, in accordance with the irule of the Diocese.

Such Bishop elect shall resign all the preferment which he holds
in the Church previous to his consecration, except in the case of a
Coadjutor, who shall résign all such preferment previous to his tak-
ing full charge of the Diocese.

II1.—-COADJUTOR BISHOP.

When the Bishop of the Diocese shall feel himself unable to per-
form his duties, by reason of age or other permanent cause of infirmity,
or be incapacitated by mental infirmity from discharging his Epis-
copal duties, a Coadjutor Bishop may be elected by and for the
Piocese in the manner provided in Oanon I. The Coadjutor Bishop
shall in all cases sucoeed the Bishop in case of surviving him. The
Coadjutor Bishop shall perform such Episcopal duties and exercise
such Episcopal authority in the Diocese, as the Bishop shall assign
him; and in case of the Bishop's inability to assign such duties, the
Coadjutor Bishop shall, during such inability, perform all the duties
and exercise all the authority which appertain to the office of Bishop.
If any difference shall arise botween the Bishop and his Coadjutor
respectivel rogardih&t.be same, the matter shall be decided by the
House of Bishops of the Province.

IV.—ON THE APPOINTMENT OF DIGNITARIES AND OTHER OFFI.
' CERS, AND THEIR DUTIES,

There shall be in the Diocese the following dignitaries and
other officers, viz, :—

One Dean of the Oathedral, together with Canons to constitute
the Chapter, one or more Archdeacons ; and such number of Rural
Deans as may be required ; one Chancellor ; one Registrar, and when
necessary, one Commissary.

2.~ The appointment of these dignitaries and officers shall be
vested in the Bishop, and the offices of Rural Dean, Chancellor,
Registrar and Commissary shall be held during his pleasure ; but
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8 —In case of the resignation or removal, by reason of age or
infirmity, of any dignitary, he shall be entitled to retain his rank.

4. —The duties of the several dignitaries and officers shall be
assigned by the Bishop, and printed for their instruction in the
appendix of the Minutes of Synod,

5.«~The Chancellor shall be a communicant of the Church, of’
the degree of Barrister-at-Law, of at least ten years’ standing ; he
shall advise, assist and act with the Bishop, or in his absence with

his commisary, in all matters of discipline or cases of difficulty or

doubt, when requested by the Bishop or his commissary ; and before
entering upon his duties he shall swear that he will to the utmost of

his understanding deal uprightly and justly in his office, without re-
spect of favour or reward. -

V.—CANDIDATES FOR ORDERS, g

1.—Candidates for the Holy Orders of Deacon or Priest shall be
srequired to take a degree in Arts in some University, and attend
the theological course in some College in connection with the Church,
or, with the approval of the Bishop, have attended the theological
course in some Church College, but these requisites may be dis-
pensed with when the Bishop considers the Candidates possess
special qualifications.

2.—No person shall be admitted into the Holy Order of Deacon
until he shall have been examined by one or more Presbyters
appointed for that purpose by the Bishop. At his examination he
shall satisfy the examiners that be is sufficiently acquainted with the
Hebrew, Greek and Latin languages; that he is tairly conversant
with the Old and New Teetamentigcriptures, with the Greek Text
of the Gospels and the Acts, with Christian evidences, with the his-
tory of the Oanon of Holy Scripture, and of the Church (especially
that of the Church of England), and with the Articles, Creeds and
Formularies of the Church, both in their history and interpretation,

and that he can compose a sermon on any given text of Holy Scrip-
ture.

8.—Before a candidate’s admission to examination, the Bisho
must be satisfied of his good life and conve?ion, by letters testi-

monial, in the usual form, and by an attestatfon that the form usually
calféd “Bi Quis” has been publicly read in the eongregation of which
he is a member ; and no one, unless in special cases with the consent
of the Bishop, shall be admitted to Deacon’s orders who is over
forty years of age.

4.—No one shall be promoted to the Order of Priest until he shall
have passed an examination in the Greek text of the Epistles, to-
gether with a full examination in some of the higher branches of the
subjects mentioned in Clause II.

