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sembly of New Brunswick, 4 Vic. Chapter 44, the said build­
ing, so erected, by the said Justices, with the tract of land 
and premises, aforesaid, were surrendered to Her Majesty 
the Queen, and then became and were used and known as 
the Provincial House of Correction, and subsequently as the 
Penitentiary«f "New Brunswick.

That part of the terms of transfer made and agreed upon 
by and between the said Justices and the Province of New 
Brunswick, was, the reservation to the said Justices of the 
right In perpetuity, to commit to the said House of Correc­
tion or Penitentiary all vagabonds, suspicious and disorderly 
persons, within the said city and county, and the farther 
right in common with all the other counties »f (h e Province  ̂
to cause all persons sentenced to imprisonment with hard 
labor, and confined in the county gaol, to be removed there- 
from to the said lions# of Correction or Penitentiary, as, by 
reference to the 14th and !5th sections ot the said recited Act 
will more fully appear.

That up to the,lime of the confederation of the Provinces 
the rights thus reserved and secured to the said city and 
county were never questioned, but, on the contrary, were 
fully recognized and maintained in the year 1854 by the Gov- 
ernmeut and Legislature of New Brunswick, aa will appear 
by reference to the revised statutes of the Province, passed 
in that year, chapter 91, sections 

That under and by virtue of t 
Act of 1867, and a subsequent Act of the Dominion Parlia­
ment, viz., 31 Vic. Cap LXXV., the. institution and premisee 
aliove mentioned, passed over to the Dominion of Canada, 
and that from that hour the Dominion held that property, 
on exactly the same terms as the Province of New Bruns­
wick held the same at the time of transfer.

That in 1889, by 32, 33 Vic. Cap. XXIX., it was enacted 
that imprisonment for any term short of two years, should 
be in a common gaol, or some prison or place other than the 
Penitentiary ; but by section 96 of same chapter, the Prov­
inces of Nova Scotia and New Brunswick were exempted 
from the operation of this statute.

That in 1870, by 33 vie. cap XXX., the exemption 
pealed, subject to the provisions that such repeal should not 
take effect in the case of one year convicts prior to the 1st 
May, 1873, and for two year convicts prior to the let May 
1874.

One evidence of the importance attached to the 
President’s New Year’s Reception, is that the Bra­
zil lian Envoy, Borges, who resides at Madison 
Avenue, N. Ÿ., came here with his suite to attend 
it. Four columns and a half in the Natimwl Re­
publican newspaper New Year’s Day morning suf­
ficed to give to tne public most of the names of the 
ladies who would “receive” that day ; the ladies 
furnishing the names and the publication being 
gratuitous. Ladies at hoarding houses club toge­
ther, each contributing $10, or whatever is neces­
sary, and hire some noted caterer—Freunde is 
among the foremost—to supply the food, flowers, 
etc., and then “receive” jointly. Gentlemen call­
ers go afoot or unite in hiring a carriage at $20 or 
so for the day, making few or many calls ; one offi­
cer of the Senate said he made ah#

New Year’s Day this year witnessed a snow 
storm such as it is said -has not been here for sev­
eral years, beginning about 11 a.m. and continuing 
through the evening, the fall being about one foot.

