The report by Joseph Burtt, British
consul in Angola, has just been publish-
ed in London, Eng., and shows that
the conditions of labor in Portuguese
West Africa prove that slavery exists
The writer also tells in detail
of the terrible treatment of the blacks,

it not been that Great Britain, France,

trade, so Portugal was the last.

and Germany continually' made efforts
to stop slavery in Africa altogether, the
Portuguese decree of freedom  would
now be a dead letter. But it has been
nevertheless that skave traffic
has been carried on underground.
Since Portugal’s decline in power its
colonies have had to look to the slave
trade for a livelihood in the last three
ceénturies. It seems, according to Mr.

Burtt’s report, that the colonies are
content with the appearance of treedom
