Gans started to feel things ■f;Baroness Burdett-Coutts, who passed 
away in London on Sunday, was re­
garded as the world’s greatest woman 
philanthropist^

Baroness Angela Georgina Burdett- 
Coutts was born April 21st, 1814, and 
was the daughter of the late Sir Fran­
cis Burdett, Bart., M.P., son-in-law of 
Thomas Coutts^ _son of the founder of 
CouttS’ Bank, the richest private bank 
in the world. She was the chief owner 
of the bank, having Inherited a large 
interest in it When she was 23 years of 
age. Since then her chief work in life 
was judicious giving. In company with 
Charles Dickens she visited the London 
slums, and soon began to tear down 
buildings that served as dens, replacing 
them with model dwellings. She hjas 
spent about $2,000,000 in housing 
schemes for London’s poor.

Local Benefactions.
The Anglican church in British Co­

lumbia owes a debt of gratitude to the 
late baroness. In 1859 she made pos­
sible the foundation of the diocese of 
Columbia, by endowing it with the 
munificent sum of £15,000. This diocese 
embraced both the colohies of Vancou­
ver Island and British Columbia, but 
was afterwards subdivided into three, 
the diocese of Cofcimbia, Caledonia and 
New Westminster. The baroness also 
endowed two archdeaconries, one for 
Vancouver Island and the other for the 
Mainland. When the diocese was sub­
divided one archdeaconal fund was 
transferred there. Its endowment came 
from the society for the propagation of 
the Gospel, the diocese of Columbia re­
taining the endowment of Baroness 
Burdett-Coutts. The diocesan* fund 
now amounts to about $90.000 and the 
archdeaconal one to about $30,000.

I pointed out the necessity 
for instant action and that delay in 
waiting for details from Ottawa would 
be prejudicial. I showed him the map 
we had left with him three weeks be­
fore and asked him to endorse the pro­
ject by motion or by a letter to the 
Dominion government, stating that he 
was in favor of ^he project, subject to 
his perusal of thé final draft.

“Nailed to the issue, he became iri- 
tated and said T want time to consider 
it. I won’t give an answer now. Be­
sides,’ he said, T don’t forget that the 
four city members voted against thêv 
Songhees Reserve Act.’ ”

“Mr. McBride's conduct in referring 
to the vote of the four city members on 
this question was on a par with, his 
utterances on the fish trap question at 
the last provincial election when speak­
ing in New Westminster he told the 
electors there that he would continue to 
oppose with all his power the introduc­
tion of fish traps, because he did not 
forget that the fishermen on the Fraser 
river first elected Tom Gifford to the 
legislature.

Ottawa, Jan. 2.—Canada’s commercial 
agent in Mexico, A. W. Donley, reports 
to the department of trade and cpmmeree 
that 1906 was^Mexico’s best year bo(h fdr 
exports and imports. There was an in­
crease in the exports of $31,000,000 and im­
ports over $21,000,000. The development of 
trade during the past 10 years has been 
something marvellous, 
cent of the imports came from the United 
States and 68 • per cent, bf the exports 
found a market in the United States. Ger­
many is the only European country that 
seems to be making any headway in sup­
plying the Mexican market. Britain has 
practically withdrawn from the field and 
in its place the Spaniards are now con­
trolling the importing houses. Germany 
and France are willing to meet the views 
of the Mexican market, whereas the Brit­
ish manufacturer thinks he knows what 
is best for the Mexican, 
wants the Canadian manufacturer to cul­
tivate the Mexican market.

R. L. Drury was the next speakër. 
In a ringing arraignment of the gov­
ernment Mr. Drury reviewed their re­
cord, enunciating the various “deals” 
in which they had been implicated.

“The keynote of this campaign and 
the platform of the government,” he 
said, “is sounded in the Colonist of the 
last few issues—that in view of the 
unprecedented prosperity of the prov­
ince, it would be a calamit/ to defeat 
the McBride government; that the Mc­
Bride government had found the prov­
ince debilitated and its credit impov­
erished and had restored stability and 
should receive the credit for it.”

The province was prosperous, the 
speaker conceded. In many cases it 
was difficult to specify the cause of 
prosperity when it was seen to exist. 
In the present case of British Columbia 
this was not so. The cause was so ap­
parent that lie who runs may read.

