OF SHIPWRECK

CREW ABOARD VESSEL

AS SHE POUNDS TOPIECES

Rescuers Row Through Boiling
Seas to Save Stranded
Men.

New York, Sept. 21.—A thrilling
story of shipwreck was brought to this
port yesterday by the crew of the Nor-
wegian steamer Yumuri, which went
to pleces beneath the feet of her sail-
ors off Castle Island, one of the Ba-
hama group in the recent hurricane.

The men, after terrible sufferings,
were rescued by a volunteer crew from
the Prinz Wilhelm 1, of the Royal
Dutch mail line. The rescue party in
charge of Chief Officer 'Wangmaker, of
the Prinz Wilhelm, rowed through a
boiling sea in a  broken boat and
brought all the shipwrecked men in
safety from the barren ‘shores upon
which the Yumuri had stranded.

On the arrival of the Prinz Wilhelm
T at the port yesterday, one of the
rescued sailors was sent to the marine
hospital on Staten Island, where he
will probably die. The sktpper “of the
wrecked boat is still suffering from the
pounding he received in being washed
ashore over the rocks: Many of the
sailors have been under the -doctor’s
care since they were rescued.

The weather was fair when the Yu-
muri left Port Antonlo, on Sept. 10th,
bound for Baltimore with a cargo of
fruit. At noon on Sept. 1ith, the ship
was ‘85 miles east of Castle Island, and
by that time it was blowing so that
the crew had to batten the hatches.

The fires
were put out by the 'seas and . this
stopped the engines. It was blowing
and raining so hard and the waves
were running so high ‘that it was im-
possible to stay on deck. About 10
o’cloek on the afternoon of September
12th, the steamship struck the rocks.

The ‘crew felt the steamship strike
twice .on the rocky bottom. It was
death to stay where they were. The
port. lifeboat had been smashed and so
the skipper called all hands on deck
and told them to put on life preservers.
By this time the vessel was peunding
on the rocks with every sea that broke
over her. In -.desperation the men
worked their wdy down the deck and
made an attempt to lower a life boat
on the starboard side. It touched the
water, smashed against the steamer’s
side and dropped into the boiling
water a mass of kindling.

The men returned to the forecastle,
vhere they remained. all night exposed
to the fury of the hurricane, the seas
proke over the hull and finally the
vessel broke amidships. Little by lit-
tle the hull broke up until the men
had little more than the bow of the
ship to rest upon. In the morning the
captain decided that their support
would not hold' together much longer,
so he made them all jump and try to
make the shore.

“It is no use trying to describe what
followed,” said one of the men. “We
got through somehow.” The first men
ashore had to go back again to pull
out their comrades. The captain was
uneconscious and bleeding from cuts.
The chief officer was almost as bad and
two of the men would have been
drowned unless helped to the land.

It is alsa
asserted that it may have been of in-
cendiary origin, but nothing has as
yet been found to prove this. = Tele-
rhone  operators, when they first dis-
covered the flames, tried te extinguish
them, but were forced to desist on ac-
count of the volumes of black smoke
and the pungent fumes from the
burning gutta percha. In a short time
the flames enwrapped the entire five
stories and were bursting through the
roof, leaping skyward like a blast fur-
nace.

The firemen were impeded in their
work by the crowds, which the police
were powerless to hold back. ' Messen-
gers were dispatched for police re-
serves and troops, who eventually were
forced to charge upon. the spectators
before they cleared the scene., It was
not until late yesterday morning that
the fire was gotten under control,

The fire chief reports that there was
no loss of life and that no one was
injured.

AEON ASHORE
ON AN ISLAND

CREW AND PASSENGERS
~ OF STEAMSHIP SAFE

Capt. Downie Arrives at Fan-
ning Island“by Boat Seek-
ing Assistance.

Fanning Island, Sept. 18.—Captain
Downie, of the long-overdue Australian
mail liner Aeon, has reached here from
Christmas Island, where the steamship
is ashore and expected to be a total
wreck, All the passengers and crew are
safe on the island, and Capt. Downie is
awaiting the arrival of a steamship to
make a call there for them,

The above brief dispatch received by

the Times to-day gives the first news
that has been received of the steamship
Aeon since she called from the Golden
@Gate on July 6th for Apia, Auckland
and Sydney, For two months the
steamship Has figured on the list of
overdues, the rate gradually advancing
unti] it now stands at 55 per cent.

It has been generally conjectured that
the Aeon broke down and went adrift,
and she may have gone ashore while in
this condition, although it is impossi-
ble to obtain particulars of her loss at
present. If she had goné ashore at
Christmas Island while on her way to
Apia she was out of her course, and
moreover it would be hard to explain
the length of time taken -by Captain
Downie to reach Fanning Island, which
is only 200 miles from Christmas Isl-
and, in a northeasterly direction.

JT. SELFRIDGE PAYS
PENALTY OF FLYING

ille Wright Badly Injured
When His Aeroplane
Crashes to Earth.

Washington, Sept. 18.—After having
drawn the attention of the world to his
aeroplane flights at Fort Meyer, and
having established new world s records
for heavier-than-air fiying machines,
Orville. Wright yesterday meét with a
tragical mishap whilc making a two-
man flight. The aeroplanist was accom-
panied by Lieut. Thomas E, Selfridge,
of the Signal Corps of the army. Lieut.
Selfridge was fatally injured and died
at 8.10 o clock to-night, Mr. Wright was
seriously injured, but is expected to
recover.

‘While the machine was encircling the
drill grounds a propeller blade snap-
ped off, and hitting some other part of
the intricate mechanism, caused it to
overturn in the fair and fall to the
ground, enveloping the two occupants
in the debris. Soldiers and spectators
ran across the field to where the aero-
plane had fallen and assisted in lifting
Wright and Selfridge from under the
tangled mass of machinery, rods and
shreds of muslin.

Mr., Wright was conscious and said:
“0, hurry and lift the motor.” Lijeut.
Selfridge was unconscious, and had ap-
parently struck the ground with great
force. His head was covered with blood,
and he was choking when the soldiers
arrived. Dr. . Watters, a New York
physician, was one of the first to reach
the spot and rendered first aid to the
injured men.

After a hurried surgical examination,
it was announced that Mr. Wright was
not dangerously injured. He was suf-
fering from a fracture ‘. of his right
thigh, and several ribs on the right
side were also fractured. Both men re-
céived deep cuts about the head. Mr.
Wright regained consciousness at the
hospital and dictated a cable to his
brother at Le Mans, France, requesting
that the same message be sent to his
sister and father at Dayton, Ohio, as-
suring them that he was safe,

Mr. Wright's leg was set by Dr. L.
L, Watters, of New York, and Surgeon
Bailey, of the army.

Both of the injured men sustained
severe scalp wounds in addition to sev-
eral other injuries.  TLe surgeons took
Lieut, Selfridge to the operating room
and removed the part of the broken
skull over the left eye, which was
causing convulsions. At ten minutes
after eight Lieut.. Selfridge died. He
had not regained consciousness. He
was a nephew of Admiral Selfridge,

‘and had a_brother who is also an of-

ficer in thd navy.

Charles White, of White & Middle~
ton, Baltimore, a mechanical expert,
gave this description of the accident:

“I witnessed the flying of the aero-
plane, and it was performing bheauti-
fully for six or seven minutes, when
suddenly one of the propellers broke
near the end. This caused the ma-
chine to perform so thoroughly out of
balance with the centrifugal force as
to make it unmanageable, and it made
a dart to the ground while still under
operation of the right propeller, caus-
ing it to strike the ground with great
deal more force than it would have
done by gravity, I do not feel that
this is any defect in the machine, but
merely want of better construction in
the propellers. Therefore, I do not
feel that the machine should be con-
demned beyond this point. The acci-
dent was due  entirely to defective
propellers. The aeroplane was under
perfect control, and the accident was
certainly not due to any fault of oper-
ation.” )

Lieut. Thomas E. Selfridge was one
of the most enthusiastic believers in
aeronautics among the officers in the
military service, end through his own
efforts succceded in securing a detail
with the aeronautical division of the
signal corps. He was born in San
Francisco, 26 years ago, and was ap-
pointed to the military academy at
West Point from California,

Wright Improving.

Washington, Sept. 18.—(Later.)—Or-
ville - Wright, the aeronaut, who was
seriously injured in the accident to
his aérophane at Fort Meyer, showed
gratifying improvement to-day.. His
attending surgeon, after a call this
morning, said : “Mr, Wright is doing
very nicely.”

san Diego, Cal., Sept. 19.—The care-
lessness of Mary Arthur, a nurse at
the county hospital, has cost the lives
of four patients to date, and four others
who drank out a pitcher containing
atrophine, are seriously ill

The dead are: J. Young, Charles
Kemp, Henry S. Schuett and A. Fixler.

Miss Arthur, who is in a state of col-
lapse, failed to confess her neglect un-
til the poison had taken deadly effect.
According to her statement she left
a solution of atrophine in the pitcher
which was later filled by. some other
person. After a short absence Miss
Arthur administered the water to sev-
eral patients, and others helped them-
selves from the pitcher.

It has not been determined whether
the nurse will be held legally responsi-
ble for the four deaths.

CHOLERA IN PHILIPPINES,

Washington, Sept. 18.—Governor-
General Smith of the Philippines does
not regard the danger of an epidemic
of cholera in Manila as imminent. His
reports to the war department indicate
that while there has been a recurrence
of cholera in Manila, which reached
twenty cases a day on the 12th inst.,
measures have been taken which will
prevent anything approaching an. epi-
demic of the disease. In a cablegram
Governor-General Smith says: ‘“Have
just returned from a visit to forty-one
municipalities in the islands. Cholera
has almost disappeared there, although
they were seriously threatened with a
general epidemic a few months ago.
There has been a recurrence of chol-
era in Manila, which reached twenty
cases & day on September 12th.

“The measures taken by the board
of health will, I am sure, however, pre-
vent an epidemiec.”

