N Matter.

Later advices confirm the statement
that the notice of dismissal was sent to*
Letellier by an ordinary hackman. The
St. John Sun invented the story that it
was gent by Mr. Hinsworth, Clerk of the
Privy Council.

The Montreal Herald of the issue follow-

ded in creating a dangerous breach in
that Provincial autonomy which ought to

't be s0 close to those who respect “*Notre

langue, nos institutions, et nos lois.” In
Mr. Letellier the Province has lost an ex-
ecutive head whom its people, especially
the citizens-of Quebee; who have so often
enjoyed his ‘hospitality, , have learned to
love and to respect, and whose manly con-
duct under the trying circumstances in
which he had been placed has gained for
him the admiration of all right-minded
men. The long delay which - oceurred in
putting into execution the designs of Mr. .
Letellier’s enemies led many to believe
that the members of the Dominion Cabinet
would succeed in showing them: the injua-
tice of such designs. This has since prov-
ed to have been an erroneous impression.”’

The Toronto Globe’s Quebec correspon-
dent says.—*“The indignation created by
the dismissal of Lieutefiant-Governor Le-
tellier is very great, and exhibited 'ivself
yesterday in the groans and hisses which
greeted Sir John A. Macdonald’s embark-
ation for England, and which almost
drowned the cheers of the few who collec-
ted around him in response to an adver-
ti t issued by the Conservative Club.

We have heard of some very flagrant
violations of the law in the Straits of
Northumberland and Miramichi Bay by
American fishermen, but not of any at-
tempt to interfere with them. We had
occasion to refer to a case in point a few
weeks ago. An American fishing
schooner lay all day within rifle shot of
the end of nets set from Fox Island.
Nineteen men belonging to her were
busy all day cleaning and curing fsh
taken in a purse-seine, throwing the
offal overboard and polluting the waters
for miles around. This was done, in
the height of the salmon fishing season
and, doubtless, had the effect of pre-
venting thousands of salmon from
coming up the Miramichi. The place
where the outrage was committed was
within the district of a well paid Over-
seer of fisheries, who did not g0 much
a8 learn the vessel’s name. In fact we
have not yet heard of a single instance
of any attempt being made by any
officer of the Canadian Fisheries De-
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partment to prevent the Americans
using purse-seines, although seines of
all kinds are practically prohibited on
the North Shore. In fact, the whole
tendency of the Department’s adminis-
tration, under Mr. Pope of P. K. 1., is
to allow the Americans to catch our fish
in any way they please, while our own
fishermen are hampered in the pursuit
of their business by the most annoying
and unnecessary restrictions. The
Minister of Fisheries has proved him-
self to be unfitted for the important
position he holds. Prince Edward Is-
laud was entitled to a representative in
the Cabinet,and the claims of Mr. Pope,

Our ‘‘Outside” Fishery Interests.

Nearly two years ago we endeavored
to awaken a greater public interest in
our deep-sea fisheries. We published
‘several articles on the subject in the
hope that it would receive additional
attentiou, owing to -the fact that the
lumber trade was unmistakeably on the
decline, and our outside fisheries off-
ered then—as they do now—a com-
paratively new field for the industrial
enterprise of many who, we knew,must
soon find themselves without remuner-
ative employment for their hands or
capital. We are gratified to know that
our efforts were not without some good
effect and that our local cotemporaries
are seconding our efforts by reproducing
four facts and arguments. The fact
that they omit to it us with the ar-
ticles referred to is, doubtless, uninten-
tional, but, in any case we hope they
will continue to assist us in urging upon
our people the importance of giving in-
creased attention to a source of com-
mercial wealth which is destined to
Torm the chief industry of the Mirami-
chi, as well as of other parts of the
North Shore. This week, we believe
we cannot do better than reproduce a
portion of an article suggested by facts
connected with the Herring fisheries of
the North Sea,off the coast of Scotland,
which appeared in the Abpvance of Nov.
8th, 1877. The condition of trade now
existing, and in anticipation of which
the article was written lends additional
interest to the subject treated of and
emphasizes the points we then pressed
upon the attention of our readers :

The following is-a translation:—

GENTLEMEN,—I need not tell you how
delighted we are to meet the descendants
of those good and brave men who gave the
first ‘name to the fair land we are mow
visiting. It is pleasant to see how in all
matters the two great races derived from
the Gelic and British blood meet in this
country, content and happy to aid each
other in realizing the desires and hopes of
the discoverer of this continent. It is
seldom, indeed, that men’s dream and am-
bition find so perfect a realization as is to
be seen in the present aspect of the popu-
lations of the Dominion; and we cannot be
wrong in ascribing this to the perfect free-
dom given to each part of. the people.
The rights and pﬁvS:ge which were so
well sustained by arms on the part of the
Canadian French are preserved to them
intact and immortal not only by the letter
of treaties,but also by the spirit of British
liberty and the consequent respect and
sympathy shown to loyal fellow citizens,
the sons of ancient rivals.

