| Sound Doctrine Réspecting Femalo

Education.

No one will dispute the abstract asser-

tion that any given girl may some day

have herself and perhaps her family to
support ; and yet our schemes of educa-
tion for girls are framed precisely as if
this were not and could not be true. As
a rule no provision whatever is made for |-
such a contingency in the education of
girls, no recognition whatever is given to
the fact that the chance exists. We shut
our eyes to the danger ; we hope that the
ill may never come, and we put the
thought of it away from us. In brief, we
trust to luck, and that is a most unwise
thing to do.

Each one of us has known women to
whom this h has happened, and
each one of us knows that it may happen
to the daughter whom we tenderly cher-
ish, yet we put no arms in her hands with
which to tight this danger ; we equip her
for every need except this sorest of all
needs; we leave her at the mercy of
chance, knowing that the time may come
when she whom we have not taught to
do any bread-winning work will have
need of bread, and will knew no way in
which to get it except through depen-
dence, beggary, or worse. She can teach?
Yes, it she can fiud some politician to
secure an appointmeut for her. She can
prick back poverty with the point of her
needle ? Yes, at the rate of seventy-five
cents a week, or, if she is a skilled needle-
womab, at twice or thrice that pittance.

Is it not beyond comprehension that
intelligent and affectionate fathers, know-
ing the dreadful possibilities that lie be-
fore daughters whom they love with
fondest indulgence, should neglect to
take the simplest precaution in their be-
half? Weare a dull, blind, precedent-
loving set of animals, we human beings.
We neglect this plain duty, at this terri-
ble risk, simply because such has been the
custom. Some few of us have made up

| our minds to set this cruel custom at defi-
| ance, and to give our girls the means of

escape from this danger. It is our creed
that every education is fatally defective
which does not include definite skill in
some art or handicraft or knowledge with
which bread and shelter may be certainly
won in case of need. If the necessity for
putting such skill to use never arises, no
harm is done, but good rather, even in
that case, b the of
ability to do battle with poverty frees its
possessor from apprehension, and adds to
that contident sense of security without
which contentment is impossible.” All
men recognize this fact in thecase of boys;
its recognition in theease of girls is not
one whit less necessary. Every girl is
grievously wronged who is suffered to
grow up to womanhood and to ¢nter the
world without some marketable skill.

The woman who is to be happy and
useful as the maker and mistress ,of a
home must know the art of home making
and home ruling, Yet how very small a
place is given to the teaching of these arts
in our schemes of -education for girls!
We should call that man a fool who hoped
to sce his son successful as a merchant or
banker but neglected to have him instruct-
ed in the primciples of arithmetic and
book-keeping. But thousands of girls are
married every year who do not know how

‘to make a loaf of bread, or to set a table,

or to iron a napkin, or to make a bed
becomingly. Is it expected that servants
shall do these things? So the young man
who is to be made into a merchant or
banker will have his book-keepers towrite
out his accounts and make his arithmetical
calculations for him, but he must under-
stsnd these procesess for himself, or he
will be at- the mercy of his servants.
Moreover, in the woman’s case, there may
not always be servants or the means with

{ whach to command theiy services, and

their incompetence at best needs the super-
vision of a mistress skilled in all their
arts. This seems a homely matter, doubt-
less, to those persons who see the com,_
pletz salvation of women in university
education, but it is a matter which
touches the happiness of women them-
selves, and closely concerns the well-being
of a'world whose whole life centres in and
is founded upon the home. It is not too
much to say that no girl ought ever to
come to maturity without having acquir-
ed both skill and taste in every art of
the household, or that no woman deficient
in this particular can marry without seri-
ous risk to her own happinese and to that
of the persons about her. It does nobody
any harm for the mistress of a household
to know how to calculate an eclipse, but
it is disastrous for her to be herself
eclipsed by her Bridget.—Gro. Cary
EacLEsToy, in Harper's Magazine.

