Not a Single Break Occurring.

Washington, March 30.-—Party feel-
ing ran high during the last day of
‘the tariff debate im the house. Pol-
itical speeches were wedged in at
every opportunity, and there was con-
stant mamoeuvring for political ad-
vautage. The democraits pressed the
question of a duty on hides for the
benefit of the farmer with such vigor
that Mr. Hepburn made a strong
plea for dutiable hides. He demand-
ed that the house be given an oppor-
tunity to vote on this question and
declared that every western republi-
can was in fovar of it.  Mr. Cannon
of Illinois also gave a qualified en-
dorsement to this demand. ;

In the course of this discussion, Mr.

DISCTPLE2S OF CHRIST.

Wrief Sketch of Their Remarkable
srowth—Short Statement of
Their Belief,

(Written for The Sun.)

‘The year book of ‘the Disciples of
Christ for 1896 has just been fissued.
The statistics therein given show that
this body keeps up the remarkabie
growth which has characterized its
progress of late years. The follow-
ing figures concerning the work in the
United States glive some idea of their
recent development in that country.

‘They had 350,000 - communicants in
the republic in 1880, 641,051 in 1890, and
1,019,967 in 1896. They have now 9,823
churches and 5,256 ministers. = The
amount raised for foreign - missions
through their two largest missionary
societies has increased from $3,455.356
in 1876 to $151,489.91 in 1896. Being 'a
young 'body, 'their energies have been,
until #the fast few years, confined to
gaining a foothold in the home ‘coun-
try. ‘They have 78 missionaries, 66
native helpers and 4,505 church mem-
bers in ‘the foreign field. ‘The am-
.ount jeollected by ithe genemal home
mission board has increased from
$927.77 in 1850 ‘to $76,337.74 in 1896. Fach
state has a separate board and ‘the
amount raised for home missions is
considerably more than that collect-
ed ‘through the general organization.
They  support 5 universities, 24 colleges
and 14 high schools and institutes.

In Anm also the growth of ‘this
chureh, in proportion to the popula-
fion, hias been rapid. The increase
in Canada and Great Britain has been
siower, but having now a good start
they may expect greater progress ln
these countries in ithe future.

A body that develops as mapidly as
the above figures would ‘indicate nat-
urally attracts attention and arouses
an dnterest in ‘their belief. I submit
the following statement of the prin-
cipal matters of belief of this people.
In doing 0 mo Toom Will be found
for argument nor lengthy ' explana-
tion:

The great underlying principles
which govern the practice and belief
of the Disciples of Christ are: That
the Bible affords an all sufficient state-
ment of belief for the Christian; that
it alone is authoritative. in matters
pértaining ¢o salvation; and that
nothing will justify a departure from
the teaching and practice of the prim-
itive church as revealed dn 'the Word
of God. They have wadopted, as a
maxim, ‘“Where the Scriptures speak
we speak; where the Scriptures are
silent we are silent.”

Briefly stated, the conclusions the
Disciples of (Christ have arrived at,
on 'the most important matters of
faith, in applying the above principles,
are:

1. The Divine lnsmra.ﬁon of theen-
tire Bible.

2. Al Scripture &s given by tinepir-
ation of God and ds profitable for doc-
trnine; for reproof, for correction, for
imstruction in righteousness, ‘“that
the man of God may be ' perfect,
thoroughly furnished unto all good
works.”

3. All Scripture, however, is not
egually binding upon Christians. We
must “rightly divide the Word of
Truth.” In accordance with this in-
junction the Disciples hold that: (1)
‘Whila the OChristian needs the Old
Westament to help him interpret and
prove the new, and to teach him many
valuable lessons yet as to what di-
reztly belongs to 'the constitution,
worghip, government and discipline of
the Church of Christ, the New Testa-
ment alone is binding. (2) The divis-
ions of the Bible should be considered
when studying and applying it. The
Scriptures should not be used indis-
criminately, but attention should be
paid to the raitural divisions of the
Word. For example, ithe Gospels
were written ‘that ye might believe
that Jesus is the Christ, the Son of
God.”” The Acts of 'the Apostles re-
cord conversions, and tell what a per-
son must do #o enter the body of
Christ; the Epistles were written ex-
colusively to churches and Christians;
and Revelation fortells the final tri-
umph of the church. The unconverted
therefore should not ook ito the
epistles for the way of salvation, nor
claim the promises therein, but should
be directed to' the Acts of the :Apos-
itles. The Disciples believe that wrong
application of the Word of Truth is
the cause of much of the division in
the Church of Christ.

