CHICAGO, April 11.—Thirty-six men 
arrested In various cities south, east 
and west on charges of conspiracy to 
operate a lottery will be axrraigned 
today before Judge Bethea in the Fed­
eral District Court. These men, of 
whom David H. Jones, 70 years old, is 
said to have been the chief, are 
charged with conspiracy in causing 
the transportation of lottery tickets 
by express companies. Jones was ar­
rested in his office in this city Iasi 
May, and since then the secret servie» 
men have been gathering up his so- 
called agents In various cities, 
alleged lottery is the old reliable Guar­
anty Loan and Trust Co., of Chicago, 
declared by Federal authorities to be 
the last of the three big lotteries that 
for years had flourished in the United 
States. The other two, the Honduras 
and Kentucky lottery, were killed by 
the Investigations of secret service op­
erative Harry Donaghy and the Fed­
eral action that resulted from his in­
quiries. Jones, It is said, started 
old Reliable Guaranty Loan Trust Co. 
twenty years ago under the pretense 
that it was a loan association, the lot­
tery prize representing the loan. It ls 
said he made $2,000,000 or more out of 
the business but lost a greater part of 
his wealth In board of trade and other 
speculations.

982, and total expenditure on consolid­
ated fund account of $65,093,374. These 
figures, of course, do not represent the 
full returns for the year which will not 
be available for several weeks yet. 
When the final balnce for the year is 
struck it is expected the total revenue 
Will he fully $96,500,000, and the total 
consolidated" fund expenditure about 
$79,000,000, thus leaving a surplus of 
approximately $17,500,000, as estimated 
by Hon. Mr. Fielding In his budget 
speech.

that is it a property holder paid $50 or 
over he would be entitled to vote for 
all three; a non-property holder paying 
$60 taxes would vote for two, while the 
smaller tax payer would vote for but 
one candidate. Fay these commission­
ers not less than seven thousand dol­
lars each—remember if you want good 
men you must pay them a good salary 
—a cheap employe is expensive at any 
price—give these three men power to 
employ an Л1 engineer; pay the en­
gineer not less than four or five thou­
sand dollars a year and turn the whole 
municipal affair over to them. I tell 
you it makes one heart sick to go away 
and find the flower of our city prosper­
ing in other places and their own town 
cannot support them, and unless some­
thing is done, some action taken quick­
ly, many of our choicest young men 
who are with us now will very soon 
be numbered ÿmong the exiles. Can 
you blame them? No, rather commend 
them for having the grit to break away 
from friends and influence and make 
names for themselves. On the other 
hand it is up to the city to bring 
about conditions which will warrant 
these energetic young men staying 
here. It seems to me it Is pretty near­
ly time something was done. The mer­
chants of Winnipeg have banded to­
gether in an organization known as 
“The Winnipeg Development and In­
dustrial Bureau.” Their object is to 
impress upon everyone that Winnipeg 
offers better possibilities for invest­
ment of capital than any other city in 
the world.

OF MURDER
i BOSTON, April 10.—News of the ar­

rest in western Macedonia of a band 
of Mahometan Albanians, including the 
alleged slayer of Bishop Photias of 
Goritsa, was received in this city yes­
terday.

The despatch stated that the slayer 
of the bishop, Topoulis Bailo, had just 
arrived fromo Boston with a band of 
Albanians, and when arrested by the 
Macedonian authorities papers were 
found In their possession showing that 
they were sent by the anti-Hellenic 
faction of the Boston Albanians to as­
sassinate the present Greek bishop oil 
Goritsa.

Bailo, the leader of the band, who 
has been travelling in America for the 
past ten months collecting money for 
his countrymen, arrived at Preveyo 
about two weeks ago. Hho stopped 
with a number of his followers at a 
hotel and while intoxicated boasted, it 
is alleged, that he was the slayer of 
Bishop Photias. The entire party was 
taken into custody.

Bishop Photias was assassinated a 
year ago by a man Who asked for his 
blessing and the assassin escaped.

While Bailo was here it is said he 
boasted at a meeting held at 173 Pleas­
ant street that he had killed the bishop. 
The local Greeks attempted to have 
him extradited by the Turkish authori­
ties, but failed, 
throughout New England collecting 
funds for an Albanian revolution.

Demosthenes B. Terzakis, editor of 
the Metanastis, the local Greek paper, 
said last evening that agents of the 
sultan wrere here to create factions 
among the young Albanians and to 
arouse the. fanaticism of the Mohame- 
tan Albanians against Christians in 
Macedonia, and he believes the men 
arrested yesterday are in the employ 
of the Turkish government.

According to a prominent Greek 
manufacturer of this city, the Mace­
donian Philhellenic committee cf Bos­
ton knew of the departure of the band, 
as the latter made no attempt to keep 
their affairs secret, 
turer claims that the Russian govern­
ment is also trying to create an anti- 
Hellenic sentiment among the 20,000 
Christian Albanians in New England.
