Girentnr  Letter,

To rae Crurcmes COMPOSING THE WesTERN Baprist
AssociaTion.

Dear Brethren,

The apostle Paul, eghorts us to keep the utity of the
Spirit in the bond of peace. How needful this exhortation |
™ At the conmencement of the Christian church, we are told,
* the multitude of themy that believed, were of one heart
and otie soul; nejther said any one that ought which he
possessed was his own ; but they had all things common.”
How different from this hag been the state of the Christian
church, for the most part ever since! At the present
moment, the church of Christ is divided into seggions,
between which there is often the most bitter hostility,

But to confine our attention at present to those congre.
gations which have their government in their own hands, it
is a well known fact that among them there is great want
of the unity of the Spirit. The fruits of the Spirit are
love, joy, peace, long suffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,
meekness, temperance. In such congregations are often
witnessed, a spirit of pride, jealousy, envy, resentment
malice, and contention, The Holy Spirit knew how much
of human depravity would exist among the followers of
Jesus, and, therefore gave the important precept, endeay.
ouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of
peace.”

The apostle states both the means and the motives which
should lead to unity of the Spirit. He says * with all
lowliness and meckness, with longsuffering, forbearing one

snother in love.” Here is the road to union smong Chris-
tians,




14

The first of the series is *with all lowliness,” the very
reverse of pride. It is plainly implied when lowliness is
inculeated, as ‘essential to unity, that pride leads to dis-
union. Not only is it taught in the Bible, but any one who
has lived any length of time in the world, will see that pride
more than any thing else leads to contention and strife. In
the church of Christ—it is a principal source of contention,
strife, hatred, and disunion. It has often torn congrega-
tions to pieces—and alienated those), who should have been
united in the bond of perfection. In the world, pride pro-
duces daily strife, hatred, and division; leads to national
wars—and pours out human blood like water. It has
placed the 'Man of Sin on his throne s—led him to lord it
over the Christian church, and to assume a superiority. over
kings ;—and even to take the titles and honours of Deity.

How different is all this from that lowliness which is es-
sential to unity ! The Saviour gate a nost striking exam-
ple of humility when he left the throne of his glory,
and took our place on Calvary. He set a child in the midst
of his disciples, and said, Exocept ye be converted, and be-
come as little ohildren—ye. shall not. enter the kingdom of _
God.” He taught that whosoever would be chief among
his followers, must be servant of all. Paul, in treating of
the same subject, exhorts his brethren to esteem others
better than themselves. It is easy to see that such a spirit
and such conduct would go far to. produce a unity of spirit
among Christians.

The next characteristic inculeated by the apostle as ne-
cessary to union, is meekness. This involves great com-
mand of our temper, 50 as not to be easily provoked,or
irritated. Causes of provocation will arise. We are 80
constituted that it seems impossible under present cirgum-
stances, that it oan be altogether avoided. It is no.less
evident that oﬂ‘egce is often taken where none is intended,
In all such cases, the prescription of the apostle,~—meek-
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ness—will be \found to.be the remedy needed. Trifles and
imaginary. causes of offence will b given to the wind, and
the unity of the Spirit be maintained.

The next part of the means necessaxy to.unity, preseribed
by the apostle ig « longsuffering, forbearing: one anether in
love.” N}amereus peculiarities distinguish individuals,
No two faces are alike ; and no two human beings are pre-
cisely similar. ‘We are distingnished by differenee of sen.
timent, of = digposition - and manner.  Some of our
peculiarities are natural, others are the result of edygga.
tion of disposition and of habit. Some of these pecu-
liarities, may. not bhe agreeable to others, In such cages
the remedy. iy ¢ long-suffering, forbearing. one another. in
love.” “Charity or love covereth a multitude of sing.”
“ Charity suffereth long and is kind,” < Charity beareth
all things, beliaveth all things, hopeth all things, endureth
sll things.”

