Montreal, Que, June 28—Confer-
ences were held today between repre-
sentatives both of the Grand Trunk
and the Canadian Pacific Railways
and representatives of the Trainmen's
and Conductors’ Unions and while
nothing definite has resulted a more
conciliatory spirit seems to prevail
as the result of the conferences and
it is hoped that out of further con-
ferences which are to be held some
compromise will follow.

The representatives of the men had
a couple of hours conference with
Vice-president Fitzhugh of the Grand
Trunk and subsequently held a con-
ference with Vice-president McNicoll
of the Canadian Pacific, who returned
to the cjty today and took charge of
the negotiations on behalf of the com-
pany.

At the comference with Vice-presi-
dent Fitzhugh of the Grand Trunk the
men's representatives demanded the
adoption of the standard rate of the
territory east of Chicago, but the rep-
resentative of the company absolutely
declined to agree to this, pointing out
that the conditions of the road were
quite different to those governing the
other rallways in question. As soon
as conditions should become equal it
was stated the company would con-

. sider the matter of standardization of
wages but not until them, Ng definite
{ counter offer was made by the com-
pany but tentative offers were sub-
\ mitted to the men's representatives
{ Which may pave the way for a com-
promise,

Vice-president Fitzhugh after the
conference made the following state-
ment:

“We met the represemtatives of the
tralnmen and conductors today for the
first time since the wages trouble be-
gan some six months ago and dis
cussed the matter thoroughly with
them. The men presented their de
mands and views and the views of
the company were presented. While
we could not accept the proposal made
by the men and while they would not
accede to the views we expressed, the
discussion was carried on in a friend-
1y manner and I have every hope that
an amicable adjustment will be event-
ually arrived at. The matter being
still under discussion I can say noth-
ing further save that we have not ar-
rived at an impasse yet.”

Sussex, June 28.—Twenty-six hun-
dred men and officers are lying un-
der canvas tonight at Camp Sussex.

Col. C. H. Fairweather, which march-
ed into. camp with the band playing,
at two o'clock, completed the populat-
ing of the tented city. Bustle and ex-
citement reigned all day as the troops
detrained and erected tents in the
pouring rain.

Count Zeppelin’s Detitschland
Disabled With 33 Persons
On Board, And Is Torn To
Pieces On Tree Tops.

REFRACTORY MOTOR
CAUSE OF TROUBLE

Dusseldorf, Germany, June 28—
Count Zeppelin's  passenger alirship
Deutschland, the highest developed of
all the famous aérenaut’s models, lies
tonight on top of tHe Teutoburgian for-
est, plerced with pine tree stems, a
mass of deflated silk and twisted
aluminum, The thirty three persons
aboard after a wild contest with a
storm, escaped uninjured, climbing
down a rope landed from the wrelk
on the pine tops,

Herr Colesmann, general manager
of the New Airship Company, Chief
Engineer Duerr, of the Zeppelin Com-
pany and Capt. Kannenberg, who per-
sonally had charge of the crew of ten,
and twenty newspaper men, sailed
from Dusseldorf at 8.30 o’clock this
morning for a three hours excursion,
The objective point was Dertmund
about 356 miles away, but a high head
wind prevailed and an effort was
made to reach Munster, a garrison
town, 80 that a landing might be made
on the parade ground by the aid of the
soldiers, and it was realized that it
would require a large number of them
to hold the vast contrivance against
the wind. It was dangerous to at-
tempt a landing in an open field, be-
cause of the storm as the metal was
likely to pound to pleces.

One Motor Broken.

In the high wind one of the motors
refused to work and the other two
were not powerful enough to make
another progress in the gale. The
airship drifted, swaying in the violent
gusts and all the while the engine-
men were at work repairing the dis-
abled motor. When this was done,
all four screws wey driven at their
full ;power, under which in normal
conditions the alrship was capable
of attaining a speed of forty miles an
hour. -But the kelmmnan was unable
to keep his course, and the great craft
was swung about at the mercy of the
winds.

