Make This Announcement--

The advocates of the commission
plan opened thelr campaign with &
public meeting in the Temple of Hon-
or hall, North End, last evening. The
hall was well filled, and the argu-
ments of the speakers were followed
with interest. D. B. Pidgeon outlined
the plan, and gave a brief history of
the commission movement, Most of
the other speakers dealt with the
civic problem from a business point
of view, but Miles E. Agar, who evi-
dently made the most telling address
of the evening, struck the note of
humanitarianism. He announced that
the executive of the Citizens’ Com-
mittee had undertaken to see that
when the new charter was drawn up
any taxpayer would be eligible for
election to the commission, an an-
nouncement that was received with
great applause. An attempt of _.I. \\
Bastwood, the Socialist, to criticize
the movement after the addresses had
been given, led to disorderly scenes.

Dr. W. F. Roberts presided. He
said that it was stated the movement
was a pet lamb, a political affair, put
forward by a certain clique. A glance
at the platform would show the lion
and the lamb sitting together. These
men were supporting the movement
in the interests of their business.

D. B. Pidgeon was the first speaker.
He first reviewed the history of the
commission movement The Des
Moines plan, he thought, was the
most advanced, and the most success-
ful. Under it politiés was eliminated.
The double electidh plan was devised
to keep out polities, The speaker
gave illustrations of the workings of
this system, As to the present
system its weakness was obvious.
Owing to a multitude of uuumi!}levs
it was impossible to fix responsibility.
Under comm ion, any member inef-
ficient or guilty of wrong-doing, mnldI
be readily brought to account through |
the right of recall,

Working of Referendum,

Commissioners would have full con-
trol of ordinary expenditure. But if
they contemplated an e\truonlina_u-y‘
expenditure they would have to give
30 days’ public notice, and the people
if they did not think the expvndl(urg‘
wise could demand and secure a refl-
erendum vote. Another advantage of
the commission was that it restricted
the choice of men, and shortened the
ballot. The average citizen could not
select 17 men, whom he knew per-
sonally to be competent and honest.

T. H. Estabrooks said the commis-
sion was a plan to apply Dbusiness
principles to civic affairs. It was an
evolution—not a revolution. The only
vital change was that the citizens em-
ployed five men and paid them, in-
stead of employing seventeen and not
paying them. It abolished the ward
system which engendered sectional-
ism and selfishness. The double elec-
tion plan gave the citizens two chances
to sift the candidates. ”

Men were supposed to serve through
public spirit. But civie government
was mainly a matter of reducing tax
and insurance rates, and men could
not be expected to carry om every-
body’s business without pay. St. John
had been fortunate. Its aldermen
had been honest; even free from sus-
picion. But the present system was
conducive to dishonesty. He thought
the city had outgrown the system of
non-payment. The city’s business Was |
important. Men should be paid to|
manage it. |

The commission movement was an |
attack against a system-—not against
the aldermen. He did not believe in
throwing loads of stone at the alder-
men. If the papers discussed the
matter dispassionately the citizens
would soon favor the change, |

M. E. Agar said that in common |
with the majority he had felt some |
disquietude as to the city’s business
in future, because it was.patent that |
there - was something wrong. The|
aldermen were always under fire, and |
a new man always had a good chance |
of election.

No charges of malfeasance or graft |
had been made, but it was felt that
satisfactory results had not been ob-;
tained from the money expended. In|
either case a remedy was necessary

The” pregent system had failed to
giye the people a satisfactory water
service. The council had not given
enough attention to the drawing up

Town Planning.

Dairy Industry.

It had been said that the dairy-
ing industry in the province was fall:
ing off. A number of years ago the
then government made provisions for
assisting dairying and for a few years
the Industry showed considerable
stimulus, Then a falllug oft began, but
it was gratifying to know that during
the last three years an increase was
shown,

According to official figures the to-
tal production of cheese and butter
in New Brunswick in 1908 ‘amounted
to $298,970.61, in 1909, $281,055.91, and
in 1910, $321,655.27, ‘an increase in
1910 over 1908 of $22,684.60.

All hoped that this increase might
continue and the farmers may give
more attention to this pleasant and
{Jroﬂtahle department of their indus-
ry.

The honorable Leader of the Oppo-
sition, both in this House and in
speeches throughout the country had
stated that this government has a
gross revenue of $500,000 more than
the ©old government pad. Such a
statement was not accurate. The
gross revenue of the province for the
year 1907, the last year the old gov-
ernment was in power, was $969,939.23
while for the year 1910 it was $1,324,-
440.05, a difference of $354,500.82, and
not $500,000 as had been stated.

