Montreal, Oct. 3.-~The defence open-
ed its case in the David Russell con-
spiracy case against the Pinkerton
Detective Agency today. The chief
witnesses were Mr. Carpenter Of
Montreal detectives and Chief Mc-
Quade and Detective Kelly, of Pitts-
burg. Sir Donald Manu was unable
to be present and his testimony was
taken at the Windsor Hotel, where he
is confined by a slight indisposition.
The testimony of Dr. T. G. Roddick,
now at Atlantic City, which was taken
by a commissioner sent there for that
purpose was also read. Detective
Burns, the famous American sleuth
was in court but was not called upon
to testify. ~He may be called by the
prosecution when the argument in
rebuttal begins.

The testimony of Dr. Roddick was
to the effect that he had never stated
that David Russell was insane, nor
committed such a statement to writ
ing, He had been called to the Wind-
sor Hotel by Moses Cochenthaler, one
of Mr. Russell's closest friends, and
had there also met one of Russell’s
brothers. He was not certain which.
They had said that the plaintiff, David
Russell, was in a very mnervous con-
dition and doubts had been expressed
as to his sanity. Mr: Cochenthaler
especiailly  had seemed worried. Dr.
Roddick said that after hearing this

Turkish Torpedo Boats
also Sunk! and Bom-
bardment of Prevesa
Threatened.

Crisis in Turkish Cabinet
Delays Hostilities--Big
Italian Expedition Pre-
paring to Start.

Taranto, Italy, Oct. 3~—The Italian
armored cruiser Marco Polo brought
into this port today the Turkish
transport, Sabaha, which she had
captured. Great excitement prevail-
ed throughout the day, during the dis-
embarkation of the prisoners taken
along with the steamer. These in-
cluded. a Turkish General, a Colonel
of the medical corps and many sol-
diers. Five thousand rifles, sixiy
grenades, much ammunition and
about two hundred horses also were
captured.

All the men were in bad condition
owing to the stormy sea. The officers
were lodged in the castle and the sol-
dlers in the barracks -from which
several attempted to make their es-
dape. They were immediately re-
captured and are now under strict
wateh. The officers begged for a
newspaper as they were anxlous to
learn something of the  progress .of\

war, Busther details of the at-
tack made by the Itallar destroyer
Artigliere and Corazziere, upon the
Turkish torpedo boats, Hamidyah and
Alpagut, show that when one of the
torpedo boats sank the Artigliere
sent a boat and rescued the crew as
well as the Turkish flag.

How The Derna Got In.

Agosta, Seily, Oct. 3.—An officer of
the destroyer Garibaldino, one of the
blockading fleet which has arrived
here to recoal, in an interview today
said:

“The Turkish steamer Derna escap-
ed the blockade and reached Tripoli
because our instructions were to let
her Her landing of arms, being
a ensus belli, was expected to result
in the opening of hostilities

“The Derna could have been captur-
ed 200 miles froin Tripoli, where we
discovered her flying the CGerman
flag. She had changed her name fto
that of Eitel Freiderich. Tha Derna
was proceeding at a speed of 10 knots
and seemed to ba under the impression
that she was escaping from us. but
we followed her with our lights ont
The battleship Nanoli the night be-
fore her arrival at Tripoli, flooded her

th searchlights. The Derna hoisted
the German colors and ve a false
name and was ordered to proceed.”

The steamer Molfetta, of the Puglia
co., while crossing from Durazo sto
Rari was chased by five Turkish tor-
| redo boatfs in an attempt to capture
lier. The Molfetta extinguished her
lights and aided by a stormy sea man-
aged to escape.

Tripoli Not Attacked.

London, Oct., 2.—The lapse of an-
other dav leaves the Turco-ltalian war
without further development. There is
no eonfirmation of the aileged bom-
bardment of Tripoli which appears un-
fikely to have happened. as it will yet
be several davs before the expedition
ary force i3 ready to leave Italian
shores

Apparently the Italian eovernment
is apprehensive that the Turkish fleet
may be able to hamper the p:
the transports, and great pr
are being taken. The expedition will
be started from ports in two ceas rath-
er than from south Italy and Sicily in
order to minimize that danger, and
evidently Italy is in 1o hurry to ge
the expedition on the way.

Turkish Cabinet Crists.

Anoiher reason for the delay of war-
like operations is the continuance of
the Twikish cabinet crisis. Clearly, the
old ministers are remaining in of-
fice agninst their will, and are un-
able to formulate or agree upon ay
definite lines of action. It is even re-
ported that the minister of marine
has resigned on account of flagrant
disobedience of his orders to the
fleet.

Meanwhile the pour parlers of the
powers continue without intermission.
It is said that Russia Is now support-
ing Germany in her efforts to bring
about peace.

Prevesa’'s Bombardment Theeatened.
