The -manifesto, signed by A. B.
Copp, leader of the opposition, and
published in yesterday's Telegraph, is
one of the most remarkable political
documents that has ever seen the
light in this province. It is replete
with misrepresentation and falsehood.
There is scarcely a truthful statement
in the whole document, Starting out
with the assertion that the present
government has added over a milllon
dollars to the debt of the province
notwithstanding that they recelved
$6520,000 more from the * Dominion
treasury than their predecessors, the
manifesto charges that the govern
ment has impaired the provincial cre-
dit, reduced the yalue of the crown
lands and falled to improve any
branch ot the public ser
vices: that they trled to force
upon the country & second class
trolley for the Valley route, and
neglected the public roads, None of
these statements are true and all are
open to the most severe critlcism.

“According to the returns brought
down by the government,” Says Mr
Copp, “thére has been added to the
public bt of the province the sum
of $1,0 0.17, an increase of more
than, $1,000,000 in its four years of
officd.”

This statement is wholly untrue
The permanent debt upon which the
people pay interest, in 1909 was $6,
090,026 and in 1911 $6,719,978, an in
crease of $629,952 and not a milllon
dollars as untruthfully stated by Mr
Copp. Of this increase the present
government was responsible for only
$150,000. The rempinder was due to
the legislation of the old government
As everyone knows, the burden of a
debt on the people is the interest
charged thereon, The interest on the
publig"@ebt in 1909 ambunted to $236.:
411, and in 1911 to, $250,825, an o=
crease’ of quly $14.414.

Compare this with the record of the
old government, which Mr, Copp serv
ed so faithfully that they awarded
him $1,425 for services of a very
doubtful character in connection with
the Central Rallway.

Campbellton, June 4—One of the
most noteworthy demonstrations seen
in Campbellton in years was the re-
ception tendered to Hon. J. K. Flem-
ming here tonight. The reception ac-
corded the premier . was & splendid
tribute to the record of development
and honest administration established
by Premier Flemming and his gov-
ernment during the four years they
have conducted 'the affairs of the
province, The result of his visit to
the town must serve to demonstrate
that the people of Restigouche are in
hearty sympathy with the policy of
the government, and, that this county
will help to further the continnance
of this policy by electing the govern-
ment candidates Messrs. Culligan and
Stewart with an overwhelming ma
Jority.

Premier Flemming arrived in this
town this evening at 7 o'clock on the
Ocean Limited from St. John.

When the present government took
charge of affairs, it ‘was deemed ad-
visable to make a few enquiries into
the agricultural situation of the prov-
ince, learning the views as far as
possible of thé farmers themselves,
and then to proceed along definite
lines to encourage that important in-
dustry. Accordingly at the first ses-
sion of the legislature an act was
passed providing for'an agricultural
commission, which commission visited

|000Y FOUND OFF,
TINER'S POINT

Decomposed Corpse of Wom-
an Taken from Sea -- May
Have Been Victim of Iutanic
Disaster.

s

The body of & young Wwoman,
thought in some quarters to have
been a victim of the Titanic disaster,
was recovered from the sea ne¢ar Ty-
ner', Point, yesterday. All the flesh
was‘gone from the face; the scalp was
stripped off; there was no hair on any
part of the head; the lower jaw was
torn off; several tedth in the upper
jaw were missing, and generally the
remaing presented a horrible and
ghastly sight.

The upper part of the body was
clothed in an undershirt of a rather
coarse texture and thé remainder of
the clothing consisted of a green skirt
and plain black stocking and rough
boots. A black patent-leather belt was
buckled about the waist. The body
was that of a woman short in stature,
rather slender and apparently about
twenty years of age. It was in a
shocking stafe of decomposition and
evidently been in the water for a con
siderable_time, There were no identi-
fying marks on the clothing,

Yesterday morning when the flood
tide was making the keeper of the

at Tyner's Point noticed what
he yas a4 body d ing past
the point. At mut time the w\emmenl
steamer Stanley was standing in to de
liver supplies, and when the steamer's
boat rowed to the light he spoke to
the boatswain about what he had
seen. The boatswain made a report
on the matter to the master of the
Stanley, who got in communication’ by
wireless with Mr. Flood, the Marine
Department agent here, and was in-
structed to recover the body if pos-
sible,

While the Stanley was landing sup
plies at the lighthouse the tide turned

presently the body was observed
dr ng back to the point. A boat was
sent after it and It was secured to a
rope and towed ashore. When it was
drawn out of the water the men were
horrified at ‘the appearance of the
mangled and decomposed head.
Coroner Berryman was notified of the
digcovery and he will probably go to
Tyner's Point to view the remains.

Some of the officers of the Stanley
think it possible that the body may
be that of & third class.passenger of
the Titanic, Supposing that the body
drifted north from the position where
the Titanic went down it might strike
the Arctic current which sweeps west-
ward across the ban and be carried
towards eorge's Shoals where it
might be caught by the tides and
borne up the Bay of Fundy. This
theory {8 probably somewhat far
fetched, but a better explanation of
the mystery has not been developed as
yet., The fact that the body was found
in such scanty attire sugg that the
girl met her death under extraordin-
ary circumstance:

MADE. PLUGKY BESCUE

Capt- Tibbitts Snatched from
Waves by H. E. Eiderkin, at
Apple River — Graphic Ac-
count of Wreck.

“1 never had such & narrow escape
in my life, and if it had not been for
the bravery of H. E. Elderkin, keeper
of the light at Apple River, I would
certainly have been drowned,” sald
Captain J. M. Tibbetts, who lost his
schooner at Apple River on May 14th,
and who was in the clty \elterdsy on
his way home to Bath,

“In the height of a :nm gale of
wind, with a high sea running, my
schooner, the Henry May, hailing
from New York, was driven ashore,”
sald Captain Tibbetts. “I thought the
vessel would hold together a long
time, and decided to stand by her
for a while. The crew went off in the
boat, and made their way ashore safe.
ly. When they beached the boat she
was stove in and rendered useless for
further service,

“I had not been many minutes
alone on the ship when a huge sea
swung in and broke her in two, The
spars fell, the fore part disappeared
in the wash of the waves, and after-
body swung in, caught on a ledge and
was held fast. 1t became evident
that the after part would soon be
broken up, for the huge rollers swept
over it with great force.

A Plucky Rescue.

“Mr, Elderkin, seeing me clinging
to the deck house, got a rope, waded
off to a ledge, and tried to throw me|
the end of it. Against the sweep of
the wind it was & hard job tryicg to
throw the rope to reach me. Twice
the sea combed over the ledge where|
AMr, Elderkin was standing, swept him
off his feet and nearly drowned him.
He struggled back and finally just
as 1 felt the deck house begin to
slide from under me there came &
lull in the wind, and by a great ef-
fort he managed to throw the rope
so that 1 could reach it.

“Tying the end under my arms, I
jumped overboard. Mr. Elderkin pul
led me in and up the face of the rock

where he was standing, apd dragged|§

and looked back, the remnant of !hel
deck house had disappeared.
