On the contrary,
he sald, there had been a decrease,
In 1911 the departmental expenditure

at $146,527 as compared with
$130,080 for 1914-15. He said that Mn
Lemieux must have been mixed up on
another four-year period under the
late government when the expendi:
tures of the department increased by
seventy-four per cent.

. The Business Tax.

Referring to the opposition criticism
that the $28,000,000 by which the
printed estimates exceed the propos-
ed expenditure for the coming fiscal
year should be struck out, Mr. Mel
ghen said@ that the government had
repeatedly stated that while the war
is in progress this money will not be
spent. That, he said, should be suf-
ficient.

Replying to Liberal criticisms of the
proposed business taxes, Mr. Meighen
said that the government, to quote the
words of the British premier, would
tax “not the potential germs but the
gathered fruits of industry.” By sQ
doing it would not injure industry.

The Solicitor-General then turned
his attention to the allegation of Mr.
Oliver that while the government had
safeguarded the interests of the muni-
tion manufacturers in regard to trans-
portation facilities it had neglected
the interests of the farmers. Mr. Mei-
ghen reiterated his statement that of
the space available on the transports
requisitioned by the British govern-
ment to convey goods orndered in Can-
ada by the government, 78.31 per cent.
had been used for agricultural pro-
ducts and only 7.67 for munitions. Re-
plying to a question by Mr. Oliver, Mr,
Meighen said that the rates at which
the goods were carried were fixed by
a court in England. “Does the hon-
orable member think the British gov-

ernment is in league with us to ‘cru-
cify’ the farmers,” asked the Solicitor
General.

Mr. Oliver, the Solicitor-General

continued, had urged that the govern-
ment should have imposed an “export
duty oni nickel.

The Solicitor-General also referred
to the implementing clause in the
Grand Trunk Pacific Company's agree-
ment with the Laurier government as |
a result of which the present adminis-
tration had also been let in for an ex-
penditure of $12,000,000. That made &
total of $97,000,000 paid for debts in-
curred by the late government.

Mr. Meighen sald that after deduct:
ing interest charges due to the war and
pension expenditures, the contemplat:
ed expenditure of Canada for civil pur
poses next year was $138,000,000
whereas'in 1909 under the Laurier gov-
ernment, with only half the revenue
of the present year, $133,5600,000 had
been the expenditure.

Mr. E. M. MacDonald referred to the
taxation proposals as class legislation
and intimated that the Minister of Fin-
ance had already received many pro
tests from boards of trade against it.
“Let us have the burden distributed
on those who can pay,” he asked.

The Minister of Finance, he said,
was using the war as a guise and cloak
to cover his mismanagement, In 1914
ithe per capita taxation of the country
had been $24 as compared with $16.57
in 1911. Would the Minister of Fin-
ance have the audacity to blame this
on expenditures incurred by the late
government when it was borne in mind
that in one department alone of this
administration the additional expendi-
ture had been $11,000,000—the Public
Works Department.

Turning to criticisms of the Finance
Minister's business tax proposals Mr.
MacDonald declared that it was a de-
vice to shield the rich men who sat
idly in their offices and cut coupons
from government and municipal bonds
while industrious business men had
to pay the tax. Lawyers, bankers
and stockholders escaped, and the
millionaires who had over three mil-
lions invested in United States stocks
and bonds. There was also no heavy
hand laid on the men who had made
their millions during the boom times
out of real estate and stocks. It
would have been better, declared the
member for Pictou, if the government
had simply taken a leaf out of Lloyd
George's book and imposed an fhcoms
tax bearing equally and fairly upon
all in proportion to their ability to
pay.

