Rio de Janeiro, May 26.—The com­
mittee on foreign relations in the 
Brazilian congress today drafted a 
measure recommending the cancella­
tion of the decree of ApriL25, 1917, 
which deelarçd the neutrality of 
Brazil In the war between Germany 
and the United States. President 
Braz, under the bill, would be author­
ized to take neceesary steps for the 
carrying out of this law and to put 
Into practice the acts whiqfr result 
from the cessation of neutrality.

The Brazilian foreign minister pre­
sented to congress a measure signed 
by President Braz, in which it is 
stated that theh sinking of Brazilian 
merchantmen by German submarines 
obliges the government to take mea­
sures of defense against the Teuton 
U-boats.

Rome, May 27—Italian troops yes- 
terday smashed through the Austro- 
Hungarian positions between Jamiano 
and the Gulf of Trieste, passing the^ 
Mont Falcone-Dulno railway, north­
east of San Giovanni, and establishing 
themselves within a few hundred 
yards of the village of M-edeazza. 
North of Plava the Italians carried 
the heights at the head of the Pallto- 
va Valley, thus joining their Mont 
Gucco lines with those on Hill 363. 
Eleven guns were captured and more 
than 1,200 Austro-Hungarians . were 
taken prisoner, or nearly 25,000 in all.

These victories were announced to­
day by the Italian war office. The 
text of the statement follows:

Paris, May 27.—The Germans in 
Champagne today penetrated . the 
French line during heavy attacks, but 
later lost the ground gained in a coun­
ter-attack by the French troops, ac­
cording to the official communication 
Issued this evening by the war office. 
The communication says:

"In Champagne, after a violent bom­
bardment, the enemy this morning 
threw forward two attacks, one on Te­
ton and the other to the east of Teton. 
At first he succeeded in penetrating 
our line. Our counter-attack, how­
ever, enabled us to recapture the 
whole of the floet ground.

"In the afternoon a third attack, 
preceded by strong artillery prepara­
tion was started, but the enemy was 
thrown back immediately.

"Considerable artillery activity _ 
vailed in Champagne. The day was 
comparatively quiet on the rest of the 
front.

Tremendous Gun Fire.
"An artillery action all along the 

line continued fiercely from suprise 
until evening. In the afternoon be­
tween the coast ai\d Jamiano our in­
fantry, by a brilliant assault, succeed­
ed in reaching a point beyond the 
railway from Mont Falcone to Dulno, 
northeast of San Goivanni, and car­
ried the strongly fortified hill 145, 
southeast of Medeazza. They estab­
lished themselves a few hundred 
yards from the village During this 
action some of our infantry reached 
the enemy’s guns, capturing a field 
battery of ten guns with ammunition, 
and 812 prisoners, including thirty- 
four officers.

"Oastagnavizza also was reached 
and passed, but the persistent and 
concentrated shelling by a number of 
enemy batteries compelled us to 
evacuate ground there. We main­
tained a hold on the western 
boundary.

"In the area east and north of 
Gorlzia the artillery action was In-

"In the Plava sector Infantry of the 
Udine brigade and the 95th and 96th 
regiments brilliantly carried tha

A great deal depends, so far as the 

character of the changes are concern­
ed, upon the decision of Sir Wilfrid 
l-aurler. Everybody 
Liberal leader ' is standing at the 
cross-roads between patriotism and 
sectionalism. Should he decide to 
place himself in opposition to the 
will and conscience of the Canadian 
people and vote to Tlesert our men 
in the trenches to satisfy a few 
jaundiced racialists in the province 
of Quebec, it is not Improbable that 
some of the more British Liberals 
will be Invited to Join the cabinet.

Apart from the dscovery of the Re­

Some of them are fifteen or 
twenty mlly from the front. Their 
destruction was -of no military advan­
tage,, but that was not taken into con­
sideration.

Near Fallouel, where Prince Eitel 
Friedrich had a lookout on a mound 
from which St Quentin, La Fere and 
Lower Laon Cathedral were all visible, 
every fruit tree, for a long distance 
around, was cut down. The hatred 
of Prince Eitel for French 
matched by the Kaiser’s dislike 
torlcal monuments and ancient build­
ings.

