Ottawa, May 24—Parliament prorogued after mid­
night. Considerable uncertainty prevailed as to the possibili­
ty of finishing the business still before the house until a late 
hour and at times it looked as though the ceremony would 
have to be deferred.

Estimates passed at the evening sitting included 
100 items, amounting to many millions of dollars. They 
provided a considerable amount of discussion and members 
had to be appealed to limit their remarks if prorogation was 
to take place.

During the evening Sir George Foster summarized a 
statement, submitted by Sir Charles Fitzpatrick in regard to 
the payment of $5,000 to him by way of allowance covering 
two years during which he did not attend privy council 
ings in London. Sir Charles intimated his willingness to re­
turn the amount if it was the wish of the house that ,he should 
do so.

Urgency of Bringing Prisoners 
To Trial Emphasized By the 
Press.

Special Cable to New York Tribune and St. John Standard 
(By Arthur S. Draper).

London, May 23—Both the Armentieres and Somme 
front have been decidedly active during the past twenty-four 
hours, the deluges of gas at Bethune and the violent artil­
lery action east of Amiens featuring the reports of the An­
glo-French leaders. Scores of reconnaissance raids and pat­
rol encounters are reported along a wide battlefront. Both 
sides are showing anxiety for a test of the strength of the 
forces in the various sectors.

This third anniversary of Italy's entry into the war is 
marked by considerable activity along the Piave. The unusual 
feature of the German tactics is found in the gassing of the 
Bethune area without any infantry engagements developing 
afterwards. For three days the enemy has devoted his chief 
attention to the southern rim of the Armentieres basin, Niep- 
pe Forest and Bethune being under an almost constant fire 
of high explosives and gas shells.

Attack On Bethune.
The German counter blow near Mer- 

ville was only a minor operation. The 
explanation of the lavish use of gas 
shells near Bethune may be found in 
the fact that the Germans intend to 
make a frontal attack on the town 
and they know that it is practically 
lnfposible to destroy the British de­
fenses by the use of high explosives.

A parallel is to be found in the tac­
tics before Armentieres which Field 
Marshal Haig reported was evacuated 
because it was filled with gas. Be­
thune rests in a low country crossed 
by canals and ditches where the gas 
hangs heavy. Its capture would em­
barrass the British between Givenchy 
and Loos, and any considerable enemy 
success would lead to the turning of 
<Vim/y Ridge, which the Canadians 
stormed at Easter time last year.

London, May 23—An enemy de­
stroyer has been sunk in the neigh­
borhood of Zeebrugge by a direct hit 
from an airplane, the Admiralty an 
noupced today.

GOODS

(Woodstock Press, May 21.)
At a meeting of the public accounts 

committee, and again during hie bud­
get speecu, Hon. B. Prank Smith, of 
Cavleton county made charges that 
public monies were squandered on the 
roads In the pariah of Shlppegan, 
Gloucester county, two of the county's 
representatives lu the provincial leg­
islature being Hon. P. J. Voniot. min­
ister of public works, and John U. 
Kobtchaud. In the legislature Hon. 
Mr. Yen lot said that he did not think 
that there was anything In the charg­
es, hut he promised to hold an Inves­
tigation. Later Mr. Kobtchaud had a 
letter In the newspapers supporting 
the government, emphatically denying 
the truth of the charges.

The Investigation was held by Hon. 
Mr. Yenlot in Shlppegan last week. 
Hon. Mr. Smith and his counsel R. It. 
Hanson, K. C., wen* present. The 
allegations made by the member for 
Varleton were fully sustained. Hoad 
Supervisors McNally aud Hebert were 
the principal offenders.

Vtuler oath they admitted that men 
whose names appear on the pay rolls 
in a good many cases had not worked 
at all. the former stating that he did 
not even keep the time of some of 
the men whose names appeared on 
his pay roll. Mr. RobMmud sold 
that nearly all the men who worked 
on the Shlppegan Barren road traded 
at his store.

committee authorized the purchase of 
two new automobile* for the water 
and sewerage department and an in­
crease of pay for the foremen and la­
borers in that department.

Mayor Hayes presided and Commis- 
sloners Bullock, Htiyard and Fisher 
were present.

