FROM BOER HEADQUARTERS.

Boer Headquarters, Upper Tugela, Tues-
day, Jan. 16, (via Lorenzo Marques, Fri-
day, Jan. 19, Afternoon).—It became
known today that 800 English had crossed
the Pont Drift, over the Great Tugela,
and were on the Federnl side. A-display
in force had been wade towards Colenro
and another northwards, towards Oliver's
Hoek Bridge, which was blown up by, us
a few days ago. 'Towards 5 o'clock: the
alarm was given that the English were
coming. The lookouts observed long, =nc-
cessive lines of infantry moving down 1o
the new British position, which ‘cpve
a chain of hills known as Swartz Kap..

At 6 they
emerged in .open order and advanced in
twe lines to the low kopjes on the river
bank.

their horses tethered where there was the
least danger from chance shells and the
men prepared to make a night of it dt
their posts. Night had now fallen.. With
the gloom came fitful flashes of lightening
from the thunder clouds which had been
threatening all day. ‘Ihe clouds eventy-
ally separated, showing the moon. Simu
taneously with the clearing sky well
known Dutch hymns were repeated from
kopje to kopje with a strangely weird ef-
fect, highly inspiring both the grey beatdq
and the beardless youths.
The battlefield is full of historical sig
nificance. Spion Kop hill, where I am now
writing is the hill from which the Boert
trekkers, after crossing the Drakensberg
mountains, spied out the then barbaric
Natal and found it fair in their eyes.

‘Cape Town, Saturday, Jan. 20—Lord
Roberts, purposing not to alienate the
Cape Town Dutch and to see that the
military respect the rights of non-combat-
ants, regardless of race or sympathies, has
issued, through Lord Kitchener, his chief
of staff, the following order:—

“The commander-in-chief wishes to im-
press upon all officers who may at any

time be in charge of columns or detached |

commands, the grave importance of doing
all in their power by good and concilia-
tory treatment and of securing compensa-
‘tion for the people of the country in all
matters affecting either their own inter-
ests or those of-the troops.

“In all cases where supplies of any kind
are zequirgd these must be paid for on de-
livery and a receipt of the amount taken.
Officers will be held responsible for the
observance of the rule that soldiers are
never allowed to enter private houses or
to ‘molest the inhabitants on any pretext
whatever and every precaution must be
taken to suppress looting or petty robbery
by persons connected with the army.

“When supplies are absolutely necessary
for the subsistencé’ of the army and the
inhabitants are unwilling to meet such de-
mands, commanding officers may, after
having satisfied themselves by careful per-
sonal investigation that such supplies are
necessary and available, order these in
such cases to be takem by force, full re-
ceipt therefor being given.”

As
far as can be gathered from these de-
spatches the result remains undecided,
and unless the Boers withdraw during the
night, the engagement, on which hangs
the fate of Ladysmith and which anay
prove the turning point of the whole var,
will be resumed this morning.

Spearman’s Camp, Jan. 20—Evening.—
The Boer trenches were shelled continu-
ously today. General Lyttleton’s brigaded
advanced and occupied a kepje 2,000 yards
yards from the Boers’ position at Brak-
fortein. A company of rifles advanced with
a balloon, in action and were received
with a heavy fire from the Boers. The ar-
tillery and musketry fire continues from
General Warren’s position at the time this
despatch was sent and the shells set fire
to the grass.

Lord Dundonald’s_force on Thursday,
sarprised 350 Boers. I'he British, who
were posted on a kopje, allowed the Boers
to advancé leisurly before opening fire.
The Boers did not reply, and a majority
of them galloped off. It is reported that
the remainder surrendered.

DESECRATION OF = CONVENT
CHURCH BY BOERS.

London, Jan. 22.—The Durban corre-
spondent of the Standard says:—

“It is reported that 10 wvolunteer
stretcher bearers on. their arrival at the
front walked deliberately across into.the
Boer lines. The same thing happened at
the battle of Colenso. It is presumed they
were spies who had succeeded in enroli-
ing themselves in the ambulance corps.
“It is asserted that the Boers dese-
erated -the eonvent church at Newecastle
in an indescribable manner.”

