Official Debates.

It was painful to publish the record
of -our Legislative f 1ly on the question
of official debates, but the truth had
to be told. What will be said at Otta-
'wa, where we are applying for Better
Terms, to the senseless expenditure by
(this Province of $4000 for a report of
the talk of members of the Assembly?
Let.us glance at the situation. At the
close ‘of last session, there being many
members absent, it was voted that
committee be empowered to contract
for official debates, although a full
House had decided against them. Messrs.
Willis and Alward proceeded to con-
tract for the work, signing, sealing and
delivering papers that bound the Pro-
vince to a course that had been condemn-
ed by a vote of the Assembly. When the
House met the senseless proceedings of
the Alward-Willis Committee were in-
stantly rebuked, but the House was met
by the contraets. “Your commit-
tee gave us good fat contracts,” said
Mr. Day, Mr. Dixon and M. Robidoux,
“and we will not relinquish them with-
out abonus of $1,500.” The House,
under the lead of Mr. King, rebuked the
Debates Committee by voting $1200 for
cancelling ihe contracts, Mr. Willis him-
self voting his own condemnation at the
bidding of his new leader! The con-
tractors refused $1200, and the debates
are to be published and mailed at an
expense of $4,000 to an impoverished
Province! Mr. Alward and the third
member of the Committee may be ex-
cused, on the ground of their ignorance
of printing, for having made such fat
contracts, but what can be said of Mr.
Willis, who is, probably, the best au-
thority on printing business in New
Brunswick, for having plunged the Pro-
vince into such grossly unfair contracts
against the recorded vote of a majority
of the Houseof Assembly? A mill stone
had better be tied to the neck of the
$4,000 to be paid for debates, and cast
into the sea. It is not only a useless
expenditure, but it encourages people to
look to the Government for intelligence
instead of subscribing for newspapers
and enlightening themselves. For one
dollar and twenty cents, a newspaper,
postage paid, can be had for a whole
year that will give a fair synopsis of the
proceedings of the Assembly and the
events of the world. The man who is
too mean to pay this sum is beyond en-
lightenment, and the man who is too
poor should be sent to the alms house at
once. This brainless decision to throw
away money o official debates deserves
the scorn of every intelligent man, and
it is not possible to believe that any
man in the Assembly can be so great a
fool as to vote for the debates except as
a dodge for catching votes in the burnt
land districts. Mr. Willis and others
may be foolish enough to deem 4,000
so expended wise, but, for the credit of
humanity, we prefer to consider them
dishonest. The Attorney General
would have moved for $1500 instead of |
$1200 for cancelling the contracts if he
had supposed that Mr. Day would bhave
declined the amount tendered him, and
the majority of the Assembly are now
sorrv that $1500 was not voted. Mr.
Hibbard was very severe on Mr. Willis
in the debate to-lay.

But we grow indignant when we think
of lads going home for the first time in
their lives excited by alcohol, some to
make heavy their mothers’ hearts, others
to their irresponsible boarding-houses,
where no notice would be. taken of this
first step in a journey which, in a certain
proportion of casgs, ends in ruin.

Lecturers, preachers and re-
form journalists may give up businessat
once if every man who thinks he is de-
nounced may force them to give bail or
go to prison to await trial for libel.

We think the Witness has displayed a
rather factious opposition to the Govern-
ment of the day, we regard its anti-
popery utterances as altogether unwise
ana uncalled for, we sometimes condemn
its advocaey of reforms as likely to in-

jure rather than promete them, but we

can but ook upon the crinmiinal prosecu-
tion to which it has been subjected as
an attempt to prostitute the law to the
shielding of the ants of the rich from
sound public criticism, and we will
chgerfully subscribe to a fund for indem-
nifying Mr. Dougall for all the expenses
he is forced to incur.

Our Legislative Council reporter tole-
graphed on Saturday that Mr. Young
charged Mr. Jones with having oppos-
ed making a claim for Better Terms
when they were both members of the
Executive Council. Is the sworn sec-
recy of the Executive Council Chamber
so lightly he!d that men are to be held
responsible on the floors of the House
for what they say at the Council Board?

