LORD LEVERHULME

Largest Employer of Labor in
Great Britain Speaks Before
Calgary Board of Trade

Lord Leverhulme, the didtinguished
British manufacturer, has announced
that the 130 employes of the Royal
Crown Soap Company at Winnipeg, will
be given the six-hour day without re
duction of pay. He said the offer was
econtingent om the attitude of union
labor in Winnipég for their approval,

Lord Leverhulme is now in Calgary,
baving arrived there on Thursday
morning. At the lunch hour he spoke
before the board of trade, He is famous
as the largest employer of labor in
Great Britain, and a great philanthrop
ist. Born in Lancashire, England, in
1851, he entered his father’s small gro-
cery business, and by the exerecise of
‘extrsordinary business capacity built
up & great soup industry. He was un
suceersful in his first undertaking, when
in 1887 he had a factory with an cutput
jof twenty tons & week. Now the output
of Port Sunlight alone is 5,000 tons a
week, The business of Lover Bros,
‘Ltd., of which he'is the head, has o
eapital of $500,000,000, and its stock is

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Short Training Course
for School Teachers

vestigations into the cause of the in-
dastrial norest.

AN EMERGENCY PROVISION

There is still a great need for motre teachers in Alberta. On
account of the inerease of the teacher-training period to a full
year, there will be no class of graduates at Christmas this year.
This will temporarily aggravate the present shortage. Plans
are being made ~to -establish an additional teacher-training
institution in Edmonton just as quickly as possible, but in the
meantime this—the transition year from the short normal term
to the long—is fraught with special difficulties.

PROPOSED SHORT COURSE

As an emergency measure, to meet the present extraordin-
ary conditions and for this year only, the Department of
Kduecation has decided, providing a l.ngv number of studenty
can be secured, to offer a short course of training for persons
with the necessary academie standing to enable them fo qualify
for limited certificates. This ecourse will cover twelve weeks,
opening January 5th, continuing until March 26th, 1920. It will
be given in the eity of Edmontn; will entitle the student to a
temporary cerntlcaw valid until January 1st, 1922. The holder
of one of these temporary certificates, who desires to complete
his training in order to secure a permanent certificate, will be
entitied, providing he has had sueccessful teaching experience,
to admission {6 #normal school at the New Year, and may com-
plete his training by taking the advanced period of the regular
normal course, running from January 1st to the end of April
in any year.

The National Dairy Council of Can-|
ada at its recent meeting in Ottuu,"
adopted a program for an energetie |

campaign to increase the comsumption
of dairy products, to improve marketing
conditions and generally to proteet and
develop the dairy industry in Canada.
To earry on the work they have under
taken in a manner worthy of the great
dairy industry of Canads, will require
a large sum of money. The eouneil
poses to raise money by the following
plan:

““That the manufacturers of all milk
products be asked to eontribute the sum
of one (1) cent per 100 pounds of butter
fat or ome-third of ome cent per thou-
sand p milk purchased by them
for the current year, one-half of this
amognt payable November 1, 1919, and
the balance Fe 1, 1920, to the
Treasurer of the National Dairy Coun-
cil.

““And that the produeers be naked to

| contribute the sum of twenty-five (25}

eents per eapits per spnum and that
this be colli‘ted by the manufacturing
concern to whom they deliver their
duet in the month of June, 1920, and
that the same be forwsrded immediate-
Iy upon collection to the Treasurer of
the Nationsl Dairy Couneil.”’

Milk or eream vendors are included
iin the term manufacturers.

| half-yearly instalment from the manu-
facturers is now due. The contribution
is to be based on the first six months’
business of 1919, The couneil will take
steps to see that dairymen are sceur |
ately informed from time to time of the |
different steps_taken by the couneil to!

DESTRUCTION AT ITS WORST. |

The Trade Union movement in Winnipeg was at one time prob-|
ably the most efficient of any eity in Canada. Under the able diree-
tion of R. A. Rigg and others the forces of Labor were so well or
! ganized, welded together so compactly, that the workers were in a
| position to establish conditions of employment that compared mos:
{ favorably with other parts of Canada. There was no justifiable reason|
for a ‘sudden departure from the methods that had ereated a move-|
 ment so suecessful as to make Winnipeg known from eoast to coast
{as a good union ecity.

But the very faet that Winnipeg, the gateway eity -and a live
{industrial centre, was exceptionally well organized, made it a
strategical point of vantage for the dreamers, the ‘‘one-idea’’ men,
whose program it was to gain control of the workers’ organizations
as a link in the chain of events that was to bring about a radieal
and immediate change in the order of society. That such a change
was, and is, necessary is evident; that the Socialist Party of Canada
theories were, and are visionary and impractical, is equally evident;
that the trade union movement should have suffered so severely by
the application of such theories is most deplorable indeed

The Winnipeg trade union movement has suffered to a greater
| degree than has that of other cities because of the faet that the O.B.U.
i propaganda was promulgated more assiduously in that ¢ity than in
other centres, with the possible exception of Vaneouver, and the
S.P. of C. leaders had more deeply entrenched themselves within
| the International unions. “The once powerful movement in Winnipeg

| require some years of arduous and diligent toil to restore the once
i potent organiations that existed in that city. The visionaries have
{ had their innings, the dreamers have been weighed in the balance
jand found wanting. Where they were allowed the greatest leeway
{ the destruction they wrought was the most complete.

THE SIX.-HOUR DAY.

The six-hour day i$ looked upn in many cireles as not eompatible
with a proper plane of production, The same contention has been
made regarding the eight-hour day, and the difficulty of arriving at
the minimum of hours neecessary to ensure proper produetion is
admitted by reasonable thinkers.

On the question of the sixshour day, however, the matter has been
| scientifically determined in the mind of at least one great manufae-
{turer. Lord Leverhulme, eontrary to popular opinion, is not alto-
gether a philanthropist.  He is the hard-headed business man even
in his greatest endeavors to better the material econditions of his
work-people. He makes no pretense to be otherwise. The scap king
ardently supports his contention that it pays ‘““to sweat the machine
rather than the man,”” and his treatise on the six-hour day is based
on that contention. Lord Leverhulme in advoeating the six-hour day
as compared with eight hours, points out that the overhead expense
will be increased comparatively little by working his plants two
shifts of six instead of one shift of éight hours each day. By the
“‘speeding up’’ of the work during the short shift it is elaimed
{that almost as much production will ensue from six hours’ labor
as did formerly from eight hours’ work. By employing two shifts
thus doubling the wage cost, production will be practically doubled,
while the overhead expense, or cost other than producing labor,
remains practically as for the one shift of eight hours. Thus it is
claimed that the cost of the unit of production would be aectually
reduced rather than increased by the inauguration of a six-hour
work day.

Lord Leverhulme has announced that he will earry out his theoriés
on the six-hour day in Winnipeg, when the employes of the Roya‘
Crown Soap Co. will be given the shorter day without reduction of
pay. It will be interesting to observe the outcome of the inaugura-

tion of what has been freely referred to as an unreasonably short
work-day.
