In wounds there is sometimes danger
from lues of blood, therefore make pres-
sure by pressing the limb firmly with the
hands, or better still,apply a very tight
bandage.

The main
artery of the arm will be found hetween
the shoulder and the elbow, and on the
inner side of the large muscles. The
main artery of the legs can be found
most easily on the anterior aspect of the
thigh, just below the groin.

When a n faints do nat attempt
to raise the head; it is better that it
should be on a level with the hody, or
even lower, because by this means one
gets the aid of gravity in restoring the
circulation of the blood in the brain, and
this will reatore conacivusness. The use
of spinits of ammonia applied to the nos-
trils is sometimes efficacious, but rhould
not be persisted in 100 long, neither
should there be an attempt te make the
patient swallow efore able, as it might
result in suffocation.

The Man of Bilrod and Irem.

One of the greatest parliamentay events
in the short history of the moderr Ger
man Empire took place when Prince Bis-
murck rose in the Reichstag and virtually
entered into the great constitutional
strnggle over the army of Germany that
has 1esulted in his victory at the polls.
The debate over the bill increasing the
German army by a tenth for seven years
has raged furiously for days. The op-
ponents of the measure, who were princi-
pally Liberals, anxious to preserve for the
German people the parliamentary liber
ties secured for them when the empire
was established,pointedout that the effect

The suspension of the Martime Bank on
Tueaday bas ahout paralyzed the business ot
the town. The announcement that the bunk
nad suspended payment produced quite w
sengation, but the action yesterday of most
of nur business houses in taking Maritime
notes at the fuce for goods, helped to restore
a confidence in the institution. Notes bad
heen bougkt on Tuerday and the early hours
ot Wednesday, nt 75 and 80 cents on the dol-
Inr. but from novn yesterday till the early
hours of to-day, helders were not disposed
to sell at any such shave. To-dny's develop_
ment3, however, hnve changed the face of
matters altogether.  Public confidence in
the institation has been withdrawn ; mer-
chants will not accept the notes atany price
for trade or unything el:e ; and speculators
will not touch them even at 50 cents on the
dollar. The cause of this is due to the fact
that all notes discounted in the Maritime
Bauk and which full due after the 17th instant
bave been hypothecated—that is placed in
other banks where they must be taken up
with current funds. This, it is uaderstood,
was dune last night.

There are many rumors afloat as to the
immediate cause of the suspension; but as
yet nothing defimte is known. No official
statement has been made, and directors in
St. Jobn who have been interviewed will not
give any information.

The general feeling among business men
to-day, is that the bank must wiod up its
uffuirs.

OF the $321,900 stock of the Maritime Bank,
$57,000 was beld by citizens of Fredericton.
The failure, for it 1s nothing else, while it
will cause some inconvenience to some of
our merchants, will not seriously affect them
in any way.
