PHO is getting richer? As 1X/ the proposition for a levy AV to pay the war debt is 

constantly heard with 
more frequency this question is 
steadily becoming more acute. More- 
over, regardless of a levy on capital 
it is of extreme interest in connec- 
tion with the tax problem. The New 
Statesman, of London, has made a 
study of the question as it concerns 
Great Britain, where conditions 
closely parallel those in this coun- 
try, and the conclusion reached is 
this:

“Taking all things together, the 
proportionate distribution of the to- 
tal net income between the wage- 
earning class, on the one hand, and 
all the other sections on the other, 
remains just about what it was five 
years ago. It must, of course, be re- 
membered that whilst earnings have 
perhaps doubled, they go no further 
in the means of life than did those 
of 1913. Much the same is true of 
the distribution between the rewards 
of personal service and what the In- 
land Revenue calls unearned income. 
The proportions do not seem to have 
appreciably changed. On the other 
hand, if we ignore these distinctions 
and consider the distribution as be- 
tween those families under £1,000 
a year and those over that figure, it 
is our considered opinion, after sur- 
veying the whole position—it cannot 
be put any higher—that the class in 
excess of £1,000 a year per family 
has considerably increased in propor- 
tion to the whole community; and 
that the aggregate income of this 
class, taken as a whole, is now enor- 
mously larger than it was before 
the war—so much larger, in fact, as 
to leave its net receipts, after pay- 
ing away possibly nearly half the 
total in income tax, super-tax and 
excess profits duty, positively no less 
than they were before the war. Tak- 
ing the families of £1,000 a year and 
upwards as a whole, the full amount 
of the unprecedented direct taxation 
has been met by the increase in gross 
income. The net incomes do not go 
so far as they did; and in the sense 
of disappointed expectation the mere 
£1.000 a year family suffers more 
than that of the artisan.”-

However, before accepting this 
conclusion as settling the whole mat- 
ter, there are some important modi- 
fying circumstances to be considered. 
For example:

"We know, not by any means ex- 
actly, but within a relatively small 
margin of error, what was the aggre- 
gate capital value at market prices 

Iof the privately-owned wealth in the 
United Kingdom prior to th war. 
The calculations of various statisti- 
cians, based on the available official 
statistics—as summarized, for in- 
stance, in Dr. Stamp’s very authori- 
tative ‘British Incomes and Proper- 
ty,’ and latterly in Mr. Pethick Law- 
rence’s ‘Levy on Capital’ — approxi- 
mate in placing this total at some- 
where about £12,500,000,000. About 
88 per cent, of this was owned by 
12 per cent, of the population (each 
family being ‘worth’ over £1,000); 
whilst 12 per cent, of the total was 
shared among 88 per cent, of the 
population, their average family for- 
tune (including furniture and per-

£2,500,000,000 — perhaps this will 
be the limit of the capital levy—and 
that the total drawn as unearned in- 
come may be found to have increased 
by some £500,000,000 a year.”

"Measured in capital wealth, and 
subject to many individual excep- 
tions, the rich will have become much 
richer and the poor hardly less poor 
in the course of the last five years.

"It looks as if, out of a total net 
product nearly twice the value of 
that of 1913-14, the wage-earning 
class is receiving in earnings pos- 
sibly two-fifths, which does not dif- 
fer much from the estimated pre-war 
proportion. Meanwhile, it looks as 
if the total drawn in rent and interest 
had gone up from about £600,000,- 
00 to nearly twice that figure. A 
cautious private banker has just put 
the net increase in what he calls 
‘rente,’ excluding all the profits of 
business men, at £431,000,000.
