The charity which tho Gespel enjoins
on the 1icli snd powerful toward the suffering
social majority had, 1t was thonght and ssid,
hecome o dead letter, an 1dle and empty confos
son,

Ben like Bishop D.outreloux, Cardinal Len:
genienx of Ilheims, and Leo XTI, reselved
that Christinu charity among the leading ciasken
in soziety ould beeome & real, liviag, aciive,
practieal foree, minissering o all the needs of
the Iaboring classes, and couaterscting ener-
getically all tho evil ipfluences o which the
European poer and workingmen have been long
eapozed,

In the first Catholic Congress of Liege, as-
sembled lnst year to examine the eocial ques-
tion, the most important result arrived at was
to ¢nlist mnnufacturers, proprietors, men of
property and pes.tion, in the work of undoiog
and resisting the wrong dore to the working-
men, in devising within the factorics themselves
the most efficacious mnesns of doing just.co to the
toiler, of saving him from the two-fold tyrauny
and degradation of yoverty and vice, of protect-
iog him from misery in bia old age, of recuring
to his home, wife and children alltho sanctities,
the comforts and the independenco to which the
heart of the Christian Taan aspire. .

1t is eufficient to read the reports, resolutions
and addresses contained in the published som-
wary of the proceedinen of the Congress_of
Liega, to ses that the spirit of Christian charity
hastrinmphed, and that_the Belgian and Ger-
msn Catholics have practically solved the social
question,

_ One of the sections of the congress—the most
important of all, so far as practical results are
concerned—was the employers (patrons). -The
president of this section, Urbain Guerin, aftor
censuring in his report the custom prevailing in
annonymous induttrial corporations of taking no
we2ount whatever of the moral condition of
their workingmen, concluded by proposing a
:éﬂcs 3f resolntions which were unanimously
opled :

The Employers’ union, while affirming the
moral responsibility of all shareholders, express-
e hereby the fervent wish that the latter ahall,
iv their regular general moeting, exercies an
aetive control in giving a sound sogial direction
to those under their charge ;

That, in electing administratora and directers,
thep shall ba careful to examine not only the
professional capacity and social standiog | of
the candidates, bub their dispositions with
regard to the socia] question—i.e., their disposi-
tian to secure the moral well-being of their
workingmen 3

That the board of directors (ia every indus-
trial corporation) use the most ecrnpulous care
in the appointment ot all agents charged with
superimending their workmen ; .

That they shall show the greatest respect for
liberty smd copscience among their employée,

never bring any pressure to bear on them which
might injure their material intereats ;

That they shall assiciate with themselves
their workmen in the administration of the
economical institutions founded for the benefit
of the latter.

The pregnint and far-reaching meaninz of
tliese resolutions can osly be fully understood
and appreciated by reading the printed reporis
of the proceedings. Still one can arrive at &
tolerable knowledge of tha generous spirit
which animates the Catholic manufacturers and
employers of Belginm {rom the little which my
gpaze wili allow me to say.

The members of the scetinn bind themaelves
to provide frequent popular lectures for their
Lands, popalar libraries and reading roomws ;
the solemn celebration of the patrona! feasts
of their resp:ctive guilds at which the employ-
era promise to be present; schools for aduity,
children and workingmea—all accompanied
with such appliancss 18 tend to prowote woral-
1iy and religion,

Here ace the final resolutions adepted by the
gection on the motion of Doat:

I. Tne emuloyers, inspired by their religious
dnty toward their werkisgmen and wowen,
shall apply themselves in a sxpecial munner  to
seize evary opportunity of mixing with the lat-
ter, such as puvlic lecturer, the solemu celebra-
tien of the guild feasts, etc.

IL. In every 1mporient industrizl establish-
ment shall be created o fund for sesuring to the
workman medical assistance and a portion of
Lis salaew in case of sickness or of being dis.
abled by wounds ; the regulation of this fand
ahall be under the joint superintendence of the
witkmen and their employers.  In sinslier
manufactor'es the omployers will encourape
their hands to becotne members «f a natn-l
heneficent soclety, the (r vilege of mendirsbing
in whici shall be cavefully gnarced.

TIL Every employrr shall ¢ -ntract in favo:
of his workmen a collective insurance guara -
teeing to the workman wedieal ciresntap r-
tiw of hisealary in case of wounds «r sickness.

IV. Finployess will nge ail their indlues ¢
over their workmen to induce thum by their
advice and encoursg-ment, and by preamary
wid, to sot aside a portion of their wages goax to
be-nefit by the savings banks and superannut-
tion fund established in their favor by ihe
State.

This, of couree, is where the intervention of
the Stato in faver of workingmen is aa estab-
lished and accepsed fact. This qnastion of Statn
intervention as leading to State sncialism ia not
all acceptadle to very msny, buth among the
workingmen and tho employers.
Thus, at soy rate in Belgium, and we may
say lso in Germ-n{. weaith, capital, prope:ty
and position aia enlisted by raliglon in the great
work of improving the conditinn and prospec's
of the laboring clesses. In France, where all
ood aud noble idess quickly take root and
ﬁouriah, s groat doal has beeu done in this
direction ; sgre.t deal more is now sure to be
done under the guidance and impulse of saeh
praotical and powerful minds as Cardinal Lan.
genieux.
I shall return to this subject in my next. But
to encouraga tho great of peart in tha Tnited
States, wlera the socisl question is daily grow-
ivg in seriousness, I can uvoly quote from the
conclanion of the Abbe Winterer's most elaquznt
diseourse :
Tha Church has plaged in tho centre of each
Christinu community we csll a parish, 8 nan
who haw charge of eouls, but whose daty 1t i3
sluo to gbare in the wmateral sufferings ot Hia
people,  This man can rearcely nveid, in our
times, the obligation of wmaking bimse!f as-