H
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VI.—LAY READERS. /

Lay Readers may be appointed by the Bishop on the recom-
mendation of any Clergyman who may require assistance in his
Parish or mission, or whd, from illness, may be unable to perform
all his duties ; and in case of a vaeant or new mission, on the recom-
mendation of the Archdeacon or the Rural Dean.

VIL.—ADMISSION OF STRANGERS TO OFFICIATE.

1.—No Minister or other person shall be permitted to officiate,
permanently or occasionally, in any congregation of this Church, ex-
cept he shall have been Episcopally and Canonically ordained, and
shall also conform to the doctrine and discipline of the Church.

cese for more than one month, without a written license under the hand
of the Bishop, and no Clergymgn who has availed himself of this
implied permission shall be alldwed to officiate again in the same
Church within a period of three months, unless he obtain the
license of the Bishop ; provided that Clergymen holding the Bishop’s
license for temporary duty shall not be considered members of the
Diocesan Synod. '

2.—No Clergyman shall oﬁic}x/a in any congregation in this Dio-

8.—Every Clergyman who officiates in any Congregation in the
Diocese shall be required to inscribe in a book, which shall be kept
in the vestry for that purpose, his name, his present preferment, and
the day when he so officiated in the Church.

VIIL. —CANDIDATES FOR ORDERS WHO HAVE BEEN MINISTERS
, OF OTHER DENOMINATIONS,

1.—When a person who, not having had Episcopal ordination,
has been acknowledged as a Minister or Ticentiate among any de-
nomination of Christians, shall desire to bg ordained in the Diocese,
he shall give notice thereof to the Bishép, which notice shall be
accompanied with a written certificate from at least two Presbyters
of the Church, stating that, from personal knowledge of the party,
or satisfactory evidence laid before them, they believe that his desire
to leave the dyenomination to which he has belonged has not arisen
from any circumstances unfavorable to his religious fifith and moral
character, or on account of which it may ‘be inexpedient to admit
him to the exercise of the Ministry in this Diocese, and they shall
also add what they know, or believe on good anthority, of the cir-
cumstances leading to said desire.

2.—If the Bishop shall think proper to proceed, the party apply-
ing to be received as a candidate shall produce the same testimo-
nials of literary qualifications as are required of other candidates;
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and also a testimonial from/at least six members of the denomina
tion from which he came, or six members of the Church, or six per-
sons in part members of the denomination from which he came, and
in part members of the Church. satisfactory to the Bishop, that the
applicant has for the three years last past lived pigusly, soberly and
honestly ; and also a testimonial from at least two/ Presbyters of the
Church, that they believe him to be pious, sober and honest, and

sincerely attached to the doctrines, discipline and worship of the
Church.

8.—Candidates admitted as above may, at the expiration of a
period of not less than one year, unless the Bishop shall see fit for
special reasons to shorten the time, be ordained, on their passing
the same examination as other candidates for Deacon’s orders; anﬁ
in the examination, special regard shall be had to those points in
which the denomination whence they came differs from the Church,
with a view of testing their information and soundness in the same;
and also to the ascertaining that they are adequately acquainted
with the Liturgy and offices of this Church, provided that in their
case the testimonials shall be required to cover only the time since
their admission as candidates for orders, and provided also, that the
provisions of the Canon concerning candidates for orders, as far as
the same relates to the age of the person to whom the dispensation
may be granted, and the mode an«F restrictions, in and unger which
the same may be granted, sh~ll apply to the persons mentioned in
this Canon. ;

4.—When any person who has been acknowledged as a Minister
among any other denomination of Christians shall apply for orders
in this Diocese, the Bishop shall require of him, in addition to the
above qualifications, satisfactory evidence that he has resided at
least one year in this Dominion previous to his application.

IX.—OF THE DISCIPLINE OF THE CLERGY.