Of the three hours' reception at the White House 
New Year’s Day—from 11 a. m. to 2 p. m.—the 
last hour alone was for citizens generally, the first 
two being appropriated to officials, of whom the 
Cabinet and the foreign diplomats came first. As 
you entered the vestibule you saw on your left the 
Marine Band (some fifty pieces), whose looks were 
more agreeable than their intermittant music, 
which effectually drowned all ordinary conversa­
tion. Generally the wraps were left in a room to 
the right, but the Russian envoy, a large sized 
in livery, with liuzzar-looking helmet and plume, 
held his master’s wraps in his arms, as did some 
other servants. One portly-looking envoy, not 
nameless, in full court dress provoked an inward 
smile as he was bothered some moments in re- 
sheathing his golden-looking sword. If you ad­
mired the rich costumes of the ladies you also 
shivered in sympathy for some of the bare arms. 
From the vestibule callers passed into the Red 
Room, thence to the receiving room (the Blue 
Room). As the details have been telegraphed 
over the continent there is nothing new to be said 
about the reception, the names and dress of the 
President’s family, etc., etc. Of the wife of the 
Spanish Minister, Senor Mantilla, it was said she 
is the handsomest women in the diplomatic circle, 
and that she is quite a flirt. She has bright eyes, 
her complexion not very dark and her whole ap­
pearance more indicative of animation and energy 
than of languor ; her figure not petite or stout. 
The wife of the Russian Minister, Shishkin,wae said 
to be a Princess. The appearance of the army offi­
cers was said to be unusually brilliant, their uni­
form seemed becoming and their gloves without 
exception light, while the gloves of the M. C’s were 
of all shades from black to white. The general 
hearing of the officials, civil and military, was 
gentlemanly, but occasionally a civilian shuffled 
along as thro’ a dreaded task, his coat hanging as if 
on a rack.

The receptions at the Vermont Senators, Morrill 
and Edmunds, at the Secretaries, Fish, Morrill and 
Cameron, at Chief Justice Waite’s, Associate Jus­
tice Miller’s, Gen. Sherman’s, Mrs. Dahlgren’s and 
Mrs. Rives’ seemed faultless in their elegance and 
the fitness of all things for the occasion.

Last Wednesday the Secretaries, and Thursday 
the Senators, began their usual weekly receptions. 
Next Friday begin the President’s weekly recep­
tions.

One of the current New Year jokes was that a 
new acquarium having recently been placed in the 
hall of Secretary Fish’s house, some of the callers 
supposing it a table, put their hats in it, whence 
they were fished out by the footman ; while as

hut in the south portion of the Blue Room, a jolly 
party of a score or more were gathered loge 
the Shermans and others—chatting merrily.

;Near the south windows of the East Room stands 
a holly, its leaves so brilliantly green, its berries 
so brilliantly red. Oh ! how one wishes it would 
flourish at the North, as it does here and in E 
land. Here it is a favorite house ornament, 
the Observatory attached to the White House- 
open to the public only during reception hours— 
is a Sago Palm, some six feet high, the trunk at 
the ground 15 inches in diameter. It tapers gra­
dually upwards, and near the top are irregular 
ranges of leaves, from four to six feet long. It has 
no branches. The Botanic Garden has 
greater variety of the Palm.

article of trade between the two countries was wheat, 
of which we imported from' the United .States to 
the value of $6,657,652, and exported to value of 
$8,420,785. Next to this was barlcv .and rye, of 
which Canada exported to the United States to the 
value of $5,363,271 and imported none. Canada 
also sent $2,684,306 worth of peas to the United 
Stales, receiving no peas in return. The largest 
articles of import from the States, next after wheat, 
were flour, of which we imported to the value of 
$2,462,618 and exported to the value of $1,583,284, 
and Indian com, of which we imported to the value 
of $2,457,310 and exported to the value of $1,589,-

The facts in regard to the above are these. So 
far from exporting $8,420,785 worth of wheat to 
the United States in the year named, our export of 
wheat was literally nothing. Instead of shipping 
$2,684,306 worth of Peas to the States, the fact is 
that nearly all these Peas were for England, through 
shipments in bond via the Suspension Bridges at 
Niagara and Buffalo. The export o^ Flour to the 
States, $1,583*284, is largely imaginary, the only 
consumption there being a small quantity of the 
very highest grades. The Telegraph was probably 
again misled by the’fact'oflargejshipments of flour 
having being made from Ontario to England on 
through bills of lading in bond through United 
States territory. As regards Indian Corn, while a 
large quantity of American is consumed by Ontario 
malsters, it is quite impossible that we could have 
exported $1,589,064 worth to the States, as Canada 
does not raise anything like that quantity, and very 
little is exported. Without entering further into 
the Telegraph's figures at present, we submit that 
there are blunders here shown to the extent of 
twelve or thirteen millions of dollars, to start with, 
in the matter of our exports to the United States. 
It is scarcely necessary to suggest that any argu­
ment founded on such errors must fall ingloriously.