British Columbia’s prosperity arose 
from a variety of causes; first, the 
thriving state of the lumber industry. 
A few years ago there were almost as 
many mills. They were shut up. Why? 
Because they had no market for their 
lumber. The change springs from the 
demand which exists for lumber in the 
Northwest provinces. ^Tb’s had been 
due to the influx of settlers attendant 
upon the progressive policy of the Do­
minion government with regard to im­
migration and to that government’s ac­
tion in building the Grand Trunk Pa­
cific, undertaken despite the efforts of 
the party to which Premier McBride 
belonged to thwart it. “For example,” 
said Mr. Drury, “the mayor might as 
well ask for re-election because real 
estate in the city has boomed during 
his term of office.”

The Conservatives, he continued, 
claim credit because of the province’s 
financial condition and urge that the 
Hon. Mf. Tatlow’s ability as finance 
minister is responsible for this. What 
were the facts of the case?

When the McBride ministry came in­
to power, there was a large overdraft. 
Hhe ministry borrowed $1,000,000, at ten 
years, giving a first mortgage on the 
revenue of the province for it. The, 
opposition brought in a counter propo­
sition, urging thr. i. on * account of the 
unfavorable condition of the money 
markets of the world, resource should 
be had to a temporary loan of three 
years. In that time, as Mr. Macdonald 
pointed out, the province would regain 
the financial tone and could borrow at 
3 per cent. The result is that Victoria 
in floating her municipal debentures 
pays 4 per cent. The province pays 5.

In the' train of the activity in the 
lumber trade came brisker demand for 
all sorts of raw material, for labor. 
Money was placed in circulation and 
the merchants prospered.

A new phase in the volume of in­
quiry is a very decided increase in the 
demand for timber limits.

Public interests -seems of late to have 
veered round from acreage and 'build- 

.ing lots to house property. Indeed the 
volume of inquiry is just as great at 
present as during the week preceding 
Christmas. The agents say that there 
is no prospect of the supply ^allipfcr to 
meet the demand, inasmuch as thë list­
ing of property continues to be as great 
as heretofore. v

V. C. Maddock & Co., a Winnipeg 
real estate firm, intend to open up a 
branch office in Victoria. Mr. Mad­
dock is at present in the city, and some 
time back the firm secured premises.

Repprts are reaching Victoria daily 
relative to the large number of North- 
westerners who are expected to arrive 
any time after the end of this week. 
The demand for furnished houses Jias 
been so great that it is very difficult 
to obtain one at the present time. 
Many of the hotels report a large num­
ber of incoming- strangers who will 
spend the winter here. —

The advance guard of this influx has 
already reached the city. Men from 
Edmonton, Winnipeg, Regina, Medicine 
Hat, etc., are at present looking up 
acreage in Victoria, but the real estate 
agents do not wish the spheres of their 
inquiries to become prematurely known. 
Meantime the agents express great 
optimism as to the market during the 
present year.

Much Building in Progress.
W. Luney has secured the contract 

for the new palace for the Roman 
Catholic archbishop. This will cost-ap­
proximately $12,000. and will consist of 
a handsome three storey brick and 
stone building with a slate roof, which 
will be erected on View street to the 
rear of the present residence.

Noble Bros, will shortly commence 
work on a residence for His Honor 
«fudge Lampman. A site at Oak Bay 
has been chosen, and the cost of the 
new erection will be $6,000.

Numerous other building arrange­
ments are pending in the city, and 
architects are very busy at the present 
time. Hooper & Watkins are engag­
ed on the plans of a new wing to be 
added to St. Joseph hospital.

States of America, and so on, we were 
astonished to find that none of the 
tunes reached anything like the higN 
ideal we had formed in our own minds 
of what ought to be. It is true there 
were only a few very bad tunes with 
faulty accentuation and part-writing, 
but there was a dull level standard of 
cold respectable mediocrity prevading 
the entire competition, which made the 
selection of the ‘best twelve’ a matter 
of the greatest difficulty. After much 
anxious deliberation the following list 
(in order of merit) is the result of our 
final choice: First prize, Mr. G. Jen­
nings Burnett, organist and choir­
master of St. John’s church, Victoria, 
British Columbia; second, prize, Mr. F. 
Dewberry, Mus. Bac. Cantab, Fellow 
of the Royal College of Organists; No. 
3, Mr. F. N. Baxter, Mus. Bac., Dun- 
elm, F. R. C. O.; No. 4, Mr. Ernest 
Hammond, A. R. C. O., Trentham, and 
so on to No. 12.