PASSING OF
PIONEER OF WEST

Ed Carey Was Partner of éill
Cust—Took Part in Many

Gold Rushes. v
P

Edmonton, Sept. 16.—Edward Fran-
cis Carey, who died here, is another of
the pioneers of the Canadian west who
has passed to the great beyond. Of the
innumerable paths which lead to this
common goal few in the west can be
found more interesting than that trod
by Mr, Carey. Like .so many of his
stamp he was born in the lap of civil-
ization, heard the call to the wild in
early, manhood, and died amid scenes
which years ago he never so much' as
dreamed of. He was a genuine old-
timer, a distinct species of the race,
one of Nature’'s noblemen, who would
do anything in the world for a friend
and who scarcely knew what it was
to have an enemy. His death breaks
another link between the staid routine
of the present and the romantie vicis-
situdes of the past.

It was in London, Ont., in the year
1833 that Mr, Carey was born. His
parents gave him a good education
and doubtless outlined a career for
him. The youthful Carey, however,
took matters in his own hands.
him gold, fortune and California were
synonomous and were matters of par-
amount importance. In 1851 the rush
to the gold , fields. of California car-
ried him, with it and for some years he
was engrossed in the hunt for nuggets
and gold dust. In the course of time
he worked his way mnorthward and he
next appears as a prospector on the’
banks of the Fraser river in the year
1858, in company with Bill Cust. In
al] these years gold, for which he
sought, seemed to elude him as there
is no record of his having made any
lucky finds,

Took First Gold From Peace River.

The next lure for Ed. Carey and Bill
Cust was the Peace River country.
Befere leaving the Fraser River coun-
try they fell in with Pete Toy, and to-
gether the trio went to the Peace Riv-
er district in the year 1862, under the
guidance of Chief Tegee. Here Mr.
Carey discovered and washed the first
gold ever taken out of the Peace river.
The three of them stayed with the find
for about six weeks and during that
time they made an average of fifty dol-
lars per day. Why did they not stay
with it unti] each was a Croesus? Be-
cause their stock of provisions gave
out and they were foroced to retreat.
It js stated good authority that as
they withdrew from the country their
supply of caps became exhausted. In
the dilemma Carey held the gun while
Toy applied the match to discharge
the powder. Under such difficulties as
these their supply of game was never
a heavy burden to carry.

The news of their find soon spread
about the mining camps of British Co-
lumbia with the résult that there was
a wild rush into the Peace River coun-
try the following season and their rich
iocations were appropriated by others.

Quintette of Fur Traders.

Then Mr., Carey went into fur trad- |

ing in the Peace River country. His
partners in this venture were a very
interesting quartette. There was Bill

less than $22 per cwt.

The next field of operations was
along the Lesser Slave Lake, where
the partners carried on a trading post.
They later disposed of their stock to
Messrs.. John A, McDonald (the pres-
ént mayor of Edmofton) and David-
son, ‘the' Jatter of whom it is alleged
swindled Mr. McDougall out of every-
thing he had.

Went to Edmonton 26 Years Ago.

About 26 years azo Mr. Carey ‘came
to Edmonton, where his wanderings
were to cease, as he established him-
self in .a store on what is now the
corner of Eleventh street and Hard-
isty: avenue. With the exception of
the- Hudson’s Bay store in the fort en-
closure, Mr, Carey had the first store
in Edmonton. The location was on the
trail, which ran from St. Albert to the
fort, there being no Jasper avenue
then.  On account of this advantage-
ous position the store and its keeper
prospered.

At Edmonton in those early days the
storekeeper fell in with Mr. Norris
and-engaged in the cattle business on
a very primitive scale. Together they
drove cattle all the way from Mon-
tana over the Fort Brenton trail to
Edmonton, where they found a ready
market. After three years of this line
of buysiness they entered into a propo-
sition to 1un a general store.

As a Storekeeper,

The country store is always the ren-
dezvous for the wanderers in the wild-
erncss. His kegs and boxes- are re-
quisitioned while all gather around the
stove and pass the tale of adventure,
Here Carey welcomed many old com-
rades of his prospecting ‘days. He
was an intimate friend of Black Jack,
and James Gibbons, who now is on his
farm a few miles out of Edmonton.
Bill Southcomb, who dug the eighty-
foot well at the Hudson's ‘Bay fort,
was also well known to him. Then
there were Jim Jamieson, who dis=.
covered ‘the Jamieson creek and all the
old timers of the Ominica and Findlay
River country.

The murderer, eager to tear the rihgs
from her hand when his victtim was
dead or. senseless, would surely, the
lay reader imagines, have removed the
glove first.

It was stated when the body was
found that these abrasions were caused
by the manner in which the rings had
been forced off.

The removal of the rings is an im-
portant fedture of the case. Th=2ir ab-
sence is the only strong. evidence in
support of the theory that the ciime
was committed for the purpose of rob-
bery. The cutting out of thé puckst,
of which so much was made at first,
was only bewildering.

If the lady was murdered for the
purpose of robbery, the robber woiuld
only have had to thrust his hand into
the pocket and abstract its contents.

The ordinary man who has t2 rely
upon what, he reads cannet square a
good deal of the published evidence
with any logical theory that he has
built up in his own mind. Contradio-
tions meets him at every turn.

Bu% whether or not the Sevenoaks
mystery takes its place side by side
with the Camberley mystery to pass on
to posterity unsolved, there are cer-
tain matters which cannot be ignored
in the present search for the truth.

Everything points to the suggestion
that the lady, standing on the balcony
of that lonely summer house, was not
startled or surprised. No cry of terror
came from her as it would have done
if a tramp or a wild-looking man had
suddenly sprung upon her.. The wit-
nesses who heard the fatal shots de-
clared that if any cry had been uttered
it must have reached their ears.

The probability is that the murderer
knew the way to the bungalow, and
was fully aware of Mrs. Luard’s par-
tiality for that portion of the wood.
Tramps do not: possess loaded revolv-
ers and secrete themselves in or near
an unoccupied bungalow on the off
chance of a lady with rings coming
there alone.

Columbia and the north country pays
annually one hundred thousand dollars
tc Alberta for butter, owing .to the
system of  government creameries in
that province is information that was
willingly given to a press representa-
tive at the Hotel Vancouver yesterday
by the Hon. W, T. Finlay, minister of
agriculture for Alberta.
_ That British Columbia has every op-
portunity of supplying its own butter
and thus retaining a great part of this
sum that now goes to the sister prov-
ince— a sum increasing annually—be-
sides placing itself in a position to
compete with Alberta fo® the butter
trade of the north and of Japan, is an
admission that was reluctantly made
by the same minister of agriculture,
who, however, ‘“did not feel that it
was within his province to make any
suggestions to the British Columbia
government in respect to the establish-
ment of creameries for tne purpose of
stimulating and creating a butter sup-
ply in British Columbia.”

Discussing the success of the govem-
ment creameries in Alberta, the Hon.
Mr. Finlay sald:

“Great success has attended the gov-
ernment creameries, and a much larg-
er amount of butter has been turned
out this year, though the amount is
nothing like it would be if all the far-
mers took advantage of the creamer-
ies, We find a good customer in Brit-
ish Columbia and also in Japan, the
Alberta butter coming ' through  this
province i0 pe shipped to the Japa-
nese.

“We get a good price for the article
but it is in so much demand that we
could sell many times as much butter
if we could get more cream. This will
be the best year for price, which now
averages twenty-six cents per pound
ciear to the farmer.: In British Colum-
bia and the north country we sell an-
nually $100,000 worth, and the quality

BUMPER WHEAT
YIELD IN WEST

NOW LIKELY TO REACH
120,000,000 BUSHELS

Returns Are Exceeding Expec-
tations—Wonderful Show-
ings in Alberta.

Winnipeg, Sept. 19.—The official in-
spections for the week ending Septem-
ber 14th show that 2,612 cars of wheat
were inspected during the week, as
compared with 231 cars for the same
time last year. Of this quantity, 2,426
cars were spring wheat and 88 winter.
Over 90 per cent. of the latter graded
No. 1, 2 and 3. The grading of spring
wheat has been equally satisfactory.
Only 53 cars out of 2,426 were lower
than No. 3 northern.

A large number of reports from the
country continue to show better yields
than anticipated, and it now looks as
if a 120,000,000 bushel crop would be
realized. In some instances the in-
crease over expectations has amounted
to 40 per cent,

Light frosts occurred through. much
of the spring wheat area on Thursday
night, but nowhere heavy enough to
damage uncut grain, the greatest re-
cobdéd being three degrees of frost at
Kamsack. Good progress i8 being made
with the oat harvest, and this crop will
be very valuable, Last year, owing to
premature frosts, oats were generally
knocked out, necessitating heavy im-
portations, must of the seed used be-
ing brought from the old country and
the east. While the crop is not heavy
it will be a fair average, with a pros-
pect of continued high prices ‘next
spring and summer owing to the .de-
mands of construction camps.

PURITAN SAILED FROM
BOSTON LAST MONDAY

British Barque Bringing Cargo
of Pitch and Tar for °
. Vancouver.

Carrying an unique cargo of 12,800
barrels of pitch and tar the four-mast-
ed steel barque Puritan, Capt. Chap-
man, left Boston, Mass,, on Monday
last for Vancouver. The Puritan, which
is a British sailing ship of 2,283 tons,
is the first wind-jammer to put to sea
with a cargo composed entirely of
pitch and tar, and what experiences
will befall her in hot latitudes it is
hard to predict. At any rate her long
trip around Cape Horn will be watched
with interest by shipping men.

That there are dangers attendant
upon the carrying of such a cargo was
illustrated by the somewhat remark-
able accident which occurred aboard
the Puritan at the first of the month.
Three sailors descended into the hold
of the vessel when the stowing of carga
was nearly complete and, overwhelmed
by fumes from the barrels were
brought out within a few minutes time,
dead.

Capt. Amesburg, of the Vlctoria, and
Vancouver Stevedoring Company, at
Vancouver, had the Puritan as his
last command some six years ago.

older provinces in the matter of means
of trlnsportttlon.