It 18 not probable that the complaints
referred to in the Herald’s Washington
despatch, the presence of the Kearsage
and of the American Commissioners re-
ferred to, in our waters,have any signi-
ficance beyond the influence,it is hoped
by the Republicans, they will exercise
on the interests of their party in the
coming elections. The American fish-
ermen, as well as our own people, who
are aware of their doings in our waters,
know that they resort to modes of fish-
ing which are illegal and of the most
wantonly destructive character. At
best the allegations referred to are but
“blnfl.” They will be read in Canada
with derisive incredulity, but,doubtless,
seized upon by the sapient Mr. Pope as
an excuse for neglecting to enforce our
fshery laws as contemplated under
the Washington Treaty.

Over-done and Badly-dome.

We are quite sure that the readers of
the St. John dailies did not thank them
for devoting so much space to the un-
important particulars of the Governor-
General’s visit, to the neglect of import-
ant news of the day, and the Governor-
Geaeral and Princess must have per-
ceived a disposition on the part of the
News, Telegraph and Sun to over-do the
homage business. The mistake, was,
no doubt, due, in great part, to the zeal
of the gentlemen. connected with the
respective papers in the_ work of better-
ing their neighbors’ efforts. At all
events we begin to get something now
besides the overdoses of ** Vice- Regal
Visit,” etc., with which the papers re-
ferred to have been filled for nearly two
weeks.

If we look at the vessels owned by vur
own fishermen and compare them with
those which come from the fishing ports
on the south coast of Nova Scotia,or those
of the Scottish fishermen above referred
to, the conclusion that we have much to
learn, in this respect, is forced upon us.
The American fishermen, too, show us
smart-looking and valuable vessels, built
for the express purpose of prosecuting the
fishery business within the limits of our
coast, and manned with crews who know
much more about cur fish and hew to
catch them than we do, ourselves. To use
a common phrase, these fishermen from
abroad can fish ‘‘all around us.”

A good many persons who are content to

e ih lves by th lves, may
be inclined to question the facts, as we
put them, but they cannot do so success-
fully. Our men are not finferior to those
of the localities from which the Nova
Scotian and American crews come. We
have quite as good facilitles for construct-
ing fishing vessels as these people who
come to our waters from abroad, and it is,
therefore, our interest to enquire what it
is that prevents us from reaping a large
harvest in fields which seem, naturally, to
be our own, but whose products are
gathered chiefly by others. If business
firms located four or five hundred miles
away can make it pay to send vessels of
large size to the Bay Chaleur the North
side of Prince Edward Island, or to other
parts of the Gulf, manned by crews of fish-
ermen, why cannot some local firm do the
same? Such vessels come from long dis-
tances several times a year. They take
‘home a load of herrings at one time, of
mackerel at another and of codfish at an-
other. There are places in Nova Scotia,
between Halifax and Shelburne, where
there are acres of flakes each summer,
white with codfish caught on the Bay
Chaleur and Gulf of St. Lawrence grounds
and taken home in the ‘“green” state.
While these fish are being dried and pre-
pared for the foreign market the vessels
which brought them home have gone back
to procure a catch of Fall mackerel. A
month or two later finds some of these
same vessels converted into West India-
men and, freighted with their summer's
work, seeking on the wings of the Trade
Winds, a market therefor at Trinidad,
8t. Thomas, Jamaica or some other island
in those latitudes. A dozen vessels from
the same port may, thus, be found in
West India waters during one winter sea-
son. The smaller of these, having dis-
charged their fish, make for Turk’s Is-
land, where return cargoes of salt for the
next summer’s operations are procured.
i.Others get cargoes of sugar or molasses,
and, while one or- two of these go direct
to their home port with these necessaries
for home consumption, others go to such
ports as Philadelphia, Baltimore or New
York, where, having received their freight-
money or the value of the cargo, which

BucroucHE, August'8th. '79.
On Wednesday night, at 5 o’clock, the
town and vicinity of Buctouche were vis-
ited by one of the most terrific’ storms
ever known in New Brunswick.
Abont ten minutes to five o’clock, very
heavy rain fell which lasted but a few
inutes, but was ded by a violent
wind.
The hurricane started some where north
of the Dollard settlement, about ten miles
from here and after rushing south as far
as the Mill Creek it followed the north
bauk ot the Buctouche River, ping
everything before it for a breadth of from
four to five hundred yards and a length
of nine miles and more.
In this distance, upwards of one hun-
dred buildings were raised, many of them
fine dwellings. %
The moulding shop and other buildings
at the shipyard were destroyed as was
Irving’s Warehouse an@ other important
buildings.