The charges,
insinuations, and inuendoes contained in
said publication are false'in every respect,
as far as they affect the fairness of the
drawings of the Louisiana Lottery, or the
integrity of acts of the Lottery Compaany
When the undersigned had charge only of
the semi-annual drawings, théy counted
the tubes containing the numbers pre-
vious to each of those drawings to be cer-
tain that all were put in the wheel
Since they have had charge of the month-
ly drawings also, the wheel has been
under their exclusive control, and after
each drawing they have restored all the
drawn numbers to the wheel, locked it,
and sealed it in such a manner as to
render it impossible for the numbers to be
reached or interfered with without their
knowlege.

The suggestion that each ticket
holder, on the day of and before each
drawing, should be allowed to call out his
number and see it put in the wheel, is too
absurd to deceive any one who ever wit-
nessed a single number drawing, and any
lottery company which resorts to any
such trick proves itself to be a frand.

The intimation that persons have been
paid to allow their names to be published
as the winners of prizes in this Lottery is
also false and without the slightest foun-
dation in fact. Millions of dollars have
been paid out by the Company in prizes
through the banks and express ggencies,
a8 can be ascertained from the bank offi-
cers in New Orleans, and the Express
Agents in New York, Washington City,
and in this city, as well as from the win-
ners of the prizes whose names have been
given to the public.

Wiramichi Advance,
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The Miramichi Valley Rallway.

If the developments connected with
the Miramichi Valley Railway ques-
tion, as stated in our last issue, were
received with the mingled satisfac-
tion and surprise of which we have
assurances from almost every section
of Northumberland, . we may expect
expressions of astonishrhent to follow
the further exposure of the devices
that have been resorted to by the
“fag end” of the late bogus ‘ Mira-
michi Valley Railway Company” for
the purpose of preventing the road
from being constructed. It seems
that this Company has been and is
held together by in‘lposture—by de-
vices which have gradually alienated
nearly all of its members who valde
their friends’ yood opinion as to their
honor and intelligence—and that it
is creating for itself a reputation
which will make it a by-word and re.
proach to the Miramichi. Finding
that their tatics of the last eight
years had lost for them the confidence
of their associates, the self-styled
President and the corporal’s guard
‘who are still willing to be made use
of by him, appear to make no secret
of the desperate strait they are in,
but to have determined, if possible,
to defeat those who they know are
prepared to go on with the Railway.
The misrepresentations they have
made of the affairs and intentions of
the-York. and Northumberland pro-
moters of the work have been most
scandalous. They have circulated
the untruth that it was Mr, Gibson’s
design to build the road by way of
Grand Lake and not by the Mira-
michi Valley; that gentlemen in
Chatham—men who could buy and
sell them at will—had failed to raise
the paltry sum of $20,000 as re-
quired by the Act before requesting
the call of the organization meeting
at Fredericton ; that the line was not
to cross the Miramichi at Barthol-
emew River, but somewhere near
Doaktown, if at all, and many other
fabrications of the sale character.

Hearing of these misrepresenta-
tions, Mr. Gibson went to the trouble
of sending his attorney, George F.
Gregory, Esq., from Fredericton to
Newecastle for the purpose of assuring
Mr. R. R. Call—the self-styled Presi
dent ofthe*Valley Railway Company”
—of their 'untruthful character, and
of endeavoring to induce him not to
offer further opposition to the under-
taking and to secure such assistance
as he could offer in its behalf. "Mr.
Gibson, no doubt, could not believe
that Mr. Call would deliberately mis-
represent the intentions of Mr. Pick-
ard and himself and those of the
Miramichi gentlemen associated with
them, but Mr. Gregory discovered
that Mr. Call was not prepared toact
a reasonable part.