4. The law having been given till
the Lord (Christ) should come, that
it was abolished when the gospel
dispensation was ushered in by the

death, burfal 'and resurrection ' of

Create a Disturbance in Boston,

A Fierce Struggle in Which the Captain Was
Somewhat Roughly Used.

Boston, March 31.—Three members
of the crew of the  British steamer
Greetlands, now taking in her cargo
at East Boston, engaged in a small
sized riot on board the steamer this

" afternoon, and succeeded in having
themselves ironed after a fierce strug-

gle, in which nearly every member of
the c¢rew, including the officers, were
more or less wounded. The men
who are under arrest are Samuel Mul-
vey,s Henry Gilman and Thomas
O’Brien, and all three appear to be
desperate characters.

The Greetlands arrived here on
March 19 from Cuba, and at ohce be-
gan discharging her cargo. The three
men, however, refused to work, claim-
ing ill-treatment on the part of Capt.
Couillard. The men interviewed the
British consul, but got little satis-
faction. They then went back to the
ship and turned into their bunks,
feigning sickness. A local doctor,
however, declared that they were
shamming, and they were ordered
beck to work. They refused and re-
mained below until Monday, when the
steamer, having been transferred to
East Boston, they again sought the
British consul and asked for thelr
discharge papers. At the time Capt.
Couillard was also at the consul's
office and related the facts to the
official. The men were refused their
request and left the office vowing
vengeance. Capt. Coulllard asked the
consul for police protection, but was
assured that there was no danger.
No sooner, however, did he appear on
the street in front of the consul's
office than one of the men, who was
lying in wait for him, made a rush
and knocked the captain down. The
man then ran off and with the-other
two boarded the steamer. The cap-
tain picked himself up and also start-
ed for the ship, arriving half an hour
after the men. As the captain neared
his vessel, one of the crew frantically
urged him to come aboard. “We are
all being murdered,” shouted the man.

WASHING FLUIDS. = -

A Chapter on Their Use—How to
Make a Good Filuid.

Strong brown laundry soaps, which
eontain powerful alkali, are excelent
for white clothes because they purify
and bleach them, but they are unfit
for use in washing cambrics or: any
colored clothes. Colored clothes should
he-washed ‘with some pure white soap
and dried as rapidly as possible. Dry
them in a dark, warm drying room,
and do not expose them while they
are wet to the light any more than
is abeolutely necessary. The most, de-
| icate colors treated this way will not
i fade.

‘We must discriminate at once
: against any washing fluid being used
{in washing colored clothes. All these
f'uids act as ‘bleaches, and while they
; materially assist in purifying white
i clothes and their proper use does mno
more harm than bleaching clothes on
{ the grass, they will utterly destroy
: the color of delicate cambrics.

There are many washing mixtures
. for sale, most of which will give good
:results if used for white clothes ac-
i cording to directions. Where they do
harm it is because they are carelessly
used. Df the laundry water is hard
. it is positively necessary to have some-
! thing to soften it.

{ ©One of the safest chemicals is am-
;monia. Two tablespoonfuls of am-
monia will be sufficient to soften four
gallons of water, A small amount of
washing soda, dissolved first in boil-
ing water and stirred through a tub
of cold water will accomplish the
same result, but when 'soda ‘is used
;in° large quantities it will rot the
strongest  fabric. © Borax, though

THE-U. S. TARIFF.

Foreign Embassies ind Legations Watching
- the Dingley Bill.

‘Washington, April 4.—The foreign
embassies and legations in Washington
are watching the passage of the tariff
bill with great care, as it materially
affects all commercial nations. Reports
are being forwarded to the various
foreign offices, and these in turn are
being made public abroad for the in-
formation of concerns shipping goods
to the United States. Naturally the
feeling among the diplomats is not
favorable to the measure, as it will re-
strict many of the lines of foreign
trade with this country.