The argument, employed by the apostle to lead Christisng
t0-unity, operates strongly in' the world, in seouring the
eommon good.  The attuphmen&.ezisﬁng between members

’
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of the same family is often evinced by sympathy in trouble,
and by contributing to each other's welfare. In the same
way, under certain ciroumstances, the fact, that persons are
the natives of the same city, the same province, or the same
country, has a strong influence in calling forth attachment,
especially when meeting on a foreign shore, in the midst of
strangers. So also but in a much higher degree, the thought
of the close and deeply interesting connection of the people
of God, is calculated powerfully to draw them together, and
unite them in the perfect bond of love. ‘ :

The first particular, in the bond of union{specified by
the apostle, is, that * there is one body.” Christians are
the members, and Christ is the head. All our members
constitute but one body. ¢ The eye cannot say to the hand,
I have no need of thee ; nor again the head to the foot, I
have no need of you. Nay, much more, those members
which seem to be more feeble are necessary. And those
members which we may think to be less honourable, upon
these we bestow more abundant honour ; and our uncomely
parts have more abundant comeliness. For our comely
parts have no need ; but God hath tempered the body
together, having given more abundant honour to that part
which lacked ; that there might be no schism in the body,
but that the members should have the same care ome of
another. And whether one member suffer, all the members
suffer with it ; or one member be honoured, all the members
rejoice with it. Now ye are the body of Christ, and mem-
bers in perticular.” N othing could illustrate more forcibly
the close connection subsisting among the people of God.
In the human body there is no jarring, no opposition of
one member to another ; their troubles and their joys are
one. How desirable that the same unity should be main-
tained in the church of God! . :

The next item in the bond of union is, * there is one
Spirit.” As the human body is actuated by one soil, so
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the body of Christ g actuated by one Spirit, That spirit
is one of love and peace. Were Christiang always actuated
by his heavenly influence, nothing, of an opposite’ nature,
could ever occur among them. When, therefore, jarrinés
take place, it is evident some other spirit is at work among
them.

Again it is said, « eyen as ye are called in one hope of
your calling,”—there ig gne heaven. Here is 5 considera-
tion certainly fitted in 5 high degree to produce unity, A :
Christians have the Pprospect of being united forever before i
the throne of God, They are now fellow-travellers, walk-
ing side by side to the heavenly J erusalem ; and there with .
the great multitude which no man can number, they shall ]
be united while eternity endures. The union of the people .
of Grod before the eternal throne will be under cireumstan-
ces of the happiest kind, There

merable company, will be unmingled and exalted happi-
Dess; there they shall &aze on the Divine glory, enjoy the
Ppersonal presence of the Redeemer, and mingle familiar]y
with angels and archangels. Such a Prospect is surely
caloulated to lead christians to forbear one another in love,
and to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.
It is said further, there jg ¢ one Lord, one faith, one
baptism.” The Lord Jesus Christ is our lawgiver,—the
sole King and Head of hig church. Under Him all Chris-
tians are placed. He gives them protection and guidance,
and to him they must submit, There is * one faith,” The
mode by which the followers of Jesus are admitted to the
enjoyment of ‘all their privileges and blessings, is by faith,
that it may be by grace. There is ¢ one baptism.” In
baptism, ag appointed* by our Lord, believers are required
to profess their faith in Him, and thus be introduced into
the Christian church, In this ordinance one Lord apd one
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faith are publicly professed, and the fandamental blessings of
‘the gospel ‘are represented to the church “and ‘the world.
The fact that Cliristians ‘are one in so many particulars,
should draw them together in the ‘closest bonds and make
‘them feel that they are ‘indeed one.

Finally, “there is one God and Father of all, who is
above all, and through ‘all, and in you all.” Allare the
oreatures of his hand. = He is through all in' his adorable
providence. He numbers the hairs of our heads. The
spatrow does not fall to the ground without him. Hvery
oliange we experience, the blessings we receive, the aflio-
tions we endure, all are from His hand.

REPORT OF THE FRENCH MISSION BOARD.

In presenting their annual Report, the Board regret that
they have not as much to communicate that is encouragin,
a8 in former years. The difficulties connected ‘with our
work far greater than most of our brethren are aware of,
have withstood us with more than usual force during. the
year just transpired. The priests have been ‘extremely
vigilant and active, and the people generally evince a Bpirit
of prejudice and hostility which would render our labors
utterly futile, but for the power of divine grace, and the
promises of God.