Colesmann did not dare to turn the
ship around for fear of capsizing and
decided to drift in the gale which was
now blowing at the rate of 50 miles
an hour toward Osnabruck, which is
also a garrison station. If he missed
that he intended to continue to Sen-
ne,
Suddenly he perceived a whirl wind
coming and ascended to a height of
nearly 4000 feet to avoid the worst
of it. With the wind came a down-
pour of rain. After half an hour the
Deutschland came down to permit of
observation and it was seen that the
Teutorbergian forest lay below. The
forward motor stopped and Colesmann
sent five of the correspondents to the
after gondolia to ballast the wheel.

The Deutschland sank rapidly hav-
ing lost much gas in the high alti-
tudes, and dragged along the top of
the dense forest. A heavy branch of
a tree broke through the floor of the
cabin amidships, throwing two of the
guests to the floor. Other branches
ripped through the gas compartments,
and the whole great structure settled
down 30 or 40 feet from the ground.

“It isn’t the fault of the Zeppelin
system,” exclaimed Herr Colesmann,
“that is all right. It is our own fault,
as our benzine ran out.”

GOVERNMENT RESPONSIBLE

FOR GOULDTHRITE

SUICIDE IS
ALLEGED BUT
NOT BELIEVED

Evidences Of Gouldthrite’s Dis-
appearance From Steamer
On Lake Erie Could Well
Have Been Manufactured.

Detroit, Mich, June 28.~—There fis
some reason to belleve that all the
evidences of the suicide of F. 8.
Gouldthrite from the Detroit-Buffalo
steamer Eastern States, were manu-
factured as a blind to cover his es-
cape, ¥

A cap was probably carrked in the
suit case doing away with the neces-
sity for the straw hat. The overcoat
also is a heavy one, and unnecessary
for this weather. At the same time in
the inside overcoat pocket was found
a pair of green socks with the garters
attached, Indicating that possibly
Gouldthrite intended to try to swim
to shore.

If Gouldthrite jumped into the river
near Detroit as he said he would, it
would have been between 7 and 8
o'clock, as the Eastern States enters
the river at about the former hour
and at that time he would have been
seen,

However the leap was apparently
made from the lower deck, about a
ten foot drop, into the churning wake.
It cannot be believed that any man
could lve in this,

WALSH SKID TC

U. S. Authorities Seeking Faro
Player Who Is Suspected Of
Complicity In Looting Cam-
bridge Bank.

Boston, June 28.—It Is anticipated
that another one of those who were

The federal authorities are said to
have received information that Martin
J. Walsh, who was indicted on two
separate charges, containing respect-
ively 31 and 5 counts, is in Canada,
and that Mrs. Walsh is in Pennsylvan-
ia. Every effort is being made to
find Walsh.

It is understood that one of those
who was secretly indicted will be a
government witness at the trial next
fall. This news has caused great
consternation among the faro gang
and their friends.

of His Successful Tour

Ottawa, June 28.—Mr. R. L. Borden
today gave the following interview on
the printing bureau scandal:—

The scandal which has just come
to light in the printing bureau serves
to ilustrate the attitude of the gov-
ernment in one important respect
which should be borne in mind by the
people. The present administration
is afraid to take the people into its
confidence by instituting a thorough
and searching public investigation in-
to the great spending departments of
the government,

That such an investigation is abso
lutely necessary was amply demon-
strated beyond question first by thel
report of the civil service commis-|
slon and next by the report of Mr.
Justice Cassels., Immediately afte
the elections of 1908 certain leading
Liberal journals in Ontario and Que-
bec expressed a certain thrill of con-
science with respect to coditions
which they could not defend in some
of the departments. They declared
that a house cleaning was necessary
and one of them affirmed that the
prime minister would enact the role
of a Candian Herucules by cleansing
the augean stables of the great spend-
ing departments, .

Mr. Doherty’s Resolution.