But under the system of book-keep-
ing by the former government the
revenue from the provincial hospital
did not show in the account and only
the balance was charged up in the
expenditure, and the same was true
with the probate fees fund and with
the supreme court fund. Under the
present system of book-keeping every
dollar of revenue goes into the ac-
count and shows up on the credit
side and every dollar of expenditure
is placed on the other side.

If this system had obtained under
the old administration there would
have been a further difference of $71,-
317.14 in revenue account of 1907, so
that last year this government enjoy-
ed a revenue of $283,183.61 more than
the last year of the old administration,
An examination of accounts will show
that the government with a revenue

.| of $283,000 greater than its predeces-

sors, has spent no more.

The gross expenditure in 1907 was
$960,092, in 1910 $¥,317,876. Taking
into account the difference in system
of book-keeping above mentioned will
add $08,426 to the expenditure in 1907
so that the expenditure in the last
year of the old government’s admin-
istration was actually $289,357 or sev-
eral thousands more than was spent
by this government last year, It
should not be forgotten in this con-
nection that the old administration
charged interest of $71,000 on treasury
bills to capital account andl issued
bonds therefor for making it part of
the permanent debt.

but the arguments in its favor were
convincing. If adopted it would make
for betterment, It was said the com-
mission would be expensive; but he
thought the high prieed men would
give the best results.

'Last year this
province suffered from & freshet even
more disastrous than the previ one
and the bridges carried away had been
replaced out of erdinary revenue and
without adding a single dollar to the
permanent debt,

A few years ago the then govern-
ment received $275,000 on the east-
ern extension claim and that they put
right into current revenue and still
they were running inta debt many
thousands of dollars every year. It
is true that there was now a larger
territorial revenue. It was $171,000
greater last year than in 1907, Friends
on the opposite side of the House may
struggle as they can to explain this
away, but the fact remains that under
the administration of the present sur-
veyor general and by an honest col-
lection of the stumpage a greatly in-
creased revenue is being received
from that source.

Where was evidence of an increas-
ed cut on the crown lands that his
honorable friend would have people
believe? Statistics showed that there
was a larger lumber cut in New
Brunswick in 1907 than for many
years previously and equalled in no
year since. The trade and naviga-
tion returns show that in 1907 up-
wards of thirty million more feet of
lumber was exported from New
Brunswick than in 1810. While such
returns are not an infallible index
of lumber cut yet take the reports
of lumber trade journals, reports of
scalers, statements of operators, and
opinions of those most competent to
judge, and evidence is conclusive the
increase in receipts from crown lands
is due to the energy of administration
and honesty in collecting of revenues
by the Surveyor General. He was
glad yestenday to hear the honorable
gentleman say he believed his col-
league worthy of no slight increase in
the salary voted by the Legislature
three years ago.

Improving Public Revenues.

The present government was crit
ized for spending too much money,
but would criticisers say on what ser-
vice too much money was expended.
Was it on education, on roads and
bridges, or on what branch of public
service? Unfortunately the province
does not have sufficient money for
needs of all the public services. His
government would spend every dollar
it possibly could to improve the pub-
lic services and he knew people would
approve of such a policy, This prov-
ince did more to assist municipalities
than did any other province in Can-
ada. It is only recently that the prov-
ince of Quebec has given anything at
all towards highways, and every far-
mer in that province had to keep up
roads in front of his own property,
while in this province many hundreds
of thousands of dollars are being
spent in building and maintaining
public highways.

The honorable gentleman had eritl-
cized expenditures on bridges ami
said this government is building
bridges under the forty-feet span
which the old government did not do:
He would ask the honorable genitle-
man who built all the bridges before,
it it was not the government.