Mr. G. C. Cunningham, -Dominfon
.plant pathologist at the experimental
farm in this city, opened this discus-
sion and urged farmers to take spécial
care in the selection of seed which
would in time result in a‘greater yield
per acre than at the present time. He
stated that New Brunswick sofl should
sjeld 400 to 500 bushels per acre. He
:%o referred to the increase in the
$feld in Maine, where conditions were
alnfost identical  with those in New
Brunswick,

In the aftérnoon Dr. Morse took the
floor and referreds to powdery scab
among potatoes, The United States
authorities; he said, were coming to
the conclugion that it was not a very
serlous disease. It was only to be fear-
ed in cold and wet sections of. the
eountry. Although not a very large
state, Maine experienced quite a dif-
ference of climate and soil in differ-
ent parts and he could not help com-
fng to the conclusion that powdery
peab exis.ed in parts of the State
where the greatest rainfall took place{i
long before it was experienced in drier
sections. The disease did not appear
to exist in/ any district of the United
States. where temperature was warm
and dry.

Scabby potatoes are unsightly and
housekeepers do not like them,
gcab 1{s no detriment to the eating|!
qualities of tubers. The disease is
undoubtedly contaglous and experimen.
tal work is being undertaken to try to
find a remedy for it. Application of
lime to soil is apt to increase rather
than diminish dissemination  of the
trouble.

_ In an address in production and mar-
keting of farm produce, H. H. Smith,
of Hoyt Station, Sunbury Co., said he
believed in growing the greatest varie-
ty of crops ‘possible, so that a cash re-
turn might Be expected from some one
or more of these crops all the time.

Mr. J. W. Smith of Nashwaak spoke
of a plan he had adopted to get rid of
cabbage worm by using a solution of
air-slacked lime about the consistency
of cream as a spray, This effectually

disposed of all grubs that might infest |,

cabbages.
Rhubarb is another crop that finds a
ready market and a very satisfactory
way of using it was by making it into
rhubarb relish,
Mr. A. R. Wetmore spoke of grow-
ing rhubarb in cellars in winter. By
keeping heat away it would keep a
good color and the flavor is equally as
good as out of doors grown rhuparb.
In spring roots are taken out of the
cellar and planted in tlie open ground.

Those who are at present engaged in an'effort to bring the
Province of New Brunswick under the Prohibition
law, partly under the guise of a war measure,
sheu!d turn to the great European Nations
at war and learn what they are doing
: in the cause of Temperance, as a

contributory factor in the
winning of the War.

ENGLAND

In the munition areas only, there has been a curtailment in
the sale of liquor to five and one-half hours per day. This does
not apply to the rest of the country. Indeed in several dis-
tricts the dissatisfaction caused by such penalization has
caused the government to withdraw several drastic proposals.

The British Government serves out to its soldiers 21/ ounces
of rum twice a week, with an additional half ration on each of
the other days, to the men in the trenches, while during
the very bad weather the full ration of 214 ounces has been
given daily to the men in the trenches. 1t is worthy of note
that in cases where-the hours of sale have been reduced the
British Government have compensated the license holders af-
fected, thus recognizing in principle the right of the latter to
proper compensation.

RUSSIA

1%

Russia’s contribution to temperance reform is the abolition of
the manufacture and sale of vodka, a cheap and dangerous
spirit.  Whether the results will be entirely satisfactory is yet
in question, owing to the enormous increase in illicit stills,
manufacturing vodka, wood alcohol and other noxious pre-
parations. The element of compensation does not enter into
the Russian question, as the manufacture of vodka was a
government monopoly.

The Minister of Commerce recommends the sale of beer and
wines containing not more than 16 per cent. of alcohol. Ten
thousand hottles of wine per day were distributed among the
troops at Warsaw.

FRANCE

Apart from the abolition of absinthe, a very dangerous spirit,
the French Government has not adopted prohibitory measure.
In fact, the French soldiers are regularly supplied with wine,
and, at times spirits. The entrance of bheer and wines into
towns and cities of France is facilitated by the removal of the
octroi duties.

In the matter of compensation, the French Government has
paid almost $3,000,000 to those injured by the abolition of
absinthe.

BELGIUM

The last statistics supplied by Belgium form interesting read-
ing, in view of the outstanding vigor and valor of her people.
Apart from wines and spirits, the annual consumption of beer
per capita in Belgium was 58 gallons—over a gallon a week
—an astonishing figure when one considers the correspond-
ing figure in Canada is less than seven per annum.

If in these countries where the problems of the war are
closer home, prohibition is not thought necessary, why should
New Brunswick adopt this measure?