The enemy’s artillery 
showed conslderabel activity during 
the night against our positions south 
of the River Scprpe."

Paris, May 27.—On the Aisne and 
Campagne battle fronts last night the 
duel between the French and German 
heavy guns greafly increased in in­
tensity, says the official statement 
given out today by the war office. The 
text of the statement reads:

"An attack made by the Germans 
on our trenches north of Moulin be 
Laffaux failed undbr our fire. In this 
sector, as well as* on the plateau of* 
Californie and in the region of the 
crests north of Nauroy and Moron- 
vlllierers, the artillery struggle be­
came violent during the night.

"Aviation: During the day of May 
26 our pilots forced doWn four Ger­
man airplanes. Our bombarding es­
cadrilles, in the night of 26 and 27, 
dropped 3,300 kllgrams of projectiles 
on military establishments and works 
of the enemÿ. Several fires, one of 
them very violent, broke out in the 
bombarded buildings. A number of 
projectiles also were dropped on the 
aviation grounds of Colmar and 81s- 
sone and the German camps In the 
region of Leon."

scription and to the Government should 
fuse and prove of sufficient strength 
to defeat the measure, Canada would 
be eliminated as a factor in the war, 
and yet, inasmuch as many people 
favoring conscription, but opposing the 
Government, might think that by op 
posing the measure they would help 
to defeat the Government introducing 
it, the verdict might easily grossly 
misrepresent the heart and mind of 
Canada as regards war effort.

The Government does not propose 
a referendum and will not consider 
any such proposition from anyone 
elj$e. It has a clear case and stakes 
itself and Canada’s honor upon the 
measure in favor of conscription. It is 
sincerely to be hoped that the Liberal 
leaders will join hands with the ad­
ministration in this measure and help 
to see to it that this country exerts its 
utmost effort in aid of the Motherland. 
After the conscription measure is pass­
ed, the Government will introduce a 
measure asking for an extension of 
the life of Parliament. If that does 
not go through, there will be au appeal 
to the people, and then will be the 
opportunity for those who desire the 
return of Laurier to cast their votes 
for his candidates. But, at least, con­
scription will be in force and Canada’s 
war effort will not have slackened. It 
is the duty of all Canadians who be­
lieve in aiding our soldier boys at the 
front, and who approve the larger and 
more important principle that this 
young nation is one with the Mother­
land until peace has been gained by 
victory, to support the Government’s 
stand on conscription, no matter how 
greatly they may differ from that Gov­
ernment when the next election is 
called.

OBJECTIONS TO A REFERENDUM 
ON CONSCRIPTION QUESTION.

An Ottawa despatch to the Globe of 
Saturday, indicates that those who are 
opposed to the enforcement of selec­
tive conscription are centering on the 
referendum as the alternative they 
will suggest. In the interest of Can­
ada and of the Empire it is to be hoped 
that the Globe correspondent has over­
estimated the strength of the referen­
dum party, and that the Government 
will be able to get the new military 
service measure through Parliament.

A referendum would attract the 
support of those Canadians who, fail­
ing to grasp the extent of Empire 
need, feel that no man iu a democratic 
country should be compelled to go 
overseas to fight. This class of Cana­
dians is not disloyal and is in favor of 
Canadian participation in Empire wars, 
but believes that whether a man 
should or should not enlist is a matter 
to be settled by him alone. Such a 
belief was all right in the earlier 
stages of the conflict, when recruiting 
In Canada waa sufficient to meet the 
needs, but men are not volunteering 
as speedily now as they did two years 
ago, or even a year ago. The young 
man who donned the khaki because he 
felt it was his duty has pretty well 
departed from this land. The eligible 
young man, without family tics, who 
remains in civilian life, is not to be 
moved by appeals to patriotism, or by 
his brother’s need; he has passed that 
stage and stronger measures most be 
used to bring him to a realization of 
his duty.