Commissioner Bullock recommended 
that W. A. Monro be paid $n m Bat­
tlement of hie bill for work done on 
No. 5 shed; that Frank Walsh be ap­
pointed head watchman on the east 
side wharves at $3 per day; that the 
usual holidays be granted to the per­
manent employee of the several de­
partments. Carried.

Commissioner Htiyard recommended 
that he be authorised to increase the 
pay of foremen in his department to 
$4 and the laborer» to 33 per day. This 
was adopted on condition that no In­
crease to foremen should be over fifty 
cents per day. Hie recommendation 
that he be authorised to purchase a 
new Ford ton truck at $775 and a new 
Ford touring car at 3668 and sell the 
old cars was carried.

Commissioner Bullock was authoris­
ed to Investigate a dispute between 
J A. Griffith and William Unton In 
connection with the city gardening lots 
at Lancaster.

conveniently 
near sections of the "Right of Way," 
where the soil Is suitable for cultiva­
tion, are being urged to apply for such 
land as they can cultivate, and do their 
utmost to boost along the "Greater 
Production Movement."

In places where it la not feasible tor 
employees to utilise arable land along 
the "Right of Way," the owners of 
property adjoining are urged to make 
proper use of It, not for pasture or 
grazing, but for the purpose of raising 
such crops as will materially add to 
the food supply.

The question of food Is vital and pre­
eminent. Nest to munitions, the Al­
lied countries need food. Everything 
in the way of food that can be gi*own 
is an important contribution to the 
Empire’s needs. Whatever is raised 
for home consumption releases as 
much more tor export. If our people ' 
generally raise their own potatoes and 
garden truck, the farmers will raise 
more oats and grain and buckwheat. 
On comparatively small patchea of 
land enough can be grown to feed 
eral people, and if many individuals 
make even what might be considered 
a humble effort, the total result will be 
of vast Importance.

In many sections there' is excellent 
land along the right of way. It has 
been the practice in some localities for 
station agents and section men to uti­
lise strips convenient to their neigh­
borhood for garden patches, and for 
growing oats, hay and buckwheat or 
potatoes. Last year there was con­
siderable gardening, but when the to­
tal acreage of land available is con­
sidered, the agricultural attempts 
were really Insignificant. It is felt 
that many miles of tills land could be 
brought under cultivation, and the 
railway is showing its earnestness in 
the matter by offering the use of what-, 
ever land is available along the right 
of way.

Applications for railway land can 
be made to the superintendent of the 
district. Preference will be given first 
to employees and then to the property 
owners adjoining. In cases where the 
right of way Is through unoccupied 
land, any person who will guarantee 
a bona fide intention of raising crops 
may make application.

All enquiries regarding land permits 
addressed to the railway will bo 
promptly answered and the fullest In­
formation given.

Recorded In the casualty list are 
the names of several sisters who, with 
other women nurses, stood bravely by 
their posts throughout a terrific deluge 
of explosives.

This latest horror was prepared on 
Sunday night, apparently by four 
squadrons of enemy planes, which ap­
pear to have comprised more than a 
feocre of machines. A great number of 
bombs were dropped, about thirty per 
cent, of them huge affairs which dug 
vast craters In the hospital grounds, 
and the rest high explosive shrapnel 
which sent their death-dealing bullets 
tearing in every direction through the

He lived on a farm at 
the outbreak of that war and immedi­
ately enlisted after the Lexington en­
gagement he was gazetted "Ueuti-Col- 
onel Here he drew up plans for an 
engineers' corps and congress failed 
to accept these, tie resigned Immedi­
ately.

He again saw action under General 
Gates at Florida and Saratoga, and un­
der General Wayne at Stone Point. 
After the war he, now being a gener­
al, returned to Rutland, Mass., and 
founded the Ohio Association for the 
Settlement and Purchase of Western 
Lands. In 1802 he became a member 
of the State convention, representing 
Ohio State, and died on May 4, 1824. 
He was eulogized the “Father of 
Ohio.’’ This is a pleasing comparison, 
the elder man, an enemy of England, 
today, his descendant fighting for Eng­
land.