London, Jan. 22.—The Times has the

“All yesterday and today Gen. Warren
has been attacking the Boers. 'Their posi-
tion is a long ridge four miles morthwest
of Trichard’s drift, ascending from the
river. At dawn Saturday our guns occu-’
pied a kopje on the east of the range.
“At 11 o’clock Gen. Hart’s brigade ad-
vanced on the left along a rocky, uneven
spur,’ into the semicircle under heavy fire
from three directions. Taking advantage
of all possible cover, the troops advanced
to a point within 500 yards of the ememy’s
right wing but they did not advance be-
yond the edge of the cover. There they
remained until dark and bivouacked. At
night the enemy’s right wing evacuated
its position.”

Balloon: observers. have roughly
estimated that. ten. thousand Boers are
using*-spade. and - pick in artificially
strengthening positions which nature has
rendered easy of defense.

Military critics in touch with the war
office think that news that general fight-
ing has begun may be expected at any
hour. It is not thought that one day’s
fighting will settle the fate of Ladysmith,
but rather that there will be two or three
days of continuous fighting.

LADYSMITH HEARS RELIEF GUNS.

Ladysmith, Wednesday, Jan. 17, via
Spearsman’s Camp, Jan. -19.—Everything
is quiet. The position is unchanged and
there is .very little bombarding.

The welcome sound of the guns of the
relief column was heard yesterday from
Colenso and Springfield. The heat is in-
tense, but there is no increase.of sickness.

BOER ACCOUNTS OF THE PASSAGE
.. OF THE TUGELA.

London, Jan. 20—The Boer accounts
of the passage of the Tugela River are
given in the following two despatches
from Commandant Viljoen’s camp, on the
Upper Tugela, . via Lourenzo Marques,
Jan. 18:— .

“Jan. 16—Buller’s second move was a
reconnoissance in force with an armored
train and a large body, supported by can-
non, toward Colenso last night. A heavy
bombardment ensued; and, thereupon, the
British returned, having wounded one of
our men.

“No reply was made. This move was a
feint to cover extensive movements up
the river. Kaffirs on this side of the Tu-
gela have been warned by the British to
leave their kraals, as the fight will com-
mence shortly.” .

The second despatch read thus:—

“Jan. 17—The night was unbroken, save
for slight rifle encounters between out-
posts, which led to nothing. At daybreak
the enemy was located as before. He had
not brought a single gun across the river.
But from the ridges of Swartz Kop a bat-
tery and a half of seige guns opened on
our positions at 5 a, m.

“The bombardment was probably the
most frightful ever witnessed on land.
Frequently five heavy naval guns fired
simultaneously at one entrenchment.”

MUCH HAS BEEN GAINED.

PDundonald’s Sucoess Gives Control of Easy
Entrance to Ladysmith.

Londen, Jan. 20.—The Standard pub-
lishes the following, dated Thursday, from
Spearsman’s farm:—

“Tt is reported that the Boers opposite
Colenso, on finding that Gen. Buller had
outmanoevured them, crossed te the south
of the Tugela on Monday and set fire to
all the houses in the village.

“Ag the force from Chieveley advaneed,
the Boers retired before them to trenches
on a hill in line with Colenso. Our in-
fantry advanced to the attack in skirmish-
ing order, followed by supports and re-
serves, our cavalry scouting on the right
close up to the river. The Boer forces at
Colenso must have been considerably weak-
ened by the despatch of large reinforce-
ments westward to meet Gen. Buller’s ad-
vance; and they now hurriedly evacuated
the river trenches and the -kopjes op-
posite the village and scattered before our
shrapnel. By evening mone of the enemy
was lefs within rifle shot of Colenso. The
British force then retired to Chieveley.”