The long list of brutal murders which
has lately been given, was recently sup-
plemented by an additional horror which

exhibits the most revolting details. The
victim was a young wife residing in Chi-
cago. Her husband had been married to
her but a short time, but owing to his in-
ordinate passion for drink and his abus-
ing her, his wife was obliged to live apart
from him for a time. She returned to
him, however, & short time since, he hav-
ing promised to reform, and they were
apparently living happily. A few days
since the wife was taken sick and confined
to her bed. Her husband coming home
late in the evening, went into the room
where his wife was lying, and, seizing
her by the throat, he sprang upon herand
choked her to death. Not content with
killing her, he threw her lifeless body out
apon the floor and stamped upon it until
scarcely a feature was recognizable. He
then left her, and was subsequently ar-
rested in the street for drunkenness. The
subsequent discovery, by the officers, of
his murdered wife led to his being held for
murder, and he now awaits trial for the
hetnous crime of which he is accused.

Singular Loss of Muscles.
A case
cal fraternity as ‘‘progressive muscular
atrophy” is attracting attention in the
Bellevue Hospital, more as a matter of
curiosity than as a subject for treatment.
The victim of this untimely fatal disease
is an ex-faro dealer about thirty years of
age, and the loss of his muscles has been
gradually going on since 1858. A slight
vermicular movement under the skin is
the first indication of atrophy, which is
followed by contraction of the muscular
fibre, loss of strength and neuralgic pains.

In this instance the right arm was first
attacked, then the left, and gradnally the
body and the lower limbs became involv-
ed, until his hands resembled bird’s
claws, and only loose, flabby skin
hangs upon his limbs, neck and trunk.
He still retains some control over the
muscles of the mouth, but when these
and the muscles of respiration become
involved death must ensue:. There are
only two or three similar cases known in
the country. The dreadful malady is in-
duced by violent or continuous muscular
exertion. This man incurred it by the
constant effort made in pressing the steel
spring of his faro-box, and is therefore
the legitimate prey of judgment dispen-
sers over the country. Let the burning
cities and their wicked denizens rest for
a time and the prophets turn their atten-
tion to astrophial faro dealers, where the
relations of cause and eftect are more
clearly discernible by the naked eye.

¥ onderful Surgical Operation.

One of the skilful and hazardous surgi-
cal operations of modern days was per-
formed at the Franklin House, Ports-
month, by Dr. O. Fitzgerald, the cele-
brated clairvoyant physician of this State.
It appears that Mr. Geo. A. Day, of
Damariscotta, had a growing bunch of
birth mark on his right cheek that must
be removed or death ensue. It being in
close proximity with the nfain‘and other
arteries, it was deemed too hazardous by
the most. skilful surgeons to undertake
the operation, as it was predicted that the
severing of arteries would cause death;
but in an influenced state Dr. Fitzgerald
most skilfully and miraculously severed
the bunch, after severing and securing
several arteries.

He
commenced by tracing the rise of the
movement to suppress this vice, mention-
ing a town in Nova Scotia (Truro) where |
there was a hill called ‘“Bible Hill,” and
the first society formed in that town, was |
formed by men who promised not to
drink within seven miles of said hill. This
struck home to some in the audience
who go on a ‘“keg” in town and have
to go out the Marsh Road for a drink.
He traced various other efforts in the
cause of Temperance and then proceed-
ed to argue the question in all it bear-
ings, and in very clear and forcible lang-
uage stated his objection to the traffic.

He objected to the traffic because it is
in the first place, ab initio, dishonest, the
seller and purchaser not being mutually
benefited by the transaction as is the
case in other operations. Then on ac-
count of the incidental demoralization at-
tendant wpon the use of liquor, he ob-
jected to the traffic,and of the impoverishing
effect of rum drinking and the immense
waste of God’s gifts when objects of re-
ligion and charity are so loudly calling.
He quoted figures to show the amount
spent in the Dominion during one yedr in
intoxicating liquors and concluded with
a few remarks on the decrease among re-
spectable people of drinking habits.
Twelve years since when he first came to
St. John liquor was on every side-board;
now he rarely saw it. It was he thought
now only used amongst the lower classes,
or those snobs above, and he wished the
traffic to be left entirely in .the hands of
disreputable classes. The Rev. James
Bennet occupied the chair and announced
the Rev. W. P. Everett as the lecturer for
next Sunday evening. A temperance
meeting for children will be held on Sa-
turday afternoon in the Academy.

Sad Disappoiniment of a Minister.

A well known minister of the Free Bap-
tist denomination, at present residing in
this city, received an invitation a few
days ago to attend a wedding in Kars,
King’s Co., and, thinking, as a matter of
course, that the company of no minister
was desired except the one who was to
perform the ceremony, he came to the
very natural conclusion that a fee was in
waiting for him. Accordingly, lured by
the prospect of a bountiful supper, and
the go'den fee which he seemed to see
already glittering in his brawny palm, he
left this city in the midst of one of the
heaviest snow storms of the season, and
in due time arrived atthe scene of action.