THE DIscOUIRE 0F ARRE WINTERER AT THE LATE
CATHOLIC CYUNGLRIERS,

T4 is not pessible even to wention the names
of the many speakers who on this occasion pro-
nonuced discoursss quite equal to the eapeesa-
tions which the renown of tha owstors had ex-
cited. As was expected, the specch of the
Abbé Winterer, the valiant Alsatinn Deputy
to the German Parliament, was nmongst thosc
ot prime importancs We givela very bricf
resume, mostly  for  the saku  of illus-
tration. Lvorywhere, said the Abb2, the
attention of Catbulics was Leing direced
to the social question. In  all  the
countrios of the Old Wor.d, as in the New, the
minds of man were pre-oceupied with the dan-
ger caused to scciety by Soeialism, and retnedied
wero universally being sought. Dut io the
meantime, ere a practicabls solution o the difhi-
cuity could be found, the danger was every day
extending ; the number of the Socialisig in-
creaaed ; theis propagoudism especinlly exercised
a most fatal inlusnce.  On she Conenest per-
gona) property was attacked in the asme of jus-
tice s in I;:-eél.\nd and in the United States na-
tionalization of the land was demanded ; whilsb
the Socialistic press spared no 1nstitution, en-
deavoring to ovesthrow even the idea of God in
tho soul. Society will, undoubsedly, receive
its deathblow from this ; but how_think with-
out aifright of the ruins which will strew the
soil, the blow which will stail those ruins be-
fcre Christian civilization, in the end victorious,
ghall have re-eslablished socisl peaco? .
Winterer showed what was the duty of States
{n relation to this question, snd then, in a mag-
nificent series of tableaux, enumeratod the acts
of the Church during eighteen centuries, In

BROTHERS OF; MISERICORDIA.

THE STRANGE ORDRIt FOTYDED IN THE THIRTEENTH
CENTONY BY A 110US PORTER.

One of the impreesive sights of Florence is
the appearance in the strrets of a procession of
veiled figures, clothed n black, carrying acorp:e
to its burial. The fgures wry men, members of
the Drothers of the Misericordia, o suciety
founded in the thirteenth century by n pious
porter. Plerre Borsi, the porter, obe day con-
ceived the happy thought of reforming the
vices and employing the idle moments ot his
fellow porters. ) . .

Their idleness, while waiting in the publio
square for some one to hire them, had no ten-

daily newspaper of the day, he baa done bul-
Linut service to the Isish canse. He bas besn
Iyrd Mayor of Dubliv and H.gh Sheritl of the
sa1mn c1ty, and has for many years sat in Parlin-
ment as the representative of one of the Dublin
ridings. It wns while he ceenpied the position
of High Sheridi that he was eomupitted to
prison, Aug. 16th, 1882, for puldi=hing in his
paper a letter with editorial cominents retlacting
on the conduct of the Crown m packivg juries.
The following extraces frcm hix spe.ch oo g
ceeasion will be read wiath iub rest av the pres
ent timse :

THIREE MEN BURNED TO DEATH IN
A COUNTRY BOARDING HOUSE.

Quenee, Oct, 17.—~A fire broke out nt 10.45

yesterday, in Robert Neil's boarding house,

situated at Lake EXdward, Thealarm wasgiven
by one of the boarders, who had retired and

was not sslsepr. There wo:e about fifteen bodrd-
ersin the houee, besides Neil's family of six.
The cavse of the fire is supposed to be froma
lamp which was placed on the table in the sit-
ting room for the convenience of other boardera
who had not comeip. The fire taking sorudden-
ly thers was no chance of escaps to those upatairs
but to jump from the windows, which are about
cighteen foet. The first man Lo jump was an én-
gine driver named B. White, who escapad with
a dislocatedankle. The balanes of the boarders
maccreded in oseoping, with the exception of
three, who wore burned to a erisp.  Tuose who
did escape were badly burnt, some baving their
hair buinod from their heads, snd their faces
and necks badly blisteied.

Ieury George denies the

truth of thia proposition, and refers o countries

in whbich there ia an imninense nmount of capital,

and in which the price of lnbor is very low. I

think political economicts shonld aniozd their
proposition and make it read as follows: * The
greater the amount of capital eoekirg employ-

ment in_any coundry, the higher the wages of
labor,” In ‘all civilized countrics, there is an
immense ainouat of eapital which do s not seuk
employment. It is locked up in bonds of
various kinds, and briogd in an incoms ¢ its
owner without the aid of lubor.  Suppose
the Unitel States were to pay the National
Debt in greenbacks, what would Le the re-
salt? Cupitalists would be compelld tu seck
the aid of Dabor to muke their capntal profitable,
and manufactories of every kind wewnld spring
ap all over the ccuntry, and the wages of Labor
would greatly advance. Tat us alqo suppse
that o graduated land tax wag established, and
that o capitalict had to pay three, four or fiv

per cant upon all land which he nwued i excess
of ten thousand dollars’ worsh. Under the~o
circumstanoe, it would not pay she capitalist to
buy land and bold 1t for speculative purpses,
TFor this rensdn also, b wonld be compellod to
seek the aid of Labor to make hi~ czpital protis
able, This, then, i3 my 1dea. The yovernmen

should be administered in such a manner aa to
stimulate; if not netuslly comypel, the capitalst
to meek the aid of Labor in order to mako hus
capital profitable.—Dr, W, H. Benson,

DEATH IN THE FLAMES,
FATAL FIRE IN A CLEVELAND LUNATIC ASYLUN,

CLeVELAND, Oct, 12.~The horrors of a fierce
fire, in the smcke and confusion of which
stalked the presence of grim death in his most
terrible form, visited the great insane asylum in
the southern limits of the city for the second
time to-night. It was the occasion of the weekly
dance given the more manageable of the patients
as a healthy means of recreation. About 350
of them in chsrge of attendants wete enjoy-
iog the diver:ion thus afforded vkem, when
the cry of flte arose and flames and smoke
poured in upon them with bawildering sud-
deness. A stampede was the result, and the
attendants had scarcely time to realize the
situation when the room was filled with leaping
fire and dense smoke. As soon as the first
excitement had abated the attendants made a
courageous rush into the suffocating smoko nud
rescucd all they could of the unfortunates who
had bean overcome. The bodies of six insmne
women, who had met death by asphyxia and
burning, were recovered and three more wers
found in an injured condition. T'wo of the dead
were unrecoguizable, The names of the others
are: Mrs, Margaret Pitts, Miss Jennie B. Hall,
Miss Eveline Scribner and Mra, Charlotte
Knowlton. The injured are: Miss Caroline
Knowlton, cousin of Charlotte, perhaps fatally ;
Mies Jane Black and Miss May Ogle. But f)::r
the heroic enduct of the physiciang and atten-
dants, who rushed into ths smoke and flames
and dragged the terror stricken insane people
from the chapel, the loss of life must have heen