Secrion I.—Every Clergyman duly licensed by the Bishop, or
holdin an§ charge under the jurisdiction of the Bishop of the Dio-
cese, shall be amenable for offences committed by him to the Bishop,
in the manner and according to the progisions set forth in this Canon
of Discipline.

Szorion IL.—There shall be a standingl committee of discipline
a

appointed every third year at the annual meeting of the Synod,
consisting of the Dean and Archdeacons, ex-officio, and of twelve
Clergymen of at least ten years’standing in Priest’s orders, er being
in Priest's orders shall have attained the age of forty years, six of
whom shall be appointed by the Bishop, and six elected by\ ballot,
by the Clergy; and from this Committee the Board of Triprs, as

»
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hereinafter provided, shall be taken ; such election shall ‘be next /in
order after the election of delegates to the Provincial Synod; pro-
vided always that if two or more vacancies occur, such vacancies
shall be filled up, respectively, by the Bi?nop or by the Clergy, as
the case may be, at the next meeting of £he Bynod.

Seerion IIL—Of offences for which(the Clergy may be tried.
Every Clergyman shall be liable to trial for any crime or immorality,
or for any scandalous or disorderly conduct, for teaching or main-
taining doctrines contrary to the teaching of Holy Scripture, as set
forth in the Liturgy and articles of the Church of England, such
teaching or maintaining being by way of writing, or printing, or
preaching, or teaching, or circnlating books containing unsound
doctrines ; for holding service in any other Clergyman's Church or
Parish without his consent ; for irregularity or indecorum in the per-
formance of divine offices ; for contumacy or disrespectful comfuct
towards the Bishop ; for the introduction of innovations and novelties
in the performance of divine worship ; for schism or separating him-
self from the communion of the Church ; for discontinuing the exer-
cise of the Ministry without lawful cause; for exercisipg any la

rofession or occupation inconsistent with bis sa.credrcalling; for
Evin in the babitual disuse of public worship, or of the Holy Com-
munion, or for the violation of the constitution-or Canons of this

Diocese. ( No

Provided always, that no ptoceedings shall be instituted under
this Canon unless the same be demmenced within six months of the
time when the offence complained\of was brought to the knowledge
of the person or persons making the complaint; provided that no
such complaint shall be entertained under this Canon, after three
years from the term of the alleged comiission of the offence.
Nevertheless, when pmceedinﬁ are taken under this Canon,in res-

pect of any matter which has been the subject of inquiry and adjudi-
cation in a court of justice, the proceedings under this Canon may be
commenced against a Clergyman in respect of the same matter, or
of any matter arising out of the same or connected therewith, within
three months of the period when the knowledge thereof shall. have
reached the Bishop, or the person or persons complaining to him.

Seoriox IV.—1. The trial shall be on a presentment in writing
addressed to the Bishop of the Diocese, specifying the offences of
which the accused is slf;god to be guilty, with reasonable certainty
as to time, place, and circumstances, which presentment may be
made by three communicants of the Church, or by any three Pres-
b or whenever the Bishop shall have reason to believe that any

ergyman is under the imputation of having been guilty of any
offence or misconduct, for which he is liable to be tried, and that
the interest of the Church requires an investigation. 2. The Bishop
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shall then nominate five members of the Committee of Discipline, not
being parties to the presentment, as a Board of Triers, and cause a
list of their names, together with a copy of the charges, to be served
on the accused, who shall, -within fourteen days after such service,
bave the right, if he so desire, to object to any three of them, and
notify their names in writing to the Bishop ; and upon his nbjecting
to one or more, then the Bishop shall name one or more of the sai