Prompt Response.—Last Saturday we suggested 
to the Telegraph -that, as there was no election 
pending, it was now in turn for it to attack Mr. 
Thomas White and the principle of Protection to 
Native Industry, particularly the latter. The Tele­
graph was brought to respond and on Monday 
morning opened its lotteries. It promises more. 
When there is an election to be run, and the 
Telegraph's personal interests are at stake, the 
Telegraph has nothing to say against Protection. 
About that time the Manufacturers’ 
needed !

Perhaps no other city in the Union lias to a 
visitor such a variety of entertaining and instruct­
ive attractions as Washington, during a session of 
Congress.

The fierce rapture and the wearisomeness of polit­
ical strife, the wisdom and the dullness of legisla­
tion, exhaustive juridical lore and acumen, a vast 
library, the best social life of the nation, combin­
ing literary and scientific exercises, respectable 
theatres, patronized to some extent by religious 
people, projects for genuine and sham reforms, the 
solemnities of religious devotion—not forgetting 
the wild frenzy of negro ecstacy,—the gayeties of 
fashionable* life, with its wealth and accomplish­
ments, coquetting and love-making, charities, dan­
cing, billiards and cards : to these add the facili­
ties for art studies, mentioned last because 
tion is now called to the Corcoran Art Gallery, lo­
cated on the north side of Penn. Avenue, a few 
rods north-west of the White House.

The ground, building, its contents and the en­
dowment fund, are the free gift of Wi 
coran, excepting a few recent donations.

Wiu. M. Corcoran is 78 years old, a native of 
Georgetown, son of an Irishman, failed as a mer­
chant, became a broker, in 1840 a partner of Geo. 
W. Riggs, laid the foundation of his fortune as 
Financier for the Government during the Mexican 
war, is now completing a noble building for busi­
ness purposes. This Gallery, the Louise Home, 
the Georgetown Cemetery, and other gifts here and 
elsewhere attest his munificence.

The Gallery and ground cost $250,000 ; the ori­
ginal collection of pictures, statuary, etc., was val­
ued at $100,000 ; the endowment fund is $90(>,000, 
the annual income of which is now $62,000 ; the 
property was deeded to trustees in 1869.

The art treasures are located in several rooms in 
each of the first and second stories, above the base­
ment. If you visit tlie Gallery Mondays, Wed­
nesdays and Fridays, you pay 25 cents admission 
fee. You will not sec quite as many spectators ; 
you will not be annoyed by the noise of so many 
heavy boots on the bare resounding floor ; but you 
will see several young ladies copying the pictures 
and drawing from the statues and casts. Tuesdays, 
Thursdays and Saturdays admission is free, but 
then no easels are allowed.

The collection consists of original statues, busts 
and paintings, casts of famous statues, busts and 
high and low reliefs, bronzes, ceramic ware and

On our first page we have placed the correspond­
ence which has recently passed between Messrs. 
Mackenzie and Blake, on the one hand, and Rob­
ert Marshall, Esq., M. P. P., on the other, in refer­
ence to the claim of the city of St. John on the 
Penitentiary, which is soon to be abandoned, the 
long term inmates being removed to the new Peni­
tentiary for the Maritime Provinces, which is now 
being erected at Dorchester. The correspondence 
deals with a very important subject, important, at 
least, to the tax-payers of this City. Mr. Marshall, 
we notice, estimates that the exclusion of the City’s 
short term prisoners from the Penitentiary will 
impose on the City an annual expenditure of about 
$8,000 a year, but it woiîld appear that in his de­
sire not to over-state the Case he has probably un­
der-estimated the extent of the burthen which the 
Dominion authorities propose to throw over on the 
City. There are about 110 short term prisoners in 
the Penitentiary, nine tenths of whom are from St. 
John City. The cost of maintaining these in a 
local prison or House of Correction will probably 
be nearer $10,000 a year than 88,000. As Mr. 
Marshall has shown most conclusively, the expense 
of maintaining the City’s short term prisoners 
provided for “in perpetuity,” in 1841, by the ar­
rangement under which the prison erected by the 
City was handed over to the Province and became 
the Provincial Penitentiary. The obligation rest­
ing upon the Province to maintain the short term 
prisoners of St.John is binding on the Dominion 
and can not be evaded, nor will the proposal to 
hand over the premises to the City meet the 
There is no call to accept this heavy charge and 
responsibility, for which the Dominion is liound, 
nor should it he accepted without the City being 
properly indemnified. Of course, we do not ad­
vise that St. John should oppose that uniformity 
which is necessary in the treatment of prisoners 
and the management of the Dominion prisons, 
and we shall be glad to find that the- difficulty has 
been overcome by candid and generous considera­
tion on the part of the Dominion authorities. At 
present, matters remain in a very unsatisfactory 
state, but as tire Minister of Justice has called upon 
his Deputy in this City to send him all the infor­
mation possible on the Subject of Mr. Marshall’s 
claim in behalf of the City, we expect to find 
something of practical benefit growing out of the 
corresjiondence.