St. Petersburg, Dec. 28.—The secret 
police made 598 arrests here during the 
last three days.

The prisoners, who include 34 women, 
were charged with revolutionary activ­
ity and illegal election agitation..

Further arrests and searches are pro­
ceeding vigorously.

The activity of the police is due to 
the recent attempt on the life of Vice- 
Admiral Doubassoff, ex-governor-gen­
eral of Moscow, and the assassination 
of General Count Alexis Ignatieff, re­
sulting from the determination of the 
revolutionists to revoke their former 
decision to abstain from acts of ter­
rorisms during the electoral campaign.

Montreal, Dec. 31.—Five murders, 
twenty-three suicides, three homicides, 
and one case of manslaughter sum up 
the total of the more important ver­
dicts of coroners’ juries at the morgue 
during the past year, according to the 
report of Coroner McMahon: During the 
course of the year thirty-three persons 
were killed by street cars, twenty-eight 
by the Grand Trunk railway, and six­
teen by the C. P. R., while three auto­
mobile fatalities mark the first acci­
dents In the city due to this cause. The 
total number of cases reported by Cor­
oner McMahon during 1906 shows a de­
crease of five hundred and forty cases 
when compared with last year, there 
being seven hundred and sixty cases In 
all reported this year, while those in 
1905 amounted up to thirteen hundred. 
Of the seven hundred and sixty cases 
during* the year only a hundred and 
seventy-four were such as warrant the 
calling of a jury.

Drowning accidents were responsible 
for 72 deaths; 20 persons were asphyxi­
ated; 18 were burned to death; 20 poi­
soned accidentally; 7 were fatally 
scalded; 2 hunting fatalities; 2 fatal 
electric shocks; 4 deaths from acci­
dentally discharged firearms; 20 were 
run over by vehicles; 2 trampled on by 
horses; 5 died from drinking; 2 died 
from explosions; there were 4 fatalities 
in connection with manufacturing 
plants; 5 elevator accidents, and 63 
deaths from accidental falls. Of sud­
den deaths there were 202 cases, while 
57 persons passed away without physi­
cians being called, all of which were re­
ported t<) the coroner. Only one case 
of death due to sunstroke was reported 
during the summer.

Winnipeg's New Buildings.
Winnipeg, Dec. 31.—In four years, 

1903 to 1906 inclusive, $42,845,925 repre­
sents the amount of money expended 
on new buildings in Winnipeg, accord­
ing to the city building inspector. The 
amount gives a conservative estimate 
of the actual expenditure for new 
structures for the four years. The 
total cost of new buildings in 1906 has 
been $12,760,450, according to the build­
ing department records. The number 
of permits for the year is 3,508, and the 
number of new buildings 4,176.

for ten thousand acres-of land destined 
to become the çite of one of the pros­
pectively largest cities on the Pacific 
Coast of Canada. The parties to whom 
•it was transferred immediately conven­
ed to the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway 
Company for forty thousand dollars. 
■But it was evident that the very sub­
stantial profits they made on the deal 
idid not come up to their expectations. 
They were affrighted by something and 
were forced to disgorge. However, as 
the notorious band of adventurers had 
secured other substantial favors from 
the government, they could afford to 
act generously by the railway company. 
Acting on information which was 
denied to all but themselves—even to 
representatives of the people in the 
legislature—for nearly two years after 
the order in council conveying Kaien 
Island to them and practically deter­
mining the terminus of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific railway had been sur­
reptitiously passed, they were en­
abled to stake out about three thou­
sand acres of additional land Adjacent 
to the townsite, out of which they will 
doubtless" realise handsome profits. At 
any rate they cannot complain that 
they have not been handsomely treat­
ed by the government. Possibly the 
members of the government received a 
quid pro quo in some form. They could 
hardly have acted in the matter from 
a spirit of pure benevolence. But we 
have yet to learn what the people of 
British Columbia, the owners of the 
land, received out of the deal. The 
Premier claims that a quarter of the 
townsite was reserved for the public 
and that it will be worth millions of 
dollars. As has been frequently point­
ed out, the government had absolutely 
nothing to do with the reservation of 
one-quarter of the townsite. That was 
done by statute. The provisions of the 
law would probably have been ignored 
if the then Chief Commissioner and his 
partners had dared to do so. And if a 
quarter of the property is going to be 
worth millions, what will the ultimate 
value of the three-quarters be to the 
railway company and the three thou­
sand acres to the band of adventurers?