Perhaps it.might be just as well to
point out ihat the inter-provincial con-
ference for the adjustment of the fi-
nancial relations between the central
and the local governments of Canada
was not called exclugively to adjust
the relations between British Columbia
apd the Dominion. ~For many years
every prm!nce in the Dominlon Had
been an applicant for “bettef terms.”
Conferences of provincial premiers had
been held and resolutions adopted call-
ing upon the federa] government to re-
vise the terms of union adopted at con-
federation. British Columbia was
never represented at any of these con-
ferences while there was a . Conserva-
tive government in power at Ottawa.
Nor were the resolutions heeded until
the assumption of office by th& govern-
ment of Sir Wilfrid, Laurler. When
the fact became. clear that there was
reason for the comp)ainrt of the various
provinces, the prémiers were called to-
gether in conference at Ottawa. The
federa} government held, and with rea-
son as all unbiassed authorities will
admit, that in fixing upon revised fin-
ancial terms, unanimity between the
representatives of the various prov-
inces was essential. The revision would
have faile@d of ité purposes  had the
people of any-of the provinces been
given even the’ shadow of an excuse
for maintaining that they had been
treated unjustly or been discriminated
against by reason of their political in-
clinations.  In the provincial assem-
bly which meet at Ottawa therefore

I British. Columbia, Manitoba and On-
tario, and Liberal premiers from Al-
berta, Saskatchewan, Quebec,  New
Brunswick, Nova Secotia and Prince
Edward Isignd.

EXTENSION NEEDED
TO JUBILEE HOSPITAL

Directors Feel Necessity for
Increased Accom-
modation.

(From Monday's Daily.)

It will probably be news to many
that one-half the patients who pass
through the Provincial Royal Jubilee
hospital are treated free of charge.
This complicates the task of The di-
rectors, who are face to face with the
need of raising a considerablé™sum of
nioney for the extension of the' build-
ings.

If more private ward accommoda-
tion was available it could be utilized,
as pay patients have to be refused all
the time, and the modest profit which
is made in this way would help to
lessen the amount of finapcial assist-
ance which the directors must in any
case ask from public generosity.

The work of re-roofing the shingled
portion of the hospital with fireproof
material, which cost close on $2;000,
has just been paid for.. The nurses’
Iome, to be ready by the end of the
yvear, will about exhaust the financial
resources of -the hospital. It is esti-
mated that $150,000—certainly not less
than $100,000—must absolutely be se-
cured from- some Source te provide for
the imperative nesds of the present
and the immediate future. The whole
matter formed the subject of discus-
sion at a recent meeting of the direc-
tors -and the executive committee was
asked. to prepare an outune of the ex-
tensions - wecessary and ‘4o < suggest
methods by which the required funds
could be secured.

It was mentioned at the board meet-
ing that in Vancouver, where large
sums have been spent on the public
hospital, the city guaranteed tfe bonds
of the hospital board and so enabled
the latter to obtain all the money re-
quired at a low rate. It was hinted
that the same plan might be tried here.

A propos of the Vancouver hospitals.
it is said that patients coming from up-
country have an idea that because of
the amount spent there the accommo-
dation and treatment are better than
can”be. obtained elsewhere and remain
there. As a matter of fact, and as
everyone familiar with the hospitals
of the coast cities on both sides of the
Iine knows, the Royal Jubilee hospital
ranks second to none, and on the sur-
gical side is superior to any. The pa-
tients who come from the interior are,
48 a rule; able to pay weil. From the
financial standpoint, therefore, it is all
the more to be regretted that this mis-

NO SETTLEMENT OF « |

School Trustees Fmd it Neces-
_sary fo ‘Proceed
Slowly.

(From Friday’s Daily.)

The Chinese problem is still an unsolved
onhe s0 far as the school board is concern-
ed. A special committoe has been search-
ing for a solution. and it reported at a
special meeting -of ‘the board held last
night. The end of considergble discussion
was the reférring back of ~this report,
putting it up to the committeé to secure
further information.

Themeémbers of the board have had
Rock Bay school in mina as one whici
might be used exclusively for Chinese
children attending the lower grades, but
residents of sthe district are objecting.
In addition, the question arises as to
what the legal. position would be if one
school were set apart for the use of =2
particular section of the community.

The report submitted by Trustees Bisu- (.
op, Christie and Stl.neland was as fol- |

lows:

‘“We, the undersigned committee,
number of Chinese and Japanese children
now attending the different schools of
this city, after due consideration, report
as follows:

“(1) That it is necéseary tc have a
separate school or rooms for Chinese
children;

“¢@) Owing to the crowded condition of
the schools it is impossible at the present
time to provide any additional accom-
modation, and requést that this matter
be laid over until the new school in the
North Ward district is completed.

*(3) Referring te correspondence from
Mr. Peters re application for permifs for
Chinese to ‘attend school, that Mr. Peters
be informed that it is impossible to give
any additional permits until after com-
pletion’ of our new $chool In the North
Ward ‘district.”

Trustee Christie expressed himself In
favor of waiting until t board could
learn from the superinténdent of educa-
tion just what it could do in setting aside
a separate 8chool, The board would
have to be careful. The objection of the
Rock Bay resident§ showed that the
question of location wa’ Hkely to prove
troublesome.

Trustee -McNeill had doubts as to the
board's power to: prevent Chinese attend-
ing city schools; In this connection he
mentjoned the . difficulty of saying how
old children are who appear to be plainly
over sixteen when their parents apply for
admission. The’ parents would doubtless
declare the children’ to be of school age.
Action should™“be taken cauttously to
avoid legal complications.

Trustee Staneland thought that a law
suit might be the best thing, so as to
have the powers of the board judicially
determined.

rrustee Riddell, oomnldered it was within
the board’s power to form separate junior
classes, while allowing: Chinese children
in the riigh schéol and higher grades to
attend the publid ‘schools.

A.ter further discussion the report was
referred back.. ...

The following letter from Fred. Peters,
K. C., was read and filed:

Since I had the pleasure of being pre- ',
sent at a meeting of the board of schooi |
trustees, I have seen the published ac-
count of what togk place at that meeting
after I had retired.

From that report, I notice that the com-
mittee who were appointed to report up-
on this matter, were disposed to think
that all the Chinese students, those at
the present time atténding the schools
and these who hiave not yet been admit-
ted, should be placed in.one school separ-
ate from the white children, quite irre-
spective of whether they belonged to the
primary classes or to the higher grades.

I further notice that on the report be-
ing brought before the meeting it was
suggested by the chairman and by others
that such a whdlesale segregation could
not be made, but that it should e con=
fined to the primary classes.. This ques-

deem it my duty te point out that it never
occurred to me that there was any inten-
tion whatever to attempt to alter the
status of Chinese students in the higher
grades, or of those at present actually
attending the clagses, and anything that
1. have heretofore said was always under
that impression.

I respectfully submit that all that fs re-
quired is that a separate school be estab-
lished for the education of Chinese child-
ren in the primary class, and that all
Chinese children who have gone through
their first reader should be admitted to
the ‘general public schools.

If the board decide. that all Chinese
children should bé compelled to go to one
school, no matigr what. grade they were
in, it would have the effect of greatly
putting back Chinése students who-are
now in the higher grades, and - against
whom no complaints nave, ar can be,
made, besides which if such a separate
scheol is  established for Chinese in.all
grades, it will certainly require the ap-
pointment of quite a staff of teachers,
whereag if the primary class alone is
sent to the Chinesé school, probably one
teacher would be sufficient. At all events
not nearly so many teachers would be
required as under the other proposition:

The  establishment  of a  sgeparate
school for the education “of the Chinese
in the elementary class will be acceptable
to the Chinese as a whole, provided their
attendance at such school does not debar
them from entering the higher classes in
the public schools later on, but the Chin-
ese will not be satisfied with a general
school for Chinege only, for all classes.

It was suggestéd by the chairman of
the board at the meeting at which I
present, that some wyears ago the chief
superintendent of education reported that
it would not be proper for the board to |
sstahlish a senarate school based upon
the idea of religion, race or color. It oc-
eurs to . me that properly  viewed this
shows that the superintendent of educa-
tion was of opinion that the school board |
was bound to eduecate all children irre-
spective -of religion, race“or color, and
that they could not force the Chinese
¢hildren to go to a separate school merely |
upon the ground that they were Chinese.

The nrlginal position taken by the hoard
was that they would not admit Chinese
students to, the publie schools until they
had acquired sufficient knowledde of the
English language to ‘understand the dis-
~inline of the scheol and. the ordinary
proceeding there.

Now, if you establish a separate school
for the primary classes' upon the grounds
that it is advisable that they should be
kept separate from the general mass of
students until they acquire a sufficient
knowledge of the English language to be
~able to take full advantage of the teach-
| ing in the schools, you would not in any |
way infringe uvon the opinion given bv
the chief superintendent of education, be- |
cause vou would he establishing a separ- |
ate school for a temporary purpose, and
it wonld nnt be haged unon either religion, |
race or color. the separation being merely |
for the purpose of cenvenience and the
well-being, not only of the Chinese stu-
dents, but alsy cf the ¢t - students in
tha public,~~»"

BRINGS ANCHOR
FROM THEMIS

MAUDE RETURNS FRO
WRECKED STEAMSHIP

Weather Too Rough to Remove
Machinery—Vessel’s Po-
sition Unchanged.

Bringing the anchors and chains of
the wrecked German steamship Themis
the B. C. Salvaga Company’'s steamer
Maude returned to Esquimalt this
morning after a week’s absence,

The Maude went north to the wreck,
which lies at Scarlett point, with the
intention of removing as much of th»evv
machinery as possible, but contlnuqus
bad weather rendered this operation
fmpossible. However, a good job was
accomplished in removing tne heavy
anchors and chains which are in first-
class condition. According to the of-
ficers of the Maude. the steamship lies
in the same position that it assumed
when it went ashore nearly two years
ago in a fog. :

The Themis was making a round trip
to Alaska, bringing ore to the Sound
when Capt. Kruger, mistaking the light
at Séarlett point for that on Malcolm
island, put the steamship ashore in
the fog off the former place. The crew
escaped to Hardy bay in small boats
and the wreck was later sold to the B.
C. Salvage Company, which some time
ago removed al} the lighter deck gear.

CANADA AND GREAT BRITAIN.