There is no doubt
in the public mind of the Jona fide
character of their intentions. Their
standing as businers men and capital-
ists i8 such that they cannot afford to
trifle over so great an interest. They
cannot form a company and neither
undertake the work themselves nor |
allow others to do so. They dare
not elect themselves to the offices of
President, Secretary, etc., and then,
like Micawber, wait for something to
turn up, for they have stated plainly
that they mean business and a failure
on their part to keep their promises
would forfeit the confidence of the
public and invite the ridicule of
which the bogus President of the
bogus ** Miramichi Valley Railway
Company” and his corporal’s guard
of pliant dependants, Lave an un-
coveted and unquestioned monopoly.

Nearly every man of experience,
means and good business character
who, at any time, was identified with
with the bogus company, is now co-
operating with Mr, Gibson in the
efforts he is making to secure an im-
mediate commencement of the work.
These men are, very justly, aggrieved
over the fact that the gentleman who
had signalised an eight years’ imagin-
ary railway presidency by the display
of an utter want of every qualifica-
tion necessary to success in such an
enterprsse, should be so blinded by
egotism as to stand between them and
the realization of their hopes and
plans ot so long a period. They
rightly ask why he prevented M.
Gibson from building the road in
1865, and why, after professing to
have been in earnest in seeking that
gentleman’s powerful aid in the work
in 1882, he should treat his friendly
assurances with contempt in 18837
and they are forced to the conclusion
that it is a desire for the "defeat and
not for the success of the work that
inspires such conduct.

As we write the matter of the in-
junction is before Mr. Justice Wel-
don in Fredericton, who reserves his
decision. Knowing the character of
the gentleman who, on the 3lst

Who are the men that will
be so unpatriotic as to help him? Is
there any man in the County who,
knowing the responsibility he incurs,
will deliberately become a party to the
work of preventing Mr. Gibson and his
associates from constructing the Valley
Railway? If there is he will be found
at Newcastle to-day playing the farce
of orgarizing a ‘““Company” with neither
the ability to furnish the capital to
build the road, the means of obtaining
it from others, nor even the desire to do
so—a Company that, like a galvanized
carcase, will havea false life and a false
existence, only to die again beyond the
hope of resuscitation, after having done
its best to accomplish the envious work

It forgets to say
that all these meetings were held with-
out the authority of the Act their pro
moters pretended to be working under
and that no astempt had been made to'
comply therewith. The Advocate next
retailstthe story of a survey having been
made, with which we are all familiar,
and, ignoring the damaging fact that
President Call had protested against
Mr. Gibson or,anyone else being allow-
ed to build the road in 1875, it shows
that, in June 1876, the Provincial Secre-
tary notified said ‘‘President” that the
Government did deem it expedient to
enter into a contract for the building
of the railway.

The Advocate ought to have stated
fairly that while Mr. Call succeeded in
preventing Mr. Gibson from building
the road one year and asked for a con-
tract for his alleged ‘‘ Company ” the
following year he utterly failed to show
that said company had complied with
the law or had the means with which to
go on with the work. The Provincial
Secretary was right in refusing to place
the subsidy in such hands. The public
interest required that he should stand
between the treasury and Mr. Call’s
designs upon it. As to the Advocate’s
recital of the proceedings of the last
month they are sufficiently amswered
already. To show, however; the ab-
surdity of its statement that the adver-
tisement of the bona fide promoters of
the Railway was suggested by any
knowledge of what Messrs. Call & Co.
were doing, we may state that the copy
of said advertisement was in the hands
of the editor of this. paper on Fridx;y,
13th July—three clear days before
Messrs. Call & Co. had their $20,000
note discounted in the Bank of
Nova Scotia at Newcastle. Those
for whom the Advocate speaks may
continue to stand in the way, if they
please to do so, until they are re-
moved by the processes of time and the
law, if necessary, but it is not, we hope,
possible for them to completely defeat
the work they profess to be promoting.
Of the gentlemen named by the Advo-,
cate as directors of the ‘“Company” its
“‘editors” were 8o instrumental in or-
ganizing, we find but three professing to
be interested in the formation of the
proposed Company at Newcastle to-day.
On the other hand we have seven of them
in sympathy and acting with the York
and Miramichi promoters.