The representatives of nations which
are most concerned with reciprocity
do mot regard the reciprocity features
of the present bill with favor. Up to
to present time no protests have been
filed from any source, although it is
sald certain representations from the
Argentine government are on the way
t0 the minister here. Some of the
ministers have talked unofficially with
Secretary Sherman as to the general
character of the bill, but they have
‘become satisfied that the executive
branch had no desire to exert any in-
fluence on the legislative branch to-
ward Keeping down tariff rates.

The British embassy strictly adheres
to the rule that it has no concern with
matters of internal legislation. Al-
though English trade is more affected
by the bill than that of any other
country, mo representations or protests
of any kind have been made by the
British government. Aithough Canada
is a British colony, it makes its own
tariff laws, which operate against Eng-
land as well as the United States. The
talk of retaliation on the part of the
Canadian government'is confined to
dominion quarters, and such retalia-
tiomn, If resorted to, would not require.
the approval of the home government.

The German embassy have received
no instructions from the home gov-
ernment relative to the tariff bill.
At the same time the great strides
made by Germany as an industrial
nation give special interest to the pre-
sent legislation, as it will affect many
lines of German goods coming to
this country. It is considered likely
that the commercial warfare will lead
to an increase of tariff rates in Ger-
many. As Austria-Hungary is close-
ly allied with Germany in commence
as well' as foreign affairs, it is said
that a tariff increase by Germany
would be followed by Austria-Hun-
gary and
countries.

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 MISSISSIPPI FLOODS,

Half a Hundred Towns in Six Feet of Water
; Last Sunday.

. Memphis, Tenn., April 4—Another
disastrous hreak in the Mississippi
occurred today at Flower Landing,
#ix miles below Tunica, Miss. The
crevasse, which is not yet of . great
width, is fully fifteen feot deep and
is pouring through the
opening with fearful velocity. This
probably will be the most destructive
‘break that has occurred in the levee.
The most fertile farm lands of Missis-
&ippl in ‘the mortherm portion of the
etate will be inundated, and the new-
ly planted corn crop will be laid
waste. The condition of the poorer
classes throughout the flooded area is
indeed critical. Thousands of re-
fugees are huddled in levees and in
spots of land walting for velief. The
towne of Rosedale and Tunica repont
that everything possible is being done
for these poor people, but the funds
and provisions are fast becoming ex-
hausted. In the little city of Rossdale
alone twelve thousand refugees are
being cared for by the citizens. Half
a hundred towns tonight stand in six
feet of water and ‘the yellow stream
is creeping up slowly but surely.

Advices just received tell of a break
at the levee, sixteen miles south of
Helena, Ark. The waters will flood a
great area, and in all probability will
back wup into the streets of Helena.
The relief steamer Ora Lee arrived at
Marianna, .Ark, this afternoon, hav-
ing made an expedition up the St.
Francis river. There were on board
160 refugees and 'two hundred head of
cattle. The steamer went up the St
Framecls river as far as Cut-Off, and
then worked her way down the stream
Tescuing people from  perilous posi-
tions. The suffering along the St.
Francis river ie appalling. The water
throughou't the entire Mayberg county
is from six to fifteen feet deep. The
relief boat had on board the body of
Mre. McMain of Raggno City, there
being no land at that place on which
to give it interment. 3

The St. Francis is rising from three
to five inches daily.

A sketeh of
her life would be a history of the or-
der itself—its foundation, its growth,
the marvellous amount of good work
it has done. St. Vincent's orphanage
allone is a monument to her remark-
able executive ability and to her ar-
duous labors, for in her time it has
grown to large proportions and has
been menaged with rare skill
ﬁxd.gfmemt Hundreds of children, glnb
'and boys, cared for under her watch-
ful eye, and trained to become- useful
women and men, have lived to bless
her for the efforts in their behalf. She
was devoted to religion, to the
orphans, and to ‘the poor gemerally,
but she also found time to imterest
hersel in education and in ladies’ so-
No labor was too great io be under-
taken in the service of God and His
church, and her work was abundant-
1y crowned with success. Mother Aus
gustine’s death is a sad blow to the
Sisters. -over whom she had presided
for so long a time. In the commumnity
generally, irrespective of creed, her
death will be deeply deplored, because
of her admirable qualities of mind
and heart, and the splendid work she
has mcoom'phsned