Our Mission School fias been kept up during part of the
year. - The French Teacher, employed by the Board, to
whom such hopeful reference was made in our last report,
did not realize our expectations concerning him. Clircum-
stances which we deem it unnecessary to explain, led the
Board to consider it their duty to dismiss him from their
service. After his dismissal Miss Ellen Porter devoted
her gervices gratuitously to the Sehool for three months, and
was gathering around her an fnteresting group of children,

There are three places where our
brother statedly preaches, viz, ; Pubnico, Meteghan and St,
Mary’s Bay.

We are aware that brethren often ask for immediate re-
sults, but if they knew all the obstacles that stand in the
way, they would learn patiently “ to labor and wajt,” The
Board would say that they are willing to go on with their
work, if the churches will Sustain them with their contriby.-
tions and prayers, leaving the issue in the hands of God.

This could be done
by disposing of the premises at Tusket, or by voluntary
contributions from the chnrches.” Should it be deemed ad-
visable to sell the Mission premises at Tusket it would be
necessary for this Association to authorize the Beard to
secure from the Legislature an Act by which they could
legally be disposed of.
gWe farther deem it desirable to’ commence the Mission
"School as soon as possible, and in order to keep it in opera-
tion, despite priestly. opposition, to take into the school a
few children whom the Board will have to feed and clothe
as well as educate. Others would come to the school,
whom we may retain as long as possible while we should
depend upon those only who have placed themselves under
our control and care.
Men and brethren help. We thank you for your efficient
ayerful aid in the past. We ask not only its continuance,
ut increase.  Our trials and responsibilities have been
many and often disheartening, but if our Pastors and
ohurches will still hold up our hands we are still ready and
willing to go on with the Mission and seek the eternal wel-
fare of the thousands of our French population who are
groping their way to another world, without the light of
the glorious Grospel to guide them safely thither. All ob-
? jections fade before the solemn injunction of our Lord and
Master, ““Go ye into all the world and preach the Geospel
to every creature.”

REPORT OF THE DOMESTIC MISSIONARY
p BOARD.

The Domestic Missionary Board ‘beg to lay before the
Association a statement of the operations carried on since

. your last session, in the department of Christian effort en-
trusted to them. The m Mission work done under the
direction of your Boar ing the year, is, perhaps, as
groat in amount as that of any preceding year. Ten Mis-
sionaries have been employed in the service of the Board,
though, with two exceptions, only for a small'portion of the

.
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¢ year. Ninety weeks of Missionary labour have been ex-
pended in Qﬁe Migsion field, comprising the followin
placeg :—Barrington and Shelburne with intermediate
places, New Albany, Springfield, East Dalhousie, West
Dalhousie, Lake I.e Rose, Perot, Milford, Graywood, An-
napolis, Greenfield, Middlefield, Chelsea, Young’s Cove,
the Ovens and vicinity, (Lunenburg), New Ross, St. Mar-
garet's Bay, and Port Mattoon,
In the year now ended 384 sermons have heen preached

d of the missions.

For thd services of your missionaries the Board hag paid
out $577.904 ; due yet $111,00 for work done.

The success of those labors, if judged by the number of
additions, must be considered as small ; only geven converts
having heen baptized during the year. We cannot, how-
ever, doubt that, whil hristian heart has been
made glad in the Lord, and strengthened in fajth, love, and

obedience, the seed of the kingdom deegly and widely sown

will, through the power of the Holy pirit, produce, ere
long, an abundant harvest of disciples true and faithful te
Christ. and hig Church. We should pray earnestly that the
word of God may ba glorified, and not return void,

Two of the misgions g

may he accomplished in the Mission field, b the people
emselves, towards procurin. almost continuous labor
throughout the year. Bro. R. % Morton has been e aged
in migsionary work for the whole y oard
of '$100 only; the people of New Albany, S&Fingﬁeld, and
Sherhrook making up the remainder, Bro. W. H, Richan
mployed in a similar manner the greater part of
the year at Barrington, Shelburne, and intermediate places,
while the Board is accountable to him for twenty-six weeks
only, :

‘yVhile the Churches contribute by far the greater part of
the funds expended in the misgions appointed by this oard,
and must still he looked to ag the main pillar of support, it
is ver irable that the people on the mission ground

should he encouraged to contribute liberally in aid of the

~
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missions, 'and be required, where practicable, to pledge a
stated amount for this purpose. Thus would the funds be
materially relieved, and, in effect increased ; and that too
in a way most promising for future success. The more our
brethren and friends in the different places to which mis-
sions are appointed, contribute to pay the Missionary sent
them, the more labour can the Board employ on thb entire
Missionary field. It is hoped that these things will be re-
membered and the proper use made of them.