After the report of the Cassels
commission, Mr. Doherty, on behalf
of the opposition, moved a resolution
the operative part of which is as fol-
lows: —

“That in order to lift the cloud of
suspicion that rests upon the admin-
istration of the various departments,
to satisfy the demand of the country
for honest and business like methods
and to purge the public service of in
efficiency reckless waste and corrup-
tion practices it is advisable and
necessary in the public Interest that
a thorough and untrammelled investi-
gation be made by a competeft busi-
ness commission into the workings
of all the great spending departments
of the government.”

The government used its. majority
to vote down our motions and the
Canadian Hercules has not undertak-
en his task and the augean stables
remain still uncleaned.

Despatches from Detroit conveying
the information that F. 8. Gould-
thrite had drowned himself in the De-
troit River are not régarded serious-
ly here. It is generally believed that
it is simply part of a preonceived plan
to throw the police of the continent
off his track. Whether this theory is
correct of course, may never be
known. However the alleged suicide
may assist ‘the very evident inclina-
tion of the government to hush the
whole affair as speedily as possible,

{It Is patent that the guthorities here

have made no serious efforts to bring
Gouldthrite to justice, and it is also
very well known now that the reason
for the laxity in bringing into play
the operations of law is that, Iif
Gouldthrite were put into the box the
revelations would affect many per-
sons not only in Ottawa, but in other
places as well, notably Toronto and
Montreal,

So until something is heard of
Gouldthrite, the opinion may be cor-
rect that the missing man is safe and
sound and that he will not be disturb-
ed in his retirement.

A glance at the auditor-general’s ac-
counts for the' year ending March
31, 1909, shows that one of the chief
beneficiaries of the printing bureau
last year was E. R. McNeil, who sup-
plied typewriters and other supplies

As an instance of the dealings in
carbon paper with a merchants firm
last year, the bureau purchased to
the extent of $11,680 from the Peer-
less Supply Company, of New York,
and $7000 from the Rogers Manifold
and  Carbon Paper Company, of the
same city.

The
latter is not an easy one to answer,
Jeffries is not so pretty or scientific a
boxer as James J. Corbett was in his
prime nor is Johnson, so far as that

goes, Corbett was probably the clev-
erest boxer that ever lived, barring
none, But Jeffries has steadily im-

proved in skill and science, and Cor-
bett is authority for the statement
that today he is not only a fighter, but
a rattliig good boxer, No one denies
that Johnson is a clever boxer. He
is a good gauger of distance, quick
and elusive. His defence Is consider
ed by pugilistic experts about the best
among the heavywelights now in the
ring.
Jeff's Punches,

But as an all-round fighting machine
Jeffries, before his retirement, prob-
ably never had his equal:d He had a
terrific punch in either hand, one that
fairly landed would and did knock out
any man he ever faced, and which
Sharkey and Fitzelmmons agree was
powerful enough to make a mule take

the count. Blows that would have
floored an ordinary pugilist never
even worried “Big Jim.” When Jeff
ries was fighting men like Corbett,
Bob Fitzsimmons, Gus Rublin and
Tom Sharkey, he took some terrific
blows. Sharkey and “Lanky Bob”
Fitzsimmons were considered the

hardest hitters of their time, and they
steamed some blows into varfous
parts of the big fellow's anatomy that
would have ecrumpled up any other
man._ He took them as if they were
handing him bouquets, and came in
asking for more,

These clever, rugged fighters “wal-
loped him good and plenty,” but their
blows had hardly more effect than a
doll's, and after a time Jeffries would
land a crushing blow and his oppon-
ent would know nothing more until
some time later, after the awakening
by his trainer, when he would be told
how it Happened.

After Jeffries had won the undis-
puted championship of the world and
had whipped all aspirants who were
worthy of his consideration, he got
tired of the ring, married, bought a
ranch out 'in sunny California and
took to the simple life, He found it
just to his taste; too, and was happy
as the day was long. When the mon-
ey bags began to get light all he had
to do was to go on the stage for a féw
weeks and replenish them. Naturally
the fighter grew “fat and lazy.” Then
Johnson began to loom big and dark
on the horizon. Johnson went over to
Australia, whipped Burnsg and claimed
the world’'s heavyweight champion-
ship.