In the three years just expired the
government had built and repaired
more than 900 bridges in excess of
the number built and repaired by the
old government in their last three
years of administration. The same
state’ of affairg was true regarding
wharves and the goverpment had also
given generous support to roads.
While the government had been
spending extra revenue received on
necessary public services, it had at
the same time reduced personal con-
tingencies, the = travelling expenses,
the cost for criminal prosecutions and
amounts which members of the gov-
ernment used to receive for special
services.

street, He could not identify the
razor as one preduced in court.
His Note Book.
Deputy Chief F. W. Jenkins was

next called and corroborated the evi-
dence by Detective Killen regarding
the arrest of the two prisoners and
their statements when arrested. To
refresh his memory he referred to his
note book, in which he had made a
record of the cemversation. This was
to the effect that Stanton denied ab-
solutely having given to Stone the
articles the latter said he had receiv-
ed from Stanton:
Mr. Ritehie @lgplayed some curi-
osity regarding the memorandum
which the Deputy bad made and ask-
ed to see it.
His Honor—*If it is glven to you
the crown will have the right to place
it in evidence.”
Mr. Ritchie—“Then I will not ask
for it.”
On cross-examination by Mr. Logan
witness described the picket fence
which surrounds the rear of Emerson
& Fisher's premises, and said that
anybody, even an intoxicated person,
would have absolutely mo difficulty
in climbing it. He would not say
whether a person could walk through
M. R. A’s alley into the field where
the burdocks were without climbing
a fence. After some further question-
ing the witness stated that the chief
reason he had for declaring that the
burglars had entered from the vacant
lot was the fact that burrs were
found on Stone’s coat.
Mr. Baxter—“And there are lots of
vacant lots with. burdocks in them in
St. John.”
This concluded the evidence for the
crown,
Mr. Ritchie:—“If the crown is
through with evidence I would ask
to have Stanton discharged for lack
of evidence.
His Honor:—“My goodness, no.
There is clear evidence.”
Mr, Baxter then addressed the jury.
First taking up the indictment against
Stone and the meaning of the charge
“breaking and entering” the defence
was that Stone never broke into or
entered Emerson & Fisher's premises.
He stated that no evidence had been
produced to show that he had done
£0. Someone had entered the premises
and abstracted the goods. These
might have been passed on from one
person to another until they reached
Stone. The presence of burdock burrs
on Stone’s coat was praetically all that
was produced to comnect him with
the actual crime and it could be
shown that these were found in the
vacant lots which the prisoners had
entered when running away from
Stanton's wife. It was shown by the
evidence that Ferrish was in the store
until 6:45 when he locked up and
that Mr. Emerson had entered the
place again at 8:15 when he felt the
draught and found a door open. This
then was the time when the entry
was made and the defence could show
that Stone was in his own home at
that time.
John Kenncy, Jri, factory inspector
for New Brunswick, was next called
and testified to the presence of bur-
dock bushes on a vacant lot on the
corner of Germain and Harding street.
If anyone took refuge there after dark
he might get pretty well cavered with
“stickers.”
Fred Stone, brother of the prisoner,
was then called. He testified that his
mother has been confined to the house
for two years with heart trouble!
She could not come to court or stand
the excitement of & visit by the jury.
The night before the burglary his bro-
ther Harry had worked at ’longshore
work, his usual work. On the day of
the burglary witness and other mem-
‘bers of the family had supper about
‘8ix o'clock. Harry came in later and

in the Dominion at large. It was a step taken not in
pique, or without deliberation, and marked the beginning
of a movement which will be pressed to a stern conclu-

attachments to disagree with the party which
grown up with and supported for a lifetime, but

these men have counted the cost and braved the mis-

representation and abuse to which they will be sub-
jected. They have acted from a wide knowledge of the
business conditions and requirements of the country,
and a deep conviction that the proposals of the Gov-
ernment are detrimental to both. Economic and patriot-
ic considerations impel them to the course they have
taken, and will continue to keep them active in pursu-
ing this course to its logical conclusion.

It is well to recapitulate the grounds of (hvn‘ oppo-
gition as stated in their manifesto. (1.) That in 1897
the policy of Reciprocity was practically and formally
abandoned and since that date no mandate has been
given for its renewal (2.) That Canada has enjoyed
unexampled prosperity as the, result of the policy purs
sued In the development of her trade and natural re-
sources, and that to further this, vast expenditures have
been made in East and West traosportation facilities,
all of which would be seriously interfered with by the

proposed agreement. (3.) That it destroys inter-prov-
incial trade which is absolutely necessary to National
unity and development. (4.) That the loss and injury
to various individuals, interests, and sections of Canada
would more than offset the gain to others. (5.) That
Canada’s freedom of fiscal and trade management would

be seriously curtailed and the development of her re-

sources hampered (6.) That no certainty exists that
the United States would not change its policy, and thus
subject Canada to great disturbance and loss of trade, to
avoid whieh further and vital concessions would have to
be made. (7.) That the ties which bind Canada to

the Empire would be weakened, and tendencies towards
the TUnited States strengthened with the possibility of
ultimate political union therewith,

Their protest ends as follows Believing as we do
“ihat Canadian Nationality is now threatened with a
“more serious blow than any it has heretofore met, and
“that all Canadians, who place the interests of Canada
“pefore those of any party, or section, or individuals
“therein, should at this crisis state their views openly
“and fearlessly, we who have hitherto supported the
“Liberal party in Canada subscribe to thig statement.’”