THE SITUATION IN QUEBEC.

Store Open Tonight TillWhile sentiment in opposition to 
conscription is, apparently, becoming 
more general in Quebec, the situation 
there is not yet approaching the dan­
ger line. And it is not believed the 
Government will permit it to do so, 
recognizing as it does that demonstra­
tions in Quebec and Montreal do not 
represent the sober, seasoned thought 
of the mass of the people but are 
largely the result of agitations foment­
ed by Liberal organizations.

The Government does not propose to 
permit the activity of Liberal organiz­
ers, working amongst the French-Can­
adians, to divert the country from its 
duty, nor will it attach undue import­
ance to what has already occurred.

So long as the Quebec agitators con­
fine their manifestations to holding 
meetings of protest and calling upon 
Laurier to save them there can be 
little objection to thus express­
ing their feelings if they desire. There 
is no disposition to make martyrs of 
the perfervid gentlemen who excit­
edly shout their willingness to bear 
their breasts to the bullet or their 
necks to the axe. They are merely 
Indulging in a little gallery play which, 
while it may be in very poor taste, is 
not likely to result in harm. If Tan- 
cred Marsil’s jugular should be sev­
ered at the public expense, or Armand 
Lavergne’s epiglottis punctured by a 
bullet, they would at once be painted 
as “martyrs on the altar of liberty," 
which is not the fact by any stretch 
of the imagination; consequently it is 
better to let them talk themselves 
black in the face than to take official 
notice of their mountings.

But. —if these gentlemen, and some 
of their fanatical followers., go beyond 
the limits of the law—they can be 
dealt with as befitting the case. It 
will not be even necessary to arrest 
them for sedition or treasonable ut­
terance. The Montreal and Quebec 
city by-laws amply cover their case, 
and as disturbers of the peace or pub­
lic nuisances they can be promptly 
and thoroughly disciplined. Thirty 
days on the stone-pile in the Montreal 
city prison would suffice to cool the 
ardor of the hottest of these dema­
gogues and, others like them, who 
find it safer to fight with their mouths 
In Canada than to don uniform and 
journey to Europe where there Is 
enough good real fighting to occupy 
the attention and calm the mind of 
any ordinary man.

The regrettable part of the Quebec 
situation is the misunderstandings it 
will create and the part It will play in 
destroying the achievements of the 
forces which have been working for 
the "Entente Cordiale" between Que­
bec and the other provinces. Every 
man in Canada cannot be expected to

Copenhagen, via London ,May 19.— 
The potato situation in Germany ap­
parently ds growing steadily worse, 
altliough the weather no longer furn­
ishes an excuse for scanty shipments. 
Following the example of its sister 
city, Altona, Hamburg next week will 
reduce the weekly ration to 24 ounces, 
substituting an allowance of 640 
grams of bread for the rest of the 
promised five pounds. To meet the 
dissatisfaction which this condition 
of affairs produces, the government 
has authorized grocers to sell all their 
remaining stocks of canned vegetables 
next week.

The Berlin potato ration is being 
maintained, although with great diffi­
culty, because of the moral effect of 
reducing at the capital the allowance 
promised so definitely after the April 
strike. In a remarkably worded offic­
ial appeal the people of Berlin are 
implored to remember that the eyes 
of the world are upon them. They 
arc admonished to cease complaining 
and recognize thankfully how much 
better conditions are in Berlin than 
in the war-ravaged enemy lands of the 
British Isles, which, it is said* are 
headed toward actual starvation.

Simultaneously there are published 
official arrangements for a race he 
tween Father Time and famine which 
show how perilously scant ds the mar­
gin of safety, under the most favorable 
conditions, between the moment when 
the present stock is exhausted and 
the time new flour will be available. 
These plans provide for selection of 
the region where the harvest will 
ripen first, under this year’s climatic 
conditions, to -which reapers, thresh­
ing machines and military workers 
will be sent All arrangements have 
been made for rushing this grain to 
the mills.