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph dated
Thursday, from Spearman’s Camp, des-
cribes. the difficulties of the march owing
to the unwieldy wet weather. The eor-
respondent says:— i

“Some ten thousand Boers arrived in
the vicinity of Potgieter’s Drift on Thurs-
day and Friday of last week and began
the erection of extensive and formidable
lines of trenches, for their position ap-
parently could only be turned from the
west by assailing the high ridges of the
Sproen kop.

“A balloonist today reported that no guns
were visible in the enemy’s work’s, but
that there was a large Boer camp in the
direction of Brakfontein, a brown ridge
four miles from Potgieter’s Drift.

“Boers arrived in large numbers today
from Colenso and Ladysmith. They have
certainly run branches of the railway
from Modder Spruit around Mount Bul-
waya. Nearly all the Boers have gone
to attempt to check Gen. Warren’s ad-
vance but he made no sign today.”

A despatch to the Daily Telegraph from
Spearman’s Farm or Camp as the corres-
pondents now describe it, dealing with
Lord Dundonald’s movement to the -west

BETALIATION - SOUGHT.

AMERICANS WANT A PROHIBI-
TIVE DUTY ON CANADIAN
LUMBER

Washington, Jan.16.—Secretary Gage lis-

tened to arguments yesterday from Sen-
ators Mc¢Millan and Burrows and Repre-
sentatives Crump and Fordney of Michi-
gan, proposing to place a prohibitive duty
on Canadian lumber as a rggaliatory meas-
ure. The proposition is made at the re-
quest of large lumber-mill owners of Michi-
gan, whose mills have been practically
closed by the operations of the Ontario -
. provincial statute forbidding the exporta-
tion of logs from that province into the
United States. Secretary Gage replied that
he did not’ believe the government was
warranted in taking ‘the proposed step.
To. begin with he could not see that the
‘taw justified it, and he intgmated that
the United States could not afiord to take
an fction “which' would almost ecertainly
lead to a. tariff war with the Dominion’of
©anada. Mr. Gage promiSed; however, to
consitler ' the . matter further. He will
probably lay the matter before the pres-
ident and’ the cabinet.

The mill men’ claim that the great saw-
mills at Lake Huron ports have been
closed for two years because by the terms
of an order issued by the Ontario Council,
Canadian sawlogs had to be sawed in
Canadian mills. This order was issued
in retaliation for the adoption of the
Dingley tariff law, which imposed a tax
of $2' per 1000 feet on Canadian lumber.
‘Tnasmuch as the Michigan lumber manu-
facturers are dependent exclusively on Can-
adian forests for their supply of sawlogs,
the order of the Ontario Council practi-
cally put an end to the sawmill indus-
try and tied up millions of dollars of cap-
ital and threw 3,000 laboring men out of
work. ; :

Now the Michigan sawmill owners are
demanding the application of retaliatory
measures as provided by the Dingley bill.
They want taxes placed on all Canadian
products, and they are claiming that Sec-
retary of the Treasury Gage is in entire
sympathy with their plans. Mr. Gage told
Senator McMillan that if Secretary of
State Hay would notify the Treasury De-
partment that there was no internatinnal
business of importance pending between
the United States and Great Britain he
would order the collector of customs to ap-
ply retaliation. Senator McMillan received
from Secretary Hay an evasive and unsat-
isfactory statement to the effect that the
Joint High Commission on the Alaskan
boundary had not been discharged and
might meet again. Senator McMillan has
information from other sources which sat-
isfies him that the commission will not be
called together for at least five years. He
will demand of Secretary Hay, therefore,
an exact statement of pending negotia-
tions, and if he fails_to. obtain it he will
bring the matter to th® attention of the
Senate through a resolution of inquiry.

Senator McMillan says that if there is
no secret alliance between Great Britain
and the United States the secretary of
state will find no difficulty in enabling the
Treasury Department to enforce retalia-

Ras his way, and he says he will, a condi-
tion of affairs tantamount to a state of
war between the United States and the
Dominion will be in vogue. It is be-
lieved that the  retaliatory meas-
ures which Secretary Gage con-
templates putting into effect would bring
an end to the commerce between the two
countries, which aggregates $140,000,000 a
vear.