The Brigantine Village Belle, from
Barbadoes for Port Medway, N. S.,which
put into Bermuda in distress, was tohave
been sold at auction on the 15th ult.

The Bark Argonaut, Raymond, master,
from Bremerhaven for New York, before
reported ashore on the West Rocks, was
got off the following day and taken into
Harwich, making considerable water.
She will have to undergo repairs before
proceeding.

Schooner R. A. Ford.—Advices receiv-
ed by John M. Taylor, Esq., yesterday
afternoon, from Captain Carpenter, re-
ports the total loss of the schooner R. A.
Ford, from this port for Providence, R.
1., at Hypocutis, where she had gone
ashore. The R. A. Ford is insured for
$4000, $1000 in the British American In-
surance Company of Toronto, and $3,000
among the St. John Underwriters. In-
structions have been sent out to the
Captain to get the vessel off, if possible,
into a safe harbor. The cargo which is
valued at about $1800, was shipped by
Messrs. Scammell Bros. It is not in-
sured.

Allan Line Steamship for St. John.—It
is probable that one of the Allan Line
steamers will be despatched from Liver-
pool, E., for this port, this month.

Sale of Ship Property.—A Liverpool ex-
change of the 8th February reports
another large sale of vessels at Messrs.
Kellock & Co.’s, on the 6th. Among the
ships disposed of were the Cambridge,
1094 tons register, built at Miramichi,
N. B., in 1851, which realized £4,000, and
the bark Galeon,. of Quebec, 312 tonms,
which realized £3,350.

‘Awards for Qallant Services at Sed.—
Captain Geo. J. Pearce, of the ship St.
Louis, of this port, has been awarded a
gold watch by the Board of Trade of Lon-
don for his gallant services to the captain
and crew of the bark Redan, of London,
on the 26th November last. The Redan,
which was from Quebec for London with
timber, when in lat. 44 81 N., lon. 35 21
W., met with a hurricane and was com-
pletely disabled, her rudder being washed
way. The St. Louis then hove in sight,
and Capt. Pearce and four seamen in the
whale boat rescued the crew of the ill-
fated vessel. She second mate, who was
one of the four, received £4, and the rest

Crawford introduced a Bill empowering
the Justices of King's County to sell
certain lands; and Butler, a Bill relating
to the Jurisdiction of Justices in- Civil
Suits.

Alward read the reportof the Debates
Committee, stating that Day had refused.

Hibbard said he could not help the
awkward position the committee was in.
He had often been that way, and thought
that some of therest had. They deserved
mno censure. They had been gulled by
Day, but unintentionally. He was proud
that all the members were not printers,
like his friend Willis.

Phillips endorsed this.

Coram thenght the House should sub-
stantiate the acts of the committee. Day
was no great friend of his, but he wanted
to be honorable add support the dignity
of the house. The Attorney General
must earry out the contract, as the con-
tractor had refused to compromise.

Hon. Mr. White concurred with Hib-
bard.

Otty said our finances are not in a
prosperous eondition this year. Last
year they were supposed to be. He
thought it best to get out of the arrange-
ment if possible.

Napier thought a mere synopsis in the
Monitewr Acadian would be very, very
dangerous, @s 1o one would know what
would be contained in it. The Debates
would be a cruel waste of money and he
had always been opposed to them. The
English should not try to crush the re-
spectable French nation.

Boiler Examination.

Mr. Smith, Dominion Inspector of
Steamboats, at the request of Mr. John
Murphy, made an examination of the
Corporation boiler which exploded last
week, and fully agreed with the verdict
of the Coroner’s Jury as to the cause
of the accident. The boiler was burned,
and this was the direct and only
cause of the accident, which . fully agrees
with the evidence of Mr. Piercy, the
engineer of No. 2. Mr. Smith, as an
expert and an official, also examined the
construction of the boiler, and considered
it defective in some parts. By the
Dominion Act applying to steamboats,
which only allows a pressure equal to
one-fifth of tke texrile strength of the
metal per square inch, not more than 25
1bs. would. be allowed. This, however,
was not the greatest amount of steam
that could be used with safety. On
locomotive boilers a greater pressure is
allowed than on steamboats, consequently
this beiler could have been run at a
much higher pressure than 25 Ibs.