THE announcement that several of the prin.
cipal sugar refiners of the Uaited States are
forming an assoc ation reprerenticg about $50,-
000,000 of capitnl for the protection of their
mu'usl intere-ts i3 causzing not a little conster-
nation aniong the ret+il dealers and consumers
throuthout the repubtlic. The scheme contem-
plates one of the most gigantic monopolistic or-
gan‘zations for the contiol of trade ever fourd
in Amtrics,

Of course the prime object of this trust is to
jocreass the price of sugar tu the consumes,
sioes the refiners complain that there are too
many refineries to permit of profitable produz-
tion. In other worde, those joining the trust
do so with the intention of abolisking competi-
tion. Thete is, bowever, vome doubt of theip
being able to do =o, though they certainly can
limit competition very much. Mr. F. N.
Parrett, editor of aleading journal devoled to
the grocery trade, in an interview with a N. Y.
Telcgram reporter, said :—

““Tha Eastern refiners mnay combine, but
there isa siogle rcfiner un the western coast of
the United States who could compsete with
them. This single refiner now supplies the
greater portion ot the sugars of various grades
consumed west of the DMiesissippi River, He
raight prove tu be an important factor in the
Xastern maiket as well. The coast regiou of
Calfornia, as we ars aware, is well adapted t)
the cultivation of the suzar beet, and the beet
may yet to a considerable deeres come into
competition with the cane. Yrom the history
of the industry on the Pacific coast I learn that
the lowest aversge of production is fifteen tons
of Leets per acre, with a yield of sugar that has
varied from two tons per acre to as low as 2,80
pounds. Cubn iz now the largest grower of
cane sugar, exporting an average of 655,000 tons
per year. Germany is firat as a grower of the
sugar beet. The sugar manufacturing industry
of the United States has reached ouch immense
proportions that no person need fear a scarcity
of the product:

In
the abscoce of malice, the courts of justice
were weary of putting legal handcuffs upon pub-
jishers when reporting judicial procesiiogs.”
Thia common eense daci-ivn is a3 much a re.
coznition of the 1ight of the public to know
what 18 going on in the courts as 1t i8 an act of
justics to mewspaper publishers. Under the
antiquated law of libel publishers are conatant-
ly barras-ed by libel suits entered by all sorts
of persons who fancy themselves injured by re-
ports in the newspapers, which reporta the
newspspars must supply to mees the public de-
mand and in the public interest. It is to be
hoped that Judge Davidson’s decision in this
case will have a good effect in checking a sort
of lit gation which has been altogether too com-
mon and which serves no good purpree, The
law ought to be amended, ag it is in Epgland,
and the pliintiff compelled to show malice and
give security for costs before being a'lowed to
prozeed with action foe libel against a news-
pager, '

AN IRISH IMMIGRANTS' HOME.

Irish Catholics of this city have been shame-
fully neglectful in not providing a refuge for
poor, friendless immigrants of therr owa faith
and nationality. The Scotch and English are
not 8o lax ; they have provided homes where
their destitute countrymen and countrywomen
can obtain shelter, advice and assistance on
arriving in thie, to them, strange, foreign land.
The apathy of our Irish citizens is humiliating
to contemplate. A meeting was called for last
night to consider the subject of providing some
system for the protection of the poor people
thrown upon our shores under the very dis-
tressing circumstances that now exish in
Ireland, but out of thirty representative Icish:
men who should have been present only six
attended. We do hope such will-not be the
cage at the meetiog called for next Tuesday
evening, at St. Patrick’s Hall, by Father
Dowd and Mr. Denis Barry, President of St
Patrick's Society.

B The busimess to be brought befcre the meet-
ing will be to inquire into and find out the legal
provision made by the general and local Govern-
ments for the reception of the destitute class of
immigrants landiog at Montreal, and, if neces-
sary, to supplement thia provision by persoraj
advice, and by other assistaace. A committea
may be appointed to corresrond with the two
Governments, if desirable, in the interests of the

immigraats. . No other matter that could divide

the attention of the meeting will be proposed.
We will say no more at pres:nt, eave to urge

upon the Irish Cathoiic women of Montreal the
necezsity of their doing something to aid in’ the
good work, for there is no class more needing
kindly attention on their arrival here than the
inaocent Irish immigrent girls, who, under pre.
sent circurnstances, have no one to protect them
from the stares of the vicious.

AMERICAN CURRENCY.

PerAaps the most important meeting that hos
been held this fall in the United States was
that of the bankers, which assembled at Pitts-
burg this week, From figurea and statements
laid before the meeting, wa gather that the
United States us s nation iy doing business on
& gold Lasia becauss a Dbimetallic basis is
an 1deality. There are afloat 8346,000,000
of paper, worth in absolute fact $100,-
000,000 in gold plus the faith and credit of
the government an indefinite sum. Thera are
1n gold eomething lika $600,000,000. Gold and
paper wmake it $946,000,000, with $216,000,000
of this “faith and credit,” but selling at pa:.
Into this mass of par money have been pro-
jected about 8300,000,000 ot silver coin, which
is far below par and irredeemable.  The
latest quotation of silver 1is 443 pence
an ouncs, or 88§ cents. The silver dullar
has 371 grains; the ounce has 480 graias.
The =ilver dollar, therefore, pays 371-480ths of
881 cents for a dollar iz gold. This is closa to
75 ceuts. Therofore the m £946,000,000,
with $246,000,000 of faith and credit in 1, be.
comes $1,246,000,000, wich $246,000,000 of faith
and credit and £75,000,000 of bogus, If sold at
sheriff's account this $1,246,000,000 might shrink
to §925,000,000, and wousld most surely go down
tc $1,171,000,000, tho amount of the bogus.
The monetary figures of the United States
currency are so large that §75,000,000 play the
part of only one-sixteenth. The par currency
of the United States has been debased a hittle
over 6 per cent. ko far. It 1s all worth®4ina
batch. Three quarters of it 18 a8 good as gold.
In addition there are about §238,000,600 of
national currency, redeemable in greenbacks,
which need not figure in the calenlation, as it
would disappear (o time of trouble,