Committee of Discipline, as may be required, and those so selected
shall form a Board for the trial of the accused, and shall meet at
such time and place as the Bishop shall direct, and shall have power
to adjourn from time to time, and from place to place &but always
within the Diocese),as they shall think necessary. Provided, always,
that any Clergyman who is charged with any offence under this
Canon shall have the privilege of a prelipinary investigation, should
he so desire, and signify such desire to the Bishop, in writing, within
ten days after the service of such notice of trial; and in such case
the Bishop shall appoint three members of the Committee of Dis-
cipline to examine the case, a majority of whom may make such
examination, and report to the iiishop whether, in their opinion,
there is good ground for proceeding to trial. 8. A written notice
of the time and place of their first meeting shall be served at least
fourteen days before such meeting on the accused, and also on one
of the persons making the presentment. 4. If a Olergyman pre-
sented shall confess the truth of the allegations contained in the
presentment, the Bishop shall proceed to pass sentence ; and if he
shall not confess them before the appointment of a Board for his
trial, as before mentioned, he shall be considered as denying them.
5. If a clergyman ;gesented, after having had due notice, sﬁall not
appear before the Board appointed for bis trial, the Board may,
nevertheless, proceed as if Ee were present, unless for good cause
they shall see fit to adjourn till another day. 6. When the Board
proceeds to the trial, they shall hear such evidence as shall be pro-
duced, which evidence shall be reduced to writing and signed by the
witnesses respectively. If, on or during the tri:ﬁ, the accused shall

confess the truth of the charges as stated in the presentment, the
Board may dispense with hearing further evidence, and may pro-
ceed at once to state their opinion to the Bishop as to the sentence
that ought to be gronounced. 7. Upon the application of either

party to the Board of Triers, and it being made satisfactorily to ap-
pear to them that any material witnesses cannot be procured upon

‘the trial, they may appoint a commission to take the testimony of

any such witness ; and both parties may attend and examine the
witness, and the examination sgall be reduced to writing and signed
by the witness, and shall be in the words of the witness as far as
possible, and in the first person, and cerfified by the commissioner,
and enclosed under his ses! aod transmitted to the Board, and shall
be received by them as evidence. 8. The Board having deliberately
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considered the evidence, shall declare in writing by them, or a ma-
jority of them, their decision on the charges contained in the pre-
sentment, distinctly stating whether the accused is guilty or not
guilty, of such chaYges respectively, and also stating the sentence
which, in their opinion, shall be pronounced; and their decision,
together with the evidence, shall be delivered to the Bishop, who
shall pronounce such Canonical sentence as shall appear to him to be
proper, provided the same shall not exceed in severity the sentence
recommended by the Board. 9. Before pronouncing any sentence,
the Bishop shall summon the accused, and any three or more of the
Clergy to meet him at such time as may in his opinion be most con-
venient, in some Church of the Diocese, which shall for that purpose
be open at the time to all persons who may choose to attend, and
the sentence shall then and there be publicly pronounced by the
Bishop, or by some person commissioned by Zim. 10. All notices
and papers contempldted in this Canon, may be served by a
summoner or summoners, to be appeinted for the purpose by the Bi-
shop, and whose certificate of such ‘service shall e evidence thereof.
In case of service by any other person, the facts shall be proved by
such person. A written notice or paper delivered to a party, or
left at his place of residence, shall be deemed a sufficient service of
such notice or paper. 11. The defendant may have the privilege
of appearing by counsel ; in case of the exercise of such privilege,
and not otherwise, those who present shall have also the like
privilege.

Szorion V.—If, at the time appointed for the first meeting of the
Board of Triers, the whole number of five shall not attend, then
those who do attend, being not less than three, shall proceed to the
trial, and a majority of those attending shall decide all questions.
They shall appoint a secretary, who may be one of their own num-
ber, whose duty it shall be to keep a record of all the in'ooeedinga
had before the Board. And they shall, before p ing with a
trial in case counsel is employed by either the accuser or theaccused,
or in their discretion, in case no counsel is employed, call to their
aid some barrister-at-law of at least ten years’ standing at the Bar
of Ontario, to act as their assessor, and advise them on all questions
of Evidence and Procedure ; and where such advice is sought, the
Triers shall be governed thereby.