It is possible that the Province will be called 
upon at an early day to provide elsewhere than in 
County Gaols for minor criminals whose proper 
destination is a House of! Correction or Industrial 
School. There is also a growing feeling that a 
general Reformatory is needed for the Province, 
instead of County Reformatories, as provided by 
the Reformatory Act recently passed. And al­
though there has been a good deal of talk in the 
Saint John Sessions about a County Reformatory, 
and the Sessions have been authorized to expend 
$20,000 on such an institution, there is compara­
tively little desire among the rate-payers for a 
County institution. It is well, known that $20,000 
will not build the institution, apd the County is 
averse to an increased expenditure. The plans, 

.which have been approved by the Sessions’ Re­
formatory Committee, are such as to involve an 
expenditure of $32,000 or $33,000,—a sum which 
the rate-payers can not be induced to sanction. 
As a matter of public policy, this Reformatory 
should be a Provincial affair ; and there would 
seem to be an opening now to deal with this suIh 

ject in connexion with that of one Central Prison 
for the minor offenders of the xvhole Province. 
We have little doubt that if the Legislature of the 
Province xvere to authorize the erection of a gen­
eral prison or House of Correction, with a Reform­
atory attached, the County of St. John would 
cheerfully contribute $20,000 or thereabouts of 
County bonds towards this general institution. 
The matter, we think, is worthy of consideration. 
And, seeing the uncertainty that surrounds the fu­
ture disposition of our minor criminals, the Ses­
sions’ Reformatory Committee will do well to take 
no step that will prevent such a settlement of the 
difficulty as will be for the best interests of all 
parts of the Province.

They should not, if 
just, be staved off because the Government does not 
happen to be ready to say yea or nay to the de­
mands of other Companies. Where the letter and 
intent of the Act authorizing the granting of a 
subsidy to this Branch arc so clear, so binding both 
in law and equity, further delay would be a gross 
injustice to an undertaking which lias been recog­
nized time and again in the most unequivocal 
terms and in the most solemn manner.

S:# THE FUTURE CAPITAL OF THE MARITIME 
PB0 VINCES.

According to the Halifax Press, somebody in St. 
John has been tendering to Halifax St. John’s con­
sent to the Nova Scotia'capital becoming the capi­
tal of the Maritime Union. There will, however, 
be very grave differences of opinion on this point. 
The matter is worth discussing in all its bearings, 
and since the Halifax Press has deemed it worth 
while to treat individual opinion on the point as 
worthy of quotation at this early stage of the agita­
tion, it may be well even now to consider the 
claims of other places. There will, of course, be 
very strong opposition in St. John to the selection 
of Halifax as the capital. In Fredericton and on 
the upper St John and on the Maine border, as 
well as in the Northern section of this Province, 
the opposition will be still more strongly mani­
fested. It will, no doubt, be argued that the larger 
Province should not be so greedy as to claim the 
capital, which, if conceded, would still further in- 