In connection with this notorious deal 
we observe that the Premier and his 
organs have never yet undertaken to 
explain why it is that the Indians at 
Metlakatla have been offered seven 
and a half times as much per acre for 
their interests in their reserve as the 
government received per acre for ten 
thousand acres of land the property of 
the people of British Clumbia. For 
some reason the Premier does not seem 
to care to explain that trifling discrep­
ancy between the manner in which the 
untutored aborigines conduct their 
business and the McBride government 
conducts the business of the people.

Professor Wlckens, a well-known 
citizen of Victoria and one who profes­
sionally, has contributed largely in the 
past fourteen years to the various 
charitable institutions of the city, be­
lieves he has a grievance.

Columbia. Now what did the govern­
ment actually do to improve the credit 
of the province of British Columbia? 
The Finance Minister was forced to go 
to the money market to secure a loan. 
There was no real necessity to borrow 
such a large sum as a million dollars 
In the then condition of the money 
market. But he would be satisfied 
with nothing less, and he was forced 
to pay five per cent, for it. The op­
position pointed out that a smaller sum 
would have sufficed until the market 
recovered its tone, and that the smarter 
sum could have been secured for a 
much shorter term than ten years. 
However, the Finance Minister said he 
needed the million dollars, and he got 
it. He said that in order to meet the 
interest on this sum and the ordinary 
liabilities of the province taxation 
must be increased, and it was Just 
about doubled. Shortly after Hon. Mr. 
Tatlow effected his loan or one million 
at five per cent, interest two of the 
municipalities of British Columbia 
went on the market and borrowed 
money at the rate of four her cent. 
That proved that the opposition con­
tention that a short loan should have 
been negotiated was a reasonable one. 
A large portion of the Tatlow million 
dollar loan was not required as a re­
sult of the improvement in, business 
consequent upon the rapid Increase of 
the population of the Northwest and 
the increased demand for the staple 
products of the province. The unused 
portion of the money is lying in the 
bank, and if it is drawing any interest 
at all, it is certainly not earning more 
than three per cent. The net result is 
that Finance Minister Tatlow has bor­
rowed money from the banks at five 
per cent, interest and has lent it back 
to them at three per cent, or less. 
That is one of the shrewd business 
arrangements of this intensely practi­
cal business government. It is an ex­
ample of the methods which have been 
resorted to to restore the credit of the 
province. But we do not believe it will 
be considered a reason why a set of 
blundering incompetents should be 
kept in power.