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SILVER-LEAD STRIKE
_MADE AT HAZELTON

Fifty-seven Dollars to the Ton
Obtained—Nine Miles
From Town.

S. L. Robinson, who arrived from
Vancouver on Saturday morning and is
at the Dominion hotel, has just reutrn-
ed from Hazelton, where he reports
there has been another discovery of
silver-lead, which has resulted in con-
siderable interest being awakened in
the district. Round the point of dis-
covery the ground has been plentifully
staked and will this winter be exten-
sively developed by the parties who
are responsible for the' new find.

The discovery was made recently by
a prospector who had been grubstaked
by a Hazelton syndicate, and who lo-
cated the rich croppings at Six-Mile
mountain. The actual distance; how-
ever, of the newly-staked claims is
nine miles from Hazelton. In al] there
have been twenty-five claims marked
out, eight on behalf of the syndicate
and the balance by residents of the
Hazelton district. Assays from the
out-croppings have been made with an
average of $57 per ton, and signs of
gold in addition. The claims are situ-
ated to the east of Hazelton on the
Babine trail.

There are many other interesting
paints in connection with the case
which had. no place in it at the time
of the first trial, and from these are
expected to come some disclosures of
a really startling nature,

From California during the past few
months came rumors of hurried flit-
tings from town to town on the part
of Miss Bond who is alleged to have
been attended by a maid who spared
ro effort to make the life of the young
woman as easy as possible. A few
days here and a few there, short jumps
and long ones, but ever onward as if
in search of isolation which was unat-
tainable. This was the life of ' the
young woman for some time.

Finally the maid disappeared; and it
was not long before even Blanche Bond
lost herself. What happened to her
from that time to the present is a
story which it is expected she will be
on ‘hand to relate on Tuesday, and it
1s not unlikely that the famous con-
fession-will be dealt with at the same
time.

WILL ARGUE FOR
ONE-STOREY BUILDING

Application. Made Against Rul«
ing of the Building In-
spector.. . ™ gﬁﬁ

On Wednesday argument will be
heard before Chief Justice Hunter, rel-
ative -to the city building ' inspector’s
refusal to allow the building of a one-
story structure by Lee Mong Kow, be-
tween the Merchants’ Bank and Syl-
vester’s store. W. C. Moresby got an
order nisi in chambers this morning
and the argument will be continued on
Wednesday.

The move made by Mr. Moresby on
behalf of Lee Mong Kow is on the
strength of a refusal being given by
the building inspector, W. W. North-
cott, for the erection- of a one-story
building on the site. Counsel this
morning states that no objection was
rajsed against the buillding, except un-
der the one section of the by-law which
gives power to refuse a permit for a
building which among other designa-
tions may be described as an “eye
scre” and liable to depreciate the value
of adjoining residential property. Tt
was pointed out that the council had
refused to give redress in the matter
on an inquiry being made by the chief
justice, as to whether every means had
been exhausted to get redress from the
council.

The judge laughingly asked what the
legal definition of an eyesore was,
which gave rise to some criticism of
the way in which the by-law was
drawn up. His Lordship thought that
the meaning was clear, however, that
the council intended to give the in-
spector power to prevent the erection
ot a building which from its ugliness
depreciated the value of adjoining
buildings. He could see no reason why
such powers should not be given. There
was no good ground for allowing one
story shacks to be put up indiscrim-
inately in the business sections of the
city.

EIGHT CENTS A GALLON

Drought Prevails Throughout
~ Pennsylvania—Forest
Fires Raging.

Philadelphia, " Sept. 19.—Practically
the entire state of Pennsylvania east
of the Allegheny mountains is suffer-
ing from one of the worst droughts in
years. In some parts of the state no
rain has fallen ih more than two
months, and rivers and streams are so
low that many industries have been in-

At Duncannol, near Harrisburg, the
Susquehanna river is lower than it has
been in more than 100 years.) In Phil-
adelphia the Scuylkill river is lower
than it has been at any time since 1869
and canal boats are stranded all along
the river. .

Forest fires, which have spread from
the railroad tracks to the timber lands,
are causing much. excitement in the
Pocono mountdifs.. A’ careful estimate
says damage has spread over 30,000
acres. ¢

Vancouver, Sept. 19.—The fruit crop
for the province for the present year
is estimated by the Dominion fruit in-
spector, Maxwell Smith, at $1,500,000,
which is- a very substantial increase
cver all previous years, Maxwell Smith,
who accompanied the Scottish agricul-
tura] delegates on their visit to Van-
couver Island, completed his investiga-
tions into the fruit output of the prov-
ince, and he now puts its value at that
tremendous figure which makes good
the claim that the orchards of British
Columbia blossom with dollars to such
an extent that as wealth producers
they are rapidly approaching the total
of the far-famed British . Columbia
gold mines.

While in Victoria, Mr. Smith also
conferred with R, M. Palmer, the new-
1y appointed deputy minister of agri-
culture for British Columbia, respect-
ing the shipment of a car load of Brit-
ish Columbia fruit on behalf of the Do-
minjon government to the Franco-Brit-
ish exhibition now being held in Lon-
don, England. He found that the fruit
regulations of the Dominion are being
well observed by the growers in the
Victoria district and ‘he saw a car of
plums - being . shipped teo 'the .prairies
which would be a credit to any of the
fruit growing districts of the west.
The wholesalers are also giving care-
ful attention to the proper grading
and mérking of close packages of im-
ported fruit.

ILLEGAL SHOOTING IS
MUCH IN VOGUE

New Game Regulation Fails

" Utterly to Effect Its
Purpose

Nanaimo, Sept. 19. — .There is very

much dissatisfaction here among the
sportsmen with the new game regula-
tion this year, which allows deer to be
shot on September 1st, and pushes the
birds back to October 1st. What par-
ticular object was to be gained it is
hard to sees. The new regulation does
not afford any more protection to the
birds and is only another aid to those
who wish to break the act. With deer
coming into seasen on the 1st of Sep-
tember, the poacher now has an excuse
to carry a gun in the woods. Ostensi-
bly he is after deer, but in reality he
is looking for birds. The police may be
morally certain that he is hunting
birds, but have to take his explanation
that he is out after deer.
Reports from all over the district are
to the effect that the woods are full
of men and that guns may be heard in
all directions. These reports are no
doubt exaggerated, but still they are
sufficient to show that a good deal of
illegal shooting is going on. In the
meantime the man who obeys the law
is not going after grouse until the
time allowed by the law, October 1st.
By that time, if all reports are to be
believed, the cream of the shooting
has been taken off and the birds are
so wild that they have all taken to the
hills, so that the law-abiding hunter
gets the worst of it. PR

A SHORT SITTING

l

Question of Dogs Again Comes
Up Before Commis-
sioners.

(From Friday's Daily.)

There was a shoft meeting of the
parks board yesterday afternoorf, the
members present being John Arbuth-
not, chairman; Mayor Hall, Ald. Cam-~
eron, Ald. Henderson and John Nel-
som.

Superintendent England, in hig re-
port for the month up to Sept. 15th,
stated that if the nuisance of dogs
running at large in the park was to

» be put an end to, it would be neces-

sary to amend the by-law in.accord-
ance with the court's decision. A case’
had been taken under the board's:by-
law but had been thrown out on the
grounds that there was nothing in the
Ly-law to show that the owner of the
déz knew he was on park property;
that the clause prescribing that dogs
might not be in the park except on
leash did not create an offense, and
also that there was no penalty pre-
scribed for its breach.

He recommended that a reward be
offered for the capture of persons set-
ting fires in the park or damaging the
park property, which was adopted.

In the matter of the request of own-
ers on Douglas street, between Simcoe
sireet and Niagara street, for a gravel
walk, he reported- that it-.would be
necessary to cut down a mnumber of
trees and a quantity of brush and a
considerable amount of grubbing would
have to be done, all of which work
would not benefit the park, but only a
few individuals. TIf the work was done
at all it should be done as a work of
local improvement at the cost of the
owners who would be benefitted, as
the board has not sufficient-money to
do half the necessary works.

A pair of swans has been forwarded
to the Vancouver parks board and at
some future time the local board will
be prepared to accept some animals in
cxchange, but at present there is no:
accommodation for such The swan
which flew away from the park has re-
turned. The totéem pole received from
the provincial government chas not yet
been erected in the park and to do so
will require the expenditure of some
money. The pole is carved from the
bottom to the top and as it is hollow
it will be necessary teo erect another
pole against which to place it.. The
board should see the pole first.

A draft amendment of by-law was
submitted by the city solicitors to cover
the difficulty which was found in the
enforcement of the original dog by-
law. This enacts that no dogs: shall:
be allowed in the public patrks or in
any public place unless securely under
control by means of & leash. Any dogs’
found at large shall be impounded and
all employees of the parks board are;
authorized to put thenr ‘in* pound.- In
addition to the usual fees,-owners will
have to pay $1 to release their pets.

The chairman expressed the'opinion’
that the proper thing was being done
in ridding the parks and ~business
parts ‘of the city of dogs rumning ac
large.

Ald. Cameron and other members
doubted if $1.was a. heavy enough
renalty and favored raising the figure.

There was considerable discussion as
to what should be done with the by-
law then. There were several others
to be dealt with, and it was finally
agreed to hold a special meeting to put
these all through.

The bounds of Beacon Hill park as
defined for the purposes of this by-law
are as follows: From a point on the
seashore at high water at the foot of
Cook street, northerly to where the
new road in continuation of Heywood
avenue intersects, northwesterly ‘upon

CHARLES DYMOND MET
DEATH BY EXPLOSION

Unfortunate Man Struck by
Large Piece of
Stump.

(From Friday's Daily.)

As a result of being struck on the
head with a large piece of a tree-
stump, hurled: through the- air by a
blast, Charles Dymond died in St. Jo-
seph’s hospital yesterday afternoon. He
was a teamster in the employ of Wil-
iiam Symeons, and was iwenty years
of age.

They shouted a warning and he
looked up to see what the shout was
about just as the explosion occurred.