1on the brain. © You say it has been the

protection afforded, not the hatchery,
which has preserved the salmon fishery on
the- Restigouche, I thank you for that
admission, but most respectable parties,
both here and elsewhere—and who pre-
tend to know all about the habits, nature
and process of the production of the sal-
mon family, from the time the ova leaves
the female until they return 25 or 30
pounders—hold a different view, and
declare the decrease of the fisheries is
solely to be attributed to ‘‘those Hatch-
eries,” and I regret to find you amongst
the number. May I give you some of the
reasons why nine-tenths of the ova laid
naturally are not fecundated..—Salmon
must lay their ova in shoal yapid water,and
their ridd is opened longitudinally. If
not rapid they could not open it, as the
quick water is the lever; throwing or
rather working the gravel downwards as
the fish move it. They could not make it
crosswise to form an eddy. Instinct
teaches them that it would fill up faster
than they could open it. As the eggs
are of denser gravity than the water, they
are caught in the ihterstices of the gravel.
When ejected the orifice in the outer
shell or skin is opeén to rcceive a por-
tion of the germinating fluid of the male
and I have found, from experiments, that
an egg submerged for two or three min-
utes, has absorbed so much water that
the orifice hasclosed, and it has lost its sus-
ceptibility to impregnation. Consequent-
ly the larger portion—in many instances
the whole——of the milt is swept by the
rapid current out of the ridd withont
touching the egg. Again, a large male
will often be amongst a dozen or more
fish on a bar, and he is similar to a large
bull in a herd if a smallec one attempts to
come near, chasing the smaller males away
from the females oftener than he does the
trout. - Very often a fresh supply of fish
will move up or down to a bar or bed
where other fish have deposited. They
have instinct to know that the ridds
are casier opened where the gravel
was moved the day previous, but not in-
stinct enough to know that they are
destroying whatever fructified ova may
be in the beds, for if the egg be shaken or
moved ever so little, for thirty days, it is
gone, addled, a dead egg. Such are some
of the reasons why 107 of naturally laid ova
only come to life and from careful experi-
m#Ms I have made in examining the-ridds
left dry by the receding water, 1 believe
that estimate too high.

We next have the fall ice often running
after freezing to the bottom by heavy
presure of back water piling the ice in
mountains for miles, and it is worse in the
spring when it is not uncommon to see
large floes, where they laid dry during the
winter, lift with a foot deep of the frozen
gravel adhering to the floe. Then
comes a five, six or seven foot perpen-
dicular rise of water, causing the gravel
and silt'to roll on the bottom, so you can
hear it quite distinctly before you reach
the river. Such, Sir, is a picture, and
not an overdrawn one, of the tirst stage of
the salnon ova ir our Canadian rivers.

How many freezers were in existence
twenty years ago, and how many now in
the salmon trade? True, fish are worth
more, but tlig capital invested in the
trade and fishery is 500 to 1. Notwith-
standing the great scarcity of fish, frozen
salmon, last March, was so much of a
drug in the markete that they were sold
for 12cts per Ib. What was the angling
catch twenty years ago? Nothing It
was supposed the fish would not rise to the
fly, and fact was that there was none or
very few. What is it to-day? The
angling catch will tally by the 1,000 fish
with a 23lb average. Now, Mr. Editor,
to close this long letter, . I have given you
facts pure and simple. If I am prejudiced
in favor of artificial assistance to keep up
the stock in our rivers, it is from pure
conviction of its necessity from actual ob-
servation and experience. As I before
said, I have no axe to grind, and will
never breed another fish in Canada. I
have refrained from touching on the bene-
fits of Pisiculture as shown in America,
Great Britain, France, Germany, Russia
and even among the heathen Chinese.
Rather let us examine their systems and
modes of conducting it, improve ours
where wrong; and not, like fools, con-
demn the whole on account of errors in
management or because expected results
did not realize our expectations.