Your Board painfully feel that the Churches in this
Western Association, do not, as a whole, put forth that
amount of strength in the Home Mission enterprise, which
their numbers and pecuniary ability warrant us to expoct.
Our contributions to this cause might be' trebled, without
opr exceeding what duty, and the wants of the Home Mis-
sion require. We should not be satisfied with supplying the
limited mission-field within the bounds of our own Associa-
tion ; we should lay ourselves out to send the Grospel to the
more destitute regions in Eastern Nova Scotia, in Cape
Breton, and in Prince Edward Island. Two members of
your Board, the Chairman, and the Secretary, made a sort
of official visit to the latter Island during the last session of
the Eastern Association, held at Bedeque ; and, from what
we saw and heard, we were deeply impressed with the mag-
nitude of the Home Mission work required of our brethren
inthe Easternand Central Associations, and which they are
endeavouring to supply. We are more deeply convinced
than ever that both as individuals and churches, it is our
duty to take hold with them in this great work in a manner
more energetic and liberal than we have yet done.

We cannot, it is submitted, feel too deeply on this point.
In almost every part of the Eastern field, alread indicated,
missionary work is required and called for. %’h should
we not respond in a manner worthy of the Gospel, and of
our Divine Master. We have the ability ; and we ought to
have love enough to Jesus Christ, and to the souls of men,
for his, sake, as willingly, liberally, and gladly to employ
such portion of our means as will be pleasing to Him, for
the purpose of communicating the Gospel to sinners with-
out the means of grace, or but seantily supplied witlt them.
If we would prosper much as a people, our benevolence
must flow forth deeper and stronger in this God-honouring,

The two highly useful Schools in Burmah, sustainéd by
fands contributed in these Provinces, require enlargéd-oon-
tributions to keep them in continual successful operation.

In conclusion, your Committee earnestly request that fer-
vent and unceasing Igrayer{mny be offered to the Lord of
the harvest, that He would dispose the hearts of men
adapted to the work, to go forth from our midst as Missiona-
ries to the perishing heathen, and that He would increase
the number of faithful and efficient native laborers, and ac-
company all the efforts that now are, or that may be, put
forth, with His rich and abundant blessing.

Robert V. Jones, Esq., A. M., having accepted an appoint-
ment to a professor’s chair in Acadia College, his place will
be filled by Mr. Israel Blair, who has been engaged in that
important position during the last quarter. The staff of
Teachers in both departments, will therefore, with the ex-
cegfion of the above named, be the same as last year.

our Committee would direct the attention of the de-
nominatign to the fact, that the Female Department has,
they think, already reached its culminating point, in its
present locality, and that soon its movements are likely to
retrograde unless some measures are taken to secure com-
modious and more suitable buildings. As regards ac-
commodations, we compare most unfavorably with institu-
tions of far less worth, and are often put to the blush when
such contrasts are presented. We trust the Baptists ‘will
not be eontent to leave the Seminary in this state. Let
our friends not forget that other institutions are rising up,
with such we hope ever to stand in honorable and christian
rivalry, but to do this we must provide for young ladies
whose presence and influence we would draw towards Hor-
ton, the domestic comforts and conveniences of home.
Some plan having a reference to this subject will, we trust,
ere long, be presented to the Baptist community, to receive,
we hope, that hearty response, accorded in other days, to
the educational schemes of our honored Fathers.

It has been suggested that the Academy might be placed
under the control of the Governors of Acadia College, and
thereby avoid the necessity of two executive bodies at Hor-
ton. Your Committee endorse this proposal, and think it
advantageous for both Institutions.