To Work Quietly,

Jeftries, having yielded to pressure,
went about conditioning himself in a
fashion that 18 characteristic of the
man. Without yelling it about he went
to work quietly and steadily to train,
He found that he could get rid of a lot
of his suhlplus flesh, that he still had
that crushing punch, and so, after
months and months,he announced that
he could get into condition and would
sign articles for the fight.

When the articles were signed and
the date agreed upon, Jeffries began
training In edrnest, He picked out
Rowardennan, Cal, for his training
camp and started in, He had his man-
ager and a corps of boxers and train-
ers to help him, but he had ang still
has something else-—-a strong and de.
termined will of his own. Jeffries had
his own Ideas about how to get into
trim, and no matter what his trainers
or the whole world may say, he is go-
ing to follow them out

“Why, 1 have got to fight the negro,
haven’'t 17" he asked one day when
some one advised him to cut out vne
of his fishing expeditions and do some
boxing instead. “I guess 1 am more in-
terested in winning this fight myselt,”
he continued, “than anybody else,
That being so, I'm gonig to do what
I know is best and I don't care what
you or anybody else thinks, It's my
business.”

Careful Training.

Jeffries hag trained consclentiously
and systematically. He has varied the
monotony of daily runs, shadow box-.
ing and real boxing with fishing and
hunting trips. He {8 very fond of
both of the last named sports, and
belleves that in Indulging in them
while training he is safeguarding him.
self from becoming stale in the best
possible manner,

At Jeffries’ camp everything is pret-
ty harmonious. There 1§ no quarrel
ling, no fussing. When the day's work
is over the pugilists gather together,
tell storles or indulge in some “rough
housing;” in fact, almost everything
to keep the big fellow amused and
keep his mind off the coming battle
is done. Jeffries enjoys the fun and

‘often jolng in it hinwelf,

The result of this system has been
that the undefeated champion f{s
rounding inte grand condition unless
the opinion of the experts go for no-
thing. The fighters working with him,
those who visit him and the newspaper
correspondents all agree that “Jeffries
has come back and is as good as ever.”
Of course, only the fight itself can
prove the last assertion true, but his
recent photographs show that in looks
at least, he is perfectly physical
perfection.

At the negro's camp everything is
different. Johnson has had squabbles
with his managers, trouble with his
trainers, trouble with everybody

around him. There has been all sorts
of talk of “gun play.” One manager
whom he discharged threatened to
shoot him on sight, but after cooling
down put his case i the hands of a
lawyer, and now threatens to enjoin
the fight unless Johngon lives.up to
the agrement whigh he says he has
with him.

The wives of the men &t Johnson's
camp have added to the gemeral con-
fusion and turmoil by quarrelling
among themselves and getting their
husbands to take sides. Then there
have been joy parties and joy rides,
The lure of the racing automobile has
coustantly proved too strong for the
negro to resist, and he has often dis-
carded the gloves for wild dashes
over the country in his automobile,

Still, the tall, lanky negro seems
to Pe fit. His boxing recently has
been fast and satisfactory. Johuson
has plenty of sense. He I8 a shrewd
man. And reallzing how much he has
at stake, it s hardly lkely that he
will enter the ring out of condition.

Striking Contrast.

Jeffries and Johnson differ rm%;nb
ly. Out of the ring Jeffries is a qfet,
retiring citizen-—the lure of the gay
white way never enmeshed him., In
fact, Jeffries ig a truly remarkable
fighter, in that after he won the cham.
plonship he never hit the pace that
kills, 1t I8 laregly this fact that
makes him a favorite over Johnson
in the betting. Few and far between
are the late suppers and wine parties
that the blg Californian has ifhdulged
in. Life on a tarm with hisswife was
what suited him best,

Johnson is just the opposite,
negro is a lover of publicity and
notorfety, He likes the attention of
the multitude, and mis habits have
frequently brought him into the lime
light of police courts. His greatest
fad {8 automobile speeding. hig has
cost him a lot, of meney and he hag
been arrested time after time for ex-
ceeding the speed limit, But “ensy
come, easy go" is the negro's motto,
und he pays his fines with hardly a
whimper., He has been arrested on
othér charges more serious, but so
far he has scraped through without
“serving time.”