The above are broad, thoughtful grounds and will
appeal to thousands of Liberals. But appeal and assent
are not sufficlent; action is required, and organized
action is what has been determined upon, first to in-
fluence Government and Parliament, and second to
educate, inform and organize sympathetic Liberals

throughout the Dominion with a view to ultimate con-
clusions at the polls.

An influential committee has been appointed with
power to add to its numbers, and, as ultimately consti.
futed, will have members in every section of the coun-
try., = Literature is being prepared bearing on all points
affected, and this will be distributed broadeast. Public
meetings will be called in all possible centres, and will
be addressed by competent and representative speakers.
Voters will be enrolled to work against and vote against
all who support the agreement, In fact all the steps
necessary to enlist and organize sentiment adverse to
the policy of the Government as regards Reciprocity
will be taken and continued with the one end in view
of settling once for all the policy to be pursued on
lines of trade and comr @ and National progress,

It is not the intention of these dissidents to merge
themselves with the Conservative party. They will
work on their own lines and for the acecomplishment of
their one purpose. It the Governmrent persists, then
the Government must go, if by the co-operation of dissi-
dent Liberals with the Conservative Opposition this end
can be attained.

The saw mills at
Chatham, C Dalhousi and at other
points in that ne«.tlon which more than any other get
their supply of lumber from Crown Lands would be
compelled to practically double their capacity to handle
the cut if Mr. Robinson's statement were correct, There
has been no such increase in the capacity of these
mills, and Mr. Robinson knows it as ‘well as any man
in the province,

The recent exposure of the failure of the old Gov-
ernment to collect more than half of the revernue that
should have been obtained from the Crown Lands has
forced the admission from Mr. Robinson that he was
aware that the full revenue from this source was not
obtained. Mr. Robinson might have gone further and
explained the system of favoritism existing in the Crown

.jLand Department under the old regime by which one

man was compelled to pay practically full stumpage,
while others escaped by paying half and sometimes
less, Mr. Robinson may not have been cognizant of
all that went on fin this department of the Govern-
ment, but he must hve obtained some kmowledge or he
would not have admitted that the whole revenue was
not obtained.

Having gone thus far Mr. Robinson should go fur-
ther and explain why this condition of things was per-
mitted to continue year after year. The stumpage on
lumber cut on provincial lands is not as high as com-
pared with that charged by private persons, and there
is no sound commercial principle which would permit
of only a portion of the stumpage being collected, The
failure of the old Government to do its full duty to
the people of the province by permitting a favored few
to escape payment of what was justly due the province
is a matter which concerns the whole people, That
Mr, Grimmer has collected so much more monéy than
the old Government did has placed the members. and
supporters of that administration now in the Legislature
under the necessity of making a full explanation of
their own failure to honestly administer the Public
Domain.

The people will demand of Mr. Robinson and his
party a much fuller statement of their management or
mismanagement of the Public Domain than has as yet
been accorded them, It is gradually dawning on the
people that the exploiting of the Crown Lands for
political purposes is the most serious charge that the
old Government is called upon to explain. 8o far Mr.
Robinson has completely failed in his defence of him-
self and his friends.

B. C. PERMANENT LOAN COMPANY,

The report of the annual meeting of the British
Columbia Permanent Loan Company which appears in
today's Standard is interesting reading. It contains
the record of one of the largest and best known organiza-
tions of the kind in Canada. The financial statement,
which is included in the report, shows the assets of
the company to be $3,211,511.86, there is a reserve of
$400,000.00, and other funds to the credit of the com-
pany bring the surplus to the total of $414,943.00.

The liabilities to the public, aside from the stock
issued, amount to $1,198,787.00. During the year the
assets have been increased by $534,311.00, which 1s
$149,943.00 more than in the best previous year. Divi-
dends have been paid at the rate of 9 per cemt. on
permanent stock, and this rate is now assured beyond
question for future years.