To grant compensatory bread ra­
tions to even ten million of the 
pire s population, to make up for lack 
of potatoes, would eat into litis stock 
at -the rate of more than seven thous­
and tons weekly.

The great objection to a referendum, 

or to an election, therefore, is not that 
it would defeat conscription, or over­
turn the Borden administration, but 
that it would entail a delay which at 
the present time would be next thing 
to criminal.

The first thing to be considered in 
a referendum or an election, is that 
the Canadian soldiers in Europe and 
Britain must be permitted to exercise 
their franchise. The men who value 
our Empire membership so highly that 
they are prepared to face death itself 
in its defence, have the best right to 
vote on a question of such importance, 
or in an election involving such a 
momentous issue. That process would 
require several months, and, in the 
meantime, Canada’s military effort 
would be paralyzed.

It is true that the announcement of 
conscription brought a renewal of in­
terest in recruiting, but that was be­
cause thq young men who offered felt 
that they would soon be taken anyway 
and preferred to secure the status of a 
volunteer while it was still possible. 
The prospect of a conscription refer­
endum several months away, and the 
possibility of being able to defeat it at 
the polls, would have a totally differ­
ent effect, and volunteering would ab­
solutely stop until a verdict was 
reached. In the meantime, our men at 
the front would continue to be slaught­
ered without the possibility of rein­
forcements.

Although no official word has been 
received In St. John yet according to 
information coming from a reliable 
source It Is reported that recruiting 
for the Canadian Defence force Is soon 
to atop. The recruiting offices in the 
upper provinces have already received 
orders not to sign on any men, unites* 
they are willing to go overseas, in the 
company In which they enlist. It was 
Impossible to ascertain from Lieut. 
Col. McAvity, the officer commanding 
the 62nd Regiment, whether the order 
applied to St. John, as he Is out of 
town.

No mention is made of what Is to 
be done with the men, who have al­
ready signed on in the Canadian De­
fence Force, but it Is the opinion of 
military officials that they will have 
the choice of being transferred to 
other units, or will be granted a dis­
charge. There are about fifteen men 
on the muster roll of the 62nd Regi­
ment, and those not willing to be 
transferred to the overseas company, 
but who would rather take their 
chance in the selective draft will no 
doubt be permitted to do so.

Since the authorization for the re­
cruiting of the d.D.F. was granted 
there has not been the amount of in­
terest displayed, as was at first ex­
pected. With the exception of a few 
men, who were not up to the standard 
for an overseas unit, or who were 
anxious of trying out military life, be­
fore volunteering for overseas, there 
have been but few applications for 
the local militia unit. In St. John the 
ellglbles seemed to pass the home 
defence units over for units going 
across. The same condition of affairs 
prevailed in Upper Canada. In the 
city of Toronto, where there were 
five regiments recruiting, during a 
campaign of six weeks, but sixty-four 
men signed on.

It is likely that when Lieut. Col. 
McAvity reaches the city today he 
will make an announcement regarding 
the future of the Canadian Defence 
Force as far as St. John is concerned.

and as the Shabouth observance lasts 
two days, the final service will be held 
this morning.

There were good congregations in 
the Hazen Avenue synagogue Satur­
day evening and yesterday, when Rev. 
Mr. Fleetcher. the local1 rabbi, con­
ducted all services and preached In 
Hebrew.

The name Shabouth is derived from 
the fact that the Mosaic legislation 
does not prescribe the date of this fes­
tival as being definitely on such and 
such a day, or such and such a month, 
which is the case with the other fes­
tivals, but Instead simply states that 
seven full weeks are to be counted 
from the time the Omer (a measure of 
grain as an offering) is brought. Hence 
the name "the Festival of Weeks,” and 
also the name “Pentecost,” meaning 
’fiftieth,” since the festival is seven 
weeks or the fiftieth day after the 
second day of Passover, sq, fixed by 
Rabbinic tradition.

Like the other two so-called pil­
grimage festivals, Passover and Taber­
nacles, the Festival of Weeks was or­
iginally related to the agricultural life 
of ancient Israel.