At
Colenso, or near it, is a detachment of
Buller’'s army numbering not less th=n
10,000 men, whose business 1t is te. keep
the Boers from croesing to the south side
of the Tugela and cutting Buller’s cow-
munications and who will also take advan-
tage of any weakening of the Boer forces
there to force the paseage of the river, if
it can be.done without an undue sacrifce
of men. 'L'he presence of this force threat-
ening the most direct route to Ladysmith
must keep a large Boer force there al-
ways, and any attempt to divert them tn
the scene of Buller’s operations would hLe
disastrous. :

General Warren’s division, numbering,
it is said, 11,000 men, forms the left wing
of Buller's army. He is considerably fur:
ther north than Buller, six or seven m'les
at least, and the fighting that took place
on Saturday was by portions of Warren's
division. We have an official accoun.
from General Buller in regard to the fight-
ing on both days, but there s an absenge
of details that is somewhat disappointing.
wWe know, however, that General Warren
on Friday was so close to Ladysmith that
some shells fired from the British camp
almost met shells that were fired by W u-
ren’s artillery. ‘Lhis statement woa'd
seem to show that Warren wag then wit.)-
-n less than ten miles of Lalygmith. Al
day on Saturday, from six ‘n ‘#hé morning
until seven in the evening, General Clery's
brigade of General Warren’s division was
engaged with the enemy. An infantry
brigade, we may explain, consists of four
battalions and numbers 4,350 officers and
men. General Clery has also a force of
artillery with him, and they seem to have
done most of the fighting on Saturd w.
He drove the Boers back tor about' three
mileé and bivouacked for the night in
front of their main position. His loss was
not heavy and he seems to bave avoid.d’
the errors that proved so fatal to some
ot the otherBritish. gommanders. While
he was engaged General Lyttleton made a
reconnoisance in force to ascertain ihe
t+trength of the enemy in front of Gene:1l
Boller's . camp . and thus prevented
any ' conpidérable Boer torce bemgz
sent '“from thence against . Genertal
Clery. .~ This was a -good . piece of
tactics ‘and an important result was ob-
Ptained-at a very slight cost. On Sunday
the fighting between General Warren’s
men and the Boers was resumed. At 9 a.
m. General Buller telegraphed that General
Warren’s men had captured three Boer
positions, and at the close of the day
they ‘had gained two more miles to the
left, making what the general regarded as
substantial progress. The ‘official report
says nothing in regard o the British losses
on Sunday, but there is no reason to be-
lieve that they were very heavy.

. While these operations must be regarded

entire change in the aspect of the cam-
paign, ;it is well to remember that there
'is amother leader in the field .who has
been an active factor in the advance for
the relief of Ladysmith. This is Losd Dun-
donald, who has been for some years
colonel of the Life Guards and who has
been operating on the extreme left of War-
ren’s position. Lord Dundonald, on Fri-
day, with a body of cavalry, made a de-
tour to the west of General Warren’s
forces and engaged and surrounded a body
of Boers near Acton Homes.. By this
means he cat one line of communication
between the Boers and the Free State, and
obtained possession of an .easy road to
Ladysmith. Lord Dundonald is still in
the saddle, and no one need be surprised
if he is heard from today in the rear of
the Boers who are north and west  of
Ladysmith: The relief of that long be-
leaguered town seems to be near at hand.

EEESEsmeeeeTEe reTTy
A SIGNIFICANT DISCLAIMEP.

resentation at a time when public feeling
was running high over the great struggle
“a South Africa.

ENEMIES AND FRIENDS.