WILFUL MURDXIR,
A verd'et of wilful murder has been returned
by the coronzr’s jury in the Mi:chellstown
ghooting case, and a warrsnt has accordingly

been issuzd for the arrest of the constables who
fired upon the people. Their pames are
Tospector Brownrigg, Sergeants Kernnan, Ryder
and Breanan, and Cunstables Gavanand Doran,
The facts of the crime for which these mioions
of a blood-thirsty governmeat stasd convicted
by a corouer’s jury are 80 well known that they
geed not be recapitulated here. More wan'o
and deliberate slaughter was never perpetrated,
and the verdict is only a confirmation of ths
opininn of the civilized world, There was no
attac™ on the police at the time of the shoot-
jug. They had, in fac*, retired. The meating
had dispersed when Brownrieg and his fellows
deliberately shot down theic victims in cold
blood from the safe vautage ground of the bar-
racks. Dut, we suppose, as in former cases of a
Iike character, the Crown will refuse to prosa-
cute, and the murderers may be allowed to
tscape red-handed for the present. But—

Last night’s eabe reports likewise convey
the news that a verdict of wilful murder was
returned by the coroner’s jury in the cace of the
old man Kinsella, who was shiot down by emer,
gencymen employed by Captain Hamilton. The
circnmstances of this crime weras even more
atrocious than these of the Mitchellstown
slaughter. The Rav. Dr. Dilloo, of Arklow, re-
lates that . Wednesday, 28.h September, a
largs body of emergencymen prerented them.
selves ot the house of Dlichael Xuavanagh,
Croughan, to seize upon several head of cattle,
On reaching the farm six emergencymen seized
upon some cattle, but several people assem-
blivg, they reliaquished the stock. Shortly
afterwards the emergeccy body was reinforcad
to about 20 men, all armed with revolvers, and
gome with riles. They were led by I'reeman,
the bailiff on the estate, who had selected the
day, probably on accountof its being fair day in
Aughrim, when most of the men of the district
were sbsent. The rein‘orced body of property
defence men then came to the gate of Kavanagh's
yard, within which the p ople had gathered all
the cattie from the neighboring furmms. One of
the gang dwsplayed a decument, presumably o
legal ducument of some kind, but on Kavanagh
requesting to see it, the emergency man refused,
putting it in his pocket, The whole gang then
attacked the gate, but, although the numbe,
of men within did not amount to ten, with
gome women and children, the emer-
gency heroos were beaten back. At this time
Freeman was observed [pointing his revolver,
but no cne anticipated his intention to dis;
charge it. The emergency army, iowever, see-
ing themselves repulsed by the few people
present, suddenly fired a volley of revolver and
rifie shots, numbering over thirty. The fatal
result of this dastardly fusilade was immediate-
ly perceived when the lifeless body of Juhu
Kinsella, pierced with bullets, was seen
stretched upon the gronnd. Jchn Kinsella was
an nged man, over sixty yeare, who, during the
heartless crusade of Captain Hamilton last July,
was evicted from his holding of & few acrea on
the Nrooke estate. He had-obtained temporary
shelter, with several other evicted tenants, in
the yard of Mr, L. Kavanagh's farmhouse,
and was known as a moat peaceable, inoffensive
man. Saveral others roceived shots, fortunase-
ly without serious consequences.

In the Mitchellstown case the shooting was
done by the constabulary, who were acting
under the cerders of Crown officars, but, in the
Coolgreany case, the murder was committed by
a set of drunken ruffians in the private employ
of an evicting landlord, It iz bad enongh
purely to have a oonstabulary licensed to com.
mit murder with impunity, without permitting
landlords to commission bands of scoundrels to
do thesame.

Yet the Government connives at and ex-
cuses these murders, clearly becavse they, are
part of the general policy of exasperation by
which it is boped the people may be dri.en
into rebellion and thus furuish an excuse, as in
'98, for elaughtering them who'esale. Civil war
is what the Tory government detire above all
thinge, but the Irish people will not gratify
them. As United Ircland snys:— o

By the mass of Canadiuns the approuching
Fisheriea Conferance is regavded with very lizl,
hopa or apprehension,  They teel that, however
it may result, the interests of this country are
swee to suffer. In this view they have tle
warrant of past experienc: and the eonvictivy
has become settled in their minds that, if ¥ng.
land can secure the friend:-hip of the United
States Government aud a reaconable assurance
of its neuirality in case of war, she 13 (it
prepared, if not rather anxions, to racifie
Canada. Althongh the Iwmperial policy La.
been to build up a Northern power on this cou-
tinent to strengthen her when the inevitabl
struggle comnes with Russia for the control
the Kast, she would willinely telinquish it;
thereby she could cement an alliance with the
Awmericans. The fisheriey d1apute has furni-hed
the Dritish Government with a fair opportuany
of bringing about this mush desired understand-
ing, end we may be certain that Governmen:
will not allow the negotiations to fail if by any
possibility they can be made a success. The
situatien may be stated in simp'e terms:—~

1st—TIingland desires to put an end forever t.
all causes of dispute between the United Stare
and herself.

2od—The United States desires free access
the Canadian fisheries.

3rd—Cansda desires to have the Americae
marlkets opened to her products.