Sxorion VI.—Buspension Pendents Lite. In every case in which,
from the nature of the offence charged, it shall appear to the Bishop,
after due inquiry, that great scandal is likely to arise from the
cle n accused continuing to perform the services of the Church
while such charge is under investigation, the Bishop shall cause a
notice to be served on the accused at the same time with the service
of the copy of the charge, or at any time pending the proceedings,
inhibiting the accused from performing any services in the Church
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until the matter shall have been finally decided; and the Bishop
may make provision for the service of the Church during the period
of suspension 4gghich suspension shall not exceed three months.

Seorion VIL.—The proceedings upon a trial shall be open to the
members of the Churcx}:,’unless, in the unanimous opinion of the
Board, the circumstances of the case require that the trial should
be. private.

Srorion VIIL.—Every Olergyman, wiose case may have been
disposed of and decided adversely to him, and who shall think him-
self aggrieved by such decision, or who shall make it appear that
new evidence, having an important bearing on the cage, has been
discovered since the trial, of the existence of which he may not have
been aware at the time of the trial, may petition the Bishop for a
new trial, or a rehearing of the case, either upon objections to be
taken to the decision upon the facts, or because the judgment is not
sustained by the laws and Canons of this Ecclesiastical Province, or
of the Diocese, or for other cause or causes; or he may apply by
petition to the Bishop for an arrest of sentence or judgment, upon
causes to be shown; and in either case the Bishop shall, upon re-
ceiving such petition, refer the same and the whole subject, together
with the evidence and the report made by the Board of Triers, to
the whole Committee of Discipline ; and their decision on the above
questions shall be final in so far as this Diocese is concerned:

The Triers to whom the examination or trial of any accused per-

Whenever a Curate or Assistant desires to resign his position in
relation to the Incumbent, he shall give the same notice to the In-
cumbent and to:the Bishop.

XV.—ON THE LICENSE TO CLERGYMEN,

That every Clergymnn doing duty within the Diocese, except in

cases provided for by the constitution, shall be licensed {)y the Bi-
shop to some particular charge within the same,according to the form
in the appendix ; and no Clergyman shall be considered as duly li-
censed unless he holds such a license from the Bishop,and is residing

anll doing duty in the place, Parish or Mission to which he is
licensed. Provided that the Bishop mt:iy for good and sufficient
cause dispense with the condition of residence.

XVI.—ON THE SUPERANNUATION OF CLERGYMEN.

A committee of seven clergﬁmen of fifteen years in Priest’s Or-
ders shall be appointed by the Bishop, to whom shall be referred the
case of Clergymen who, from age or infirmity, require to be super-
annuated.  Whenever it shall appear to the giehop, or to any
member of the said committee that the interest of the Church re-

uires that any Clergymen of the Diocese should be superannuated,
the committee shall, with the sanction of the Bishop, have full power
to investigate such case, and if it shall appear to them that such
Clerﬁymun ought to be superannuated, they shall report the case
to the standing comniittee, and recommend what annual grant
should in their opinion be made to such Clergyman.

In case any Clergyman who shall be placed on the superannuated
list is dissatisfied with the action of the standing committee in his

case he shall have the right of appeal against such decision to the

5. That on the whole of the Clergy and Laity present having
voted, the boxes shall be set aside, and the regular business of the
Synod proceeded with, until the first adjournment, when the Scru-

tineers shall examine the lists, and report the result of the ballot to
the Bynod on its re-assembling.

NUMBER OF DELEGATES.

That in the Ballot for Delegates, each Clergyman and Laythan
shall vote for not more than sixteen of their respective Orders, and
that the SBcrutineers be direeted to report the names of the sixteen
Clergymen and Laymen respectively who shall have received the
highest number of votes ; the first twelve of each Order to be con-
sidered as the Representatives of this Synod to the Provincial Synod,
and the other names to be considered as substitutes, in case of sick-
ness or other good cause why the Representatives appointed may
not be able to attend the meeting of the Provincial Bynod, and in
case of their being required, they shall be taken in the order in
which their names appear on'the Bcrutineers’ Report, and the Be-
cretary of the Provincial Bynod shall be notified nf the change made
at least one week before the meeting of the said Synod.