tbe paramount political 
Province ; that Halifax is not by any means a cen­
tral point; that instead of being a ra*?way centre it 
is the extreme end of a line ; that probably more 
persons would be inconvenienced by going to 
Halifax on public business than to any other place 
that can be selected. It may be urged that, unless 
it is understood beforehand that Halifax is to be 
the capital, that important city will not sanction 
Maritime Union, but to this it may be' replied that 
it is not to be expected that smaller towns, such as 
Fredericton and Charlottetown, will consent to 
make great sacrifices by surrendering their present 
prestige as local Capitals, while Halifax will sur­
render nothing, but, on the contrary, expect to gain 
by their losses. In this connexion, too, it will be 
generally considered that Halifax can not lay 
much stress on Maritime Union if she is not will­
ing to take her chance with other places that aspire 
to lie the Capital.

There is a large body of people in this Province 
who xvould favor Moncton for the Capital of the 
United Provinces, and there certainly is a great 
deal to be said in favor of such a choice. A refer­
ence to tire map of the Maritime Provinces shows 
most conclusively that Moncton can be reached 
more readily from all points than any other single 
town. It is the centre and heart, of the Maritime 
Railway system. Thence lines radiate in all 
directions,—-to Shcdiac, connecting with Prince 
Edward Island ; to the North Shore counties ; to 
SL John, Charlotte and the up-river country ; to 
Nova Scotia, as,-far as Halifax in one direction, 
Yarmouth in another, and Cape Breton (soon to 
he) in another. Being inland, it is all the better 
situated for an important Capital, whose public 
buildings, records and archives should be so placed 
as to be beyond all possible danger of injury or 
destruction from the enemies of the country,—and 
as we shall be building for centuries to come we 
must consider the possibility of being at some time 
or other involved in the jrars of the Empire. And 
although Moncton hàs been assailed and slandered 
without stint by the Press of Halifax, there is to be 
said in its favor that in no other part of the Mari­
time Provinces has there been such marked im­
provement as in this Westmoreland town,—not 
merely public improvements but such private im­
provements as demonstrate the existence of an 
enterprising, energetic population. The country 
about and near Moncton is one of the finest in the 
Maritime Provinces ; the soil is fertile and highly 
cultivated, and the scenery most grateful to the eye. 
For public buildings there are many charming sites 
on either side of the Petitcodiac river, and an 
abundance of land is to be had at reasonable rates ; 
and as the public buildings and offices in an inland 
town do not need to be erected in as expensive a 
style as in cities such as St. John and Halifax, 
where they would be expected to overtop all other 
edifices in cost and magnificence, the saving to the 
Union in this inspect alone would represent a large

The propriety of locating the Capital at Moncton 
might be urged with equal strength on other 
grounds, bnt as we shall return to the subject at an 
early day we conclude at present with the remark 
that it is desirable that all the points and changes 
involved, all the possible details that enter into 
this question of Maritime Union, should be fully, 
freely, candidly discussed by the Press and People 
immediately .interested, in advance of the negotia­
tions which may be expected to be opened before 
many years, perhaps many months, have passed. 
It is a question which common people of ordinarily 
good judgment are as able to pronounce upon as 
the politicians are. It ought not to be left solely 
to politicians, who may be more intent on making 
arrangements for themselves than a good settlement 
for their Province.

To- 
ronto, James Campbell & Son ; St. John. j. & 
A. McMillan.

This is Mr. Tennyson’s second attempt at dram­
atic writing. As a poem full of splendid images 
and globing language, rich in those gems of versi- 
ncation which have made the laureate’s name so 
famous, the volume under review is a great success 
and a notable contribution to literature. But as a 
play, pure and simple, we must pronounce it a fail- 
ure. It lacks all the essential points necessary in 
ah acting drama. There is no action in the scenes, 
no life in the situation, no spirit in the dialogue 
In some respecte as a rday it is better than “ Queen 
Mary, but still the dramatic element is wanting 
and no actors living could make of “Harold” à 
successful performance. Even the Elocutionist 
cannot find a single passage that would make a

THE RICHIBUCTO BRANCH RAILWAY.