w<
thIt is contended that Premier McBride 

should be returned to power again be­
cause only in that way can we signify 
our approval of the manner in which 
he has conducted our case" for better 
terms and eventually secure justice for 
British Columbia. That, w*e are told, 
is the only practical manner in which 
we can declare our independence of the 
Ottawa “machine," an institution 
which is so inimical to the true inter­
ests of the province. It was quite evi­
dent to all unprejudiced persons from 
th£ first that our representative at 
the Conference did not go to Ot­
tawa with a bona fide intention of se­
curing better terms for British Colum­
bia, but for the selfish, partizan pur­
pose of raising an election cry and 
dissolving the Legislature on the 
strength of it. That assumption has 
been fully justified by what has tran­
spired. The Premier went to Ottawa 
and placed his case, in a halting and 
unsatisfactory manner, according to 
the testimony of a brother Conserva­
tive Premier, in the hands of the con­
ference. His presentation was such as 
to call for the comment from this same 
Conservative premier tha^ Hon. Rich­
ard McBride appeared to "be neither 
frank nor candid in his explanations 
with reference to the claims of the 
province. The conference of premiers, 
on the motion of a Conservative, de­
clared that it did not oonsider that the 
special claim of British Columbia was 
a matter that could properly be made a 
subject of arbitration. It further ex­
pressed by resolution its opinion that 
in view of the peculiar situation and 
requirements of British Columbia an 
extra annual allowance for ten years 
of one hundred thousand dollars, in ad­
dition to the hundred and fifteen thou­
sand dollars annually which would 
represent our proportion according to 
population of the general readjustment 
of terms which had been decided upon, 
should be granted. Thereupon Mr. 
McBride, although he had placed our 
case unreservedly in the hands of the 
conference, withdrew. He could not 
accept the terms proposed. But in 
view of the fact that the said terms 
were fixed by the conference on the 
initiative of Premier Whitney of On­
tario, a Conservative, how can he have 
the effrontery to say that the failure 
to secure a satisfactory readjustment 
of the terms of union was due to the 
operations of the Ottawa “machine?" 
Members of the Dominion government 
practically admitted that the proposals 
were not as liberal as they might have 
been by inviting Premier McBride to 
continue negotiations with them. But 
he was evidently afraid that his elec­
tion cry was in danger. He fled from 
the capital, and the consequence is 
there is a likelihood that nothing will 
be done immediately to meet the ad­
mitted necessities of the provinces. We 
have lost an annual revenue of at least 
one hundred and fifteen .thousand 
dollars, together with whatever addi­
tional sums the federal government 
might be disposed to allow us if prop­
erly approached m satisfaction of our 
claims.

■o-The Kitimat land deal investigation 
disclosed a state of affairs quite as dis­
graceful to the Lands and Works De­
partment as the Kaien Island deal, al­
though perhaps not quite of such mag­
nificent proportions.

Hon. R. F. Green, 
whom pressing busings has conveni­
ently obliged, to retire, had no know­
ledge of the issue of the grants. Yet 
there were descriptions on the margins 
setting forth that they had been sub­
mitted to him for approval. His clerks 
swore that the Chief Commissioner had 
personally passed upon them. Chief 
and subordinates are on the retired list 
now, not because there was anything 
irregular in either the Kaien Island or 
the Kitimat transactions. To admit 
that there was any wrongdoing would 
be a confession that the government 
ought to receive a sentence at the com­
ing elections commensurate with the 
nature of its offences.

Ajiother reason advanced for the re­
tention of power by the McBride gov­
ernment is that its administration of 
affairs has stimulated business in Bri­
tish Columbia, resulting in the marked 
industrial activity of the present day. 
As has already been pointed out, and 
as et-ery one who has followed the 
course of events in the Dominion of 
Canada understands without having 
the fact pointed out, the improvement 
in business in British Columbia is due 
solely to the rapid settlement of the 
Northwest, something it is scarcely 
likely the friends of the McBride gov­
ernment, With all thelf recklessness in 
assertion, will claim credit for. 
Lumbering is the basic industry of this 
province. When the population of the 
Territories was small, there was prac­
tically no demand for British Colum­
bia lumber. The gerater number of 
the mills were closed down for the rea­
son that there was not a sufficient de­
mand for their products to justify 
operation. When the reputation of the 
fertile lands of the prairies for the pro­
duction of the finest wheat grown in 
the world was once firmly established, 
population at once began to pour in, 
and the demand for our lumber rapidly 
Increased. The Dominion government 
has bent all its energies towards direct­
ing population towards the Northwest. 
Its efforts have been so successful that 
the multiplication of settlers has justi­
fied the erection of two new provinces 
there and the construction of another 
transcontinental railway system. The

Their new concentartor is 
in complete running order, and heavy 
shipments are expected on the snow 
during the winter. The Alice (Creston) 
made a considerable showing in the 
first of the year, but has since been 
silent.

The St. Eugene has taken rank with 
any of the big silver-lead mines of the 
world. IX is understood to have had a 
most prosperous year, and to be now in 
better shape than ever before.

The St. Eugene is now a branch of 
the Consolidated Mining & Smelting 
Co., of Canada.