A large, jagged piece of a root, about
six in¢hes through and a couple of feet
long, struck Dymond .on the left side
of the head just above the ear, and he
was hurled some feet by the force of
the blow. The workmen hurried to
nis assistance while one went to sum-
mon medical aid. Blood was pouring
from mouth, nose and eyes. When
Dr. Hart arrived in the patrol wagon
he had the man rushed to St. Joseph's
hospitzl, but examination showed that
he had sustained a serious fracture at
the base of the skull and that-the case
was hopeless.

. Dymond had been here a little less
than a year and was & steady man. He
lived on Quadra street, near Fort. A
sad feature of the case is that he had
been saving all he earned over living
expenses to bring his mother and sis-
ter from the old country. A couple of
days ago he told Mr, Symons he had
saved almost enough to enable him to
bring his relatives out to the country.

Mil-
lington. The charge was similar to
others laid since thé season opened,
that of being In possession of a fawn
under one ‘year of age.

TREMONT AND SHAWMUT
ARE NOT YET SOLD

Delay of U. S. Government Has
Cost Owners a Large
Sum.

Seattle, Sept. 18.—Although govern-
ment officials are showing no disposi-
tion to hurry in their decision regard-
ing the purchase of the steamships
Shawmut and Tremont for use by the
Isthmian canal commission, the out-
come of the negotiations is awaited
with no slight interest and anxiety by
the Baston Steamship Company and
its local representatives, owing to the
heavy loss under which the boats are
maintained every day they lie idle in
port, .

The government has furnished no sum
to pay the company for this expense
of maintenance which must be ¢ontin-
ued pending the definite decision In
the matter.

The Shawmut arrived in this pert

July 4th and since has been retained
with her full crew standing by, at an
expense of not less than $800 a day.
The Tremont arrived here July 31st and
her expenses will run about the same.
It is difficult to get the details from
the owners as to this expense, but con-
servative figures place the expense of
inspection and tying up the ships in
the vicinity of $110,000 to date.

The maintenance of the Shawmut is
said to have cost about $70,000 and
that the Tremont $28,000.

There have been many rumors in cir-
culation due to the fact that the
government is so tardy in giving a de-
cision in the matter, but the local
representatives say that so far as they
know the outcome will be that the
ships will be sold and will proceed to
the Atantic for use in connection with
the Panama canal.

To Cariboo and Back I

An Emigrant’s Story of Journey to Gold Fields of B. C.

(In the last chapter of “Cariboo and
Back,” the narrative, where it left
off, was recounting the difficulties and
hardships experienced by the party be-
fore reaching and after leaving Wil-
liams' lake. Readers of this series will
remember that some of the members
had given up in despair and turned
back, while the remainder in sheer des-
peration had determined to continue
to the end. Having reached this stage
of the narrative the writer proceeds.—
R. E. G)

AVING resumed our journey,
with numbers thus ‘' dimin-
inished, we soon reached a
rude log bridge across a tor-
rent in a ravine. Here one

of our horses fell over Into the water.

Our packer by means of a rope, hoisted

abundance of gold in Cariboo, if It
could only be got at.

One morning after our usual night’'s
halt, we were dismayed at the tidings
that four of our horses had stampeded,
leaving us only one to proceed with.
We were unanimously cenvinced that
our packer had played us foul;_ but he
stoutly and seriously persisted in his
utter innocence of any complicity in
the loss of the animals. At any rate,
there was no remedy for us, as, by the
terms of our bargain, we had *‘cashed
down”  before starting, .and he had
handed over the dollars to his partner
at Lillooet. Further, we could prove
no charge against him. 8o, in a very
poor plight indeed, we had to broceed
as best we could. Two days after-
wards we found our four horses in one
of the valleys-ahead; they were none
the worse. for their rest. It was no

it up, and, nearly drowned as it was,
peat it savagely to make it move on,
but. the plunge and the blows, after so
much slavery of exertion, were too
much, and the wretched beast died
close to the bridge where it had slipped.
And thus miserably pérish hundreds of
horses and - mules ' along this weary
track, Often-we had to hiirry past
their offensive carcases, left by the
gide of our narrow ways.
We thought we had now reached

of difficulty, but not so, for, after miles
of deep mud and swamp, we came to a
region where for an extent of miles the

earth was ‘covered with- innumerable |

thousands of dead jand fallen.  trees
lving #icross each’ other”in inextricable
eonfusion, and in every conceivable po-
sition; whilst myriads of others were
still standing, . but leafless, dead, and
bleached almost as white -as snow. This
strange scene had a ghostly and weird

wonder the jaded beasts had run off;
but, it was now evident that our pack-
er had no share in the matter,

At night we heard the ~

bear, and fired off salutes from our re-
volvers by way of warning and alarm.
After quitting our encampment in the
morning, we shortly passed a stake, on
which was inscribed, “A young man is
buried here; being killed by'a bear at
this spot.” ¥or ourselves, however; we
found the mosquitoes far more annoy-
ing than the bears, el P

Four or five miles further on we came
upon another grave with a board over
it, ton, which. was written, ‘“William S—;—,
sged 23.” This
recognized the name as that ef one. of
our fellow-voyagers  from , Panama,
where he had arrived from New York
on his way to-the diggings, and a very
pleasant companion we had found him.
On subsequent inquiry -respecting . his

appearance as if Nature had set her
curse upon the region. We were neces-
sitated to travel over these fallen trees,
stepping from trunk to trunk for a dis-
tance of ten miles, As may be suppos-
ed, ‘this rendered us intensely. fatigued
and leg-weary; for it was throughout
a series of acrobatic performances.
Often we slipped between the fallen
trunks and were nearly lost to view,
having sunk two feet in a thick black
swamp. Whenever one of us became
thus “bogged”’ he had to call for help,
and was drawn out bodily by his com-
rades from his unpleasarft position. And
the difficulties with our poor beasts
were here worse than ever; in fact, ali
but insurmountable. After many such
mishaps, and many ‘‘spells” for breath,
we at length got| over this remarkable
stage of our journey, and were most
truly glad to find ourselves once more
on dry, open ground.
. Still More Discouragement,

As we proceeded we met other parties
of returning miners who advised us at
least to wait before proceeding to the
diggings, until the melting of the snow
should have diminished, and the route
becdme less muddy and swampy, All
®ereed In admitting  that theze was

'

death, we found that it had only just
occurred before our arrival at the spot,
and was owing to his incautious use of
fire-arms. On rising from his night;s
rest on some blankets (under which he
had placed ‘a cocked revolver before
sleeping) he had, in drawing it from
its position, caught the trigger in the
folds.- By the discharge. of the wea-
pon he was shot dead instantly, to
the astonishment and grief of his com-
panions (three Cornish minérs), who
dug a grave for him there, and, care-
fully wrapping his blankets round him,
left him to-his long rest. ;
Accidents Wwith firearms ‘are’ of fre<
quent’ occurrence ‘in  this country
through the inexperience of .their pos-
sessors. Furthermore, revolvers are of
little or no use here; the same weight
of good worsted stockings would be far
more serviceable. Although we.carried
revolvers with us on our way hithey we
should not think it necessary to fake
them & second time; and we have gen-
erally observed that those persons Who
are the least skilful in the use of fire-
arms are the most ostentatious ip thsir

——

saddened us, for we,

display, and the most careless In hand-
ling them.
Soon after this sad spectacle of a
recent
Comrade’s Grave

we reached Beaver lake, which, lke
Williams’ lake, is surrounded by some
folerable farming lands. Here we saw
turnips, cabbages, and radishes being
cultivated, but, as yet, had met with
no potatoes in this country.

British Columbia is not, in general,
suited for agricultural development.
The climate is excessively cold, and in
summer the floods from the mountains
inundate some of the valleys to a depth
of many feet. During the latter sea-
‘son the days are fine and bright, and
warmer than in England, but, yvet are
often ‘succeeded by frosty nights — a
sudden change very unfavorable  to
many kinds of vegetation. But the cli-
mate suits the sturdy mountain' trees,
the cedar, the oak and the pine. Some
of the latter here often attain a

Diameter of Twelve Feet

‘and a height of more than two hundred
feet—especially the Douglas pine. Even
these giants of the mountains are
sometimes burst asunder by the- ex-
treme cold of the British Columbia
winter. It is truly a savage region.

Our next stopping place was Little
lake. Here we were only ten miles
from the forks of Quesnelle, but these
ten miles were among the worst; for,
in traversing part of the distance we
were again plunged at times to the
middle in swamps and between pros-
trate dead trees lying across the route.
After thus proceeding we met a strange
and very unexpected spectacle—a

Pack Train of Camels,

They had been brought across the Pa-
cific, at considerable expense, from the
Amur river, in Asia, by some Yankee
speculators, but had proved a very poor
investment. Indeed, here they remind~
ed one of ‘“fish out of water,’ by the
‘yvery - fact of their wading through
swampy ground; inasmuch as the
camel is specially adapted for a dry
and sandy region only.. Their large.and
expanding feet are most unsuited to
deep mud; whereas the small and solid
hoofs of the American mules. oecasion
much less difficulty in such ecircum-
stances. e s
The clayey, - swampy ground , here-
abouts extended to the top of -the moun-
tains, where we had least -expected tg
find it, but, owing tp some breadth of
tableland there, we were disappoint-.
ed. The semi-liquid clay in the. pans
of the brick and tile works at home
may afford the.reader an idea of. our
route here. Thus, after. . twenty-one.
‘days wading and stumbling, sliding and
climbing, we reached our next princi-
pal stage—the F‘prt{s of the Quesnel.

The Forks of Quesnel, .