The Chelmsford “What is it?”

DeAR ADVANCE.— A strange kind . of
animal appeared in this vicinity some
years ago, but,’ until within a recent
period, did not attract much attention.
Some of our naturalists pronounce it of
the omnivorous class. It takes ex-
traordicary freaks, occasionally making
raids on the weakly portion of the in.

Death Of Cetewayo.

The defeat and death of Cetewayo, the
famous Zulu chief, has cansed quite a
sensation in England, where he had be.
come quite a hero, and had won such sym-
pathy. Cetewayo was prohably as fine
a specimen of savagedom as the present
century has seen, and it will be a long

ded, as it is, with memories of Tnsandula
and Borke’s Drift. Cetewayo was a born
soldier and statesman likewise after his
own gavage fashion, but he miscalcuiated
his powers when he unkertook a war with
England, and like most savages the touch
of civilization destroyed him. After he
had been captured, confined a prisoner
for months at Capetown, and then taken
to England as a sort of show, it was not
likely that he could retain the prestige
among his countrymen he had formerly
enjoyed, for the idea of his invincibility
was gone. As soon, therefore as he set
his foot in Zululand he found himself en-
gaged in a war with a number of native
chiefs, and, after being several times
worsted he has now fallen a victim to the
pursuit in which he took his chief
delight. Cetewayo’s petition while in
London was that he might be restored to
liberty. No doubt he would have rather
chosen to die in the battle than to die a
captive. On the whole, although Cete-
wayo’s fate is to be regretted, he no
doubt died uas a Zulu king would wish to
die.

New Hay-Curing Process.

THE ENSILAGE METHOD.

The Fredericton Herald gives the fol
lowing report of a visit to and observation
of a new method of curing hay in York.
It says its representative paid a visit to
““The Ridges,” a beautifully situated
farm owned by George E. Stopford, Esq.,
about two miles below the city. Mr.
Stopford was found busy packing clover
and timothy in his silo, and received the

| reporter with a cordial welcome,

Mr. Stopford’s silo is a building so con-
structed as to be proof, as far as possible,
against air, frost and water, and is used
for packing away green clover, timothy
and other winter  stock fodder. Mr.
Stopford’s silo is 583 by 18} feet on the
ground, and has ten feet posts. The
foundation is laid in thick stone and mor.
tar wails. The sides and ends were first
double boarde, with tongued and grooved
boards inside. A dead air space inter-
venes between this and a lathed and plas-
tered wall. Inside this wall is another
covering of tongued and grooved hem-
lock plank, completing the inaer finish,
On the outside, over the frame, first there
is a covering of tongued and grooved
boards, then a coating of thick tar-paper
before the clapboards are put on. Equa
care is also given to the roof. The clover,
timothy, corn or other fodder is cut down
when dry and immediately put into this
building, without allowing it to get any
more sunshine than possible. When put
in, the clover, &c., is tramped solid, and
the buliding kept closed tight. After the
building is closed, planks are put over the
top and gravel tubs placed upon them
with weight sufficient to bear 150 pounds
upon each square foot. If properly filleds
asiloof the above size will hold from
290 to 300 tons of fodders which comes out
in the winter perfectly green, and as near
like zreen hay as possible,

Last year Mr. Stopford experimente d
with green corn in a small building, and
met with such success as to warrant a
building on a larger scale, into which he
will, this year, pack about all his winter
feed.

On the floor of the silo a small car track
is laid leading to the mangers of his
stables, and upon this the fodder can be
conveniently transferred into the barns.
Besides the clover and timothy now being
stowed, Mr. Stopford has several acres of
corn growing, also some late oats and
peas mixed, which he intends treating in
the same manner when fit to cut Should
this process prove successful, a large
amount of winter food for the farmers’
stock will be saved, alsoa great deal
of space in barn room, which is now re
quired for stow ing the loose hay. This
farm well repays a visit Ly anyone in-
terested in farming upon improved and
sgientific principles.