Johnson is Just a good-natured
negro. It takes a lot to ruffle his tem-
per, and his talk about the coming
fight has been sensible if not modest
and has won him kindly criticism from
n number of persons who, however,
hope to see “Jeff” knock him out.

As to the outcome of the fight--
who can say what it will be? The
only safe thing to venture is that it
will, while it lasts, be “some fight.”

Ring Tactics,

There has been endless speculation
as to the tactics the two men will
adopt when they face each other in
the ring. The general opinion seems
to be that Jeffries will force the fight

The

from the start, “carry it to Johnson
all the way,” as ring parlance puts it,
and that Johnson will use all his
skill in keeping away, hoping to tire
“Jeft” out and then “go in and lick
him."”

In his previous fights Johnson has
never been overanxious to force the
fighting. He has generally let the oth-
er mun do the forcing, walted his op-
portunity and then driven home the
punch that counted. Jeffries was nev.
er a patient walter. When he got an-
other man in the ring with him, he
started fighting and kept on uutil the
other fellow couldn't. Corbett, the
cleverest boxer in the world, danced
all around the big man for twenty:
three rounds, jabbing him when he
felt like it and easily dodging the re-
turns, Then, when everyone thought
the former champion’ would surely win
the fight on polints, Jeffries suddenly
cornered him and slashed in a vigor
ous blow that put Corbet to sleep for
several minutes,

Jeffries Invulnerable.

Before Jeffries retired from the ring
he could stand the worst hammering
imaginable without golug down. There-
fore, the question s, can Johngon
knock him out? Has he the punch?
It 1s certain that if the negro landed
squarely on any ordinary man it would
be a knockout, but Jeffries is, or was,
out of the ordinary,

Again, it is conceded that “Jeft" still
has his oldtime punch, and it 18 not
probable that Johnson will take any
risk of stopping it it he can help {t-
at least not until he thinks Jeifries 1s
tired out. Corbett says that Jeffries
ia faster than he ever was, If that be
true, will it be possible for Johnson to
keep away from him for any length of
time, even If he tries?

These are only a few of the dozens
of questions which “fight fans” are
keeping awake nights puseling over,
It will' take the fight itself to auswer
them,

There have been rumors that the
fight is “fixed,” is not “ow the level,”
8o far nothing has occurred that the
public knows of to substantiate such
storles, Jeffries has never been mixed
up in any fake fight, nor does it seem
likely that he would ‘lend himself to
such a scheme now. To the man on
the outside, it seems as if the fight
must be “stralght,” and he will have
to belleve so until something to the
contrary is proved,

Meanwhile, the Fourth draws on
apace and fhterest in the battle is fast
approaching the bolling point.

P. R. declined to discuss what had
trauspired at the conference with the
men’s representatives. “The matter
of an arrangement between the train-
men and conductors and the com-
pany,” he said, “is under negotiation
and I therefore think it is inopportune
to give any information O the sub-
Jject at present.”

Vice-president Murdock of the train-
men and Vice-president Berry of the
conductors in statements made to-
night said that the conference had
opened up new points of view and
further conférences would be held.
The railways, from what can be learn-
ed are ready to make some conces-
sions but the men will have to abate
their demands considerably If a set-
tement is to be reached.

A Press Opinion,

The Toronto Daily Star states to-
night in regard to the C. P. R, train-
men’s position that:

“Today's despatches from Montreal
are not hopeful in tone, with refer.
wnece to a settiement of the trainmen's
disputes. It is our belief that the
men would make a serious mistake
if, their efforts failing to persuade
the companies to improve the awards
of the board of conciliation they de-
termined to sirike for better condi-
tions.