Other facts of equal importance and interest are
contained in the statement appearing elsewhere, all of
which goes to show that Canada should be just as proud
of the possession of such an institution as this, as are
the directors of the company in the success which has
attended their efforts, The New Brunswick agents
for the British Columbia Permanent Loan Company are
the National Finance Company, Limited, of which Mr. J.
Herbert Crockett, of this city, is provincial manager.

LONDON WILL HAVE

BAILLIANT SEASON

Coronation to be Preceded by
Many Important Functions
=-Courts Held After Expira=
tion of Year of iMournng.

London, Mar. 2—~There seems moré
evidence  than ever that the seasén
of 1911 will be one of the most bril-
liant which London has seen for many
years, the coronation bringing with
it a large number of meetings, cere-
monies and festivities, both publie
and private. The most important of
these will be the Imperial Conference
which opens on May 22, and which
will be attended by representatives
from His Majesty’'s self-governing do-
minions in all parts of the world, = .

Following levees which the King
will hold at Buckingham Palate, and
the termination of the Court mowrn.
ing on May 7 courts will be held dur-
ing May and June. In July the King
goes to Dublin, subsequently visiting
Scotland, and holding two courts at
Holyrood Palace, Edinburgh.

The investiture of the Prince of
Wales at Carnarvom Castle will be
made by Queen Mary during the sum-
mer, though it is not yet settled if
the King will also go.

As in former years entertainments
in aid of charity will occupy a pro-
minent position in the doings of the
season, and exhibitions will be & very
conspicuous feature, The King and
Queen have declared their: intention
of being present on May 12 at the
Imperial Concert at the Crystal Pal-
ace, which marks the opening of the
Festival of the Empire, which it was
necessary to postpone last year, owing
to the death of King Edward. The
Coronation Exhibition at Shepherd’s
Bush also opens about the middle of
May.

The International Aero Exhibition
at Olympia on March 10 promises to
be very interesting, and several mo-
dels. of the most up to date flying
machines will be shown.
10 the Royal Dublin Soclety’s spring
show at Ball's Bridge will attract a
large number of people to Dublin, and
the ever popular naval and military
tournament opens at Olympia on, May
18. Many novel features are promised
for the horse show thig year, and it
it expected that success will attend
the International Rubber and Allied
Trades Exhibition which ig to be held
at the Agricultural Hall from June
12 to 28. The Children’s Coronation
Carnival, which the councll ‘of the
festival are producing at the Crystal
Palace on the Saturday im eoronation
week, will be eagerly looked forward
to by some 60,000 to 70,000 children
from Sunday schools and other church
organizations who are expected to at-
tend.

Flat racing begins on March 20, but
it is not expected the King and Queen
will make their first appearance after
the mourning until perhaps the Derby
on May 31. If precedent is followed
the King and Queen, with other mem-
bers of the royal family will witness
the race from the royal boxes on the
grand stand.

SHADED BY

K. 0. BROWN

New York, March 3~While he was
forced out of the ring at the close,
“Knockout” Brown, the tow-headed
little New York lightweight, gained a
popular decision over “Ad” Wolgast,
the world’s lightweight champion in
a slashing 10-round bout tonight, at the
National Sporting Club of America.
Three weeks ago, Brown fought Wol-
gast at Philadelphia’ and the crowd of
3,000 which saw him fight tonight
voted him a victory, although the law
requires that no decision be rendered.
Brown forced the fighting from the
start and on the whole gave more
punishment than he received.

In the clinches Wolgast showed su-
perior ring generalship, with his in-
fighting. He kept pounding Brown’s
kidneys in a way that was decidedly
effective, and this proceeding met with
great disapproval from the Brown

partisans, who hissed the champion,
While Brown seemed to have a decid-
ed advantage in the early rounds,
Wolgast did greater execution towards
the close of the contest,

Neither man was in distress at any

time during the bout, and no blood

was drawn. In the last round Brown
was backing toward the ropes, as Wol-
gast rushed. They clinched, and roll-
ed through the ropes together, and
Brown would have fallen from the
ring had not a cluster of hands shoved
him back.

, Mr. Wm, H. Stepanek, commis-
sioner of fisance, expressed the fol-
lowing opinions:

“You must elect your administra-
tion by the at-large system. I am not
in favor of a commission form of
government any more than any other
form, excepting that in our ecase it
has given us the privilege of electing

Jour representatives from the whole

city and this is a great advantage.
Personally 1 have not made a cent out
of my position. The demands upon
our time are heavy and the work re-
quires more attention than we are
paid to give,

No Qualifications,

“Under our charter there are no
qualifications necessary for mayor or
comfmissioners, Any oné may nomin-
ate whether he is property holder dr
not, no deposit is required and no
penalty is applied if the candidate
fails to secure any votes. The names
of all candidates go before the pri-
maries, -those nominating for 'mayor
being specificially designated; while
the others are merely nominated as
commissioners.