When the present war is ended the Brit-
ish people will have a more full apprecia-
tion of those who are their friends ®nd
those who are their enemies among the
nations. Looking over the continent of
Europe it must be confessed that there is
but little encouragement for Great Britain
in the attitude of the government or the
peoples who inhabit that portion of the
world. Russia, of course, -is and always
has been, hostile to Great Britain, because
she eonsiders the latter to be her great
rival, and the main obstacle to her sue-
ceeding in her hopes of a universal em-
pire in the east. Franee is and probably
always will be hostile to British interests,
because the two nations are hereditary
enemies. They have been fighting each
other for centuries, and it does not seem
that there is any possibility of their inter-
ests ever being reconciled. Nothing, there-
fore, is o be expected from France, and
the British could not have been disap-
pointed when they discovered that every
reverse whieh they suffered was made the
cause of rejoicing by the people of Paris.
But with Germany it was otherwise, There
never has been any war between Germany
and Great Britain, or between any of the
states of Germany and Great Britian, and
the Germans owe more to Great Britain
than they are willing to acknowledge; in-
deed the present position of the German
empire could not have been attained had
it not been for the assistance which the
British people gave to Prussia during the
Napoleonic wars. At that time British
money was paid freely and British blood
was shed with equal freedom to secure the
independence of Germany. The battle of
Waterloo wae fought less for British than
for German interests, and the peace which
followed was made memorable by the fact
that it emancipated the German people
from the yoke of the conqueror, which
had becn heavily laid upon them. At the
time of the war between France and Prus-
sia the sympathies of Great Britain were
strongly with- the latter, and it might
therefore have been expected that in the
present contest, which is in reality a con-
test between civilization and barbarism,
German sympathy would have been ex-
tended towards Great Britain. That this
is mot so is enly another proof that na-
tions are very ready to forget benefits,
dnd fhat jealousies arising from trade are
more potent for separating them than al-
méét anything except ectual war. Ger-
many is jealous of the great wealth and
prosperity of Great Britain. She is jeal-
onq; of her commercinl supremacy. She
is jealous of her naval power, and there-
fore during the present contest her sym-
pathies are w‘“lth_b the Boers and not with
the British people. As for Aanstria, no
person, ‘we presume, .ever .expected any-
thing like friendship from :that. country.
When Mr. Gladstone tn one of his Mid-
lothian speeches asked for anyone to place
his finger on the map of Europe and say
‘with truth “there Austria did good,” he
simply expressed the real fact in regard
to the character and attitude of that re-
actionary power. Austria was the sup-
porter of despotism in Kurope for eentur-
ies, and now if it has ceased to be that
it is simply because of its weakness. There
are portions of the Austrian empire which
-are in sympathy with Great Britain, but
not those portions ef it which voice the
views of its government. From Austria.
Great Britain need have expected nothing
in the way of friendship and she has got
nothing. The position of Holland and Bel-
gium with regard to this war is, however,
perhaps the most important ef any from
an international point of view, for it may
lead to consequences of the gravest im-
portance. These two nations owe  mueh
to the friendship of Great Britain.
Neither of them could exist for a month
were it not for the treaties to which
Great Britain is a party guaranteeing their
independence. Yet both Holland and Bel-
gium have assumed the most unfriendly
attitude towards Great Britain in this
contest. The foolish young person who
is called Queem of Holland is a Boer sym-
pathicer of the most pronaunced type,
and has been using her persuasive powers
to try and induce some of the nations
of Europe to take a stand against British
interests. Im Belgium, while that govern-
ment is neutral, or indeed perhaps pro-
fessedly friendly, the Belgian people whose
cowardly ancestors ran away from the
battle of Waterloo, have shown their hos-
tility in the most unmistakable manner.
It is actually a fact that a British subject
can hardly walk the streets of one of the
Belgian cities without being insulted.. 1n-
deed the insults have been so numerous
that Belgian merchants have become
alarmed of the consequences to their in-
terests. We trust that when this war is
ended Great Britain will have it out with
Belgium, and will teach that spurious na-
tion, that bad imitation of French morals
and manoers,the consequence of insulting
one of the great powers of the world.
If Belgium is wiped from the map of
Europe during the next twenty years it
will be due probably to the attitude of
the Belgian people towards Great Britain
in this war.
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THE SECOND CANADIAN CON-
TINGENT.