The first proposition stands without questicp,
It is simply a statement of fact. Tho secors
propositicn is of the same nature. Tut whe
we come to the third we rtrike thay difliculiy of
tho situation, for there is good racson to frsr
that the feeling of the people of Canada is ou
shared by their government, and, therefor,
that the resnldt is not likely t» be in harmoy
with their nypirations. Indeed, we believe we
would malza no mistake were we to say tha
the United States will obtain all they o
about having, while Canada will get little «
pothing in return. The only thing that my
intervene to preserve our rights or sccure us an
equivalent for their iuevitable surrender, wil
be the arprehension en'ecrtained by American
statesmen that an injustica put upon Canadaby
the two high contracting powers for their
mutual convenience would re-ult in the consolt-
dation of the Damivion inte an independent
power which would cease to rubmit its interests
to tribunale where a decision adverss therets
was a foregone conclusion.

‘The inmense proportion of the
failures to the successes cured this, Two sisters,
davghters of a well known geveral ia the army,
recently opened a shop for children’a clothing
and made a profit of £300 in the first four
menthe, Lverybo 1y is not downg as well as this.
Unfortunately thero are hundreds of ladies now
almost penmiless in this city for whom no coor
of employment opzns. ILEvery West end sta-
tioner 13 asked to sell the:r drawiogs or cards.
Thereis little hope for thes. Sg many rich
families have bLeen brought low in the last
few years that applicanis for smployment crowd
around every likely door.  No change for the
better can be looked for till trade and politics
both improve.

One caunat but feel far thee uafo tunate
ladies, but their tribulations are only a par in
the preat industrinl movement of the times.
The tort of wealth on which their famiies Fave
lived for ages is passing away. A new order is
arising and it is at least pratifying to find them
preparicg to enter upon that struggle for exist-
ence which is becoming inevitable to all their
class, Let them be thankful that they can
exert their energies in their homes and native
land, not a8 the noblemzn and women of other
countries have had to do—seek a living among
straugers in foreign lands. The revolution in

A BRILLIANT ARGUMENT.

Mr. Chamberlain aroused the Flannelmouths

The Goveinment of Englaad is dis-
trusted and detested by the Irish; therefore,
acteording to the sapient Mr. Chamberlain, the
Tory Government has no right to govern till it
obtaing the consent of vhe Irish, In parliament
a very large minority distrust and detest the
Salisbwy machine, therefore it ought to acknow-
ledgeitself an impossibility and abdicateat once,

To this feel-
iog of jealousy is added that serpentinereligious
hatred which has always animated o cortain
claes of Puritans towards everything Tiisk and
Catholie.

THE UNRESTRICTED RICIPROCITY
: MOVEMENT.

Throughout Ontario the movement for uu-
restricted recip.ocfty is gaining strength every
day. The other day Mr. Wiman and Hon.
William MacJougall adJdre«sd a large meeting
and a resolution favo-ing the echeme was
adopted  without  dirsdent.  The  TLoucoea
Advertizer veinarks that ¢ Beampton is mote
than any other town in Canada under the
influencs of a large manufacturing firm, which
can carry or defeat any measute at its pleasure,
The inference i3 that this fiim is not afraid to
compeie with Americens on cqual terms, and
we can see no resson on the faze of things why
it shoakd be”

Still more recintly the farmers of Lincoln Ce-
clated themselves to the same effect, and at
Elmira, in the geeat county of Welliogton, Mr.
Shaw, editor of the Live Stock Journal, ad-
dressed the farmers on commercial unjvn, A
large number assewnbled, when Mr. Shaw spoke
for about one hour aad a half, setting forth the
advantoges of commercial union in a clear and
convinecy maoper. e pointed out that com-
mercial union would be of immense benefit to
the farmers of Cauvads, and that our manufac-
turers could fully hold their own against Ameri-
can competition in our howe market, and
would gain free access to the yreat American
matket.

Mr. Lowman, M.P., and M- Laidluw, es.
M.D.P., ¢poke very bricdly after Mr. Shaw.
The following tesolution was unsnimously
adepted :—

¢ That, after having heard the very ablead-
dresses by Mr.Tlhomas Shaw and athers on comn-
mereial upion, the guestion baing na important
one that enters into and very lagely «tte.ts the
yyreiculwur ] interesta of our country, and the

On the o her sice of the line the movemcat is
likowise gainiog strength. The mayor of
Rozhester, N.Y., has teon requested by 300
representative busicess men of that city to call
a meeting to censider the que-tion of unrestrict-
ed reciprozity with Canada. MMr. Butterworth’s
b 1], we are informed, isvrow assured of a fair
and fiee dizcussion at the next scssion of Con-
gross, Nor does there ajpe r to be any very
decided opposinon to the moverontin England,
for we read in a recent cabls despatch from
Londoa that the semi-otlicial ancouncement that
Br. Bayard intends to propose cummercial
upioa is well received in Eogland. 1t is felt
that commercinl union would be a good thing
for Canada, and that it would forever dispose of
a question which has given a great deal of
troubls in England,

Thus it will be seen that, spart frem a small
claes in the citics of Ontario, the tide of - pular
opinion is strongly in favor of free trade rela-
tioas with the United States, and i3 constantly
increasing, Umestricted Reciprocity is the
cne thing, in fact, which can put an end for-
ever to the difficulties continually arisirg be-
tween tho two nations, and relieve Englind of
all trouble with regard to affairs ¢n this conti-

nent.

of the Comiission are not yet quite cefinitely
agreed to.  The g neral line of the subject is
clearly cefined, but there are rome matters of
detail which are still the subject of oesouation
between the two governments, and which
ntight be slightly varied.”

We must confess our inability to see snything
in thess remarks to cacourage the expectation
indu'ged in by oar Ottawa  contemporary.

That the Canadian Gov-
crnment is, to saf§ the least, dubious on this all”
importaut point is evident from the closing sen-
tences of the Citizen's article, which cectainly
would no% have appeared in that paper unless
iz retlec el the views of S.r Charles Tupper.