The Legislature 6f this Province has solemnly 
pledged itself to appropriate to the construction of 
a Branch Railway from the Inter-Colonial to the 
Town of Richibucto the sum of Tive Thousand 
Dollars per mile. It has not, in providing this 
subsidy, made it dependent upon other lines going 
forward at the same time. It did not make this 
subsidy contingent on the success or non-sucçess of 
financial negotiations at Ottawa. It said nothing 
about a possible falling short in the Great Road 
grant or the Bye Road grant. The Legislature had 
not the most remote idea that this work would be 
delayed, or the appropriation with-held, until 
new financial arrangement was entered into with 
the Dominion Government. Not one of these pos­
sibilities entered, or should have entered, the mind 
of the Legislature. The only proviso was that the 
Government of the Province should be satisfied that 
the road would be built ; that is, that there should 
be placed before the Government reasonable evi­
dence that would satisfy an equal number of busi­
ness men that the work was being undertaken in 
good faith and with resources sufficient for its com­
pletion. Whenever this was done, the Goverument 
were bound to sanction the undertaking, and the 
funds must be forthcoming from the Provincial 
Treasury as rapidly as the subsidy was earned. 
The only question now is : Has the Richibucto Com­
pany put itself in a position to claim the subsidy ?

There is no denying that the Company was duly 
incorporated and duly organized within the time 
allowed by the Act and that through its contractors 
it has commenced operations. Its plans of survey, 
the location, etc., were duly submitted to and apl 
proved of by the Government. The Company is 
clearly entitled to the subsidy if the remaining 
condition has been complied with, namely, if it can 
show the necessary resources for the construction 
and equipment of the road. This is certainly a 
very important point, one on which we urged the 
Government last year to stand firm. The Watch­
man Holding that as the $5,000 per mile, or about 
$130,000 in all, was intended by the Legislature to 
be appropriated for the undoubted, 6<ma fide 
struction of the road in all its length, the Govern­
ment should make sure that when this large sum 
waa paid the road would absolutely be constructed 
and operated.

A dog 
sometimes eats a man, and tarn about is fair play. 
A well-digested dog stowed away on the inside of 
a-Choctaw squaw does more to advance civilization 
and the Christian religion than a dog that barks all 
night in a back yard and makes people get up and 
swear, don’t it ?

“ And as for the matter of the Indians wearing 
rings through their noses, I don’t see why people 
complain of that. Look at the advantage it gives a 
man when he wants to hold on to anything. If a 
hurricane strikes an Indian, all he does is to hook 
his nose-ring over a twig of a tree, and there he is, 
fast and sound. And it gives him something to 
rest his pipe on when he smokes, while, in the ease 
bf a man with a png, the ring helps him to jam his

Notwithstanding the nominal abolition of the 
slave trade in Turkey, through the efforts of the 
civilized European governments, it still continues 
in a furtive way. As long as the harem exists this 
trade will exist. The sale was in a house. All 
the windows facing the street were closed. The 
correspondent accompanied an Egyptian friend 
and his valet in a carriage to the mosque of the 
Sultan Mahomet, at which poifit they turned into 
narrow and complicated streets, which finally be­
came impassable. They alighted before a pile of 
mud which could be crossed only on foot. Reach­
ing the house, they were introduced into the selam- 
hk, or chamber reserved for male visitors. Here 
they found the slave dealer standing, a short pipe 
m hand. He was a little old Tripolitan, Gassirgi 
Messound-Aga by name. He has followed the 
business for forty years. After the customary sal­
utation, pipes (and coffee were offered and taken 
with the «ience usual to Orientals before any busi- 

t section. ,
An ebony young eunuch soon entered and whis 

pered in Meseoimd’é ear. The latter made a sign 
of acquiescence, and, turning to the guests, said:

Bouyouroun” (permit me). The guests rose and 
followed him into a room of the harem. A lone 
divan, about a foot and a half high and four feet 
wide, surrounded three sides of the chamber. An 
excavation in the wall held the cushions and cov­
erings used at night.