Work by a company promoted by Mr. 
Chas. McKay, has begun on the margin 
of Moyie lake, with a vie* to the dis­
covery of "the St. Eugene- ore body ex­
tension, Which it is believed may be 
followed under the lake. The town of 
Moyie upon a pay roll of $40,000 per 
month is waxing fat.

The Sullivan mine and smelter have 
operated steadily throughout tiie year, 
and it is believed with favorable 
suits.

The North Star mine encountered 
new ore bodies during the year, and has 
been in quantity of lead produced, 
third on the list of shippers.

These mines, the Sullivan and the 
North Star, support the thriving towns 
of Marysville and Kimberley. The ter­
ritory lying up the St. Mary’s river be­
yond them, has remarkable mineral 
showings, and is bound to attract at­
tention.

Thet principal shippers from the Lar- 
deau country, Trout lake and Fergu­
son camps, have been the Silver Cup, 
and the Sunshine mines, the property 
of the Ferguson Mines Co., Ltd.

From Northeast Kootenay shipments 
have been made from the Paradise, 
Nettie M and B. C„ Athalmar mines, 
and by the Upper Columbia Transpor­
tation Company. The Arlington and 
Ymir mines and some smaller shippers 
from the line of the N. & F. S. railway 
(notably the Summit) have Vfiade sub­
stantial contributions to the total, and 
the copper-gold mines of the Boundary 
continue to afford some lead as a by­
product.

The ruling of the secretary, of the 
United States treasury imposing upon 
the total contents of certain zinc ores 
(formerly free) a duty of 20 per cent, 
ad valorum, has had the effect of shut­
ting off almost entirely zinc shipments.

An appeal against the ruling has been 
taken to the United States treasury 
board, and there is some prospect that 
the ores in question will be again 
placed on the free list.

The report of the commission ap­
pointed to investigate the zinc re­
sources of British Columbia has been 
printed and distributed. Copies may be 
had by application to the minister of 
inland revenue, Ottawa.

The commissioners, W. R. Ingalls and 
Phillip Argali, estimate that from prop­
erties already developed, a tonnage of 
spelter amounting to 12,000 tons per an­
num may be economically produced.

The report deals at length with the 
problems of concentration, separation 
and enrichment of these ores necessary 
to bring them to smelting grade, also 
with the questions of smelting, trans­
portation and marketing.

It is thought possible that the Domin­
ion government may be disposed to 
assist by way of bounty in putting this 
new industry upon its feet, and a de­
putation is now at Ottawa urging this 
action.

That the vision of 18 per cent, of the 

scholars at the Boys’ Central school is 
defective in both eyes and that of 
nearly twice as many defective in one 
eye, and they possessing sight which 
is only two-thirds normal, is the report 
of Principal Deane of the above men­
tioned school.

The figures supplied by y 
Principal Deane are sufficiently start­
ling to urge upon all the necessity for 
a proper systematic inspection and 
remedy. The only way this can be 
obtained is to impress upon the city 
council the urgent nature of our .re­
quest and to ask it to pay the city 
health officer to handle this work in 
the schools.”

A chorus of assent greeted Dr. Hall's 
remarks, and the matter was referred 
to the incoming board to take action.

Among tiie other important business 
before the board was a suggestion by 
Trustee Jay to the effect that F. M. 
Rattenbury be engaged to draw' up 
sketch plans of an addition to the High 
school, an extension to that building 
being necessary. #He said that the ac­
commodation at the High school was 
nearly exhausted at the present time 
in spite of the establishment of sub- 
High school classes, and there was, 
outside of this, a general congestion in 
the way of school accommodation. The 
policy of the school board this year 
should be along the lines of increasing 
this accommodation. Schools were 
urgently needed in Victoria West ancf 
North Ward, and the High school need­
ed the addition of another wing. He 
had spoken to Mr. Rattenbury in re­
gard to the matter, and the latter had 
offered to prepare sketch plans and an 
estimate for the use of the board. He 
had stipulated that, providing the trus­
tees did not decide to continue with the 
work, or if the by-law to raise the 
money did not pass, he would not 
charge for the plans. As there is only 
one time during the year, the end of 
January, when the board can ask the 
council to submit a by-law, be brought 
the matter before the board for its im­
mediate consideration.