This place is the principal depot for
provisions and materials for the mines,
being about fifty miles from the ‘gold
region of Antler creek and adjacent
parts of Cariboo, The town at ‘the
forks consists of general stores ‘(most-
ly kept by Jews), and drinking" shops.
It is prettily situated, and the.¢limate
is. milder than in many parts of the
surrounding region. X 0

Here, too, we met with many return-
ed miners encamped. Their accounts’
were deplorable, and their manifest
condition confirmed the worst. Yet,
here again, all admitted the existence
of

Rich Gold Deposits

at the mines: Their complaints were
of the excessive dearness of provisions

.{ and stores, the impossibility of getting

many necessarles, even for money, and,
beyond all, the intolerable difficulties
of the soil and the tracks. Whilst
waiting here we saw two packers re-
turn from the mines, One of them
carried with him a béll, such as is fast-
ened to the foremost mule of g pack.
Suspecting some disaster, we inquired
after their animals, and received for
reply a statement that they had start-
ed hence to Antler creek with a train
of thirty mules, not one of which had
reached the destination, all having
fallen down, at’different places, into
the precipitous ravines, along the par-
ticular sides of which the narrow trails
led them, Sometimes a single such
stumble inyolves a

Fall of a Thousand Feet,’

This, to an animal burdened with
three hundred pounds weight of goods,
is, of course, certain death. Yet many
of the poor creatures do not die at
once after falling, but linger awhile in
horrible torture, far beyond the possi-
bility of aid or access by their owners,
who are compelled to leave ‘them to
die, and to suffer the uttér loss of the
property fallen with them.

In consequence of the continued and
genera] ‘discouragement from nearly
every miner we met at this and previ-
ously visited places, the- majority of
our party now relinguished their pur-
pose of pushing on to the diggings, al-
though arrived at their very thresh-
hold. Eventually only about eight out
of the seventy emigrants who left
Southampton ' with' us for Cariboo
reached that destination. The diffi-
culties of travel here are truly stu-
pendous; and every one capable of giv-
ing an opinion agrees that no country
in the world can be compared with
British Columbia in this respect. We
had constantly to experience the utter
fallaciousness of certain writers who
have sent home glowing reports of this
land and its advantages. Misled by
such gross ‘misrepresentations, thou-
sands have bhitterly rued the day that
tney ever landed here, and more than

solitary ‘wildernesses and vast gorges.

‘We met numbers of strong and active
men who would have gladly given their
hard labdt“even for their food, without
any other remuneration; but their ser-
vices found no employ. And it is a
fact that we saw a crowd of men stand-
ing around a butther’s slaughter house
waliting for the offal of a bullock to be
thrown amongst them. This they seiz-
ed like a pack of hounds.. Hundreds,

after working like slaves, and expend-
ing all their little capital, have Had Yo

retrace” their weary way down to the
coast, with gesrcely rags enough to
cover them, ged to tig a bit of sack-
ing round bleéding feet, and to
sell their Mamkets for a very little
bread. (The price of a half-gquartern
loaf was six shillings.)

Our small party reached Keithleys’
creek in two days.from the forks, pass-
ing along the shore of Cariboo lake.
There we paid half a dollar each to
cross the deep stream in a boat; and
it was money well expended, as it saved
us a weary circuit of three miles—no
trifing matter when burdened with
fifty or sixty pounds of boggage. Keith-
leys is one of the most dull and gloomy
places on the route, consisting of

of the roughest description. We stayed
several days here. The little stock of
provisions we had brought with us'(of
beans, bacon and flour) was eagerly bid
for by the store-keepers. We were of-
fered twenty sovereigns for abeut half
a hundred weight of this supply; but
we would have refused double the sum;
for gold is not to be preferred at the !
risk of starvation: Not one pound of
flour was now obtainable at Keithleys,
except that which we had brought.
Beans and bacon were here “the staff
of life.”

In the year 1860 much gold was found
at Keithueys, and extensive mining
operations were set on foot. A very
heavy outlay was incurred for “flumes”
(the California name for long woodeéen
conduits to bring water to the diggings)
and sluice-boxes, etc. All this “plant”
was swept away in a few hours by a
flood gince which the place has not been
the scene of much mining effort.

We now set out once more, and for
our last stage up country, being bound
for Antler . creek, about twenty-five
miles from KXeithleys. The weather
was inclement; rain, sleet, and snow.
In two days we reached. our destina-
tion—the diggings; and a cheerless spot
it was; everywhere mud and water,
and the atmosphere bitterly cold, al-
though -in the summer season, for we
were now amongst the inland moun-
tains, ,
At Cariboo—The Diggings.

So we reached Cariboo at last; for
Antler creek is one of the principal
We
found the miners generally as dispirit-
ed as the accounts received on our up-
ward journey .had represented them .to
be. Many were trooping away. Yet
both hére and at the neighboring dig-
gings of Williams’ creek, Lake House,

Lost on a New Trail.

Our next backward stage was Beaver
lage again, where we came upon &
small camping party of three of .our
fellow-shipmates by the;~da  Plata,
bound for the mines; but taking it very
leisurely; far too much so, as it seem-
ed to us, for they were letting slip the
best part of-the year for mining, and,
indeed; the only three months in which
much work can be done, viz., July,
August and September. Like ourselves
they had ‘met with many. vicissitudes
of travel.. They had packed with only
two ‘horses, which were often missing
in the mornings, and so involved many
an hour’s delay. Our friends were sur-
prised to see us returning; as, knowing
that so many others had done so, they
had concluded that we, at any, rate,
were amongst the fortunate ones. Their
smal] party had got on better than
many other large companies, through
their great unanimity and willingness
to oblige one another. Many parties
have been broken up and greatly de-
layed by grumblers and unreasonable
members. = Yet, truly, there-is.ample
palliation for grumbling; as the mos-
quitoes alone are here plague enough
to try the patience of the finest; but it
is positively worse than useless to yield
to the discouragement; or complain of

the-privations, as all have to share and.

share alike. Every one must be will-
ing to take any 'share of the toil, whe-
ther it appears his allotted portion or
not; on no other terms can-pleasant
companionship be maintained.

A new trai] had just been explored
from Beaver lake to Bridge creek, be-
low Spring Valley, thus missing Wil-
liams’ lake entirely, and so shortening
the route by thirty miles, and reducing
it to seventy instead of a hundred.
This wa§ an. important consideration
for us, as carrying packs on our shoul-
ders, and the weather being here again
extremely hot. We calculated that we
could walk the distance in four days,
and provisioned ourselves accordingly,
not taking more than we  considered
necessary for the time, as we know that
further down the country prices were
much lower; whereas here, at Beaver
lake, flour was now more than half a
crown a pound. We’

more ‘than once for short distances .on
this trail, and then lost our. bearings
altogether. We did not meet a creat-
ure for days, and scarcely saw even a
bird. But the mosquitoes on-this route

Lightning canyon, Last Chance, Peter-
son’s, Davis’ and Cunningham’s claims,
much gold was. -being found. At the
latter place two: hundred ounces per
diem were said to be taken out. In-
deed, there is good .reason to believe
that this season-fully a ton of gold has
been ' here * obtaiped. ;But- at what a
cost! The expenses are enormous, for
the mines hereabouts are not.mere sur-
face works, like many of those in Aus-
tralia and California, but involve
heavy outlay and deep exploration.

We were informed that the single
item of candles amounted to $60 per
diem in one mine. Skilful miners were
obtaining wages of from $8 to $10 a
day, and working in successive relays,
day and night. ‘But' then these. were
experienced men, chiefly from Corn-
wall and California. The general run
of immigrants could neither accomplish
such work nor meet with the oppor-
tinity of being employed. The. above
wages may appear very high, but it
nust be remembered that the price of
food alone amounted on an average to
five or six dollars a day for each man,
besides other heavy incidental and
necessary ‘expenses. Then, +too, - the
work is very toilsome, being labor un-
der the cold dripping of- water from
leaky flumes, and with clothes saturat-
ed with slush and-water from head to
foot. The mihe¥proprietors - have  ne-
cessarily to incur heavy expenses in
the erection of flumes, the carrying out
of sluice boxes, and the sinking of
shafts; and many have -this outlay in
vain, not succeeding in striking on
the right place for the precious deposit.
Hundreds have: sunk their “bottom
dollar” before reaching the golden ore.
Altogether, the experience of gold min-
ing in British Columbia - hitherto has
been

Some Briiliant  Success,

but much, very much disheartening
failure, and the latter far preponder-
ing over the former.

For ourselves, we “prospected’” about
Antler and its neighborhood for a fort-
night, but to no profit. “Gold was evi- |

antly; but there seemed little' or mo
hope of our béing more fortunate  in
obtaining it than the majority of other
miners. So at length, after mutual de-
liberation’ and “calculation,” we' resolv-
ed to do what multitudes had done be-
fore us—turn back again. Sorely dis- |
appointed, but - yet-fot utterly cast |
down, we began to retrace our steps|
over the same fatiguing route by which
we had arrived, @nd-on July 18th we
had ‘already returned to. Keithleys,
where it was a redl tonsolation to feel

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surpassed in numbers and annoyances
all that we had previously met with or
heard of. Neither fire nor smoke ap-

peared to avail us against their multi-
tudinous swarms,

On the fourth evening from Beaver
lake we had consumed all our stock
of provisions except tea, of which we
had brought a good supply. We were
now weary, ‘anxious, hungry, without
food, and irritated to desperation by
the mosquitoes. After® making : tea,
which was some refreshment, we tried
to sleep, but could not, in consequence
of our blood-sucking tormentors. Long
before morning we arose, lighted fires
around ourselves in al] directions, lay
down again, and, covering heads and
faces with our blankets, obtained some
measure of repose. By-and-by, after
another recourse to our milkless, su-
garless tea, we again started on our
uncertain track, and must have walked
nearly twenty miles on.this the fifth
day, when evening again overtook us.
For the fourth or fifth time since morn-
ing we took tea, and then succeeded
another wretched night, followed by
another purely liquid breakfast, soon
after which we were startled by a dis-
tant noise, which we:found to proceed
from' two ,runaWay', horses. stampeded
by the mosquitoes. S0 ravenously
hungry were we that we sallied after
them with gun and pistol, hoping to
be able to shoot one, and. secure some
steaks, but failed in this attempt,” The
latter food would now have seemed
more delicious to us than any good
English beef had ever been. ‘It was
now the sixth morning; the sun’shone
brightly, 'and the face of nature was
outstretched before us

In Symmer Splendor,

but we were intensely anxious and
careworn. At this juncture most wel-
come relief met us in a thickeét of bush-
es, bearing abundance of ripe fruit,
here called the “service berry,”  the
flavor of which is'a mixture of that of
the sloe and the grape. Having eagerly
satiated ourselves with them® our spir-
its rose considerably, and we regarded
this timely succor as a mark of Prov-
idential care for our -préservation.
After several tea-dr¥inking§ ‘another
night found us stil] lost in the wilder-
ness. But' for our. tea we.must have
broken down utterly.” We could not
have believed, except from our experi-
ence, that this beverage had such pow-
er to support-exhausted nature. At
length, on the next day, the. seventh
from our last start, and the third of

- ———
and rest of which we now stood so

urgently “in" need. .
Spring Valley.