“So far as the Star understands the
sitnation, the awards go as far as the
facts brought out in the investigations
would warrant.

“What the men askva was the same
rates of pay that are being paid apon
the Baltimore and Ohlo and many
other American roads. To justify this
demand it is mecescary to establish
two things. In the first place that
the rules on the C. P, R. which give
to the men extra paf for overtime,
detention, etc., which give in mrany
ways what the company describes as
ldouble pay for the same time are not

ter point so far as the Btar is aware
no evidence was offered to the board.
The contention on the part of the
company is one with which many peo-
ple in Canada will agree that the cost
of living as well as the standard of
living is lower in Canada. Upon this
belief the award of the board was
based. It gives a very substantial in-
crease but taking “rates of pay” alone
into account it falls just a little be-
low the American standard. That is
to say it falls below if rates of pay
only are compared. If, however,
money rules—and almost every ruie
means extra money to the men—be
compared also, as they must be, the
difference between the award and Bal-
timore and Ohio will be largely and
perhaps altogether eliminated.

Rules More Favorable.

For some years past the rules upon
the C. P. R. have been more favorable
to the men than rules upon most of
the American roads. This fact had to
be taken into account when the men
came with their demand for standard-
ization of pay. The company has re-
peatedly during the past two months
inquired whether the men would ac-
cept Baltimore and Ohio rules as well
as rates of pay. The representatives
of the men, however, took the posi-
tion that they must get Baltimore and
Ohio rates of pay with . P. R. rules,
amended %0 as to be more favorable
still to the men.

The view which the board took of
this was that while it was some-
thing which the men were at liberty
to ask, and the company equally at
liberty to grant, it was not equitable
or just as a settiement to be imposed
by the board. Whether the men em-
ployed on the C. P. R. will take this
latter view or not remains (o be seen.
The issue seems to be whether the
men upon the C. P. R. will strike for
an increase which will put them In
& better position than the men upon
some American roands with which set-
tlements have recemtly been wade,
and a position betier, having fn mind
the cosi of living in Cauada, than the
men have who are emploved upon
such roads as the New York Cemtral,
and the New Haven and Hartford.

GOOD ROAD IN TENNESSEE.

By H. H. Malone,

Memphis, Tenn. June 28.—Glidden
touring is no pastime for an amateur.
Take it from one who has tried it.
My idea of a Glidden tour was that 30
or 40 automobiles left a certain town
at a sane hour of the morning and ran
to another town some distance down
the line, bowling over good roads at
only a fair rate of speed.

But, believe me, Glidden touring is
altogether different. This first rude
awakening came in the matter of
hours. You are liable to be up and
out on the road at 4 o'clock in the
morning and you are extremely liable
not to land in the night “control” un-
til 11 o'clock. And as for the roads
well, men who have been making the
Glidden tours annually tell me that
the roads we encountered in Tennes-
see, Kentucky, Alabama and Mississip-
pl, are the worst a Glidden tour has
ever been routed over, Iu the moun-
tain districts we didn't follow roads,
wé followed lumber trails and by way
of enlivening the proceedings bumped
trees out of the way. or rooted up
stumps from the roadway. It's a fair-
ly strenuous pastime,

schedule which they must observe.
Probably the schedule calls for a run-
ning time of about 25 miles an hour,

That doesn’t sound fast and it wouldn't
be fast if the roads were good. But
when you jolt over mountain trails or
plow through swamps at 25 miles an
hour you feel certain your speed is
making the Twentieth Century limited
as slow as a letter from- home with
money.

Going down through Kentucky on
the old stage coach trail, over which
Dai Lewis, official pathfinder, drove
the first aytomobile last spring, our
engine stalled. While we were work-
ing with it a tall mountaineer came
along.

The Educational Institute of New
Brunswick opened its meeting in this
city in the assembly hall of the High
School yesterday morning. Almost
500 teachers from different points
through the provinces were in at-
tendance, which is the largest num-
ber to attend an institute meeting
since its organization.