In the primary results, the, two who
have received the largest numbers of
votes for the mayoraity and the eight
highest on the list for commissioners
are selected as the candidates for
election. All the others drop out. In
my opinion there is a great weakness
in this system in that we fail to desig-
nate each nominee for the particular
position he desires to fill in the Com-
mission. This leaves to the commis-
sloners th lves, when d, the
task of deciding who should take ‘each
particular office. I believe the peo-
ple should make this decision for it is
easy to see that:jealousies may arise
in the Commission from the distribu-
tion of departments.

Replying to a number of quaiilidns
put to him, Mr. Stepanek gave the
following information, which may, per-
haps, appear disjointed,

“There are no secret sessions
the Commission, all meetings of what.
ever nature being open to the people.
(*Bee Note) The renewals or exten-
sions of franchises are mot in the
hands of the commlulonnn, but must
be settled by referendum,”

S0 far as Mr. Stepanek is aware
there have been no changes in the
laws relating to violation of election
regulations since the Introduction of
the Commission plan, nor is there any
reason to believe that the penalties
now imposed should be made more
heavy. No bonds are required from
the commissioners nor from any civic
officials other than those who handle
cash. There is no provision in the
charter for putting a candidate in the
field: to fill the place of one who is
recalled nor is it possible to elect amy
person to fill a vacancy arising from
any reason whatever. Under the
charter the commisgioners are in prac-
tically the same position as the di.
rectors of a stock company and when
a vacancy ocvcurs in their ranks they
simply appoint.a maxy to fill this vacan-
cy until the next general election.
This was done in the case of Mr. Reid,
who is the first commissioner to be
appointed.

Election Officers,

Full provision is made for the regis-
tration of voters previous to the pri-
maries under the ordinary United
States election laws, the commission
lappoint all election officers, but as the
secret ballot is in operation, it is
claimed there is no advantage to any
candidate in this process.

‘The city, by vote of the people, has
full power to grant any franchises
without recourse to the State Legisla-
tion, and it is a matter of satisfaction
to the commission that this authority
is left to the people, because it re-
lieves the commissioners of any sus-
picion which might otherwise attach
to them of accepting bribes for the
distribution of franchises.

The heads of departments, aside
from the commissioners, are permit-
ted to make small routine purchases
without first securing orders. Civic
work is all done by day labor, Con-
structions and improvements are car-
ried on under contract under the Bu-
pervision of the city engineer. All
supplies are purchased through the
auditor, and not by public tender, .

The Public Schools.

The city furnishes and supports all
public schools, which are open to every-
one. In addition to these the Cathol-
ic demomination operates two schools
and a seminary, all of high c¢lass,
which, however, do not receive any
contributions whatever from the city
fund. The Bohemians send their chil-
dren to the public schools, but in ad-
dition to this, they support night
schools, ete., for additional education
to thelr own people. There is a
school board of seven members, all
elected for three years, these elec-
tions taking place in March. Two
or three of the members of this board
drop out each year, The members of
the board are not pald, and control
their schools aside from any supervi-
sion by the commission, excepting in
the matter of the annual financial
grant, which is fixed by statute.

*Note—Mr. Stepanek is not quite
accurate where he says all meetings
of the commission “of whatever na-
ture are open to the people.”

It would be
necessary to procure & erank shaft,
for in the event of an aeccident, with
no provision made, it would take three
months to get the boat ready and
she would be laid up for that time.

There I8 yet another strange feature

Some Other Origin.

I cannot econceive the possibility
of the kind and loving God I believe
in, establishing a religion that could
produce such results. If this is the
outcome of a religion specially design-
ed for the good and elevation of man-
kind here and hereafter, its origin
must be traced to some other source
than the wise, benevolent Creator of
the universe.

In my humble efforts in search of

knowledge and power. It must be of
human growth, distorted by human
prejudices and ambitions. As intelli-
gence advances, superstitions, ignor-
ance and selfis ss will fade away.
There will come a change in the re-
ligious aspects of the world, and a
more human, natural, common sense
religion will take its place, based up-
on the principles laid down by the
Great Teacher,