The departure of a portion of the sec-
ond Canadian contingent on Saturday was
a memorable event in the history of Can-
ada. The sending of the first contingent
established the principle that Canada is
prepared to assist in the defemce of the
British empire to the extent of its abil-
ity, and also to co-operate with Great
Britain in those wars which seem to be
rendered necessary for the purpose. of
maintaining British prestige abroad. ‘I'his
is a new development of the spirit of im-
perialism in Canada, and one which is im
the highest degree satisfactory. A few
years ago such a thing as Canada sending
assistance to Great Britain in the way
of men and arms was not thought of.
The late Sir John A. Macdonald, whe was
leader of the Conservative party in Can-
ada from confederation down to the time
of his death in 1891, and who was for al
most twenty yeérs of that time premier
of the Dominon, never suggested, or, so
far as is known, thought of sending a
Canadian contingent to take part in any
of the numerous wars in which Britain
was engaged during that period that he
held office. It remained for the Liberal
party of Canada, and for.a Liberal prem-
ier to give pracfical expression to their
loyalty and to't! strong patriotic feel-
ings of eur people, first by giving Great
Britain a preferential rate of duty, and
second by sending a regimemt of Cama-
dian infantry to .South Africa to fight
against the Boers of the Transvaal and
the Orange Free State.  The sending. of
this . seeond contingent is an. additional
proof of the determination”of-the govers--
ment and people of Canada to stand by
the mother country under aM circuin-
stances. The first contingent embraced a
fine regiment. of -infantry, which: we be-
lieve will be found equal to any ‘in the
British service when ‘it is placed in the
front, because it is composed for the most
part of men of high intelligence, sturdy.

and stalwart sons of Canada. The second

contingent consists of three batteries ot
artillery and four squadrons of mounted
men, and there is no doubt that it will
be found even more useful than the first
uafuﬁorinbﬁngiuthewtoavic-r
torious close. The mem who compoee it
are of an equally high grade with those
of ‘the first contingent, and many of them

‘have received a very thorough training

in military duties. We feel certain ‘that
the Canadian force mow in South Africa
and that which will shortly be there, wilt
do credit to their country and will be a
valuable addition te the fighting forces of
Great' Britedn, :

ENCOURAGING TO LIBERALS.

When Sir Charles Tupper returned re-
cently from the Pacific Coast he entered the
east with the eclat and pomp of a conqueror.
A great meeting of Conservatives was con-
vened at Ottaws, and to that gathering Sir
Charles delivered his message. It was the
story of certain victory to the Conservative
cause, and the immediate downfall of the
Liberals. He had spoken himself at fifty-six
meetings, and everywhere had been assured
of his certain restoration to power. All the
Tory papers joined in the chorus, from one
end of the land to the other, and led by Mr.
Clatke Wallace, they joyously shouted .
“The West is ours, Prince Edward Island
we have, and Carleton tells us that New
Brunswick is even.now in the hollow of our
hand. Hurrah!” On Tharsday morning
they were still shouting in the assurances of
power within reach; but Friday dawned

with the sky darkly overcast. It
was a Black Friday to the Tories.
On the day previous there

had been seven nominations to fill vacant
geats in the Commons, and at four of these
the Liberal candidate had been returned by
acclamation. Worse than that, in only one
of the constituencies was a Conservative so
much as nomipated, and that was in Sher-
brooke. In Labelle, Chambly-Vercheres,
West Ontario and Berthier the opposition
did not make the pretence of fighting,
while in Lothiniere and Winnipeg the
Liberal candidates were met by independ-
ent nominees., . :

«Cape Town aad says the troops camped
two days there and then went on to

Orange River and thence o Belmont. He |

says they have been there a week and
“‘are doing outpost duty, that is guarding
.small towns. I slept in a trench last
night. There were dead Boers and horses
.all round. We have mot seen the front
yet. There was a big fight at Modder
River yesterday. One company of the
Black Watch was all broken up and two
«companies of the Seaforth Highlanders
were all shot, but today the Boers are
.getting sick. The Boers are surrounded
by British and their water supply is cut
.off and they are getting short of food. 1
had one good square meal in Cape Town.
1 ate four plates of ham and ‘eggs. ‘I'nat
has been the best meal since I have been
here. I saw Thomas Dunlop in Cape
Town. He was more than surprised $o
see me. One of our men died on Mon-
day, by the name -of Chappell. He was
from Moncton and the boys of the com-
pany put a head stone at ‘his grave. Cape
' Town is a very mice city. The Canadians
got a very nice reception; the town went
wild over us. The dead Boers are lying
on the hills' everywhere by -the dozens,
not buried—just a few rocks over them.