If, as we may faizly presume, thisis the at-
titude the Canadian Commissiouer is p.epared
to assume he will be in perfect accord with the
popular sentiment of the pacple of this country.
Any arrangement that weuld cet satisfy the
just expectativng of our people would be certain
of rejection, Dy taking a firm etand on the
lines indicated by the (iovernment organ, Sif
Charlos Tupp.or may succeed in obtaining an
enlargement ot the terms of reference soagto in-
clude the question of rec’prozity. At allevents
he can prevent the surrender of Canadian rights
aund preserve the statu quounder the treaty of
1818, Dut shoald he fal to follow the linesine
dicated he nught as well make up s mind to
settle in Englacd.

THE LATE HON., MR. SENECAL.

HE PASSES AWAY YESTERDAY AFTERNOON~AN
RVENTFUL CAREER.

The Hon. Louis Adelard Senecal, member of

the Senate of Canada, who had been ill for the

past few days, died at his residence in this city
a faw minutes after 4 o'clock on Tuesday, 11th

inst. Senator Senecal’s ancestors came from

YFrance, his father being » farmer in the county

of Vercheres, P.Q. Hon. L. A. Senecal was

born at Varennes on July 10th 1829, and was,

accordingly, only 58 years of nze. He received

his education at Varennes and Burlington, V.

In 1850 he was married to Delphine, daughter

of Lieut.-Col. Dansereau, merchant at Ver-

chores. Decensed was a commander of the
Legion of Honor, France. He was a financier
and president ot the Richelien & Qutario Navi-
gation company, and has been general superin-
tendent of the suvernment railways in the
Province of Quebec, and president of
the North Shore railwny and ot the Mon-
treal City Passenper Ruilway company. He was
the means of having navigation cpen-d on the
Yamaska River, between Sorel and St. Aime,
and on the St. Francis River between Soral and
St. Francis, in 1877. Heconstructed the Riche-
liey, Drummond & Arthabaska railwsy, now a
wrtion of the South Iastein railway, the
Laurentian railway fromr St, Therese to St.
Lin, the St. Enstache fzom St, Therese to St,
Fustache, the Derthier r.ilway, the Lanorme,
Joliette snd St. Felix des Valois railway, the
I’As-omution railway, ‘and was, just before
his death, building the Passes Laurentides rail-
wny, He had the ice 1ailway constructed be

tween Montreal and Longueuil for two years.
He x4t in the Cemmous for Drummond and
Arthabaskn feom 1867 to 1871, and in the Que-
bee Arseably 1867 to 1872, and was called to the
Senate on 12th March, 1887, At the earlier
stages of his political career he was a Inberal,
but waslatterly a Conservative and protectioniss
and & valuable ally to Chapleau, Deceased wa
a keen nnd straightforward business man, who
entered upon a work with a determination to
carry 1t through successtully. Mr. Senecal’s
energy was the menns of having the R. & O.
company's line extended. Il¢ wiil be sadly
miseed, and his untimaly death wall cauze deep
regret throughout the Provinee. In the Seoate
of Canuda, Mr. Senecal was representing the
division of Mille 1sles.

Tho dead Senator was Iafd out last night in
one of the large rooms of his mansion on Dubord
street, and considerable taste way displayed
the draping of the mortuary chamber.  During
to-day reveral contributions of flowers were re-
ceived at the house, The funeral will take
place on Friday morning at Y o’clock from his
lateresidence to Notre Dame Church, where a
solemn requiem Mass will betcelebrated, and
promises to be largely attended

The rest are burned beyond recognition.

A SURVIVOR'S STORY.

W. A. Dunecag, of Syracuse, N.Y., bas ar-
rived from the scene of the railroad accident,
He saw the wreck. Lightesn or twenty is the
number at which he places those known to have
‘been killed. A number of these were burned
beyond recognition bsfore his eyes. A little
German boy was hemmed in, but rot reached
by the fire, and saw his father, mother and two
sisters slowly roasting before his eyes, e was
dying as Mr. Duncan left, There was a doctor
on the train, Mr. Duncan says, who lost his
wife and daughter in the burning wreck. He
¢ -1d do absolutely nothing for them, and saw
tiem encircled by seething tongues of fire and
ceemated. The train was not tsken over the
track on which the wreck oczurred, but switc}_lcd
around the remains, the train  beiag
still too hot to move. The night was
dark and the scene was dreadful. The
rear coaches of the passenger tixin were
smashed and telescoped so that they occupied
less space than one. The live conl from ths
freight engine ignited the debris under which
the wonnded and dead were lying. Before sub-
stantin) assistance could be rendered 30 people
had died. Some were mercifully killed by the
first shock, but many were sltowly roasted to
d-ath, No one in the Pullman elecper was
hurt, The coaductor telegraphed to his com-
pany hers that all escaped befare the fire
reached the car, and none were injured in the
eollisiva. No means existcd for checking the
tire, an? oa y after it had burned itself out was
it possible to do anyihing for those still im-
prisoued in the debns. Forty pesple were
wounded or burred, or both, Al were on the
train when it left Clicago, Willinm Perry,

ANOTHER NXRRATIVE.

‘We worked a3 long as we could but could not
get thews out, and the fire came all round them
and finally silenced their sereams. To hear
their de-perate cries as the fire came nearer and

THE OFFICIAL ACCOUNT.