As an instance of . the complicated 
nature of the work done by the court 
it is worthy of note that many women, 
lost votes because they innocently 
made false declarations. The Muni-, 
cipal Elections Act, which extends 
franchise to all women irrespective of 
all qualifications, except age, through 
some misunderstanding,- was not drawn ■ 
up so as to extend Its benefits to/wo­
men until a few days before the end 
of October. This meant that many Wp- 
men were, required to sl*ow qualifica­
tions which the act abolished.

The injured were removed from the 
chair car with less difficulty, and ap­
parently all were rescued alive.
"John Lynch, 19 years old, telegraph 

operator at Volland, who let the south­
bound train get by his station, where 
it was to pass the northbound train, 
made the following statement to-night 
before being taken to jail : “I had been 
awake all night and was sober. At 
about 4 o’clock this morning the dis­
patcher gave me some orders., One was 
that the southbound train would meet 
two trains at Volland instead of at 
Alta Vista, as previously arranged. The 
southbound train headed into a switch 
and- let one train pass, backed out of 
the switch and headed down the main 
line without waiting for the other 
train. I thought it was going to stop 
and take water as trains have been do­
ing, but instead, it went by at about 
ten miles an hour. The southbound 
board w'as at ‘danger’ according to the 
lever in the office, but the train did not, 
stop, and I ran out with my lantern, 
but with two swings across the track it 
went out. I then ran to the pump 
house, grabbed the pumper’s lantern, 
waved it a few times and it also went 
out. I also called the pumper, telling 
him what had happened. I went back 
and told the dispatcher that ^he south­
bound traflfc was by, and we waited to 
see if it was going to come back or hit 
the northbound train. I told the dis­
patcher that I was coming to Topeka, 
and w'as trying to get there when ar­
rested.”

published an Interesting repo 
cost of bridging the Seymour, 
between the shore of the British Col­
umbia mainland, at Bute Inlet, and 
Vancouver Island, with the object of 
establishing direct railway communi­
cation with Vancouver and Bsquimalt.
The report has been made by H. P.
Bell, C. B.. at the request of the Do­
minion department of railways and 
canals, and is dated Ottawa, Septem­
ber 11th, 1966.”

Continuing the ‘article says: “More 
than thirty years have passed since Sir 
Sanford Fleming made his report, just 
quoted, and the traffic between Van­
couver Island and the Mainland has in­
creased enormously in that time. Van­
couver, as a city and great rail-fray 
terminus was then almost unknown.
The interior of the island of Vancou­
ver was a wilderness known only . to 
Indians and hunters prepared to un­
dergo any hardships. What popula­
tion there was on the island was most­
ly congregated in Victoria, which the 
Princess Louise, when heh husband, the 
Duke of Argyle, as Governor-General, 
and Her Royal Highness were visiting 
the Pacific Coast, described in writing 
to her mother, the late Queen Victoria, 
as “half-way between Balmoral and 
Heaven.” Victoria is now an important 
residential city that, on account of its 
many advantages, great natural beau­
ty and delightful climate, has attracted 
large numbers of people of independent 
means from all over Canada and the 
United States to make their homes 
there, many of them finding easy and 
congenial occupation in cultivating 
small areas of fruit lands at consider­
able profit to themselves.

“As to Vancouver Island itself It is 
rapidly opening up in all directions, 
and the Sportsman to-day can reach 
its remotest fastnesses with as little 
hardship and discomfort as may be ex­
perienced in the Scotch Highlands. The 
mineral resources of the island, espe­
cially coal, have been developed steadi­
ly, and the^annual output is now large, 
w'hile the agricultural, commercial and 
industrial sections of the community 
are all increasingly prosperous. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
own a very large area of land on Van­
couver Island, and have announced 
their attention of clearing at least 150,- 
000 acres of it next yea*. It is proposed 
to sub-divide this large tract into small 
fruit farms, and to assist settlers to lo­
cate upon these without the wearing- 
out process of breaking in virgin soil 
for cultivation where it is covered with 
heavy timber. Although Vancouver 
Island has developed In a wonderful 
way since 1874, Mr. Bell reports that 
in his opinion the time is not yet ripe 
for bridging the Seymour Narrows.