The distriet’ in which we had now
arrived was a fine rolling country, not
very. hilly, and covered at this sea-
son with ‘Juxuriant natural grass; fit
for the scythe, and yielding about a
load and a half per acre, It is inter-
mixed with good tares. Many parts
hereabouts are eof rich flat meadow-
land, - suitable for a race-course or
cricket, ground, but‘cattle could hard-
ly exist here at present in summer, one
may presume, on account of the intol-
erable pest of mosquitoes. Not all the
gold in ‘British Columbia would have
tempted us to take up our residence in
such a beplagued spot. Although in
many respects, this district is (unlike
other parts of the country), eminently
adapted for agriculture, yet its dis-
tanee from the mines, the absence,of
roads, and the intervening mountains

all around, preclude the probability of !

suceessfulr farming operations: until
after a period of many years,
More wild - animals are observed

hereabouts than in other parts of Brit-
ish® Columbia, such as the bear, deer,
lynk and wolf. The loud deep noise of
the drumming grouse, and the sharp
tap of the-small golden-winged wood-
pecker, often' fall upon the ear; while
the beaver and the otter prey on the
numerous  fish of the clear valley

English are still termed amongst the

~|"wild tribes of the Northwest.

Having recruited after our
days’ fast we proceeded on our down-
ward route, passing near Axe lake,
and along the shores of Green lake,
thence over the mountains to Loon lake

and then by Scotty’s ranch into ths |

valley of the Thompson river. We re-
solved to take no more short cuts by
unknown trails, having now learned,
by fresh and impressive experience, the

truth of the old motto that “ a known

rcad is always the nearest.” We con-
tinued to fall in with parties of unsuc-
cessful miners. Near Bridge creek we
passed one who looked as if he had
lain down to die, being pale, emaciated,
worn out, and without blanket or an:
covering but a few old rags. We were
ourselves so scantily - furnished with
provisions that we were unable to ren-
der him much service. He made no
complaint, and asked no relief, know-
ing well, as everyone in this country
does, that as a rule, travelling miners
are unable to do more than grapple
with their own troubles. But, where
they are able to help one another,
the miners are a very generous set of
men, as we had many opportunities of
cbserving.

Everyone who comes to British Col-
umbia must reckon on hardship as in-

l.

evitable even though the most success-
ful gold seeker. The miner never
sleeps in a bed for months, or even

streams. In the forests and on - the
mountain, the eagle and the large
horned owl are the chief amongst the
feathered tribe; but there is an almost
total absence 'of singing birds. There
is'a characteristic abundance of water
fowl on lake and river. One misses,
too, the numerous flowers of California,
England, and other lands, for here are
very few native blossoms of any kind.
Heavy, 'sombre, .lofty pine and oak,
together with ‘'mountain and gorge, are
the chief features. in ‘the Columbian
landseape,. but, whatever of the pictur-
esque -is-here to. be.found can nowhere
‘be seen to .greater advantage than in
the vicinity of Spring Valley and
Bridge creek (a small settlement seven
miles further down the itrail.) At the
latter place we stdp?gfd a;dé}'__.or'two,
and re-provisioned for &°“Tr&sh ‘stast. i
The owner of some cows here’furnish-
ed us with abundance of milk and godd’
coffee during our stay — a welcome
change after our late style of living.
On conversing about our torments by
mosquitoes, we were informed of a re-
cent incident, which strikingly exem-

‘done, or not the part preferred;

Yyears, but wraps himself in a blanket
and lays himself on the bare ground,
or at best under a tent or jog hut. Many
become so accustomed to this as after-
wards to prefer such repose, at least
for a time, to that of the softest bed.
Then again, one’s blankets and clothes
are often wet through, and a night's
rest in such imparts less of repose than
of stiffness. The latter must then be
“taken out” by a twelve or fifteen
miles’- walk. One thing to be safely
counted on ‘here is an excellent appe-

tite. We had no murmuring at our
food. It was always done to our lik-
ing. No portion carved or helped was

Inquiry Into Accident Which
Cost Charles Dymond
His Life.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

Coroner Hart held an inquest yes-
terday afternoon ‘into the circum-
stances surrounding the death of Chas.
Dymond, which resulted from being
struck by debris.from a blast on
Trutch_street on Thursday, A jury, of
which Stewart Willlams was foreman,
was sworn. It found that the affair
wae an accident but considered that
no blasting operations should be al-
lowed within the eity limits . without
the covering of the blast so as to pre=
vent flying -pleces.

_Alfred Leech, a corporation laborer,
who wals at work on another part of
Trutch: street, -told of - hearing the
warning. Dymond ‘came up and stood
beside witness, the latter advising him
to look out for flying .fragments. On
seeing a couple of pieces of wood com-
ing towards them Leech looked around
to again warn Dymond, and saw him
a'boug_twelv.'foe’t away. He and others
shouted to the young man. About the
same moment Dymond fell and the
men nearby ran to his assistance. The
blood was gushiing from ears and nose.
Dymond was teaming on Richardion
street and had no need to he where he
was kitled. . Witness considered that
they wers far enough from the- hlast,
150 feet, a® fragments seldom fly so
far. : ?

Leech identified the piece of wood
which kilted Dymond, a jagged, ugly-
looking fragment.

Willlam ‘Burniman, one ‘of the drillers
engaged in-the blasting operations, saw
Dymond eoming towards the blast and
shoutéd to him to stop. When struck
deceased. was as far from the blast as
he was,' himself. Seéeing & ¥piece Jf
wood coming he calleq a' warning to
Dymond, who was looking in the op-
posite ‘direction. : :

.“h'ﬁ possible for a_man (0, dodge a
piece of rock or wood which Is fiying
towards him, or does it come too fast?”
askeqd the coroner.

Witness replied that it was possible
and that in the present case he could
bave walked across the street from the
time he saw the fragment till it struck
Dymond. -

To questions put by the jurymen the
witness said the shot was not covered.
He considered he wag a safe distance
away. Dymond's action®n looking the
other way ‘when every one else was

| looking out for the blast he considered

reckless, ' ;

_John Witty, a teamster, told of he-
ing stopped by warning shouts. Dy-
mond was. At least one hundred yards
away from his team. The explosion
was a long time coming.

James Pope, foreman .in charge of
the work on Trutch street, said he had
had experience with _explosives for
ffty years and has worked for the eity
for thirty years. He put two sticks of
glant powder under the stump of a
&reen. elm, two feet high and twenty-
one inches through. The blast did not
80 off at first owing te the wires be-
ing crossed and ‘this caused a delay
of four or five minutes, It was an
open blast and the intention was not

4 to blow out the stump but to loosen it.

Two sticks was not & heavy charge.
Reck blastg were' always covered but
In this instance he had not considered
it necessary, He, himself, thought he
was safé fifty feet away and he had
taken precautions to warn passers-by.

Willlam Symons, employer of de-
ceased, "testified as to his sobriety and
carefulness. He had sent the young
fellow to see Pope about getting some
sand.

Coroner Hart, summing up, did not
think the evidence showed any negli-
gence,” ;

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MRS. GLEASON'S
TOUR OF EUROPE

IMPRESSIONS OF |
THE PLACES VISITED

Victoria® Has Charms She
Thinks Equal to-Any Other
Spot.

(From Saturday’s Daily,) /
Interviewed by a Times reporter,

Mrs, Gleason gave a most delightfully-

emtertaining sketeh, or rather talk,
about her recent trip abroad.

She and Mr. Gleason, after a pleasant
journey by rail across the continent,
amid the varied mountain and prairie
scenery, as viewed from the windows of
the C. P. R. train, reached Quebec at
a time when that historic old city was
being put en fete for the coming Dpa-
geant. They visited the Plains of
Abraham, repeopling them in imagina-
tion with bygone warriors, and had an
interesting talk with their guide about
the many historical associations of the
place. One of the most remarkable
sights. there is the duwal monument
erected in honor of the opposing gen-.
erals, Wolfe and Montcalm, the only
cne of its: kind in tBe world.

Arriving at Liverpool, the first place
they visited was the quaint little town
of Chester, with its pretty shops and
famous cathedral, part of which dates
back to Réoman times, and inside which
are King John's coat of arms. .-

Haddon  Hall, the home of Dorothy
Vernon, was the next point of interest.
It is being ‘restored to " ita eoriginal
grandeur, but the.old historical parts
are being preserved. In it the visitors
were shown the bed on which Queen
Elizabeth. slept while a guest there, the
mirror in front of which she dressed,
and the chest of drawers in which she
kept her clothes. p

The famous Chatsworth estate was
next visited, with its model cottages,
no two of which are alike. The tourist
party entered the little school uncere-
moniously, end in questioning the chil-
dren one of the gentlemen said: “Who
can tell me where Canada is?” Up
went a little hand. “Please, sir, in
South America.” - The questioner shook
his head. Up went another little hand.
“Pleass, sir, in North America.” On
this estate is a magnificent park where
royalty itself goes hunting.