The morning session was chiefly

taken up with a meeting of the execu-
tive committee at which reports were
submitted. Election of secretaries
and a nominating committee also took
place after which an able address
was dellvered by W, 8. Carter, L.L.D,
chief superintendent.
At the afternoon session there yas
also a large attendance. Professor
Frank Harrison of Fredericton, de-
livered an address on public school
music, and Miss Eleanor Robinson
read an exhaustive and interesting pa-
per on “English Composition in the
High School.”

In the evening a public meeting
was held in the Opera House, at
which there was a large attendance
of representative citizens. Addresses
on the medical inspection of schools
were delivered by Dr. G. H. Gray, Dr.
G. G. Wilson, and Dr. Thos. Walker.

The Afternoon Session.

In the afternoon, Professor Frank
Harrison gave a lecture on Public
School Music, and, with the assist-
ance of a bevy of white-frocked young
girls from the primary schools, a
demonstration of the methods of
teaching the tonic solfa, to an audience
that crowded the High School hall to
the doors, and with its row on row
of bare-headed young ladies, and the
inevitable bald-headed men in the
front seats, presented a rather mat-
inee aspect—except for the fact that
the school ina'ams were not chewing
gum.

Professor Harrison spoke at some
length of the importance of teaching
vocal music in the public school, its
educational and physical eftects, and
its value as a social accomplishment,
and as a source of personal pleasure.
By teaching music in the public school,
he said, a greater degree of interest
in this important art would be devel-
oped throughout the whole commun-
ity. The pleasures of the social life
of the people would be augmented,
the churches would be able to secure
better choirs because they would have
a larger supply of trained veices to
draw from; and the quality of ical

FIRST DAY OF INSTITUTE
WAS AN INTERESTING ONE

Five Hundred Educationalists Attend the Annual
Meeting of the N. B. Teachers’ Institute-<Im-
portant Subjects Discussed at Afternoon and
Evening Sessions--Public Health and Public

The public meeting held in the
Opera House, in the evening, was
largely attended, Chief Superintend-
ent W, 8, Carter acted as chairman.
Addresses were delivered by Dr. G.
H, Gray, Dr. G. G. Melvin and Dr.
Thos. Walker, The chairman announc-
ed that owing to indisposition Dr, J.
P. Mclnerney who was advertised to
address the meeting, was unable to
attend.

Dr. G. H, Gray read a brief but in-
teresting paper emphasizing the absol.
ute importance and necessity of medi-
cal inspection, After explaining that
the development of character and of
the ideal of life are to a great de-
gree influenced by disease, the paper
showed to what great danger children
are exposed in school. Children, he
sald, are more susceptible to disease
than adults and it is criminal to ex-
pose them to dangers in schools which
were in many cases Mttenged) by
children who came from homes which
were hot beds of disease and filth. As
a nation we should do our utmost to
elevate the standards of our coun-
try and the people.

Dr. G. G. Melvin was the next speak-
er, In opening his renfarks he said
that the medical inspection of schools
was really a new idea based upon
an old idea, In ancient Greece the
system was In use, but of such a
severe and exaggerated nature that
the practice was finally lost to Europe
for more than 1800 years. It was
only in the latter part of the 19th
century that almost simultaneously
the idea was adopted in Germany and
Sweeden.

The speaker then outlined the re-
markably quick adoption of the sye-
tem not only throughout Europe but
also in Japan, the United States and
in several Sc®h American republics.
The idea has been adopted in the
United States and is enforced particu-
larly in the towns and cities, many
of which ~are smaller and of con-
siderably less importance than St.
John,

In St. John, said the speaker, the
children number about 20 per cent.
of our population. They are compel-
led to attend school. Therefore it is
only just and right that the law
should throw around those little chil-
dren some safl d inst di

After explaining the . dangers to
which school children are exposed
and their susceptibility to contagious
di th

education in general would be improv-
d.

The prof: then d d his
class of young people through the
singing exercises, which he has found
most effective for his purpose.

At the conclusion of the lecture
there was a short discussion on the
art of teaching young people the ele-
ments of singing.