The following are extracts from a lettor
received by Mr. ‘Lhomas B. Donohoe
from his brother W. W. Donohoe -of the
Canadian contingent:—

Belmont, Dec. 12, 1899—We have bewn
very busy since we arrived at Cape Town.
I had not time to write sooner. We
stayed a day and a night at Cape Tovin
The people there went wild over ihe
Canadians. 'L'he streets were crowded wiri
people ‘the day we lett just as the strects
of St. John were when we left hom.
After a day and a might on the train, we
arrived at De Aar and remained thcre
a week. De Aar is a much larger place
than Belmont. There were two regiments
besides ourselwes at De Aar. We have onc
regiment and a smail mountea detachment
here besides ourselves. Thete are a lot
of cattle and .about a dozen ostrich / n
amp, which were eaptured trum the Bonis
f am sending you two small feathers as
. souvenir. The Boers are a miserable
“.oking class of people, at least those

risoners we thave seen .are. Today there
i1 a heavy battle going on, about twenty
niles from here. A tra‘n has just lets
vith supplies for ¢he Britisn. Thie’ place
_ 118 the scene of a hard foaght battle be-
ween the Boers:and the British. Traces
£ the battle can still be seen in the
wood work of the station house, which hos

een pierced with bullets. Spent bullets
an also be found on the ground. There
vas a very -severe storm last night. We
had trenched round .our tent and were.all
right, but some of the boys had negletted
doing so, and were flooded cut. Theic
are fourteen .in our tent, Lwo from Fred-
ericton, one from Quebec and the re-
mainder are :8t. .John boys.

Walter Arwing was left at Cape Town
with some others to look efter the bayg-
gage. [Every morning we get up at fire
and have coffee and about seven we have
breakfast. 1 am feeling fine and weyh
150 pounds. This morning we were out ai
3 o’clock. dt was reported the enemy Wui
near. They didn’t show up, however.
Morley and I have wiritten our letters on
the top of a tea can.

Dec. 16, 1899—We are still at Belmort
and it looks as if we are poing to shay
here. Since we came we have been buila-
ing trenches. Yesterday and last niglt
we were om guard on the mountains in
the rear of the camp, so most of the men
are now asleep and the rest are writing
letters, as the English mail leaves 8021
Walter Irving is still at Cape Town. W
Unkauf and ¥. Kirkpatrick wished to oec
remembered to all their friends. Reme:r-
ber me to all the boys.

There has also been received newgy that
several of the troops, including some St.
John boys, - deserted the «anks at Cape
Town. No reason 18 given nor are the
names furnished but it is told that they
were captured and given seatences of from
14 to 21 months in the gail at Cape Town
with hard labor.

AN AWFUL
DEED.

Kils Wife sud 'I'wo Children with

killed his wife and two children with an
axe, and then cut his own throat with a
razor, at his home in North Brookfield
this morning. The horrible discovery was
made by Mr. Michael Bergen, the father;
of Martin, who was staying at the house
of a meighbor, about a mile from the
scene of the murder. Mr. Bergen went
to his son’s house about 8 o’clock this
morning, but finding the curtains drawn
and no signs of life about the place, went

away without making an attempt to arouse !

the inmates, supposing the family to be
asleep. About noon he returned to the
house and finding everything in the same
eondition as when he left, earlier in the
day, he tried the door and, finding it un-
fastened, entered the house.