The night operator at Kouts pgives thisac-
count of the affair : The train was made up of
five cars, the two rear ones being Pullinan
s'eepera. Just before the train arrived at Koutz
the eccentrie of the engine broke, and the en-
gineer s'owed np for repairs. The brakeman
timug ont & danger signal light, and the thing
east expecied was that n train would be along.
The train had stopped but o shart time when
the train bzhind, which proved to be the fast
Chicago meat trnin, rushed on a% the rate of 35
miles an hour,  Shestruck the rear coich, tele-
scoped it and the two in front, and left nothing
but the front baggage car standing. The three
coaches were swept completely away, nothing
but the trucks being left standing. The wreck-
age immediately caught fire, and the wounded
and dead in the flumes were burned beyood re-

A ROUGH AWAKENING,

Frank Cramer, the general western agent of
the Guiva line of stenmers, was on board tle
wrecked train, but escaped uninjured. *¢ The
first we, who werae in the sleeping car, knew of
the acedent,” said Mre, Cramer, ‘‘ our cosch
was rua into from the rear. The forward
conches, it scems, were telescoped by the sheck.
There were only seven passengers, I think, in
the sleeper, and none of them were killed nr
ivjured. I was asleep when the shock occurred.
I dreseed mysell, and when I got off the wreck
I saw the whole train was ablaze. Many who
were killed or serioualy wounded must have
been burned. The tran men did what they
couid to rclieve the wounded, but facilities
were lacking, and many people doubtless per-
t:iuhed Jn the flumes because no help could reach

THE ENGINEER'S STORY.

This morning surrounded by an eager group
of questioners, at the hotel in Kouta, the
eogineer of the passenger train told the follow-
iog story of the terrible disaster :—** We passed
No. 49 at_Boone Grove on time and started
towards Koulz. No, 4% pulled out of the sta-
tion in less tham two minutes behind us,
when tley shoula have waited much longer.
When wo wero well away from the town we
could see her lizhts bust o little way behind.
We were not ruaniog very fast because the
engine *was on one side.” We had broken an
eceentric s'rap and were running but one pair
of wheels, haviog baen forced to disconnect the
other pair, which were running loose. Of
course the accident held our speed down
a litt'e, but we had no idea the engineer
of No. 49 would have any difficulty in
Lkeeping off from our heels, ‘Thelast time I
looked there was ample room between us, We
stopped at the Boone Grove water tank and
wers thiers alinost a minute before they struck
us,”

A CRIMINAL RETICENCE.

Kovurty, Ind., Oct. 11.—This afternoon when
the repurters, who had been long delayed in
reaching Koutz, owing to the secretiveness of
the railroad officials, began at last to arrive,
there was little in the us];ect of the village'to
indicate the calamity that had so recently taken
place. All the dead bodies had been carefully
removed from sight, only two of the wounded
veere slillin the villuge, and the lacal employees
of the road were deaf and dumb to all seekers
after information. The coroner had been obliged
to go to Huuating'on, over fifty miles distans, to
obtain the statement of witnesses, and tha vil-
lagers scemed wholly at s:n regarding the ex-
t:nt of the disaster.

THE DOCTCR'S STORY.

About the only person about and willing to
talk of the detaila of the horror was Dr. W, C.
McKee. The doctor had promptly responded in
the deid of night to & call that he take 8 hand.
oar and go o the scene ot the wreck, three miles
from his house.  Dr. McKee% rendered good
- service, ,Hehad scant time to give his expe-
..~ rience in:de ail, butstatetd that “to .the best of

- hia knowledge 1t would not be overatatimg: the’
* facts to uay that the collisicn had cost- the lives

of fully thirty people. It was shortly after 1
o'clock this tlx)\grgiug when he reached the
wreck and he immediately began to give bis
services to the wounded. Those who were badly
hurt when the crash came, he says, must have
had little chancs for their lives so quickly had
the :cars taken fire and so. thorough was
the work of the flames. As. an illustration
of the destruction and the difficul;y of arriviog
at a correct ides of the magnitude, the doctor
eays that probably not a soul would have been
made nwars of the a'l but total wiping out of
the Miller fannlv of six had not their boy been
saved. Dr. McKee stated that ooly nine bodies
bhad been recovered and thay were so badly
charred as to be almost beyond recognition, the
most left of any of them being a blackened
trunk, and in some cases little beyond a few
handfuls of ashes, The nine were as follows :(—
The Miller family, of Dundee, father, mother,
two brothers and a girl (their 14 year old boy,
Herman, will probably die also) ; Dy, Perry, of
North Judson, Ind., Dr. Perry’s wife, Dr,
Perrys daughter, aged 11 ; a youcsg Irish lady,
pame unknown. Superintendent I’arsons, of
the Chicago & Atlantic, was retic-nt, but felt
certain that the nine mentisned were all that
had lost their lives.

bad been running since 1882. 'These

loans wera in some casee advanced on an esti-
mated premium of 30 per cent. Mz, Jewell re-
ported that the board of diractors had been sya-
tematically deceived by false reports and cooked
accounts. In one case $107,000 advanced on
stock was trnosferred to luans on morteage.
The losses on lonns on Manitoba property
amounted to $110,006, not counting $19,000 in-
terest wiuch had accrued, The report stated
that 856,000 had been checked out ta Cronyn
and Greenless to payon loans, and that such
money had not been w0 puit{. Besides this
amount B, Cronyn got from the associntion
$75,713.77, which was only partially secured.
Charles Murray, the late manager, owed the
association altogether 8116,373, which was
only partially secured. Mr. Jewell has been
unable to go fully into all Taylor's transacticns,
but found that he was connected in one way or
another with 8389,000 drawn from the associa-
tion. The report concluded that such a course
of deception could not have been purszed with-
out collusion on the part of others, and there
was no doubt but such collusion certainly
existed.

THE LATE DR. HENRY HOWARD.

The announcement of the death of Dr, Henry
Howard, DM.R.C.S.E., at his residence, 4G
University street, last Wednesday tvening,
will be received with very general regret. The
decessed gentleman was  born  in Nenagh,
county Tipperary, Ireland, oa the 1st Decam.
pes, 1815, end studied medicine in Dublin under
the celebrated Dr, Jacoh, He took his degree
in London, Eng., in 1835.

Island, near Kingstos, and also in Kingston,
coming to Montreal about 1815, and has since
resiced in tlus eity. He was a.poinced
medizal superintendent of proviceial lunatic
asylums in 1861, and visiting physician
of Longue ’vinte Asylum in 1875, Dr, Howard
was auther of ““The Anatowy, Physiclogy and
Pathology of the Eye,” which was pnblished in
1870, and of the Philvsophy of Tusanity, Crime
and Responsibility,” which was published in
1882, He was als» an ex-piesident of the
Medico Chirurgical sociaty of Montreal. Tne
decessed gentleman had a very large circle of
friends, by whom he was highly esteemed for
his many good qualitics. Hewas u prowmizeat
parishioner of St Patrick's, and a true and
devoat Chri-tian, He Ieaves two son= and thres
daughters, Hoe, Thos.

EOW TO GET ONE WITHOUT MAKING ANY MISTAKE
( Chowmbers’ Journal. )

In selacting a house, or a site for a new one,
remember th.t where the sun will shine on the
house for some hours o doy ene «lement of g od
is secured, especiatly 1f the runish'me enters as
the windows of the liviag roome, or ro msnost
used daring the daytime.  Attsr the aspect bas
been found to be suitable, and that a plantiful
supply of sun avd air is irsured, attention
should be given to the general position and con-
atruction of the houss,  Jf the grouniis at all
porons, a layer of concrste not less than
six inches thick, and composed of cement

or lime, and brokes Tricks or gravel,
should be epread wover the whole of
the ground covered by the hailding.

This will prevent the rassige of ground air up
through the floos,  Alr will travel through
the ground for some distanse, and as it invari-
ably beeomes centamisated by taking up car-
bouic acid a3 in its passage, is not suitable for
ihaling. Tae house scts s n sncker on the
ground ; and if, unfortunately, the eite is one
on “made " ground—that iy, composed of all
the refuse of a town~—th3 ground besomes the
medivm of disease. No huuses should be built
without a well ventilated air space between the
earth and the groucd fl or, vspecially if the
layer of concrete on the swface b: omitted.
Tiie walls should bs tails of good havd buarnt
brick or non-porous st ne, setn lime or cement
moartsr, Commen under-buarat bricks or porous
stones hold mwisture, which evaporates
with a rise ju the t2mperature, aod s¢
chills the a‘'r in the house. 1f thebricks or
stones of the walls are suspected of holding
mo'sture, the whole of the external surface
should bie covered with cenuent, crtiled or+latsd
above, The fonndation of the wuls should ress
on tifek -ds of coserete Lie fded in the earth,
anct to prevent the ground damp fron rising up
the wallsa dwmnp-proof eour-e of slabos i1 cetment
or a bel of a-phalt should be laid in the fall
thickness or widch of the wull, just above the
ground line. Dryness in this climate is so0
ess~ntial to health that any building whieh in
its floors, walls or roof =iss by admiteing mois-
ture, should be rejected a3 a place of residence
Ly thise who value their health, Ta tropieal
ciimat s buildiogs are constructel to keep out
the heat, but here we Liild to relaiu the heat
and keep cut the cold.

AN OPEN LETTER
FROM HON. WM. M‘DOCGALL TO HON. H. MERCIER.

Qcepke, Oct, 13.—The Hon. William bMc
Dougall, one of the cleverest statesmen of the
Doininion of Canada, and aun ¢ld father of Con-
federation himself, has written a very lengthy
and remwrkable letter to the Hon. Mr.
Mereier upon the situation in so far as
the relationship of the Drovince to the
Federal power is concerued, This docu-
ment, which is io the shape of an epen letter,
is published in cxfense by L'Electenr, and ocen-
pies several columns of that paper. The hon-r-
able gentleman iz excenticnally s-vere upoa the
disallowance of the Provincial acts in Manitoba,
and urges that if such things be parmitted and
practiced, in virtue of an all bus obsolete provi-
sion of the law, there is nothing to prevent a
wholesale interterence with the aut>nomy of the
othier Provioces. Sneaking as oue of thefuthexs
«f Confederation himself, and in the nameof the
otlier premoters and organizers of that greag
work, he denies that it was the intention toallow
of the exercists of such powers, except in the
cases of o neerssity, which in Manitoba hss not
beea shown to have existed. The hin gente-
man touches upon nther features of the Lintish
North American Act which have b-n siradncd
reyond the purpose apnd intenti ns of it
framerz, and says that & revinm or pe per
und-ratanding regarding them is how ureentdy
demanded. Yor this and for other racons, sle
MeDougall expresses his gratitica'isn at the
action of the Honorable Mr. Merdier in calling
a couference of the representatives of all the
provinces, ond says that the p-emier degerves
the thanks of the wanole country for his action in
this regard. He expresses the nope which all
gool citzens will heartily echn, that thw labors
of the couference may bs productive of lasting
guod.

THE BEHRING'S SEA SKEIZURES.

Tue Ottawa Government haz received infor-
matios of the ground of the appeal to be made
to tha Suptenie Court of the United States Dis-
trict Conrt in Alaska confiscating the British
schoouner W, P. Sayward for hunting and seal-
ing in Behring’s Sea, Six American vessels
waere slea forfeited on the same cccasion and
uoder similar circumstances. Mr. Willoughby
Clark, who had charge of the defence, willap-
peal on the following grounds:—

(1.) ‘That na none of the vessels were captured
within the three marine mile limic they were
engaged in the legitimate cal ing in the opan
gea common to all, . L

92, That as they were outside that limit they
wera not in Alaska territory or iz the waters
thereof within the meaniog of the act. .

3. That Russia could not cede to the United
States that which she did not absclutely pos-

sese,

4. That Behriog’s aca is properly a portion of
the North Pacific ocean and was included in the
treaties made botween the United States and
Gieat Britain previous to the treaty of cession.

(3.) Thab no great body of water can be pro-
perly claimed by any nation unless entirely or

‘nearly surrounded by its own territory.

(6.) That Behring’s Sen and Straits have
alwnys been o highway to the Arctic Ocean. |
(7.} That the imaginary boundary line men-
tioned in the treaty «f cession could not and
does not define the Jimits of any country, 4
portion of it buing abeolutely in mid-ocean, and
another portion extending interminally 1nto the
frozen oceav, which, if:extendeg definitely,would
strike somewhere about Nova Zambla, and can-
not be the portion of any boundary line.

(8.} And that the evidence on behalf of the
Government was 1 no case sufficient to base a
decree of forfeiture.