London did not appeal to Mrs. Glea-
son as it does to many with its noise
and seething multitudes; there was
not quite so much of that sort of thing
as she had been led to expect. She, of
course, visited the art galleries, mu-
seum, Tower of London. In the Walk-
er Art Gallery one picture among the
many, many famous ones, particularly
held- her attention. It represented
Christopher Columbus sitting in a very
thoughtful attitude while his daughter
read to him, and soliliquizing: “Yes,
it might be done, and England ought to
do it.” 'The artist’s conception, of
course, referred to the discovery of the
land beyond the seas. In the Tower
of London she was shown the room in
which Mary Queen’ of Scots endured
her long imprisonment and from which
she went to her execution, and the room
in which the poor little princes were
done to death, and the stairs under which
they were buried. Another sight in the
Tower, and one never to be forgotten,
was the magnificent collection of the
British crown fewels. One of the
most impressive of London sights to

her, however, was the Prince ‘Albert.

memorial bearing the inscription:
“Erected in honor of the late Prince
Consort by Victoria and her beloved
people,” In the museum among }h’o@l-
sands of other interesting things, were
mummies embalmed 7,000 years -before
Christ, and the original copy of the
Magne Charta, ghat foundatien stone
of English libeRy, bearing the signa-
ture of King John, A visit was paid to
Kensington Gardens, where the ‘late
Queen Victoria played as a child, and
another interesting place was Bucking-
hamr-palace, where they saw the im-
pressive sight of the changing of the
guards. . They also visited the House of
Commons, d Mrs. Gleason says the
ladies therel presented, much to her
surprise, a much more stylish and ef-
fective. appearance than-any she saw
in Paris. " :

Dickens’ hame ‘was another place of
great interest, and likewise a gquaint
old inn where Ben Johnson and his
contemporaries used to meet, :

In Paris they stopped opposite ‘what
ie now called Louvre Gallery, but was
formerly 'a palace occupled by Na-
polean, and containg many interesting
and wonderful things stolen from other
countries by that prince of thieves,
Mrs. Gleason happened to be in Paris
on the 14th of July, the national fete
day, and the streets, more especially in
the vicifilty of the ancient site of the
Bastile, were' simply alive: with a
laughing, dancing,© merry-making
throng. The column of July, which
now adorns the centre of the place, is
154 feet in height, and the base is of
white marble. Above this 1s a square
pedesta] which supports the column;
the bronze medalljon upon it represents
Justice, the constitution, strength and
freedom. The inscription signifies that
the monument is erected to the glory
of the French citizens who took up
arms and fought in defence of the pub-
lic liberty.

Twenty miles from Paris Is Versailles
with its famous parks and gardens,
and art galleries, but of Shief Interest
to Mrs. Gleason was the picturesque
dajry, where the ill-fated Marie Antoi-
nette betook herself when wearied, as
she so often was, with the ceremoni-
ous life of the court. The dalry is
built on the edge of a beautiful lake,
and here, so the story goes, the queen
lived to imagine herself a simple peas-
ant woman and milked her cows and
churned her butter with her own hands.

“To describe Switgerland,” Mrs.
Gleason said, “I never could. It is
too beautiful, tco wonderful—and, oh,
80 clean.”

Neuchtal, the first stopping place, is
a quiet village, with a lovely hotel
overlooking Neuchtal lake. It is
throjiged with tourists. Berne, the
capifal, has fine parliament buildings
witlf sacred crowning chair ornamented
with allegoricel carving, and a famous

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arrives, a.-large iron figure of & man
appears wielding & blow for gvery hour,
simultaneously with this a yooster
crows and flaps his wings, and twe '’
performing bears go through theis'
tricks, A grotesque drinking fountain
occupies a prominent place in the city,
and represents a gigantio bogie man, \
who eats little bables, XHe has a |
squirming baby under each arm, sev-
eral others at his feet, and the feet of
another projecting from . his mouth,
At the feet of this monster mothers
come to fill their water pitchers, and
children to play. .

At Enterlacken and Lucerne are
shops where ' queens and princesses
might shop; here one sees young girls
sitting at the store windows making
the most beautifu] dresses and blpuses
of the finest laces,

The Alps were ascended in the com-
fortable modern fashion of cog-wheeled
cars, and at intervals during thes
ascent were comfortable and commodi-
ous hotels, and often little ‘villages.
Mrs. Gleason reached the summit of
the famous Jungfrau peak without any
of the inconvenience and fatigue usual.
ly associated with mountain elimbing,
and spent Sunday at Grendenwald, a
little town in the heart of the Alps,
where divine wservice was heid in a
picturesque little church and also im
the hotel.

Entering Italy by the famous St.
Gothard's pass, the longeéest tunnel in
the world, her sunny skies reminded the
travellers of Victoria. Mflan, the first
place visited, is, as of course everyone
knows, famous for’ its wonderful ca-
thedral. The city is enclosed by ram-
parts (erected in 1546), which are about
sqven miles in circumference, forming
4 most deliglitful walk or drive, shaded
as' they dre by avenues of very fine
horse chestnuts, which in April and
May are especially attractive.

Geneva, famous as the birthplace of
Columbus, has a church, the celling of
which is gilded with the first gold
taken by him from America. Geneva
pessesses & magnificent harbor and the
tourists were lodged in an old historical
palace overlooking it.

In Rome they wére likewise lodged
in an ancient palace with marble stair-
cawes, floors, marble-topped tables, and
dressers; the rooms were, of course, of
erormous size, and famous rather for
that than real solid comfort,

At St. Peter's tney stood- watching
the devotees kissing the bronze toe of
the founder of the church, but of more
interest to Mrs. Gleagson was a visit
to St. Paul’s cathedral, an edifice beau-
tiful beyond description, but surround-
ed on all sides by squalor and misery.
It is built on the site where the Apostle
was beheaded, and tradition has it that
the head when severel from the body,
bounded three times, and at each spot
a spring of water started up. Be that
as it may, there are three little streams
of water bubbling up at the present
day. ]

At Florence, the tomb of Elizabeth
Barnet Browning was of especial in- '
terest, apart from the art galleries and
gardens for which Florence is so fa-
mous.

“Never, never visit Venice, except by
night,” 'said Mrs. Gleason, “for if you,
do you -will miss its greatest charth.
We antered it at the proper time snd
getting into a gondola, glided along
its romantic waterways to & former
palace of the Doges, where we were
magnificently Jodged. In Venice is the
most beautiful hand-made lace, and in -
one of the art galleries, a world-fa=
mous picture of Paradise, showing
Christ in the foreground, and around
Him 2 ‘multitude which no man ocan
number,” conspicuous among them be-
ing Peter with his keys, John with his
sword, etc.” At St. Mark's church they
fed the pigeons so famous in ‘story, and
crossed the fateful Bridge of Bighs,
over which so many ill-fated wretches
have passed to execution, i

At Bologne were more cathedrals and
monuments erested to the memory of
famious artists, and in one of the art
galleries the original of the famous
Sistine Madonna. Near Bologne is &
bathing beach where the tide of the
Adriatic comes In over a long stretch
of sand. ‘It was lovely,” Mrs. Gleason
said, speaking of her bathing experi
énces there, ‘but aftér all, robbed o6f
historical surroundings, T don’t belleve
it was quite so nice as some places up
the Gorge.” ) i,

Forty miles from Berlin, at 'Sans
Louel, is the famous palace . of Freder<
ick the Great, and the trip is made by
motor car. 5

Vienna is a beagutiful modern ecity,
with clean, white stone structures, nice
boulevardes, and no skyscrapsrs. AN,
8lectri¢ ‘wires aré underground, end
the streét lamps are suspended from
handsome iron supports, and around
them are baskets of trailing flowers
and vines, the'effect being most artistic
and wel] worthy of imitation. .

In Prague is an old, old Jewish ¢em=
etery, and an interesting monument to
the two officers 'who by daring to d&e-
clare th lves Prot nts, were the
cause of ‘the famous “Thirty years
‘war,” which changed | the face of
FEurope. The old palace once occupled
by Walenstein, a former king of Bss
hemia, is now a show place, and vis-
itors dre shown the embalmed body of
the horse he rode to battle, although
sceptics declare that it has pieces of
dozens of different skins. A bath, used
by the dead hero, and built in form of
a grotto, 18 also pointed out with pride,
and visitors are requested to help them-
selves to some ivy leaves from a''vine
planted by his own hands.

From Prague to New York is a far,
cry, and New York in the grasp of a
Labor Day procession at that, and from
New York to Salt Lake City is stiil an-
other stretch, but when one is on the
home run the quicker distances are sn-
nihilated the better, and from ~Salt
Lake City to Portland was easily cov-
ered, then Victoria, which suffered no-
thing by comparison with marble pal-
aces, picture galleries, and old woﬂ&
sights and wonders. It's good—good,
to go—but it’s better far to be home

again.

Alberni, Sept. 18.—The third anmmal |
exhibition of the Alberni District Ag-
ricultura] Society was jheld here yester-
day'in Brandt’s hall ‘and grounds,: and
was carried out under the most favor-
able weather conditions, and attended
by a large gathering from the town and
neighboring districts. | With the excep-
tion of G. Fraser, |of - Ucluelet, the
judges were ail from the neighborhood,
and it is safe to say that their decisions
wore as popular as it is possible to have
them.

The names of the jugges of the differ-
ent ciasses have already been given in
thke columns of the ‘?imes. The, judg-
ing was got through in good time and
punctually at the appéinted hour of 1.30
p. m. the chairman the society, F.
Cowley, called up W. Sloan/io open the
exhibition, ” i

Mr. Sloan in his ppening remarks,
thdanked. the society for the invitation
to perform this pleasing task. Last
vear he himself had been in the north
and the Hon. Mr., Templeman, British
Coiumbia’s cabinet' répresentative, had
officiated, but he recalled ‘with pleas-
ure that three years before he had
opened the first exhibition ever held in
Alberni and from the preliminary view
he had just had of e%o-day’s show, he
was warranted in stating: that the so-
cioty hLad amply justified its existence.

In his capacity|as their representa-
tive, Mr. Sloan informed the audience
he¢ bad attended the teroentenary cele-
brations at Quebec and while duly im-
pressed “with the great scenes enacted
there,  scenes which will' be recorded
in history, for all time, yet, gorgeousd as
were the pageants, brilliant as were
the ceremonies, he could not but feel
that the mental atmosphere of the east
was one rather of reflection on -the
glories of the past, of contentment with
present conditions, an atmosphere
whioch contrasted |strongly with the true
spirit.of the west, for it is in the west
indeed that Canada must look and does
look for the expansion of her people,
‘for the development of her resources, a
development so rapid and resources so
great as to be the oresent moment
but dimly realized.

heartiness which spoke volumes for the
popularity of that gentleman. There