Martin’s Bergen’s body and that of the
little girl, Florence, six and one half years
old, were lying on the kitchen floor, while
in the adjoining bedroom were the bodies
of Mrs. Bergen and her three year old son,
Joseph. Mrs. Bergen was lying on the
bed with her feet over the side, while her
hands were raised as though in suppli-
cation, or trying to ward off a blow. ‘L'he
little boy was lying on the iloor with his
brains oozing from a large wound in the
head. Mrs. Bergen’s skull was terribly
crushed, having evidently been struck
more than one blow by the infuriated
husband. The appedrance of the little
girl also showed that a- number of blows
had been rained upon the top and side of

her' head.  Bergen’s’ throat had-been cut

with a razor and the head was nearly’
gevered from the body. i

Mr. Bergen spread the alarm as quickly
as possible and Medical Examiner Dr. K.
W. Norwood and the local authorities
were soon on the ground. In the bed-
room was found an' axe, besmeared with
blood, which was evidently the weapon
with which the murders were committed.
The ashes had: been cleared out of the
stove and paper placed in position for
lighting, but the kindling had not been
put in. The beds in the house bore evi-
dence. of having been slept in last night.
There were signs of warmth in the bodies
of Mrs. Bergen and her husband and all
the circumstandés seem to indicate that
the murders had been committed but a
short time before the elder Bergen paid
his first visit to the house. -

Medical Examiner Norwood,
careful examination of the bodies, ex-
pressed his opinion that the murders
were committed by Martin Bergen and
that the latter was without doubt in-
sane. He thought Mrs. Bergen was
first victim, that the boy and then the
girl next received their fatal blows and
that after he had slain all the rest of his
family Bergen stood before the looking
glass and, with a razor, nearly severed
his head from his body, reeled around
and fell lifeless to the floor.

A chair that stood near the spot where
the little girl lay had a large piece broken
from it and had the appearance of having

been struck a heavy blow with an axe,’

probably a blow that had been intended |
for the unfortunate victim.

Medical Examiner Norwood stated that
there would be no necessity for holding
an autopsy.

The funerals will probably be held
Saturday afternoon from St. Joseph’s
church and the interment will be in the
cemetery at North Brookfield.

Mrs. Bergen, the murdered woman, was
31 years of age, and as™ Miss Harriet
Gaines, of Pittsfield, married Bergen
about seven years ago.

Martin Bergen at times had been sub-
ject to fits of melancholia. ‘Lhis was
poticeably the case last October when he
showed signs of insanity and Father Lot-
tier was called to see him. His mother is
not living but his father, four gisters and
a brother, all living in western Massachu-
setts, survive him.

THR SMALL-POX SITUATION.

Bo New Css:s at Campbellton—
surhorities Active.

Campbellton, Jan. 19.—All the small-pox
cases 80 far discovered in town have been
removed to the hospital, also one patient
from Bordeau, across the river oa the
Quebec side. No mew cases have broken
out so far. All houses where these cases
were discovered have been quarantined
and the board of health are hard at work to
avoid the spreading of the disease.

Dr. Beaudsy, inspector of the Provincial
Board of Health from Montreal, and Dr.
Coulthard, of Fredericton, were here today
conferring with the local board. They are
to have another meeting tonight.

Moncton, .Jan. 19—No new small pos
cases have been reported here, but the
board of health and I. C. X authori-e
are taking all possible measures to or:-
vent the spread of the disease.

Firing became very heavy on both sider.
One of our naval guns and the other ar-
tillery shelled the gnemy along the r'dge
of Caesar’s Camp, and drove shem to a
point where the Gordons were lying in
wait for them.

As darkness fell the
Boers retired morth in direct line with the
neutral camp, thus rendering it impossible
for our men to fire at them.

White Flag Again Used.

At Caesar’'s Camp a company of the:
Manchesters were outwitted by the enemy-
by the abuse of the white flag. A party
of Boers climbed the summit of the hill
under the white flag, and our men did not.
fire. No socner was the crest of the hill
gained than the enemy poured into them:
a withering fire, inflicting heavy loss.
The Boers engaged in the battle were
three picked eommandoes from the Heldel-
berg and Vryheid districts and the Orange:
